Se, today 1'd like to discuss those changes with you and I'd
aleo like to describa the actions we've takch es far ta lay the
foundaticon of an Americen foreign policy for new times, A decade
ago, the world beyven s our borders was a familiasr place, but if I may
say €0y NOt a Very reassuring one. The Soviet Union wag on the
march- cemccracy seemed to be in retreat and our values wvere being
questioned. We and our allies aleo faced severe economic problams
that undermined cenfidence in the fres market, and undermined
confidence in free trade as wall,

Mow, afiwr a decade that I think will always he known sz the
Reagan era, the world beyond our borders is a more reassuring place.
Soviet forces have left Afghanistan. Other regional conflicta
imflamed by Soviet intervention have begun moving toward rescluticon
with the help of some, I think, perhaps with biaspd -=- with all my
bias hanging out, wilh the help of soma creative American diplomacy.

Once again, I think it's fair to say that democracy im on the
march, We have affirmed cur values, reaffirmed our values. And the
internaticnal economy which has been driven by the longest Amarican
peace-time expansion on record has provided new hope for progreas.
This more reassuring world, though, is also, I think it's fair ta
say, becoming a less familiar cne. The world hasg clearly ocutgrown

the clash b=tuwsen the Euperpowers that dominated world politics
aftor World Har IT.

Instead, we facte a ssries of challenges that ars reshaping the
new international order. We could advance toward an incraasingly
damocratic worldy or if new and fragile democracies fail, the cause
nf freedom could well he thrown back. The internaticnal economy
could continue to grow) or the stresses of competitian, trade
imbal ances, debt could lead to protectionims, it could lead to riwval
trading blocks, ultimately to the disadvantage of all af us.

The international community of nations could ack to deal with
transnaticnal dangers, such as environmental hazarda, tarreriem and
the drug tradey or these problems could grow worse because of a
failure to work together, A properly conceived approach by the. g
Atlantic Alliance could extend the progress that we've mada with the
Soviet Union, leading to far mors cooperative East-West relationug
@ through mistakes on either side of the Iren Curtain, this
appartunity could be lost.

Finally, new military technoloples could provide greater
atgbility
at lower levels of forces; or we could encounter a darkar age 1if wae
cannct halt the spread of weapons that put naticn= an a hair trigger,
particularly if we fail to make progress in reasiving volatile

regicnal cenflicts,
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—3 Tha third area whers we've hegun to lay foundatlion for poace snd
swcurity {s in the Middle Eagt. DOn March 25, we celsbrated the 10tk
anniversary of the Egyvptian-lgrasli peace treaty. But to marlk kg
annivarsary is alsa, really, I think to realize MHow much romaine
undong, and all we have to do, if I may inter ject here, {8 to road
the newspapers this morning to see how verly much dosa remain te pa
dong, The dally violence {n the West Bank and Gaza, the astones
Ehrown, the lives lost, are all adding ta an alveady bittar legacy of
hatred betwasen Arabs and lsrawlic.
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Last wask President Mubarak of Egvpt
and Prime Minister Shamir visitad Washington, Hism Ma jesty Wing
Husgeln of Jordan will be visiting us next week. I do not doubt
that arter so many y ars of strife, there iz a very deep yearning on
the part of all faor prace, But lt's also clpar, I Ehink, that the
aubstantive gap between the Parties iw far tos wide, and the
atmosphere ie far too clouded by violence, tension and mistrust te
launch negatiations now, We have therefore been strassing for two
wronEhs the need for a step-by~step process. Its purpose in o
reduce tenaions, to praomeote dialogue between Israslis and
Falestinlians, and te build an snvironmant that can austain
| nogotiations on interim arrangemants and permanent status,

Last wewk, Prime rinister Jhamir responded. He made claar that
tha status quo was unacceptable. He also amphasized Israml’s deaire
b2 advance a political process that might ulbtimately lead ta a
sottlemsnt., He groposed elections in the territories for
Falestinian representatives urepared to negotiate an interim
agreament. The process would culmintate in negotiations gn final
status. And he said that in thous negotiations all option would be
wpen. All parties could bring their prefarred positions ta the

table, and all of couram would have to find tha ultimate cutcome
atceptable,

This, we Ehink, i8 & positive atep and a step that iz warkh af
further consideration and development. In soming wadkas, we will he
discussion with Israsl and the Arabs the detalls of thess ideas,
we might Build =n them, how they fit into a larger picture af
SetEing the stage for direct negotiations. He have anbarked, if I
Mméy ®ay so, on a atap-by-ntep approach that fits aur view of how t
Arogress on this most difficuld of conflicts,
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SEN. RUDMAN: Mr. Sacratary, lant issus. 1 wank to talk about
the Middle East very briafly,
as I said at the cutmet. Although thias Is a hearing on your
approprilation for this yoar, we do got an opportunl by to talk about
some of the other {asupa.
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I fully agree with tha United Btates government's deciaion ko
talk with the PLO. Thare ara marny whe don't agrea with ik; I wgree
with it. I think that it —— that they're a factor in tha Middle
Eant, somabody has to talk ta tham. The Israslis, for what thay
belisve good and adequat reasons, won't, and I think {t's tine that
va arm. Put I've boen a hit disturbed by some of the missd 8ignal
that have come out af the administration in terms of thae PLO, in
terms of what Israel mught to dao in the Qecupied Tarritorlga m—ip
light of scme statements by the PLO long after Mr. Arafat'g
daclarations in -~ [ believe 1t was Algiers last year.

Lot ma just read two or three of them to you, for those af us
who support you fully in your affarts. On April 4th of this VAP -
that's a few days ago == Ehe dasignatad PLD Farelign Minister,
interviawed by %the BEC Arabie Service, said —-- that'g Farug Kaddeumi

And, of course, evarybody understands when he sayn “the nesxt
Phase,* thare ig a well known FLLO document I'm surs the Eecratary'sg
familiar with about what the naxt pPhasa is, that is, the dewtruckion
of thes state of Israsl. .

Then this ptatament by Abu Iyad, also of reeent vintages

United States or threough an intarnaticnal conference. According te
the phased plan, we will eatabish a Falestinian state on any part of
Palmating that the enemy will retreat from.

Tha folleoewing statament is attributable to the Epckasman for

the Secretary-General.

The Secretary-General has learned with grave concern of the
incidants that took place teday in the Israeli-occcupled West
Bank. He strongly depleores the injuries caused to innocent

civilians and the loss of life. He is especially disturbed by the

reports of cesualties by gunfire.
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In his meeting with Prime Minister Shamir on 11 April, the
Secretary-General urged that the Israell authorities exercise
maximum restraint in the occupied territories and cautioned of the

Mubarak, in his remarks, said the situation is ripe "more than
ever bhafore" for an active effort.

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understanding of interpational problems have becn skillfully employed
for the good of his country and the cause of world peace.

Today, we discussed a wide range of issues of common concern.
Maturally, we focused on matters related to the bilateral relations
and the situation in the Middle East. 1'm happy to say that we
concluded this round of talke with a note of optimism and hope. We
are quite matisfied with the state of U.5.-Egyptian cooperation. Qur
steadily increasing interaction betwsen our tun peoples constitutes a
cornerstoneg of the policy of our teo countries. We are equally
determined to cement this friendship even further.

As President Bush said, our commitment to the promotion of peace
inn the Middle East is the paramount one that takes priority over any
other concern, To usy peace is not only a cherished ideal, but also a
practical necessity. We believe that the area stands at a himtoric
crossroads certain to affect the future of many generatilions. It is
our sacred duty to eiert maximum effort in order to widen the scope of
peace and to remove the remaining obstacles to a Just and a
comprabensive aettlemant. .

The past few months have witnessed several breakthroughs. The
PLO has accepted unequivocally the reguirements for peace. An Arab
consensus has emerged in favor of peace and reconciliation. The
United States initiated a dialogue with the PLO, thus enabling itself
to communicate directly with all parties to the conflict.

A majority of the Israeli people is shaping up in suppart of
peace. World powers are adopting constructive policies designed to
h&lp the parties reach agreement.

In short, the situation is ripe for an active effort more than
aver before.

The United States has contributed greatly to the process of
bringing about this remarkable change. It remains highly gualified to
play a pivotal role during the months ahead.

e found ourselves in agreement on most issues at stake.
Together, we believe that for any settlement to be durable, it should
be a comprehensive one that addresses all aspects of the dispute;
particularly the Palestinian problem. That sett lement should be
achieved through direct negotiations betwsen Iurasl and all Arab
partners, within the framework of the international peace conference. .'
The basis of the negntiation is Security Council Resolution 242 and
338, the principle of land for peace, security for all parties
concerned, and realization of the legitimate national rights of the
Palestinian people. We are both opposed to the annexation of the
Occupied Territories as Firmly as we stand against any irredentist
claims and vengeful acts. MWe reject the policies that result in the
continuation of violence and escalation of tension.

1 discussed with President Bush some ideas designed to activate
the peace process, and to facilitate starting the negotiations. On
the other hands we eipressed deep concern over recent developments in
Lebanon, and agreed to double our efforts in order to help the
Lebanese people put an end to their trasedy and resume their peaceful
mission.

Last but not least, we discussed certain African problems, and I
was pleased to find President Bush aware of the urgent need for a
concerted action on Southern Africa and the debt problem.

Again: I enjoved the meeting with our dear friend President Bush
todays; and I am looking forward to pursuing with him our friendly
talks tomorrow.

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SENIOR ADMINISTRATION OFFICIAL BRIEFS ON MUBARAK VISIT
(Transcript? White House backaround biriefing)

HWashington -- A senior Bush administration official April 32
provided a readout for reparters on the meeting bhetween Egyptian
Prasident Hosni Mubarak and President Bush. Following is a transcript
of the brisfing:

(Begin transcript!)

Senior Administration OfFficial? Let me begin first with soma
of the mechanics. Thers was a private meerting betuesn President
Bush and FPresident Mubarak, which I estimate lasted about 35 to 40
minutes. That was fol lowed subsequently by a meeting in the Cabinet
Room, which lasted about 25 minutes.

The president's statement == which you Just heard: I believe ==
was very comprehsnsive and coverad all of the i1ssues that were touched
upom. I therefore have very little to add to what he said. There
were several issues or themss that I would point to. One was
President Bush's wvery strong affirmation of the warm relationship
between Egypt and the United States, which President Bush described as
"tremendously important.® in guotes.

Secondly, the president reaffirmed our obiective with respect to
a comprehensive peace based on Security Council Resolution 292 and the
principles of territory for peace, lsraell security, and Palestinian
political rights. He also said that there may well be a role Tor a
properly structured international conference; but reemphasized the key
factor of direct nepotiations in any peace ProcPss.

Thirdly; FPresident Mubarak,; in the larger meeting, explained at
some length his position on Egvptian economic reforms; stressing that
he was committed to those reforms. He described the numerous meEasures
that the Egyptian government has taken over the past months and years,
as weall as the actions that his governmment i1s undertaking nowj§ wvarious
areas of pricing, for eiamele. But he also made it clear that the
pace of economic reform must be sensitive to the political actions --
or political implications of those reform measures. This issuey the
whole issus of the sconomic relationshipy I ewxpect will be Further
pursusd in meetings with President Mubarak and his team tomorrow with
Secretary of State Bakery, as well as Secretary of Treasury Brady.

But he did talk
about the need to move ahead in terms of trving to construct some sort
of international conference in order to get the peace process started.

G3: Do you expect the administration to take a decision on
economic progress concerning Egrpt, for example the debt or the
release of blocked currency?

@: What was the guestion?

BR. ADMIN. OFFICIAL: The gquestion was whether or not the United
States was going to take action with respect to the specific economic
issues such as debt and the blocked funds -- I believe that was the
question. [ would sary that we certainly will be discuBsing very
intensively with the Egyptian team over the next couple of darys these
issues,; includinag the issues of the cash transfer to which vou
referred. On the issue of debt, as you know, debt really can only be
rescheduled in the context of the Paris Club, and that reguires an IMF
agreemant.

IS8SUR: Earller today, the government announced lte
dacigion to 1lft restrictions on official Canadian
contacte with the PLo. An initial meeting has already
taken place between the canadlan Ambassador to the UN
and & PLO rupressntative there. A Deputy Miniwker of
tha Dapartment of External Aftalrs has met tha
official PLt rapressntative in JOttawa.

Asida from the
comoval of restrictions on official contacts with the
PLO, and the prospect of ministerial meetings with the
PLO in the ruture, the declslon to support the concept
of FPalestinian self-determination appeara to bLe an
abandonmeant of major astablished principles of Canadian
policy. 7To averyone in the Middle East, "Palestinian
self-dstermination” means an independent Palestinian
state. While Mr. Clark pretends otherwise, the
government ls now in the pomition of appearing to call
for an indspendsnt Palestinian state. Aa a result, It
appears to have abanduned tha principle of not pro-
judging the outocoma of negotiations.

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OFFICIAL CONTACTS WITH THE PLO

The Secretary of State for Exterpal Affairs, the Right
Honourable Joe Clark, announced today that Canada is ending
restrictions on official meetings with representatives of the
Palestine Liberation Organization (PLD).

In addition, Mr. Clark said that Canada has endorsed
the prirnciple of self-determination for the Palestinian people
to be exercised through peace negotiations,

Irn making these announcements, the Secretary of State
for Exterral Affairs reaffirmed Canada's support for the State
of Israel and reiterated Canada's policy of supporting the
right of Israel to exist within secure borders. Nothing in the
policy announced today detracts from Canada's lorngstanding
position as a close friend of Israel,

None of the above changes rthe Canadian practice in
matters of recognition. Canada does not recogrnize the
Palestinlian state proclaimed in Algilers. Canada does not
recognize organizations and therefore the guestion of
recogrition of the PLO does not apply.

. "Ir recent montha the constructive and helpful
statements by the Palestine Wational Council (PNC) and Chairmar
hrafat have addressed critical Caradiarn concerns about the
position of the PLO,"™ Mr, Clark said, 1In particular, he cited
the acceptarnce by the PHNC of Security Courcil Resolution 242 as
a bagin for a2 peace confererce or the Middle Bast, its
disavowal of viclence agaimst civilians and Chairman Arafat's
eXplicit recognition of the State of Israel.

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These positiond now adopted by the PLO open new
perapectives for an accommodation on the basis of territorial
compromisa and coeXlatence.

Mr. Clark anrounced that the Canadian Ambassador to
the United Matiens, ¥Yves Fortier, will be meeting with a
representative of the PLO mission to the Urited Hations, for a

review of Middle Bast issues to be dealt with in the United
Hations.
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I am announcing today the results of our review of
recent developments in the Middle East relating to the
Palestinian issue. We have come to certain conclusions in this
matter, in accordance with the objectives which have guided
successive Canadian governments over the years. The

fundamental principles have long been

- support for the security, well-being and rights of
Israel as a legitimate, independent state in the

Middle East;

= support for a just, lasting and comprehensive peace
settlement based on Israeli withdrawal from ccecupied
territoriez as enunciated in Security Council

Resclutlon 242 of 1967;

= recognition that for there to be a just peace, the
legitimate rights of the Palestinians must be
realized, including their right to play a full part

in determining their future;

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= insistence that for the PLO to play a role in Middle
East peace negotiations, it must accept Israel's
right to exist within secure and recognized

boundaries.

Over the past year and a half, developments in the
HMiddle East have altered lengistanding assumptions about the
nature of the peace process. The intifada in the occupied
territories has demonstrated rthat Palestinian nationalism is a
reality that must be taken into account. King Bussein's
withdrawal from Jordan's former responsibilities for the West
Bank acknowledged this fact and served notice that Jordan

would no longer speak for the Palestinians.

In recent months, constructive and helpful
statements by the Palestine National Council and by Chairman
Arafat have addressed some of the basic Canadian concerns
about the position of the PLO. The PNC accepted Security
Couneil Resclution 242 as a basis for a peace conference on
the Middle East and disavowed the recourse to violence against
civilians. In Stockholm and Geneva, the Chairman of the PLO

explicitly recognized the State of Israel.

TET
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1 welcomed the developments at the time. The PLO
decisions and statements of recent months, declaring their
recognition of the State of Israel and their readiness to find
an accomodation with 1t, repreéesent a revision of traditional

PLO policy.

After careful consideration, we have concluded thar
the changes in PLO positions largely address the reservations
canada had expressed. Canadians naturally remain concerned
about axtreme elements asscciated with the PLO, but it 1s our
view that a peaceful settlement regquires the participaticn of
the PLO and Canada wants to encourage that Organization to
play a consistent and eonstructive role in the pesace process.
We have therefore decided te lift as of today our existing

restrictions on contacts with representatives of the PLO.

This action will allow us to continue to encourage
constructive actions by the PLO, and to suggest further
measures, such as the amendment of obsolete rheterie in the
Palestine MNarional Charter, that can contribute to the climate

of confidence required for negotiations in good faith.
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I want to rake this sfcasion te reliterate that

Canada doez not recognize the Palestinian state proclaimed
lase MNovember, However, the proclamation of a state dne: CAsST
a4 different light on the question of Palestinian
self-determination. Canada has long accepted the right and
need for Palestinians to play a full part in negotiations to
determine their future. We had been concerned that the phrase
"self-determination® was being used as a code-word for an
independent state, and that Canadian endorsement of the
principle would be interpreted as Canadian advocacy of an
independent state. That interpretation is no longer possible,
because an independent state has been declared, and not
recognized by Canada. That allows Canada to endorse thea
principle that the Palestinians have the right £o
selfi-datermination in accordance with the International Human
Rights Covenants. That must be sxercised through peace
negotiations in which the Palestinians play a full part.
Those negotiations may lead to an independent state, or to a
federation with an existing state, or to some other result.
We do not prejudge the results of thosse néegotiations, but
affirm the rights of Palestinians to participate fully and

directly in that process.

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I indicated to my Israeli counterpart, Foreign

Minister Moshe Arens, when we met in Parisz in January, that

the Government of Canada strongly supports the early launching
of a process of negotiations, which would reguire the
participation of the PLO as the principal representative of

the Palestinians.

The Canadian Ambassador to the United Nations,
Mr. ¥Yves Fortier, will meet with a representative of the PLD
Missien ko the United Nations. Other contacts will take place
elsewhere as appropriate as part of the ongoing pursuit of

Canadian foreigh policy objectives.

We take these actions in the e&xpectation that they
will encourage the PLO to continue on the course indicared by
its recent statements and actions and with the hope that

ultimately this will help bring security to Israel.
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CANADIAN POSITIONS ON KEY ISSUES: A SUMMARY

The main principles which govern Canadian policies
toward the Arab-Israell dispute are:

SECURITY OF 1SRAEL

- Support for the security, well-being and rights of
Israel as a legitimate, independent state in the
Middle East.

region to live within secure and recognized boundaries
and the requirement for Israeli withdrawal from
territories occupied in 19&7,

OCCUPTED TERRITORIES

- Hon=recognition of the permanence of Israeli econtrol
i ovar the territories occupied in 1967 [the Golan
& Heights, the West Bank, East Jerusalem and the Saza

Strip) and oppositisan to unilaceral acstions intended
o predetsrmine the outcome of negotiations, including
the establishment of settlements in the territories
and gnilateral moves to annex East Jerusalem and the
Golan Heighes. Canada has considered such lsraeli
actions to be contrary to international law and

urhelpful to the peace process. "‘

H Recognition that for thetre to be a just peace, the .
