British Prime Minis-
ter Margaret Thatcher had asked
Saudi King Fahd to award the con-
tracts on a sole-source basis to Brite
ish firms, according to Saudi
sources, and the king agreed.

The largest single U.S. arms deal
with Saudi Arabia Involved pur-
chase of five Airborne Warning and
Control System (AWACS) radar
survelllance planes for $8.5 billion
in 1981, U.5.-Saudi agreements on
arms and military construction pro-
jects between 1978 and 1087 have
totaled $31 billion.

Britain now appears capable of
equaling this amount in the coming

cade,

The Saudis had made clear to the

eagan administration and Con-
gress that they no longer plan to re-
quest major new U.S, military itema
because of strong congressional ap-
position to Saudi requests for such
items as F15K jets, Stinger antiair-
craft missiles and Maverick air-to-
ground missiles,

They also have made clear that
they intend to buy what the king-
dom regards as its legitimate de-
fensive needs “wherever it can get
them," as the Saudis have said,

Administration  officials  ex-
pressed dismay in March when they
learned Saudi Arabia secretly had
purchased from China, with which it
has no diplomatic relations, missiles
wiﬂu a potential range of 1,600
miles.

Chairman Lee H. Hamilton (D-
Ind.) asked two administration of-
ficials testifying about a proposed
$1.9 billion U.S, arms package for
Kuwait what they knew about it.

The officials, State Department
Deputy Assistant Secretary A. Pe-
ter Burleigh and Deputy Assistant
Defense Secretary Edward W,
Gnehm Jr., confirmed that an-
nouncement of an agreement was
expected soon but refused to dis-
cuss the package's conteats or
which western country was in-
volved.
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Saudi sources said yesterday that
Kuwait is ready to adopt the same
policy if Congress blocks sale of 40
F18 Hornet jets; 40 Harpoon, 120
Sidewinder, 200 Sparrow and 300
Maverick missiles: 400 laser-guided
bombs, and 200 ¢luster munitions,

Yesterday, the administration
formally submitted the $£1.9 billion
Kuwaiti arms package to Congress
and pressed its case for the sale be-
fore the subcommittee.

Buriﬁigh and Gnehm said the
United States and Kuwait had de-
veloped a close political and military
relationship since U.S, Navy ships
began escorting Kuwaiti tankers
through the Persian Gulf Jast July,
They said the sale is “a strong in-
dication of the growing strength of
the bilateral relationship.”

Twenty senators, led by Dennis
DeConcini (D-Ariz.), wrote Secre-
tary of State George P. Shuitz June
17 saying that they were "du}gly
concerned” about the proposed Ku-
waiti sale, They said that it was
“critically important” to obtain Kye
waiti assurance that the F18s never
will be based in countries bordering
Israel and that Kuwait will not seek
to buy refueling aircraft for the jets,

The judge, of course, made his ruling on the
basis of the language and history of the
apreement Lthat established the United Na-
tions headquarters in New York City. That
aprecment requires Lhe United States to "re-
frain from Impalring the function™ of the PLO
ohserver mission, Palmierd sald.

But what Palmler! did not say is that Con-
gress’ decision Lo Lack a provision to close the
PLLY oflice onto an antl-terroriam bill was a
blatantly political act that had more Lo do
with domestic politics than wige diplomacy.

T'he issue here lsn't whether the PLO has
engnged in terrorst activities. It has. Many of
its actions are repugnant. The issue Is the abil-
ity of the United Natlons to function as an
International forum. If the UN's declslon to
allow a PLO observer mission could be so easl-
Iv thwarted by the United States, what would
prevent other U8, pressure groups [rom
blocking other UN activities?

The editorial writer is apparently unfamiliar

with the position established by the United State
in 1975, It states that there shall be no negotia-
tinna with the PLO unleas and until it accepts Se-
curity Council Resolutions 242 and 338 and re-
nounces the use of terrorism. The PLO has done
neither to date, With respect to the resolutions, the
PLO always refers to the UN Assembly resolutions
adapted at the urging of Third World and Commu-
nist countries, resolutions which are not hinding
under UM rules.

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Ismet Kittani, permanent representative to the United
Nations, spoke at Harvard on Aprll 25. He essentlally
repeated what Ambassador Hamdoon had said before at Harvard.
Some differences reflected that Kittani is a Kurd and not a
Ba'thist.

There were two sets of discussions --a public seminar,
followed by a smaller group at a faculty club dinner. Both
were off the record.

In the public seminar, Kittani was asked (politely) about
the "alleged” use of gas in Kurdistan. He responded that it
was more than alleged; it had happened. He criticized his
government, ldentifying himself as a Kurd, with family both
in Baghdad and in the North. Prefacing a second set of
remarks by saying that he was not defending the use of gas,
he went on to criticize the Kurdish leadership and its
policies which had precipitated events at Halabjah.

At dinner he was asked about the impact of the war on Irag’s .
domestic situation. He gave a three part answer:

1) "Perhaps”™ Saddam Husayn had great ambitlions when the war
began. But the people are tired of ambitions. They want
stabillity In order to be able to tend Lo their own affalrs.
2) The people are also tired of ideology, and as far as they
are concerned "the Ba’th party and its ideology can float
down the Tigris."”

3) Iraq lightly entered every Arab-Israell war In the past.
But that wouldn’t happen again. Particularly, there would
be no Iragi involvement in the defense of Syrla, except if
Iragi interests were directly at stake, because of what
Syria has done to Iraq durling Its war with Iran.

Someone pressed him on the reasonableness of Iran’s demands.
Kittani replled that the demand for the resignation of
Saddam Husayn was not acceptable --because Iraqg ls not a
democracy, and wlthout Saddam the country would fall apart.

In conversation with me before the seminar, he explalned .
that he thought the PLO-Syrian rapprochement was purely
tactical, for the sake of the upcoming June 1 Alglers

summit., He said that he hoped the rapprochement would lead

te an Arab-Israell settlement.

My opinion (which I didn’t have a chance to express) is that
the rapprochement stems from the PLO’s inability to
negotiate and any serious peace plan drives the PLO Iinte the
arms of Syria. Thus, it is likely to be one of those
"tactical™ affairs that lasts a long while, and it will not
lead to any settlement. It seems that they haven't thought
through their response to a normalization of PLO-Syrian
relations. If the PLO really does go with Syria, does it
open any opportunities for Israel and Iraq?

A letter is being sent to you that deals with the
subject of censorship in Israel. It comes from what is called
the Freedom to Write Committee of the PEN American Center.

International PEN, as you may know, is a loogely
federated group of national organizations of writers. The PEN
Anerican Center is one of them. The Freedom to Write Committee
is one of a number of existing committees of the American Center.

The PEN American Center has approximately 2,100 members.
There were fewer than a dozen of them at the last meeting of the
Committee, the meeting at which it was decided to send the letter
referred to. No poll of the PEN American Center menbership has
been taken in connection with tha sending of this letter; indeed,
neither the letter itself nor the sending of it has been called .
to the attention of the membarship.

A draft of the letter was discussed at meetings of the
Executive Board of the PEN American Center. There was sharp
difference of opinion among members of the Board as to whaether
this letter or any similar latter should be sent. No vote of the
members of the Executive Board was taken.

We are writing not to comment on the substance of tha
Committee’s letter, nor to express an opinion on the merits of
the position it takes. We are writing only to make it clear that
the letter comes not from the PEN American Center as an
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organization, but from the members of a gingle committee, whose
views may or may not represent those of the membership at large.

The members of PEN whose names appear below have
authorized me to sign this letter on their behalf. No attempt
has been made to build a large number. These names are
representative, and they include three former presidents of the
PEN American Center.

Thank you for your response to the letter of Mareh 16, signed
by 29 senators, supporting three educational projects in Israel
that are important not only to Iaraelis but to many Americans.
The projects are attended by large numbers of Americans as well .
as Israell students. As was noted in the earlier letter, the
firat school, the Machon Alta Lubavitch School in Safed, requires
$4.5 million for badly needed bullding and dormitory facilities.
The second, the Jerusalem Institute of Talmudie research, also is
in strong need of a new building, with an estimated cost of $3.5
million. Finally, the Vishnitz Institution of B'neil Brak has a
large capitol conatruction and operational budget that needs
State assistance. The total amount of Israeli assistance
required, however, 18 slight: around $16 million dollars.

Each of these worthy institutions have more than 60% of their
budgets covered by private American donationa.

In your letter, you wrote of the sacrifices that the people
of Israel have made to return to economic stabllity and of the
budgetary constralnta you have had to 1lmpose. We are indeed
gratified that your economy has improved so dramatlically, and are
proud of the role that our country was able to play in helping .
you achleve that.

However, what we are suggesting ie a relatively minor
expendlture that 1as small in comparison to the very substantial
private and publiec support for Israel emanating from the U.S.
Those of ua who signed the March letter were disappointed and
perplexed, therefore, by your response. We are now jolned by
other colleagues who share our concern and our hopes, and we
renew our request for funding these projects. Funding could be
accomplished, moreover, over more than one year, thereby
lessening any budgetary impact.

SHULTZ EXPRESSING CONGRESSIONAL CONCERN OVER CHIMA'S ARMS TRANSFER POLICY
JN THE WIDDLE EASTY

Dear Colleague:

We are writing to invite your support for two letters which we hope to send
to China's ambassador to the U,5. and to Secretary of State Shultz
expressing congressional concern over China's arms transfer policy in the

Middle East.

In the past 18 months, China has demonstrated an apparent disregard for the
fmplications of 1ts arms transfers to this volatile region. Its sale of
S4lkworm missiles to Iran continues 4o pose a grave threat to international
shipping in the Persian Bulf as we)l as to U,S. ships and personnel, Its
sale of the C55-2 missile to Saudi Arabia created an extremely troubling
precedent by introducing an intermediate-range ballistic missile into the
Mideast, one which can be equipped with either chemical or nuclear
warheads. Finally, reports have been circulating that China may be
considering & sale of ballistic missiles to Syria.

The consequences of the spread of ballistic missiles--along with chemical
weapons--would be devastating for all countries in the region. The
situation jeopardizes both American interests and stability in the Mideast.
Given China's history of selling dangerous weapons to governments with no
interest in peace in the Middle East, and the ineffectiveness of previous
protests by the U,5, government, stronger action is needed, These letters
send the message to the Ambassador and the Secretary of State that
cooperation on technological and other matters so important to China will
be imperiled if China does not respond to these concerns.

We are writing to express our profound concern over recent reports which
{ndicate that China may be considering a sale of ballistic missiles to
syria, If true, such a sale would have 2 potentially destabilizing effect
on the Middle East and, more broadly, would seriously exacerbate the
problem of missile proliferation in this volatile and troubled region.

" We regret, Mr. Ambassador, the necessity of writing this letter. It occurs

against the backdrop of the past few years, which have witnessed the
establishment and gradual warming of relations--and the buildop of trust--
between the U.S. and China, The increased cooperation between our two
countries on a variety of economic, military, and diplomatic endeavors has
brought benefits to both sides, and will be part of an ongoing process,
absent serious disruptions arising from the bilateral relationship or from
differences elsewhere,

In the past 18 months, however, China has demonstrated an apparent
disregard for the implications of its arms transfers to the Middle East. As
you know, both Cnn?ress and the Reagan Administration were deeply disturbed
by your government § sale of Silkworm missiles to Iran, particularly
because these missiles posed--and continue to pose--a grave threat to
{nternational shipping in the Persian Gulf as well as to U.S. ships and

personnel.

On a wider scale, during the 1980°s, China has been a significant source of
weapons for both sides in the Iran-Irag war and continues to be a major
supplier to Iran. At 23 time when the U.S. has been attempting to enlist
internationa) support for an arms embargo against either combatant which
does not support U.N. Security Council Resolution 598, such a policy cannot
be viewed as constructive.

The sale of Chinese CS5-2 missiles to Saudi Arabia created an extremely
troubling precedent, It introduced a new weapons system--an intermediate-
range ballistic missile--into the volatile Mideast, one which can be
equipped with efther chemical or nuclear warheads. The consequences for all
countries in the region could be devastating. Further, the sale of the CS5-
2 will encourage procurement and proliferation by other Mideast countries
of this destabilizing class of missiles,

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Seen 4n this context, the sale of ballistic missiles to Syris would be a
grave mistake, particularly given credible reports of Syria's indigenous
chemical warfare capability, Such sophisticated weapons in the hands of
Syria would certainly pose a significant danger to her neighbors, could not
help but jeopardize both American interests and the quest for stability in
the region, and would have a deleterious effect on U.5. relations with

China,

In conclusion, Mr, Ambassador, we strongly urge you and your government to

take our concerns serfously, Specifically, we would hope that you stem the

flow of weapons to the combatants in the Iran-)raq war--especially lran-- .
and that you desist from any plan to sell ballistic missiles to Syria or

anyone else in the Middle East. More broadly, we would hope that you would

give every consideration to joining the Missile Technology Control Regime
approved last year by the seven Western {ndustrial nations, which 1is

designed to restrict access to missile technology.

Your government's willingness to take these steps would demonstrate an
ability to act responsibly in this most volatile region, and would likely

ensure continued cooperation on technological and other matters so
important to your country,

We would like to inform you of our deep concern about recent .
reports that the government of the People’s Republic of China has |
offered to sell the M9 ballistic missile to Byria.

The irresponsibility of S8uch a sale is manifest. Syria remains on
the State Department’s list of countries that support terrorism, It
has been a continuing obstacle to Middle East peace talks and
conducted a massive arms buildup over the last saveral years.
Furthermore, there are credible reports that Syria has developed an
indigenous chemical warfare capability.

Unfortunately, such a sale by the government of the People’s
Republic would not be unprecedented. china has already sold Silkworm
missiles to Iran, a nation that has repsatedly threatened the lives
and property of Americans and American allies, Indeed, Iran has
actually used a Silkworm missile against one of its heighbors, Xuwait,
and the missiles continue to threaten our ships as they patrol the

Gulf.

Given the history of china‘s willingness to sell dangerous
weapons without regard to the nature of the purchaser -- and the .
ineffectiveness of previous Protests by the United States government

=~ we believe stronger action is needed.

We believe jit is imperative to inform China at future Unitaed
states cooperation in technoloaical and EfliElgz i&fgern will be
serious Y imperiled unless this ndiscriminate arms gales policy comes
to a halt.

China’s sale of ballistic missiles to governments with no
interest in peace in the Middle East and Persian Gulf upsets regional
stability and severely complicates United States efforts to work for a
resolution of conflicts in those regions. This message needs to be
brought home to the Chinese government in the clearest pesaible

Continuing instability in Lebanon is not in the interest of
the United States. Until order is reestablished, Lebanon will
be a source of international terrorism and regional instabil-
ity. No outside power has been willing or able to impose
order. Therefore, in order to reestablish normalcy in Lebanon,
the United States must help to strengthen the hand of the
overwhelming majority of Lebanese, who are committed te an
independent, peaceful, and democratic Lebanon.

In order to achieve this goal, the policy of the United
Btates should be based on the principles of preserving the
unity of Lebanon; supporting the whithdrawal of all foreign
forces from Lebanon; recognition of and respect for the

MR. COLLINE: And in Weshington, joining ug now live is the
leracli Defense Minister, Yitzhek Rebin, concluding some meetings
here in Weghington with the adminigtration and the Congrecss.
Welcome, Mr. Minigter. Thank you for joining us. Mr. Rebin ig in @
hotegl downtown, and he ie sort of remote from us.

Tell me, sir. You spoke with Governor Dukekis last evening.
Whet assurances could he give you of continuing continuity in the
American~lsraeli relationship if he becomet the President?

MINIETER RABINt Well, the mzin purpose of my toming over wat
to telk to the administration, mezinly on the defensc relationship
between our twe countries. Being here, I took the opportunity also
to telk with members of the Congrese. As you know, Israel
entertaine bipartiean support for ite bagic needs, the secerch for

peace, and the need to be strong. And I took the cpportunity to
have a private talk with Governor Dukakis. 1 didn't agk any

commitments, I just tried to put the way that I szee the problems in
the region. It wae 2 private talk, and 1'1l not elaborate about it.

MR. COLLINS: Well, could vou tell us if you came away with
some feeling of a Dukakis preszidency vis-a-vis your government? .

MINIETER RABIN: It'e not up te me &t an Jeraeli to meddle in
American politice. And we have our elections in November, you have
youre in November too. We'll see who will be in gavernment in
Israel, and who will be in government in the United Etates.

M. COLLINS: All right. Let me ask you, who is to be the
government of lsrael?

MINIETER RABIN: MWell, in a free democratic country, you can't
say who will be. Being member of one of the parties, no doubt == I
don't doubt most of the time my party will win. And I believe this

MINISTER RABIN: I believe that there is no difference in the
-basic epproach that peace on our sastern border ~- that is to say
peace with Jordan, solution to the Pelectinian problem, decision

about the permenent political and legal status of the territories,

can be achieved only by political means, by peace negotiations.
Therefore, what we say to the Palestinians, what we say to the Arab
world, what we say to the internstione]l community: solution around

a negotiation table. Violence will achieve nothing, because if .
we'll accept any giving in to the use of visclence, that it is aimed

Dear Mr. Prime Minister:

Tnank you for your response to the letter of March 16, signed by 2%
Senators, supporting three educational projects in Israel that are
important not only to Israclis but to many Anericans. The projects are
ettended by large numbers of Americans ae well as Israeli students. As was
noted in the earlier letter, the first school, the Machon Alta Lubaviteh
School in Safed, requires $4.5 million for badly needed building and
dormitory facilities. Tne second, the Jerusalem Institute of Talmudic .
research, &lec is in strong need of & new building, with an e=timated cost
of $3.5 million. Finally, the Vishnitz Institution of B'nei Brak has a
large capital construction and operaticnal budget that needs State
assistance. The total amount of Israeli assistance required, however, is
slight: around $16 million dollars.

Each of these worthy institutions have more than 60% of their budgets
covered by private American donations.

In your letter, you wrote of the sacrifices that the pecple of Israel
have made to return to econamic stability and of the budgetary constraints
you have had to impose. We are indeed gratified that your econany has
improved so dramatically, and are proud of the role that our country was
able to play in helping you achieve that,

However, what we are suggesting is a relatively minor expenditure that
is small in comparison to the very substantial private and publiec support
for Israel emanating frcm the U.S. Those of us who signed the March letter
were disappointed and perplexed, therefore, by your response. We are now .
joined by other colleagues who share our concern and our hopes, and we
renew our request for funding these projects. Funding could be
accamplished, moreover, over more than one year, thereby lessening any
budgetary impact,

Mr. Prime Minister, this request comes fram many who have fought to
assure the highest possible levels of U.S. assistance to Israel in its
struggle to achieve econamnic strength and stability, and to survive and
achieve peace in the Middle East., We strongly urge you te recongider and
to take a deeper review of the possibility of responding favorably to this
Very reasonable reguest.
