It is crucial that the cease-fire be firmly established so that

JERUSALEM, JUNE 14, 1982, at 8,45 a.m.

PM: _ What can I do for you this morning, Mr. Ambassador?
\Habib: I have received instructions from Washington to proceed to Beirut; I will go this
afternoon.
PM: I just spoke on the phone to our Defence Minister. He is in khmx Beirut. He says
iynu will be received by our soldiers with a salute. He told me that yesterday he was caught
the middle of a convoy for five hours. He could not get through.

Habib: I hope your people are not in the Palace.
PM: _ They are not in the Palace, Last night I got a call from our Foreign Minister and .
from our Aubassador in Washington telling me there vas a commofion in Washington. By the by,
did anyone tell anybody in Washington that I had told you yesterday that we would stay
in Lebanon for five years? I said no such thing. I said we would leave in a few weeks —_
if the proper arrangementsis are made and that if they were not made we ware prepared to
stay there for five years if necessary. I was astonished that this is what the Secretary
said to our Ambassador, that we intend to stay for five years.
'Habib: That was a misunderstanding, We reperted what you said.
PM: I spoke yesterday to our chief-of-staff at 11.30 p.m. He swore to me we did not take
the Palace or the township. I have just now spoken to Arik and he said to me , tell Habib
'we didn't take any Palace or hownship; let him go to Beirut and our trofps will salute him.
ﬂ: Ou™r latest report, this morning, is that you have reached the area of the Palace.
This is the communication we received from our Ambassador in Beirut this morning, that
Israeli troops are ridging the Palace.

(PM asks for telephone call to Defence Minister)
PM: I will speak again to our Defence Minister and you will be able to talk to him
directly.
Habib: Let me describe to you what the area there is like. There is asx a hill which is
a landmark of Beirut. On top of the hill is the Ministry of Defence and a few meters below
is the Palace and a few meters below that is our Ambassador's residerce. Beginning last
night we got reports that your forces were in that area. #

(PM epeaks to Defence Minister on phone and asks him to speak directly to

that your forces there are 100 meters from his residence. VYesterday, I got a request

Recent history clearly shows ‘that the Lebanese
have no ability to do that by themselves,

Rather than condemning Israel, the U.S. should acknowledge and understand that
self-defense prompted the Israeli action. The U.5. should use Israel's presence
in Lebanon to induce the Syrians to participate in a joint withdrawal.

The lsraelis have been faced with the constanl threat and reality of shelling.
Were I ar Israeli, | would have no difficulty justifying what they have done.
Since July 1981, there have been more than 100 cocumented ceasefire violations
by the PLO. What the Israelis have done is, in a sense, to say "Enough is

enough. As a matter of self-preservation we are going to clean out this whole
nest of PLO enclaves."

. Historically, Lebanon and Israel have lived in psace. Only the emergence of
the PLO and their Syrian protectors has disrupted that peace. The lsraelid
presence in Lebanon provides an opportunity to deal with this problem.
