The elected Palestinian Arab representives in the territories will also constitue the self-
governing authority during the wansitional period. This self-rule will permit the Palestinian Arab
residents of the temitories to conduct and be responsible for avery aspect of thelr daily lives, the
sole exceptions being security and foreign affairs, which clearly must remain in Israeli hands. All
matters conceming Isracli citdizens living in the territories will also be under Israeli administration.

The transitional period will constitute a test for co-gxistence and cooperation, At a later stage,
negotiations will be conducted between Israol and the Palestinian representation, subject to
Rgreement after three years, for 8 permanent solution, During the negotiations for a permanent .
solution, all the parties will be entitled to raise whatever issues and make whatever proposals they
wish; no suggestion or idea will be barred from the negotiating table,

In sum, the Isracli peace initiative ig a positive development, & creative and welcome proposal
for moving Arab-Israel relations from hostillty and war to friendship and peace. It has our full and

enthusiastic support.
