Dear Mr. Secretary,

Enclosed herewith please find our annual request for U.S.
assistance, both in the area of Defense assistance and in the sphere of
economic aid, as submitted by the Director-General of the Ministry of

Finance to the A.I.D. As ever, we are grateful for your understanding and
help.

May I use this opportunity to allude to a few points which
underline our assistance request.

First, the notion of alliance. We genuinely feel a great
affinity for the U.S. - and these sentiments cross party lines in our |
country and are completely consensual. We are devoted to a reliable
alliance with the U.5., which is both deep-rooted and long-standing.
There is a solid infrastructure of democratic values and free world goals
shared by our two countries, which makes our alliance all the more
reliable. I can state, without any hesitation, that in this respect, our
friendship is unique in this part of the world. I believe that our
cooperation in the framework of the joint Politico-Military Group for the
last six years in wvarious areas, has demonstrated great existing
potential. I have no doubt concerning its value and viability.

Second, we face immense military threats. There is no need for |
me to enumerate those by Syria, Irag and other countries, including some |
possible unholy alliances. As you well know, the Middle East and some of
these countries are headed by unscrupulous leaders, who have had no pity .
for their own countrymen, and harbour no peaceful intentions toward their
neighbours. Some of them have embarked on ambitious programs of
acquisition of military equipment including non-conventional arms. One

' Washington DC
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needs only to recall the Iraqi gas attack on the Kurds in Halabja, that
took the lives of thousands. The Iragi dictator himself was frank enough
to state publicly his intentions regarding our country. These . revolting
and obnoxious phenomena serve to underline our defense -needs.

Third, the economic field: We are now facing a thrilling
challenge, a dream coming true: a massive Jewish immigration from the
Soviet Union and other countries. The goal of providing our brethren, who
are now joining us in our homeland after decades of separation, with
housing and employment, is a top national priority. The demands are
enormous. We shoulder them with love, and this feeling is shared by all
in Israel, although we will be stretching our economic resources to the
utmost. Let me take this opportunity to express our gratitude to you for
raising with the Soviets the problem of anti-Semitism in their country,
and expressing concern about it.

Finally, as you may know, the economic aid, almost in its
entirety, goes to the payment of former defense loans. However, knowing
that the United sStates has its own budgetary limitations, we have
refrained, despite our needs, from asking for a raise in the assistance

level. We believe that our request should be accepted as agreed upon in
earlier discussions.

In conclusion: ¥You know, Mr. Secretary, that we are in the midst
of efforts to establish a new government. There is no doubt in my mind
that when we complete this task, hopefully soon, we shall work together
with you to revitalize the peace procegs ich remains and will continue
to be for us a matter of the highest pri

Dear Ms. Edelman,

May 1 first express the appreciation of the Goverment of Israel for the
fact that Function 150 of the AFY 1991 Budget Proposal - already submitted
to Congress - includes the sum of 12 billion dollars in economic aid and
18 billion dollars in military aid to Israel. Given the administration’s
determination to reduce its federal budget deficit, your intention to
sustain aid to Israel at current levels is particularly appreciated.

On behalf of the Government of Israel, I wish now to submit to you Israel’s
formal request to the United States Government for AFY 1991 economic and
military assistance.

Indeed, we are confident that full and prompt Congressional authorization
and appropriation of the administration’s request will serve vital Isracli

national priorities, including the absorption of large
immigrants from countries in distress. It will also be
as additional evidence of the strong U.S.-Israel bond
promotion of our common objectives of stability, peace

numbers of Jewish
perceived elsewhere
so essential to the
and security in the

Middle East.

Concerning the Economic Security Fund (ESF) program, it should be noted
that the level of assistance approximates our annual debt service for past
military assistance loans. In AFY 1990 debt service will amount to 1.17
billion dollars. We therefore request that the ESF appropriation for AFY
1991 be, as in recent years, 1.2 billion dollars.

Alleviating the burden of past military assistance loans is mnow
particularly important due to the exceptional burdens of immigrant
absorption on the state budget. Between January and April 1990 almost
30,000 new immigrants have entered Isracl, most of them Jewish refugees
from the Soviet Union and Eastern Europe who arrive with little or mno
assets or means for self-support. The flow of new immigrants is
increasing by the month. Therefore, Israel bears the exceptionally heavy
burden of rapidly absorbing this large number of new immigrants into
Israel's society and economy.

US. assistance enables Isracl to face its exceptional challenges while
maintaining economic stability. Simultaneously we are making every -effort
to promote the appropriate structural economic reforms, to _'rcduc:
government intervention in the economy, and to stimulate growth. These
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efforts will be pursued along tht lines discussed in the consultations of
the JED.G. in Washington last winter, and will be further explored in the
forthcoming session to be held here in July.

Please see the enclosed booklet "Mational Budget for the Year 1990" which
provides a summary of economic developments in Israel during the past
year.

The following are the primary considerations that have guided our
assessment of needs in the F.M.S. category :

. The wave of reform, democracy and disarmament - going strong in Eastern
Europe - has yet to reach the Middle East. Few changes in these respects
are yet observable in the region. The ending of the Iran-Iraq war and
the continuation of arms shipments to hostile Arab countries even
increase the threat to Israel's security. Being the only Western-type
democracy in this volatile and problematic region, we feel that our
alliance with the United States, as expressed, inter alia, by our
enhanced strategic cooperation, serves our mutual interests, needs and
aspirations.

- Obviously, the implications of the introduction into our region of more
advanced types of ground-to-ground missiles and long-range fighter
_bombers, as well as of the demonstrated capacity (and, in some cases,
the intention) to produce, deploy and resort to chemical warheads cannot
be ignored.

- The Isracli econmomy bears an exceptionally heavy burden of defense.
Although the Ministry of Defense has labored to lower costs and has
reduced defense imports, nevertheless this year defense costs constitute
20.3% of the budget in direct costs alone. Concurrently, total foreign
debt service in 1990, much of it due to defense expenditures, is
estimated at some 3.6 billion dollars. :

- The costs of military equipment have risen rapidly, such that the
purchasing power of the F.M.S. amount today is almost half of what it
was a decade ago.

Consequently, our AFY 1991 FMSJS. financing needs, based on the
procurement lists presented at the May 1989 JSAP Committee meeting,
specify a total request of 2.6 billion dollars. MNevertheless, according to
the understanding reached at that meeting we request FMS. aid for AFY
1991 in the amount of 1.8 billion dollars.

We appreciate the consent of the US. government to allow us to use 475
million dollars of the FMS. total for AFY 1990 for off-shore
procurement, mainly for realizing special projects in Israeli industry.
We request that the same amount be allocated for off-shore procurement in
AFY 1991 also.

Israel is most interested in the effective implementation of the various
agreements related to its status as a Major Non-NATO Ally. Pursuant to the
revised MOU on Defense Procurement signed in December 1987, we look
forward to the creation of conditions that will facilitate the sale of
Isracli military hardware and services to U.S. forces, including our
participation in the "European Workload Program”. .
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In this context it may be worthwhile mentioning the recent implementation .
on a reciprocal basis of the U.S.-Israel MOU. i

We would also appreciate U.S. favorable case-by-case consideration of the
procurement of Israeli defense items and services using the FM.S funds of
other recipient countries.

In a rapidly changing world, the steady support of the United States has
been a crucial factor in Israel's efforts to attain its primary goals:
peace and security, economic independence and a Jewish homeland. In our
resolve to pursue all three, we have found a great partner amd ally in the
US., and for all the various manifestations of this friendship and
support we reiterate our gratitude.
