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ADDRESS BY THE PRIME MINSTER OF MR. YITZHAK SHAMIR,

[} THE EUROPEAM

Mr. President,
Members of the Eurcpean Parliament,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

It iz & special privilege for me to address parliamentarians in this
great democratic institution of the Eurocpean community. Institutions such as
this one did not evolve overnight. It took centuries of strife and struggle
for democracy to develop on this continent. But now democracy is an integral
gﬂrt of European reality and it is taken for granted. 5o much so, that it is

ifficult for some of you to appreciate what it means to be a democratic
island in a totalitarian sea.

History - especially Eurcpean history - teaches us that the
attitudes, mind-set and moral outlook of a society are shaped by democracy
or the absence of democracy. Democracy determines the approach of nations to
human rights, to the rule of law, and to war and peace.

We have been fortunate to see in our time the £fall of totalitarian
regimes in state after state. We are elated as we witness the rise of
freedom and democracy in their stead. Democracy has spread across Eastern
BEurope into Asia; it has stouck roote In Latin America; it is on the crise in
Africa. There is only ocne region where the winds of change have not been
felt, where democracry is still totally absent. That region is the Middle
East.

In the Middle East, the deep hostility of the Arab world to the
existence of the Jewish state of Israel is compounded by the absence of
democracy. Unfortunately, in most of the Arab world, there are no basic
differences on the conflict with Israel. There are only differences on
tactics. In most of the Arab world there are no true moderates. There are no
real parliaments and no real oppositicn parties. There is no free press.
There is no peace movement. There is no vox populi. I believe all pecple
want peace; and a government which truly represents the people will always
seel peace. But totalitarian and despotic goverrments consider war and
violence acceptable means of achieving their aims. It is a difference we
expect our democratic friends to remember.

Mr. President, Ladies and Gentlemen, the Arab-Israsl conflict is
unique in character and context. The conflict did not begin in 1967. It did
not begin with the establishment of the State of Israel. The conflict is at
least a hundred years old, and the real issue is neither territory nor the
denial of self-determination to the Palestinian Arabs. The real issue is the
rejection of Israel by almost the entire Arab world. The real issue is the
refusal of the Arab regimes to accept the irreversible reality of Israel as
a permanent part of the Middle East . The real issue is the fantasy that
EOme day, somehow, Israel can be chliterated. This iz why these Arab regimes
have maintained a state of war against us, not only throughout the 43 years
of our independence - but for many years before. This is why they have
conducted a total political, diplomatic, and economic boycott against us.
This is why th!{ have tried to mobilize the internaticnal community against
the two main pillars of our national life - the ingathering of our peocple in
our national home, and the building of our country.
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At the end of the first Arab war against the State of Israel in 1948,
all the Arab states refused to give political sanction ko the 1949 armistice
lines. At that time they made no secret of their hope to obliterate those
lines = and the S5tate of Israel = by force. In 1967, they tried to do so and
failed. Since then, they have been trying to push us back to those
vulnerable and indefensible pre-'67 armistice lines. Now, again, they see
cur withdrawal to those indefensible lines as a step toward ctheir wultimate
goal. We have learnt to take these hopes and plans seriously.

To achieve this purpose, the Arab regimes have cynically and cruelly
exploited the plight of the Palestinian Arabe. Make no mistake about 1L,
ladies and gentlemen, the suffering of the Palestinian Arabs is wery real.
to decent person, least of all a Jew of this era, can be ocblivious to this
suffering. Several hundred thousand Palestinian Arabs live in slums known as
refugee camps in Gaza, Judea and Samaria. Many others live in similar
conditions in Arab countries. Some three hundred thousand Palestinians were
axpelled from Fuwalt as a resulk of the Gulf War. This wholesale expulsion
has not raised one mucmir of protest by Arab governments. Only Jordan has
received them and given them shelter. It is an unacceptable situation and it
mist not continue. But to blame the State of Israel for their suffering is a
moenstrous loversion of history, an Crewellian distoction of the truth. It is
like blaming the Allies of World War II for the horrible suffering of
millions of German refugees during and after the war.

It is the Arab regimes that have provoked all the wars in the Hiddle
East, including the wars against Israel; it is the Arab regimes that have
prevented the rehabilitation and housing of refugees, both in areas wunder
Istael’s conteol and in thelir own countries; and it is the Arab regimes that
must be held responsible for the frustration, bitterness and hostility which
dominate the lives of the Palestinian Arabs wherever they are - in Gaza,
Kuwait, Lebanon or Jordan. It is therefore utterly naive to expect that the
the nature of the Arab reqgimes will change, and that all this suffering will
end, if only Israel withdraws to the 1967 lines.

In their unrelenting struggle against Israel's existence, the Arab
governments created the PLO. This umbrella organization of terrorist groups
claims to represent the Palestinian people and their aspiration for a
homeland. But it was c¢reated by the Arab regimes in 1964 - three and a half
years before the S5ix Day War when Israel did not hold any so-called
"oocupled kerritories” and when a Palestinian heomeland could easzily have
been carved out of the Jordanian-Falestinian kingdom.

The objective of the PLD; its raison d'etre — then and now - is to
undermine Israel's legitimacy, to spread fear and terror among the
Palestinian population, to destroy the prospects of coexistence between Arab
and Jew, and to prevent Arab acceptance of a sovereign Israel. It is one of
the great tragedies of our time that this organization, whose aims are
clearly spelled out in its charter, has received recognition, support and
help from the democracies.

I believe there iz hope for ce between Israel and its neighbors.
But it will not come th{:II'E the following four developments take place.
First there must be a real change of heart on the Arab side. As yet, we have
no concrete evidence of such change. We do not find it in the actions of
Arab leaders; nor in the Arab media, or among the intellectuals, or on
CampUSEes.

second, the Arab governments should express uneguiveocal readiness to
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deal with Israel directly, on an equal footing, in negotiations aimed at
establishing peace between us,

Third, it would be encouraging if even the smallest beginning of
democracy in the Arab countries becomes noticeable. We would like to hope
that the people of the Arab world will be able to have & say in shaping
their future and their relationship with Israel. There is no reason that
what has hafpenEd in the past few years on the continent of Eurcpe should
not happen in the Arab world., We find it particularly unfortunate that the
free wnrld does not seem interested in pressing for democratization in the
Arab countries.

Fourth, Arab states have to grant the few Jews who remain there some
basic human rights. I am referring specifically to the Jews of Syria, who
are in effect prisoners of the Syrian government. They should have the right
to emigrate and join their brethren in other parts of the world.

Wie are eager, as we have always been, to advance towards peace with
all our neighbours but we live in a volatile region, and there are limits to
the risks that Israel can take. Our first duty is to survive. And we cannot
survive unlezs we have secure and defensible borders. In fact, this is what
is required by Security Councll Besclution 242 on which the peace
negotiations are to be based. Unfortunately, there is a great Jdeal of
misunderstanding and misrepresentation about the intent of thiz EReszolution.

In our view, and in the view of the authors of the resolution, 242 is
not a self-executing instrument. It calls on the parties to make peace and
allows Israel to administer the areas it took in 1967 wuntil "a Just ard
lasting peace in the Middle East® is achieved. When such peace is made,
Israel was required to withdraw its armed forces from territories - most
explicitly not all territories - it acquired in the war. Let me remind you
that over 90 percent of these territories are now under Arabk soversignty.
Resolution 242 must be seen as guidelines to the negotiators. It leaves the
issue of borders entirely to the agreement of the parties in accordance with
the principles it sets out. The Arab insistence at the time - supported by
the sSoviet bloc - on Israel’s withdrawal to the pre 1967 lines was rejected
time and again by the Security Council, which recognized that those lines
were temporary military standstill lines that are neither secure nor
defensible, At its narrowest point, Israel was 14 kms wide between the years
184% and 1967. There is widespread misperception of the physical reality of
Israel. The dimensions of our country today are such that it is laughable to
hear phrages like "Greater Israsl".

If hostile hands get control of the small piece of land known as the
former West Bank of the Kingdom of Jordan, the area would turn into a
launching pad for an attack against the heartland of Israel. We can never
permit this to happen. Relinquishing this area is an invitation to wac.

There is no magic formula to real peace and reconciliation. We
believe the only way is to focus on the human dimensicn, remove barriers
between communities and peoples, and build - step by step = an edifice of
matual confidence and trust.

Jews and Arabes must learn to live together. In the areas of Judea,
Samaria and Gaza we have enabled 100,000 Palestinian Arabs ko return -
mainly on grounds of family reunification - over the last 24 years. We have
also established Jewish vitiaqes and commmities there, which have displaced
no one. We believe that Jews and Arabs must learn to coexist in these areas
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just as they have learnt to do so in pre-1987 Iszrael.

We are now on the threshold of a renewed attempt to launch a process
that would lead to direct negotiations between Israel and each of itz
immediate nei s, as well as with the Paleszinian Arabs who reside in the
territories nistered by Israel. This attempt was initiated the United
States, because our neighbours have refused to respond to our calls to come
and deal with us directly, which is the natural course, if one is ready £or
peace. The American initiative is based on Istrael'’s peace proposal of May
1989, which, in tumrmn, was founded on the Camp David Accords. It provides
what we believe to be the only viable framework for the solution of the
Arab=Igrael conflict.

I would like to share with you the main elements of our approach and
to point ocut where our friends in Burcpe can play an  impoctant, helpful
role,

= The negotiations mist be bilateral, direct and free of any outside
intervention.

= The danger of military confrontation and especially the use of weapons of
mass destruction must be addressed, reduced, and hopefully removed.

= A climate of mutual trust and confidence must be created. The EBEutopean
experience at the Conference for Securikty and Cooperakion in Helsinki
should be emulated and applied to the conditions in the Middle East.

- The Palestinian dimension of the conflict must be solved on two levels -
political and human. On the political level, we have presented a
two-stage proposal. The first stage provides self-government for the
Palestinian Arabs residing in the territories adminiztered by Isrsel.
Three years after the establishment of the autonomy, the second stage
will come inte effect, with the launching of negotiations on the
permanent status of those territories.

— ©n the mman level we have proposed the establiszhment of an international
fund, to finance the rehabilitation of the refugees by providing them
with housing and employment.

= We aim at concluding bilateral peace treaties with the Arab states Cthat
will encompass normalization of relations, Including mutual diplomatcic
representation. Until this is achieved, we will propose that both sides
undertake not to break off the talks, that confidence building measures
be adopted, and the mutual cooperation in varicus spheres be discussed
and implemented.

- The guestion of territories will undoubtedly be the most Jifficult and
contentious izsue;, as Israel is convinced that it has a well-founded
right to these territories. We do not oppose the raising of any fssue by
our interlocutors. But they should understand that this is a process of
negotiations between equals, and that Israel will come to the table with
itz own position, its own interpretations and its own claims, but with a
sincere intention to try to reach an agreement.

- On the basis of these principles, we believe that progress toward a peace
settlement can be made. But there are nmo short cuts. There is a need for
much patience and consistent effort. All sides must refrain from E£eeding
unwarranted expectations and expecting guick solutions.
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We hope the process launched by the United BStates;, co—sponsored by
the Soviet Union, based on Israel’s peace initiative, will bear £ruit and
direct negotiations with our neighbours, will begin next month.

Cur friends in Europe can play an important role in helping us
achieve progress in this all-important venture. In addition to supporting
direct negotiations, and helping in resettlement of refugees, Europe could
also assist in launching regional cooperative wventures, as well as
strengthening Israel'’s sconomic ties with the European community.

Mr. Fresident, Ladies and Gentlemen, when I lock at your present
condition I think of the history of Europs over the last cenkturcy. Your
nations experienced terrible wars, contimuous conflict, suffering and agony.
Time and again, you saw nation set against nation; the rise and march of
dictators and their defeat after lengthy and painful struggles. And now, at
the end of a long pericd, you are together - former bitter enemies - in a
united commmity you are discussing the good of the commmity, co-operating
in all matters, acting almost as cne unit. I envy you. I would like to see
such a community rise in the Middle East. And I believe that despite all
differences between us, we should be able, gradually, to build a united
reglonal community. Today it is a dream - but we have seen, in our own
lifetime some of the most fantastic dreams become reality. The gqulf
seperating the two sides is still too wide; the Arab hostility ko Israel koo
desp; the lack of trust too immense to permit a deamatic, ouick solution.
But, we must start on the long road to reconciliation with this first stage
in the peace process.

We are convinced that human nature prefers peace to hostility and
belligerence, We, who had to fight seven wars and sacrifice many thousands
of lives, glorify neither death nor war. We yearn for peace. We pray for

peace.

We believe the blessing of peace can turn the Middle East into a
paradise; a centre of cultural, spiritual, scientific and technological
creativity. We can foresee a pericd of great economic progress that would
put an end to misery, hunger and illiteracy. It could put the Middle East -
the cradle of civilization - cnto the road of a new era of endeavour and
achievement .,

Buch a goal merits our devotion and dedication for as long as it iIs
necezsary until, in the worde of the prophet Isaiah, we shall be able to
turn "sword into ploughshares" and bring the blessings of peace to all the
peoples of ocur region.

5o much so, that it is
difficult for seme of you to appreciate what it means to be a democratic
island in a totalitarian sea.

History - especially European history - teaches us that the
attitudes, mind-set and moral outlook of a society are shaped by democracy
or the absence of democracy. Democracy determines the approach of nations to
buman rights, to the rule of law, and to war and peace.

We have been fortunate to see in our time the fall of totalitarianism
in state after state. We are elated as we witness the rise of freedom and
democracy in their stead. Democracy has spread across Eastern Europe into
Azia; it has struck roots in Latin America; it is on the rise in Africa.
There is only cne region where the winds of change have not been felt, where
democracry is still totally absent. That region is the Middle East.

In the Middle East, the deep hostility of the Arab world to the
existence of the Jewish state of Israel is compounded by the absence of
democcracy. Unfortunately, in most of the Avab world, there are no basic
differences on the conflict with Israel. There are only differences on
tactics. In most of the Arab world there are no true moderates. There are no
real parliaments and no real cpposition parties. There is no free press.
There is no peace movement. There is no vox populi. I believe all people
want peace; and a government which truly represents the people will always
seek peace. But totalitarian and despotic governments consider war and
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violence acceptable means of achieving their aims. It is a difference we
expect our democratic friends to remember.

Mr. President, Ladies and Gentlemen, the Arab=Israel conflict is
unique in character and context. The conflict did not begin in 1967. It did
not begin with the establishment of the State of Israel. The conflict iz at
least a hundred years old, and the real issue is neither territory nor the
denial of self-determination to the Palestinian Arabs. The real issue is the
rejection of Israel by almost the entire Arab world., The real issue iz the
refusal of the Arab regimes to accept the irreversible reality of Israel as
a permanent part of the Middle East . The real issue is the fantasy that
some day, somehow, Israsl can be obliterated. This is why these Arab regimes
have maintained a state of war against us, not only throughout the 43 vyears
of our independence — but for many years before. This is why they have
conducted a total political, diplomatic, and economic boycott against us.
This is why they have tried to mobilize the international commmnity against
the two main pillars of our national life - the ingathering of our people in
our natiomal home, and the building of our country.

At the end of the first Arab war against the State of Israel in 1948,
all the Arab states refused to give political sanction to the 1949 armistice
lines. At that time they made no secret of their hope to obliterate those
lines - and the State of Israel - by force. In 1967, they tried to do sc and
failed. Since then, they have been trying to push us back to those
vulnerable and indefensible pre-'67 armistice lines. Now, again, they see
our withdrawal to those indefensible lines as a step toward their wultimate
goal. We have learnt to take these hopes and plans seriously.

To achieve this purpose, the Arab regimes have cynically and cruelly
exploited the plight of the Palestinian Arabs. Make no mistake about it,
ladies and gentlemen, the suffering of the Palestinian Arabs iz wvery real.
No decent person, least of all a Jew of this era, can be oblivious to this
suffering. Several hundred thousand Palestinian Arabs live in slums known as
refugee camps in Gaza, Judea and Samaria. Many others live in similar
conditions in Arab countries. Some three hundred thousand Palestinians were
expelled from Fuwait as a result of the Gulf War. This wholesale expulsion
has not raised one murmur of protest by Arab governments. Only Jordan has
received them and given them shelter. It is an unacceptable situation and it
must not continue. But to blame the State of Israel for their suffering is a
monstrous inversion of history, an Orewellian distortion of the truth. It is
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like blaming the Allies of World War II for the hotrible suffering of
millicns of German refugees during and after the war.

It iz the Arab regimes that have provcked all the wars in the Middle
East, including the wars against Ierael; it is the Arab regimes that have
prevented the rehabilitation and housing of refugees, both in areas under
Israel’s control and in their own countries; and it is the Arab regimes that
must be held responsible for the frustration, bitterness and hostility which
dominate the lives of the Palestinian Arabs wherever they are - in Gaza,
HEuwait, Lebanon or Jordan. It is therefore utterly naive to expect that the
the nature of the Arab regimes will change, and that all this suffering will
end, if only Israel withdraws to the 1967 lines.

In their unrelenting struggle against Israel's existence, the Arab
governments created the PLO. This umbrella organization of terrorist groups
claims to represent the Palestinian pecple and their aspiration for a
homeland. But it was created by the Arab regimes in 1964 - three and a half
years before the Six Day War when Israel did not hold any so-called
"occupied territories" and when a Palestinian homeland could easily have
been carved out of the Jordanian-Palestinian kingdem.

The cbjective of the PLO, its raison d’'etre - then and now - is to
undermine Israel’'s legitimacy, to spread fear and terror among the
Palestinian population, to destroy the prospects of coexistence between Arab
and Jew, and to prevent Arab acceptance of a sovereign Israel. It is cne of
the great tragedies of our time that this organization, whose aime are
clearly spelled out in its charter, has received recognition, support and
help from the democracies.

I believe there is hope for peace between Israel and its neighbors.
But it will not come before the following four developments take place.
First there must be a real change of heart on the Arab side. As yet, we have
no concrete evidence of such change. We do not find it in the actions of
Arab leaders; mor in the Arab media, or among the intellectuals, or on
Campuses.

Second, the Arab govermments should express unequivocal readiness to
deal with Israel directly, on an equal footing, in negotiations aimed at
establishing peace between us.
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Third, it would be encouraging if even the smallest beginning of
democracy in the Arab countries becomes noticeable. We would like to hope
that the people of the Arab world will be able to have a =ay in shaping
their fukture and their relationship with Israsl, There is no reason that
what has happened in the past few years on the continent of Europe should
not happen in the Arab world. We find it particularly unfortunate that the
free world does not zeem interested in pressing for democratization im the
Arab countries.

Fourth, Arab states have to grant the few Jews who remain there some
basic human rights. I am referring specifically to the Jews of Syria, who
are in effect prisoners of the Syrian government, the right to emigrate and
join their brethren in other parts of the world.

We are eager, as we have always been, to advance towards peace with
all our neighbours but we live in a volatile region, and there are limits to
the risks that Israel can take. Our first duty is to survive. And we cannot
survive unlese we have secure and defensible borders. In fact, this is what
is reguired by Security Council Resclution 242 on which the peace
negotiations are to be based. Unfortunately, there is a great deal of
misunderstanding and misrepresentation about the intent of this Resolution.

In our view, and in the view of the authors of the resolution, 242 is
not a self-executing instrument. It calls on the parties to make peace and
allows Israel to administer the areas it took in 1967 until "a just and
lasting peace in the Middle East" is achieved. when such peace is made,
Israel was reguired to withdraw its armed forces from territories - most
explicitly not all territories — it acguired in the war. Let me remind you
that over 90 percent of these territories are now under Arab sovereignty.
Resolution 242 must be seen as guidelines to the negotiators. It leaves the
issue of borders entirely to the agreement of the parties in accordance with
the principles it sets out. The Arab insistence at the time - supported by
the Soviet bloc - on Israel’s withdrawal to the pre 1967 lines was rejected
time and again by the Security Council, which recognized that those 1lines
were temporary military standstill lines that are neither secure nor
defensible. At its narrowest point, Israel was 14 kms wide between the years
1949 and 1967. There is widespread misperception of the physical reality of
Israel. The dimensions of our counktry today are such that it is laughable to
hear phrases like "Greater Israel”.
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If hostile hands get control of the small piece of land known as the
former West Bank of the Eingdom of Jordan, the area would turn into a
launching pad for an attack against the heartland of Israel. We can never
permit this to happen. Relingquishing this area is an inwvitation to war.

There is no magic formula to real peace and reconciliation. We
believe the only way is to focus on the human dimensicn, remove barriers
between commnities and peoples, and build - step by step = an edifice of
mutual confidence and trust.

Jews and Arabs must learn to live together. In the areas of Judea,
Samarcia and Gaza we have enabled 100,000 Palestinian Arabs to ceturn -
mainly on grounds of family reunification - over the last 24 years. We have
also established Jewish villages and communities there, which have displaced
no one. We belisve bhat Jews and Arabe mist learn to coexist in these areas
just as they have learnt to do =0 in pre-1967 Israel.

We are now on the threshold of a renewed attempt to launch a process
that would lead to direct negotiations between Israel and each of its
immediate neighbours, as well as with the Palesinian Arabs who reside in the
territories administered by Israel. This attempt was initiated by the United
States, because our neighbours have refused to respond to our calls to come
and deal with us directly, which is the natural course, if one is ready for
peace. The American initiative is based on Israel’s peace proposal of May
1989, which, in turn, was founded on the Camp David Accords. It provides
what we believe to be the only viable framework for the sclution of the
Arab-Israel conflict.

I would like to share with you the main elements of our approach and
to point out where our friemds in Europe can play an important, helpful
role.

- The negotiations must be bilateral, direct and free of any outside
intervention.

— The danger of military confrontation and especially the use of weapons of
mass destruction must be addressed, reduced, and hopefully removed.
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= A climate of mutual trust and confidence must be created. The Buropean
exparience at the Conference for Security and Cooperation in Helsinki
ghould be emulated and applied to the conditions in the Middle East.

- The Palestinian dimension of the conflict must be solved on two levels -
political and human. On the political level, we have presented a
two-stage proposal. The first stage provides self-government for the
Palestinian Arabs residing in the territories administered by Israel.
Three years after the establishment of the autonomy, the second stage
will come into effect, with the launching of negotiations on the
permanent status of those territories.

- On the human level we have proposed the establishment of an internaticnal
fund, to finance the rehabilitation of the refugees by providing them
with housing and employment.

- We aim at concluding bilateral peace treaties with the Arab states that
| will encompass normalization of relations, including mutual diplomatic
representation. Until this is achieved, we will propose that both sides
undertake not to break off the talks, that confidence building measures
be adopted, and the mutual cooperation in various spheres be discussed
and implemented.

- The guestion of territories will undoubtedly be the most difficult and
contentious issue, as Israel is conwvinced that it has a well-founded
right to these territories. We do not oppose the raising of any issue by
our interlocutors. But they should understand that this is a process of
negotiations between eqguals, and that Iscael will come to the table with
its own position, its own interpretations and its own claims, but with a
gincere intention to try to reach an agreement.

- On the basis of these principles, we believe that progress toward a peace
settlement can be made. But there are no short cuts. There is a need for
much patience and consistent effort. All sides must refrain from £eeding
unwarranted expectations and expecting quick solutions.

We hope the process launched by the United States, co-sponsored by
the Soviet Union, based on Israel’s peace initiative, will bear fruit and
direct negotiations with our neighbours, will begin next month.
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Our friends in Eurcpe can play an important role in helping us
achieve progress in this all-important venture. In addition to supporting
direct negotiations, and helping in resettlement of refugees, Europe could
also assist in launching regional oooperative wventures, as well as
strengthening Israel’'s economic ties with the European community.

Mr. President, Ladies and Gentlemen, when I look at wyour present
condition I think of the history of Europe over the last century. Your
nations experienced terrible wars, contimuous conflict, suffering and agony.
Time and again, you saw nation set against nation; the rise and march of
dictators and their defeat after lengthy and painful struggles. And now, at
the end of a long period, you are together - former bitter enemies - in a
united commmnity you are discussing the good of the commuinity, co-operating
in all matters, acting almost as one unit. I emvy you. I would like to see
such a community rise in the Middle East. And I believe that despite all
differences between us, we should be able, gradually, to build a united
regional community. Today it is & dream - but we have seen, in our own
lifetime some of the most fantastic dreams become reality. The qulf
seperating the two sides is still too wide; the Arab hostility to Israel too
deep; the lack of trust too immense to permit a dramatic, oquick solution.
But, we must start on the long road to reconciliation with this first stage
in the peace process.

We are convinced that human nature prefers peace to hostility and
belligerence. We, who had to fight seven wars and sacrifice many thousands
of lives, glorify neither death nor war. We yearn for peace. We pray for
peace.

We believe the blessing of peace can turn the Middle East into a
paradise; a centre of cultural, spiritual, scientific and technological
creativity. We can foresee a pericd of great economic progress that would
put an end to misery, hunger and illiteracy. It could put the Middle East -
the cradle of civilization - onto the road of a new era of endeavour and
achievement.

Such a goal merits our devotion and dedication for as long as it
necessary until, in the words of the prophet Isaiah, we shall be able to
turn "sword into ploughshares" and bring the blessings of peace to all the
peoples of our region.

This is what the Israeif Prime Minister Shamir said before the enlarged Bureau of the
eurgpean Parliament, open to all MEPs, adding that 'mr__fﬂ_gﬂ_s_l_n_[_u_gu_ql' can play an
important role "not only in supporting direct negotiations and helping in the
resettlement of refugees, but also in assisting in relaunching regional cooperative
ventures and strengthening Israel's economic ties with the Fyropean Community®. But,
he warned, "there are no short culs. There s a need for much patfence and consistent
effort. All sides must refrain from feeding unwarranted expectations and expecting
quick solutions". The principles en which must be based a peace settlement are, in
particular, according to Mr. Shamir: - bilateral negotiations, direct and without any
external intervention; - the reduction, and if possible the elimination of the danger
of military confrontatien and the use of weapons of mass destruction: -

concluding of bilateral peace treaties with Arab States: until when Israel we call on
the two parties not to interrupt the talks and adopt measures of trust; - the
acceptance of the fact that, concarning the Occupied Territories (the most difficul
question and the most controversial), Israel will be at the negotiating table "wit
its own position, its own interpratations and its own demands, but with & $incere wish
intention of trying to reach an agreement®.

Having said this, Mr. Shamir especially wanted to demonstrate how vulnerazble
israel was: the dimensicns of our country today, he said, are such that it is
faughable to hear phrases like “"Greater Israel™. Moreover, he said he had not seen a
change of heart on the Arab side, or a unequivocal readiness to deal with [srael
directly: according to him, in most of the Arab world, there “are no basic differences
on the conflict with Isrzel, there are only differepteg in tactics®., As for the
