The idea that Israel would displace Palestinian Arabs in the occupied
territories alarmed some Arab countries. There are about 120,000 Soviets
emigrating to Israel each year.

U.S. officials said the assurances given to Baker are the strongest
limitations that the Israelis have ever given to the United States,

limiting their right to build new civilian settlements in occupied
territories.

Secretarles Baker and Cheynoy, #s well, have offerad
similar assurances both 1o Amercan Jewish and |smmcll representatives.  Wa indead
wolcoma these assurances.

Accordingly, we do hopa that the Administration wil give very careful
consideration 1o means of enhancing Israels abllity to defend lisall against this |atest
infusion of advanced weaponvy that, loday, may ba diracted al meeting tha threal
posed by Saddam Hussein, but, Iomorrow, could fall into unidendly hands or be used
in & multl-national Areb attack agalnst lsraal.

We respectiully urge you 1o congider the varlous proposals now baing putting
farth to malmaln lsrael's miftary preparedness and qualitative adge, 10 provide 1arael
with access to vital weapons systems, and 1o easa the financial impact on larael of
these necessary measures. Moreover, given the unprecedentad magnitude of 1he
proposad anms sale to Saudi Arabla, we urge that sulflclent time be provided to insura
the closest possible consultation with Cengress on this malter. |t ls vitally necessary
to explora lully the long-range palicy implications of 50 signilicant an undertaking.
