Declaration on the Middle East

The European Council has examined the situation in the Middle East
conflict in the light of recent events and of contacts undertaken
over several months by the Presidency and the Troika with the
parties concerned, and it has drawn the following conclusions: .
1. The Policy of the Twelve on the Middle East conflict is defined
in the Venice Declaration of 13 Jure 1980 and other subsequent
declarations. It consists in upholding the right to security of all
States in the region, including Israel, that is to say, to live
"within secure, recognised and guaranteed frontiers and in upholding
Justice for all the peoplea of the region, which includes
recognition of the legitimate rights of the Palestinian people,

1. MEETING OF THE SIGNATORIES OF THE CAMP DAVID ACCORDS

On the tenth anniversary of the Israli-Egyptian peace treaty we call
for a meeting of representatives of the U.5., Egypt, and Israel, the
three signatories to the Camp-David accords. Considering that the peace
process has been stalled these past ten years and the urgent need to
advance it at this time, it is deemed essential that representatives of
the countries that took the first historic step toward peace in the
Middle East, meet in order to assess the status of the Israeli-Egyptian
bilateral relationship, to consider additional steps that can strengthen
that relationship and measures that can be taken by the three signatory
states in order to build a comprehensive Middle East peace settlement on
the foundation of the Egyptian-Israeli peace treaty.

2. DIRECT NEGOTIATIONS BETEEN ARAB COUNTRIES PRESENTLY IN A STATE OF
WAR WITH ISRAEL, AND ISRAEL

All Arab countries except Egypt consider themselves to be in a state
of var with Israel at the present time. They abstain from any diplomatic
or commercial relations with Israel, carry out bhoycott and hostile
propaganda against Israel and maintain large military establishments that
threaten Israel's security.

We call on these countries: Algeria, Baharain, Democratic Republic
of Yemen, Djibouti, Iraq, Jordan, FKuwait, Lebanon, Libya, Mauritania,
Morocco, Oman, Quatar, Saudi Arabia, Somalia, Sudan, Syria, Tunis, United
Arab Emirates, Yemen, to come forward and enter direct negotiation with
Israel that would lead to normalizing the relationship with Israel and
countribute to peace in the area. Israel is prepared to mee t
representatives of each and every one of these countries at any time and
at any place. Every such meeting will constitute a significant
contribution to resolution of the Israeli-Arab conflict and to peace and
stability in the Middle East.



3. A CALL FOR A CONFERENCE TO LIMIT THE EXPORT OF WEAPONRY TO THE
MIDDLE EAST

There is an ongoing arms race in the Middle East, fuelled by large
scale sales of weaponry by the world's major weapons exporters. This arms
race places an intolerable economic burden on Israel as well as on the
less wealthy Arab countries and is a source of tension that could quickly
lead to renewed warfare in the area.

We call for the convocation of a conference of representatives of
all major arms exporting nations and representatives of Israel and all
the Arab country in order to seek ways to limit the Middle Eastern arms
race and thus reduce tensions in the area.

4. A CALL FOR A CONFERENCE TO DEAL VWITH THE PLIGHT OF THE PALESTINIANS
STILL LIVING IN REFUGEE CAMPS IN JUDEA, SAMARIA AND GAZA

Close to 300,000 Palestinians in Judea, Samaria and Gaza reside in
refugee camps established over forty years ago. Housing and sanitary
conditions in these camps are intolarable. There is no doubt that the
squalor of these camps contributed to the outbreak of violence in the
area. The Arab world has deliberatly neglected this condition over the

YEeArs.

Only a concerted effort supported by the advanced industrial nations
of the world can alleviate the human suffering of the Palestinian
population in these camps. Israel stands ready to contribute to an
international effort in this direction.



5. ELECTONS OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE PALESTINIAN POPULATION OF JUDEA
SAMARTIA AND GAZA.

For almost twenty years, since the Six-Day war, it was generally
agreed that King Hussein of Jordan would speak for the Palestinian
population in Judea, Samaria, and Gaza in negotiations for a peace
settlement. Judea and Samaria were an integral part of Jordan until 1967
and its population are Jordanian citizens to this day.

However, since King Hussein has severed his connection with the area
and abdicated his responsibility for the Palestinian population in Judea,
Samaria and Gaza, it is incumbent to identify interlocators amongst this
population to represent them and their aspirations and grievances in
contact and negotiations with Israel. Such representatives must be
elected by the population and it 1is Israel’s intention to hold such
elections in Judea, Samaria and Gaza so0 as fto permit starting
negotiations with the Palestinian population there.
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REDUCTION OF NEW ARMS SALES TO THE MIDDLE EAST

The spiralling arms race, while being primarily an expression of the
conflicts among the nations of the Middle East, also serves to fuel these
conflicts and simultaneuosly inhibits the economic developement of the
entire region,

It is estimated that during the past decade, the countries of the Middle
East purchased arms valued at some one hundred hillion dollars. This
astounding sum 1is substantially more than the resources allocated
worldwide to cancer research during the same period.

It is obvious that halting this arms race 1is essential to ensure the
well-being of future generations, in the Middle East and indeed around
the world.

Howvever, decreasing the tools and potential for bhelligerence ecannot he
done unilaterally, or in a vaccum. Understandably, no country would be
willing to make significant reductions in 1t's military purchases without
adequate assurances that it's potential adversaries will follow suft.
Similarly, no potential supplier can be expected to give up available
markets which may then be readily taken over by a competitor. Therefore,
only collective action by all parties holds any prospect of moderating
the arms race.

Accordingly , a convention should be held on the reduction of sales of
arms to countries of the Middle East. Representatives of the major
parties , purchasers and suppliers alike , will meet nn later than...
with the goal of agreeing to an effective moratorium on new arms supplies
to the region.

Senior representatives of the 1.5.A., U.5.5.R., France, Great Rritain and
other major suppliers will meet their counterparts from the major arms
purchsers of the region: Egypt, Iraq, Jordan, Libya, Saudi Arabia, Syria,
and also Israel, which hereby agrees to attend.

Given the level of mistrust and suspicion which permeate the region,
complete confidence of every party that all others will ahide fully hy
decisions is vital to avoid that minor erosion which may fast degenerate
into the current situation. Therefore, all invitees must agree to attend
and every decision - on the phases and schedule for {implenentation,
enforcement mechanisms, and other issues which may arise - must be taken
unanimously.

The successful outcome of this conference would not only release
significant resources for developement of the region, but would also
constitute a major confidence building measure which would help set the
region on the overdue and desired course of peace.

T



REGIONAL ECONOMIC COOPERATION

Experience teaches that regional economic cooperation is an excellent
catalyst for creating movement tovards dialogue, trust, and peace, vhile
also producing economic benefits. Many potential areas for such
cooperation exist in the Middle East.

However, prevalent levels of animosity and distrust, which are bonth a
result of the absence of cooperation and a barrier to it, have thus far
prevented such interaction. To overcome these constraints and bridge
existing gaps, Incentives are needed and it seems that the World Bank 1is
best suited to provide them.

It is suggested that the Bank hold a special meeting to estahlish a
Middle East Developement Fund. The M.E.D.F. will locate suitable projects
between Israel and it’'s neighbours and will finance the projects, jointly
with the the parties to each project.

It is to be hoped that the benefits implicit in such economic conperation
will generate unmediated interaction leading to common pursuit of mutual
interests, and hopefuly to peace.

EXAMPLE

Four countries (Egypt, Israel, Jordan and Saudi-Arabia) surround the Gulf
of Eilat and Agaba. Surely a joint effort by them to avert the ecological
disaster which threatns it’'s unique coral reefs would be more effective
than four seperate undertakings, while a combined effort to draw tourists
to the region would enhance it's {nternational appeal, resulting in
increased revenues to each country.




SOLVING THE FROBLEM OF REFUGEE CAMPS

The 1948 war, in which Israel was attacked by seven Arab armies intent to
destroy it, led to a massive displacement of civilian population. Some
600,000 Arabs left the area which became Israel, while more than 800,000
Jews from Arab countries made their way to Israel.

While the Jewish displaced persons were fully integrated into the
mainstream of Israeli life, 300,000 of their Arab counterparts remain 1in
refugee camps in Judea, Samaria and Gaza. They are both victims and
hostages of the Arab-Israeli conflict, and their apalling situation in
turn serves to fuel this confliet and creates a barrier to it's
solution.

Israel holds that, without prejudice to the political resolution of the
Arab-Israeli conflict, this humanitarian problem must be solved-
infrastructure, housing, services must be made available. In fact, in the
1970's it undertook such a project in Gaza, constructing some ten new
neighbourhoods and providing housing to 11,000 families. The time is long
overdue to provide similar facilities to all residents of the camps, who
would readily welcome them.

To achieve this,the Group of Seven (United States, Canada, Japan, Great
Britain, France, West Germany, Italy) will invite other interested
countries to a special conference with a view to creating a Refugee Camp
Settlement Fund.

The Fund will be associated with World Bank, which is experienced in such
matters and can also be trusted to avoid the pitfalls of politization.

The Fund's efforts will focus exclusively on the challenge of providing
better living conditions for the residents of the camps, who will take
part in planning and executing this program.

It is to be hoped that the nations of the world will lend a hand to the
solution of this humanitarian problem.
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ARAB-ISRAELI DIRECT NEGOTIATIONS

Israel, which was established in 1948 to provide Jews with refuge after
two millenia of persecution, has since then been under almost constant
attack from Arab countries bent on it's destruction.

Jordan, Syria, Lebanon, Iraq, Saudi Arabla, Morocco, Libya and Egypt have
engaged in direct warfare against Israel, other have provided indirect
assistance and most of the twenty one countries which are members of the
Arab League comply with the Arab boycott, which is designed to overwhelm
Israel on yet another front - it's economic lifeline to the world.

In this context it was hoped that signing a peace treaty with Egypt would
signal a change, but unfortunately Egypt has remained isolated in it's
acceptance of Israel.

With this one exception, no Arab country conducts diplomatic relations
with Israel, none shares an open border or has commercial or financial or
cultural interaction with Israel.

Given the multifaceted and obvious benefits to all parties from changing
the current state of affairs, Israel calls on each and every Arab state
to join it in a dialogue, with a view to locating suitable steps towards
normalization within every bilateral relationship.

Within .the spirit of openness and reconclliation which should
characterize the relations between all countries, it is hoped that these
initial actions will ultimately lead to the establishment of full and
peaceful relations between all countries of the Middle East.

DECLARATION ON THE MIDDLE EAST.
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THE EUROPEAN COUNCIL HAS EXAMINED THE SITUATION IN THE
MIDDLE EAST CONFLICT IN THE LIGHT OF RECENT EVENTS AND
OF CONTACTS UNDERTAKEN OVER SEVERAL MONTHS BY THE
PRESIDENCY AND THE TROIKA WITH THE PARTIES CONCERNED,
AND IT HAS DRAWN THE FOLLOWING CONCLUSIONS:-

1. THE POLICY OF THE TWELVE ON THE MIDDLE EAST CONFLICTY
IS DEFINED IN THE VENICE DECLARATION OF 13 JUNE 1980
AND OTHER SUBSEQUENT DECLARATIONS. IT CONSISTS 1IN
UPHOLDING THE RIGHT TO SECURITY OF ALL STATES IN THE
REGION, INCLUDING ISRAEL, THAT I8 70 SAY TO LIVE
WITHIN SECURE, RECOGNISED AND GUARANTEED FRONTIERS, AND
IN UPHOLDING JUSTICE FOR ALL THE PEOPLES OF THE
REGION, WHICH INCLUDES RECOGNITION OF THE LEGITIMATE
RIGHTS OF THE PALESTINIAN PEOPLE INCLUDING THEIR RIGHT
TO SELF-DETERMINATION WITH ALL THAT THIS IMPLIES.

THE TMWELVE CONSIDER THAT THESE OBJECTIVES SHOULD BE
ACHIEVED BY PEACEFUL MEANS IN THE FRAMEWORK OF AN
INTERNATIONAL PEACE CONFERNCE UNDER THE NEGOTIATIONS
BETWEEN THE PARTIES CONCERNED WITH A VIEW TO A
COMPREHENSIVE, JUST AND LASTING SETTLEMENT.

THE EUROPEAN COUNCIL IS ALSO OF THE VIEW THAT THE PLO
SHOULD PARTICIPATE IN THIS PROCESS.

IT EXPRESES ITS BUPPORT FOR EVERY EFFORT BY THE
PERMANENT MEMBERE OF THE SECURITY COUNCIL OF THE UNITED
NATIONS TO BRING THE PARTIES CLOSER TOGETHER CREATE A
CLIMATE OF CONFIDENCE BETWEEN THEM, AND FACILITATE IN

The American Jewilsh Committee bhelleves that resolution of the
status of the territories which came under Israeli military control
as 'a result of tha 1967 war can best be achieved in the context of
a comprehensive settlement of the Arab-Israelil conflict. Such a
settlement could be the result of elther an all inclusive process
or a step by step process leading to direot, bilateral negotiations
between Israel, each o¢of the belligerent Arab states, and
appropriate Palestinlan representatives. However, pursuit of the
leng range goal of a comprehensive settlement should not be a
deterrent to practlical efforts to remove specific causes of

' friction and to build an atmosphere of mutual trust between
Israelis and the Palestinians in the territories, or to achleve
individual agreements between Israel and any of the Arab states.

The AJC continues to endorse the basie principles of United
Nations Security Council Resolution 242, which calls for withdrawal
of Israeli armed forces from territories occupied in the 1967 war
in exchange for lasting peace, and Resolution 338 which calls for
direct negotiations to start immediately. We bbelieve these
principles alsc apply in the West Bank and the Gaza District.

The AJC has consistently opposed demands for unilateral or
unconditional 1Israeli withdrawal. Wa have emphasized that
Resolutlion 242 inextricably 1linke any withdrawal by Israel’s
Defense Forces from "territories occupied” in the June 1967 War to
termination by the Arab parties of "all claims or states of
belligerency” and Arab acknowledgement of the '"soverelgnty,
territorial integrity, and political independence of every state
in the area and thelr right to live in peace within secure and
recognized boundaries free from threats or acts of force,"

We have stated repeatedly that pre-conditionzs for negotiations
must not be imposed upon Israel. Nor should preacnditfﬁns apply
to the actual extent of any Israell withdrawal. The AJC scrupu-~
lously has refrained from attempting to define borders. Territo-
rial adjustments are a complex issue that must ba addressed and
resolved by the parties at the negotlating table.

While the AJC recognlzes that direct negotlations could ba
convened under Interpational auspices if necessary, we oppose
bestowing a substantive or supervisory role to an international
conference, or to the permanent members of the UN Security Council,
since thia might lead to efforts t¢ pressure, isolate or pillory
Israel. The AJC is encouraged by official statements that the US
got yues oppose the type of 1HtErTa g ERATWould
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Jordan inevitably will retain a critical role in any
negotiations with Israel, despite King Hussein’s July 1988 declsion
to sever administrative and legal ties between Jordan and the West
Bank. It is Israel and Jordan which are primarily concerned by the
instabllity in the occupied territories. Furthermore, Israal
shares its longest border with Jordan.

The AJC understands that the present unrest in the territories
iz an expression of despalr, anger and frustration, born of the
fallure of PLO extremist policies, of the self-serving policles of
the Arab states, and of the 21 years of Israell occupation. Vet
wae are aware as well that Israel has a duty under international law
to attempt to end violence and restore clvil order. The AJC has
expressed its concern directly to Israell officlals when occasional
instances of excessive force occurred. At the same time, ws knov
that many of Israel’s most indignant critics in the region have
oftan inflicted much harsher measures on thelr own populations.

Regarding the Palestine National Councll’s declaration of an
independent Palestinian state, the AJC believes that changes in the
status of the territorles should not be the result of any such
unilateral action but must be part of a negotliated settlement
between Israel and her nelghbors.

While the AJC acknowleaedges the recent suoccession of moderata
gounding statement by Yasser Arafat and some other PLO leaders,
unless they are followed by action they will remain mere rhetorical
gestures., Violence must end and affirmative steps nust be taken
to allay Israel’s justified fears and susplicions and to lay the
groundwork hecessary for peaca,

The United States should continue to call on the PLO to match
its words with deeds by immediately ending attacks on Israelis, by
urging the Palestinlans in the territories to call off the violent
aspects of the uprising, including immediately ending its attacks
on and threats against moderate Palestinians in the territories
prepared to support the peace process, and by formally revoking the
PLO Charter’s provisions calling for the dissolutien of the Stata

of Ierael,

Israel too should challenge thae Palestinlan leadership to turn
its rhetoric into reality by listing specific measures which it
expects them to take to further the causa of peace, and should be
prepared to respond appropriately if and when such measures are
taken.

The United States should call on the belligerent Arab statan
to advance the cause of peace by participating in confidence-
building measures such as curbing anti-Zionlst propaganda, calling
of f the economic boycott of Israel and of companies dealing with
Israel, and finally recognizing the State of Israel,

5
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The American Jewish Committee commends the decision of the
Israeli Government in proposing free and open elections in the
territories to allow the Arab inhabitants of the West Bank and Gaza
District to choose their own representatives to negotiate with
Israel on the future status of the territories. AJC recognizes
that this proposal is only a first step in a long and difficult
process to achieve peace, but it offers the best present hope for
both Israel and the Arab inhabitants of the territories to move
from the present state of conflict to a political solution to the
Israeli-Arab/Palestinian conflict.

Difficult problems remain, such as agreement on tha modalities
0f the election and eligibility to vote. without minimizing the
difficultles posed by these issues, AJC calls upon Palestinian Arab
leadership to accept Israel’s offer of free and open elections as
the basis for negotiations leading to prompt elections.

We are encouraged by FPresident Bush’s statement that
"elections in tha territories can be designed to contributae to a
political process of dialogue and negotiation." HWe believe the
United states can and should serve a useful role in continuing to
urge both sides to make the necessary accommodations to permit such
elections to be held,

Additional stiFs by the Israel would also be helpful. Israell
settlement policy in tﬁe territories may be one area where such
confidence-building measures are possible. The AJC does not
believe the settlements are contrary to international law and
further believes that Jews have a right to live in the West Bank.
While settlements may contribute to Israeli security, settlemant
policy should not be such as to preclude movement toward peace.
A pause in such activitlies could demonstrate Israel’s desire to

reduce tensions.

Additional measures should be taken to improve the life of the
inhabitants of the territories as envisioned by the Camp David
Accords, together with a halt to deportations, could be other
appropriate measures almed at bullding confidence and trust. We
believe that the Government of Ierael’s proposal to construct new
housing to help rehabllitate the 300,000 Palestinians still living
in refugee camps in Gaza and the West Bank deserves immediate and
widespread international support.

The AJC belleves that the strategic, political, and economlc
ties between the United States and Israel are in the best interests
of both countrjies and should be reaffirmed and strengthened. Only
an Israel that is secure and assured of continuing American support
can be expected to be forthcoming in peace negotiations, It is
therefore cruclal for the United States and Israel to coordinate
strategles within a resumed peace process and to accord the highest
priority te building upon the current Israell peace initiative.
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While only Israel can make decisions about her future, the US
can play a supportive role in helping to get the parties to the
negotiating table. American support for Israel requires sustalned,
nigh-level and creative efforts to foster direct negotiations
between Israel and the Arab belllgerents, BSuch persizstent cfforts
over several years led, despite long odds, to the Egyptian-Israell
Peace Treaty.

our vision of a peaceful Middle Fast within a better world
does not delude us into believing that it is shared by all the
gtates of the reglon, We take seriously the c¢lear and repeated
threats of some of these states to destroy Isragl, ag well as past
and present advocacy by some PLO leaders of a "strategy of stages'
to do just that. Moreover, existing tensions, conflicts and
rivalries among and within the various Arab countries inevitably
complicate the search for a just and lasting solution of the Arab-
Igraeli confliot.

The escalation in the arms build-up in the Middle East,
particularly among such radical Arab states as Syria and Libya,
poses a serious threat to stability and peace in the area. The
recent introduction of chemical and biocleogical weapon capablility
into the reglion and more sophisticated missile delivery systens
pose further threats that cannot be ignored by the United sStates,
Tsrael and other countries concerned about the possible use of such
weapons in any future conflict.

Yyet aware of these dangers, thé American Jewish Committen
calls on all who desire a just, honorable and lasting peace to take
sober, careful and courageous steps to begin a negotiating process
that will lead to precisely that peace.

Never Say Never

All but unnoticed amid the sound
and fury surrounding Mr. Yitzhak
Shamir’s presumptive peace plan for
Palestine, the ghost of the Camp
David accords blinked. How peculiar
to see that emaciated wreck of a hope
stir awake in the Knesset, after a dec-
ade of ravaging by a singularly endur-
ing conflict. But there it was in the
text of Mr. Shamir’s proposal, almost word for word: the
Palestinians of the West Bank and Gaza Strip would elect
representatives to negotiate a five-year period of limited
self-rule, after three years of which they would talk about
the “final status™ of those forlorn territories.

With that, Mr. Shamir appeared, astonishingly, to
have claimed the middle ground in the cOntroversy over
how best to deal with the intifada — the Palestinian upris-
ing now in its eighteenth month of defying military rule in
the occupied lands. The Israeli prime minister was duly
rewarded with cabinet and parliamentary approval, but the
apparent victory for centnsm was clouded by vociferous
objections from the opposite wings of Israel's political spec-
trum. On the left, Mr. Ezer Weizman, currently the science
minister, voted against the proposal on the grounds that no
peace was likely without direct talks with the Palestine Lib-
eration Organisation. On the right, Mr. Ariel Sharon
claimed that the cabinet was risking the formation of a

Palestinian state. The formidable Mr. Sharon, best
remembered as enginecr of the 1982 blitz of Lebanon, is
said to be mounting an assault on Mr. Shamir for the con-
servative Likud bloc’s leadership. He may not have far to
go: Mr. Shamir has vowed to quit if the plan falls through.
In the turmoil unleashed by the proposal, it seemed
almost academic that the PLO had rejected it out of hand.
Mr. Shamir remains adamantly opposed to giving face to
the PLO. Yet without the approval of its de facto political
leadership, it was unlikely that the Palestinians of the West
Bank and the Gaza Strip would put up candidates for elec-
tion. Indeed, as long as Israel remains unwilling to counten-
ance the true focus of Palestinian nationalism, all moves to-
wards peace are doomed to be non-starters. Mr. Yassir
Arafat has moderated his rhetoric to a degree that would
have been unimaginable a few years ago.
