Dear Mr. Prime Minister:

We are delighted to have an opportunity to meet with you
during your wvisit to the United States. Historically, the
Congressional Black Caucus (CBC) has been deeply concerned with
U.8. relations with Israel. Indeed, the CBC's record with respect
to Israel has been both positive and supportive.

We view this meeting, however, as an occasion to have a frank
and forthright discussion of issues that are of grave concern to
our two countries. As Members of Congress and as Black Americans,
we have three overriding concerns which we wish to bring to your
attention:

1. An end to all forms of complicity with the apartheid
regime in South Africa. .

2 A Jjust and lasting peace in the Middle East that
reapects the legitimate rights of the Palestinian

people.

3. The fair and equitable distribution of U.S. foreign
assistance.

Our first concern is Israel's relationship with South Africa.
We are deeply disappointed that Israel has not joined in the
concerted international effort to impose sanctions against the
apartheid system.

Despite the existence of an international arms embargo
against South Africa since 1963, Israel continues to make arms
sales to that country. Your policy of signing no new military

contracts with South Africa is woefully inadequate because of
tha considerable number of existing contracts that you will
continue to fulfill. We, therefore, urge your government to end
all such arrangements effective immediately.

The United States provided Israel with nearly 51.5 billion
in assistance in developing the Lavi fighter aircraft. We have
eince learned that following the cancellation of the project
by your government the Israeli engineers who worked on the Lavi
project are taking the benefits of U.S. foreign assistance to
South Africa. We consider this an unconscionable use of our aid.

Our second concern is the current state of affairs in Israel
and the Occupied Territories. Like all Americans, we have bean
extremely troubled by what we have been seeing and reading
concerning your government's response to the Palestinian uprising.
A number of CBC Members have visited the Occupied Territories,
and we have been appalled by what we have seen there.

We wish to state clearly our strenuous objections to the
policy of the "iron fist."™ We oppose the curfews, the closed
military zones, the beatings, the house raids, the gunshot, the
rubber bullets, the tear-gassing, and mass deportations.

Recalling the inhumanities of slavery in this country,
having suffered the indignities of racial discrimination, Black
Americans recognize and identify with those who are oppressed
througheut the world. We, thus, feel a growing kinship with the
Palestinians.

We will, therefare, be strongly supportive of peace initia-
tives that fully address the concerns of both Israel and the
Palestinian people.

Our third concern is that U.S. foreign assistance be fairly
and egquitably distributed. From 1947 to the present, the state
of Israel has received approximately 541 billion in aid from the
United States, always ranking first among U.S5. aid recipients.

If one compares aid to Israel with aid to other countries,
the disparity in treatment is blatant. During the past decade,
Israel alone has received no less than an average of 21 percent
of total U.S. foreign assistance. While per capita aid to Israel
has averaged more than 5700, it has never been more than 51 for
sub=Saharan Africa.

If one compares aid te Israel to much-needed domestic pro-
grams, a similar picture emerges. Programs funded under the Older
Americans Act received $1.2 billion in FY1987 (approximately $307
per capita), while Israel received $3.0 billien (approximately
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5685 per capita). All of the federal programs geared toward
helping low-income Americans received only $491 per capita for
that fiscal year.

Foreign assistance has always been among the least popular
programs funded by the Congress. We believe that the current
state of affairs in the Occupied Territories as well as the
disproportionate share of ald going to Israel are only likely
to make the foreign aid program all the more unpopular.

Unless these issues are seriously addressed by your govern-
ment as well as our government, we fear that relations between
our two countries -- as well as between Black and Jewish Americans
== will become increasingly strained. It is our hope, however,
that dialogues like this one can lead to the development of
constructive strategies for meaningful change.

As a member of the U.5. section of Amnesty International, I wanted to take
the occasion of your visit to the United States to raise certain concerns
about the reéecent deterloration of human rights in the West Bank and Gaza
Strip. These abuses include severe and often indiscrimate beacings of
Falestinian demonstrators and bystanders, including women and children, by
Israel Defense Forces personnel. Beatings with rocks, rifle butts, and clubs
have resulted in scores of serlous injuries and go well beyond what might be
considered reasonable force, even in response to stone throwing,

We find abhorrent that beating of demonstratore has become an officially
stated policy of your government. The Minister of Defense, Yitzhak Rabin,
gave license to the armed lorces to beat indiscriminately when he anncunced in
mid-January, ®"The first pricrity is to use force, might, beatinge.®™ Such a
policy is inconsistent with the norms of a civilized society.

Thousands of Palestinians have been subject to arbitrary arrest and
incommunicado detenticn in the past several months as well., The oircumstances
of these detentions give rise to fears that mistreatment could occur during
incarceration and interrogation, We understand that lawyers and family
membe:s have had extreme difficulty in visiting detainees or even in finding
out their whereabouts. Amnesty International has received numerocus reports,
including affidavits, that detainees have been beaten, kicked, and punched on
arcest and while being taken into custody. Interrogation methods described by
former detainees include hoodings, beatings all over the body including the
head and genitals, falags (beatings on the soles of the feek), being hung by a
rope from the ceiling and swung from wall to wall, prolonged exposure to cald
weather or air conditioning, solitary confinement for bekween 2 ko 15 days,
pralonged sleep deprivation, electric shocks, and verbal abuse and threats.
Lawvers' complaints to the court or the IDF about allegations of mistreatment
have been ignored.

We respectfully ask you ko call for an immediate stop to beakings and
torture, to ensure that ne one is subjected to arbitrary arrest and detention,
and that fair and prompt trials are guaranteed far all. We further call for
an independent judicfial inquiry into all killings and allegations of torture.

"In this connectlion, all membera of the Security Councll ace in agreement
that it is desirable to convene an International Conference on the Hiddle Eask.

"Almost al]l meabers of bthe Sscurity Councll declared thelc support for an
sarly convening of a substantive International Confersnce under the auspices of
the United Watlona, with participation of all parties concerned and of the five
permanent memoccs of the Sscucity Council. They sapressed readiness to make
