The Committee To Protect Journalists is
disturbed by reports that a Palestinian journalist
wae placed under town arrest last month for the
tenth consecutive six-month period. We understand
that Nabhan Khoreishe is to be restricted once again
to the remote village of Dhannabeh in the Tulkarm
district, hindering his work as a news editor at the
Jerusalem=based al-Fair Arabic daily.

As a nonpartisan organization of journalists
working to defend the human and professional rights
of colleagues worldwide, we would view it as a grave
violation of Mr. ¥Khoreishe's right to free
expression if the decision to confine him were based
even in part on his writing, reporting and editing
work for al-Fajr or any other publication.

However, whatever the accusatiocns against Mr.
Khoreishe may be, we are distressed that the
sanction of town arrest ls imposed and renewed not
by a court of law in which the defendant's due
process rights are protected, but, rather, by the
order of a military commander. 1In most cases the
restricted person is not presented with the specific
accusations and evidence against him, and, in ecur
view, does not have recourse to an adeguate appeals
Process.

Thus, if Mr, Khoreishe is not to be charged
with a recognizably criminal offense and tried in a
court of law in which his due process rights are
protected, we urge you to lift all restrictions on

Accordingly, the Committees wish te, and hereby do,
assure the GOI that the Committees will treat the information
provided by the GOI as confidential, that the Committees will
not use such information against any of the individuals from

prejudicial to any of their rights or intergsts in any criminal,
civil, or administrative action, and that, in the interests of
fairness and comity, the Committees will not furnish such
infermation in any way to any other United States Government
authority without prior written approval of the GOI {apart from
any information made public after consultation with the GOI
pursuant to the terms of the Ayreement between the Committees
and the GOI). The Committees understand that the GOI does not
intend to consent to the provision of such information by the
Committees to any United States Government authority, including
(but not limited to) the Independent Counsel, unless the GOI
secures a written agreement from such authority, in form and .
substance satisfactory to the GOI in its sole judgment, that
any information so provided will not be adversely used against
any of the individuals from whom the GOI cbtained the
information.

This Agreement is entered into between the Government

of the State of Israel ("GOI") and the United States Senate

Select Committee on Secret Military Assistance to Iran and the
Nicaraguan Opposition, hereinafter the "Senate Select Committee,"
and the United States House of Representatives Select Committee
to Investigate Covert Arms Transactions with Iran, heruiqafte:

the "House Select Committee."

I. BACKGROUND

The Senate Select Committee and the House Select
Committee (hereinafter referred to collectively as the
"Committees") are currently conducting investigations relating to

the sale of United States arms to Iran and the possible use of

6 forces in Nicaragua, i.e., the Contras.

In the course of their investigation, the Committees
have sought the cooperation of the GOI in order to elicit
relevant information known to certain Israeli individuals who
were involved in some manner in the transactions that effectuated
the arms transfers to Iran.

During February 1987, an understanding wa# reached
between the GOI and the Chairmen of the Select Committees that,
consistent with the promise of the GOl to the United States
Government ("USG") for government-to-government cooperation in
this matter, two chronologies -- financial and historical --
would be prepared by the GOI. 1In this framework, and :uﬁject to
classification procedures relating to the submissinn={ the
Chairmen undertoock not to issue any subpoenas or use any other
 unilateral means against involved Israeli individuals and
documents,

In furtherance of the Committees' request, and as an
expression of its willingness to cooperate with USG investigating
authorities, the GOT has ﬁndertaken an official process to
collect and develnp'infnrmatinn relevant to the transactions
under investigation by the Committees.

During the GOl process referred to above, the GOI
sought the assistance and full cooperation cf specific israeli
individuals who participated in the transactions on behalf of the

GOI and who extended such cooperation based upon assurances that

the information elicited from them would not be uaéd'iﬁ any
manner against them by any U.S. authority. It is recognized that
this should not be construed to imply anything detrimental
concerning these individuals.

As a result of the cooperation extended and the
information provided by the Israéli individuals who were
interviewed in the course of the GDI'E preparation of material, .
the GOI has been able to develop certain chronologies which
describe, in detail, the facts and circumstances surrounding the
invelvement of the GOI and specific Israeli individuals in
connection with the transactions under investigation.

The information obtained in the course of the GOI
Process is considered classified under Israel state gsecrecy laws
and, accordingly, the resultant chronologies have been classified
under Israel law.

Notwithstanding the classified nature of these
chronologies, and in consideration of the close relationship .
betwean the USG and the GOI, the GOI is willing to make its
findings available to the Committees in accordance with the terms
and conditions set forth below.

The EnmmiftEEE acknowledge that the GOI has engaged in
an official GOI process of collecting and Preparing material
voluntarily and as an accommodation to the USG investigating
authorities, in order to obtain information from individuals who
would not atherwise be readily accessible to USG authorities and

who cooperated with the GOI process with the understanding that

their information would not be used against them by any U.S.
authority. The Committees understand that the GOI does not
intend to consent to the provision of such information in any

fashion by the Committees to any USG autherity, including (but

not limited to) the Independent Counsel, unless the GOI secures
J\ a written agreement from such autﬁcrity, in form and substance

JA satisfactory to the GOI in its sole judgment: (1) that any .
information so provided will not be adversely used against any
of the individuals from whom the GOI obtained the iﬁfcrmatinn,
and (2) concerning any other conditions that the GOI may have
in the framework of its cooperatien.

The cammittaes wish to acknowledge the GOl's
cooperation in collecting and preparing extensive information
and materiale of great relevance to the Committees'
investigation.

Further, the Committees, by execution of this
Agreement, agree fully to all of the terms and conditions set .
forth below, as they pertain te the GOI chronologies and to any
other information and other requests in any form (hereinafter
"material") that will be provided to the Committees by the GOI
pursuant to the terﬁs and conditions of this Agreement. Such
material may include certain documents which will be submitted to

the Committees, upon their request, subject to the GOI's
discretion, on a case-by-case basis.

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II. TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. Material provided by the GOI will be furnished to
the Committees through an official transmission by the GOI to the
Committees of classified GOI material with the reguest that the
USG assign a United States classification which will assure a
degree of protection in the United States equivalent to that .
provided in Israel under the GOI's classification system. Such
material will be treated by the Committees as ﬁcntaining
protected classified information.

2. In order to facilitate the attainment of such
cooperation, in addition to the GOI's furnishing of material to
the Committees, the GOI agrees to create a direct channel of
communication between cognizant officials of both parties for the
sake of expediency. This direct channel will include meetings on
. mutually agreed-upon subjects at a mutually agreed-upon time and
place in accordance with mutually agreed-upon procedures at the .
earliest convenient time.

3. The Committees will employ existing procedures for
the protection of classified information and take all necessary
steps to ensure against the disclosure of such infurm@tion, or
any part thereof, without the prier written consent of the GOI on
a case-by-case basis, upon request by the Committees to the GOI.

4. The information in the material may be made
available to: (a) Senate and House Members, and (b) limited

staff employees of the Senate and House Committees with the

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appropriate security clearance only upon a need-to-know basis,
and only upon the prior signing of a non-disclosure commitment.
All such disclosures will be subject to the protection reguired
by this Agreement. The information may not be made available to
anyone else including, but net limited to, the Independent
Counsel. ;

5. (a) Natwithstanding'anr of the foregoing
paragraphs or anything to the contrary in this Agreement,
information contained in the material may be incorporated by the
Committees in any charts, summaries, or other compilations
prepared by the committees for any hearings, meetings, or reports
{whether public or private), with attribution that such charts,
summaries, or other compilations were based in part en
jnformation supplied voluntarily by the GOI, which, in turn,

obtained such information from a number of individuals.  In no

event will the Committees make use of direct gquotaticns or direct

or indirect references from the material, which in any way
disclose the Israeli source of the information, without prior
written GOl approval.

(b) The Committees acknowledge and are sencitive to
the national securiﬁy concerns of the GOI. Accordingly, the
Committees agree to respect the GOI's national security interests
and to take acticn to accommodate those lnterests after
consultations with the GOI and in order to reach a mutual

agreement before using any of the information in the material in

'
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any charts, summaries, or other compilations intended to be made
public.

6. The Committees recognize that the material
represents, by-and-large, the consolidated testimeony of numerous
individual Isyaelis, including, but not limited to, the following
individuals:

These individuals were urged by the GOI, based upon prior

discussions with the Committee Chairmen, to cooperate con the
assurance that the information provided by them would na£ be used
against them in any United States judicial or administrative
proceedings. In further recognition of the cooperation of the
GOl and the Israeli individuals, and consistent with the
understanding reached with the Committee Chairmen during February
1987 (as related above), the Committees will not issue any
subpoenas or use any other unilateral means to cbtain information
or documents from the involved Israeli individuals.

7. In furtherance of the objectives of this Agreement,
the Committees shall obtain use immunity by court order for any
individuals covered by Paragraph 6 hereof who agree to testify to
the Committees following agreement by the GOI.

In additian, the raeli Government will permit the
Committees to gE:ervi;;FGaneral Fapheel Vardi, who has been in
charge of the IsreeliTact-finding effort. No time has yet been
eet for this interview.

"The Committees wish to express our great sppreciation for
the unique cooperation being extended by & sovereign nation at
this vital stage of our inquiry," said Sen. Daniel K. Inouye,
chairman of the Senate Committee investigating the lran-Contra
affair. ’

"Without such voluntary essistance, relevant facts would not
be available to us or the public. And without these facts, our
investigation could not be considered complete.”

The mgreement provides that lsrmsel will furnish a financial
end historic chronology that describe in detmil the facts and
circumstances of the involvement of the Government of Isramel and
specifie individuamsls in the events under investigation.

The financial chronolegy is teo be turned over to the
Committees today. The historic chronology will be made available
to the Committees in installments beginning next week.

Arabs, Druze, Jews, Christian Arabs, Bedouin &nd people of other

persuasions,

The stated reason for an Internstional Conference is to settle
what have come to be Joown &5 the 'Palestinian question' and the
‘occupied territories'. The Palestinian National Covenant of 1968
rovides that the Palestinian Arab State would be secular and democratic.
re 18 no such state between Morocco, Scuth Yemen and Iraq and there
is no reason to think that such a state will come into being on the
West Bank and in Gaza,

Multinational conferences do not produce peece. In this century,
such conferences have sown the seeds of war (Versailles) or slightly
delayed war by forcing concessions down the throat of another nation

ch). Peace can come only by two nations ulking and negotiating

ace to face across the same table, Who would possibly believe that
there would have been a Camp David Agreement if the Soviet Union had
been present during the Cemp David negotiations?

Past experience demonstrates conclusively that the sgenda of
negotiations in an International Conference concerning the Middle
East will be set by the most intransigent party or the party(ies)

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liostile to Israel. In the words of Welter Laqueur, the Arsb nations are
unable to adapt to present-day situations and aie entirely incapable
of overcoming their internal conflicts end divisions,

Not only is there little chance that Israel might soon reach a
compromise with any Arab nation but there is no chance of simultaneously
campramisinﬁ with two or more nations, The difficulties for Israel to
deal with the Arab nations would be greatly increesed by the mischievous
presence of the Soviet Union.

Apart from the fact that Mr. Shimon Peres in the latter part of 1984
expressed vigorous opposition to an International Conference and has now
changed his position, the format for an International Conference now
being discussed overlooks the motives and objectives of the suggested
parties to the Conference. Each has its own ax to grind and some have
an interest in continuing the present hostility between Israel and
some of its neighbors, The Palestine Covenant, the standard of the
PLO, calls for the destruction of the State of Israel,

The proposed format will place Isreel in the untenable position of
facing ﬂtﬁer nations which promote and support the most extrems Arab
demands. These participants will try to impose life-threatening
solutions on Israel. The proposed format can and will lead away from
rather than toward a settlement which will bring peace.

Although I'm aware that the United States has a strong interest
and desire in promoting a policy of facilitating peace in the Middle
East, the International Conference as presently proposed will hurt
rother then help such a policy.

The correct course for the United States is to encourage, promote
and facilitate direct across-the-table negotiations between Israel
and Jordan., Once an agreement between Israel and Jordan is resched
and implemented, the same effort with Syria, Saudi Arabis end Iraq
could follow.

For taking the time to read and consider my views concerning this
uageutly important matter, 1 thank you, Because of the importance of.
this matter to me and many, many Americens interested in peace in the
Middle East, I would urgently request your early response.

WASHINGTON, June 17 == President Reagan will preside at the June 18
signing of a U.S.-Israeli agreement for the construction of a new radio relay
station In Israel to transmit programs of the Voice of America and Radio Free
Europe/Radio Liberty. USIA Director Charles Z. Wick, Board for International
Broadcasting Chairman Malcolm Forbes, Jr., and Israel's Minister of
Communications Gad Yaacobi will sign the agreement at a White House ceremony.
The new facility, which will be among the Free World's largest relay
installations, will enhance broadcasts of RFE/RL and VOA to Eastern Europe and

the Soviet Union, and of VOA to Central Asla, Central and East Africa and

. Southern Asia.

Wick sald of the relay station agreement: "It both represents and
strengthens the partnership that has characterized our relations with Israel
since that nation was created., It also reflects the common interest of our
democratic, open societies in the free flow of information among the peoples
of the world,"

Malcolm Forbes, Jr. hailed the agreement as "a triumph not only for the
United States and Israel, but also for the 52 million listeners of RFE/RL in
Eastern Europe and the USSR." He added, "The Israeli site will enable RFE/RL
to transmit a more audible signal, despite intensified Soviet jamming."

The site, which will be located on approximately 2500 acres in the Arava

region of the Negev, south of the Dead Sea, is expected to be completed five

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years after construction begins. 1t will contain dp to 16 500-kilowatt
transmitters, 22 antennas, & satellite earth station and related equipment.
The station will be jointly funded by VOA and the Board for International

present constreints in the fiscal budgetary climate,
backed ‘up by the enforcement mechanisme of
Gramu-Rudman-Hollings, have led to a steady decline in
Americe's foreign assistance programe over the past several
years. There now exists gubstantial concern in Congress &nd
the Administration that America cannot maintein and achieve
ite interests in the world without reversing this downward
trend in spending for foreign assistence programs.

Clearly, any new funding for foreign assistance
programs must be accompanied by budgetary offsete; ideally,
cuch increases should even lead to deficit reduction.

The attached proposal meets all these constraints. It
provides $2.5 billion for international arsistance and $2.5
billion in deficit reduction. The mechanism for achieving .
these two goals is to refinance approximately §5 billion in
Terael's debt. Such a refinancing will' have the added
benefit of saving more than $150 million per year in
interest payments for Israel.

The attached legislation is drafted as a provision to
be included in the FY8B Foreign Operations SEubcommittee
appropriations bill, which could become a part of a con-
tinuing reselution, It would provide for the implementation
of = refinancing proposal that includes several elements.
First, it would provide & statutory basis for Israel to
prepay .ics existing high-interest loans from the FFB at any
time prior to the end of fiscal year 1288. Second, in order
to assist Israel in.obtaining private capital at attractive
interest rates to carry out this prepayment, it would
authorize & guarantee by the United States of the repayment
of & portion of the debt incurred by lsrael to effectuate
the prepsyment of its FFB loans. Thie guarantee would be
provided under the existing provisions of Section 24 of the .
Arms Export Control Act, except that the guarantee would
secure not more than 95% of the principal balance of the
private loan or loans, together with the interest thereon,
thereby assuring that the private capital markets bear a
substantial degree of credit risk. Third, it provides for
uging one-half of the amount received by the United States
as a result of such prepayment to supplement epending for
international assistance functions of the United States
Government. The other half would thus go to deficit

reduction.
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Section 24 of the Arms Export Control Act, 2r amended
(22 V.5.C. § 2764), is hereby amended further by adding at
the end thereof the following:

"{d) In order to provide needed assistance to America's
etrategic allies, and in order tuv provide for reducing the
federal deficit, notwithstanding any other provision of law,
at any time prior to October 1, 198E, Israel may prepay any
loan (or any a&dvance made thereunder) made by the Federal
Finencing Bank &nd guaranteed under subsection (&) of thie
eection. In the event of such prepayment, no sume in
addition to the outstending principal balance of the Jloan
(or advance), plus any unpaid accrued interest, shall be
charged. One-helf of the amountes received by the United
States as & result of such prepayment ghell be available for
expenditure for international assistance functions under
this act and the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961. In the
event that Ierael obtains a locan or loans from the private
capital markets to effectuate such prepayment, the repayment
of such loan or loans, together with the interest thereon,
shall be guaranteed under subsection (a) of this section,
provided, however, that such guarantee shi&ll gecure not more
than 95% of the principel amount of such loan or loans,
together with the interest thereon, such that the private
capital markets shall bear a substantial degree of credit
risk in connection therewith.

Thank you very much, Governor, for that kind introduction,
Congresswoman Oakar, Deputy Minister slzamo(?), distinguished
puests, ladies and gentlemen. It'=s & special pleasure for me to
addrese the National Association of Arab-Americans, an organization
which is admired, not only for its excellsnt reputation here at
home, but throughout the Arab world as well,

While some may confuse the Purposes and stakes of the US in the
Middle East, this administration is VEry clear on ite sime and
responeibilities., Above all else, we neek peace and an end to the
bloody and tragic conflicts that plague the region. Fursuing this
goal has never been easy, nor has it been cost-free, If there were
any doubt of that, the tragedy of the USE Stark has served as a
sober reminder of the painful sacrifices the United States has made
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and ie making in the service of peace and stability in the ares. .

But we will persevere.

The Iran-lrag War has dragged on for some seven YEars. We have
been intensifying our efforts to prevent an expansion of the war, to
bring peaceful pressure to bear on those who refuse to end this
tragic conflict and to help cur friends in the region defend
themselves. Vital US nationsl interests are clearly at stake.

We may not be as directly dependent on Persian Gulf oil as many
of our allies, but let's face it, it is all a single pool.  Ewven
slight changes in the évallability of vil from the Middle East, 70
Percent of the world's ci1l reserves, can cause significant damage to
our economy. Look at 1980, when oil prices went from $13 & barrel
to £31, and inflation sky-rocketed with that price increase. This
was caused not by an oil embargo, but rather by an anticipated lous
of 10 percent in the availability of Gulf o0il due to the outbreak of
the Iran-Irag War.

But it is not only access to oil that impells us to act in the
Gulf, it is also a sense of responsibility to certain principles.

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Over the pest month, our quiet diplomacy has preoduced ?8
sipnificant although largely unnoticed progress, and we expect to
see such a resclution adopted in the weeks ahead. This would meet
the legitimate aspirations of both Iran and Irag, and could actually
end the war which has cost o many millions of dead and wounded, and
billions in damage. 1t could even enable us to nermalize relations
with Iran if the regime in Tehran were also te #top support for
aggressive actions against other states in the region and for
international terroriem. However, if either party should reject
thie resolution, we would expect the adoption of a second resclution
that would provide for mandatory sanctiong againgt the recalcitrant
party or parties. Progress is alen being made in thie direction at
the UN.

While public attention in this country has been almost
exclusivaely turned to the Gulf, the administration has not forgotten
those states involved in the Arab-leraeli conflict. Although the
immediate situation there is less tense, the potential for upheaval
remains and old patterns are shifting. Therefore, we are employing
diplomatic foresight .

diplomatic foresight in this arena, Jjust as we have in the Gul f.

Heightened SBoviet dctivity ig one of the new features of the
changing political lands:ape of the Middle East today. EBut there
gre other features that are significant, some Positive, others
worse. Before ocutling our current policy toward the Arab-Israel
PEace process, let me take a few minutes to discuss this
environment.

In the Middle East it is all tomo often the case that we see
only what divides, and we rarely focus on what unites, That's not
surprising, given the prevailing conflict and turmail in the area.
But as we fashion policy that ig designed to build conditicns for
Feace, we need to recognize positive devel opments that give us
something to work with, There are scme hepeful developments in the
Arab-lsrael area. Epyptian-Israeli peace is a bedrock on which a
broader, more comprehensive, peace can be built, And Egypt is being
welcomed back into the main-stream of the Arab world with that pesce
treaty intact. .

Israel, though locked in debate on how to proceed in the
process, is committed to achieving a more comprehensive peace.
Jordan, too, has committed itself to achieving that broader peace
through negotiation. Even Syria is showing eighs of interest, which
bear watching to see if they are seriocus.

Something profound is happening. The psycholegy in much of the
area is changing, with an acceptance of peace supplanting the
commitment te war and struggle. Shimon FPeres! maetings with King
Hassan of Morocco and President Mubarak of Egypt have been treated
a6 essentially routine in the Arab world, testimony that the desire
for prace 1f quietly growing.
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This is an extraordinarily significant and hopeful development. |

But it needs to take root more strongly, and those regimes that
accept it must be able to point to successes if they are to be able
te translate this still uncertain peychology into a solid pattern of
reality.

Two developments threaten the emerging peythology of peace and
the moderate Arab regimes that embrace it, The first is a growing
appeal of radicalism amono the younper peneration throughout much of
the Middle East, rather than fostering greater cocperation it
spawne greater intolerance. The current form of radicalism provides
an explanaticon for past failures, and answer to current frustration,
and a prescription for future SUCCEER. A prescription based not on
telerance and cooperation, but on intolerance angd struggle. In
places like Lebanon and the West Bank and Gara, such appesals strike
a responsive chord and lead to reciprocal i1ntolerance by those who
fee] threatened.

The eecond developrent is the impact of heightened Soviet
activism in the regisn. Even is the Soviets may not be causing

overtly problems for peace and moderation, the more they insinuate
themselves, the better position they are to do this in the future.
We would like to believe that Soviet verbal protestations of
flexibility and commitment to Middle East peace are genuine. bBut
theire is a long record of trauble-msking in the region. Moreover,
recent evidence to this point ie not encouraging, particularly with
the surcessful Soviet campaign last month to create in (V) Algiers,
a radicalized, reunited PLO, which immediately turned its back on
Jordan and Egypt, because they seek peace.

The new Soviet activism in the Middle East reflects a blend o f
traditional opportuniem, fueled by our setbacks, with & new-found
Soviet confidence in ite ability to cultivate Western-oriented
regimes and create ite own cpportunities. That can be seen clearly
as the Soviets reach out for the oil states in the area, and talk to
them about fixino prices, offer to provide protection for tankers
from Kuwait, grant the Egyptians relief on thelr military debt at a
time when we cannot, offer Arab moderates weapons when our Congress
cpposes any sales, and even try to entice the Israelis by holding
out the prospect of dipleomatic relations ard increased Jewish
emigration. '

This ie probably alsc why the Soviets are posturing on the
peace issue., In the past, the Soviets found opportunities mostly in
actual or potential conflict situations, using the supply of arms to
gain influence. The new Soviet leadership has apparently drawn the
conclusion that the USSR must no longer look irrelevant in the
ppace-making process if it is tu be a central player in the Middle
East. Thus, the Soviete are not only cultivating the
Western-oriented states on the basis of bilateral benefits, but are
alec tryinp to compete with ue in the area of bringing peace to the
region, by promating an international conference, while tlaiming
that US and Tsraeli reservations mean we oppose peace, and by
claiming an ability to help the Arab states in Iraq against Iraq
aggression, while pointing to signe of Ug uncertainty.
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LBenuine demonstraticons of the Soviet commitment tm regional ia
' prace would be most welcomed by us. We're still waiting to see
them., In the meantime, the growth of radicalism and Soviet activign

challenge the positive changes in the area and threaten our
collective hopes for a more peaceful future,

How do we cope with these challenges? How can wve sh
and trends to serve the cause of peace? The firgt aﬂnant?zf i:zntTE
to_undarstand that thic is not the time to éccept complacency angﬁ
drift in the region. This will only strenagthen the forr;s that
thraaten_ouf hopes, Instead, we muct be prepared to préés activel
and realistically for pmace. And that is precisely what we ;re 2
QDzng. Events of the past 30 years have shown that an active
intelligent US diplomatic rele in the Middle East can préampfr

conflict and roduce tensions, whil ;
: ; 2 € an inattent - ;
conflict., A attentive US encourages

Thie 15 a time when the reglon seeme to be polsed between two
tendencies, one positive and one negative. Therefore, the US needs
to he engaged. The Fresident held a series of policy meetings in-
January and February and decided on a more intensive effort in the
Middle East:; not a high prefile search for rapid achievements, but a .
reasoned, practical approach which can be sustained.

Dur etrategy is built an the pursuit of twoe tracks. One track is
designed to promote improvement in Palestinian political, social,
and economic life 1n the West Bank and Gaza. The other aim is to
Fguplore actively and creatively how we might get & broader
negotiating process started. To move on the first track and to help
Falestinians in the West Bank and Gaza, the Fresident has ordered
that $20 million be squeezed out of this year's budget to give new
tmpetus to & program that builds hope and lays & basis of
coceperation between Arabs and lsraelis, cooperation that is
essential to create an environment conducive to peace.

The appointment of Arab maycrs and the establishment of an Arab
bank are important early parte of this effort, but more needs to be
done., To deal with demograhic trends and the growing appeal of
radicalism among the youth in the occupied territories, Palestinians
living there must gain a stake in something positive, and believe
that a better economic and political future is possible. Buch
efforts in the territories are not meant to be a substitute for a .
broader political process or for a political solution —- they cannot
be. They are, however, an important adjunct to the second track of
our strategy, a track designed to produce a negotiating process
capable of leading to peace.

Our view of pwace is guided by the principles embodied in UN
Security Council Resolutions 242 and 228, the Camp David Accords,
and the President's Bepltember 15BZ initiative. That initiative
continues to offer a practical basis on which to safeguard Israeli
security, satisfy the legitimate rights and aspirations of the
Falestinian people, and produce a comprehensive, nepotiated peaces
between lsrael and its Arab neighbors.

We will therefore continue to press ahead. We will do E0 not
only because the Soviets end radicalism in the region can exploit
the absense of hope.

We will press on, slackening neither in our efforts for a fust
end to the Gulf War, nor in our pursuit of a Just, enduring, and
comprehensive Middle East Pe&ce process., For the former our hopes
are focused on the UN Security Council, For the latter, we will
continue to pursue the current process, one designed to shape an
international conference that leads to dirsct bi-lateral
Negotiations, no imposition of views, and & juet and lasting peace,

As I have already told several of you, it is not my intention

to talk to the media during this trip. The question of an international

peace conference raises sensitive issues for all concerned and it would

not be appropriate for me to make public statements about them at

this stage. The Secretary-General has sent us to the Middle East to

pursue his consultations with all the parties directly concerned about

the procedural aspects of an international conference, and to report

back to him. We have not brought any specific proposals. Our

talks are exploratory. Their purpose is to explore whether it is

possible to find a way of bridging the gaps that at present exist between

the parties on the form which an international conference should take.

As I have just told Prime Minister Shamir, the Secretary-General

is not trying to impose anything on anyone. He recognizes that a

conference will only succeed if it is convened on a basis acceptable to

all concerned.

The Saudis consistently have balked at our requests for assistance in
pursuing U.,S. policy objectives in the Middle East, During every
recent debate on the sale of Ssophisticated weapons to the Saudis,
Congress has been assured that, {f only Wwe Send wWeapons, the Saudis
would join the Arab-Israeli peace process. Congress approved these
sales, but Saudi Arabia 1s still in & state of war With our most
reliable Middle East ally Israel, refuses to support our peace
initiatives, and continues to bankrell the PLO end Syria. These
actions are not those of an ally.

Also at issue is the administretion's forthrightness in dealing with
Congress on this and other recent arms ssles. The White House has
departed from an established practice of invoking a "pre-notification"
term which provides the executive branch and Congress with with an
informal period to iron out poliecy differences.

The dispute reached its nadir
three weeks ago after Peres backed
away from a showdown on the pro-
posal because he lacked a majority in
the policy-making ioner cabinet. The
Foreign Ministry then refused to
convey a Shamir message to Israel's
embassies saying the conference
wea was dead, substituting instead
its own telex insisting that the gov-
emment still supported the proposal.
Eventually a second, compromise ca-
ble was dispatcked summing up both
sides in the dspute,

Peres and Shamir have ruled
jointly since the two major parties
Lailed to achieve a functional major-
ity in the Knesset in the 1984 elec-
tioms. For the first 25 months Peres
was prime minister and Shamir for-
eign minister, Last October they ro-
tated offices under the 1984 agree-
ment.

As part of the rotation, Shamir
consented to choose a nominee

from mames submitted by Peres.
Peres submitted a total of nine can-
didates, all of whom Shamir re-
jected—an action Peres contends is
a violation of their anderstanding.

Shamir's people say Peres’ hsts
contained political figures, many of
them more notable for their lovalty
ta the foreign minister than for their
diplomatic experierce or natianal
stature.

He
sald it was “Incredible—It strikes me
as obvious that the people who issued
the subpoena must have known it was
simply a device 1o embarrass the Ca-
nadian government,” So Mr, Sey-
mour, a lawyer in private practice, is
empowered by his position as special
Prosecutor 1o use the powers of the
state to upset U.S.-Canadian relations
to score 2 legal point in court, A State
Department lawyer agreed, telling a
federal judge that Mr. Seymour's sub-
paena “'calls Into question the ability
aof the United States [0 carry out its in-

lernational ubliganuns.'

This is not an isolated boner by
Mr. Sevmour. 1t is an inevitable resull
of the very notion of an "independent
prosecutor,” not accountable to
elected officlals and oblivious to any
broader governmental responsibili-
ties. Especlally so since the “indepen-
dent prosecutors” are usually trying
1o find ecriminal violations in ill-de-
fined and highly political pieces of leg-
{slation such as the Ethics in Govern-
ment Act or the Boland amendment.

Just ag Mr. Sevmour has stralned
relations with one 2f our closest allies,
"independent counsel” Lawrence
walsh enraged another ally by sub-
poenaing David Kimche, a former |s-
raeli intelligence olficlal who might
know something about Iran-Contra
and just happened to be in the United
States.

In the legisla-
tive history of the Ethies in Govern-
ment Act and 115 amendments there 15

explicit concern that giving them un-

fetlered discretion "usurps the legiti-

mate discrellon and prosecutive au-

thotity of the Attorney General.”

Under the original 1976 act, these
counsels were instructed to [ollow pre-
cedents and established Justice De-
partment policles "“to the extent the
special prosecutor deems appropri-
ate.”” Congress worrled that this gave
them too much discretion. So in 19382,
Congress changed the law to further
limit special prosecutors. The law
now says that they “shall, except
when nut possible, comply with the
written or other established policies of
the Department of Justice respecting
enforcement of the criminal Jaws."

If Mr. Sevmour and Mr. Walsh are
violating this provision, who polices
the prosecutors? The section ol the
Jaw on “Removal of an Independent
Counsel” says they can be removed
by Impeachment, conviction or by the
attorney general “lor good cause.”
Good cause s a vague lerm, butl we
have no doubt it Includes friling to
abide by the law’s explicit instructions
to follow Justice Department policies.
But Edwin Meese would commit polit:
ical suicide if he did his duty under
the Ethics in Government Act and re-
moved Messrs, Seymour and Walsh,

Under a Constitution based on sep-
aratlor  nowers, no attorney general
and nc . esident should be put in this
position. The fact that ne one can cop-
trol the special prosecutors is strong
evidence of their unconstitutionality,
The law chartering them expires in
January, and presumably Democrats
in Congress will delight in extending
it.
