1 would like to acknowledge receipt of your letter concerning
Me. Terre Fleener, and apologize for the delay in this reply and
our inability to provids a more personal response to your letter.

As you may know, Ms. Fleener's trial has now been completed,
and the sentance has been handed doun. In connection with her
arrest and trial, I would like to bring to your attention the
following details:

1.) Ms. Fleener was arrested on October 25, 1977 as a result
of a grave security offence related to espionage. A warrant
for her detention was issued by the magistrate of ths

Ramla Court on October 27th and was renewed on November 3rd,
and again on November 17th. On November 22nd an indictment
wvas presented to the District Court. The District Court
then extended her arrest until completion of the judicial
process. It should be noted that the law does not psrmit
the release on bail of a person accused of an offence of
this natures.

2.) The Consulate of the United States was informed of

Ms. Fleener's arrest on October 27th, and on October 28th
she was visited by a consular representative. 5he was given
a list of legal representatives by this official but chose
to be repressented by Advocate Felicia Langer.

3.) Due to the nature of the offence, Ms. Fleener's trial
vas held in camera. She was accused of passing information
to the enemy, plotting to pass information to the enemy
knowing that this information would be helpful to ths enemy,
and aiding an enemy organization. Ms. Fleener pleaded
guilty to these charges in court. Two representatives of
the United States Embassy were present throughout the trial.

4.) Although the Court imposed a sentence of only five
years imprisonment, it should be noted that the maximum
penalty on one of the charges is ten years, and on another
fifteen years, imprisonment.

5.) It should also be noted that Ms. Fleener has the right
to appeal the sentence to the Israeli High Court.

Many thanks for the paper by Hettler and Nisan -- I think perhaps theysare
too paranoid about how thoroughly the Arab position has sunk into the
m inds of western thinkers, but the concerns are real enough in any case.

It is probably presumptious enough to suspect (or suggest) that you might be
interested in my problems here, but om the offthance that you might be, 1
would also like to be presumptious enough to ask a favor of you. The favor
is to think and recommend, even though I know you are probably too bust even
for too much of that.

The problem I have in m;nd begins with my determination te spend my next
sabbatical year in Iﬁ:;ael; hopefully living in Jerusaleum, regardless of where
1 can find a visiting post for some part=time teaching or some way to earn a
few bucks (lira?) to supplement a pay check of only 70% of normal. The

finding a position is not the problem I want you to think about (although if
you haved a suggesfinn I would eertainly listen). The problem is my daughter,
now aged almost 14, rather seriously epileptic, but well controlled by drugs,
She is of low normal intelligence, but has multiple learning disabilities
somehow connected to the epilepsy and, because of her ailments,she is some-
times difficult to control sinedher frustration tolerance is understandably
low. Do not misunderstand -- she'is a child much loved by teachers, who tries
very hard to acheive well. She does reasonalby well in those aspects of school
work which she can manage at this time and most of her school-mates like her‘
although, like all children, they can be ver§ cruel to other kids who are
different. Charlotte's physical appearance is completely normal.

The problem really is this: when we come to Israel we must find for her an
appropriate living’ situation which will enhance her¥ development. There is

some suggestion that her years in Asiiﬁlmay have contributed to her problems

(I personally doubt it), and we would wish to avoidd any sich problem while in
Israel. By the way, she is thrilled hyhlthe idea of'living there. She will

be, in 79-B0, just finishing middle shhool and ready to start high school in
September 79. Both Janiced and T think it would be a great idea if we could

find for her a cooperative or communal living situation,a Kibbutz perhaps, where
she could just forget about school for a year, learn something about living with
other Jewish children, learn dome Hebrew, and do suijhunest physical work, but
not so taxing that it would disturb her medical situdtion. With a year of
maturation without pressure from school she wight very well come back to Canada
and be able to do much better. Wherever a place¢like this might be, it would
have to be close to Jerusaleum so she wouldnkt feel deserted by us. Obviously
the problem is how can I go about finding such a place for her. Do yeu have

any good ideas? We wouldnAt mind if you share the contents of this letter with
some discrete friends who might know, o% have some ideas, but, of course, we

would prefer it not get splattered around. Indeed, any ideas you might have

Yesterday's news of the liberation of the airliner by the Germanfh&waa very
reassuring -- one of the unanticipated consequences for the terrorist groups of
seeking the relief of already captured terrorists is, I am sure, that few
countries will now be IImi'.lling to capture terrorists alive. They have made

it plain that life is much simpler without any of them in jail. It will be
interesting to see how many are now shot "while trying to escape."

I look forward to
seeing you shon, and hearing from you soconer. Pardon the quality of my typing.

I had always been amazed and touched by the trust shown by the
Israeli authorities towards their compatriots.

Having just read the book by Efraim Sevela "Adieu, Israel” published
in Paris by the pro-Arab publishing house "Editions Guy Authier®, I became
convinced that an-Israeli capable of committing a far more grave crime

Sevela is "saying "good bye" to Israel because Israel is doomed to
a speedy destruction. "Israel is doomed. It will exist for another tan
years, at most. With a bitter and anxious heart, I think about the map
of the world in 1985 where this staté would not be included as it would
be ruthlessly and completely swallowed by its mighty Arab neighbours fil__._
with hatred. In places of the Jewish sattlemepts with Biblical names
the desert winds will be covering with sand enormous mass graves similar
to those that had been dug out in 1945 all over Europe.and are now covered
with grass." However, it is not only the State of Israel that is to be
obliteratied. The Jewish people will disappear as well. Sevela concludes
his book by this "prophesy" or, rather, damnation: "Our century will end
and the next century will know no Jewish people. They will only live on
the pages of history hnnku.:

Leaving aside the cheap pathos of Sevela's style and his crocodile's
tears, his conception could be formulated as follows: Israel is a parasite-
state. Except for a few old foolish idealists there are no decent people
there; only idlers and -cuundréll, thieves and prostitutes live there.
All the work in the country had been done and is stil}l being done by the
strong Arab hands. The Arabs made the desert bloom, built roads, planted
trees, built beautiful new houses and now tﬁay are waiting quietly until
we, gyests who remained here too long, would leave. Sevela had, indeed,
written: “Without these bronse-coloured arms that are used to the burning
8un and the hamssin, the country's economy would have been dead long ago."
True, if we judge by the following phrase, for example; “"Every morning the
Arabs are brought to the building sight. These are Palestinian refugees
living in a camp in Samaria”, - Sevela is not too well informed about. the
Israeli reality, but this rather P8 him in his "revelations”,

He "unmasks" relentlessly our foreign supporters. After all, the
money donated to us by nﬁt-uncleu from beyond the sea - are a result of
the exploitation of the unrld'prblqtlriut, it'is the "value added‘received
by the Jewish capitalist by exploiting the American, Latin-American or
Argentinian (?1) worker... By sending millions to Israel, American Jews :
deprive their country of enormous sums. And the one who suffers from it
most is, in the final account} the middle-class American, i.e. again, the
worker. After all, the lesser is the amount of money received from the
taxes, the smaller is the state allotment for the building of schools,

. Arivers and the injuries received at work (only in 1971, according to
Sevela, 80.000 persons were maimed at the factories!), it becomes clear
‘that no-one wants to 1ive in this hell. Sevela claims that there are. in
fact, only a bit more than two million people living in the country, while
the others, recorded in official statistics, are "dead souls", i.e. people
who had left Israel, but remained on paper to be Israeli citizens. We-
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all know that the names of persons departing and arriving in Israel are
registered. and that there are about three million of us here, but Sevela,
it seems, wants to give some encouragement to his bronze-faced brothers
prompting them to take possession of our property sooner and for that it
must be shown that Israel is a "paper tiger".

Israel is presented with other bills as well. The main and the gravest
accusation consists of blaming Israel for the forthcoming ruin of the whole
world Jewry. It transpires that until the establishment of Israel the
Jews throughout the world enjoyed a tranquil, idyllic existence amongst
the other nations of the world. 1In particular, there was not a slightest
trace of antisemitism in the USSR until 1948, "I declare on the basis of
my own experience (I was born and grew up as a Jew in the USSR and know
the subject well) that until the nlfiﬁiishmant of the State of Israel in
Palestine there was not even a shadow of official antisemitism in the USSR,"-
impudently states Sevela, - "The presecutions against the Jews, the cruel
repressions of any expression of national self-consciousness and, conse-
quently, the accelerated disintegration of the Jewish community, its dis-
persion and liquidation had coincided with the difficult birth of the State
of Israel.”

The Middle-Eastern Jewish community had also disintegrated and was
dispersed because of the establishment of Israel. Until 1947 "the Jewish
communities were hundreds of oases in the Hnalem'wnrld, synagogues peace-

. fully coexisted with mosques and the laws of Moses were observed without
hindrance under the aegis of the Koran... the years 1947 had turned the
Arabs and almost all ¢f the. observing Muslims into the hardened enemies

of the Jews...from Casablanca to Bagdad hatred had surrounded the Jewish
communities... The Jews ran in order to save their children, while leaving
their possessions, from the places where they lived for centuries... The
agony of the famous and glorious Sefardi Jewish community.” Only the poorest
and the most primitive of them came to Israel though (where they became

even more poor and more primitivn] while the majority went to France where

it is becoming assimilated very quickly.
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Thus, the State of Israel, rotten inside out, with its racial con-
flicts and its parasitic population, is dying. "To the six millions of
victims of the recent Nazi terror we must add three millions (here, for
some reason, the three millions come up again!) of Jews who perished because
it is obvious to everyone that the defeat of the Jewish State would lead
to the complete destruction of its population.” The Soviet Jews will
perish up to the last one of them. "It will be either the Hitler-type
solution of the Jewish problem or a completaland final assimilation, or
a combination of the two methods that are equally repellent”. The Arab
community practically does not exist anymore. In America, Latin America
and South Africa the Jews will either be killed by the left-wingers and
the blacks as exploiters or by the right-wing fascists as Jews if they
will not assimilate completely.

Two solutions are baing'nffatéa;“ One - for us, the Israeli cretins
and parasites. To pack our bags quickly and run, until we are still alive,
having left behind the land and all that stands and grows on it to its
lawful owners. In the meantime, one can still do very well in the capitalist
world. Sevela tells with relish and quite a bit of envy the story of
Meshulam Riklis and the story of a certain Bulgarian Jew who hardly made
his end meet in Israel by working as a taxi driver and then became one
of the richest people in Florida.

Another -one - for the Jews of the Diaspora, They must bhecome ussimilat&d-
as soon as possible through mixod marriages and forgetting Yiddish, Hebrew,
religion and tradition. True, looking at the numerous photographs of
Sevela who could have successfully participated in a film playing an Odessa
drayman one finds it a bit - difficult to believe in this recipe.

We can stop here the story on what is written in the book , “Farewell,
Israel!” although too many things were left out. For example, Sevela's
stories on the ways of making short work of Russian olim by the Israeli
administration, on the national-socialist (i.e. Hitler-type!) character
of the Israeli ideology, about the "wolfish mores" reigning in the kibbutzim,
about the fact that Radio "Liberty", in cooperation with the Zionists, 1is
recruing,under the cover of the night,mercenaries for the ideological war
against the USSR.

What information is Sevela using? Mainly, excerpts from the long
defunct newspaper “"Tribuna" and stories of several "drop-outs® which are
rather common. We all know that Israel is not an ideal society, but it
hardly follows from this that it should be destroyed. In the end of
the book Sevela included a table of the Jewish population in various countries
He placed in Africa such countries as Algeria, Egypt, Ethiopia, Iran, Iraq,
Yemen, Lebanon, Morocco, Syria, Tunisia, South Africa... In the near empty
Asia he only left Afghanistan, the Phillipines, India, Hong-Kong, Indonesia,
Singapore, Siam (?!) and Taiwan. It seems that only in the Soviet Union,
where far greater miracles are possible, could such an ignorant man become
a successful scriptwriter!

We should also ask by whom was this book inspired. After all, even
the Soviet Union does not®#3} the degtruction of Israel and the world Jewry
as a whole in its official prapagaﬂhif Sevela's point of view reflects
the official views of the most extreme Arab elements, such as GGeorge Habash
and Naim Hawatme (members of the Rakakh Party , one must admit, look like
Israeli patriots and Jewish nationalists in comparison with Sevela). Except
for Sevela himself and the first secretary of the Brest Region party committee
who helped Sevela in 1948, Arabs are the only positive heroes of the book.
The Israeli Arabs are shown as hardworking, proud and even tidy. The Arabs
of the rest of the Arab world are described as a powerful enemy, capable
of bringing the whole world to his knees by courage and oil riches. Even
some notes of condemning the Soviet imperialist policy - characteristic
"of the "left" Patach - for having "foisted" Israel on the Arabs,slip through
in the book. Sevela repeats almost word by word all the arquments of the _
Arab propaganda with which I could become familiar during one of the meetings
organized by the Fatach in Paris. £

It is hard to imagine that the poorly educated author who does not know
any foreign languages could become so thoroughly familiar with the Arab
propaganda without outside help. It would seem more logical that Sevela's
book is one more episode in the psychological war waged by the USSR and
the Arab extremists (an Arab with moderate views simply will not helieve
in what was written in that book) against Israel, the world Jewry and
especially against the Soviet Jews, '
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Sevela gives himself away by several admissions. He says that soon
after his arrival in Israel an atmosphere of distrust was created around
him and he was suspected of being a Soviet agent. Well, there is no smoke
without fire! The second episode relates to the spiritual biography of
the author. It transpired that the idol of young Sevela was Pavlik Morozov.
Let us give the right of speech to Sevela himself: "With burning eyes and
filled with joy we swore to denounce our parents, to inform on them to the
authorities. With the passion of hunters sitting in an ambush and with
a suspicion that was not characteristic to our age we listened to the
grown-ups conversations trying to find something that would enable us to
run right away to the offices of the NKVD and to tell everything, so that
later the whole country would praise our heroism." It is not known whether
the young Sevela succeeded in sending-his parents to prison, but now the
time is certainly right for him! @rﬁﬂ, his ignorance and shortsightedness
had become apparent here too. After all, fame came to Pavlik posthumously..

It would be easy to imagine what a gift for the Arab extremists had
Sevela's book, published in French hardly by Sbcident, become. Although
neither his arquments nor the "factual" material are nothing new the novelty
consists of the fact that the book was written by a man who played the role
of a Zionist for a long time, by a participant of the hunger-strike of the

Having written such a book Sevela will not d;ra to show his face in
Israel and in the company of.decent people in general. However, it seems
to me that the fact that this man has remained an Israeli citizen is an
insult to us all.

To answer Betsy Nolan's simple question up front, Farewell, Israell is
definitely not an anti-Semitic book and, in my opinion, to attack it as
such would be a sericus mistake.

The book is the cri de coeur of a disillusioned Soviet immigrant who
shouts his rage almost ind.scriminately in almost all directions--at the
U.S.S.R. most of all, the ideology of socialism, Israel's socialist bu-
reaucracy, the Law of Return and state religion, fat cats in the Diaspora
and their "well-tailored" sycophantsein the philanthropic organizations
as well as the Israeli Government. ¥ Sometimes the author is on target,
sometimes beyond or way off, often self-contradictory. Sevela is no po-
litical secientist, no great intellect, no sophisticated journalist, cer-~
tainly no objective cbserver; but neither is he a liar,

His passionate hatred of and contempt for the Soviet Union,be found in
few books for the popular market. Sevela traces post-World War IT Soviet
anti-Semitism to Israel's refusal to reciprocate (which he heartily ap-
proves) the Communists' support in the early days of the state by grant-
ing them a foothold in the Middle East. He says the U.5.S.R. Communist
Party Central Committee instigated an “"unbridled persecution of Jews"
which would have ended in deliberate genocide if Stalin had not died in
time. And the anti-Semitic wave will go on, with its combination of
assimilation pressures and Hitler methods, until "the last Russian Jew
has perished." A large portion of the book is devoted to elaborating
this theme.

The propaganda onslaught and threats against Israel frightened all Soviet
Jews, Sevela says. His own fear that,as a reserve officer, he might have
to fight fellow Jews made him "fall suddenly and morbidly in love with an
lsra=l T did not know." Despite his position in the Soviet elite (as a
£ilm maker, with an actress wife, fine apartment, wealth, permigsion to
travel abrcad, visite to posh resorts, etc.) he "leapt into the embryo
Jewish movement" because of a "yearning to be an honest man." In 1971,
having lost his faith in Communism, and firding that “evil...violence...
lies...hypocrisy...permeate the whole of Soviet life," he participated in
the first hunger strike at the offices of the Supreme Soviet.

Sevela and others who wanted to emigrate thought Israel was their only
choice. They "could not have realized in their wildest dreams," he says,

"Igrael's hypocritical role in the dirty game of international politics
centering on the Russian Jewish problem." Today he thinks that "contrary
+o the wishes of its creators, Israci has become not a regenerating fer-
ment for the Jewish pecople but a catalyst hastening the process of its
disinteqration." Sevela's reasoning for this apocalyptic statement is
not clear to me, but what he probably means is that the Jewish state has
not strengthened world Jewry, but hea made it more vulnerable. And we
have heard this judgment from some of Israel's most intelligent, and
ardent, supporters.

After five years as an Israeli citizen, sevela calls it a “phony democracy
which is "a cover for the most primitive anarchy." You can scream your
head off, he says, but it does little good, and he quotes the Russian
proverb: "The wolves are full, and the sheep is whole." On the other
hand, the country is only "seemingly democratic,” for its chaotic facade
conceals a "blanket of purely totalitarian power by a few socialist par-
ties." (Later on he attacks other all-powerful parties.) 0f course,

this is sheer nonsense on its face, regardless of facts. What it proves
once again is that life in a totalitarian country-—-which by definition
and on principle eliminates the possibility of real political action--can
totally incapacitate people for political thought. And Stalin's "who says
A says B" principle, which is logi¢ gone made, <an incapacitate the human
mind for logical reasoning.

Some, buat by no means all, of Sevela's more specific complaints against
Israel are based on the "myths" he and other Soviet immigrants believed.
They thought there was no apathy in israel, but they found doctors, en-
gineers, officials and others could be "irresponsible,” with an unprin-
cipled attitude toward work. (Here again, although many of Sevela's
facts are undeniable, he betrays a ycarning for some coercive, and pro-
tective , authority.) The Russian Jews thought all Israelis are honest,
and found many to be corrupt enough to rob the immigrants. They thought
the Israelis were morally and politically united, and found it was not so.
(So much for his understanding of democracy.) They thought the Israeli
army was invincible, but the Yom Kippur War showed it is not and that,
more, its socldiers can behave irresponsibly.

Then Sevela cites the disdain of native Israelis for the immigrants, the
cconomic and social inequities between Sephardim and Ashkenazim, "racial
hatred" in Israel (the Ashkenazi-Sephardi marriage rate is cited as 12
percent, as against a 40 percent Jewish-Christian intermarriage rate in
the U.S.), hos ility between the atheist majority and the religious mi-
nority (some of the bitterest resentment 1is against the religious parties
who "can get away with anythin&}: tho Law of Return is "racist,"” mixed
marriages of Russian immigrants run into troublie, and so on.

Then there is the exodus of sabras from Israel, children fleeing the Is-
rael their parents made. The potential business successes, like M&hulam
Riklis, leave to make their fortunes elsewhere. Russian Jews leave for
Rome, some even converting to the Orthodox Church to get money to go.
Alluding to Gogol's Chichikov, he says "ITsrael owns half a million dead
souls." :

The sharpest ideological attack is on Israel'’s socialism; it takes in
everybody and everything. Sevela goes as far as saying that Golda Meir
and others have a tacit idecloagical sympathy for the Communist reqgimes
-=-which accounts for lIsrael's "complicity" with the Soviets. He finds
all socialism hypocritical and inefficient, especially in Israel, and
predicts the development of a lumpenproletariat from the hidden unem-
ployed. Then he says Israeli socialism has “twe halves," combining nega-
tive aspects of socialism and capitalism. The only pecople he has a good
word for are the revisionist Zionists, and of course he reveres Jabotin-
sky. (One wonders what he would say now that Menahem Begin is in power
and immediately brought the mest Orthodox religicus groups intc the gov-
ernment coalition.)

In general, Sevela says the Russian Jews were "chips in a dirty game,”™
that their exodus from the U.S.5.R. deprived the samizdat publication of
more than half its writers--a development that the Soviets could only
have enjoyed. Furthermore, the Russian immigration brought millions of
dollars into Israel from foreign lands, which holstered a creaking economy
but did not go to the immigrants (a "shameless charity fraud" Sevela is
ashamed of having participated in). In short, the Russian Jews were ex-
ploited not only by Israel, but by Diaspora organizatiens.

o

Sevela's conclusion is that the 1947 Partition resolution signed the Jew-
ish nation's "death warrant": It made the whole Middle East inte impla-
cable enemies of the Jews. He sees the liquidation of Sephardic Jewry.
Anti-Zionism has becume a good pretext for anti-Semitic oppression in the
Soviet Union. And now the rest of the world is ready to sacrifice [srael
for oil.

But one thing must be noted. For all his upside-down Marxist ideas about
socialism (national socialism in Israel, Naticnal Socialism in Germany),
Sevela explicitly dissociates himself from an insidious Soviet propaganda
charge. "I disagree completely with those who, in vain attempts to deni-
grate Israel, accuse it of fascism, who compare the attitude cf Israeli
soldiers toward the local population in the Arab territories they contr
with the bestial acts of the Nazis....And there are certain pecple in t...
West who mask their out-and-out anti-Semitism with anti-Zionism....I have
been a soldier in the Israeli army...[which] unlike other armies, makes a
point of behaving correctly and courteously in occupied territory."™ Then
he cites the "bizarre" case of an Israeli major's apologizing profusely
after he politely (having knocked on the door and asked permission to
enter) searched an Arab house and found no terrorists there.

It takes hard thinking to find how to deal with a book like this. 1t's
not good for Israel, and it's not good for the Jews, but it's not anti-
Semitic. You wanted to know what Sevela says, and I've given you the gist.
As for style, there is a lot of heavy sarcasm that underscores even the
facts we all know; and the author's manifest pain will win him sympathy
when his facts are wrong, indded sometimes when he is being simply stupid.
Perhaps we should see to it that an excellent political scientist, with
gocd marks for objectivity, reviews it.

The goals of Zionism have always been the regener-

tion of the Jewish people through the re-
establishment of a Jewish state in Eretz Yisraet the
ingathering of exiles, the rebirth of Hebrew as a living
language in the Jewish homeland, and the creation of a
spiritual and cultural center,

These goals remain constant, but they are not sta-
tic. Each generation of Jews, confronting particular
historic circumstances and expedences must meet
the challenges of its time.

Although the re-establishment of the state of lsrael is
the rnost significant accomplishrment of Zionism, in
this century the Zionist ideal has not been fully realized:

Following the swurprise election vietory
of his Likud Party, Menahem Begin extended an invitation to the heads of Egypt, Jordan
and Syria to meet with him "without any prior conditions" to discuss peace. Begin thus
branded himself an extremist.

Friend of the West: 4n Arab oil-producing country, such as Saudi Arabia, that smiles while
it jacks up oil prices. Since the Yom Kippur War, Arab oil prices have been increased
by 400 percent - a persuasive demonstration of friendship for the West.

Intransigent: 4ny Israeli leader who does not wish the country to commit sutcide by retwrming
to the 1949-1967 borders. It applies with equal force to leaders of both the Likud and
the Labour Parties, all of whom have publicly stated that Israel cannot retwrm to a si-
tuation in which Arab artillery is situated only 15 miles from Tel Aviv and Arab missiles
are able to put all of Israel's airports out of commission.

Here are some suggestions for inclusion in a 1977 edition of "The Devil's
Dictionary" by Ambrose Bierce.

Moderate: An Arab leader who refuses to recognize Israel and who insists
on the right to destroy the Jewish State, P.L.0. chieftain Yasir Arafat is
universally acknowledged to be a moderate, as he made clear in his interview
published in the Kuwaiti weekly, Al-Yazka, on April 11, 1977:

"I am not a man for settlements or concessions. I will carry on the
struggle until every inch of Palestinian soil will be retrieved....Our
struggle in the occupied land will witness violent and steady escalation,
which will begin with a resurgence of our suicide strikes against the Zionist
foe....Our revolution is a revolution of liberation, not a revolution of
concessions. We will not give up one inch of our lands, nor will we relinquish
a single one of our rights."

Extremist: An Israeli leader who wishes to sit down with Arab leaders to
negotiate a peaceful settlement of the Middie East conflict. Following the
surprise election victory of his Likud Party, Menachem Begin extended an invi-
tation to the heads of Egypt, Jordan and Syria -- the states that launched the
surprise attack against Israel on Yom Kippur 1973 -- to meet with him "without
any prior conditions" to discuss peace. Begin thus branded himself an extremist.

Friend of the United States: An oil-producing state that smiles while it
jacks up o1l prices. One such country is Saudi Arabia. On January 1, 1977,
Saudi Arabia increased oil prices by only 5 per cent while 11 other members of
OPEC opted for a 10 per cent rise. This move won the plaudits of American
officials. On July 1, however, Saudi Arabia is expected to raise oil prices
again by another 5 per cent, "thereby rejoining the upper-tier price level of
the OPEC majority in one jump," according to the authoritative Middle East
Economic Survey.

Since the Yom Kippur War, Arab oil prices have been increased by 400 per
cent, a persuasive demonstration of friendship for the U.S.

Intransigent: Any Jewish leader who does not wish Israel to commit suicide
by returning to the 1967 Arab-Israel borders. It applies with equal force to
Abba Eban and Menachem Begin, both of whom have publicly stated that Israel cannot
return to a situation in which it is only 15 miles from Tel Aviv to enemy terri-
tory. Such intransigence is regarded as an obstacle to peace.

Dear President Carter:

I have asked Congressman Charles Vanik to deliver this letter to ¥you personally.
‘Having recently returned from a three-week visit to Egypt, Syria, Jordan and
Israel as a member of a study mission organized by the American Professors for
Peace in the Middle East (APPME}, I believe my observations may be helpful to

- you as you seek a settlement to the Middle East conflict. May I say at the
cutset that all our prayers are with you in this difficult and dangerous task.

Thirty-five members of the APPME travelled and met with representatives of the
leadership of the above four countries, representatives of the U.S. embassies
and, as individuals, we also talked with as many residents of the countries as
we could meet. Many of our conversations, dialogues, and seminars were
recorded on tapes which I would be happy to share with your staff. We probed
exhaustively for signs of peace and war, for compromise and intransigence.
From these experiences I returned to the U.S. with the understanding and

" concern that I convey to you now. s

The signs of peace and the talk of peace are sweeping the Middle East. The
search for peace is the avowed aim of all of the governments of the region and
the concept of peace with Israel has filtered down to a seemingly "grass
roots" level in the Arab countries. Eved in Syria, where one might expect to
find the most resistance,- lay persons talk openly of the possibility of peace
with Israel. President Sadat of Egypt (with whom we did not meet) and the
individuals whom we met both at the Al Ahram Institute and Cairo University,
present a picturc of moderation thac is evidenced by: the Sinai 11 agreement
which limits Epypr's military options; the indirect recognition of Israel by
Egypt in-accepting United Nations Security Council resolutions 242 and 338;
acknowledgment that Epypt no longer wishes to drive Isracl into the sea by
military force; an urping of moderation by Sadat on the Palestinian National
Council; the rebuilding of cities on the Suez Canal; the ending of jamming of
Israeli radio; allewing the concept of peace with Israel to be discussed in
newspapers, radio and television; and by turning to the West and, particu-
Jarly, to the Usited States for development and military assistance, which

1
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they know will never be adequate to match the former Russian military
assistance they appear to have forsaken. These are all positive and welcome
movements on the part of Egypt towards peace with Israel. These gestures con-
trasted to Israel's relatively fixed stance portray the Egyptians as moderate
and flexible, and the Israelis less so.

But there is another side to the Egyptian moderation that causes concern,
i.e., the strong and consistent Egyptian support of the "legitimate rights of
the Palestinians” and its support for the concept eof "Arab sclidarity." We
probed the meaning of these two phrases very carefully wich the Egyptians we
met and, despite signs of moderation in other areas, there was firm rigidity,
intransigence, if you wish, on these bedrocks of Egyptian policy.

“"Arab solidarity" can only mean that all Arab states must act in concert, an
ideology which provides veto power to the most radical Arab state. It is a
major stumbling block to any negotiated peace. For example, from 1950 to
1952, negotiations between Israecl and the Arabs foundered at Lausanne, Swit-
zerland when the Arabs were represented by a single delegation. Similarly, an
Arab "solidarity" delegation at Geneva may be most difficult to deal with.
Even if that were not so, Arab support of the "rights of the Palestinians,"
those rights are currently conceived by the Palestinians, is totally incompat-
ible'with the concept of peace with Israel. "We asked, for example, "Suppose
Israel withdraws completely to the 1967 boundaries and allows the Palestinians
to establish their own state in the West Bank and Gaza, would you then make.
peace with Israel?" The answers we received in Egypt, Syria and Jordan were
chillingly evasive. In essence, we were told that Israel had to become more
"Middle Eastern" in its outlook or "confederated" with her neighbors before a
full peace could be made; phrases which imply the Arabization of Israel. My
concern, Mr. President, is that under the guise of moderation and f£lexibility
combined with tactics that projcct Egypt particularly as a peacemaker in the
region, the fundamental Arab strategy to eliminate Israel as a Jewish state
has been cleverly disguised. War is no longer the mechanism for destroying
Israel, diplomacy is. A publicly moderate stance is projected while a poliey
of continued belligerency is covertly encouraged in the name of the "rights of
the Palestinians." . '

Egypt therefore, appears in the Western press and particularly, the United
States press, as the symbol of moderation while the Palestinians carry eon the
Arab confrontation with Israel. Obhscured is the fact that the essence of the
Middle “East conflict remains unchanged in 30 years, i.e. the refusal to accept
the right of Israel to exist as a Jewish state. The "Palestinian issue" that
is now in the forefront, and the territorial issue are distractors presented
to a weary world, imperfect in its understanding, longing for peace and
willing to grasp at sSLraws.

as’
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Your understanding and patience in this matter will be gratefully appreciated.
Perhaps you can persuade President Sadat that his own greatness in history
will be guaranteed more as a leader who led his people to peace and develop-
ment than as one who blindly followed "Arab solidarity" and the "rights of the
Palestinians" along the paths of endless conflict.

While there is more to say, I have limited this letter to basic conclusions.
I remain available to discuss my detailed findings, notes and tape recordings
with you and any members of your staff.

Although the company will have no income fnitially, 1t s anticipated
that after & few months there will be a steady income from the sale of
feature articles to U.S. newspapers and magazines.

Because the Ministry of Tourisw and other Ministries will have & direct
input and benefits from the program, the funds should be provided on an
equitable basis from their respective budgets and not solely from the
Foreign 0ffice budget.

In order to maintain the covert relation of the government to the funding
