The
Militany Advieory Committee maintains that secret aevidence
paoves JArurl's guilt., vunder the rules of Israel's Supreme
Court, iwhich acts as a High Court of Justice in these
matterd, an appellant is not entitled to examine the evidence
used against him if tha Military Commander in Chief claims
that hg cannot reveal his evidence due 't¢ security reasons,
In thig case, thia rule prevents Dr. Aruri from czall-nqinq
the bagic charges brought againet him during his appeal.

Dx., Ardri has been adopted by Amnesty International as a
prisonar of consclence, who has been persecuted for
exerciging his right to freedom of expression, and for

signing a peace treaty calling for a two state solution to
the Palestinian problem.

In light of the lack of evidence against Dr. Aruri, I ask you
to urge your quarnmnnt not to proceed with the deportation
order ainst Dr. Tayseer Aruri.

THE SHORT TIME PRECLUDED A FULL REVIEW OF THE AGENDA.

THE MINISTERS THUS FOCUSED THEIR EXCHANGE ON FOUR ISSUES: THE LIBYAN CW
PROGRAM, THE VIENNA CSCE MEETING, ARMENIAN RECONSTRUCTION AND AFGHANISTAN.

THE MEETING BEGAN WITH A BRIEF EXCHANGE ON SHEVARDNADZE'S SPEECH THAT
MOBNING TO THE CW CONFERENCE, IN WHICH HE SAID THE SOVIETS WILL BEGIN TO
DESTROY SOME CW STOCKS THIS YEAR AND ECHOED THE U.5. PROPOSAL THAT THE
SECRETARY GENERAL BE GIVEN STRONG AUTHORITY TO INVESTIGATE REPORTS ON CW
USE.

THE MAIN TOPIC OF THE MEETING WAS LIBYA. THE SECRETARY FIRST EXPLAINED LAST
WEEK'S SHOOTDOWN OF TWO LIBYAN MIGS, NOTING THAT THE U.S. PILOTS HAD TRIED
TO AVOID AN INCIDENT AND DEFENDED THEMSELVES ONLY WHEN THE LIBYAN AIRCRAFT
MADE CLEAR THEIR HOSTILE INTENT.

SHEVARDNADZE REAFFIRMED THE SOVIETS' PUBLIC CRITICISM OF THE SHOOTDOWN,
EXPRESSING CONCERN ABOUT ITS POTENTIAL FOR EXACERBATING AN ALREADY TENSE
SITUATION.

THE SECRETARY UNDERSCORED THE SERIOUSNESS OF OUR CONCERNS ABOUT THE LIBYAN
CW FACILITY AT RABTA.

WE GAVE SHEVARDMADZE A BRIEFING ON THE EVIDENCE WE HAVE ABOUT LIBYAN EFFORTS
TO PRODUCE CHEMICAL WEAPONS, AND GAVE HIM RUSSIAN-LANGUAGE CHARTS SHOWING
THE LAY-OUT AND EVIDENT PURPOSE OF THE RABTA TECHNOLOGY CENTER.

SHEVARDNADZE MAINTAINED THAT THE SOVIETS HAVE QUESTIONED LIBYA ABOUT THE
PLANT, THAT QADHAFI HAS DENIED CATEGORICALLY TO THE SOVIETS THAT RABTA IS A
CHEMICAL WEAPONS PLANT, AND THAT MOSCOW HAS NO INDEPENDENT INFORMATION
CONTRADICTING THAT.

BUT SHEVARDNADZE REITERATED THAT THE SOVIETS ARE VERY MUCH AGAINST ANY W
PROLIFERATION AND FAVOR A THOROUGH INVESTIGATION OF WHAT IS TAKING PLACE AT
RABTA.

HE SAID THE SOVIETS WILL CONTINUE TO PRESS THE LIBYANS WITH FURTHER
QUESTIONS AND SHARE ANY IMPORTANT INFORMATICON THEY DEVELOP.

HE CONCLUDED THAT, IF IT WERE FROVEN THAT THE RABTA PLANT IS5 DESIGNED TO
FRODUCE CW, THE SOVIETS WOULD WANT TO COOPERATE WITH US.

AS THE SECRETARY HAS STATED PUBLICLY, WE BELIEVE THAT ON THE BASIS OF THIS
EXCHANGE, SHEVARDNADZE INTENDS TO TRY HARDER TO LEARN WHAT EXACTLY THE
LIBYANS ARE UP TO AT RABTA.

THE VIENNA CSCE MEETING WAS THE OTHER MAIN TOPIC OF CONVERSATION. THE
MINISTERS AGREED THAT THE PARTICIPANTS ARE CLOSE TO BEING ABLE TO CONCLUDE
THE VIENNA MEETING IN THE PROPOSED JANUARY 17-19 TIMEFRAME, BUT THAT SOME
KEY PROBLEMS MUST BE RESOLVED IF WE ARE TO FINISH NEXT WEEK.

THE SECRETARY EXPLAINED THAT THE U.S., WHILE STILL HAVING SOME CONCERNS
ABOUT SOVIET HUMAN RIGHTS PRACTICES, HAD DECIDED TO AGREE TO A HUMAN RIGHTS
CONFERENCE IN MOSCOW IN VIEW OF THE CONSIDERABLE PROGRESS MADE 1IN RECENT
MONTHS .

SHEVARDNADZE EXPRESSED APPRECIATION FOR THE U.S. DECISION TO AGREE TO A
MOSCOW CONFERENCE. HE WAS OPTIMISTIC THAT THE VIENNA MEETING COULD BE
CONCLUDED BY JANUARY 19.

SHEVARDNADZE ASSURED THE SECRETARY THAT THE WEST CAN EXPECT FURTHER PROGRESS
ON SPECIFIC CASES AND ON INSTITUTIOMNALIZATION. THIS, HE STRESSED, WAS PART
OF THE ONGOING PROCESS OF PERESTROYKA IN SOVIET SOCIETY.

SHEVARDNADZE SUGGESTED THAT THE TWO NEW CONVENTIONAL SECURITY NEGOTIATICNS
THAT WILL BEGIN FOLLOWING VIENMA BE OPENED AT THE FOREIGN MINISTER LEVEL,
WITH A LATER SUMMIT-LEVEL MEETING TO REVIEW THE INITIAL PHASE OF
NEGOTIATIONS AND SUSTAIN MOMENTUM.

THIS OBVIOUSLY WILL BE A QUESTION THAT THE NEXT ADMINISTRATION WILL WANT TO
CONSIDER IN CONSULTATION WITH OUR NATO ALLIES.

THE MINISTERS ALSO ADDRESSED THE ARMENIAN EARTHQUAKE.

THE SECRETARY OUTLINED SOME IDEAS ON HOW THE U.S. GOVERNMENT AND PRIVATE
SECTOR MIGHT TAKE PART IN OR PROVIDE EXPERTISE FOR COOPERATIVE EFFORTS FOR
LONG-TERM RECONSTRUCTION.

SHEVARDNADZE EXPRESSED GRATITUDE FOR U.S. RELIEF TO DATE AND OUR WILLINGNESS
TO COOPERATE OVER THE LONGER TERM.

HE ALSO SUGGESTED THAT WE EXAMINE WAYS TO REVITALIZE INTERNATIOMAL DISASTER
RELIEF MECHANISMS, INCLUDING MULTILATERAL AND UN EFFORTS.

AT THE MEETING'S CLOSE, SHEVARDNADZE RAISED ARGHANISTAN.

SHEVARDNADZE URGED THE U.S. TO BECOME MORE ACTIVE IN THE PROCESS OF PUTTING
TOGETHER A TRANSITIONAL REGIME.

HE SAID VORONTSOV HAD TALKED TO THE PAKS, RESISTANCE AND SHI'A GROUPS IN
IRAN, BUT FOUND THEM UNINTERESTED IN NATIONMAL RECONCILIATION. HE CRITICIZED
AS UNREALISTIC THE EXPECTATION THAT NAJIB WILL PACK UP AND LEAVE.

SHEVARDNADZE NEVERTHELESS STATED THAT THE SOVIETS PLAN TO FULFIL THEIR
OBLIGATIONS UNDER THE GENEVA ACCORDS.

THE SECRETARY WELCOMED SHEVARDNADZE’S REAFFIRMATION OF THE GENEVA ACCORDS.

HE SAID THE U.S5. AGREED ON THE DESIRABILITY OF AN INTERIM GOVERNMENT, BUT
OBSERVED THAT IT WAS HARD TO ENVISAGE PUTTING TOGETHER A GOVERNMENT
INCLUDING BOTH THE MUJAHIDIN AND THE FDPA.

THE MEETING CONCLUDED WITH A SHORT SIGNING CEREMONY FOR TWO BILATERAL
AGREEMENTS :

THE AGREEMENT FOR COOPERATION IN BASIC SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH. THIS
AGREEMENT IS5 INTENDED TO ENCOURAGE AND FACILITATE MUTUALLY
BENEFICIAL COOPERATIVE RESEARRCH IN SUCH AREAS AS GEOSCIENCES,
LIFE SCIENCES, CHEMISTRY, MATHEMATICS AND THEORETICAL PHYSICS.
