When he received your letter your forces had only got to certain
points in “‘Lebanon. He is most concerned as to what happens now. Where are you going? How
do you intend to achieve it, ete.?

88 is my duty. I have to take decisions on the spot. I'll go back Lomorrow morning and
shall return in the afternoon because I must be in the Knesset when a ismgx non-confidence
motion will be tabled.

Crown Prince Hassan is in the thnited Statas on an
unofficial visit. He has Already visited Doston, San
Francisco, Chicago and Knoxville, The orincipal purpose

of his visit appears to be to press a new Jordanian Approach
to Middle Eastern peaca.

He presented his views in an article entitled,
"Jordan's Quest for DPeaca", published in the Spring editicn
of Foreiqn Affairs. (The article as well as a summary and
commentary, are attached.) This article appears to reflect a more
positive Jordanian attitude on tha existence of Israal.

Irag-Iran War: The Jordanians ara very concerned
about the Irag-Iran war. Xing Hussein has been Irag's most
ardent sunporter. He has provided men and equicment to
irag. In the past, Jordanian leaders have viewsd a
potential Iranian victory and the overthrow of Saddam
Huszein as pusing & dual Lhreat.

He saye that a Jordanian role is wvital to any
' settlement. While the Crown Prince asserte that only the
PLO can speak for the Palestinians, he points cut that the
Jordanian and Palestinian peoples are strongly linked bw
historical, social, and economic bonds. Largs numbers of
West Bank Arabs still support Jordan's actions and policies. .
The Crown Friqc& stresses that Jordan wants a settlement
of the Arab-Israeli conflict. While criticizing Israeli
intransigence, he also admits that Arabs share resronsibilicy
for perpetuating the conflict. "Ve were all too overwhelmed
by the injustice done to the Palestinians in 1948...° to
recognize "irreversible political realities." "Today we
understand that the Palestinian problem must be dealt with
in the context of the existence of Israel. Nevertheless,
that problem must he resolved. We Arabs, too, have Ecre
requirements, but there is no question that we sesk, faveor,
and deeply desire a resolution to this disastrous conflict."

. He conclodes by calling for "a true peace, a rneace of
compromisea, a neace that will allow Arab and Jew and Christian
to live side by side...." According to Crown Prince Hassan,
guch a peace must be hased on two points:

{1l) Palestinians must be allowed to exercise their
fighe ui zelf-determisacion. [}

.(2) Israel must withdraw from territorles occupied in
1967. Sacurity reguirements mav dictate minor
modifications to the 1967 borders. The timing of
withdrawal, security measures such as force limitationes,
corridors of transit, etc. are all open to negotiation.

Staff Commonts: Crown Prince Hassan's remarks are the
clearest public statement which we can recall by a Jordanian
official of an explicit willingness to accent the existence of
Isragl. Jordan, of course, has long acknowledaed Israel's
existencé imolicitly, most notably by its acceprance of
Resolution 242. Until now, however, Jordanian offiecials have
generally made their acceptance of Israel explicit enly in
private conversations. ; .
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“ The second of his two conditions for peace parallels
the US intercretation of the meaning of Resolution 242,
In their public statements, Jordanian officials have usually
insisted on total Israeli withdrawal from Arab territory
oceupied in 1967 and have not held ouk the possibility of
even minor modifications in the 1967 borders.
