Tt is a great pleasure for me to welcome Prime Minister Rabin
back to Washington. Sinee we first met here last August much has
changed. But one thing that I can say definitively will never
change 1s the unigque bond that unites the United States and
Isras],

IL iz a bund that goes back to the founding of the State of .
Israel and beyond, to ancient times and scriptures when our
common culture was first formed.

It is a bond that is also based on shared democratic values and
idwals. Israel's democracy serves as an example for the many
people around the world who aspire to develop democratic
gocieties,

Uur relationship 1s also based on our common interest in & more
stable and peaceful Middle East. A Middle East that will finally
aceord to Israel the recognition and acceptance that its people
have yearned for and have too long been denied. A Middle East
that will know greater democracy for all its peoples.

I balieve stronygly in the benefit to American interests from
atrengthened relations with Israel. Since the day I took office
Secretary Christopher and I have worked for that goal. Prime
Minister Rabin's visit today is another significant step in this
direction.

Cur talks today have been extensive. We have begun a dialogue
intended to raise our relationship to a new level of stratagic
partnership: partners in the pursuit of peace; partners in the
pursuit of security.

We focussed Coday on our common objective of turning 19393 into a
year of peacemaking in the Middle East. Prime Minister Rabin has
made it clear to me today that pursuing peace with security is
his highest mission. T have pledged that my administrration will
do what i= necessary to help the parties achieve this worthy
gual. I will be meeting with President Mubarak next month and we
look forward to the resumption of bilateral negotiations an April
20. We are locking for some early resulta.

At the same Time Prime Minister Rabin and I agree that our common
ohjective should be a lasting peace -- just and comprehensive,
but also real. It must invelve full pormalization: diplomatiec
relations, open borders, commerce, tourism -- the human bonds
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that are both the fruits and the best gJuarantees of peace.

And Israel's security must be assured. The Isrageli pecopla cannot
be expected to make peace unless thay feel secure and they cannot
be expected to feel secure unless they come to know Teal peace.

Those, like Prime Minister Rabin, who genuinely seek peace in the
Middle East will find in me and my administration a full rartner.
BuL those who seek to subvert the peace process will find zero
tolerance hera for their deplorable acts of violence.

Dear Mr. President:

We are writing to you to express our opposition to the
construction of a Board for International Broadcasting (BIB)
radio transmitter in the Negev Desert in Israel. This
transmitter, a relic of the Cold War era, is not only unnecaessary
and costly, but alsoc poses severe environmental risks to Israel.
For these reasons; the majority of members of the Israeli Knesset
eppose the project as wall.

The project was conceptualized in 1985 as a relay station to
overcome Soviet jamming of Voice of America and Radio Free
Europe/Radio Liberty broadcasts to the Eastern Blec. After
soeveral other states in the reglon refused the station because of
its political sensitivity, Israsl accepted the American reguest
Tor assistance. Though Congress has appropriated a total of
$255.4 million for the program, construction has not yet begun:
in fact, only $60.6 million has been gpent. Further expenditures
are subject to Congressional approval pursuant to section B0E of
the Freedom Support Act of 1592. We urge you to terminate the
entire project now, before more money is spent, 2nd needloess
damage iz done.

With the end of the Cold War; eirweves in the Sovier Tnion and
Eastern Europe are no longer blorked. The hundreds of millions
of dollars that will be spent to construct, operate, and maintain
the transmitter are no longer justified. The proiect is also
obsolete considering that, as the U.5. Advisory Commission on
Fublic Diplomacy noted in its August 1992 report, VOA has
developed a site in FKuwait which can deliver more clearly both
shortwave and AM broadcasts to Africa and the former Soviet Union
than the site in Israel could. In these times of enormous budget
imbalance, this money clearly could be bettez spent elsewhora.

Beyond the cost to the 1.5, taxpayer to sustain this project,

We are writing to you to express our opposition to the
construction of a Board for International Broadcasting (BIB)
radio transmitter in the Negev Desert in Israel. This
transmitter, a relic of the Cold War era, is not only unnecessary
and cestly, but also posaes severe environmental risks to Israel.
For these reasons, the majority of members of the Israeli EKnesset
ocppose the project as well.

The project was conceptuoalized in 1985 as a relay station to
overcome Soviet jamming of Voice of America and Radio Free
Europe/Radic Lircerty broadcasts to the Bastern Bloc. After
several other states in the region reiused the station because of
its political senaitivity, Israel accepted the American request
for assistance. Though Congress has appropristed a total of
$255.4 million for the program, construction has nct yet begun:
in faect, only £60.6 million has been spent. Furthexr expenditnres
are subject to Congressional approval pursuant to section 806 of
the Freedom Support Act of 1992. We urge you to terminata the
entire project now, before more morey is spent, and neediess
damaga is done.

With the end of the Cold War, ajirwaves in the Soviet Union and
Eastern Rurcpe are no leonger blocked. The hundreds of millions
of dollars that will be spant to constrvct, operate, and maintain
the transmitter are no longer justified. fThe project is also
obsolate conszidering that, as the U.5. Adviscory Commission on
Publiec Diplomacy neoted In its August 1992 report, VOA has
developed a s3ite in Kuwait which can deliver more clearly both
shortwave and AM broadcasts to Africa and the former Soviet Union
than tha site in Israel could. In thess times of enormous budget
imbalance, this money clearly could be better spent elsewhere.

Beyond the cost to the U.S. taxpayer to sustain this project,
there are serious ecological concerns as well.

Since its creation in 1948, [srael has been partner in an unparalleled strategic
relationship with the United States.

Kohammad Jarad and Mohammad Salah, both U.S. citizens, were
arrested on 25 January 1993 on susplcion of baing high leval
activists in the HAMAS organisation. Tha major offences for
which they are being investigated are:

(i) entering the territories with the intenticn of
rabiillding tha HAMAS infrastructure and terroriet network in
the Wegt Bank and Gazaj; and

{4i) importing large sums of foraign currmncy for that
Purpoae.

in an unrelated case, Mohammad Omar; a resldent of the
territories with U.5. e¢ltizenship, was detained on 24
January. He is suspected of involvement with MAMAS terrorist
activity in the West Bank.

Hotwithetanding the sxtremely grave natura of the offencea
which thass (ndividuals ars suspacted to have committad, Eha
Israel acvthoritles have complied with accopted standards in
relation to the process and conditions of thelr detention.

{a) The U.8. auvthoriites were notlfled of the detention
of Jarad and Salah within a matter of hours, and of
Owar within no more than 48 houre. This e in full
compliance with the requirement of the Vienna
Conventlion on Consular Relations that netlification of
detentions be given "without delay".

(b} Vieite by a U.5. consul were scheduled within a faw

days of the detentlons. Omar was visited on January 28,

Jarsd on January 2%, and Salah on January 31 [fallewing

the waskend). This i% s reascnable time-framsa in the .
light of internaticnal practice. A second round of

consular visite has since been held. The wvislte have

taken place without any restriction on the duration or

content of tha mesetings.

(c) The authoritiesd initiated procedures for meetings
with lawyers within the waek following the detentlons.
The Ministry understands that all three detainees will
have met with thelr lawyers by the end of this current
week, wall within the 30 day peried permitted by the
applicable law.
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{d} The three dataineas wars brought to court for
ramand hearings within a wesk to tan days follewing
their arrest, as againet the 18 days permitted by law.
In sach cass ths court was satisfisd that tharse wers
reasonables grounds for gxtanding ths paricd of
detantion. :

(e} The suspects are all wunder constant sedical
supaczvision. MTar being detained they were aach
axamined by a doctor, and continue to be examined by &
paramedic on a dally basis. All requisite medication le
provided - in cc-cperation with the U.5. Consul-General
in Jerusalem in the case of Jarad. When +the latber
complained recently that ha did not feel wall, he was
immediately taken to Madassah hospital in Jarusalem for
cardiclogical tests, examined by a specialist and kept
in hospital overnight for cbeervation before baing
releassd in good haalth the folleowing day.

The Esbasey will have poted +that nona of the cuepacts
complained about the conditisnas of his datention and
investigatlion when brought before the judge at his remand
hearing.

Tha Ministry notes the Embasey's concern that official
Taraéli Statements may have imputed guilt to the detaineas
although the investigatlon Ls still in process. The Minlestry
vishes to emphasise that thece was no intention to prejudice
or prejudge the cutcome of the investigation. At tha sama

Due process will continue to be phgarvaed throughout the
engoing investigation of tha detainees and any. subseguent
legal procesdings which may arige as & rasult of the
findings.

An
attack by 50 Bouds, sach armad with boablets, would presant the
misaile dafenses of Israsl and other U.B. allles with thousands
of attacking objects to ba interceptad, Thase ars likely to
overvhelm any feasibla Arrov or Patriot type defenss. Warhaads
filled with chemical or bislogical toxine could devastate the
population of Iaraal.
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The only countar to the oluster munitions threat, othar
than the threat of ﬁhr nuclear deterrence, is a defenss that
destroys tha Scuds thair boost phase, within a minute or so
after launch, while their engines are still burning and bafora
tha Bcuds have deployed thelr bomblets. Fortunataly, several
SDI technologies are being devaeloped SDI to mast the threat
of cluster munitions in tha Niddle East with a near-tarm
boost- dafense. Prompt alert of launches, provided by a

reconnaissance network, is an essential componant of
ths dafanse. Tha technologies involved are not axotio and no
tachnical diffioculties, according to our information, stand in
the way of their early realiration.

If the cluster munitions attack is severely mat with an
affective boost-phasa dafensa of this type, ths Arrow and
cemparable U.8. dafangaz will than play a rols beth affectiva
and essantlal in mopping up the ralatively small numbar of
laakars through the first line of defense.

A spaca=basad ressarch is of tha greatsst

for the security of Israsl, other U.S. alliss and thas
safety of U.8. forces overssas. It ia vital that this early
boost phase research be continued and accelerated, for "syes® in
space would provida Israel with mors early warn tima than
could be provided frem ground sensors alone. It is our concern
that President Clinton, some of his advisors and & great many
friends of Israsl in the Congres, ars not awars of thia urgent
haed to help meat Israel’s vulnerability and think of this imssus
enly in tarza of whether a space-based program is required to
defand the continental U.8.
