We believe that there exists now a better
understanding of this {ssue among those with whom
we have met, It appears that some progress has
been made but we intend to follow the developments
closely.

Until now, we have not adequately involved
ourselves in what we considerad primerily lsraell
concerns. However, it has been claarly
demonstrated that the time has come for a much more
direct involvement in Israeli affairs which affect
Jews throughout the Diaspora,

We are, therefore, recommending that GCJF and UJA
establish a joint top-level committee with the
objective of exploring new and continuing areas of
Involvement with our Israsli brothers and sisters,
both in Isreel and in their visits to our own
communities. It is our belief that a continued
two-way dialogue and communication, not just
speeches, on issues affecting all of us ig
essential. We bslieve that these steps ave
Neécessary in creating a deeper understanding
between Israel and Jews throughout the world,

I am writing in my capacity as chairman of the U.S.
National Academy of Sciences' Committee on Human Rights to
express our continuing concern about Professor TAYSEER
ARURI, a detained Palestinian physicist who is facing
possible deportation.

We wrote to Ambassador Arad, shortly after Professor
Aruri was arrested in August 1988, to request information
on his status and reported health problems. We were
pleased to learn that Professor Aruri is receiving all
necessary medical care in prison. We remain concerned,
however, that Professor Aruri may be held for the
nonviolent exercise of his basic rights. On the basis of
information that we have gathered on his case, it appears
that he is detained without being given the evidence for
the charges brought against him and that he has no access
to a trial in an open court of law. His detention and
possible expulsion appear to be in violation of the U.N.
International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights and
the Fourth Geneva Convention.

We understand that Professor Aruri is appealing the
expulsion order before the Israeli Supreme Court and
respectfully request information about any consideration
that is being given to his appeal.

Thank you for your attention to this matter of
importance to our committee.

American and Israeli sources confirmed that thers was an Ieraelli-American
agreement, referred to ag "terms of raference" or "acrordsg" by some
Knowledgeable sources. Its exlstence has naver besn Aigclosed to Congress, .
according to American mources familiar with it. 1

A White House spokesman said yYesterdey the Reagan administration would have

no comment on the agreement or any operations that may have been conducted under
it. ¥ ¥

Yoszi Cal, spokesman for the Israali Embanay, sald, "I won't go into this
agreement . . . . Israel and the United States have lots of agreements . .
We have never maintained that Nir was operating on his own or as a renegade .

Everything he did was being dony by the government of. Israsl.”

Nir disclosed the oxistence of an agreement during interviews in London last
June. He maintained that secret U.S,-Israeli covart operations were authorized
by President Reagan and then-Israell Prime Minister Shimon- Peres under the
accords. Few details of thess cperations have been diesclosed, Nir said the
Israeli government has detailed records of all of them.

‘One oparation conducted under the agreement waas the organizing of an armed
force of Lebanese Druze in Beirut in May 1986, at a time when the White House
was considering the use of force to try to free American hostages. ’

Disclosure of the agreement adds yet another layer to the mystaries .
surrounding the Iran-contra affair, As described by Nir, the agreement led to a
series of covert actions that had common tactical elamenta. The now-famous
secret transactions that produced unauthorized aid for the Nicaraguan contras
from the profits of arms sales to Iran may have fit a pattern established in
those other secret undertakings. And, 1ike the arme-for-hostages dealings with
Iran, these other secrat operations were apparently hidden from Congress.

References were made to the North-Nir "ofi-the-booke" cperations during the
congressional Iran-contra investigation, but Nir'g agsertion that thay were

carried ocut under an agreament was the first indication that ha and North, whe
has since retired from the military, claimed top-lavel governmantal

-
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authorization for their activities. ' 3/:?_

Nir was interviewed by reporter Bob Woodward for 13 hours last June 25 and 26
in London. He discussed some of his activities with the understanding that these
were preliminary and "private" conversations. He said he expected to taell his
story publicly later, and said he wasg debating how best to do it -- in a
television interview, for a newspaper or some other way. Woodward and Nir agreed
that the information Nir provided was not to be attributed to him without
further discussions.

In @hnao interviews, Nir said roepeatedly that half or leas of the story of
the secret arms transactions with Iran was publicly known. He refused to
ﬂlﬂbﬂrﬂt‘. ) P

Throughout the summer Nir aid not return numercus phone calls to his home in
Israel. The Post prepared a story on the sacret U.S8.-Israsli agreement, but
editors decided not to print the story in hopes of getting a fuller amccount
later from Nir or other U,S. or Ieraeli sources.

In a subsaguent telephona conversation Oct. 10, Nir said he wag not ready to
"go pubiic," citing the damage publicity might do to his business amctivitie
But he said he would be willing to meat again in London somatime in the futuy J
and held out the possibility that he would provide important revelations about
U.S. officdialm. ,

Washington Post editors concluded that Nir's death Wednesday removed the:
reasons for the agrdement to withold attribution to Nir of the information hae
provided in June. In a talephone interview on Friday, Nir's widow, Judy, said
* she knew that her husband was talking to Woodward, but she had "no idea" why he
Wwas doing it. At the time of his death he was not prepared to tell his story
publicly, she said. . '

Nir was a central figure in many aspects of the Iren-contra affair: He was
cited by North as the originator (in Novembar 1985) of the' idea of generating
profits from arms sales to Iran to fund other: covert projects -- the idea North .
used later to divert support to the Nicaraguan rebels, In January 1986, North
and Nir discussed using 8 2.5 million from the first direct sale of U.S. arms to
Iran for their joint covert operations, according to an entry in North's
notebook made public by the congressional Iran-contra committees. When details
©f the Iran-contrm cperation ware about to ba disclosed in Novamber 1986, Nir
refused North's request that he take the blame for the diversion of profits to
the contras, according to North's notebooks. Nir said in the June interview: .
like Ollie. He was under great pressure. To mix the Iran operation and the
contras was stupid, stupid, stupid.," :

Nir represented Israel in negotiations with U.S. and Iranian representatives
that led to three shipments of U.S. arms to Iran in 1986.

Hae achompnniad former national security adviser Robart o, {Bud) MeFarlane and
North on their secret mission to Tehran in May 1986. Nir said in the June
interview that McFarlane falled to improvise and take advantage of the meetings,
that "fully 50 percent of [this trip) is not known," and that he had axtensive
notes on this and other aspects of the gacrat initiative.

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Nir and Nerth planned and carried out at least two secret Joint npuratianak?-
outside normal intulliganuu channels, These ware "only part" aof thair covert
aotivities, ‘Nir sald, "There i1a much more. "

With Iranian middieman Manucher Ghorbanifar, Nir arranged for Iranian halp in
fresing the Rev. Lawrence C. Jenco, an American hostage held by Lebanese
extremists. Jenco was releassed in July 1986 based on Ghorbanifar's promise that
the United ‘States would Subsequently ship arms to Tehran. Nir called Ghorbanifar
"a tool, no matter whose tool," adding that he was told by an important figure
in the affair that "imperfact tools must be used for imperfect ends,"

On July 29, 1986, within days after Jenco was released, Nir briefed Vice
President Bush and hia chief of staff, Craig L. Fuller, in lIsrasl on the need to
reepond to the releans by shipping arms to Iran. ., :

Nir said in the interview'that Israsl carefully.restrioted tha information
that was provided +o U.8. investigators of the Iran-contra affair, agsigning a
former senior Israeli official who had bsen inspactor general of the Israeli
armed fdrces, regserve Gen. Raphael Vardi, to reaview tha israeli documents, Two
limited chronologies, one financial and the other historiceal, were given to the
United States. By fticking to datés and the most general descriptions of planned

Nir said Isrsel has assembled extensive records not turnad over to the United
States, basaed in Part on his detailed notes and papers. They provided
Point-by-point documentation of all contacts, discussions and undertakings with
U.S. officials, including North, 'Nir said. . :

Nir said he also provided full writtan reports to his superiors and gave oral
briefings to Peres, whe hired him as countérterrorist adviser, and later to
Feres' gsuccessor as Israeli prime minister, Yitzak Shamir. Nir gaig he was "on a

At the time North and Nir joined forces in 1985, the former military , .
correspondent for Iaraeli television was the newly appointed counterterrorist
adviser to Pares.

The same senior Ameriecan gource said that becauss Congrees was never told of
this gecrat antiterrorism agreement with Israel, it appeared to be a new case of
failure by the administration to give the legally requirad notification to
Congress of a covert iptalligance'uctivity. The Iran-contra investigations
showad that the administration also failed to notify congreassional ovaersight
committess about tha.lﬂﬂF-BE secret sales of U.S. arms to Iran.

North faces criminal charges that he conepired to divert U.§. government
funds for unauthorized activities based on him use of the Prooeeds of arms sales
to Iran. Nir said in the interview that ha expected North to maintain at his
trial that these joint operations financed by Iranian armg gales ware authorized
by the secret U,s,-Israeli counterterroriam agreament, and so ware legal. '

Nir and North's counterterrorist operations were mentioned in records
Ieleased in the Iran-contra investigationsa. They show Reagan and Peres ware
aware of covert counterterrorigt plans and operations being arranged by North
and Nir, ’ ¥ '

For example, a Sept. 15, 1986, memo from North to then-national security
s adviser John M. Poindexter shows that Reagan was informed of some of these
Plans. '

Poindexter was set to meet with Nir for 10 minutes before an upcoming meeting .
between Peres and Reagan. "Purpose of this meeting is to debrief Nir on his
meeting with Peres over the weekeand, " North told Poindexter. After that
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session with Nir, "You will then be able to brief the President on Pares'
views," North told his boss.

The sama memo showe Feagan was briefed for a scheduled meeting with Peraes the
next day at which bilateral counterterrorist efforts were high on tha agenda. ,
The memo was heavily censored in the Iran-contra committees' raport, but a
fuller version, puclished earlisc in the report by the prasidentially appointed
Tower Commission, referred to "several ongoing and contemplated initiatives with
the Israelis" and said the topics were so secrat "it is unlikely that Peres will
discuse any of these with anyone else in the room [other than Reagan]."

Poindexter wrote "Done" on North's recommendation that tha president be
briefed, Thea phrase "Nnn-Lng“.appnnr- in the upper righthand corner of the memo,
indicating that the document was 80 sensltive it would not be logged in any of
the White House filing systems, aven the files for the most clageifisd
inteliigence operations. Both North and Poindexter testified that the memo
referred’to the North-Nir operations.

The North r-mo also suggested to Poindexter that he discuse other matters
relating to Nir with then-CIA Director William J. Casay. Poindexter initialed
the "approve” eption under Nerth's recommendation that "you privataly discuss
the papers at Tabs I and IT with Director Casey and indicate next Btaps after
' the conversation." Those tabs are three pages deleted from the public record by

the Tower board and the cangrussinna% panels. .

An Oct. 14, 198s, memo written a month later by CIA analyst Charles Allen
provides further confirmation that the diversion of arms-sales profite was part
of ongoing counterterrorist operations. "The government of the United States
along with the government of Israel acquired substantial profit from these
transactions, some of which profit was redistributed to other projects of the
U.5. 'and Israel," Allen wrote, G

The relationship betwean North and Nir grew out of the successful cooperation
between the two countries to obtain the release of the Americans hald during the
17-day TWA flight 847 hijacking in June"198S.

According to Nir, he spent eight.days in Washington during that crisis acting
as the "unofficial but direct channel" to tha U.S. government. Nir helped insure
that some 700 Shiite prisoners held by Israel would be released as the hijackers
of flight 847 had demanded. ! ' .

Nir gaid ha and North ¢ollaborataed successfully in the Odtober 198% . '
interception of the PLO terrorists who had' hijacked the Italian cruise ship
Achille Lauro. Israel provided covert intelligence about how and when the
hijackers were planning to escape from Egypt. ) *
Nir came to Washington next on Nov. 14, 19as, when, according to the .
congressional Iran-contra report, hae and North met to "met the foundation for =
variety of future Israeli-u.§. covert operations.":.North's notes for that day
indicate they discussed that the United States and lesrael "have gimilar aims,
liabilities, wvulnerabilities in [Lebanon]." Thay agread that 8§ 1 million a menth
would be needed "for near-term and probably ‘mid-term" financing of their joint
attivities, the report said,

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North also wrote: "Hew to pay for; How to raise 8 ...; Use Israalis as

conduit? Go direct? Have Israslis do all work w/U.S. pay? Set up joint/Israeli
op."

Though the congreassicnal committees deleted specific descriptions of the
bilateral operations from their report, sources said =-- and documents show --
that one of the North-Nir projects that was given the code name TH~1 involved

May 1986. North*testified that "we spent a fairly significant amount of money"
on this force. : ' y

Another contemplated plan included thu'kidnnping of terrorists or possibly

their relatives to be used as hostages to exchange for Amerigcan hostages,
according to an officlal source.

Both of thesa projects had been discussed but turned down a® covert U.S.
operations ‘by the formal White House interagency group on counterterrorism.
North apparently then decided to undertake them using hisg "off-the-bocks"
operation with Nir, according to informed sources.

Money, to fund thesea activities was found through different means. .

Nir, in the interview, said one plan was that Israel would take 10 parcent of
the cost of handling an Iranian arms transfer and 'use it to fund other Joint
operations.

4. All Arabs in Israel be repatriated to the new Arab State of
Palestine.

5. All Jewish settlers in the Occupied Territories be

repatriated to Israel.

6. All Arab property in Israel become the property of Israel
and utilized to compensate the Jewish settlers for their
property in the Occupied Territories. If these properties
are not of sufficient value, the State of Israel supply
additional compensation to the Jewish settlers. 1If
necessary, the U.S. assist Israel in this matter.

7 All property of Jewish settlers in the Occupied Territories
become the property of the new Arab State and used to
compensate Arabs leaving Israel for their former property.
The new' Arab State, if necessary, add to this compensation
for the property Arabs left in Israel. Other Arab states
assist the new Arab state in this if necessary.




I recognize that these are large operations, and that
considerable economic and social disruption would accompany it,
but once it was accomplished, I believe permanent peace in this
part of the world would be possible. The Arabs would be
independent and Israel would be free of terrorist activity and
could get on with its task of building a great nation.

HMis decision was "a statement about terrorism” and not a
political snub to Palestinians, Shultz said during a Movember 30
broadcast interview with journalists from London, Bonn, Paris, Rome
and Brussels on Worldiet, the television service of the United States
Information Agency.

“Terrorism and violence and peace don't go together," the
secretary declared, adding that he would not reconsider his decision
to deny Arafat a visa, preventing the PLO leader from addressing the
United Nations General Assembly in New York City.

Shultz dismissed assertions that the United States was requlred
to grant Arafat a visa.

Shultz also said he expects "a lot of substantive discussion"
during the December 7 luncheon mesting i1n New York involving President
Reagan, President-elect Bush and Soviet leader Gorbachev.

QUESTION® T am afraid I am not going to ask about the .
Reagan-Gorbachev meeting, but about the Arafat issue. Yesterday, the
legal committee of the U.N. General Assembly overvhelmingly adopted a
resolution calling on the United States to reverse its decision to
deny Arafat a visa. Will you, Mr. Secretary, reverse that decision?

SHULTZ* No.

G* This has something to do with your meeting with Mr.
Gorbachev. When the president visited West Berlin some time 3890, he
had his famous Berlin initiative, but now there has not come too much
out of 1t, especially from the Soviet side. Do you expect that Mr.
Gorbachev will tell you something new about 1t?

A" I have no way of knowing that. The Soviets did rather

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definitively reject that initiative and that is topo bad. The idea, of
coursey 15 to keep opening Berlin upy and continue to nourish the
great capacity of Berlin to be an international center of all sorts,
and that is what we have wanted to do and that is what the president
has wanted to do.

We will keep pushing on that. I might =may that one way of
opening Berlin up would be to get rid of the wall. That is a visible
symbol of everything that goes with the Cold War and with the era that
we would like to see bebhind us.

G* Could you please tell us whether the French-U.S. dispute on
the link between the conventional stability talks and the CSCE process
has been resolved? Do you think it is still delaying the opening of
the talks?

A" Well, it seems to be on its way toward a solutions, but I
cannot say that it is resolved. I had a very worthwhile exchange with
Foreign Minister Dumas and now we are trying to see how that can be
reflected in the talks in Vienna, which is where the action is and the
negotiations are, but I hope very much that it can be resolved because
we and I think all of our European allies and from what I can see, the
Soviets and theirs, want to get on with these conventional arms
reductions talks.

We have to resolve this particular procedural issue and I think
we should get it behind us.

@* Mr. Secretary, may I go back to the first question you
answered so briefly. One thing in Europe we would like to know is,
what the difference is between granting a visa to Mr. Haddoumi and
granting a visa to Mr. Arafat, insofar as terrorism is concerned and
the involvement of the PLO with terrorism?

A Well, there are three different issues that are invoalved.
First of all is the issus" Is there any basis at all for a U.S5.
refusal to grant a visa to an individual who is invited to come to the
United Nations?

We believe there is, and that it rests on our security. That was
explicit at the time the LJ.N. Headgquarters fAgreement was signed.

Just to move this into a different category, I do not suppose
Ppeople would quarrel if we had evidence of espionage against an
individual that wanted to be part of a delegation and we refused to
admit that person. No one would guarrel with that.

At any rate, that is the first question. ke berlieve, on security
concerns, there is a strong basis for the United States to be able to
reject an individual's coming to the United States.

Second, there is the guestion of terrorism. In the case of the
PLO and, in particular, the Fatah unit within the PLO of which Mr.
Arafat is the chairman, and it is the unit over which he presumably
has some real control -- have there been acts of terrorism conducted
by people in that organization?

In particular, we asked ourselves® Since the Palestinian
Mational Congress meeting reiterated what is known as the Cairo
declaration foreswearing terrorism, at least outside Israel and the
occupied territories, we asked ourselves what is the evidence, since
they made that declaration in 1985, about their bhehavior?

The answer came back that we see many instances, probably more
than 30 instances -- some are a little difficult to pin doun, but more
than 30 instances -- of terrorist actions, We have seeny, since that
time, a conviction of Mr. Abul Abbas, who was present at Alogiers, by
an Italian court of the murder of Mre. Klinghoffear,

We have also seen, most recently in France, a French court
0T1
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convicting Mr. Hawari of terrorist activities. These are two court
determinations about terrorist involvement, and we believe there are
others and some that involved Americans.

S0y this 1s terrorist activity, It involved Americans.
Terrorism, we believe, is an assault on civilized society and a threat
to national security.

Now then comes the guestion of Mr. Arafat as distinct from
others. Obviously, 1f the visa request had been made on behalf of
Abul Abbas, perhaps you would not be arguing with me, or if it had
been made on behalf of Mr. Hawari.

In the case of Mr. Arafat, he 1s the chairman. He must know
about the activities of these people. His organization must give them
sustenance and support. So, he condones it. He is an accessory and,
therefore, we connect him with these acts.

From our standpoint, what we want to see is a good dialogue with
the Palestinians. I have tried very hard, myself, to have such a
dialogue. It 1s essential. The Palestinians are right at the heart
of the peace process. They have to be involved. There has to be a
way of talking with them.

What we would dearly love to see iz the PLO recognize Israel's
right to exist. People say they implicitly didéi if they could do it
implicitly,y, why can't they do it explicitly? Recognize 242 and 338 as
a basis for a negotiation. They took a step in that regard. We found
that encouraging.

Here again, it is conditioned and couched, perhaps unnecessarily
-—- naevertheless a step, and we encourage that. Really, stop
terrorism. Then we have a basis for proceeding.

In the meantime, terrorism is a major problem and to a degree, 1
feel the negative reaction in many quarters to the decision I made on
behalf of the L.5. government, the negative reaction only highlights
the fact that people tend to forget too guickly the horrors and
difficulties and threat of terrorism. It 1s something that we must
keep very high on our agenda or civilization will go down the drain.

@* Mr. Secretaryy, may I go back once more to the Arafat thing?
My question 1s* At this very moment in the West, two countries -- the
United States, your country, and Israel -- approve of not granting a
visa to Mr. Arafat.

I wonder -- you have got not a rift, but differences of opinion
with the other European allies. Will that not be a sethack for the
whole peace process in the Middle East, refusing a visa at this very
moment 7

A" The peace process is essential to move forward. We have
worked on it here in the United States. I have worked on it very hard
myself. We want to see 1t move forward.

There were some steps -- we think small, but nevertheless
identifiable steps -~ that came out of the PNC meeting. That is to be
encouraged. We have said that. I said that in the statement that I
made accompanying the denial of the visa.

Soy we want to encourage the peace process. We also feel that we
must do everything we can to discourage terrorism. Terrorism and
violence and peace don't go together.

Soy in the light of the evidence to which I referred earlier, we
felt -- I felt -- and in the structure of our law, it is for the
secretary of state to make a recommendation to the attorney general to
waive the prohibition on visas in the United States. So, that is why
it was a decision that fell to me.

It seemed to me, in this circumstance, that the concern about

oT1
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terrorism had to be at the forefront, while, at the same time, doing
everything we can to nourish the peace process.

G* You said your own aim is to encourage the moderates within
the PLO to come forward with their own views. Are you really likely
to encourage that by delivering what is widely seen as a snub to the
FLO's leader?

A* Well, 1t is not a snub. It is a statement about terrorism.
It is recognition of the fact that, even since the Cairo declaration
of 1985, reiterated at the PNC meeting, terrorist behavior has
continued.

Soy we must take the attitude that we will have to watch and see
what happens, whether the new declaration has a more restrictive
effect on terrorism than the prior one did. So, that is what we are
driving at.

It is not a snubé it is a statement about terrorism, on the one
hand, and, very explicitly, in the statement that I issued, as I said
a moment ago, there is a recognition of the importance of Palestinians
in the peace process and a noticing that in the PNC meeting there weare
some significant steps. So, we want to encourage that.

G@* Mr. Secretary, although you probably have said most of what
is to be said about Berlin, may I ask you for a more general view? Is
it your impression that Mr. Gorbachev has enough problems in his home |
court, and that is why he is reluctant to deal with issues that affect
his allies, as the Berlin question?

A* HWell, that 1s a guestion you have to ask Mr. Gorbachev, about |
why he 1s doing the things that he is doing. He certainly does have a
lot going on in the Soviet Union and, for that matter, in Eastern
Europe.

The Berlin matter affects a very important city, a vital city.

It not only has a tremendous substantive meaningée it has great
gymbolic meaning. So, we have directed a lot of attention to that
issue in the Reagan administration and in the president's initiative.

Of course the United States has stood with Berlin very firmly
throughout, and will continue to do so. |

a* Mr. Secretaryy, I would like to come back to the conventional
talks. I wonder if you could tell us when you expect that these talks
will start.

You said also that you discussed with Mr. Dumas about the
U.s.~French dispute. Could you tell us when? Was it by phone, or did
you meet with him?

A" We have had an exchange of written communications. Also, we
have had a telephone conversation, I have known Mr. Dumas now for
quite some time, in his previous tour as foreign minister and in his
present one.

He is a good friend, and I find it easy to work with him. So, I
hope that we will find a solution to this problem, even though we have
not been able to find it quite yet. I think we are on our way.

Q@ Mr. Secretary, about Mr. Arafat, the European allies do not
agree with you, and also Middle East allies, except for Israel,
naturally.

Now, many of them feel that it is a problem of the United States
to make the peace process go on. What do you propose now?

A" Well, I am sorry that people do not agree about the denial of
the visa. As I said before, it suggests to me that it is important to
make people revisit the horrors of terrorismy; and remind everyvone of
all of the things that have happened and of the PLO's connection te

them.

Soy we want to see that stopped. That is very consistent with
the peace process.

Obviously, we 1n the United States have worked at this. You in
Europe have. It is a matter of vital concern to all of us. I have
personally spent a great deal of time on 1t.

Let me repeat again that it is obvious to everyone that
Palestinians must be involved,; right from the beginning. So, I try to
reach out to them -- I have done that on a number of occasions -- and
engage in a dialogue with them. We are prepared to do that.

Terrorism is a big problem, and we have to recognize 1t, and
recognize 1ts relationship to the security of the United States and,
for that matter, democratic values generally. That is what is being
recorded in the denial of the visa.

chy In about a week President Reagan and President-Elect Mr. Bush
will meet Mr. Gorbachev in New York, I guess.

I wonder why do not the partners concerned make a type of a
summit out of that meeting. Sometimes it gives the impression that we
are a bit afraid of new offers by Gorbachev.

A* MNos hardly. I hope he makes a lot of forthcoming statements.

We would welcome his agreement to cleary; assymetrical reductions of .
conventional forces in Europe.

We would welcome a brilliant gesture, such as saving he would
tear down the Berlin Wall. #Anything like that would be very welcome.

You know that.

Mow, as far as the meeting coming up is concerned, I suppose
anytime the general secretary of the Soviet Union were to mest with
the president and president-elect of the United States it is a meeting
at the summit.

On the other hand, it is not the same kind of meeting as the ones
that we have had 1n Geneva or Reykjavik or Washington or Moscow, where
there has been a careful preparatory effort, and where we have a
complete panoply of working groups, a careful agenda that is worked
out, with not only meetings at the top, but of foreign ministers and
others who work on various subjects.

It just is not possible to do that on an occasion like this, and
not appropriate to try.

Mr. Gorbachev is basically visiting: not the United States so
much as the United Nations. We are delighted that he will be in New
York. Since he is comings the president was very pleased that he has .
accepted an invitation to a long working luncheon, and that is what it
will be.

I am sure there will be a lot of substantive discussion therein,
and we welcome that.

@* Due to a sound problem, we did not hear your one-word answer
to the first question about whether you were going to go back on your
decision about Mr. Arafat.

We assumed it was noy, but I wondered if you could just confirm
that.

Secondly, if I might follow up on that, the United States has
allowed all sorts of people who have been accused of sponsoring
terrorism to come and address the United Nations. Your critics have
charged that this 1s more of a political move aimed against the PLO.

How would you reply to that?

A In response to your first gquestion, somebody asked me a very
direct question, a yes or no type guestion, so I gave a yes or no
answer® No. So that is the answer.

Mow, as far as these applications are concerned, we have to

0oT1
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approach them one by one. Of course, the presumption always is that
we are going to grant a visa.

In the case of the PLO; there is a law in the United States,
passed by the Senate, passed by the House, signed by the president --
it is a law -- and it says that members of the PLO are not to be given
visas to enter the United States because of a determination in this
law that the PLO has engaged in acts of terror.

Mowy 1t provides that a waiver can be granted through a procedure
that starts with the secretary of state, and if the secretary of state
wants to recommend to the attorney general that this provision of the
law be waived, he can make such a recommendation. Then the attorney
general has to decide whether to go along with that request.

Soy I am in the position of asking for a waiver of a law based on
a finding of terrorism. 5So thaty in effect, directs me, as secretary
of state, to examine the record about terrorism in connection with the
individual who is making the application. That is what I did.

I have said on this broadcast, as well as elsewhere, the nature
of the findings that came into my possession as I made that
examination. That is the basis for the decision.

G* Going back to the conventional arms talks that should be
going on in the next few months, do you expect them to begin at the
end of the year, as somebody said in Brussels recently?

What about the difficulties on the CSCE part of the discussions
about human rights and the conference in Moscow that seemed to block
movement on the mandate talks?

A" The first thing is to bring about a balanced outcome in
Vienna of the CSCE talks, as you said. That involves right now two
issues* One, is getting the mandate done on conventional arms talks
~- and we have had some reference to the difficulty we now have, which
I hope will be falling into place in due time.

The other has to do with aspects of that balanced outcome that
have to do with human rights. Here the Soviets have wanted to get
agreement to a follow-on conference on human rights to be held in
MoSC oW .

We have felt and said that in order for that to happen: we have
to see the Saoviet Union basically complying with what it agreed to in
the Helsinki Final Act.

Sa, for example, we think all prizoners of conscience should be
relpased. We think it ocught to be possible for people to travel aor
emigrate, and travel back and forth to their country as they choose,
as it says in the Helsinki Final fAct, in the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights, and so on.

There are a set of things of this kind that are knouwn to the
Saoviet Union. I would want to say in a very positive way that I
believe the proaress made in this area by the Soviets in the last
couple of years or so, and, as they say, primarily because they think
it is good for them, the progress they have made is quite substantial.

Still, there are political prisonersé still, there are people
being refused permission to emigrateé still, there is jamming, and so
on.

So, these are things that we would like to see, and perhaps some
of these things will be falling into place. I hope so.

G° A two-part question, really*® First of all, do you think that
the action in denying Arafat a visa will constrain the freedom of the
Bush administration in the Middle East when it takes office?

Secondly, do you think that this international row is an

unfortunate loss on your last days as secretary of state?
aT1
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A* As far as the administration of President(-elect) Bush is
concerned, they will move forward in what way they think is right and
Proper.

Of course, President-elect Bush has been a part of all of our
efforts to bring about peace in the Middle East. He has been a strong
participant. He has traveled to the region on more than one occasion.

He is very knowledgeable personally about the subject and cares about
it a great deal.

Say I am sure he will have an agenda of his own, and he will have
his way of going about it. I cannot forecast that.

As far as the denial of a visa to Arafat being a blot on my
record i1s concerned, first of ally that is not the way I think a
secretary of state should go about in the decision-making process,
saying to yourself, "How will this look on my record if I decide this
way or that way?" That is not any basis.

I aperate within the framework of a law here. I described it to |
you. If the thing I am remembered for is, most of all, a strong and
great resolve to resist and combat terrorism, I will not feel that is
a blot on my recordéd I will feel that it is a proud accompl ishment .

I again say, the fact that you would consider that the fight .
against terrorism would be a blot on my record shows how easy it is
for people to forget the devastation which terrorism can wreak on a
country. So, I feel thaty, in a wayy your question only further
underlines the importance of keeping this fight against terrorism
uppermost 1n our minds.

SEC. SHULTZ: Well, I'm sorry that people don't agree about the
denial of the visa. As 1 said before, it suggests to me that it's
important to make pecple revisit the horrors of terrorism and remind
everyone of all of the things that have happened and of the PLO's
connection to them. BSo, we want to see that stoupped -- that's very
consistent with the peace process.

But obviously, we in the United States have worked at this,
you in Europe have, and it's a matter of vital concern to all of us.
I'va personally spent a great deal of time on it. And let me repaat
again that it 1s cbvicus to everyone that Falestinians must be
involved right from the beginning. And so, I tried to reach ocut tao
them -- I've done that on & number of Qtcasiong - and engage in a
dialogue with them. And we are prepared to do that.

But terrorism is a big problem, and we have to recognize it and .
recognize its relationship to the security of the United States and,
for that matter, democratic values generally. And that's what’s
being recorded in the denial of the visa.

Dear Harry:

Gad Soen and I called on a prominent Jewish leader in
the East Bay yesterday. To me this call was very
upsetting, not only because it did not go well, but
more so because it is symptomatic of what many of us,
who are active in the Jewish community, experience
daily. Furthermore I sympathize with the feelings this
man expressed,

This man is an Orthodox Jew who is a staunch supporter
of Israel, invests there heavily and supports K'lal
Yisrael financially and personally. He is major gifts
chairman for the East Bay Federation, and his personal
Federation gift alone exceeds $150,000 fo- this vear,
He has also been a strony supporter of pro-Israel PACs.

He rejected Gad's request for assistance out of hand,
wanting to "send a message to Shamir". The depth of
feeling expressed by this man was not an isolated case.

What bothers us as American Jews is that our loyalty is
taken for granted, but it is not reciprocated by
Messrs. Shamir and Peres. To them we are simply a
bargaining chip in their negotiations. Assuming that
the Law of Return will not be touched, enough damage
has already been done by public statements made by both
major parties that it will take real acts of
statesmanship to heal this rift.

Dear Mr. Kney-Tal:

As an active member of the Jewish Community of Seattle,
I felt the need to write you regarding the recent election
in Israel. My family and I are major contributors to our
Jewish Federation and involvement in our family extends from
the Federation Board to chair of our Community Relations
Council as well as the Presidency of the local chapter of
the American Jewish Committee. While we may have personal |
preferences on the party choices of the Israeli public, we
feel as Americans that we cannot dictate to a foreign
government.

Nevertheless, I must let You know my and my family's
deep commitment to Reform Judaism. The threat from the
Israeli religious parties to radically modify the statutes
defining "who is a Jew" and who qualifies to make Aliyah to
Israel under the "law of return" will affect our support for
the Jewish State. Not only have we supported TIsrael
monetarily through the above organizations, we have also
worked diligently for Israel through our many contacts in
the Congress and through our active involvement in AIPAC. In
addition our business has bought extensively in Israel.

With a change in the law of return, three generations
of my family would be cut off from the Jewish people. our
Judaism would be questionned by the State of Israel, and
with that rejection I and my family will be pushed to
reevaluate our direct monetary and political commitments.
Clearly, Israel will not have that "special" significance
for us if we are not considered part of the "Jewish People",
Not only is our support for Israel grounded in caring for
our co-religionists, but also in Israel being a potential
refuge for Jews in need throughout the Diaspora. Without its
continuation as a potential refuge, Israel's major
significance and reason for support (over any other
democracy in the world) will be gone, and both money and
