I want to ask you a question about Irag, and we talloed about
thig, you and I, in the testimony -== your testimony before the
Btate, Justice, and Commerce Subcommittee about a week or so age.
But lIrag's stataments regarding the uss of chemical and biplogical
and ales nuclear weapons in the Middle East have been termed by the
State Deparitment as, gquote, "inflammatory, irrvespenslble, and
coukrageous, " end guote.

There have beoen attempts, as we all know, Lo smuggle nuclear
trigger devices. Testimony of diffarent arms experts with regard to
the so-called "cannen® or "pipeline," whatever we want to call it.
Wa've gokt statoments from a number of governmant officials talking
about different kinds of threats being made. Irag has proved its
willingness to use chemical and bislegical weapona against Iran and,
even more outragesusly, against {t& own population., CLlraql recently
deployed missiles within range of lsrael and again is threatening to
u=a them. '

What kimds of sanctions ls the administration prepared to
impose against Irag for those actions? -,
t SEC. Sanator Kasten, we've made it clear to the Jragis

that thelr recent acstlieons [n sevaral areas have damaged the
relaticnahip betwean Irvag and the United Btates, You've mentioned
thelr contimuing efforts e develop and improve nuclear missile and
chemical weapons capabilities. These are particularly disturbing to
Us.

We've got some measures in place now to try and block Irag's

Y proliferation programs, Irag is barred from bBuying US Muniticons

List items. All of the high~technolegy items that they want to buy
from us are carefully screensd. And, if I might suggest it, the
recant arrests in London ware a part of that effort. In addition to
that, ue're working through the Australia Greup and the mlesile
teshnology centraol regime to block international support for thelr
W and missile programs. #And, finally, we are in the process of
raviowing the future of our CCC program with lroq.

SEN. MABTIEN] We spoke about, in Btate, Justice and Commoreo
last woek, the fact thet in last year's appropriations bill Iraq had
hean removed from thae list of terrorict states, thereby lrag has now
been made wligible for Ex=Im Bank loans and & couple of sther
trade=-related fasilities.

Senator Lautenberg asked: in view of Sadam
Hussein's statement on April 2 (using chemical weapons
Lo deslroy Israel), their recent attempts to smuggle
weapon devices, and experts saving Iraq has nuclear
capabilities, does all this warrant sanctions against
Irag?
