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SHAMIR'S REACTION TO ARAFAT SPEECH
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(Communicated in English by the prime minister’s media adviser)

The following is Prime Minister Yitzhak Shamir’s reaction to the

speech given by Yasser Arafat today (Tuesday), 13.12.88, in Geneva:

"We are witnessing a monumental act of deception. In Algiers,
Stockholm, Strasbourg and now Geneva, a mirage was created to decelve
the international community by an illusion of moderation. However, in
all his appearances, and in partieular in the Algiers ter rorist
conference, the PLO chief repeats his basie position, in different
versions. Its simple meaning is the rejection of Israel’s existence,

the continuation of terrorism and the encouragement of violence.

The United States has promised Israel that it will not recognize the
PLO nor negotiate with it wunless it recognizes Israel'’'s right to
exist, accepts U.N. Security Council Resolution 242 and 338 and

renounces terror and violence.

It is our conviction that the PLO has not accepted these conditions.
In his Geneva speech Arafat did not announce that he recognizes
Israel’s right to exist. He ostensibly renounced terror but, at the
same time, hailed what he calls a struggle of liberation. We do not
believe that the PLO is inherently capable of accepting the United

States conditions that contradict its very existence and raison

d'etre.




I hope that for the sake of promoting the chances of peace and
advancing the struggle against terror and violence, the United States
will never establish any contact with the PLO. Such a step will only
encourage extremism and violence and will suppress the volces of those
who are really interested in coexistence, negotiation and peace

between Israel and its neighbors.

Israel is a peace loving nation, yearning for peace with all its
neighbors. We repeat our invitation to our neighbors, including the
Palestinian Arabs, to join us for genuine ongoing negotiations, among
equals, with no preconditions, until peace agreements are achieved.
Whoever truly desires peace will find us ready, as faithful partners

to the attainment of this noble goal."




Excerpt from Remarks Made in the Knesset
by Vice-Premier and Foreign Minister Shimon Peres
in Response to Motions for the Agenda, 14 December 1988

I want to tell myself and all of us: Israel cannot simply
criticize what Arafat says; it certainly must offer its own

program and present it to the world.

Let me tell you what the alternative is. In my opinion, first
of all, we must certainly make clear what we keep making
clear, and I want to make it clear yet again: the solution to
the Arab-Jewish, Israeli-Palestinian conflict will be achieved
through political means and in no other way. We have no
interest in determining the matter by force of arms or any

other kind of force.

Second, we are ready to begin a dialogue with the
Palestinians, if there are no Jordanians — without Jordanians
— and immediately, on one condition: when you talk you don't
shoot. Not that you say or add a few words to the effect "we
won't shoot" — but that you really don't shoot. As long as
you're shooting, words are just words. If you stop shooting —

then we'll start talking.

Third: With whom to talk. I'm in favor of talking with an
elected Palestinian delegation, not with a violent Palestinian

delegation. One selected not at the point of a gun, but by

democratic elections — democracy, not Darwinism. I also want
to explain that if the violence — the "enlightened and
democratic violence" — comes to an end, we will propose free

elections in the territories.




Fourth: We are prepared to sit down, on condition that there
is no shooting and on condition that the delegation be elected
rather than dictated by wviclence, and conduct negotiations in

which each side can put forward what's on its mind.

Fifth: We certainly recognize the legitimate rights of the
Palestinians, there's no guestion about that. I also want to
say about the territories: until there is a solution, we would
like to restore normal 1life to the extent possible. If they
don't throw stones, if they don't throw fire bombs, there
won't be any need to adopt extraordinary measures, just as the
situation existed for many years. Quite the contrary: all the
mayors will be Arabs, the Jordan bridges will remain open, the
economy will flourish, tourism, even this Christmas, will be
fully booked and overflowing. We have no interest in harming
any Palestinian, young or old, laborer or businessman. We have
no intention of causing any suffering, of humiliating anyone

— we esteem another's honor as highly as our own.

The crux is not just whether we recognize the Palestinians,
but also that the Palestinians have to understand that they
must recognize Israel. After five wars Israel has legitimate
problems of self-defense. It's not important what you say in
your speeches: not a single Israeli will agree to see a
hostile army at the gates of Jerusalem. Not a single one. Make
all the speeches you want, that's the limit for us. Nor do I
want to see a Palestinian army cross the Jordan and threaten
our security. I don't want to rule over the Palestinians, 1
don't want us to be a ruling people or a conguering people,
that contradicts Jewish history and ethics. But neither do I

want others to threaten our existence.



I know that the road is long and arduous, but I don't know of
a better road or of a shorter road that is better. I say to
the Palestinians once again: there is no reason, with Jordan
or without Jordan, for you not to sit down with us as equals
with equals, as democratically elected representatives, and
discuss the matter with us seriously, not with threats of
terrorism or high-flying rhetoriec, but with serious diplomacy.
If this happens, a genuine dialogue will begin in the Middle
East.



ARAFAT'S SPEECH IN GENEVA

Israel has always welcomed signs of positive change emanating from the
Arab world. However, Arafat's speech in Geneva, while mildly worded
and moderating the PLO presentation of its position, should not be
misinterpreted. Words alone are not enough; deeds are even more
important. The striking gap in the very same speech betwveen the
"rejection" of terrorism, on the one hand, and the encouragement of
the disturbances in the territories, on the other, is a case in point.
The same is true of the seeming abandonment of terrorism, on the one
hand, and evidence of recent PLO terrorist activities, on the other.
Thus, in recent weeks, PLO terror squads were intercepted while trying
to infiltrate Israel from the north with the purpose of taking
hostages or engaging in killing sprees, and numerous PLO terror cells
(some affiliated with Arafat’s FATAH) were uncovered inside the

territories and Israel.

The expressed willingness to negotiate with Israel does not constitute
explicit and unqualified recognition of Israel’'s right teo exist.
Moreover, UN Security Council Resolutions 242 and 338 are undermined
by placing conditions on their implementation, namely the prior
establishment of a Palestinian state -- a precondition that Israel

cannot accept.



Israel is always ready to negotiate with those who want peace and who,

in both word and deed, reject the path of violence and terror.

Moreover, Israel recognizes the right of the Palestinians to
participate in the determination of the final status of Judea-Samaria
and Gaza. Indeed Israel believes that, in negotiations with Jordan and
the Palestinians, a mutually accepted mode of coexistence can be

worked out.

Peace will be attained by adhering to principles that would enhance
prospects for negotiations:

* 242 and 338 must be accepted without pre-conditions;

* Terror and violence must cease;

* Israel’'s rights and legitimacy are an integral element of

peace.




ARAFAT'S SPEECH IN GENEVA -- AN ANALYSIS

At Geneva, Arafat took a step beyond the PNC decisions of Algiers and
the Stockholm document. His speech was designed to project a moderate
image and present the PLO's positions in a palatable form for the
West, particularly the United States. It was structured in such a
fashion as to, on the one hand, withstand internal criticism within
the PLO, while, on the other hand, partially move towards meeting the
United States' conditions for talks with the PLO. Thus, while adhering
to the decisions of the PNC, Arafat added some other elements:

* Israel was mentioned by name as a party to the conflict and its
resolution, and the PLO's eventual readiness to "respect the
right to exist in peace and security for all" was noted;

* references were made to UN Security Council resolutions 242 and
338 -- without linking them to other UN resolutions -- as the

basis for an international Middle East peace conference.

However, Arafat’s speech stipulated also a pre-condition: that a
Palestinian state would participate in the international conference.
In other words, the establishment of a Palestinian state would preceed
negotiations. Moreover, in implying eventual readiness to respect
Israel’s right to exist, he used the Arabie word "Aish," which means
the physical existence -- life -- of individuals (i.e., Israelis), and
not the Arabic word "Kiam," which means national existence (i.e.,

Israel, the state): in this manner, Arafat ecircumvented the demands



that the PLD explicitly recognize the right of the State of Israel to

exist.

On the issue of terrorism, Arafat did not deviate from the PNC
formula. While "rejecting" terrorism in all its forms, Arafat
nevertheless again expressed the PLO's adherence to the 1985 "Cairo
Declaration,”™ in which he called for continuation of the "armed
struggle" inside Israel and the territories, and alse extolled the
disturbances in the territories. In Arafat's and the PLO's view, the
deliberate murder and wounding of innocent civilians, frequently women
and children, and the violence against Israel in the territories are
not acts of terror, but "legitimate" means in the "liberation

struggle"”.

The United States has set three conditions which the PLO must meet

clearly and unambiguously before an American dialogue with the PLO

could begin:
* Acceptance of 242 and 338;
* Recognition of Israel’s right to exist;

* Rejection of terrorism in all its forms.

Arafat has not met the American conditions:
* He accepted 242 and 338 -- but under certain pre-conditions,
namely the prior establishment of a Palestinian state and its
participation in an international conference;

* He expressed a willingness to recognize Israel in the future --




but such recognition would be made only by a Palestinian state,
and would have to be mutual;

He rejected terrorism in all its forms -- but qualified this by
repeating the FPLO's adherence to the "Cairo Declaration" and by
extolling the continuation of the disturbances in the

territories.

EXCERPTS FROM A STATEMENT
BY VICE-PRIME MINISTER AND FOREIGN MINISTER SHIMON PERES

AT A PRESS CONFERENCE IN THE HILTON HOTEL, JERUSALEM, 15-12-88
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PEACE REMAINS THE CENTRAL HOPE FOR OUR COUNTRY. I DO NOT CONSIDER THAT
THERE IS ANY OTHER ISSUE WHICH OVERSHADOWS THE IMPORTANCE AND THE

CENTRALITY OF BRINGING PEACE TO OUR REGION.

WE BELIEVE THAT THE CONFLICT BETWEEN THE ARABS AND THE ISRAELIS, AND
THE SOLUTION OF THE PALESTINIAN PROBLEM, CAN BE REACHED ONLY
DIPLOMATICALLY, POLITICALLY AND PEACEFULLY. WE DO NOT SEEK ANY

MILITARY SOLUTION TO THESE PROBLEMS.

IN ORDER TO ACHIEVE PEACE WE ARE READY TO TALE WITH THE JORDANIANS AND
THE PALESTINIANS JOINTLY, AND WE ARE READY TO TALK VITH THE JORDANIANS
AND THE PALESTINIANS SEPARATELY. WE DO NOT MAKE ANY CONDITIONS: WE

PREFER FACE-TO-FACE DIRECT TALKS, AND THE SOONER THE BETTER.

WE PREFER TO TALK WITH ELECTED REFRESENTATIVES RATHER THAT ARMED
REPRESENTATIVES. AS A MATTER OF FACT, WITHOUT A PEACEFUL, DEMOCRATIC,
FREE ATMOSPHERE, ONE SHOULD WONDER IF THERE IS A REAL CHANCE FOR A

PEACEFUL SOLUTION.




WE CONSIDER OUR RELATIONS WITH THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA TO BE
FRIENDLY, DEEP, MEANINGFUL, AND TRUSTWORTHY, AS THEY USED T0 BE OVER
50 MANY YEARS, OVER SO MANY ISSUES. IT IS NOT THE FIRST TIME THAT WE
MAY HAVE HAD A DISAGREEMENT WITH THE UNITED STATES. OUR FRIENDSHIP IS

STRONG ENOUGH TO DEAL WITH DISAGREEMENTS AS WELL.

ONE OF THE DIFFERENCES BETWEEN US AND SOME OTHER COUNTRIES IS THAT
WHILE OTHER COUNTRIES ARE EXPRESSING THEIR VIEWS OUT OF SINCERE HOPE, .
WE EXPRESS OUR VIEWS OUT OF VERY BITTER EXPERIENCE. WE WERE THE OMNES
WHO FACED TERROR AND VIOLENCE AND DISAPPOINTMENTS TIME AND AGAIN, AND
THERE I5 NO BETTER JUDGE OR MEASURE THAN THE RECORD OF ACTUAL

BEHAVIOR.

IF THERE WILL BE A PERIOD OF QUIETNESS, I AM SURE THAT THE GOVERNMENT
OF ISRAEL, PRESENT AND FUTURE, WILL AGREE TO THE HOLDING OF COMPLETELY
FREE ELECTIONS IN THE WEST BANK, SO THAT THE PALESTINIANS WILL BE ABLE

TO ELECT THEIR OWN REPRESENTATIVES. o

PEACE VITH THE ARABS AND FRIENDSHIP WITH THE UNITED STATES REMAIN TWO

OF THE PILLARS OF THE FOREIGN POLICY OF THE STATE OF ISRAEL.

3. ABD-ALLAH HOURANI, A MEMBER OF THE PLO EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE, STATED
AT A CONFERENCE ON THE PROTECTION OF ISLAMIC HOLY PLACES IN PALESTINE
THAT "THE DECLARATION OF A PALESTINIAN STATE IS THE BEGINNING OF THE
ROAD TO THE ELIMINATION OF THE NEW  FACIST ZIONIST  STATE".

("AL-AKHRAR", EGYPT, 21 NOV.)

4. YASSER ARAFAT TOLD MIDDLE EAST NEWS AGENCY (EGYPT, 29 NOV) THAT
"THE UPRISING WILL BE ESCALATED DAY BY DAY, UNTIL THE PALESTINIANS

ATTAIN THEIR RIGHTS."




5. AHMED SIDKI AL-DEJANI, A MEMBER OF THE PLO'S EDUCATIONAL AND
CULTURAL COUNCIL AND HIGH RANKING PNC DEPUTY WROTE IN AN ARTICLE
APPREARING IN "OKAZ" (SAUDI ARABIA, 22 NOV.) THAT "THROUGH THE RESULTS
OF THE ISRAELI ELECTION, THE ENEMY SENT US A MESSAGE IN WHICH HE
STATED THAT HE REMAINS ADAMANT IN HIS RACIST ZIONIST BELIEFS. ... THIS
REQUIRES OF US, ON THE PALESTINIAN PLANE, TO ADHERE TO THE PALESTINE

PERMANENT STRATEGIC POLICY, WHILE THE POLITICAL PROGRAMS CONTAIN THE

PHASED POLICY."

6. ABU IYAD, THE DEPUTY TOQ ARAFAT, STATED THE FOLLOWING 1IN AN
INTERVIEVW VITH "AL-YOM AL-SABAH" (PRO-PLO, PUBLISHED IN PARIS, 28

NOV):

ON THE PHASED PROGRAM:

"THE PNC DECISIONS ... ARE A REFINEMENT OF THE PALESTINIAN

DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE RELIES UPON RESOLUTION 181 AND THE

POLITICAL COMMUNIQUE RELIES UPON EVERYTHING DEMANDED BY THE

INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY AS A BASIS FOR NEGOTIATIONS, MEANING
RESOLUTIONS 242 AND 338, TOGETHER WITH THE RIGHT OF

7. ABU IYAD, FROM AN INTERVIEW APPEARING IN "AL-WATTAN AL-ARABI"

(LEBANON, 2 DEC):

ON PLO'S ATTITUDE TOWARDS ISRAELIS AND JEWS:

"WE ARE FIGHTING WITH ARMS AGAINST ISRAELI TYRANNY FROM WITHIN
THE ISRAELI SOCIETY ITSELF. IT IS A DECLARED BATTLE AGAINST
ZIONISM WHICH IS CONTINUING FOR MORE THAN 70 YEARS - 40 YEARS
AFTER ISRAEL'S ESTABLISHMENT, AND 30 YEARS BEFORE THAT. WE ARE
AT VAR VITH THEM, WVITH ALL THOSE THAT POSSESS THEIR POLITICAL

AND RELIGIOUS IDENTITY."

ON PNC REFERENCE TO 242 AND ISRAEL:

" ... THIS IS5 NOT A RECOGNITION OF ISRAEL, IT I5 A DE-FACTO
RECOGNITION OF SOMETHING THAT IS FOUND ON THE GROUND. IT SHOULD
NOT BE UNDERSTOOD THAT WE HAVE ACCEPTED IT OR ARE HAPFY ABOUT
IT. DE-JURE RECOGNITION IS5 THE RECOGNITION OF THE RIGHT OF
ISRAEL TO EXIST. THE ARABS ARE FIGHTING AGAINST ISRAEL VITH CRYS
AND SLOGANS, AND WE ARE THE ONLY ONES WHO ARE TRULY FIGHTING
AGAINST IT. ...IF WE ARE ARMED WITH A DECLARATION OF AN
INDEPENDENT PALESTINIAN STATE BASED UPON NATURAL, HISTORICAL AND
LEGAL RIGHTS, AND FULL INTERNATIONAL LEGALITY, THEN 242 DOES NOT

REMAIN THE SOLE FOUNDATION."

ON THE "ARMED STRUGGLE" AND TERRORISM:

"WE ARE FIGHTING BY EVERY TACTICAL MEANS. DIPLOMATIC ACTIVITY,
IF IT REMAINS UNPROTECTED BY THE RIFLE, IS OF NO USE. WE HAVE
NOT ENDED THE ARMED STRUGGLE. WE BELIEVE THAT TERROR IS [DEFINED
AS] AN EXTERNAL ACT. ALL THE UN LAWS GRANT US THE RIGHT TO
DEFEND OURSELVES AND OUR RIGHTS BY ALL AVAILABLE MEANS,
INCLUDING PEACE INITIATIVES TAKEN IN ORDER TO GAIN INTERNATIONAL

SUPPORT."

ON THE "PHASED PROGRAM" AND "FORBIDDEN QUESTIONS":

"... WE HAVE CALLED FOR A PHASED PROGRAM, BY WHICH WE ESTALISH
OUR S5TATE ON ANY PART OF THE PALESTINIAN TERRITORY. AND WE KHNOW
THAT THEY [THE JEWS] TOOK OVER PALESTINE INCH BY INCH.

[Q: AND WILL YOU RESTORE IT INCH BY INCH?]

"I MAINTAIN THAT THAT WE SHALL RESTORE THE PALESTINIAN STATE TO
THE PALESTINIAN SOIL. NOW, WOULD YOU [THE INTERVIEWER] TURN OFF
THE TAPE RECORDER, SINCE I WILL NOT DISCUSS FORBIDDEN

QUESTIONS."

8. AHMED ABD-EL RAHMAN THE SPOKESMAN OF THE PLO AND EDITOR OF THE PLO

ORGAN "FILASTIN AL-THAWRAH", WRITES IN THE NOV. 27 ISSUE:

"ON THE MOBNING OF NOVEMBER 15 |[THE DAY OF THE PNC DECISIONS]
PALESTINE WAS PLANTED IN ITS SOIL AND ITS HISTORY WHILE ISRAEL WAS
UPROOTED FROM THE LAND WHICH DOES NOT BELONG TO HER AND THE HISTORY
WHICH SHE DID NOT CREATE. ... THE INITIAL SIGNS SHOW THAT THE ZIONIST
CANCER IN PALESTINE IS5 CONSUMING ITSELF OR HAS CHOSEN TO MAKE

PALESTINE ITS LAST "MASSADA'. ... PALESTINE, WHICH IS5 SHAPED LIKE A




DAGGER, DOES NOT RECOGNIZE THE CONCEPT OF PARTITION, AND WHAT IS NOW
OCCURING VITH THE DECLARATION OF OUR INDEPENDENCE IS NOT THE PARTITION
OF THE DAGGER, BUT RATHER ITS PENETRATION INTO THE SOIL OF THE
HOMELAND. ...THOSE WHO EXPECT THE COLLAPSE OF THE ZIONIST STRUCTURE
THROUGH ONE DECISIVE BLOW ... DON'T REALIZE HOW THE MASSES CREATE
THEIR OWN POWER THROUGH A SEQUENCE OF INTERRELATED HISTORICAL

PHASES."

9. ABU IYAD, IN AN INTERVIEW WITH "AL-ANBAA" (KUWAIT, 6 DEC) STATED

THE FOLLOWING:

"WE OPPOSE [UN SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION] 242 BECAUSE OF ITS
REFERENCE TO A REFUGEE PROBLEM. THEREFORE, WE ADDED A CLAUSE ON THE
LEGITIMATE RIGHTS OF THE PALESTINIAN PEOPLE. ONLY WITH THIS ADDITION

3. The P.N.C. referetn; to Resolutions 242 and 338 does mot omstitute
acceptance of those resolutions and the principles enshrined therein.
Instead, the P.N.C. referred to 242 and 338 only in conjunction, ar as they
term it, "in acoordance with other UN resolutions concerning the gquestions
of Palestine", which cntradict 242 and undermire it. Many of those U.N.

resolutions, as you know, seek to impair Israel's legitimacy and its very
existence,

4. 'The PID has not abandoned terrorism. The killing of wamen and children

in Tel Aviv and Jerusalem is legitimized. Burming Jewish families alive is

encarraged. There is no indication that the “armed struggle" will cease.

In fact, on 20 July 1988, a Fatah comunique on the Algiers "Voice of
Palestine" clearly stated:
"“he position of Fatah can be represented as follows ... the right af

the Palestinian people to practice armed struggle against the Zionist

Even as the P.N.C. was meeting in Algiers, PO terrorists of Yasser
Arafat's Fatah were busy.
