I am pleased to appear before the subcommittea today to
discuss recent developmants in the Middle East and EBouthwegt
Amia. In testimony on February 28, I said that we were
cautiously optimistic about the chances of making significant
progress Lowarde init_iftinq a negotiesting process that would . .
Berve to safegunrd'tﬂaﬁsecurity of Israel, further the
legitimate political riéhta of kthe Palestinien people, and being
about a broader reconcilimbtion batween Ysrael and its
neighboring Arab states,

The outlook in the region as I testify before you today is

more somber, The peoples and states of the Middle East are now
EE—— =

At a dmlicate erossroads.

Ihe Peace Process ' :
A number of interrelated factors have contributed to the .
situation in which we gee the peace process today. In March,
the Ieraeli Government £sll over the ismue of an
Taraeli-Palostinian dislogue leading to elmctions and

negotiations. The peace process thus has been in histus for

avar threes months,
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The lack of movement in the Peace process has
contributed to an incressed sense of despalr among
Falestinians and others on the posgibilities for Progress,

Sevearal serious, violent incidents occurred last month
which served to further exacerbate tensions in the region
and which have damaged efforts to create a climate
conducive to advancing the process.

On May 20, = derqnged former Israeli soldier killed
eight Palestinians aﬁd;wcunded fifteen othere at Rishon le
Zion, south of Tel Aviv; this sparked off riots In the
West Bankh end Qama which left at least twenty persons dead
and over 700 wounded. On May 28, a pipe bomb exploded in
8 wast Jerusalem market, killing one Israeli and injuring
several others. On May 30, a terrorist attack was
attampted against the ‘Israell Coest near Tel Aviv by
sixteen heavily-armed men in two speedboats. Abu Abbas,
leader of the Palestine Liberation Front, has claimed
responsibility for this abortive attack,

This FLF action hes the moet serious implications for
the U.B.~PLO dialogue, The FLF clearly is a constituent
group of the Palestine Liberation Orgenization. Abu Abbas
is a member of the PLO Executive Committee., We conszider

the PLF one of the groups bound by PLO chairman Yase:
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Arafat's December 1988 renunciation of terroriam,

quulluwing the May 30 attachk, as Encret!rf Baker

The Bacretary also pointed out that the future of the
FLO dialogue "hes important implications for the
Arab-Israell peace pru:i!!..:.su in reaching our decision,
we want to weigh matters carefully and do so without the
pressure of artificisl deadlines.” But ha also emphasized
that "we will not allow our pursuit of peace to undercut
our commitment to fight terrorism." J

We believe that the opportunity for peace still

exists, It im incumbent on the parties to meize this
e

opportunity and begin to reverse the heightening spiral of
conflict. All the parties must find ways to move bayond
the violence of the past month.

We remain convinced that the lsraeli government's
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r initiative of May 14, 1989 offere the bast path for
progress and that our efforts should be focused on getting
to an Israeli-Palestinien dialogue. Proesident Bush

underlined these convictions on May 24 of this year, when

\ he sald "1 wil)l do everything I can to get these talks
' going,*

On June 11, Prime Minister Bhamir formed a government
in Israel, e ho cw _i8 _possible to take up the
peace procees at the point where it wam left off in
March.

The
Fummit e=premmad Btrong opposition to U.B. afforts to
convince the U.M, Genersl Assembly to repeal its notorious
resolulion Lhat defin._u?. 7Zionism ma a form of racism, In ! .
discussing immigrafiﬁﬁ*uf Boviet Jews, the communique uses
an amblguous Eu:mulutinﬁ which is open to interpretation
by radical elements as condsmning the immigration of

The Summit communigue did not backtrack on
previously-formulated positions on the Arab-Israeli pesce
process. The Bummit did not rejsct or comment upon the
Israeli pwave plan, the U.B, Flve Points, or an
Israeli-Falestinian disloyue, thus leaving all these ideas
on the tahla, The Summit reaffirmed the Taif accord on
Lebanon and renewed the mandate of the Tripartite

committes to follow up on its implementation,
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Lebanon

I want to relterate the strong support of the
Administration for President lirawi and his Government, and
our desire to see the government extend its contrel over

all Lebanese territory, the withdrawal of all foreign

forces, and the disbandment of all militias.
There is little progress to report. Bporadic fighting
continues in East qugut batween Christian forces, and in
| south Beirut and km:itfréi Lebanon between Shia Amal and .
Hizbelleh forces. Eleven hundred Lebanese have basen
killed in ¢lashas this year, and over thirty-five hundred
injured. &ince the beginning of this year, as many as 150

thougand Lebanese may have left Lebanon, many never to

creturn,

We continue to believe that the government of
President Hrawi and the implementation of the Taif
Agreement present the best opportunlty to achleve a .
peaceful resolution and restore a degree of normalecy to .
Lebanon and its war-weary population., As a tangible sign
of our support for the government, we sent Ambassador

McCarthy to Cairo on Juna 6 to meet with President Hrawi

and Prime Minlster Huss.
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We are encouraged that the Arsb League Bummit renewed
the mandete of the Tripartite Committes on Lebanon,
composed of Saudi Arabia, Algeria and Moroccoe. We believe
that the committee has the best chance of promoting a
lasting and peaceful resolution te the conflict in Lebanon.

Former army commande: Michel Aoun continues his
cpposition to the legitimate government. His parsonal
ambitions and resort F?'viﬂlencu have cost Lebanon dearly
and delayed & scluti&hn For the good of Lebanon, Aoun
should mtep mside.

Hostagan

We were pleased with the release in April of two
American hostages, Robert Polhill and Frank Reed, from
Lebanon, We acknowledged th; conslructive roles Byria and
Iran played in the ralbdases, and emphasized the need to
continue such actions until all hostages are free.

Our approach will continue to be £irm but prudent.

The plight of our fellow citizens will not fade from our .
foreign policy agenda. Their freedom will remain an

utgent goal and we will take advantage of all legitimate
opportunities to obtain the safe relssse of sll our

hostages. As the President has observed, the proosss is

likely to be long, difficult and complex.
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Iran-Irag

Despite the efforts of the United Nations Becretary
Genmral, there has been a general lack of prograess in
prace negotiations between Iran snd Irag. Pollowing an
exchange of letters between Iragi President
Saddam Hussein and Iran's President Hashemi Rafmanjani
last month, prospects for talks meemed to improve, but
lran reacled sharply ?q'the Baghdad Arab Leaguae Summit
vommunigue's support ;f.n:r Iraq'es clalim to sovereignty over .
tha Ehatt al-Arab,

The United Stataeas views the Becretary General's
efforts to bring about talks based on U,N. Becurity
Council Resolution 598 as thF best way to schieve a stable
and lagling peace that would be in the beet interest of
regional stability. It is m humen tragedy that, almost
two years after the ceasefire, batween them the two sides
continue to hold over 100 thousand prisoners of war.

In conclusion, Mr, Chairman, there is plenty of .

choices the United States makes now in terms of policy direction will define
| thie direction in the future for a long time,

Ferestroika in the Soviet Union still has a long way to go and Soviet mil-
itary capability is still impressive. Its capabilities, like all milicary

capabilities, has taken a long time to be built, The democratic reforms

will positively affect Soviet military attitudes as democratic countries
are less prone to extreme shifts of direction - the Soviet reforms will be
good for Soviet intermal affalrs but aleo geod for international behaviour.
Systems that use aggressive force at home also do abroad. The Soviets are
‘ heavily built up militarily and the direction towards internal reform has
r

begun but it has a long way to go. James Baker has said that democracy in
E%H. the USSR is the best guarantes of solving international problems.

These would be the desired immediate steps we'd like to see and would be

good indicators that the necessary changes are truly taking place:

1) A better response to the Baltic states desiring freedom .
2) An end to the ecomomic blockade of Lithuania

3) Honoring promises to speak out forcedfully against anti-Semitism

4) Free immigration for Soviet Jews

5) Verifisble grms reduction treaties

We are optimistic that changes are possible.

German Reunification

The reunification is inevitable and at hand. It is easy to understand why

Jews would be uneasy about this. The World Jewish COngress took a difficult
step and met in Berlin, emphasizing that it is important not to forget but it
ig alen time to talk about the future. Helmut Kohl and the FRG have takan
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many steps to confront the past and as soon as democratic elections took place

in the GDR acknowledment of their responsibility during the Holocaust occurred.
A unifiled Germany should be in NATO in order to keep stablility.

Israel

No country can take risks for peace unless it feels secure - the U.S. remains
commited to Israel's security - it is a commitment that remains solid and un-
shakable.

We are also interested in pursuing & peace settlement. Weapons and technology
cannot achieve peace - talks must take place as well. The US and Israel have
differences of opinion about the peace process but we have differences with

all of our allies - no one agrees 1007 of the time.
The underlying plen was the Shamir plan. We congratulate the Prime Minister

on the new government and look forward to working with him in seeking peace.

Changes in Eastern Europe

How will these changes affect Israel? There are many fears and misconceptions
about the US role in the global sweep. In 1983 the US and Israe signed a stra-
tegic co-operation agreement. There 1s a day-to-day sharing of information and
working relationship - this was not meant only to involve heads of state. There
are a number of research and development projects :hat1;r- ongoing, including

SDI. Financially, Israel is the largest foreign participant in the SDI program.

Our relationship doesn't flow in one direction - the U.5. derives a great deal
of benefits from this co-operation.

The U.S. defense budget is shrinking, but we can co-operate more to use the funds
wisely. Fortunately, the basis for strong co-operation has not changed. The
situation in ‘the USSR has not changed that much as of yet mor has it in other
furﬁn of the world. Terrorism, low-intensity conflicts, the séphisticatad
weapons of mass destruction that have proliferated asll command our attention

and energy.
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Iran, lraq, Syria and Lybia are trying to develop Ldvan:nd migailes which

might be used in carrying chemical, biological, nuclear and conventional war-
heads. U.S. allies and bases across the board could be threatened. Iran

and- Iraq used hundreds of ballstic missiles in their war - they claim to poasess
chemical weapons, have threatened Israel with them, and have recently televised
the testing of a stage of a booster rocket. SDI should be supported to deter
ballistic missiles - it is the best hope of defense against proliferation of a
third world missile threat.

The defense budgget can and will be cut but not irresponsibly - the US global
interest and commitments must be kept up. There are other eruptions globally
that threaten US and allied interests and they will require US military power.

The U.S5. commitment to Iarael is unshakable but our commitment 1s only as good .
as our ability to back it up. BSome friends of Israel wish to weaken the def-

ense budget - that is irresponsible, and a contradiction to safeguarding Israel's

sscurity = both Israel and the U.3., would suffer.

Q&A

1) Im light of your interest in Israeli security, why sell a $4 billion package
of arms to the Saudis?

A - Tanks will not tip the balance of power in the Middle East., Israel's security
depends in part also on the other Middle East nations feeling secure as well,

We made & mistake in the past with the Saudis and they went elsewhere to buy

arme. They aleo have legitimate national security requirements.

2) a) What are we doing in order to prevent France and Germany from supplying
chemical weapons to our enemies? b) What are we doing to cut the amount of sens-
itive technology we are gelling to the USSR and Eastern European countries?

A - a) The President is working agressively on a world=-wide chemical weapons ban,
There is significant progress on this. A chemical ban treaty for the US and USSR
is a tougher problem,

b) We have dgreed to relax some of the standards for Eastern European countries
but distinguish between them and the USSR, Many Eastern European countries are
now democracies, severing ties with the KGB. Investors will be needed there to
advance democracy and will want to use the technology - we will be cautlous.

The USSR still supports Castro, atill have nuclear warheads pointed at us -
it is diffarent.

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Q - Why has the US goaded the lsraelis to the peace talks and not done the same
with the Arab League?

A - The US has worked hard in the past 18 months on the peace process, on the
Shamir proposal, to start the talks.

The
people in the region have to want that, too,

Q = In view of Arafat's failure to condemn the PLO raid on Tel Aviv beaches,
ie the US ready to stop the dialogue with the PLO?

A - We are concerned with the PLO's failure to do that but we have the matter
under review - no decision yet.

Israel and the United States share the goal of peace in
the Middle East based on a political settlement arrived
at through direct negotiations among Israel, the
Palestinians and the Arab states. We believe it was
your deep commitment to peace that led you to make the
recent comments before the House Foreign Affairs
Committee,

We were somewhat concerned regarding those comments in
terms o©f +the timing, the tone and manner of
cemmunicating Administration positiens on sensitive
issues related to the peace process. We believe that
the new Israeli government, as it deals with matters
that involve the survival of the state and the security
of the Israell people, should be afforded a reascnable
time frame within which to pursue efforts to advance
the peace process pursuant to the four-point initiative
of May, 1989, and the Camp David Accords. The new
gevernment in its program explicitly reaffirmed its
commitment to these two frameworks for seeking peacs,

We are confident, as you are, that Israel's initiative
remains the best path toward achieving peace. The
wisdom of the Camp David Accords is in their emphasis
on the need for small confidence-building measures that
over time can lead to a comprehensive settlement. This
appreach, wa believe, remains tha soundest one in terms
of helping the parties to move toward negotiations. As
was the case at Camp David, an active U.S. involvement
in the peace process is critical to the prospects for
ultimate success and we ancourage your continued direct
participation in furthering Israel's initiative,

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In order for 1issues to be oOpenly and honhestly explored,
particularly where differences of view exist, it is essential that
there be a high degree of mutual trust among the leaders of the new
government of Israel, the U.S and Egypt. We encourage you to seek
ways of enhancing these relationships, including through early
econsultation with the leaders of the new Israeli government. In
the end, the close cooperation between the governments of Israel
and the U.S., as well as Egypt, will be necessary if the vision of
peace which we all share is to become a reality.

PROBLEMS IN TRYING TO RESOLVE THE CRISIS IS NOT WHO IS
IN CONTROL OF NABLUS AND HEBRON OR WHETHER OR NOT
THERE'S A EPALESTINIANF ENTITY OF ANY FORM THERE, THE
REAL PROBLEM IS THAT THE CONFRONTATION STATES, EIRAQF,
ESYRIAF, EVEN EJORDANF AND SOME OF THE MORE, QUOTE,
UNQUOTE, "MODERATE STATES" HAVE IMMENSE MILITARY
CAPABILITIES.

IT SEEMS TO ME THAT WE OUGHT TO TRY TO FIND A WAY TO DO
WHAT WE'VE JUST DONE IN EASTERN EUROPE, AND THAT IS TO
TRY TO FIND A WAY TO BUILD DOWN THE MILITARY
CONFRONTATION, AND THEN IT WOULD BE, I THINK, MUCH
EASIER TO MOVE FORWARD TO RESOLVE THE ISSUES ON THE
EWESTF E BANKF AND EGAZAF.

ADDITIONALLY, I THINK WE OUGHT TO PRESS FOR DEMOCRATIC
GOVERNMENTS THROUGHOUT THE REGION OF THE MIDDLE EAST
BECAUSE IT MAY BE EASIER, AND I BELIEVE IT WOULD BE
EASIER, TO REACH A SOLUTION TO THE CRISIS IN THE MIDDLE
EAST IF THERE WERE MORE DEMOCRATIC GOVERNMENTS, IF WE
REALLY HAD ELECTIONS IN THOSE COUNTRIES. AND SO PART OF
WHAT MAYBE WE OUGHT TO BE DOING IS PRESSING FOR
DEMOCRATIC ELECTIONS IN SYRIA, IRAQ, AND OTHER
COUNTRIES, AS OUTRAGEOUS A THOUGHT THAT MIGHT BE AT THIS
TIME.

THANK YOU.

SEC. BAKER: CONGRESSMAN, LET ME JUST SAY THAT I DON'T

THINK WE CAN -- I MEAN I THINK THAT THAT MAY BE PUTTING
THE CART BEFORE THE HORSE. I THINK THAT IT MIGHT BE GOOD
TO TRY AND ACCOMPLISH SOME OF THAT, AND I SPOKE TO THAT



IN MY STATEMENT, AND I SAID WHAT I THOUGHT ARAB
GOVERNMENTS SHOULD DO. BUT I DON'T THINK YOU CAN BUILD
DOWN THE MILITARY CONFRONTATION IN THE MIDDLE EAST
UNLESS YOU HAVE SOME HOPE THAT A VIABLE PEACE PROCESS
CAN EMERGE.

AND 1 THINK THAT YOU COULD SEE A LESSENING OF TENSIONS
IF THERE WERE A PEACE PROCESS OR IF THERE WERE HOPES OF
A PEACE PROCESS. AND THAT'S WHY I THINK IT IS SO
IMPORTANT TO TRY AND ACHIEVE A DIALOGUE BETWEEN
PALESTINIANS AND ISRAELIS.

REP. GEJDENSON: I THINK YOU ARE RIGHT ON GETTING A
DIALOGUE GOING. I QUESTION WHETHER IT REALLY HELPS THE
OTHER AREAS. IF YOU LOOK AT AFTER CAMP DAVID, I'M NOT
SURE THERE WAS A SIGNIFICANT REDUCTION IN TENSION.

REP. LEVINE: THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN.

MR. SECRETARY, I'D LIKE TO JOIN WITH MY COLLEAGUES IN
COMPLIMENTING YOU AND THE PRESIDENT ON A VERY SUCCESSFUL
SUMMIT. FRANKLY, WITH THE EXCEPTION OF THE CHILLING
STATEMENT FROM PRESIDENT GORBACHEV ON ESOVIET JEWSF, I
THOUGHT IT WAS A MARVELOUS SUMMIT, AND I WAS HEARTENED
BY YOUR COMMENTS TODAY WITH REGARD TO FOREIGN MINISTER
SHEVARDNADZE'S STATEMENTS WITH REGARD TO SOVIET JEMS.

BRIEFLY, I'D LIKE TO MAKE TWO POINTS AND THEN ASK A
COUPLE OF QUESTIONS. I'D LIKE TO JUST ASSOCIATE MYSELF
WITH MR. SOLARZ'S URGING YOU TO MOVE PROMPTLY WITH
REGARD TO THE EEL SALVADORF DISCUSSIONS. I THINK THAT
THEY ARE CRITICAL, AND I HOPE THAT WE'LL BE ABLE TO SIT
DOWN ON THAT BIPARTISAN BASIS AS QUICKLY AS POSSIBLE.

SEC. BAKER: I'VE ASKED THE LEADERSHIP, CONGRESSMAN, ON
THAT POINT, TO PLEASE DESIGNATE -- BOTH THE SENATE AND
THE HOUSE -- DESIGNATE, AS WE DID IN ENICARAGUAF, A
SMALL GROUP WITH WHOM WE CAN NEGOTIATE, BECAUSE WE CAN'T
DO IT WITH 40 PEOPLE. AND I HAVE RECEIVED A POSITIVE
gEgEUHSE ON THE SENATE SIDE -- AND NOW ON THE HOUSE

SO T WOULD ANTICIPATE THAT THIS WOULD BE GETTING
UNDERWAY, AND OUR ASSISTANT SECRETARY ARONSON AND
ASSISTANT SECRETARY MULLINS WILL BE AVAILABLE TO COME UP
QUITE QUICKLY.

REP. LEVINE: VERY GOOD. I WOULD ALSO LIKE TO URGE YOU TO
MOVE AS PROMPTLY AS POSSIBLE ON THE SOVIET JEWRY LOAN
GUARANTEE, AND YOU'VE ALREADY DISCUSSED THAT. I JUST
WANTED TO ADD MY OWN THOUGHTS ON THAT.

WITH REGARD TO YOUR COMMENTS WITH REGARD TO MR.
SHEVARDNADZE’S ASSURANCES ON SOVIET JEWISH EMIGRATION,
IN LIGHT OF PRESIDENT GORBACHEV'S STATEMENTS, BOTH HERE
AND YESTERDAY TO THE SOVIET LEGISLATURE, IS IT YOUR VIEW
THAT PRESIDENT GORBACHEV SHOULD OR WILL UNDERSCORE HIS
COMMITMENT TO CONTINUED FREEDOM OF EMIGRATION FOR SOVIET

SEC. BAKER: YOU KNOW, I WAS ASKED THAT QUESTION ON THE

REP. LEVINE: I TRUST YOU ARE COMMUNICATING TO THEM THE
INTENSE CONGRESSIONAL SENTIMENT ON THIS, AND THE
POTENTIAL FOR JEOPARDIZING THE ETRADEF SITUATION --

ABSOLUTELY.

REP. LEVINE: -- IF THERE'S ANY BACKSLIDING.

SEC. BAKER: NO QUESTION ABOUT IT, AND I SAID AS MUCH
YESTERDAY IN THE SENATE.

REP. LEVINE: T WOULD LIKE TO DEVOTE THE REST OF MY TIME
AND QUESTIONS TO THE PEACE PROCESS ISSUE, AND I -- FIRST
OF ALL, I LISTENED CAREFULLY TO YOUR RESPONSE TO MR.
BROOMFIELD, AND I WELCOME IT. I FULLY SUPPORT AND SHARE
YOUR GOALS, AS I'M SURE -- AS I BELIEVE YOU KNOW. I
THINK THE WAY YOU OUTLINE THE SITUATION AT THIS TIME,
THE NEED FOR THE ISRAELIS TO MOVE IN TERMS OF A SERIOUS
DIALOGUE WITH THE PALESTINIANS, THE NEED FOR THE
PALESTINIANS TO MOVE IN A POLITICAL FRAMEWORK, AND THE
NEED FOR THE ARAB STATES TO IMPROVE THE ENVIRONMENT ARE
EXACTLY THE RIGHT EQUATION.

I PARTICULARLY WELCOMED YOUR FINAL COMMENT. I BELIEVE
THAT IT'S VERY IMPORTANT TO BE REMINDING THE ARAB STATES
