Although the state ot lsrael was recoenized by the United Nations
and most nations of the warld: it was not accepted by its Arab
ne ighbors. They wased several wars with the aim of destroving lsrael.
A breakthrough came in 1779, when Eaypt signed a peace treaty with
lsrael and regained territory lost In the 1967 war. So far: koweuer s
nt other Arab country has been willing to make peace.

There has been a relentless campaian at the United Natians to
deleaitimize [srael. As Vice President Guawle said: thit campaign
“has been waged with an obsessivenesss a vindictiveness: and & total
disresard tor the truth.” But the vice president noted that the
situation may be changing. He said the United Mations kas béen
playing a constructive role inglaced like Namibia and Afghanistan
but it can never fultill the dreams nf its tpunders unmtil it resains
its reputation for moral intemrity. Repealinz the anti-Zionism
resolution would be a major step in that direction. WVice President
Quavle also noted that moderates in Arab states now recomnize that
eliminating lerael is not & proper spal tor anyone te espouse. Arab
willingness to support repeal ot the anti=-Zionism resolution would
send a powertul signal to [srael —-— Jjust as Arab unwillingness sends a
Sighnal &+ another sort. In the Sgviet Unions “new thinking” is
besinAning td mowe away 4roam anti=-Fichist prapaganda. The Sgwviet Union
plared a key role in the adoption of the resolution and could play a
key role naw in helping to secure its repeal.

Congressman Steven Solarz briefed the NICBAC Israel Task Force on the Congress-
ignal concern regarding Israel's relacionship with South Africa given the re-
cent raports in the media. He said chat although these reports turned out ta
be untrue, nevertheless the publicity generated curlosity among the Congress-
men who asked for a briefing and clarification. Solarz reported that al-
though he could not go into detail since the intelligence briefing was class-
ified the impreasion that they wera lafc with i3 cthat the militsry relation-
ship between Iarael and South Africa is deep end extensive, going way beyond
its value in time and military significance. The involvement is seen as a

way of enhancing a4 raclst state who guppressed the aspirations of its own

people and harms the efforts of Black Afrlcan matilons who want to pressure
South Africa to end apartheld.

There was a subsequent meeting of Jewish Congresemen who wanted to help and
to persuade Israel to step back from this effort. Ar first they thought ta
issue a press release expressing their concern, then to meet with the Prime
Minigter, They then agraed to withhold actatements but to Include in the
mesting with the Prime Minlater Black and other oemberé of Congress including
gome members of the Forelgn Affaire committee. The focus of their concern
wag not directed at Israell ecomomic relations with South Africa since the
U.5. as well as other countries have similar relations but at tha military
involvement. Solarz added that last time the Prime Minlster sald that

the faw remaining contracts were marginal and had about rua their course bur
the now the Congressmen were under the impression that the situwaticon was

very different that what was described, both In terms of extent and pignif-
icance.

When the =meecing was over, the Prime Minister sald that he was not familiar
wirh all the derailg, that he had met with other leaders of African countries
and that none of them had ralsed the igsue. He said thar he would go back
and review it, speak to African leaders nad continue the dialogue with che
Congreasional mesbers through the Washington ambassador.

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Solar: remarked that the meeting eanded on & good note alnce they wvelcomed
gontinuation of the dialogue and saw that the Frime Minister had taken their
concern seriously = no one expected him to make any major policy announcements
on the spot. Solarz added that his own feeling waa that the Black Caucus would
not sectle for a drawn-out dialopgue that leads nowhers but hoped that Israel
would indicate that in perhaps & year they would be willing to end the deal-
inge, If not, under those circumecances he felt that some effort would he
made by the Black Coucusz to to have an amendment passed to link Foreign Ald
with Elis 1ssue, Solarz said that he does net think that an amendment of

this type would pass but might receive as many &3 one hundred votes. This
would be a very dangerous development - for the first time 1t would poli-
ticise foreign aid for Iarael and would alse put many of Israel's staunchest
supporters in a difficult position since many of them are also South Africa's
mogt vocal critics. The liberal community in particular would be stirred up.
He added that this ia extremely serious, more s0 Chan the Pollard affair or

Lebanon now cthat there are those in Congress that would benefic by making
an issue of this.

Solarz referrad in particular to those who have largely Black constituencles
as those who have much to gain and little to lose by dwelling on this, and
once the issue is made, many others will feel obligated to support a pro-

posal like this which over time would become more and more of an issus.
