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MR, REDMAN: The Department of Btate informed the Palestine
IInfﬂhmntian Office this

afterncon that the Urnited States government has ordered that it be
closed within 2@ days. This action was taken in accordance with the
President's constitutional authority for the conduct of foreipgn ;
affairs and urncder the autherity granted to the Secretary of Etate -
under the Foreign Missions Act. The Department has determined that
the Palestine Information Office is a, quote, "foreign mission, "
uriquote, as defined by the Foreign Missions RAct.

The Department of Justice has determined that the First
Amendmert does not preclude the Urited States goverrnment from
closing the Palestine Information Office since it is ocperating as &
foreign missjion. Nothing in the Department's action with respect to
the Palestine Informatiorn Office dercgates from the conmtitutionally
protected riphts of US citizens and permanent residents who are now
associated with the PIO. :

This actior is being taker to demenstrate US corncern over
terrorism committed and supported by organizations affiliated with
the PLO. Among our particular concerns are the continued membership
on the PLO executive committee of Abu a) Rbbas, who has been linked
directly with the murder of an Rmerican citizen; the participation
in the Palestine Natieonal Congress of groups having a history of
invelvement with terrorism —- for example, the Peopular Front for the
Libaratiorn of Falestine and the Demccratic Front for the Liberation
of Palestire, both of which rejecined the PLD at the April FNC§ and
firally, contacts between the Abu Nidal organization and the
mainline PLD.

The US fully supports the legitimate rights cof the Palestirian
pecple and respects their efforts to achieve these rights through a
process of peaceful negotiations., It is important that FPalestinian
representatives participate in all stages of that process.

The rights of the Palestirnians in & just and peaceful
resclution of the Arab-Israeli conflict are ro less important than
the right of Israel to live in peace with its reiphbors. However,
the US believes that terrorism committed purportedly on behalf of
the Palestirian people by scme groups and individuals associated
with the PLO, has dene prievous damage toc the achievement of
legitimate Palestivian rights.

Terverism by a small minerity of Palestinians has been a major
obstacle to a peaceful Arab-Isreeli settlement. Acshievement of
these legitimate rights is broadly supported by the majority of- .
nations, including the United States, which cppese terrorism and
support instead the peaceful settlement of disputes.

Bird finally, the United Stetes does not irntend to close the PLO
cbserver missicn which has & special status as an observer tc the
United Natiorns.

MR. REDMAN: I can't arnswer the question definitively, Jim. 1
can look inte the questior, but the reason we oppose its closure is
because we have US irterrational treaty obligations under the UN
headquarters agreement.

! Martin EBieff: Natan Sheransky has warned that the Soviet
Union is fostering a "grass-roocts" wave of Popular anti-Semitigm
that could lead to new pogroms, The enly grass-rocts crganization
that has prospered under glasrnost, Pamyot, has adopted arn
anti-Semitic Nazi conspiracy theory claiming that the Scoviet Union
is being undermined by an international Jewish plot. Boviet
criticism of this group remairs mild arnd in restrained language,
Sharansky said, Famyat has flourished because it was permitted
by Borbachev. Sharansky believes, "The current Soviet leadership
could be interested in little pogroms. Sharansky believes that as
4 realist, Gorbachev will make corcessions more Quickly when he
reslizes that he cannot fool the West. Sharansky calls for
demonstrations against Gorbachev when he comes te Washington as
well as an increase in Westerr media criticism of him. - The
situation in the Soviet Unien today is not much better than it was
urder Brezhnev and the Soviet system of repression still hasr't
i'.‘hinpld-

The underlying reason for Israel’s
new impotence here, in my view, is in
information still being developed at
the Justice DepartmenL The fester-
ing Pollard spy case — and the re-
fusal of 1srael's aging leaders 1o face
up to the urgent need to treat the
source of infection — makes possible
the defeat of Israeli economic, anti-

. terrorist and strategic arguments all

through the U.S. Government.
Prllard? Waen't the Amorican trail
tor hired to provide a roomful of se-
cret documents to Israel convicted
and jailed? Wasn't the Israeli general
who handled the operation indicted
here and induced to resign his Air

' Force commission? Most Americans
and lIsraclis think the story ended
with that, and with the absolute guar-
antee from the Shamir-Peres coali-
tion that such spying has stopped.

But the Pollard case is far from
over. While the jailed spy is conven-
iently forgotten by the Government
that used him, two prominent former

Israeli officials remain protected by .

a fearful political establishment.
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Rafl Entan and Aviaham Bendor
are legendary figures in the world of
espionage. Together they led the
team that kidnapped Adolf Eichmann
in Buenos Alres in 1960 and brought
that war criminal before the bar of 1s-
raeli justice. Eight years later, the
same two Mossad operauives ap-
pearcd at an Apollo, Pa., nuclear pro-
cessing plant, and following their visit
387 pounds of US. weapons-grade
uranium was reported missing.

Mr. Bendor, using the alias “Avra-
ham Shalom,” rose 10 the top of the
internal security service, Shin Beth.
When a mews photograph provided
evidence ‘that his men murdered &
couple of Palestinian terrorist pris-
oners, his agency was caught trying
to frame an army commander; how-

ever, Mr. Dendor and his aidee ro.
signed and received a presidential
pardon. ‘..

Rafi Eitan did fairly well, too. He
headed Lekem, an intelligence unit
set up oulside Mossad to provide
deniability by high officials, which re-
cruited the Pollards (and perhaps an-
other American unkxnown (o the Pol-
Jards) to sleal U.S. secrets. When the

operation blew up. Mr. Eitan also re-

signed and was rewarded with a top
state-owned industry job.

To give the appearance of an inves-
tigation, Prime Minister Shanir —
who served a decade in the Mossad —
appointed a nonjudicial board, which
issued the expecied whitcwash. A
Knessel commiltee under Abba Eban
waggled a finger but could nol pene-
trate the wall of secrecy.

However, U.S. officials who talked to
Mr. Eitan under a grant of immunity
belleve hie lied to them; oo a rocult, a
grand jury in Washinglon may indict
him one of these days, aleng with two
Israeli diplomats who were spirited
out of the country as the Pollards were
caught, Mr. Bendor is suspected of aid-
ing the cover-up of his sidekick's
“rencgade’’ activity. §

None of the Israclis charped with es-
pionage here will be returncd 10 sta nd
trial: instead, they will continue to he
protected by a coalition of cover-up in
Jerusalem that puts a personal fear of
the exposure of ministerial involve-
ment ahead of the long-lerm sccurity
interests of the siate,

What has the unconscionable stone-
walling done for Israel? Lel's sce;
aircraft workers are unemployed,
Syria'c Asead ic rohahilitnled, objec-
tions are muted to the pro-Arab tilt in
the gulf war, Jsrael's supporters in

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Mr Wingti reiterated the stand taken by Papua New Guinea
and other members of the South Pacific Forum recently in Western
Samoa, and rejecting the Referendum planned by the French
Government for New Caledonia in September.

This Referendum is completely unjust and will only lead
to more tension and uncertainties among the people of New Caledonia.

If there is to be a Referendum, it must be supervised by
the United Nations, and the voting restricted to only Melanesian
people and other geniune long term residents of New Caledonia.

Mr Wingti called on other Governments to also reject the
September Referendum, and to support the work of the United Nations
Committee of 24 as well as the independence struggle of the
Melanesian people of New Caledonia.

He also condemned latest French action, which has been
widely repnrte%ﬁ of moving an extra 1,000 Military Personnel to
New Caledonia to "assist" in the conduct of the September .
Referendum,

Mr Wingti said the presence of over 7,000 Military
Personnel in New Caledonia only serves to intimidate and Oppress
the Melanesian people of the territory, as well as the voice of
their struggle, the FLNKS."

I would Tike to refer to the question of direct flights from
the Soviet Union to Isrsel for Soviet Jews. One very small and
insignificant Jewish organization in the U.S, 1s now campaigning against
direct flights from the USSR to Isreel. Apparently, the Soviet govermment
immediately took advantage of this position and said that the .S, is
opposed to direct flights. This unfortunate turn of events has compelled
us to suspend our efforts to arrange direct flights, via Bucharest, for
those Jews who want to emigrate to Israel.

The following points are presented to you, as were our
undertakings in July to Minister Rabin, in the event of
a decision by the Government of Israel to terminate the
Lavi fighter aircraft project (except as noted below).

U.S. Support on Termination Charges

1. We reiterate our intention to do our best to ensure
minimal negative impact of this decision, including use
of FMS to pay termination liability charges for Defense
Security Assistance Agency-approved contracts.

U.S. Support for Maintaining Israel's R&D Base

2. We understand and sympathize with Israel's desire to
maintain and strengthen its research and development
capability in the defense area. We recognize and appre-
ciate the national security value Israel places on a
technologically advanced defense industry, including the
aeronautical industry.

3. In order to provide Israel the capability of maintain-
ing and developing its R&D potential, we have supported
the unique legislative authority for you to use FMS for
R&D purposes -- $150 million for use in the United States,
and $300 million in off shore procurement (0SP) in Israel
for advanced weapons systems. We intend to maintain our
support for this authority; in particular we would support
$400 million in OSP for FY 88 and FY 89 if Lavi is can-
celled. We believe the authority has a very attractive
potential for funding development of weapons systems that
would sustain employment levels in your defense and
aviation industries.

U.S5. Support for Procurement in Israel

4. Our current Memorandum of Agreement on procurement,
signed in 1984, states the United States Government commit-
ment to facilitate Israeli competitiveness in seeking DOD
procurement contracts. We reiterate our intention to make
our best efforts to implement the Memorandum of Agreement
for the defense/aviation industry.

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F-16 Co-production in Israel

5. We stand behind the conclusions of the interagency
study of Lavi alternatives, some of which could offer
substantial benefits to Israeli industry.

6. We understand that General Dynamics remains willing to
pursue with you a variety of co-production alternatives on
new F-16 contracts for current models. We support this
concept and would try to assist you in identifying feasible,
cost-effective co-production schemes.

Lavi Follow-on R&D

7. We believe that there may be some limited R&D benefits
to completing the Lavi flight test program. A continua-
tion of a limited test program would provide employment

for some of the IAI personnel and may offer some new ideas
for further exploration, primarily in the avionics area.
DOD is willing to work closely with the Government of
Israel and IAI in this area as part of the overall decision
to terminate Lavi.

Advanced F-16 -- Agile Falcon

8. We understand your interest in a possible role in the
co-development of an F-16 follow on, such as the Agile
Falcon. Although it is not possible at this stage for the
U.S. to make any firm undertaking concerning Israeli or
other foreign participants in such a project, nonetheless,
as we examine this issue we will be mindful of Israel's
interest and will continue discussions with you.

Non-Recurrent Costs

9. Regarding joint R&D projects on U.S. weapﬂns systems,
as a matter of practice the U.S. considers the financial
contributions of the R&D partner when pricing the final
product for sale to the R&D partner.
