The indident which eeeurred earlier this month during Secratary of
Defense Weinberger's trip to Jordan clearly illusrrates cthis point.

Indeed, even aftar your assurances to Prime Minister Begin, there
remain grave concerns as to whether the U.S. will pursve the zale of
sophisticated weaponry to lsrael's most relentless enemies. There
also seems to be lingering confusien with respect to who in your
Administration is formulating our policies in the Middle East and
whether those individuals are all seeking the same goals.

F-16s5 and I-HAWEHKS

The Reagan Administration is considering the sale of F-16 fighter-
bombers and Improved Hawk surface-to-air missiles to Jordan. While Admini=-
stration officials have denied that a final decision has been made, they
confirm that the sale was discussed by King Hussein and Secretary Weinberger.

Congress, undoubtedly, will seek clarification and will raise the
following questions:

= Does Jordan require such sophisticated weaponry?
= Will aequisition of such equipment increase the likelihood of
Jordanian invelvement in future Middle East conflicts?
= Does the sale viglate U.S5. commitments to maintain Israel's
qualitative military advantage?
— Does the sale imperil the security of advanced U.5. military
technology?
Has Jordan lived up to U.5, expectations in Middle East peace
negotiations? E
Is the United States providing the equipment because of a Jordanian
threat to seek Soviet arms?
= Will the sale further destabilize the Middle East?

JORDARIAR-ISHAELIL RELATIONS

In 1948, 1967, and
again in 1973, Jordanian
armed forces participated
in the wars against Israel.
In the 1967 S5ix-Day War,
Jordan's King Hussein ig-
nored American and Isracli
warnings against joining
the war., His troops fired
onn the Israell side of Jeru=
salem; Israel counter-attacked
and captured both Arab Jeru-
galem and the Jordanian-held
West Bank of the Jordan River.
In 1973, Husseln, citing the lack of an air dafense system, refused to
attack Israel directly. Instead, he dispatched his erack 40th and &0th
Armored Brigades to the Golan Heights where they attacked Taraell positiocns.

In September 1978, the leaders of the United States, Egypt and Israel
concluded agreement on the Casp David Accords which explicitly inviced

Jordan to participate in the negetiations on the West Bank,

King Hussein rejected the Camp David Accorda and joined the Arab
Rejectionist Fromt. At the first Bapghdad Arab Summit, Hussein supported
the resolution which called on Egypt "not te sign any reconciliation wit!
the enemy." In March 1979, Jordan voted for the second Baghdad Suemit
resolutions which accused Egypt of "ecollusion with the United States"
and "standing by the side of the Ziomist enemy." The second summit
demanded that all Arab states sever diplomatic and economic relacionms with
Egypt. Jordan quickly complied.

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In May 1981, Eing Hussein paid his third and latest visit to the
Soviet Union. While there he thanked his Sowviet hosts for their assistance
and for "developing and consolidating the relations between our countries
in the spheres of economy, culture, and technical cooperation at all
levels." [Pravda, May 27, 1981]

Negotiations on the purchase of $200 million worth of 20 batteries
of mobile SAM-As were helisved to have besn concluded during Hussein's
Moscow vialt.

More ominously, however, Hussein in his Eremlin speech attacked
Israel's verv right to exist =— pot just Israel's acquisition of terri-
tories after the 1967 war. "Jordam unhesitatingly fulfills its duty in
the struggle agoinst Ieracli colonislization and occupacion of Paleatine
and other Arab territories," Hussein declared to the Soviets.

Hugsein defined the Israelil “eccupation" as the “selzure of the
entire territory of Palestine... and occupation of other parts of our
Arab land adjoining Palestine [presumably, Sinai and Goelan].,"

In July 1980, Eing Hussein betrayed the "moderate™
mantle he wears in the American and western press. Ad=
dregging the Islamic Foreign Ministers Conference im
Amman, the king repeatedly attacked “the invaders, the
Elonist onslaught."

"Phe Islamic nation and the just believers in any
religion and creed will not accept the situatiom of the
land of the Prophet's flight to heaven and the cradle of
prophets and divine messages being the captive of Zionist
occupation,” Hussein declared.

"With the support of the imperialist forces and
the collusion of the world centers of power, Zionism
continues its attacks and plans of gathering Zionist
diehards from all countries of the world and dumping
them in Palestine —— the heart of Arabdom and Islam...

“Zionism's illegitimate and inhuman practices are
present before your eves.... Zionism is unjustly and bla=
tantly occupying the land; killing the occupants before
evervybody's eyes; chasing, terrifying and expelling them,
usurping and Judaizing the Arab land; and obliterating
the Ieglamic civilization."™

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JORDANIAN MILITARY CAPABILITY

In the face of Jordan's rejection of peace with Israel and refusal
to participate in the Camp David process, Jordan remains a confrontation
state facing Israel along a border in excess of 200 miles:. If equipped
with F-16s and I-Hawk missiles, Jordanm will loom large in Israel"s threat
analyses in the event of increasing tension in the region.

Jordan currently possesses 80 F=5 fighter planes and has ordered
36 French-made Mirage F-ls. Its army conmsists of at least four fully
machanized armored and infantry divisions equipped with late model M=60A3s
and British-made Chieftains.

Jordan's air defense svstem already consists of 14 batteries of
Hawk SAM missiles (although the Joint Chiefs of Staff recommended only
gix batteries)., Jordan has been provided already with over 500 missiles
for the Hawk system. In addition, the Jordanian army possesses 300 REDEYE
hand=-held antl-aircralt missiles and 100 mobile Vulcan six-barrel anti-
alreraft guns. It will scon receive 20 batteries of Soviet SAM-Ss.

For air defense purposes, the F=5 now in Jordan's order of battle is
considered to be a potent interceptor.

In a one-on-one confrontation, Jordan's forces are no match for
Israel's armed forces. But few observers predict such an eventuality,
Instead,; it is likely that Jordan would once again participate in an
eastern front war with Israel, a front consisting of Syria, Irag, Saudi
Arabia and Jordan. The combination of forces is a particularly threaten=
ing one, especially after Saudi acquisition of AWACS. Close cooperation
between the Saudl and Jordanian airforces, both Elving U.85.-made aircraflt,
is likely.

One scenario presented in such a conflict would have Jordanian armor
smash across the Jordan River under am anti=airecrafr missile umbrella.
Jordanian objectives would mot be the capture of the West Bank, but the
eatablishment of a beachhead sewveral miles wide on the West Bank (similar
to the one gained by Sadat’s armies in the Sinai in 1973) ar the surrounding
of the scuthern Israell port of Eilat in the hope of trading Eilat for
other areas.

The range of the Hawk would enable Jordan to menace both military
and civilian air craffie over Israeli territory.

In the last two years, Jordan has assisted Iraq's war effort by
permicting use of port facillities at Agaba and the use of Jordanian air-
fields. In early February 1982, Hussein announced the formation of a
volunteer brigade of soldiers gathered to fight in the Irag-Iran war.

Clearly, Hussein is quick and willing to volunteer his army to the
service of the "Arab nation." Jordanian possession of advanced arms sys—
tems such as the I-Hawk and the F-16 would increase the likelihood of
Jordanian involvement in future Middle East conflicts.

Isracl, however, presents mo threat to Eing Hussein or to Jordan ——

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go long as the Jordanians present no threat to Israel, Jordanlan=-
Israeli combat in 1973 took place in Syria, mot on Jordaniam territory.
The fighting in 1967 took place only after Hussein ignored warnings and
attacked the Jewish atare. Indeed, in 1970, after conferring with the
United States, Israel massed armor near the Syrian-Jordanian border to
thwart a Syrian invasion of Jordan and to protect Hussein's Hashemite
regime,

SECURITY OF AMERICAN TECHNOLOGY

The F-16 and the I-Hawk are front=line American and HATO weapons.
With the introduction of Soviet weapons systems and Soviet technicians
to Jordan and with increased Iragqi-Jordanian military cooperation, com—
promige of the V.5, systems is a very real threat.

There is another threat im Jordan, however, and that fs to the con-
tinved reipn of the Hashemite repime., There have already been an estimated
dozen attempts against King Hussein's life. Am overthrow of the Hash-
emite king could bring on a radical Palestinian regime.

The Palestinians make up about 60 percent of the Jordanfian popula-
tion. During the 1970 civil war, when Hussein crushed the PLO, thousands
of Palestinians were massacred, Bitter vengeance is still vowed by radi-
cal Palestinians. The PLG"a Ten Point Plan adopted in 1974, for instance,
called for "struggle with the Jordanian natiomal forces for the eatablish-
ment of a Jordanian-Palestinian national front whose aim iz the establish-—
ment of a national democratic government in Jordan...."

In the words of former President Jimmy Carter, Eing Hussein is a
"weak king of a weak kingdom." [U.5. Wews, November 9, 1981]

AMERICAN=-JORDANIAN RELATIONS

Jordanian policy during the last four years has consistently worked
against the stated aims of the United States. Jordan has stubbornly
rajected all American enticements aimed at eliciting Jordaniam support
for the Camp David peace process. Since the signing of the Camp David
Accords, the United States has provided Jordan with more than 5220 million
worth of artillery, armored personnel carriers, aircraft and ammunition.
In return, the United States has received repeated threats from King
Hussein that he will turn to the Soviet Union for his arms.

The Jordanian king has uwsed the threat of arms purchases from the
Soviets to pressure the United States on several occcasions, most notably
in 1964 and 1975.

In 1975, Jordan sought 14 Havk missile batteries, Both Conpress and
the Administration understood the Arab threat to Isrsel and the lack of
any Taraell threat to Jordam when they apgroed to provide Jordan with non=
mobile Hawk missiles. As President Ford told Congress on September 17, 1975,
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this arranpgement would "prohibit the placement of the Hawk weapons under
any bi-national or multi-national command structure or military force of
which Jordan might become a part....[The] planned configuration of the
Hawk installations will clearly demonstrate the intent of the Jordanian
Government to use the weapons for purely fixed defensive purposes.” [Em-
phasis added.]

Provision of mobile Improved Hawk missiles now would demonstrate
the very opposite intenciom.

The sale of F=16s and I-Hawks will only encourage Jordam, Svyria,
Saudl Arabia and other Arab states which reject the peace process between
Israel and Egypt to continue their rejectionist policy.

When the Reapan Administration pushed through Congress the sale of
AWACS aircraft to Saudi Arabia in October 1981, President Heagan assured
Israel that the United States was determined "to help Israel maintain
its military and technological advantage."

The =sale of F=16 fighter-bombers and I-Hawk missiles to Jordam,
however, will only further ercde Israel's gualitative edge. [Israel
has never possessed a guantitative edge against the Arab states.] At
a time of increased tension in the Hiddle East == a PLO bulldup in
southern Lebanon, the assassination of Anwar Sadat, end the imminent
Israell withdrawal from the S5inal == this sale is ill=timed and 11l=-
conceived.
