CHARLES GIRSON: The stakes in the hostage situation have
changed again. The kidnappers of American Joseph Cicippio are now
of faring new terms in exchange for the freedom of that captive.

They want ElsraelF to release hundreds of ElLebanesal, ElslamicF, and
EFalestinianF Eprisonersl, including, of course, Sheik Obeid.
Furthermore, they're demanding an end to Israel'’s policy of
deporting Palestinians, and they want 150 already deported
Falestinians returned to lerael. These new terms make no metion of
any other American or European hostages, nor do they mention the
three Israeli soldiers believed held hostage in Lebaneon,

Joining us now from Te)l Aviv is Yitzhak Rabin, the lsraeli
Defense Minister. Mr, Minister, nice of you to join us this

morming. .

MINISTER RABIN: Good morning.

MR, GIBGON: Let me ask you, are there actual negotiations
LUndarway, or are people simply now talking through the PreEs?

MINISTER RABIN: Well, so far, we haven't received any real
proposal through the proper channels to which, in the past, we
negotiated any deal with any of the terrorist organizations that
exiat in Lebanon or in the Middle East. I beligve that what we all
should try at the presunt, ie firsb, Lo alup the execubion of
hostages of all kinds.  Second, to make it clear to thoose who hold

these groups. No doubt theay finance, organize and have a large degree of
contrel, but no ono can say for sure that each and every order by
Rafasanjani will be folled precisely by the HMezbollah.

The abduction of Lhe Shelk wae an attampt to free three
Israell soldiers held by the Hezbollah. Israeli efforts to
free their people from captors have always received the
highest priority. 1Israeli soldiers undertake these missions
at great risk, as when Israel rescued 103 passengers of a
hijacked Air France aircraft in Entebbe, Uganda on July 4,
1976. Methods of fighting terrorism are new and unproven.
Israel is in the forefront of the fight and should be
commended for her efforts, not criticized.

Experts believe thal the Israell operation to capture Sheik
Obeid will disrupt texrorist operations in Lebanon. The
Israelis knew that Hezbollah, the Iranian backed umbrella
organization of the group who kidnapped Col, Higgins, and
Amal, who is bhacked by Syria, had joined forces in hopes to
escalate terroriem against the West and Israel.

It is wrong to assume that the many terrorist factions in
Lebanon are all politicized groups with sophigticated, broad
agendas, seeking justice for the people they claim to
represent. Often these groups consist of 10 or 20 young,
uneducated radicals who are out for personal gain and have
very narrow, selfish demands, such as inpisting that one'’s
family member be freed from a prison in which they may he
held by various countyries around the world. It is also
commonly accepted that these factions kidnap civiliang in
order to gain some perverted sense of credibility in the
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terrorist community, Koeping n hostage is like having
collateral and explains why hostages are often kept for many
years without their captives making specifio demands or
accomplishing anything.

10. 1Israel did not consult with the United States on thig action
for three reasons: 1) by consulting with the U.S. on every
action the United States becomes a partner to Israeli policy
hurting the efforts of the U.S. to be seen ag a credible
negotiator for peace between the Arabs and the Israelis; 2)
the Israelis did not believe that American hostages would he
held responsible for Israeli actions since Israell soldiers
are also being held c¢aptive. In addition, many operations
have been undertaken in the past against terrorists by
Israel and the U.S, without the lives of hostages being
threatened; 3) the Israaelis believed the risk was all
theirs, not only with their hostages, but with the lives of
their poldiers involved in the raid.

11. Most importantly, Defense Mininter Rabin did offer to trade
the Sheik and other Shiites held in Israel for all hostages,
both Americans and Israelis. This offer was ignored.

lb Israelis Express Hope Crisis
Could Lead to Breakthrough

JERUSALEM, Aug. 3—S5ix days
after Israel's capture of Abdul
Karim Obeid, senior government
officials say they have succeeded in
drawing the Bush administration
into a joint effort to rescue Western
hostages in Lebanon that has over-
shadowed initial criticism in the
United States of the [sraeli tactics.

Earlier this week, after a Leba-
nese Shiite group claimed to have
hanged American hostage William
R. Higgins because of Israel's re-

Today, however, senior olficials
here expressed satisfaction at U.S.-
[sraeli cooperation to stop further
executions of hostages in Lebanon
as well as at signs of tacit U.5, sup-
puort fur Tsoaels Do eschunge
Obeid and other Shiite prisoners {or
the Western hostages.

Although President Bush initially
reacted negativel ?' to news of the
Israeli capture of Obeid and later
issued a general call for the release
of captives in the region, Foreign
Minister Moshe Arens said today
he was pleased by what he de-
scribed as a strong U.S. stand
against the terrorists in Lebanon.

"We've been in touch with the
administration and the message we
get is not unclear, it's completely
coherent,” Arens said in an inter-
view. “We are not being asked to
release the sheik. The United
States opposes giving in to terrorist
demands.” -

Officials acknowledged that if
other U.S. hostages are killed, ls-
rael might face renewed criticism
for triggering the crisis, But several
Israelis said official blame and the
anger of the American public would
more likely be focused on the Hez-
bollah movement in Lebanon and its
allien in Iran.

“[ think that when we look back
on this emergency several years
from now, it will be seen as a mile-
stone in the fight against terror-
lem,” said Arens. "It will be remem-
bered that here was a reaponse that
showed that [terrorists| are not
totally immune,”

The optimistic assessments came

as lsraeli officials said they have’
had no contacts as yet with Hezbol-
lah or other groups with whom they
might bargain for the hostages, De--
fense Minister Yitzhak Rabin on’

Monday offered to exchange Qbeid
and 100 ks 2000 athar Shiiks prinen-

ers whom Israel is holding for threo
[zraeli soldiers and 16 Westerners
helieved held hostage by Shiite
groups in Lebanon.

Arens said [srael was not seeking
contacts with the Shiites but rather
waiting for potential bargaining
partners to come forward, “We're
not passive, We have Sheik Obeid,”
he said. "If somebody shows up and
says they want to talk about it, 1
don't suppose we are going to send
them home."

Other sources expressed skep-
ticiam about the government re-
ports of inaction, saying Israel was
probably actively seeking out Shiite
sontacts in Lebanon and might be
seeking to work through the Amal
militia, which has largely controlled
southern Lebanon following battles
in December and January with Heg-
bollah,

Nevertheless, official sources
gave the impression today that the
United States was taking a more
active role than lsrael in seeking to
influence Hezbollah and its foreign
allies, while lsrael cheared from the
sidelines.

“I'he United States is applying
pressure to the two countries in-
unhrpd the [ranians and the Syr-
jans,” said Arens. "We have no con-
tacts hecause we have no struc-
tures in these countries.”

The laraeli leadership apparently
did not intend for the Obeid oper-
ation to precipitate a breakthrough
in the Lebanese hostage situation
but only to facilitate an exchange
involving its three captured sol
diers, When the affair quickly es-
calated to threats against Higgins,
Jaseph Cicippio and other Western
hostages, [srael waa criticized both
for provoking Hezbollah through
the capture of Obeid and for failing
to consult the United States about
the operation,

now have a tacit arrangement sim-
ilar to that which developed when &
TWA jet was hijacked in 1985, said
political science Prof. Shlomo Avi-
neri. In that incident, the United
Giates refused to make a deal with
the hijackers but did not object
when the freeing of the TWA pas-
gengers was followed by Iscael’s
release of some Palestinian prison-
ers.

“The West for three or four years
has been ignoring the problem of
the hostages and hoping they will
go away,” Avineri said. “Now all of
the sudden they have been put back
on the agenda.
