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IONY BLAIR AND THE LABOUR PARTY PHILOSOPHY

Tony Blair is building on the achievements of Neil Kinnock and
John Smith in attempting to distance the Labour Party from the
hard left and turn it into a centre party, acceptable to the
City and the business community.

Blair believes that strengthening the econcmy cannot be achieved
by state control nor by market dogma. He wants to encourage
entrepreneaurs and to create a dynamic market economy based on
partnership between government and industry and between the
public and private sector.

Blair wishes to see public and private finance working together
in projects such as transport, housing, health and education.

INDUSTRY

According to Blair, the function of Government is to provide
"Support" not "Intervention".

In line with every European country and America, Blair promised
to introduce a Minimum Wage, "set sensibly".

The technological "revolution" requires new long-term investment
in satellite and telecommunication technolegy =o that UK
conpanies are competitive.

EMPLOYMENT

"A nation at work, not on benefit. That is cur pledge"
Blair reaffirmed Labour’s commitment toc full employment.

Technological change has entailed a new market and therefore
retraining and reskilling are necessary. The Government’s
function is not to create jobs. The job of the Government is to
use the power of the Government to enable people to make the
most of their own lives and to enable them to stand on their own
two feet.

Labour has recently proposed a comprehensive programme for small
business development which is "Active Government working in
partnership.®

Blair pledged to create a fair tax system to replace the
unbalanced one which exists currently.

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BLAIE AND THE CONSERVATIVES

Thraughght the Conference, Blalr did not criticise John Major
once by name. However, he accused the Conservative Party of
gross incompetence in terms of crime, unemployment, social
squalor, tax increases, the rise in Government spending and the
fall in growth.

Despite this, he said that some positive things have emerged
from the past fifteen years. For example, a Labour government
would not repeal all the Tory trade union laws.

BLAIR AND THE INDIVIDUAL

"A belief in society. Working together. Solidarity.
Cooperation. Partnership. These are our words.

This is my socialism and we should stop apolegising
for using the word. It is not the socialism of Marx
or State Control. It is social-ism.™

Blair believes in the individual backed by the power of a strong
and decent society of people with principles.

He is confident that the problem facing the Labour Party is one
of perception, not reality. Moreover, he understands why people
went to the SDP party and he believes that Labour has now got to
broaden its support and reach middle-class and more affluent
pecple.

"We need to show people that those who aspire to make
something of their lives and be ambitious will do
better with Labour®™ (Panorama, 031.10.%4)

However, at the same time,

"If Labour does not represent and stand up for those
who have nothing, the no one else is going to."

BLAIR AND THE UNICONS

Tony Blair has tried to distance himself and the party from the
unicns since becoming leader in July. The new "One Delegate, One
Vote" system has put an end to block voting at the Conference.
It is now up to individual delegates to decide their vote.

Clause Four of the Labour Party Constitution has been a bone of
contention at the Conference. The Clause, which appears on the
Labour Party Membership Card, affirms the Party’s commitment +to
the traditional values of socialism:

"The COmmon ownership of the means of
production, distribution and exchange.®

This clause, instituted 76 years ago, has become almost Party
dogma. However, Blair sought to dispense with it as part of tha
effort to modernise the Party. However, the Labour Conference

narrowly reaffirmed its backing for Clause Four, with a majority
of only 50.9% to 49.1%.

EAMILY

Blair is a committed Christian who believes that Labour should
support traditional family wvalues.

CRIME

"Tough on Crime. Tough on the Causes of Crime", has been Blair’s
slegan. He enunciated the Labour Party proposals to fight crime
eqg an anti-druges initiative, a crack down on illegal firearms

"The Labour Party is now the Party of Law and Order™.

PUBLIC SERVICES

EDUCATION:

There is party hostility to the use of League Tables, Blair
wishes to publish information about schools but is against the
notion of ranking.

HOSPITALS:

Blair attacked the Conservatives for their "Shambles"®,
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ISRAEL AND THE JEWS
e
The second page of the twenty-four page speech states:

"We welcome too the representatives of the

Israeli government. We applaud Yitzhak Rabin’s

Labour government and Yasser Arafat’s PLO, for breaking
new ground to help the Palestinian people towards

self government in the Gaza Strip and Jericho and

bring peace to the Middle East."

Blair made a clear appeal to Jewish voters when addressing a
Labour Friends of Israel recepticn. He expressed delight to see
relations between Labour and Anglo-Jewry

"go from strength to strength".

He acknowledged that the "drifting apart" of Labour and British
Jews in the 1980s had been as much partly Labour’s fault and he
pledged that a Labour government '
* would be committed not just to strong links with

Israel, but to the entire Jewish community”.

CONCLUSION

Blair ended by pledging to create a clear, up-to-date statement
of the objectives of the Party.

"This is a modern party living in an age of change. It
requires a modern constitution that says what we are in
terms the public cannot misunderstand and the Tories
cannot misrepresent.”

He committed himself to national renewal , to economic
prosperity, social justice and political change.
