Many thanks for yvour July 20 letter regarding our
discussions with the Israeli government about incidents
invalving discriminatory treatment of Arab Americans and Black
Americans entering Israel. The=se incidents, although few in
number compared to the total number of American visitors to
Israel, have increased over the last several vyvears, not
withstanding our freouent efforts with the Israeli government.
We had a serious problem; and we belived it important to
encourage Israsl to deal wikh it om a more urgent basis,

The Department of State's handling of this problem reflects
our serious concern over the treatment of American travelers.
I agree fully that we have Eo take inte account both proper
treatment For American visitors and Israel's leglitimake
security concerns, and we made this clear to the Israelis. The
Israeli government has now responded to our concerns and is
taking a number of positive steps to salve this problem. We
are encouraged by the announcement of these steps and hope they
will resolve the problem. We are also making it clear that we
have not issued a travel advisory.

I appreciate vour interest and concern. We will be
watching this izsue closely and hope that we can put it behind
us,

Dear Jack:

I have read with great interest your letter
concerning our Middle East policy and the Soviet
challenge to ocur interests in that regien. I have
noted your support over the past weeks for our
actions in the Persian Gulf, which I deeply
appreciate. I am, therefore, Particularly
disturbed that there may be a misunderstanding
coneerning my Adminietration's Policy in regard to
the Soviets and our efforte to achieve peace
between Ysrael and ite Arak neighbors.

The achievement of & Just and enduring peace in
the HMiddle East has bean a key foreign Policy
pPriority since I tock cffice in 1981l. We have
sought to help Israel and Jordan and our other
friends in the region te create conditions
nacescary for a successfyl Peace pettlement. Oyr
initial efforte did not succeed, but I believe we
have made some eignificant progress in this
endeavor. In the PAEL two years, we have moved
concsiderably closer te the objective of direct
negotiations between Israel and Jordan, leading to
a peaceful settlement,

Az vou know, the question of an international
conference hos arisen because of Jordan's regquire-
ment for a visible form of internstional Fupport
as that small and vulnerable natjion moves into
€irect negotistions with Ierael. FProm the cutset

concapt and skepticiem that a conference could be
2et up that produced direct negotiations and did
not interfere with thoge negotistions.

In the pursuit of every avenue of peace, however--
and in the absence of any other ecredible Proposal-=
W& have bean exploring with Israel and Jordan and
other governments w ether such ap appropriately
Etructured conference is pogsible. I have not
committed myself to such 4 conference, let zlopa to
Soviet participation.
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Rest assured thal sny press reporte you may heve
scen alleging Administration interest in *pushing
for Soviet participation” are completely erronecus,
Whet we are doing, in our periodic exchanges with
Soviet officiale, is making very clear that we
intend to continue to work actively toward a Middle
Enet peace settlement. We have not puched for
Soviet inclusion in this procese, and we have been
perfectiy {rank in telling the Soviets that if they
want to play 2 role, they will have to demonstrate a
constructive intent, in deeds and not simply in
words. They must ect to ameliorate lasrasli CONCEerne

on diplomatic relations and Jewish emigration. They .

must more generally show that they will actively
oppose the "rejectiloniets™ in the area, We are
Still waiting for such demonstrations.

Beyond that, the thrust of our efforts is to
etructure any international conference, should one
be convened, to permit face-to-face direct negotia-
tions between the Arab and Israeli delegations. Our
view of & conference is that it shoylad provide no
more than an opening to direct negotiations; if that
if not possible or othere prece for an ongoing role
for the conference, there Eimply won't be ¢ne.

Recent history has shown that the United EBtates has
& continuing responeibility to assigt the parties in
the region to find 2 mutuvally acceptable Arrangement
for beginning negotiations, Neither we nor Israel
can afford to let drift or a sense of degpair set
in. If we are to preempt the growth of radicalism
end fundamentazlism--and if we are to thwart Soviet
efforte to use more dynamic, skillful diplomacy to
increase their influence in the regioch=-=-wg misgt be
active snd imaginative in the pursuit of peace. The
efforte described above are geared toward deing just
that .

HE FOREIGN AID program is being

ground up by the budget process. Just

about everyone agrees the appropriated
funds aren't enough to support ULS. policies
abroad and are poorly distributed besides; too
large a share—nearly 40 percent—goes to Israel
and Egvpt. Other recipients, equally worthy, are
being pushed aside.

The administration’s response is that, here as
with defense, Congress should extract the neces.
sary funds from other areas of government—do-
mestic programs. But these have already been
pretty well plucked, and the Democrats rightly
say that the president should finance his defenss
and foreign policies with a tax increase, The
foreign aid budget has thus become a hostage in
the hrlfer dispute over fiscal policy.

Until that is settled the proper course would be
to reallocate the funds now available, to spread
the shortage. But C 3 and the president
each find it useful to chide the other for squeezing
the vulnerable recipients, and neither can bring
itsell to p 2 cut for lsrael. An example
occurred in the markup of the current foreign ald

chairman David Ohey proposed minor cuts in aid
from last wear's levels for both Israel and
Egypt—for Israel, §36 million out of & £3 billioa
total; for Egypt, $26 million out of $2.1 billion. He
did it not (or great and lofty policy reasons, not
even particularly in the name of fairness, but, as
he himself admits, in an old-fashioned effort to
circumvent the congressional accounting rules
and get a larger program lor 2 smaller appropria-
tion.

Some appropriations, inluding aid to lsrael and
Egypt, are spent relatively quickly, others not.
Under the rules, Mr. Obey could appropriate
more if he shifted money from fast-spending
accounts to slow, and that's what he was pro-
posing. The small amounts taken from lsra=i
and Egypt, plus some other such maneuvering,
would have translated into about £765 million
more for other beneficiaries, he estimates.
But the chairman says that 1) the administra-
tion balked and 2) 50, as the word leaked out,
did any number of congressmen, who begged him
not to put them on the rack with his proposal,
whirh he finally dropped.

I am writing in oréer to share with You the
hérinietvation's position on legislation pending in the Senate,
the Anti-Terrorisr Act of 1%87 (5-1203)., The pending
legiglation raiges many compley lesuvee, reguiring a careful
review of our position,

First and foremost, I want to emphssize that this
Acdminietration shares the concerns evident in the lecisglation.
¥e condemn, uneguivecally, terrorist acts by all groups,
including acts associated with the FLO. Ve also deplore the
fajilure of the PLO to accept UN Security Council Resolutions
242 and 338 and to recognize lsrael's richt to exist, We have
consistently made c¢lear our wiew, Lthat the PLO'"s negative role
has been one of the eerious obstacleg in the Middle East peace
process, The iegsue facing us now is how best to respond to the
PLO'= negative actions,

Our detailed review and coneultations with the Departpent
of Justice, however, lead us to conclude that § 1203 does not
serve our shered aim of reducing the political influence of the
FLO, Firzt, azx far as cloeure of the PLO Obszerver Mission is
concerned, this would be seen as a violation of &8 U.,5, treaty
chbligatioen under the U.K. Headguarters Agreersnt,; and would be
vigorously opposzed by rost UN members, The issue might be
referced by the UN to the World Court, where we would probably
loze, and the PLO would reap &8 propacandga gain.

As far, however, -8 the Palecstinre InformtionOffice (P10}
g concerned, the Justice Departrent has advieed us that the
First Arepdment would not bar the U.S5.

concerns regarding either terrorism and the PLO, and we
therafore oppose the legislation.
