Will it attempt to rejuvenate the Palestinian autonomy talks

that have been stalled almost zince their beginning? Will the Arabs present

their own plan for peace?

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ARMS TO JORDAN: A THREAT TO ISRAEL
BY
SEMATOR EOB PACKWOODD

. On the morning of February 11, 1982, the

Washington Post proclaimed: "Weinberger May Offer

Jordan Missilas To Thwart Deal With Soviets." The
article said that Secretary Weinberger "was leaning
in this direction as part of the Reagan Administration's
effort to broaden its base of support in the
Middle East.”

Those of you who have watched this story unfold,
w;ll recall that it wes at this time last year that
the AWACS controversysbegan. And, as with AWACS, 1
am convinced that the sale of sophisticated armaments
to Jordan uﬁulé not advance America's foreign policy
or security 1;tareata.rd tha Middle East.

Here is why the Congrass should not approve
of such a sale if rhe Administration formally proposes
1t:
POINT 1:

Many would like to convince you that Jordan
is a moderate amonf Arab nations, a friend of the
United States, and a friend of the West. 1f that

iz true, it follows that friendly moderates ahould
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be strcnhthened to reinforece their counsel in
the Arab world against those who refuse any kind
of peace and also those who have, or may be
willing to turn to rthe Soviets. Thus, it is
argued thar we should sell weapons to Jordan to strengthen
its moderate position in tha Middle East, and .
securc our weakening ties with that country.
But, the fact is that Jordan really ismn't

a "true friend" of the United Srates. A "true

friend"” of the U.S. and the West would not go
to the Soviet Umion for arms as the Jordanians
did in 1981. A friend of the U.8. would have
supported the Camp David peace agreements and

dencunced the Egyptian-Israeli peace treaty.

POINT 2: .
The .Tordanians would like Americans teo

believe that their air defense it not mateh for

the sophisticated aircraft in neighborng Middle

East nations, and chat, therefore, Jordan should

be equiped to defend itself against a sudden attack.

Ho matter what the Jordanians would like

everyone to believe, they have infact an adequate

numbher of uir&raft and air defense network to defend

/ 2 of 7
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Currently, Jordan is on good terms with
Syria and has alliances with Saudi Arabia and Iraq.
Jordan does not need more aircraft and
Hawk migasiles unless the Jordanians are preparing
to launch an offensive operation against some other
nation. The only nation against which such an

attack might be launched is Israel.

POINT 3:

Many would like you to believe that Jordan
never has launched an agressive attack against any
of its naighbors.

But on May 15, 1948, Jordan attacked Israal---
the very day which Israel proclaimed its indepandence
in compliance with a United Nations resolution. _In
1967, Jordan again attacked Israel dispite appeals
from Israel ané the United States to remaln ocut
of the war.

And, in 1973, Jordan sent troops to fight
with Syrian forces which were attacking the Israeli's.

Given the historical ctecwed, we wuslt oosube
that Jordan will use the F-16 aircraft to attack Israel,
and thac rhe mobile Hawk missiles would be used as

a protective umbrella for those F-16's.

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POINT &4:

If it should become necessary for the Uﬁltl&
Stn£e5 to use its military Torces in the Middle
East to:

(a) save friendly narions from attack;

(b) stop Soviet expansionism: or

{(c) defend oll resources vital to the West

we must have reliable friends in the region.

Jordan has wade no alliance with the United
States; nor has it made any committments to assist
the United States in defending any State in the
Middle East.

: The only committment the Jordanians are ke:Ping

is the Arab promise to drive Israel inte the sea.

POINT 5.

Jordan attempts to project the image that
becsuse it has long borders, it needs a mobile
system that will allow it to move Hawk batteries to
confront potential enemies. Additionally, Jordan
believes that any enemy could avoid the Hawks and
thereby place Jordan in serious Jjeapordy. Buc
Jordan has the Redeye, a should-fired totally
mbile, supersonic missile which is capable of bringing
down any aircraft flying reday. Jordan also has

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G6-barrel, mobile Vulcan, arnd 200 of the salf-

M-42. The Redeye, Vulcan and the M-42 can be moved
to any frontier---to any dange:r point---to stop

an enermy air attack.

The Hawk missiles Jordan presently possesses
are in fixed locations around Anman and other major
clties. Therefore, it would appear that the mobile
Hawks could be moved to the frontier with Israel
to be used to protect Jordan's F-58 and F-1l6s while
they bombed Israeli peositions.

When combined with Saudi, Syrian Iraqi, Libyan,
other Arab air forces and surface-to-ailr missilies,
the Jordanian Hawks could blanket Igrael and nullify

Israeli air defensa.

POINT 6:

_ Jordan would like us to believe that irs
84 F-5 n;r:raft do not compare favorably with alrcraft
in the hands of its neighbors. 1In addition, Jordan
will argue that other nations in the region have

far preater numbers of aireraft than it does, But,
the real threat to the current Jordanian government

1s mot an air attack from {is neighbers, but rebellion
from within. F-16's will not stop the PLO or

military officers from seizing the government.

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And F-16's would not stop the Syrians, the Iraqi's
or the Soviets from invading Jordan, if any such
threat truly existed.

The real issue here is that the F-16 flying
time from Jordan's air bases to Israel's major cities
is to 6 minutes. That is not enough time for
Israel to counter the attack effectively,

Even if Israel tried to launch aireraft to
confront a massive Arab air strike, Jordan's Hawk
missiles could stop the Israeli planes on the

runway,

POINT 7:

Jordan would like everyone to belleve )
it is threstened by Israel and therefore needs
both the F-16's and the moblle Hawks to protect
it from Israeli agression,

This contention simply won't wash, In 1975,
Jordan asked for mobile Hawk missiles to defense
of Jordan's cities. 1In 1980, Jordan asked for
F-16's, but the United States refused to provide
the aircraft. Nothing has changed since those twa
requests Lo warrant delivering more Hawks and F-l6's

now.
