East, the purpose of which was to learn as much as poasible about

the puace procassz and economle situaticn there and To form somo

plane that might be helpful in the future. We had a very full

achedule, but managed to see almost everyone on our list, with the {
exceptions mentioned hrluw.

| In Egypt, wae had an up-to-date briefing from PLO and Egyptlan
gevernment officials about the so-called Shamir-Baker- Mubarak plan

which, unfortunately, Prime Minlster Shamir abandoned under

pressure from his Likud partners. President Mubarak is playing the

leading role neow 4in putting together a represantative and i
acceptable delegation of about ten Palestinians from the occupled
tarritories who will meet in cairo with an equivalent number of

Israelis. Wwith the private knowledge but without the public
acknowledgment of Israeli leaders, this delegation is bpeing
formulated with the full involvemant of PLO officials. There is

etill some disparity between the intentions of the two groups; the

Israslis seaing this as only a planning session for conducting [
elections in the West Bank and Jordan; tha Palestinians desiring .
te discuss eome more fundamental peace issues. A possible
compromise will be to let each side wmake opening statements of

their own devising, then move on to plan the election.

This process has been overshadowed by the failure of the
Israslis to agres on & simple guestion: can Palestinian deportees L
er thoge with one of their dual addresses in East Jerusalem
participate? The national unity government fell on this question
while we were in Jordan, shortly before we arrived in Israel and,
as you know, Shimon Pares of Labor has now bean dasignated to form
a noW govarnment.
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We found Prasident Mubarak relaxed and pleased with hls more
prominent role in the peace process plus his current leadership of
the Organization of African Unity. Detailed briefings from othar
top officials were very helpful. Despite the raturn of thair oil
wells, a healthy tourlst industry, and heavy use of the Suez Canal,
the Egyptian economy is in an almost desperate condition. Cash
reserves ara minimal, external debt very high, and there lc a wide
disparity between Egypt and the IMF concerning what must be done
before loans can be rescheduled. A crucial concern is the burden
of repaying military loans from the Unlted States, with intarest
rates of up to l4%. It is obvious that great benefits would come
from full cooperation with Israel on tourism, agricultural
development, and other economic projects, a path still wvery
difficult for Egypt to follow.

In Syria wa found a poor but somewhat I1mproved economy, .
primarily because of the productlion of encugh oil to meet domestic
neads and evan to export a small quantity. To understand Syrian
policy, 1t 18 not necessary to meet with a large number of
officiels, &0 Fosalynn and I spent more than seven hours with
President Assad, discussing gquite frankly a wide range of issues

| affecting the Middle Ehsat, He seemed healthier, in better spirits,
| more relaxed, and patient about the peace process than when we were
there three years ago. He has minimal confidence that the planned
Israeli-Palestinian talks will amount to anything, but willing to
stand aloof, not interfere, and see what happens, waiting for an
international peace conference to maka a substantive diffarasnce.
{(This was a balief held by all the Arabs and a substantial portion
of the Israelis -- and by me.) Assad made it clear that under the
unbrella <¢f an international confersnce he would be ready to
negotiate directly with Israel to resclve cutetanding issues. How
he is atrongly supporting the implementation of the Talf agraeement
for Lebanon, an agreemént that was orchestrated by King Fahd with
the early help of the United States, and which will help to
establish a strong national authority. However, he feels that the .
French, the WVatican, Irag, and the Israelis are assisting the
Christian militla forcas of Generale Acun Bnd Gea Gea, who are
opposing this potential solution to the Lebanese crisis.

Wae next had a brief but pleasant visit to Agaba with =ome
snorkeling off the Egyptian S5inai coast, where it was interesting
to see the Egyptian flag over Taba and Fharacon Island -=- the result
of the Israeli-Egyptlan peace treaty that I halped to negeotiata.
However, it was frustrating to see Agaba and Eilat airports 3 milas
apart with the city limits touching, with not even a foot path
Jjoining the two. We spent most of our time in Jordan analyzing the
economic benefits of a peaceful Middle East, which will be the
subject of our Carter Center conference late next MNovember.
Jordan alsoc has serious economic problems, many of which c¢ould ba
substantially alleviated if they could have joint projects with
Syria, Israel, and Egypt. Tourism alone, with open borders, would
be a tremendous boost. Shipping, mining of phosphate and potash,
and the proper sharing and conservation of water all ocffer rich
dividends.
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of special concern to all Arahs, and particularly Jerdanians,
was the immigration of large numbers of Soviet Jews into Israel and
thalr sattlamant in the occcupled taerritoriea., Maxiwmum political
prassura ia baing axerted on the Soviet Union, tha United Statas,
and European countries to reduce this threat to the Waast Bank and
Gazan as a future Palestinian homeland.
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As luck would have ik, our first lunchesn in Jarusalem was
with President Herzog, who was busy meeting with one after anothar
of thea 16 Knesset factions in preparing his decisien to let cne of
tha two major partiea make an attampt to form a govarnment, We
then mat with a large number of young and old members of tha major
parties, scholars, West Bank and CGaza doctors, human rights
activists, church leaders, Palestiniane, and aconomists, and
visited a center where incoming Jews from the Soviet Union and
Ethicpia are being received and prepared for lifa in Israel. It
was heart-wvarming to sea tha hopse and anticipation of these
newcomers, but disturbing that a substantial number of them are
being settled in East Jarusalem, in aresas beyond the pra-19&67
Israali houndaries. Tha Israslis do not coneidar this as part of
tha cccupled territories, and seem to hava a "special program" to
encourage settlement there, Wa agraad with all Israeli leaders
that Jerusalem should ramain a unifiad city. Well advised or not,
this is creating intense Arab pressure in the world community, and
may have the countarproductive effect of reducing tha number of
Soviet Jews who will come te Israel, as Sovlet, U.S8., and European
leadars respond te Arab concerna,

Daspite c¢ontrary bellefs often axpressed among Israslis,
Palestinian leadeare from all walke of life seem to be almost
unanimous in supporting tha intifada and axpressing thair leyalty
to the PLO and Yasir Arafat as their sole legitimate representative
and spokesman. They are prepared to participate in the Baker plan,
however, provided ths chosen group has the tacit blessing of the
PLO.

We discussed reportes of human rights abuses with Israsli
military and ecivilian authorities who administer the occcupled
territories, and were gratified at some of their responses. Fer
instanca, they promisad to cease removing mothers and children from
their homes in the West Bank and Gaza and deporting them to Jordan,
and to lat tha 251 documantad cases ba resolvad by
permitting families to be reunited.

Rightly or wrongly, Palestinian leaders are convinced that
thera is a genaral poliey of encouraging emigration from the
ooocupied tarritories by making 1life unpleasant for Arabs and
insuring that vital services to West Bank and Gaza communitles are
inereasingly depandent on Israell sources. Many Israsllis are
distressed with these peliclies, and some asked us te gontinue to
try to correct these problems, but itl ie obvious that a
comprehensive peace settlement is the only sure path to this geal.
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Cur final stop in Israel was at Teal Aviv: university, where

superk work is being done to promote raform of Israal's alectoral
system and in analyzling major economic opportunities ip the region
when peace finally comes. Since this is such an axciting issua,
wa received full support from leaders in all the countries for our
Carter Center conference. We will be making full preparations
under the direction of Dr. Kenneth 5tein, and hope that you will
plan to be with us the last three days in Novembar.

While in Eagypt, I met with President Jullus MNyerere of
Tanzania, who is now co-chairman with ma in the Eritrean-Ethiopian
paace talks, We have been constantly striving to gain tha epesning
of supply routes to provide relief to mera than 3 million pecple
whe are faced with starvaticon, and thers has lataly hean soma gaod
news from both sides. President Nyerere and I decided to axtend
invitations to President Mengistu Haile Mariam and Secratary Isalas
Afwarke to recommence peace talks in April. Hangistu has accapted,
and we are awailting the EPLF response.

Headless to =ay, we accumplished most of our goale on the
trip, Cur only dE; ppointments were the failura of Lebanese
President Hirawi and PLO Chalrman Arafat to meet with us bacauge
of scheduling difficulties. We will try to rearrange thess
meetings. :

At the vequest of Fresldant vassiliou, we landed in Cyprus and
enjoved a vieit with him. We discussed ths ongoing dispute batwean
Greak and Turkish Cypricts and the hope that more intanse madiation
efforts might be helpful in addition to what the United Nations has
bean doing for several years.

This was an encouraging trip. The bottom line is that the
people of the Middle .East - Egyptians, Israelis, Jordanians,
Lebanese, Palestinians, Syrians =« want peace. Ona of our major
goals at The Carter Center is to explore every opportunity and
cooperate with all those who share our convictien that ' a
Comprehensive peace settlement is both necessary and inevitabla.
I know from Camp David days that the issues are sensitive and
controverslial. However, there was an enthusiastic response in all
countries for our program this year to epphasiza tha necassity for
direct talks and to expleors tha relationship between peace and
economic cooperation. It is good to have you as a full partner in
this effort.

As usual, I have made a more confidential report to some top
American officials on our diseussionsg with leadars in the Middle
East. This letter iz just a genaral outline, so if You have any
further specific questions, please share them with us.
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Thanks again for making it possible for us to carry out the
purpose of our Center. We always strive to make you, as frlends
and supporters, proud of tha work wa do together. Come to visit
us when you can, and let me know 1f there is ever any way we can
help to repay your confildence and gensrosity.

-- In general, the Soviets brought nothing new to this
Ministerial, focusing instead on the need to s=ee wvhat kind
of Israeli government emerges and what that government’s
attitude will be toward the peace process.

== The Secretary did propose to Shevardnadze that the
Soviets seek assurances from Israel regarding resattlement
of Soviet Jews in the occupied territories as a means to
initiate direct Moscow/Tel Aviv flights; Shevardnadze
agreed to consider the issuea.

FEACE PROCESS

== Shevardnadze told the Secretary that the Soviet Union
supported Palestinian=-Israeli dialegque. He noted the PLO
had been ready to compromise and had accepted the formulas
proposed by the U.5.

== For its part, the Soviet Union was ready to participate
in the dialogue and move along the path of normalizing
relations with Israel. However, the Government crisis in
Israel had intervened, and the Soviets hoped that the
coalition ecrisis would not scuttle the peace process.

== Shevardnadze proposed that the U.S5. and Soviet Union
participate jointly in a dialogue in order to bring about
negotiations within the framework of the five permanent
membars of the Security Council, and the two sides should
ask the Secretary General to appoint a special
representative. Shevardnadze said it was important that
the U.S. and Soviet Union interact constructively.

== The Secretary noted that this was a sensitive time in
Israel and that we all need to await the results of the
coalition=-building process in order to decide how and when
to approach the peace process and Israeli-Palestinian
dialogue.

== The Secretary told Shevardnadze that this was not an
appropriate time to consider activity by the five permanent
representatives or an international conference. He made
clear that we had brought the process to a point where
progress on the election dialogue was possible and we
should not be diverting attention away from that. Indeed,
he said any such effort would be counterproductive.
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-- After some give and take, Shevardnadze said that the
Soviet proposal could wait.

== In the experts group, Ross reviewed where things stood
in the peace process, noting that gaps had been narrowed on
four key issues: composition of delegations, agenda,
involvament of outside parties, and announcements.

--~ Ross said we hoped to move guickly, once an Israeli
government emerges, to a trilateral and a dialogue which
should begin with opening statements and then focus on
glections. Discussiens on elections would address thras
issues: defusing tension and creating a climate for
elections; working ocut the ground rules, including the
poelitical rights that must be a part of any free an fair
election campaign: the relationship between elections and
the negotiations that follow.

JEWISH EMIGEATTON

-— In the Ministerial, Shevardnadze told the Secretary that
Israeli policy in the occupied territories was an attempt
to thwart the peace process.

== The Soviets had raised in the UNSC the question of
Israeli illegal actions. The Soviets proposed to get
Israel to abstain from steps that would worsen the
situation. In this respect, Shevardnadze proposed that the
U.S. and Soviet Union agree on UNSC action against the
resettlement of emigrants in the territories, a free choice
for emigrants on where they would live, and no direct air
link between Moscow and Tel Aviv.

-= The Secretary said he was disappointed in the Soviet
stance and expressed the hope that direct flights could
start. He said that if the Soviet concern focused on the
occupied territories, perhaps the Soviets could elicit from
Israel assurances so that direct flights could begin. We
favored direct flights and felt the Sowviets should talk to
the Israelis about their concerns.

== Shevardnadze agreed that in purely financial/economic

terms direct flights made sense. He said that if the GOI
provided guarantees against resettlement of emigrants in

the territories and complied with them, the Soviet Union

would look at direct flights.

-= In the experts group Ross explained the significance of
the fact that the Israeli coalition crisis had resulted
from a debate over peace process issues.

[
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-= He said that the stability and durability of a future
coalitions ability to move on the peace process would
depend upon a number of factors, including the.support of
religious parties for whom the Soviet Jewish emigrant
problem is paramount.

-= Tn this respect, Ross cobserved that the Soviets could
facilitate the stability of an Israeli coalition and its
ability to move in the peace process by permitting direct
flights of Soviet emigrants. If, as Secretary Baker
proposed, the Soviets talked to the Israelis about their
concerns and how they might be addressed, such an act might
not only meet Soviet needs, but would conmtributa
significantly to the peace process.
