Dear Mr. Pollack:

Thank you for your letter to Secretary Baker of Februwary 7,
1989, as President of the Jewish Community Relations Council of
New York, also signed by Mr. Miller and Mr. Bialkin, concerning
our dialogue with the PLO, commeénced when Yasser Arafat, as
Chairman of the Palestine Liberation Organization, met
longstanding U.8. conditions. The Secretary thanks you for his
kind words concerning his leadership, and has asked me to reply
on his behalf. We appreciate your support for the position the
U.S. took during recent discussions in the Security Council on
a proposed statement by the Counecil un the currenk situation in
the Occupied Territories. We hope you find the following
description of the U.S.-PLO dialogue addresses your concerns
regarding how our Middle East policy will evolve.

The United States remains firmly committed to pursuing a
comprehensive peace in the Middle East. Our policy is founded
on unchanging principles: that peace is only achievable
through direct negotiations based on UN Becurity Council
resolutions 242 and 338, and that a settlement must provide for
the security of all states in the region and for the legitimate
political rights of the Palestinian people.

On December 14, Yasser Arafat, speaking in Geneva as
Chairman of the Palestine Liberation Organization, accepted UN
Security Council resolutions 242 and 338, recognized Israel's
right to exist and renounced terrorism. This represents a
fundamental change in PLO positions, fulfilling longstanding
U.S. conditions for the start of a substantive dialogue with
that organization. In keeping with our oft-stated intention to
open a dialogue if our conditions were met, the U.S. Ambassador
in Tunis met with PLO representatives for the first time on
December 16.

Our dialogue with the PLO is not an end in itself. We view
the dialogue as one more step toward the beginning of direct
negotiations among the parties in the region, which alone can
lead to peace. Nor does the start of a dialogue imply U.S.
acceptance of an independent Palestinian state. The final
status of the West Bank and Gaza must be determined in
negotiations, not through unilateral acts by either side. This
does not, however, prevent the PLO from pursuing its desire for
an independent state at the negotiating table.

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The firm U.S. stance against terrorism is not affected by
our decision to open a dialogue with the PLO. On the contrary,
we will use the dialogue to stress that there can be no return
to terrorism by the PLO anywhere. We will press the PLO to
disassociate itself from whatever acts of terrorism may occur
and, if undertaken by elements under the authority of the FLO,
to discipline those responsible at least by expelling them from
the organization. We will not be able to sustain a dialogue if
PLO terrorism continues.

The U.S. commitment to Israel's survival and security
remains -unshakable. We.will not allow any party ta.drive_a.  _

wedge between us. One reason we have entered into the dialogue '

with the PLO is to help Israel achieve the security it
deserves. This security can best be achieved and guaranteed
over the long term in the context of a comprehensive peace,

All parties have a responsibility to contribute to
advancing the peace process. I c€an assure you that the U.3.
will continue actively to pursue the search for peace in the
Middle East.

We are, therefore, heartened by the recent U.s,. decision, despite
increasing Pressure, to oppose a U.N. Security Council statement
condemning Israel for its treatment of Palestinian demonstrators
in the territories while failing to call for equal restraint by
Palestinians. Support for such a statement, particularly at this
sensitive time, would send a signal indicating a change in U.s.
policy regarding the Arab-Israeli conflict. Such a message would
have a Profoundly unsettling effect on both Israel and the Jewish
community at a time when assurances of staunch U.S. support for
Israel are particularly warranted.

No nation seeks peace in the Middle Bast more than Israel. The
United States, in its rYole as a promoter of peace, muast Le
particularly careful and circumspect in actions that affect another
nation's security. We trust that eur government will exercise the
necessary caution, while supporting a process which will lead to
a2 just and responsible resolution to the Middle Fast conflict.

We lock forward to working closely with the new Administration as
we work together to forge a bright and better future.

When I
repeated what I had heacd on NPR driving Lo the dinnez: That
McHugh had said he had concluded there caunot be meaningful
negotiations without the PLO, Baker then saying, "We may ultimately
conclude thal, Mr. McHugh. But right now, our position is that
there ought to be direct, meaningful negotiations belween
Israelis and Palestinians.” Baker asked me if T agreed wilh that
formulation. I mumbled. Arens shot back, "IL won't fly T

Israeli politics. That's something you guys don'l seem to take
into account."

4. Bill Brown told me that Bush, Baker and Scowcroft had
been "blunt in a friendly way" to Arens. Brown was pessimistic
aboul what Arens will do with the friendship. For example, Bake:
told Arens, "If you build more settlements, we will not veto the
anti-Israel resolution at the Security Council.”

B ScowcroflL was sour when I ashed him his views on what
Arens actually had heard. He was very respectful toward AIPAC
and me, but not upbeat ovn Lhe prospects.

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Preface: This is a key moment in the U.5./Israel
relationship. Your skillful presentation of your
position can change the current problems which are
eroding Israel's standing to a positive environment.
It is important to start this new relationship between
Bush/Baker-Shamir/Arens in the right direction. Form
will be more important than usual

Talking Points

== Ierael's image is undergoing severe erosion among its key
friends and supporters in the Jewish community and the
Congress, who do not share the Administration's patience,

== Our base is eroding for two reasons:

— the Intifada, which is being depicted as a civil rights
movement, to which Israel has responded with extensive
human rights abuses,

— the Peace process, which has left Israel behind while the
Arabs, especially the PLO, take new initiatives.

== If our base continues to erode, you face four dangers:

(1) demoralization and paralysis of the Jewish community,
which is still largely a liberal community.

(2) Congressional letters or resolutions criticizing

. Israel, led by unhappy friends who give "cover" to
others,

(3) Less commitment to protect foreign aid to Israel from
Gramm-Rudman or an end to "earmarks.,"

(4) Less commitment to treat Israel as an ally sharing
common values, weakening strategic cooperation.

== ¥ou can turn this situation around, to a significant degree, .
changing the image of your position on the Intifada and the
Peace Process, by packaging your positions more creatively.

(1) Say more visibly and repeatedly that "the Status Quo
does not serve the national interest of Israel,"”

{2) Emphasize more convincingly Lhalt "the only solution is
a political sclution, and Israel is absolutely
committed to find a political solution.
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(3) SBay, "We want to de-escalate the violence to permit a
political process to begin."

(4) Emphasize glectjions, which have a special salience for
Americans. Let it be the Arabs who are rejecting
elections

(5) B8ay more publicly, "We wan: to pull the army out of the
Arab communities, and to let the Palestinians govern
themselves through arrangements for self~-government ., "

(6) Create a special police force, so the army won't be
involved in riet control.

(7) Say, "We have a plan to end the military government and
give the Palestinian people control over their own
lives. It is time for the other side to come forward
with practical ideas, not pie-in-the-sky non-negotiable
demands."

But Israel cannot make that calculation—
and will resist making it—as long as Amer-
ican aid, public and private, continues at its
present levels. Qur financial support has
become the narcotic of lsraali policy, a cost-
ly dependency that trades short-term com-
fort for long-term health, It has allowed Is-
rael to make iteelf into the everwhelming
military power in the Middle East, creating
for its leaders a false set of choices as they
altempt to make pepce with enemies ‘out-
side their borders and within.

ow much aid are we talking about?

There is the basic $3 billion annual

package of military and ecanomic
aid, conveniently delivered during the first

" month of every fiscal year, About §1 billion

of that sum is used to pay off lsrael's out-
standing $10 billion debt to the U.5. gov-
ernment. Another $1.8 billlon Is used to buy
American military hardware, according to a
Pentagon spokesman,

Becauss of its special status as a "major
non-NATO ally,” Israel is allowed to buy
some weapans as if it wers a member of the
NATO alllance, freed from such non-recurs
ring costa as project administration, re-

- search and development. That “fair-pricing”

provision alone will save Israel roughly $80
million on its current $2 billion round of
F16 purchases, according to an official of

. the America-lsrael Public Affairs Commit-

tee (AIPAC), The Pentagon has also bought
more than $200 million in electronics and
other equipment from Israeli companies in
each of the most recent years—hardware
that generally winds up in planes like the
F16 that larael buys under the military aid

program.

| S
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Star Wars technology has also become a
part of the annual assistancs package, larael
rocently won a $160 million, three.year
contract to develop an anti-tactical ballistic
misaile, known as the Arrow. The contract
requires lsrael to finance 20 percent of ihp
contract itself (although some of its contri-
butions can be taken from the annual us.
military aid package). The Arrow agree.
ment vests ownership in the new technol-
ogy with the United States, but there is
little doubt that [srael will be able to use it
for some of its own weapons systems.

Not sll of our assistance has a militacy
cast, Israel is also refinancing between 5
and $5 billion of its debt with bonds backed
by a 90 percent guarantee from the U.5
Treasury, according to a Treasury Depart-
ment spokesman, Isreel is' not the only
country to take advantage of the pro-
gram—Turkey and Tunisia are alsp making
use of it—but no country will benefit from
it more. U.S. officiala estimate that lsrael

- will save roughly $100 million a year from

its borrowing costs because of the refinanec-
ing.

Other assistance comes In relatively
small amounts cobbled together over the
years, An official of the Office of Manage-
ment and Budget notes some of the items,
There is $28 million annually from refugee
funds to help with the resettiement in Israel
of Jews from the Soviet Union, Ethlopla and
other countries, Aid to American-supported
schools and hospitals in lsracl can reach 86
million & year, And since Camp David, §5
million is set aslde sach ypar for agricultur-
al, health and sclentific prajocts in the Mid-
die East oparated jointly [srael, Egypt
and the United States, '

That is the government-to-government

assistance. In addition, there is the financial
support from American Jews. Roughly $450
million a year iy lent by individuals and In-
stitutions through the annual lsrpel bond
drive, according to a spokesman for the De-
velopment Corp, for lsrael. And the United

Wyoming has always been {airly easy 1o
explain in terma of partisen pulitics. Demo.
crata are competitive in the five counties
along the state's suuthern border - Alhany,
Carbon, Laramie, Sweelwater and Uintg
counties, Muorth of these five they rarely
win,

Harely, hut sumetimes, In the face of a
d-tu-2 GOP advantage in party registration,
the Demiwrats in 1986 monaged o hold
wnte the givernorship despite the retire.
ment of their three-term incumbent, Ed
Herschler, whise persanal popularity was
alwayvs muore important Lhan his party lahel,

Conservative atturney and political
neophyte Mike Sullivan won the right to
succeed Herschler by capitalizing on Demo-
cratic strength in the southern arc and
winning in two areas that normally vote
Republican — his home town of Casper and
the agricultural countiss of sastern Wyo-
ming. Republicans continue o dominate in
the state Legislature and in the congres-
sional delegation.

The Democratic voling tradition in
southern Wyoming, where two-fifths of the
population lives, goes back to the early days
of the siste. Immigrant laborers, many of
them from llaly, were impurted to build the
Union Pacific rail line through those south-
#rn counties. The state’s first coal miners
followed. Like their counterparts in other
states, mosl of the workingmen were drawn
to the Democratic Party. Though their
modern-day descendants are conservative
on most issues and gave Ronald Reagan
majorities in 1980 and 1984, their Demo-
cratic sentiments are still evident, as Sulli.
van proved in 1986,

The northern part of the siate is the

temus and busins accommodate the cattle
ranches that make Wyuming the “Cowboy
State.” This is conservative couniry. Ranch-
ing interests have traditivnslly dominated
it, although mineral and energy develup-
ment and the enauing pupulation growth
shnok up some county powar structures in
the last decade. The people in the north are
still widely scatiered; Sheridan -is the re-
gion's only town with maore than 15,000
inhabitants.

Wyoming's current ecunumic fortunes
are spotty at best. The agriculture market is
suft, nil and gas develupment has slumped,
and the uranium extracting industry has
besn battered by slack demand and low.
priced foreign competition.

With ski resorts and Yellowstone Na-
tional Park as the lures, the tourist economy
has held steady. And steady demand for the
low-sulfur coal of the Powder River Basin in
northeastern Wyoming has maintained the
economy there. Wyoming IF in in better
shape than some other hard-hit anergy-and-
agriculture states, because during the en-
ergy boom it amassed a “rainy day" fund in
excess of $125 million from ensrgy sever-
ance taxes.

Wyoming's two largest cities have
about 50,000 people each, Casper (Natrona
County), a 1870s energy town, has el
more sconomic hardahip of lete than the
capital city, Cheyenne {Laramie County),
which has a more stable employment base
thanks to state government and the Francis
E. Warren Air Force Base.

At Home: Cheney grew up in Wyoming,
but his long absence from the state while he
worked in national politica subjected him to
carpetbagging charges during his 1978 House
campaign.

In 1981 and for much of 1982,
the Republican leadership in effect controlled the House with a solid working majority. Cheney,
elected after one term as chairman of the House Republican Policy Commitlee, was the fourth-
ranking member of that leadership. Despite his background in the Ford White House, Cheney
was a solid supporter of the Reagan economic pragram. He believed—which experience in the
White House fortified—that government had gotten too large, and was growing larger absent
strong countervailing forces; he shared also the President's fecling that American defenses were
loo weak and the natien's resolve too dubious. )

In the second Reagan term, Cheney continued to win support both from traditional
Republicans and from the younger aggressive conservatives, He was one of the Republicans who
insisted in 1985 and 1986 on not accepting half-a-loafl Democratic compromises on aid o the
Nicaraguan contras; he championed the risky course of insisting on an up-or-down vote, which
the Republicans initially lost but finally won in 1986, though the victory was jeopardized after
the election by the Iran-contra scandal, On tax reform as well he was one of the Republicans who
delighted in ncarly derailing Dan Rostenkowski's bill in December 1985, both because it cut the
lax breaks for business that traditional Republicans have always backed and because it didn't
cut personal tax cut rates enough to suit some younger conservatives. On that move as well .
Cheney was ultimately unsuccessful; the White House twisted arms, and the bill got through.
But the Republicans showed they had to be courted, which probably meant that they got more of
what they wanted in the final measure. On both issues Cheney showed the aggressiveness that is

Democrats on a single one of the 50 votes in
which the bloc coalesced.

While his image is that of a moderate and a
pragmatist, Chenwy is not particularly concilia-
tory in his approach to the Democratic majority
in the House. Early in 1985, he advocated a
Republican boycott of commitlee meetings Lo
protest the Democratic leadership’s handling of
a disputed election in Indiana. He waa inti-
mately involved in guerrilla tactics deployed by
the House GOP in the 99th Congress to [rus-
trate the Democrats on the issue of aid Lo the
Nicaraguan contras.

He and other Repuhlicans moved suddenly
1o ahurt the entire debate vver cuntra aid when
thev felt the rules put them st an unfair
disadvantage. “Rather than play that game.”
Cheney eaplained after the GOP sneak attack,
“we said, ‘Screw it." "

Cheney's hackground as President Ford's
White Huuse chief of stalf made him sumething
mure than an ordinary House freshman in
1979, and it helped him vault into the top ranks
of the GOP leadership just two vests later,

A1 the start ol his second term. he defeated
veteran Marjorie 5. Holt of Maryland for the
chairmanship of the Republican Pulicy Com-
mittee. Considered an audacious move by
sutme, Cheney’s successful challenge bruught
him far more influence than any uther member
af his class,

Since then, Cheney has become a central

While he hai been winning influence in
Congress, Cheney also has been developing
close ties with thé Reagan While House. As a
Furd loyalist, he was slow to endorse Ronald
Reagan's eampaign in 1880, but he has been
building alliances in the sdministration. He
lobbied hard for the 1982 Reagan-backed tax
increase while some of the most militant House
Reaganites were Lrying to defeat it.

But in 1985, Cheney played a very dilTer.
ent role when the House comsidered the tax
overhaul legialation that wax Reagan's second-
term domestic privrity. Cheney helped lead a
GOP revolt that blocked initial floor consider.
ation nof the hill after it was reported by Ways
and Means. He backed the move, in part, out ol
frustration at Republicans’ exclusion from the
legislative process in which the Reagan sdmin-
istration deslt principally with Ways and
Means Chairman Dan Rimtenkowski.

Wyoming — At Large

Wyaming has always been lairly easy 1o
explain in terms of partisen pulitics, Demu-
crata are competitive in the live counlies
along the state’s suuthern border = Alhany,
Carbun, Laramie, Sweelwster and Linta
counties. Morth of these live they rarely
win,

Harely, hut sumetimes, In the face of 8
d-tu-2 GOP advantage in party registration,
the Democrats in 1986 managed o hold
unte the governorship despite the retire-
ment ol Lheir three-term incumbent, Ed
Herschler, whine personal popularity was
always more impurtant than his parly label,

. Conservative atlorney and political
neophyte Mike Sullivan won the right to
succeed Herschler by capitalizing on Demo-
cratic strength in the southern are and
winning in two areas that normally vote
Republican — his home town of Casper and
the agricultural counties of sastarn Wyo-
ming. Republicans continue o dominate in
the state Legislature and in the congres-
sional delegation.

The Democratic voting tradition in
southern Wyoming, where two-fifths of the
population lives, goes back to the eatly duys
of the state. Immigrant laborers, many of
them from [taly, were impurted to build the
Union Pacific rail line through those south.
ern counties, The state’s fint coal minery
followed. Like their counterparts in other
states, most of the workingmen were drawn
to the Democratic Party. Though their
modern-day descendants are conservative
on most issues and gave Honald Reagan
majorities in 1980 and 1984, their Demo-
cratic sentiments are still evident, as Sulli-
van proved in 1986,

The northern part of the state is the
Wyoming of ranch and rock. Its dry pla-

temus and busins accommodate the cattle
ranches that make Wyoming the “Cowboy
State." This is cunservative country. Ranch.
ing interests have traditivnelly dominated
it, althuugh mineral and energy develup.
ment and the ensuing population growth
thook up some county power structures in
the lasi decade. The peuple in the north are
still widely scattered; Sheridan-is the re-
gion's only town with more than 15000
inhabitants.

Wyoming's current ecunumic fortunes
are spotty at best, The agriculture market s
soft, oil and gas develupment has slumped,
and the uranium extracting indusiry has
besn battered by slack demand and low.
priced foreign competition,

With ski resorts and Yellowstone Na-
tional Park as the lures, the tourist economy
has held steady. And steady demand for the
low-sulfur coal of the Powder River Basin in
northeastern Wyoming has maintained the
econgmy there. Wyoming Ig in in better
shape than some other hard-hit energy-and-
agricultyre states, because during the en-
ergy boom it amassed a “rainy day” fund in
excess of $125 million from ensrgy sever-
ance Laxes,

Wyoming's two largest cities have
about 50,000 people each, Casper (Natrona
County), a 1970 energy town, haa [elt
more sconomic hardship of late than the
capital city, Cheyenne (Laramie County),
which has a more stable employment base
thanks to state government and the Francis
E. Warren Air Force Base.

Cheney introduced: legislation in the 88th
Congress banning oll and gas lessing in Wyo-
ming wilderness areas and adding 851,049 addi-
tional wilderness acres, But while seehing 1o
protect some forest areas, Cheney pushed to
release other potential wildernesa areas for
development and to make it difficult to recon-
sider pro-development decisions at a later date,
That was opposed by many Democrats.

In 1984, Congress cleared a modified hill
that included more acreage than Cheney pre-
ferred but provided more state control over
water resources in protected areas.

At Home: Cheney grew up in Wyoming,
but his long absance [rom the siaie while he

worked in national politica subjected him to

carpetbagging charges during his 1978 House
campaign. He countered with literature stress-
ing his local roots and education, and efTec-
tively played to home-state pride as 2 Wyo-
mingite who served at the top in Washington.

His fatber,
Milward Simpson, served as Republican governor and Senator: always a conservative, he lost
one governor's race in Al Simpson's vicw becausc of his opposition to capital punishment. The
son jumped from the state House of Representatives to the LS. Senate in 1978 with wonderTully
listle competition when Senator Clifford Hansen retired. Simpson was reclected with 78% of the
vole in 1984, running ran well ahsad of President Reagah in this Reagan Republican siate. In

moment he operales as one of the leaders of the embattled Republican minorily in the House.

OF course the White House that Donald Rumsfeld [brou ht Cheney into in 19:?4. when
Cheney was in his early J0s, was beleaguerod, too; and the President ended up doing much
belter than anybody expected come election time. But Ford lost, though narrowly, and Cheney
in the ordinary course of things could have been expected 1o live a comfortable life in

the House of Representauves in 1978, His ruce was not easy: he had a serious Republican
opponent and sulfered o mild heart attack during the campuaign. ‘Nevertheless he won
convincingly.

It looked as if Cheney were moving from a position near the center of power to one very far out
on the periphery, as a junior member ol the minarity party in a House which in general seemed
rather disorganized. But it has worked out somewhat differently. In 1981 and for much of 1982,
the Republican leadership in eflect controlled the House with a solid working majority. Cheney,
elecied after one term as chuirman of the House Republican Policy Committee, was the fourth-
ranking member of thal leadership. Despite his background in the Ford White House, Cheney
was a solid supporter of the Reagan economic program. He believed—which experience in the
White House forufied—that government had gotten too large, and was growing larger absent
strong countervailing forces; he shared also the President's fecling that American defenses were
too weak and the nation's resolve too dubious. )

In the second Reagan term, Cheney continued to win support both from traditional
Republicans and from the younger aggressive conservatives. He was one of the Republicans who
insisted in 1985 and 1986 on not accepting half-a-loaf Democratic compromises on aid to the
Nicaraguan contras; he championed the risky course of insisting on an up-ot-down vote, which
the Republicans initially lost but finally won in 1986, though the victory was jeopardized after
the election by the Irancontra scandal. On tax reform as well he was one of the Republicans who
delighted in ncarly derailing Dan Rostenkowski's bill in December 1985, both because it cut the
lax breaks for business that traditional Republicans have always backed and because it didn't
cut personal tax cut rates enough to suit some younger conservatives. 'On that move as well
Cheney was ultimately unsuccessful; the White House twisted arms, and the bill got through.
But the Republicans showed they had to be courted, which probably meant that they got more of
what they wanted in the final measure. On both issues Cheney showed the aggressiveness that is
2 hallmark of his leadership style. He is also an authentic scholar; he has finished all the
requirements for a Ph.D. but his thesis, and he and his wife Lynne,' who has finished her
doctorate and is now head of the National Endowment {or the Humanities, are co-authors of
Kings of the Hill, s shrewd and original study of House speakers. But he is less prone to
contemplate than to fight. '

Cheney also has a sense of judgment tested under fire. Republican leader Robert Michel had

there with Chairman Lee Hamilton. He has the respect of the national press, which sees most

President. So Cheney has a good chance to become Republican Leader, and the Republicans, if

Reelected by very large margins, Chency serves on the Interior Committee and its Water and
Power Resources Subcommittee.

Governor. Wyoming is one of those Rocky Mountain states which votes Republican for
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President and clects nothing, it seems, but Democratic governors. Ed Herschler, a Democrat
first elected after the Republicans had a divisive primary in 1974, was an opponent of the coal
slurry pipeline (Wyoming feared it would pump away too much of its searce water) and raised
the slale's severance lax on minerals by 5%. In 1986 he retired, and mpst observers expected
Pete Simpson. the Senator’s brother and winner of a divisive Republican primary that [catured
charges of dynasty, lo win. But Pete was less adept on the stump than Al, and Democrat Mike
Sullivan won instead. Onee in office, Sullivan. who appears able and certainly has a sunny
disposition, called for more cconomic diversification. This will be tough for a state so isolated
and cut off from major markets.

Presidential politics. Wyoming is one state where, i the 19708, deregulation of oil and natural
gas was a policy with genuine popular support. People here (elt that federal price controls were
hobbling their cffors to find new encrgy sources, just as they complained that federal
regulations, backed by environmentalists living in Portland or San Francisco, prevented them
from poisoning the coyotes Lhat were clearly killing their sheep. It became then and remains now
one of the most Republican states in the nation in presidential elections. Its national convention .
delegations are small and have not been seriously contested.
