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Begin: U.S. Jewry’s support vital

Prime Minister Menahem Begin
sald yesterday that In light of the far-
reaching impact of Egvptian Presi-
dent Anwar Badat's vislt to
Jerusalem, Israel needs more back-
ing from American Jewry than at
any time in the Btate’s history.

Al n noontime meeting with
Yehuda Hellman, the executlve
director of the Conference of
Presidents of Major Amerlean
Jewlsh Organizations, the prime
minister stated that he was aware of
the historic signiflcance of the com-
Ing visit, and that the eyes of Lhe
world will be on Jerusalem as never
before. Begin asked Hellman to
thank Rabbl Alexander Bchindler,
the chairman of the conference, for
his support since the new govern-
ment was formed and to continue to
mobllize organized U.B. Jewry
behind Israel.

Hellman told The Jerusalem Post
after his discussions at the Prime
Minister's Office that the Egyptian
leader's wisit would be & '"media
gvent,” In which Begin and Sadat
would have Lo “'battle to make the
best impression’ before world TV
viewers to galn support from world
apinion, “1 have confidence,' said

Hellman, “‘that Begin will be a
match for Sadat,”

U.8. publle opinlon, Hellman add-
ed, s formed largely between the
hours of 8 and 7 p.m. when the even-
Ing news programmes are aired and
TV commentators explain the news.

According to the most recent polls;
about 27 to 30 per cent of the
American publle are strong sup-
porters of Iarael and reasonably in-
formed about the Middle East,
Another seven per cent are strong
supporters of the Arabs. The rest,
amserted Hellman, are the 'silent
majority who are elther neutral on
the lssue or leaning slightly to
Israel's position. Thia In-between
majority are largely Ignorant of the
facts:"" Their opinfon must be
cultivated every day, he added.

Israel's Information must come
from a single source, maintained
Hellman, Whether it 18 &n informa-
tlon ministry, an adviser to the
premier or the Forelgn Ministry 1s
up to Israel. Aninformation effort by
American Jewry must be Indepen-
dent and recognized ps sepuarate
from Israell propaganda.

“There s & new role for American
Jews,'" he continued. The grass roots
can keep the pro-Israel consensus
alive by conatantly articulating sup-
port, by talking to friends and

writing letiers lo opinion-mouldera
and decision-makers — all th ne
explaining that support for In Is
good for America. Glving money is
no longer enough, Hellman said,
Prominent Jews whose names carry
with them prestige and position —
“like Milton Friedman, Arthur
Goldberg and Henry Kissinger, to
name & few'' — should be en-
couraged to volce thesae sentiments
as well,

President Jimmy Carter has not
been irying to divide Amerlcan
Jewry and set up his “‘own'’
presidents’ conference, Hellman
said, “*Carter I8 looking for Jews who
agree with his Middle East policy of
substantial withdrawals and will go
anywhere to find them. He doesn't
1|.I;r1.am to spiit them — only to convince
them.*'

American Jewish businessmen are.
still In the dark about the im-
plications of Israel's new economic
polley. The Begin government must
explaln the NEP in real termi ow
to Invest and what they can by
dolng so0. After this ia done, Heltman
concluded, a "'Jewish Common
Market' can be formed In order lo
facilitate investment In Israel and
the purchase of blue-and-white
goods.
