In the wake of PLO Chairman Yasir Arafat’s alleged rennncintion of
terrorism at Geneva, violent activities on the part of the I'LCY hane
continied, These violent actions, consisting of cross-border mfilnarion
atiemprs, firebombs and Molotov cockeails directed at sracli eivilians,
and violener against fellow Palestinians, have been presented to the vearld
under the griise of “armed serugele! and “militars operations”” This issue
of PLO WATCH examines the nature of the FLO's commitment to armud
struggle and the PLO's undestanding of Arafat’s pledpe o renmmee
terrorism, On the basis of the PLO's interpretation of armed stapele, o
appears that Arafat's Geneva declaration is not indicative of a sulistan-

tive I'LO policy change.

Armed Struggle and Terrorism
in Historical Perspective

Armed struggle is the only way to liberate
Palestine and is, therefore, a strategy and not
tactics, The Palestinian Arab people affirms its
sbsolute resolution and abiding determination o
pursue the armed struggle and 1o work for an
armed popular revolution, to liberate its home-
land and return to it...—Dalestine National

Charter, Article 9

“Armed struggle” has been central to Palestinian idealopy and
practice since the early twenticth century, Although the concept
was not formulated as a specific strategy of the Nalestinian move-
ment until much later, the Palestinian use of violence apninst
civilinne dates back to the 1921 attacks on lewizh settlements and
population centers. The doctrine was first articulated by Yasic Arafat
when he founded the guerrilla faction “Fatah” in the late 19505,
From its outset, "armed strugele” referred to civilian attacks. Fatal's
first operation on January 2, 1965 was an aborted attack on the Thon
pumping station, part of lsracl’s National Water Carrier and a civil-
inn installation. Despite the fact that the sabotage attempt failed,
Radio Cairo announced on January 13, 1965:

This is an announcement of Fatah, A lorce from
the first unit of the Third Company attacked the
Jordan River diversion installarion and succeeded
in damaging installations in the lbon station’s
tunnel and the Ber Newofa valley, (Schill and
Rothstein, Fedayeen, p. 18)

Following this apertion, Fatah launched a series of raids on Ismaeli
border settlements and irripation installations. Moreover, it became
the practice to label these assaults as "military operations” or "armed
strupple” and to falsely elaim the deaths of Israeli soldiers and the
destruction of military targets.

The PLO has a strong record of carrying out violent activities
against civilians under the guise of "military operations”” Attacks
on civilinns and civilian centers—buses, stores, crowded streets,
towns—have been justified with claims that the victims were “enemy
personnel” or that the establishiments targeted were "lrequented by
encmy soldiers”

A blatant example of the PLO's attempt to disguise attacks on
civilinng as military actions was the July 24, 1986 hahr!,rmd:
attack on a group of lsacli vacationers cycling through Tericho
According 1o the lsraeli report,

Thirteen lsraclis were wounded in Jericho by a
grenade hurled from one of the rooftops at a
group of eyclists who were riding in the
area. .. The casualties were rushed to the
Hadassah-En Kerem hospital, (Jerusalem
Domestic Service Radio, 7/24/86)

One hour later, Naris Radio Monte Carlo in Arabic reported that

In a telephone call to our radio, a DFLP
spokesman in Damascus claimed responsibility
for the Jericho operation, which injured more
than 10 lsracli men and women soldiers and
destroyed their motoreyeles while they passed
through a lericho district, according to the DFLP
spokesman. (7/24/86) .

April 8, 1986: Ten people were wounded after a firchomb was
thrown at a'civilian bus in Neve Yaacov, n suburh of Jerusalem.
{Washington Most, 4/9/86). According to PLO Radio, the vehicle was
a “"military bus” (Baghdad Voice of the M'LO, 4/9/86)

May 4, 1986: A bomb exploded in a Jerusalem gas station near the
Angel Bakery. (Jerusalem Domestic Scrviee, 5/4/86), Force 17
claimed the bomb was placed in front of a bakery "used by enemy
eoldiers” (Paris Agence France-I'resze, 5/4/86)

May 13, 1986: Two Katyusha rockets fired into northern lsracl
wounded a man and his two children, (Washington Fost, 5/14/86).
According to PLO Radio, the rockets killed or wounded "many
enemy personnel” (Baghdad Voice of the 'LO, 3/14/80)

June 11, 1986: A bomb exploded in a parbage can on a main street
in Ramat Gan, wounding one pedestrian, (Radio Monte Carle,
6/11/86), According to PLO Radio, the explosive killed or wounded

The violence of the intifada has not been
restricted 1o military targets and the recent Lebanon operations
appear to have been aimed at lsracli civilians,

It i clear that according to the PLO, any incident directed m
civilinns is a "military action” I discussing Arafat’s renunciation
of terrorism, his Chiel Aide, Salah Khalal, explained:

In no session have we ever agreed with the United
States on a specific definition of terrorism. We
understand it as "military action” outside the
occupied territory, (Cairo, al-Ahram, 2/14/89)

And, according to Khalal, “outside the occupied territory” means
outside lsrael:

This s our definition of terror: terror means
operations carricd out abroad—the operations
that affect civilians regardless of their citizenship,
including the lsraclis, As for action inside the
occupied land, we have never interpreted terror
as meaning a suspension of militnry operations,

{Faris, Radio Monte Carlo, 3/4/89)

Therefore, according to the PLO, the label "terrorism” refers only
to attacks outside lsrael, According to a report in al-Ahram,
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Abu lyad [Salah Khalaf] denied thar the PLO hae

decided to abandon military action inside the
«  occupied territories. He said that there is always

thinking about carrying out such acts, provided

they are carried out at specific areas, such as the
d “Dimona operation. lal-Ahram, 2/14/89%

The "Dimona operation” refers to the March 1988 Fatal hijock-
ing of a civilian bus in the Negev—in pre-1967 lsrael. Abu al-Abbas,
PLO Executive Committee member and leader of the Palestine
Liberation Front (PLF), unambiguously stated the applicability of
armed struggle to pre-1967 lsrael:

We certainly consider the land occupied since
1948 a major part of the struggle arena, because
Israel is the base of aggression in the region.

(London, al-Majallah, 3/1-7/849)

The failure to distinguish between civilian and military tarpers
it also evident i regard o the intifida, The violence inthe territories
has not been restricted to military targets. Since Armfac’s Decernbwr
pledge, lsraeli civilians have been artacked with knives, hlolotoy
cocktails, lircbombs and rocks. And, a recent lealler issued by the
uprising leadership in Tubas urged attacks on lsraeli civilian vehicles,
saying that any car with a yellow license plate should be considered
as a military targer. (lernsalem Pose, 277789

It is clear that Arafat's December 1938 statement was not a depar-
ture from previous PLO policy. In November 1985, the PLOY pledped
to end violence only outside lsracl and the territories in what has
become known as the "Cairo Declaration” That Arafat’s Genesa

pledge does not extend beyond the 1933 one was firmly stoted by
K halaf:

We understand it [rerrarism] ns "military action”
outside the occupied territory. We have not
changed this so far, and we did not commit
ourselves to any word that goes beyond the Cairo
declaration, lal-Ahram, 2/14/89)

Cross-Dorder Infiltration Attempts from lLebanon

Liberation of Palestine (PFL, and one from the PLF, were killed
by Bsraehi vroops inside the security zone in southern Lebanon, PELP
leader George Habash declared that the PFLP "will not only keep
up the ormed struggle, bur will also escalace it and diversify its forms
and methods” (Jerwsalem Post, 3/8/89)

Felwuary 23, 1989: Three gunmen from the Democratic Front for
the Liberation of Palesting (DFLE) were killed by the South Leba-
non Army in southern Lebanon. Documents found on the
wrrorists indicated their intention to ateack the civilian seetlement
ul Zarit in northern Israel, In keeping with historic policy, the DFLP
claimed 1o have successfully renched Zarit. Radio Voice of the
Muountain from Lebanon reported that “the DFLP announced this
alternoon that one of its groups had attacked an lsmeli enemy patrol
at the arit settlement road juncrion” (2/23/89)

Although che DFLE is under the PLO wmbrella and s represented
on the PLO Executive Commitree, DFLP leader Nayif Hawatmeh
has macle it clear that he is not bound by Arafat's Geneva declara-
tion: "America is referring to statements by Arafat and he slggld
give the answer to these pressures. Statements ateribured ro ‘
diy ot represent offlicial 'LO policy” (Financial Times, 3/3/89)
March 2, 1989; Four gunmen from the DFLP were killed by Israeli
troenprs in south Lebanon, Again the DFLP claimed to have actually
infilerated the Zarit settlement, (al-Nahar, 3/3/89)

The manifesto found among the documents on the bodies of the
stain terrorists was addressed to the "settlers” of Zarit as well as 1o
the "soldiers and officers of the lsraeli enemy.”

March 13, 1989: Three punmen from the PLF were killed by lsraeli
troops less than a mile from the Lebanon-lsrael border. Again, the

Responsibility for the Recent Operations

All four Palestinian factions involved in the recent infiltration
attempts are currently under the PLO umbrella. The United States
has acknowledged the fact that when Arafar spoke in Geneva he
was speaking as chairman of the entire organization, not as an
individual PLO member. ULS. Ambassador for Counterterrorism
L. Faul Bremer explained on December 16, 1988;

Olur interpretation is that he spoke as chairman
of the PLO Executive Comimnittee on Wednesday
and he made certain commitments on behalf of
kh'l:'f'LD. not just on behall of parts of it, or the
parts that he controls, or the pares that he wants
to have identified with it. If hiz words have anv
meaning, they have meaning because he's in
charge of that group. . 1M members of the I'LOY,
or groups in the 'LO, now conduct ncte af
terrorism, we expect him not only o publicly
denounce that, distance himeell publicly from
that, but also 1o discipline these people, at least
by expelling them from the PLO. (Washington N,
12/17/88)

Chairman Arafar and senior I'LOY officials have refused 10
denounce the recent operations. Moreover, the PLO leadership
appears to be divided regarding the issue of PLOY reeponsibiling for
the recent operations. Farouk Khaddoumi, head of ohe PLUYS
Iolitical Department, has stated that the MLO eannor be expected
to condemn or control every faction under its umbeclla, for:

The PLO is not prepared o condemn operations
which any Palestinian organization or faction
undertakes. . .t is not easy for a leadership, a
revolutionary movement or a country to control
its people. . . Individuale or groups might under-
take these kinds of operations, but the 'LO does
not. {Washington Times, 3/1/89)

However, Arafat himsell has said that raids into lerel from south
Lebanon would be suspended under certain conditions (Newulday,
3/13/89)—thereby assuming dircct control and responsibility for
the activities of the PLO's constituent groups,

Other PLO leaders have also stated official PLO responsibility for
the operations.

Attacks Against Palestinians

A Palestinian leader who proposes an end to
the intifada exposes himself to the bullets of hie
own people and endangers his life. The PLO will
know how to deal with him —Chairman Arafat
{Radio Monte Carlo, 1/2/89) :

In the wake of Arafat's Geneva declaration, the PLO has
continued to threaten the lives of Palestinians who seek an end 1o .
violence and propose accommodation with lsrael.

A tiumber of Palestininne in the territories have been murdered
by local PLO apents. On March 13, 1989, the body of Sharif Husayn
Arawnah was found in Gaza's Malestine Square, Attached to his
bordy was a note sipned by the uprising leadership ealling Atawnah
a collaborator, (Tel Aviv Hadashot, 3/14/89), In recent weeks, the
lzracli authorities have apprehended members of local Fatalggguads
responsible for murdering fellow Palestinians. On March 1R racli
tadio reported the eapture of a Fatah squad responsible for killing
n hospital patient on suspicion of collaboration with Israel,
Uerusalem Domestie Service, 3/15/89). Also in March, the army
unciwered a Farah squad responsible for murdering a nurse in a

+ Gaza hospital, (Jerusalem Domestic Service, 3/16/89)

Leading West Dank Palestiniang have been threatened and
hiarassed by the LOY for their meetings with lsracli and foreign
olficials. Prior 1o the visit of British Minister of State William
Waldegrave, Fatah and the I'FLP circulated a letter in Nablus
threatening to kill Palestinians who artended such meetings. More-
owver, anmed PFLE members went o the homes of a number of
prominent Palestinians in Nablus on March 19 warning them that
they would be exccuted if they continued to hold dialogue with
lsraclis and foreigners, (Washington Times, 3/22/89)

Palestinians who work for the lsraeli government have been
threatened as well. On February 18, 1989, six judpes and the District
Avtorney in Nablus resigned on the orders of the uprising leader-
thip, (Tel Aviv Hadashor, 2/19/89), On March 14, the Unified
Navional Leadership of the Uprising issued a leaflet threate the
lives of Palestinians who work in service branches of tllg;uzli
administeation in the territories declaring that Palestinians should
“consider this leaflet az a lnst warning” (Newsday, 3/15/89). Arab
workers in a Tel Aviv hospital were threatened with having their
homes burned if they replaced fellow Arabs who had been
dismissed. (Jerusalem Television Service, 3/21/89)

A Consciousness of Violence

The doctrine of violence remains central to the Calestinian ethos,
Every January, the 'LO commemorates the anniversary of the first
Fatah attack against leracl—a celebration of the institutionalization
of vielenee in the Palestinian guerrilla movement. Despite Arafar's
Geneva declaration, the 24th anniversary of the first civilian assault
was eommemorated, Arafat himsell delivered the anniversary
messsape which expressed the determination of the PLO o
“continue the popular revolution” (Baghdad Voice of the 'LO
1/1/89)




The PLO cc ntinues to encourage the use of violence as a means
to achieving desired goals. PLO Political Department Head Farouk
kKhaddoumi recently stated thau

O stonethrowing cubs, O heroes of the national
liberation war, you have embodied and baprized
national unity with the pure blood that has

. . .The rifle is one of the principle and necessary
tools of our struggle in the past and the future,
Without the rifle we will be unable to achieve our
national goals.. We change our methods in
every phase of our national struggle, however, the
rifle will remain in our hands until we reach our
land, even if it takes forever” (Qatar, BEC Arabic
Language Service, 4/5/89)

The leaflets issued by the intifada leadership serve to reinforce
violence as an esteemed value. Leafler Number 335 declared:

O people of the State of Palestine: Further strug-
gle, further escalation, and further sacrifices. ..

Mareover, the PLO leadership refuses to scale down the vielence
as a confidence building measure, In recent talks with the ULS,, the

And finally, the PLO refusal o condemn violence direct
civilinns further sanctions its use as a legitimate tool. Senior politica’
advisor to Chairman Arafar Nabil Shaath recently declared at ¢
Lidile East conference in New York that "we accepted to renounce
ot Jenounce terrorism.”

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U.5. Stands Firm on Support of Israel |

Vice President outlines Middle East policy;
calls Israel "strategic ally"

by Dan Quayle
This article is excerpted from Vice President Dan Quayle's

address at the National Executive Committee meeting of the Anti-
Defamation League of B'nai B'rith.

For the American people as a whole -- for Democrats and
Republicans, for Jews and Christians -- democratic self-govern-
ment is the best guarantee of psace and freedom, of international
stablility and social justice.

This national consensus on behalf of democracy is one very
important reason why the United States supports democratic
Israel, but it is not the only reason. I'd like to examine some
of the other reasons but first, let me review some recent devel-
opments in the Middle East with which the Bush Administration is
currently grappling.

The proliferation ﬂf both chemical weapons and ballistic
missiles is wvery troubling. The use of chemical weapons by both
Irag and Iran during the Gulf War, Irag's use of these weapons
against the Kurds and Libya's possession of chemical weapons
remind us that the Middle East is an exceedingly dangerous place
-- and that the dangers may be increasing.

Another racent qgvelnpment has been Yasir Arafat's accep-
tance of American conditions for initiating a dialogue -- that
is, recognition of Israel's right to exist, renunciation of ter-
rorism, and acceptance of the United Nations Security Council

Resolutions 242 and 338. But there are many reasons for looking
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long and hard before drawing any firm conclusions about Mr.
Arafat's reversal. We need more than press conference statements
and semantics. We need to sea real evidence of concrete actions
by the Palestine Liberation Organization -- action for peace and
against terrorism -- before changing our fundamental attitude.

We must remember that the P.L.0. is an umbrella organization
that contains a number of political groups., Some of these have
made it clear that they continue to reject Israel's right to
exist and continue to regard terrorism as a legitimate means of
struggle, regardless of what Mr. Arafat says. Clearly, the
P.L.O."'s commitment to peace needs to be clarified.

Second, even within Mr. Arafat's own organization, some of
his lieutenants have made statements that flatly contradict their
leader's peaceful protestations -- yet they are neither censured
nor disciplined for their apparent insubordination. What are we
to make of this? And what of the fact that Mr. Arafat himself
has threatened the lives of Palestinian leaders on the West Bank
who have indicated an interest in achieving some sort of peacaful
accommodation with Israel? Or the fact that the P.L.0O. charter
calling for Israel's destruction has not besen formally revoked?

Simple prudence obliges us to monltor Mr. Arafat and his
organization very carefully and to probe his words very closely
before arriving at a final determination. Those who believe that
American policy is about to undergo a basic shift merely because
we have begun to talk with the P.L.0O. are completely mistaken.

As Secretary of State Baker has noted, "The existence of the
dialogue should not lead anyone to misunderstand our overall
policy or question our enduring support for Israel."

Yet another new factor in the Middle East eguation is the
Palestinian uprising that has gone on for over a year now, and
has resulted in nearly 400 Palestinians killed and many more
injured, Some may say that by the grisly standards of some of
Israel's neighbors, a few hundred people killed in the course of
a year-long uprising is not a very staggering figure. And of

course, Arab states have killed far more Palestinians than Israel

{more)




has. But Israel cannct be judged by the standards of its neigh-
bors. 1Israel judges itself -- and is judged by others -- on the
standards which prevail in the democratic West. And on these
standards, the status quo on the West Bank and Gaza Strip is
clearly unacceptabla.

Of course, the Israelis understand this as well as anyone.
The recently-formed government in Jerusalem is exploring new
options, examining new initiatives to deal with this crisis. We
welcome these moves and hope that they will lead to an atmosphere
of mutual restraint. We will continue to oppose the one-sided
condemnations of Israel's actions that emerge all too often from
the U.N. The Bush Administration has made it clear that it would
veto a proposed Security Council Presidential statement harshly
critical of Israel. When the sponsors of that statement toned it
down somewhat, in the hope of avoiding a U.S8. veto, the U.S.
again informed them that it was still one-sided and unacceptable,
As a result, the statement was withdrawn. There is a lesson to
be learned here -- a lesson about the U.S5. commitment to truth
and justice in the Middle East -- and we hope that those who
sponsorad this statement have learned it.

These are some of the complexities as we review U.5. policy
in the Middle East. Clearly the dilemmas are real, the choices
are difficult and the stakes are high. But the fact that a
policy review is under way does not mean that our Middle East
policy is somehow up for grabs. On the contrary, the broad
principles of U.S. Middle East policy remain firmly in place and
are worth restating.

The first principle remains strong and unwavering support
for Israel's security. Forty years ago, we supported the creation
of the State of Israel for moral and humanitarian reasons. We
believed that after Fhe unspeakable atrocities committed by the
Nazis, Jews needed a land they could call their cwn, a land in
which they could live without fear. That is why we are com-

mitted, and will always remain committed to the security of

Israel. We are committed to helping Israel protect itself

{more)




against any combination of aggressors. And we will always make
clear to the world, through moral and material support, that we
are a permanent and unshakable ally of Israel.

But humanitarian and moral considerations are not the scle
basis for American support of Israel, Our common democratic
traditions, our partnership in pursuit of peace and freedom is
another pillar of our alliance. Israel is a vibrant democracy in
a part of the world where democratic institutions have not yet
taken hold. This situation presents Israel's democracy with
daily challenges of a kind that other democracies, surrounded by
peaceful neighbors, have rarely had to face. That Israel's
democracy continues to flourish under these conditions is both a
tribute to the courage and determination of the Israeli people
and a bond firmly linking them to the American people.

America and Israel are also linked by common strategic
interests. The fact is that we have no more reliable friend in
the world than Israel. And the scope of our strategic coopera-
tion is vast. One aspszct of this alliance of particular interest
to me when I sarved in the Senate was anti-tactical ballistic
missile technology. With the proliferation of ballistic missiles
to the Middle East, the need for such a defense becomes increas-
ingly obvious., I am proud that I helped to channel funds to
Israel through the Strategic Defense Initiative for joint re-
search and development projects such as the ARROW missile defense
system, and that I have worked to further U.S.-Israeli strategic
cooperation both in the Senate and during my visit to Israel in
1987.

For all these reasons -- our moral commitments, our demo-
cratic convictions and our strategic interests -- we provide more
security assistance to Israel than to any other nation. I
believe that this assistance is one of the best investments we
can make -- an investﬁent not only in Israel's security but in
our own. President Bush shares this conviction.

A second enduring principle undsrlying U.S. Middle East

policy is the search for an Arab-Israell peace based on direct

negotiations between the parties. We believe that negotiations

can work. We belleve that the Arab-Israell conflict is not

intractable and that compromises on all outstanding issues can be

found. But the responsibility for making the

finding the solutions, rests with the parties

compromises, for

themselves. Anyones

who tries to shift the primary peacemaking responsibility to the

United States, who thinks that we can somehow be persuaded into

pressuring Israel to accept a pre-cooked "solution" is enly

kidding himself,

A third enduring principle of our Middle East policy is that

direct negotiations must be based on U.N. Security Council

Resolutions 242 and 338, which include the exchange of territory

for peace. Realistically, we believe that Jordan must play a

part in any peace settlement. The Palestinians must participate

in the determination of their own future. We

continue to be-

lieve, however, that an independent Palestinian state will not be

a source of stability nor a contribuntion to a just and lasting

peace,

During the current difficulties and turmoil, we should not

lose sight of the fact that the last eight years have been good

ones for the American-Israeli alliance. They

have also been

years in which the cause of democracy and human rights have made

giant strides around the world. These two developments are not

unrelated. For when America is truest to herself, when she takes

her own principles seriously and acts on them, both democracy and

our friendship with Israel will flourish.

We will continue to uphold the values of
racy that have made us great both at home and
continue to advance the cause of human rights
and we will continue FD strengthen and deepen

alliance with Israel.
