appropriate measures are in response to the call or the tip or the
threat or whatever you would want to call it. And warnings are
issued when they are appropriate. And, as we've said before, we're
not going to get into every one of thess. We have axplained our
position clearly on how we react to these, and I'll Just let it go
at that,

@ Can you tell us if a warning has beawn issued in response
to this specific threat?

MS. DAKLEY: We believe that North Korea has some limited
chemical weapons capabilities, but cannot confirm or deny the
existence of chemical facilities. We have no details on storage
location or CW agents in their stockpiles. We do have old
information from 19B& that the Soviets provided CW to North Korea in
the past, Further, North Korea has the tschnical capsbilities teo
produce its own CW. I would also add on this that North Korea has a
good CW defensive infrastructure in its armed forces. Thay're
equipped with some Soviet CW defensive equipment and possibly both
personnel protection and decontamination equipment. We have sesn no
doctrinal indication of preparation for offensive CW use.

(R} Can wa go back te Libya for a second?

n] A few weeks ago, the Gtate Department wmaid they were on
the verge of full preduction. Has thers been any motien in any
direction since then that yvou are awvare of?

MS. DAKLEY: No, there has been no change in our evaluation.

This number includes all priscners known
to us who were charged under political or religious articles of the
Boviet criminal code. Theae pecple have been released, as well as
all Helsinki menitors. We continue to press for the resolution of
all outstanding cases of political prisoners known to us. We hava
also recelved reports that a number of long-term refuseniks in the
Soviet Union have in the past several months received permission to
emigrata or had their security secrecy restrictions lifted, .
including about S0 cases in the Leningrad area, We loock forward to
the actual departure of these pecple from the Soviet Union.

Bilateral family reunification cases which numbered over 120
whan the Vienna meeting began have been reduced to under a dozen.
Jewish emigration reached over 2400 individuals in the single month
of November 1988 alone, compared to a total of 914 for all of 1986.
Emigration rates for other groups == including Armenians, ethnic
Germans, and Fentacostalists -— have also increased dramatically in
the past two years.

Jamming of foreign radio broadcasts to the Soviet Union and to
the other Eastern Eurcopean nations has stopped. Furthermore,
General Secretary Gorbachev, in his December 7th UN spaeach,
committed his government to making extensive changes in the laws and
regulations affecting human rights; including those affecting
o freedom of conmcience, freedom of asscciation, the use of gacrecy as
i a bar to emigration, and entry-exit procedures generally.

Dear Yitzhak:

In your letter of December 13, you expressed your deep
concern about the repercussions of a United States
decision to begin a dialogue with the PLO. I would like
to add my personal assurances to those already made to you
by Secretary Shultz, that nothing in this decision should
be construed as weakening the United States' commitment to
Israel's security, diminishing our fight against terrorism
in all its forms, nor indicating our acceptance of an
independent Palestinian state, .
I am under no illusions about the PLO. Their words will
have to be supoorted by actions, namely a continuing
renunciation of terrorism everywhere and disassociation
from those who perpetrate it. Nevertheless, I believe
that our dialogue with the PLO potentially can encourage
realism and pragmatism within the Palestinian leadership
and thus contribute to a comprehensive resolution of the
Arab-Israeli conflict, in which the long-term security of
Israel can be achieved.

Building on our friendship and strengthening the close
ties that bind us have been among my proudest achievements
as President. I understand you are about to form a new
government, for which I congratulate you. I am confident
that through our joint efforts nothing can destroy the
mutual trust, confidence and commitment we have built and
that the next U.S. Administration will move quickly to
work with your government toward our mutual goals.

Jewish people and the most emotive element in Arahb propaganda
demands, can serve as a base for this gathering.

Timing: In order to stress the strength of world Jewry's

commitment to the State of Israel, this gathering should be held

prior to the Prime Minister's first official meeting with

President Bush, his Administration and the new Congress. Thus,
the ideal time-frame for the gathering would be between February

15 and Mareh 15,

1989,

Planning: Two categories of Jewish leaders must be mobilized:

a., Co-chairmen of the world gathering should comprise major
supporters of Israel from all ranks of Diaspora communities,

In addition, individuals selected for theair professional
expertise and mobilizational abilities should be co-opted, e.g.:

From this coordinating committees, sub-committees should be

assigned specific responsibilities for, e.g.: public relations,
transportation and logistics, ete.

Purpose: The objectives of this gathering must be clearly

understood from the outset, It should not be allowed to become a

tribune for Diaspora views on Israeli policy-making; rather it .
must serve as a major opportunity for world Jewish leaders to

experience and comprehend the complex realities of Israel's

current circumstances. (We refer to our letter to you of 22nd

December, 1988,)

Finances: Obviously, given Israel's current financial
circumstances, the bulk af the funding should come from Diaspora
organizations and individuals. Each organization that expects to
be listed as a co-sponsor of this historic gathering should be

expected to conbtribute a sum determined by the coordinating
committees,

Format and time-table: In order to facilitate the participation
of major business figures, the gathering should comprise a
tightly-scheduled guality program beginning on a Monday evening
and ending on Thursday of the same week.

The following should be some of the highlights of the gathering: .
- A ceremonial opening address by the President of the State
in an emotive setting to send an impressive image of Jewish unity

via the world media. (Possible sites: the Western Wall or Yad
Vashem. )

- Tuesday and Wednesday on-the-spot briefings in Gaza and
the West Bank and dialogues with Jewish and Arab residents. The
evening programs will ineludae briefings by Cabinet ministers and
military and intelligence experts.

Simon Wiesenthal Center
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= The gathering will culminate on Thursday with a ma jor
address by Prime Minister Shamir, outlining the new coalition's
peace initiative. This address should be highlighted by the
presence on the dais of world-renowned Jewish Persconalities, e.qg.
Eli Wiesel, Simon Wiesenthal, Simone Veil, HNathan Shecharansky,
ete.,

Also open for consideration would be an invitation to Jewish
parliamentarians from arcund the world to serve as observers.

World media: The media interest in this event is gelf-evident. It
will afford Israel the opportunity to make its case before the
world press as the Palestinians made theirs in Algiers and
Geneva.

We feel strongly about the urgency for this gathering and are
prepared to work energetically to ensure its SUCCoess.,

BOB LIFTCN OCCASIONAL LETTER #5

Dear Friend:

I would like to use the last letter of this year to address two
current topics: The uproar over the "Who is a Jew" issue and its
lopg-range implications and the decision of the United States to
enter into a dialogue with the PLO.

"Who is a Jew"

Many of us have had the experience in family affairs - with

| spouses or children - that a single event can mark an important
change in a relationship. Such an event may bring about the
recognition that it is time for the parties to develop a new way
to relate to each other that reflects the changes that have taken
place over time in themselves or their roles.

I see the "Who is a Jew" issue as marking such a change in the
relationship and perceptions of the Pmerican Jewish community and
Israel. It is the dynamic which should lead the parties to the
realization that it is time to evolve a new relationship between
them, I base that conclusion on the reaction of the American
Jewish cammunity to the threat of a change in the Law of Return
and the response of the Israelis to American Jewish concerns.

Bmerican Jewish Reaction

The anguish, anger and indignation of the American Jewish
community appears to me to go far beyond what one might have
anticipated as an objective reaction to the implications of the
change in the Law of Return. One would not think that large
numbers of American Jews were seriously considering Israel as a
refuge or that of those who did, so many had family members who
would be affected by non-Orthodox conversion.
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Even seeing the proposed change as an effort to relegate
non-orthodoxy to a second class religion in Israel does not fully
explain the inflamed passions. For years American Jewry has
accepted, without camplaint, discrimination against Conservative
and Reform rabbis, synagogues and schools in Israel.

It is certainly no secret that non—-Orthodox rabbis are not
recognized by the state and cannot serve in rabbinical courts or
officiate at weddings, divorces or funerals. Non-Orthodox
synagogues do not receive state assistance for construction or
maintenance, as Orthodox synagogues do, and the non-Orthodox are
otherwise treated in many ways as second-class religions.

Why then this tremendous reaction that caused heretofore docile
Jewish leaders to rise up and voice sharp disapproval, make
desperate pilgrimages to Israel and "go public" to such an extent
that even non-Jewish members of the House and Senate were
encouraged to visit Israeli leaders and threaten cuts in United
States aid?

Part of it, I think, is a disillusion and frustration that has
been building for years without a permissible outlet. The way
American Jews see themselves and are seen by American gentiles is
affected by Israeli actions, successes and failures. How we
basked in the light of the hard, tough courageous Israel that won
its nationhood and then defeated the might of the entire Arab
world to secure it! How we admired our Israeli brothers who could
build a country, make the barren land flower, fight a war and
still maintain a democratic country! How good we felt about
ourselves after the success of the raid on Entebbe!

But American Jews have not been basking in Israel's light for same
time. We were shocked by Israel's negligence in Sabra and Shatila
in Lebanon, disappointed by the Pollard affair and perplexed by
Israel's role in Iran-gate. But the most difficult burden for
American Jews to bear was to read our newspapers and watch our TV
news reports as day after day they depicted beatings, destruction
of hames, expulsions and other human rights violations entirely
inconsistent with our image of Israel. WNow, the Israel of our
pride was portrayed as a Goliath against a Palestinian David. and
throughout all these experiences American Jews were told they
could not criticize Israeli actions. BAmerican Jewish leaders with
very few exceptions maintained a code of silence. OQur role was to
man the ramparts. "Keep the United States money caming in," we
were instructed, "keep increasing contributions to UJA-Federation,
fight off any sale of arms to Arab countries, but don't utter a
word of criticism because that will be divisive and hurt the
united front we must show the world." and so we did. But I
suspect that dismay and frustration were growing in many of us.
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Then came the embarrassment of the Israeli elections - candidates
caning here for money while telling us we had no right to
interfere in internal Israeli affairs; the political maneuvering,
courting of the religious right and the obvious willingness to
sacrifice principles for power and position. And still, most of
us kept quiet. Is it any wonder that when we were finally given
permission to vent our emotions publicly on the "Who is a Jew"
issue we let loose a floodgate of anger in expressing our
frustrations.

Perhaps after the sturm und drang is over, American Jews will go
back to their old submissive roles. But I doubt it. I think that
the genie can never again be put back into the bottle. And that
development will require the Israelis to understand the changes
that have taken place in American Jewish sensibilities.

Israeli Response

Por their part, the Israelis' response to our angst and our angry
visits, screaming sessions and threats was to say that they "don't
understand" what the furor is all about. As Charles Hoffman wrote
in the International Edition of the Jerusalem Post "The Diaspora
leaders were astounded and dismayed as they encountered such
ignorance and lack of empathy in meeting after meeting. Even
after they explained why Diaspora Jews are so sensitive about
changes in the Law of Return, their Israeli interlocutors are
still largely uncomprehending and unmoved."

It is hard for American Jews to believe that Israeli leaders like
David Ben Gurion and Golda Meir would have permitted the "Who is a
Jew" issue to came up or would not have understood our concerns.
The fact that we American Jews must now accept is that Israel
today is not the Israel we have pictured in our minds,

Israel is changing in two ways. The Ashkenazi Burcopean Israelis
we related to so well because of common bonds and a common culture
are becaming a minority. The population is becaming increasingly
Sephardi, and in time will became more so because their birth rate
is so much higher than the Ashkenazi. The Oriental culture is
different fram ours. It does not have the same values, Pluralism
and democracy are not as basic to their heritage as they are to
ours. They have a different way of looking at the Arabs. Few of
them know or understand American Jews. In fact, very few of them
speak English so most Americans cannot easily cammunicate with
them. Yet they are inheriting Israel. Increasingly, they will
choose and be its leaders. The sooner we recognize and accept
these significant changes taking place in Israel, the sooner we
may be able to find ways to adapt to them. We need to build new
relationships with the Sephardim, try to understand their culture,
their gestalt and their needs, and at the same time try to convey
to them what we are and what we want,
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We must also recognize another change taking place in Israel.
Greater power is being acquired by the Orthodox. This change may
relate to the increasingly more important role of the Sephardim,
who tend to be more religious, or at least less uncomfortable with
fundamentalism. But it is also an outgrowth of the original
concept of Israel as a "Jewish State" and orthodoxy as the
embodiment of Jewishness. Accretions of power by the Orthodox
could be expected as an effort to extend the right they were
granted to establish the religious rules when the state was
formed. The original few hundred Yeshiva students exempted fram
military service by Ben Gurion's decision now number same 20,000,
We can expect that the Orthodox will continue to sesk more power,
The "Who is a Jew"/who is a rabbi question for the first time
brought the issue home to American Jews. But it is an issue we
will increasingly have to learn how to dsal with in the future.

Assuredly, if we fail to adjust successfully to both of thes= major
changes, we will lose Israel, just as families break up and
children are alienated because the parties are unable to adapt to
new realities in their lives. The "Who is a Jew" conflict may be
treated by same as the last straw. They will pull away fram
Israel, stop their support and perhaps concentrate all their
efforts on building Jewish culture and life in America - the new
Babylon. I disagree with this approach. I think we have to see
the "Who is a Jew" issue as forcing us to face reality; as
requiring us to adapt by evolving a new way of interacting with an
Israel that is changing - an Israel too precious to us to lose,
The American Jewish Congress has put this challenge at the top of
our agenda. Indeed our America-Israel Sephardi Leadership/Youth
Exchange Project begins to address it in a major way. If American
Jewry succeds in this endeavor, we all may look back on the "Who is
a Jew" issue as the turning point in our relationship with Israel
and therefore as a valuable and fortunate signal. T hope so.

U.S. DIALOGUE WITH PLO

There was a certain inevitability about the United States'
willingness to enter into a dialogue with the PLO. Indeed, the only
surprising element is that the Israeli leadership 4id not expect it
to happen. For one thing, Americans, in general, hold the view that
"it doesn't hurt to talk to anyone." This view was reinforced by
the success of President Reagan's talks with General Secretary
Gorbachev, which already have led to concrete results. Ome can also
appreciate that Mr. Reagan and Secretary Shultz would want to have
something more to show for their afforts in the Middle East befare
they leave offics. And, of course, the advice from Margaret
Thatcher, wham Mr. Reagan respects, and other world leaders also had
to have an effect. In addition, arguments have besen made that
giving Arafat same payoff would strengthen the hands of the moderate
element in the PLO. 5till, I think that the major reasons for the
commencement of a dialogue have to do with the American diplomatic
strategy in the Middle Bast, on the one hand, and the pressures on
the PLO fram the Palestinians in the territories, on the other.
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Tha State Deoartment must have been unhapoy that the United States
was not able to play a Full role in the Middle East because it was
pravented from talking to the PLO, while the Soviets expandad
thair influence, even warming their relationship with Israel. I
would quess the welcoming remarks from King Fahd of Saudi Arabia
to the Soviets must have helped bring this realization hame. And
one can surmise that incaming President Bush and Secretary of
State Baker cammunicated their desire that the outgoing
adminstration take the brunt of any repercussions and provide tham
with the Flexibility to comnunicate with all involved parties.

For Arafat, too, the pressures were mounting, He had to show the
Palestinians on the ground, suffsring because of the Intifada,
that he could generate the kind of results which would warrant
their continued deferral to PLO leadership.

The results of the respective neads of the U,5. and Arafat were
evidenced by the performance that was put on for the world.
Pirst, our diplomats carfully coached Arafat in what to say. He
screwed up enough courage after a number of tries to emit
something that sounded like what they wanted to hear. Then,
despite his ambiguities and the grudging formulation of
recognition of Israel's existence, the U.5. accepted what he said
as caning close enough to earn the reward of a "substantive
dialogue®, But all this should be seen as only the start of a
long process acconpanied by considerable skepticism as to the
PLO's real aims.

Por Arafat, going forward means opportunities and risks. His
opportunities lie in taking a leadership role in developing
confidence building measures to prove that the skeptics are wrong
In distrusting him. But most important of all is the opportunity
ko prove to the Israelis that dealing with the PLO may be a way of
begyinning a realistic peace process. For in the last analysis
Israel must be his target audience. Confidence building measures
oould include:

1. Revocation of the PLO's Covenant calling for the
destruction of Israel.

2. Support for repeal of the U.N. Resolution equating Zionism
with racism.

3. An end to the annual effort to expel Israel from the
United Nations.

The PLO's risks can be significant. 1If terrorist acts are
committed by Arafat's own wing, that would end the dialogue with
probably no chance of reviving it. If same other faction of the
PLO commits terrorist acts the U.S. could econclude that there is
no point in talking to Arafat because in the end he can't deliver,
since he does not control the PLO.
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Israel, too, has opportunity and risks. If it wers seen by the
0.S. as willing to take reasonable risks for peace, it could
obtain important assurances from the United States on security and
other assurances which the 0.5. would probably be willing to give
particularly now that it has openad a dialogue with the PLO.

Moreover, any meaningful move in the direction of dealing with the
Palestinians increases the likelihood that King Hussein can be
induced to join in the negotiations since he may conclude that
otherwise they will go on without him, a situation he cannot allow
to happen. (As suggested in my Letter #3.) That may set the
stage [or real progress towards peace.

The risk is that Israel will be unable to present its own concrete
program towards a peaceful solution in the arsa. However much the
Israelis truly want peace, failure to take constructive steps in
that direction may result in Israel being viewed by the 0.5. and
the rest of the world as the intransigent party which is the
obstacle to a peaceful settlament.

It will take same time for the new adninistrations to take office
in Israel and the U.S., and particularly in the U.S. to get up to
apeed in these camplex matters. Even after that we would be naive
to expect a quick fix.

Meantime, the role of American Jewry should be to encourage our
country to continue its strong support for Israsl and to provide
assurances that will imbue the Israelis with a sufficient feeling
of security that will enable them to reach out for peace. We must
also help make our fellow Americans understand our skepticism
about the PLO's true intentions while pressing for confidence
building measures that in the end can convince the Tsraelis that,
it is safe for them to start a meaningful dialogue.

On the subject of opportunity and risk, last week Henry Siegman
and I had lunch with William Brown who will present his
credentials as the new American Ambassador to Israel at the end of
Decamber. He is a sophisticated man, with considsrable warmth and
charm, all of which he will need as he takes over the job fram Tam
Pickering at this difficult time. We certainly wish him well.
