We write to exprass our support for the peace initiative
recently launched by tne Government of Israel. We belleve that
holding free and democratic electiona on the West Bank and the
Gaza Strip would be indispensable in allowing a local Palestlinlan
leaderanip to emarge as a first step toward a just and lastkng
peace between Israal and 1ts Arab neighbors.

It 18 our conviation that Israel's offer is hoth sincere and .
far-reaching, The United States has a vital role to play 1in
convinaing othar of the merits of Israel's plan. Iarael's
proposals have not always recelved the consideration they deserve
by the other parties to the confliet or by the international
conmunity at large. To pravent that from cccurring now, the
United States must be fully supportive, both in fact and in
appearance. While every detail of Israel's proposals may not yet
be entirely in place, & strong endorsement by the United States
would halp ensure thelr serious consideration.

Israel's willingness to allow all options to be put on the
table during the negotiations to bhe held aftar the electlons and
during the transition pertod demsonstrates a real readineas to
take risks for peace, We must keep in mind that Israel will be
asked to give up politicelly what 1t won militarily Dby defanding
itself againat attacks from outside Israeli borders in which
thousands of Israelis dlad. Those aggressors, except for Egypt,
remain in a state of war with Israel to thla day. They poaseas .
far more sophisticated weapons than the steones of the Palestinlan
youths involved in the rioting. Israel 1is not simply being asked
to make peace with the Paleatinians on the West Bank and (azea;
the decisions Israsl makes will greatly affeot her abllity to
defend harself against other Arab enemles.
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The Arab countries wno have made war against Israel in tha
past now have the chance to make a real move toward peace, They
can do so by urging the Palestinians in the tarritorlies to
participate in the elections callad for by this plan. While
neither Egypt nor Jordan has rejected Prime Minister Shamir's
proposal outright, their volces could he {natrumental in
persuading the Palestinlans to acoept this offer,

Tha Administration's reaction to thls plan will undoubtedly
have great influsnce over the Arab rescgtlon. We urge you to
atrongly and publicly endorss the Israell peacs initlative.

It hes become feshionable to suggest that the Reagan-Shultz epproach to
the Middle East was 8 failure because it proclaimed too loudly end in too
many ways U.S. special ties with Israel. The results, it is said, were
gtelemate and & loss of confidance in the 1.S. by the Arabs., The concomitent
¢onc1ﬁaion of this thinking is that the Bush Administration, as manifest in
the recent address by Secretary of State James Beker before the American
Israel Pudlic Affairs Committee, seems to be on & better track. Thomas
Friedman recently guggested in the Times that the "honeymoon era” in U.5.-
lsrasl relations that existed under Reagan is over. The {mplication was that
this is a welcome change.

Miesing from this conventional wisdom is en apprecistion of U.S5.~lsrael
ties not only as beneficisl to America's larger strategic interests, but also
as the key element in any hope for a Middle East peace, The Arab world,
which hae never truly accepted lsrsel's fundamental right to exist, assed’es
how it will proceed on the basis of its perception of Israell strength.

Anvar Sedet learned from his experience in the Yom Kippur Wer when he engaged
in a surprise attack and then had to have the U.S. seve his Third Army from
defest, thet Tecrael wee strong. And go he chose a new course, Other Arab
leaders, much more slowly, may be moving in that direction. It is no
accident that this is happening. It is a direct result of recognition not
only that Israel is strong today, but that bacause of the intimate relations

(more)
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between the U.,S5, end Ierael, the Jowish state will remain atrong for the «-
foreseeable future, FEven the most radical elements in tha 40 year Arab war
against Isreel, the PLO, Syria, end Iraq, cannot simply {gnore this reality,

Indeed, 1if the PLO has truly changed —- and there is good veason to be
skepticel of the character of this change -- it iz a praﬁunt of strong U.S,-
Israel relations. When Reagan and Shultz articulated and implemented

r 8trategic cooperstion with Isreel, it became more difficult even for the
¢xtrems hardliners in the PLO camp to believe they could reach their goal of
destroying lersel. And the intifada, which is repeatedly cited ss indicative .
of the Reagan-Shultz feilure, is in many ways @ resounding message from the
residents of the territories to the PLO lesdership to accept the fact that
dresme of conquest of Tarael are illusory and that what is needed is
negotiation,

Prograss s slow, indeed, but whatever progress has been made -- and
peece between Isreel and Egypt is no amall matter -- has been a result of
this relationship; the slowness mercly reflects how unwilling the Arab world
is to give up its struggle.

Now enters the Bush Admipintretion and the jury is still out on what .
direction it will pursuas. Those critical of Reagsn-Shultz, who historically
heve sought to dissuade the U.S. from closs relations with Isrsel, see an
opening In the Baker address. They would have the U,S, begin to distance
itself from Israel, play down strategic cooperation, indicate & willingness
even to presgure Israel end threaten some af{d cutoff, all with the gosl of
shoring up relations with the Arab world,

This approsch heg never worked end we hope that it is wishful thinking

(more)
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on the part of many "Arabists" to conclude from Baker's remarks that this is
the direction the Admintistration will be tsking. Just the fact thst people
everywhere, in Isrsel, in the Arab world, in Europe, ere reading this
interpretation into Baker's speech makes clear that it was a nistake that he
took Such & stence, But there remaine a large gap between perception and
reality and the Administretion quite obviously has many ways it can
demnongtrate that this reading of its policy 1is incorrect.

We believe the Administration should do so quickly because the
"Arebiste'" road is a prescription for generating a negative momentum. It .
will not teke much for those with {llusions sbout the prospects of a future
break betwean the U.8, and Isresl to reemerge in the Areh world.

Dear Mr. Secretary:

During your May 22 speech to the 30th Annual Conference of
the American Israel Public Affairs Committee, you made a
welcome endorsement of direct negotiations among the parties to
the Arab-Israeli conflict and properly etated that no outside
power should try to impose any political or diplomatic results
before the regional powers open their own discussions.

But at the same time, you proposed a number of actions on .
the part of the Israeli government that would appear to ratify
in advance cof these direct negotiations the Palestine
Liberation Organization‘s call for an independent state
throughout the West Bank and the Gaza Strip. You asserted that
"for Israel, now is the time to lay aside, once and for all,
the unrealistic vision of a greater Israel ... forswear
annexation. Stop settlement activity."

It would be unwise for the Israelis to make these
concessions before negotiating the precise safeguards needed to
insure the future status of the territories will pose no threat
to the security and sovereignty of their nation.

In addition, for Israel to embrace the initiatives that
you suggest would significantly enhance the PLO’s political and
diplomatic position even though this organization directs the
violent uprising in the territories, fails to renounce the
strategy of armed struggle within Isréeli borders, and has yet
to repeal the provision of its 1965 Charter calling for the .
elimination of the Jewish state.

The PLO, therefore, still has not taken any concrete
actions to demonstrate that it would use any potential
negotiations to peacefully settle the dispute over the

- territoriee rather ;than convert Israel into a political and

military rump nation.

Your speech, however, implied that the United States
should dictate a eeries of political concessione to Jerusalem
which would undermine Israel‘s territorial integrity and
military viability while most Arab governments still do not
recognize the Jewish state’s right to exist.
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At the very least, it remains beyond dispute that the
actions you advise should be the subject of bi-lateral
Israeli-Arab negotiations and not be enjoined upon Israel

publicly in a way that will only undercut the Ieraeli
negotiating position.

As a result, I urge you not to associate the
Administration’s continued support for Prime Minister Shamir‘s
West Bank and Gaza Strip election plan with Israeli agreement

to any of the policies which you recommended to Jerusalem in
your May 22 address.

A strong American endorsement of the Shamir proposal
appropriately indicates that the path of democracy, as opposed
to stone-throwing and guerilla raids, ie the best alternative
for the residents of the territories to begin the process of

managing their own destiny without threatening Israel’'s vital
security reguirements.

WASHINGTON -- California Senator Pete Wilson today
voiced his objection to policy statemente by Secretary of
State James Baker, which call on Ierael to make unilateral
concessions "now," prior to assurances its security will be
guaranteed.

In a speech before the American Israel Public Affaire
Committee, Baker told Israel "now is the time to lay aside,
once and for all, the unrealistic vision of greater Israel."
He urged Israel to "foreswear annexation" and "stop
settlement activity."®

"It would be unwiee," Wilson said in a letter to Baker,
"for the Israelis to make these concessions before
negotiating the precige safeguards needed to assure the
future status of the territories will pose no threat to the
security and sovereignty of their nation."

For Ierael to make the concessions at this time is
unwarranted and would eignificantly enhance the PLO's
political and diplomatic position, Wilson said.

Wilson said the PLO continues to direct the vioclant
uprising in the territories, has failed to renounce the
strategy of armed struggle within Israeli borders, and has
Yet to repeal the provision of its 1965 Charter calling for:
the elimination of the Jewish stata.

"The PLO etil) has not made any concrete commitments to
