« There is an easing of tension between East and West, firmly grounded in conorets progross
on a broad agenda of issues, from arms reduction to cooperative exchanges to human
rights to resolving regional conflicts.

The free nations are also confronted by many challenges, but thess are challenges to wise

policy, not to the essence of the free system:

* There is the challenge to maintain unity aven as a new era of more constructive rela-
tions with our adversaries begins. It is, after all, our strength and solidarity that brought
the United States and its allies to this hopeful point,

+ There are a host of economie challenges: correcting trade imbalances; maintaining free
and fair trade, and preventing trading blocs or barriers; addressing debt problems that
threaten emerging democracies and others. The free nations must look to the health and
growth of a world economy in which all nations will fesl a stake, resolving disputes and
maintaining a robust and open world trading system.

« Technological advance brings with it unprecedentad blessings. Yot it also brings the
danger of proliferation of nuclear, chemical/biological, and ballistic missile weaponry.
The world community must work practically and cooparatively to control and counter
these dangers. The scourgs of terrorism must also be combatted.

« There remain reglons of conflict that call for intensified efforts for just and solu-
tions: the Middle East, Indothina, Bouthern Africa, Oentral Amarica, and elsewhere.
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The first priority is relations with allies and frisnds. The neighboring countries in this
hemisphere have a special claim on United States friendship and concern in building a vital
partnership. The other industrial democracies, particularly in the Atlantic Community but also
in East Asia and the Pacific, are allies sharing profound moral as well as strategic interests.
And a new partnership with this nation’s allies is needed to respond to the new global challenges.

Viee President Quayle's first trip was to Latin America, The Prime Minister of Japan just
paid a successful visit to Washington. The President has asked Secretary of State Baker to
consult with European allies in the coming week. The President looks forward to an early meet-
ing with NATO leaders. -

The changes taking place in the Soviet Union and Eastern Europe are among the historic
events of this era. The United Btates acknowledges that change, and hopes to ses further
change in that positive direction. This nation is ready to work with the Soviet Union in many
areas, building on the significant progress that has been made, The agenda for the future in-
cludes regional conflicts, arms reduction, human rights, and bilateral exchanges as well as a
host of new transnational challenges: the global environment, terrorism, narcotics, the proliferat-
ing technology of modern weaponry, .

' new approach to the world, and looks forward to concrate cooperation to give effect to those
expressions, The United States {s realistic, knowing that a significant clash of interests and
philosophy still remains.

Arabs, Jews

Jerusalem — Four Israeli Arab students at Tel Aviv
University were forced to move out of a dormitory
apartment yesterday so that Jewigh-American stu.
dents arriving for the new semester Sunday would
live with Israeli Jews instead of Arabs, university offi-
cials said,

The move was required by a 21-year-old university
policy that Jewish students from overseas, almost all
of them Americans, should be housed wilh Jewish
Israelis to promote Zionism and aliyah (Jewish immi-
gration to Israel), university spokesman Eviathar
Ben-Zedeff said.

“We are trying to have good housing. In order to
achieve this, we try to mix tomatoes with tomatnes
and apples with apples,” Ben-ZedefT said. “It was dis-
covered that this was the best way to have peaceful
cohabitation,"”

The spokesmun sald that the four women students,
all Christian Arabs who had been living in an apart-
ment designed for eight people, had refused to move
to another apartment because they did not want to
live with the four Moslem Arab Israclis who were
already there. The four Christian Arab women said
they were willing to live with the Americans, but Ben.
ZedefT said the university wanted the U.S, students to
live with Israeli Jews.

But Ephy Machlav, the Jewish chairman of the Stu-
dent Union who unsuccessfully took the case to court
on behalf of the faur Arahs_ said univorcity officials
told him they were worried that the Americans’ par-
ents would object to their children living with Arabs.
Ben-Zedeff agreed that this might be a problem,

The Arab students told him they did not want tn
move because they felt they were being diseriminated
against, Machlav said. The four Arab students could
not be reached yesterday for comment,
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“It's wrong to say that because they are Arabs t.hey
can't stay with other people,” Machlav said. "I don’t
think it will cause any damage to the American stu-
dents if they stay with Arabs in the same apartment."

The four Arab women moved yesterday after a Tel
Aviv court refused earlier this month to issue an in-
Junction against the univergity, holding that the goals
of promoting Zionism and aliyah are legitimate, Ben-
ZedefT said. The university said it did not know where
the women are now.

Fifteen other ﬂudenls_ including Arahs, Jews and
Americans a]raady in the country %ur the last semes-
ter, held a sit-in in the apartment after the women
left, Machlav said.

Both Jewish and Arab sources have deseribed the
relationship between the two groups at the university
as tense, particularly since the start of the Palestinian
uprising in the West Bank and the Gaza Strip 14
months ago.

Ben-ZedelT said there are only 1,100 dormitory beds
for the student body of 20,000, though many of the
Jewish studenta live in the surrounding arca in Tcl
Aviv. Arab students, moet of whom come from outlying
areas, say it is almost impossible for them torent in the
Jewith neighborhoods near the univerﬂit_v.'

Palm Egach, FL....Many Japanese hold negative attitudes toward Jews
despite the fact that only one in a hundred has had direct contact with
them, according to a Gallup poll commissioned by the Anti-Defamation
League of B'nai B'rith.

The findings were presented by Burton S. Levinson, ADL's national
chairman, at a session of ADL's National Executive Committee meeting
(February 9-12) here at the Breakers Hotel. Mr. Levinson anncunced that
he and ADL's national director, Abraham H. Foxman, are planning to go to
Japan to discuss the implications of the data with Japanese officials.

The poll, of 1,365 Japanese in Japan, was conducted in late Novem-
ber. It revealed that Japanese perceptions of Jewish personal traits
and characteristics "have been formed second hand" -- mainly from tele-
vision programs, boocks and newspapers -- and are "predominantly in the
minus column." But it was found that the approximately one percent of
Japanese who have had personal or direct dealings with Jews reacted in a
mostly "positive or neutral® way.

Mr. Levinson said that in addition to anti-Jewish attitudes, the
poll also found that Japanese perceptions of Israel were negative,
including doubts about the nation's "trustworthiness" and "commitment to
peace.”

Nevertheless, the poll found that despite Japan's generally pro-
Arab foreign policy, a heavy majority of Japanese -- Bl percent -- felt
that their government should be neutral in its dealings with Arab
nations and Israel. Only 9 percent felt that Japan should "lean towards
the Arab side."

The poll, Mr. Levinson said, was commissioned in response to the
publication of a number of anti-Jewish books and articles in Japan over

the past two years, including a best selling book that alleges a con-
spiracy by "international Jewish capital."” The survey is part of a
long-range effort by the League to address the issue of anti-Semitism in
Japan and that nation's anti-Israel policy.

The poll, entitled "A Gallup Study of Anti-Semitism Conducted in
Japan," was carried out for ADL with the assistance of the Washington-
based consulting firm of Potomac Associates. Polling was done by the
Nippon Research Center, Ltd., an affiliate of Gallup International
Research Institutes, Inc. The margin of error was plus or minus five
percentage points.

Jews, when compared to Christians, Buddhists and Asians in the poll
were generally viewed negatively. Jews, blacks, Arabs and Muslims were
rated more "unfriendly,” "greedy" and "deceitful" than the others. On
the other hand, Jews were assessed more often than not as "brave" and
"hard working" and, to a lesser degree, as "intelligent" and
"epiritual.”

"A striking result,™ Mr. Levinson said, "was the recurrence of more
negative views among the more influential groups in the general popula-
tion, those with college educations, those in upper income brackets and
to a lesser degree, younger Japanese.

Despite the unfavorable perceptions of Jews, the more than 1,300
Japanese polled said they were as disinclined to work for a Christian
employer as a Jewish one -- a finding, Mr. Levinson said "which reflects
Japanese insularity and disinclination to work for foreigners in
general.”

The poll showed that Japanese attitudes toward Israel were alsc
highly negative. When compared with four other nations -- West Germany,
the United States, the SnLiet Union and Saudi Arabia -- Israel was
ranked at or near the bottom in perceptions of its "trustworthiness,
commitment to peace, staightforwardness, business dealings, genercsity
to other nations and level of economic advencement.”

The poll was conducted by asking respondents to choose words or
phrases which best describe feelings about various groups or countries.
-=-"Friendly or unfriendly": 19 percent rated Jews as "friendly," 43

percent as "unfriendly" and 38 percent said they didn't know. Jews




ranked next to last in being perceived as "friendly," in a list which
alsc included Christians, Arabs, Buddhists, Asians, Blacks and Muslims.
By comparison, 49 percent rated Christians as "friendly." 15 percent as
"unfriendly" and 36 percent didn't know. At the top of the list were
Buddhists, thought of as "friendly"™ by 50 percent, and at the bottom
were Muslims, perceived as "friendly" by 17 percent.

-="Honest or deceitful": Jews also ranked next to last in being
perceived as "deceitful." Twenty-nine percent described Jews as
"honest" compared to 31 percent who labeled them "deceitful" and 40
percent who said they "didn't know." By comparison, Christians and
Buddhists scored 47 and 49 percent respectively for “honesty,"™ 15 and 13
percent respectively for "deceitfulness" and 38 percent said they
"didn't know" for both Christians and Buddhists. Arabs, in last place,
elicited virtually the same "honesty-deceitful" response as for Jews --

28 percent viewed Arabs as "honest," 32 percent as "deceitful" and 40
percent didn't know.

On the other hand, the poll found that 39 percent of those surveyed
rated Jews as "brave," 21 percent as "cowardly" and 40 percent said they
didn't know. The result was almost identical to the responses given for
Christians -- 40 percent thought of them as "brave," 21 percent as
"cowardly" and 39 percent didn't know.

Other guestions dealing with widespread stereotypes of
disproportionate Jewish influence over business and the media in the
West, particularly in the United States, revealed high percentages of
both agreement and disagreement. Thirty-seven percent replied in the
affirmative when asked if they believed that Jews have "major control of
business and finance in many countries." Forty-five percent said "no"
and 18 percent said they dldn't know.

Aszsked if they thought the media in Western countries, particularly
in the United States, are "strongly controlled and influenced by Jewish
owners and Jewish interests," 29 percent replied in the affirmative
while 58 percent disagreed and 13 percent said they didn't know.

In the section of the poll dealing with Japanese attitudes toward
Israel, respondents were asked to compare Israel to West Germany, the

Soviet Union, the United States and Saudi Arahia in terms of various
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national characteristics, including "trustworthiness," "peacefulness”
and "straightforwardness.”

Only 12 percent of Japanese viewed Israel as "trustworthy," 63
percent saw the country as "untrustworthy," 25 percent sald they didn't
know, thus placing Israel last on the list for trustworthiness. West
Germany and the United States were first and second, respectively, with
54 percent describing West Germany as "trustworthy" and 51 percent giv-
ing the same rating to the United States. This compared to negative
ratings of 23 percent for West Germany and 29 percent for the United
States. -

Asked to evaluate Israel as "peaceful" or "warlike," 14 percent
replied "peaceful,” 60 percent said "warlike" and 26 percent said they
didn't know. Fifty-five percent viewed West Germany as "peaceful,"”
placing that nation at the top of the list. Forty-four percent per-
ceived the United States as "peaceful.”

Bmong other findings of the poll:

--Asked if they "personally knew" or had any contact with Jews, only one
percent of those polled replied in the affirmative, 97 percent said "no"
and two percent sald they didn't know.

-=-More than BO percent of those polled said they were not aware of the
recent spate of anti-Semitic and anti-Israel books published in Japan.
Among those aware of the books, only six percent said they had a worse
opinion of Jews after reading them,

--A guestion about the impact of Shakespeare's "Merchant of Venice,"
which is required reading in Japanese high schools, elicited the follow-
ing: 49 percent of college educated read the play; 37 percent of the
general population were aware of the play; of these, 30 percent said the
work had given them a “bab feeling1 about Jews -- a far higher negative
proportion than was recorded among those aware of the anti-Semitic

If
you are not used to being occupied, we in turn are not used to being
cccupiers. Despite what your propagandists may tell you, Israel did not seek
the war in 1967 which brought these territories under our control. The war
was forced upon us by the surrounding Arabs nations and we did not retaliate
until we had exhausted all appeals to the United Natiens and the United States
to intervene and prevent the conflict.

revislione and updates. The fact that a comprehensive report
for the year 1988 was uubmittdd.éo you on the iﬂth day of the
new year shows not only that we have a system fn place for
accomplishing that result but that we have a ldt of people who
are doing their bit to make sure that the gystem works. I, for
one, am most grateful to all of them. Let me, howuver. pay
special tribute to Tom Williams, who, for the third time in a
row, has had top rasponnihillty for the production of this

important document and has once again performed admirably.

In the course of his confirmation hearings, Secretary Baker
has emphasized that this Administratiun fully intends to
continue the commitment of the United States to the cause of
human rights. However, in the short period in which the new

Administration has been in office it has not as yat had a

subject matter. I do hope, therefore, that thﬁ Committee will
agree that my testimony should focus on the facts as to human

rights developments in 1988, as set forth in our reports.

As far as positive developments are concerned, we have all
noted the moves in the Soviet Union toward a more open
society. For more than two years, no one, as far as we can
tell, has been prnnucﬁtld or convicted under the articles of
the Soviet criminil ﬁoda which make so-called "anti-Soviet
agitation and propaganda," “defﬁmnticn of the Soviet system,"
or unauthorized religious activity serious crimes, punighable
by years in the Gulag. All persons heretofore convicted under
these articles have been :alaaadd. We have beep told by the
Soviet authorities that the practices which we considered to be
abuse of psychiatry have come to an end and that all persons
heretofore improperly committed have been allowed to return
home. We have some reports to the contrary and intend to check
them out, Jamming of foreign broadcasts has beén stopped.

What is clear is that for the first time in many decades the
Soviet leadership i no longer monolithic. There are clear
differences between those who want the couﬁt}y to move further
in the direction of political and economic freedom and those
who ‘believe that the new policies have gone much further than
they should and that retrenchment is essential,

Looking at some other members of the Warsaw Pact, ws';;n \
note that in Hungary and Poland there has been liEﬁi!lcnnt
Progress away from the traditional totalitarian approaches to
human rights and political rifurm., The same cannot be said for

Bulgaria, Czechoslovakia, the GDR, and Romania, .

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Among positive developments in 1988 in other parta of Fhe
world, we are pleased to see progress toward democracy in
Pakistan, the Republic of Korea and Taiwan. AlBso, the
plebigcite held in Chile on the continuation chGenaral
Pinochet in the presidency was tonducted fairly and honestly.
I+ resulted, as we know, in the rejection of thF incumbent by
the voters. We hope to see Chile's peaceful trhnsition to

demacracy in the year ahead.

Unfnttunateiy. there is also a negative uidp to this ledger
and the question arises just where to begin in this brief
gurvey. A review of developments!in 1988 leads to the
conclugion that inter-ethnic diahﬁtea resulted in the greatest
number of casualties and often involved tﬁn'mutt egregious

human rights violations.

It is in this context that attention should be drawn to the
fate of many Kurde in Iraq. There is no doubt that significant
groups of Iraql Kurds have for years been in revolt against the
Iraql government., But the nature of the Iraqi government's
regponse as the war with Iran was, drawing to an end was truly
shocking. In two attacks on toﬂn; populated hy_Kurdn. many
noncombatant civilians were killed. Estimates of the dead
range up to 8,000, Truly frightened Ey these chemical warfare
attacks, more than 50,000 Iraqi Kurds fled to Turkey within a

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matter of days lats last August. Mérs than 50,000 othars havs |

fled to Iran during the last two years.

Furthermore, in 1988, Irag continued its program of
forcible relocation of Kurds from their traditional rural
regions to urban areas and, reportedly, also ta detention
camps. The agricultural economic base of this population was
totally destroyed. HQru than 500 villages wnr;lcamplutely
leveled. The tutnl_ﬁumhur of people thus rﬂlncﬁtud is

estimated at more than half a million.

Inter-ethnic strife between the ruling mina#ity of Tutsis
and the maJnrity population of thus also led tp thousande of
deaths in Burundi in 1988. Responding to killipgs of Tutsis
initiated by the Hutus, Burundi's Tutui-&fny killed and injured
many thousands of completely innocent civilians. Here, too,
about 50,000 people, all Hutus, fled the country to nearby
Rwanda where thelr ethnic group is in the major}ty. By year
end, however, most of them had returned to Burundi. This is
due in large part to the laudable efforts undertaken by
President Buyoya of Burundi, who ia obviously trying his best
to lay a foundation for true cqyeiliaticn betwaén the two

ethnic groups.

Another African country in which ethnic differences have

.
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resulted in many deaths is Sudan. There the e;ruggle has been
between the Sudanese government, largely oriented toward the é r(
Arab and Moslem north of the country and the Sudanese People's
Libaration Army, the SPLA, made up largely of p}uple from the

Black, Christian and Animist south. In the military efforts in
which both sides have been engaged, they have often cut off

food shipments to areas controlled by the other side, with the
result that many civi}iann have starved to denth, Estimates

for 1988 exceed 15ﬂ.pﬂﬂ such deaths.

In Somalia, government forces responding tn.an ethnic-based
insurgency used artillery extensively in urban ;ruau where
insurgents had barricaded thamaeiwsa. and bnmbeﬁ and strafed
zones populated by civilians. fhare are no reliahle estimates
of the number who died, but about 400,000 Somalis fled the
fighting, and many remain in refugee camps in E#hiopia, where

conditions are harsh.

The strife resulting from the system of apa;theid in South
Africa continued in 1988, with a disturbing Inctease in attacks .
on civillan targets within the country. Attack; were suspected
of emanating from various quartuﬁs. including Seuth African
gecurity forces and rightwing gympathizers as well as the
African National Congress. The Government took steps to

curtail peaceful opposition to apartheid: banning the

4 .
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activities of 32 anti-apartheid organizations, and placing
ever-stricter limits on the press. Although tha South African
Government's agreement to the Angola/Namibia Papca Accord
contributed to increased regionmal stability in 1988,
domestically the Government continued to avoid ﬁnrioun
4iscussions with credible black leaders about a solution to

South Africa's problems.

Inter-ethnic utrirnlalsn tragically continups to plague Sri
Lanka, where the Government has for the last tiﬁl years besn
caught in the middle, as Tamil and Sinhalese extremists have
committed serious acts of violenc?. Ags in so many other
settings, once a government must use its gecurity forces to
suppress large-scale violence, these forces, toﬁ. no longer
play by the rules. Since 1987 an Indiah'Paace—Keeping Force
has been present in Sri Lanka, which has auutu1+ed casualties,
and which, in turn, has also been accused of human rights
abuges., During 1988 more than 1500 persons, in¢luding
civilians, were killed in fighting involving Ta%ilu in north
and east Sri Lanka, Approximately 800 persons, many of them
government officials, died in political h1111n5+ perpatrated by
Sinhalege extremista. Algo, there continue to be reports of
so-called disappearances follu;ing arregt by security forces.

During recent months, I received many letters utging me to
be sure that we publish an even-handed report on the Occupied
Territories, suggesting that we might be excessively lenient.

There is no doubt, however, that inevitably our reports on open
societies, !rau.which-a great deal of information can be

obtained, are more thorough and more detailed than those on

closed societies, concerning which we have much less
information. Beyond that, it is simply a fact of life that
higher standards are being set in the case of Iprael than are
get elgewhere, 80 that practices which are set forth in detail
in our country report on the Occupied Territoriés would bhe
briefly summarized or even omitted in other country reports.

As far as substance is concerned, this cl#esdiffern from
all others in that we are here not dealing with the actions of
a government toward its own citizens, but with the action of a .
military government, applying both civilian and military law,
in accuplad territories.

Wa believe, however, that the response
thereto has been exceassive rather than measured, cauging many

casualties and, d_u:i.;:il?ﬂﬂ. 366 cases of Palestinian deaths,

We have also been concerned about such practicep ae punishment

by deportation and the blowing up of the homes Of persons
accused of violent acts. Finally, we have noted that
digciplinary measures taken againet Israell mlci!iaru for
violating rules of conduct are far too mild.

The second case in this grouping is that of El Salvador,
In passing judgment on human rights violations *n that country,

it is important to distinguish between facte and disinformation.

Here the backdrop to the human rights problem is furnished .
by the Communist insurgency, which has continued for an entire
decade. In the course of Lhe yegrs, the FMLN, which once was a
major threat to the survival of. the Salvadoran Government, has
lost ground. However, the FMLN has resorted tn'aasassinatiuns

of elected officials and urban terrorism to cause instability.

A
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There is no doubt that they have lost any appeal they might

once have had for the bulk of the population. Their political

allies are participating in the presidential election, but are

currently receiving the support of no more than 10 percent of

the populace.

During 1988, the number of killings for palitical reagsons
averaged roughly 20 per month. Though every sihgle death is a
tragedy for the family a££n¢ted note should be taken that this
figure does not reflect an increase over racent years. The
corresponding monthly average was 22 in 1986 and 23 in 1987.

It is down substantially from the monthly avara%uu of 444, 219,
and 140 pus month fus Ui yeas 1901 to 1983, In additdon, 34
civilian deaths occurred during énmhat between ?h! two gides in
1988, and 42 persons died as a result af.gﬁé:rlila mineg, The
political killings to which I have here referred are
attributable to rogue operations of personnel of the security
forces, on one hand, and carefully calculated n?a:ureu
authorized by the FMLN leadership, on the athe:;hand. (The
latter has recently focused on the murder of elbcted mayors.)

I need to underline that we are convinced that the elected
civilian government of El Salvador is not :aspnhsihle for
extrajudicial killings. Nor do we believe that there is any
evidence of culpability by the leadership of the military

forces, The problem lies at lower levels in the military and
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the fallure of the top leadership to clamp down! hard on those ’
guilty of human rights violations, particularly its failure to

prosecute officers.

This bringe me to the related topic of the operation of the
Salvadoran judiciary. I regret to say that cri%inal caseag with
political implications have simply been avoided in the
Salvadoran justice system, whether the defendant is associated
with the political ﬁi;ht or with the political Left. I should
add that E1 Salvador is not the only country infthis category.
Strong independent court systems are even more fnra throughout
the world than are d:mﬁtrati¢¢11T—ala¢had ;aver?mentu.
