IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE INTERIM AGREEMENT, THE PARTIES DISCUSSED WAYS I

TO ADVANCE ECONOMIC RECOVERY IN THE TERRITORIES AND TO IMPROVE
RELATIONS BETWEEN RESIDENTS OF  ISRAEL AND  RESIDENTS OF THE
TERRITORIES.

FOUR CENTRAL ISSUES WERE DISCUSSED IN THIS FRAMEWORK: ADVANCING THE
INITIATIVE TO ESTABLISH INDUSTRIAL PARKS, WATER ISSUES AND THE
DEVELOPMENT OF ADDITIONAL WATER RESOURCES, UTILIZING AMMAN CONFERENCE
INITIATIVES THAT ARE RELEVANT TO ALL SIDES, AND INCREASING GENUINE
UNDERSTANDING OF THE AGREEMENT BY THE PEOPLES ON BOTH SIDES.

OFFICIALS OF THE THREE SIDES AGREED TO SET UP PROFESSIONAL
SUB-COMMITTEES FOR EACH OF THE ABOVE ISSUES. THEIR TASK WILL BE TO
FORMULATE RECOMMENDATIONS FOR ACTION TO BE PRESENTED AT THE NEXT
TRILATERAL MEETING IN SIX MONTHS.

fHE FOLLOWING IS THE TEXT OF A JOINT STATEMENT ISSUED ON FRIDAY,
AUGUST 25, 1995: .

"THE TWO HEADS OF DELEGATIONS -- MR. ABU ALA AND MR. SAVIR -- ISSUED
A JOINT STATEMENT TODAY, 25.08.95, AT THE CONCLUSION OF THIS WEEK'S
ROUND OF NEGOTIATIONS ON THE PALESTINIAN-ISRAELI INTERIM AGREEMENT.
THE TWO DELEGATIONS HAVE REACHED A MERGED VERSION OF THE FULL INTERIM
AGREEMENT AND ITS VARIOUS ANNEXES -- WHICH DEAL WITH REDEPLOYMENT AND
SECURITY, ELECTIONS, AND CIVIL AFFAIRS -- WHILE ALSO PROGRESSING
TOWARDS THE FINALIZATION OF THE LEGAL AND COOPERATION ANNEXES
(ALTOGETHER APPROXIMATELY 260 PAGES).

IN ALL THESE ISSUES, VARIOUS WORKING GROUPS HAVE MADE SUBSTANTIAL
PROGRESS TOWARDS A DETAILED AND BALANCED AGREEMENT, AS WELL AS
TOWARDS THE CREATION OF EFFECTIVE IMPLEMENTATION AND COOPERATION
MECHANISMS. 1IN FORTY CIVILIAN SPHERES, THE VARIOUS WORKING GROUPS
HAVE REACHED MERGED VERSIONS AND AGREED ON APPROXIMATELY 25 SPHERES.
IMPORTANT PROGRESS WAS MADE IN THE SPHERES OF TELECOMMUNICATIONS AND
WATER. IN THE REDEPLOYMENT AND THE SECURITY ANNEX, SUBSTANTIAL
PROGRESS HAS BEEN MADE, ALTHOUGH ON THE IMPORTANT ISSUE OF HEBRON, NO
PROGRESS HAS BEEN REACHED. IN NEXT WEEK'S AGENDA, THE TWO DELEGATIONS
WILL DISCUSS THE ANNEXES ON HEBRON AND THE RELEASE OF THE PALESTINIAN
PRISONERS, AS WELL AS ISSUES 1IN THE SECURITY AND CIVILIAN SPHERES.
THE TWO DELEGATIONS WILL RECONVENE NEXT WEEK IN SMALL WORKING GROUPS,
IN ORDER TO OVERCOME THE OUTSTANDING ISSUES.
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OVER THE WEEKEND, THE TWO DELEGATIONS WILL REPORT TO THEIR RESPECTIVE
LEADERS, IN ORDER TO RECEIVE INSTRUCTIONS THAT MAY HELP IN OVERCOMING
THE OBSTACLES."

Re: Suggestions for the Negotiations on Water &
Dear Friends and Colleagues,

Yesterday, IPCRI held a roundtable meeting of Israeli and Palestinian water scientists
aimed at thinking together about suggestions which could be useful for moving the current
negotiations forward, The following summary are those points on which there seemed 1o be
wide agreement amongst the participants of the discussion:

1. The current talks should be disconnected from the final status issues regarding water and
water rights.

2. The emphasis of the discussions and agreements should be in defining and determining

water needs rather than water rights: There should be established the principle that equal .
minimum standards for the allocation of water must be accepted and implemented. It is
recommended that a Minimum Water Requirement (MWR) be established and that every

resident of the area between the Mediterranean and the Jordan River be allocated water (on a

per capita basis) at the MWR rate.

3. The overriding principle in these suggestions is cooperation between Israelis and the
Palestinians with regard to the use, distribution, preservation, development and management of
the joint water resources.

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5. As specified in the Declaration of Principles on Interim Self-Government Arrangements
(Article VII number 4), the Palestinians have established an independent water authority, This
water authority should be the responsible body which will control and manage the use,
distribution, and preservation of the water resources under its confrol.

6. The Palestinians should be granted immediate and full control over the Eastern Aquifer
(Wadi Kelt, Wadi Uja, Ein Fashkha.) This aquifer today provides for 81 MCM of fresh water
and 70 MCM of brackish water. Of this 38 MCM of fresh water and 20 MCM of brackish
water are presently being used by Palestinians and 35 MCM of fresh water are being used for
Isracli settlements. An additional 58 MCM of brackish water are currently unused.

7. The Ein Gedi System is a joint resource and should be treated as such. Arrangements should
be made to provide sufficient fresh water for the Israelis settlements which currently rely on
this water. |

8. As specified in the Declaration of Principles on Interim Self-Government Arrangements
(Article III number 1), a Joint Monitoring Commission should be established by Israel and the
Palestinians to monitor all joint water resources. These include the mountain (westem) aquifer,
the Jordan River and the Ein Gedi systems,

9. As specified in the Declaration of Principles on Interim Self-Government Arrangements
(Article iii number 1), the Joint Monitoring Commission should be charged with the
implementation of this agreement. The Joint Monitoring Commission should be charged with
setting pumping schedules which will be monitored by the Commission.

10. No unilateral action shall be taken by either side which will change this agreement.

11, The Jordan River is a joint resource and arrangements should be made to supply fresh
water 1o the settlements in the Jordan valley regardless of any potential change in their status
after the interim period, at the current rate of 25 MCM/YR from the Upper Jordan to the farm
communities in the area. An additional 45 MCM/YR will continue to flow into the sea of
Galilee.
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12. Water allocation from the mountain aquifer

The current Palestinian allocation is as follows:

from the Western Basin the Palestinians receive 27 MCM/YR from a total of 310 MCM of
fresh water and 40 MCM of brackish: water. From the North-eastern basin, the Palestinians
receive 25 MCM/YR from a total of 61 MCM of fresh water and 70 MCM of brackish water.
From the Eastern basin the Palestinians receive 38 MCM/YR of fresh water and 20 MCM/YR
of brackish water from a total of 81 MCM of fresh water and 70 MCM of brackish water. The
Israeli settlements use a total of some 50 MCM/YR from these three sources.

During the interim period it is suggested that the Palestinian share be increased by a total of 50
MCM/YR from these three sources. It is suggested that water for the settlements be provided
by Israel from other sources, If this is not possible for technical reasons, it is suggested that he
Palestinians be given an additional 50 MCM/YR from sources suggested by Israel. Thus the
Palestinians would reach a level of 180 MCM/YR from the mountain aquifer.

13. The Palestinian water authority in conjunction with the Israeli water authority should
undertake the monitoring and publication of all data conceming the planning, use and allocation
of its resources. Data on water resources is not in the private domain. It must be in the public
domain and the public must have access to adequate and verifiable data. Isracl and the
Palestinians will cooperate in the sharing of all data with regard to the joint water resources.

14.. As specified in the Declaration of Principles on Interim Sel(-Government Arrangements
(Annex III number 10), a joint commission will be established to set up and determine
environmental standards, to establish criteria for waste water irrigation and to set up standards
for the disposal of solid waste which could pollute the ground water,

15. As specified in the Declaration of Principles on Interim Self-Govemment Arrangements
(Annex III number 1), a joint planning body shall be established which should be charged with
the investigation of additional sources of water. This body should be funded by monies raised
locally and in the intemational community This commission will work to assure that capital
resources are available for assessment, research and joint monitoring. This commission should
make recommendations with regard to increasing the amount of available fresh water in the
region including desalination and other forms of importation of water.
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Additional Important Points

The Israeli fears about uncontrolled Palestinian drilling of new wells as has taken place in Gaza
over the past year is unfounded. The geology and the topography makes that kind of drilling
nearly impossible unless undertaken by an authority. Individual well drilling is highly unlikely
and can be easily controlled. Because of the sensitivity of this subject, it is recommended that
there be a joint water patrol established under the authority of the Joint Monitoring
Commission. It further be recommended that the Palestinians will undertake no new drilling at
all unless there is agreement of the Jm’rit Monitoring Commission. |

The Joint Monitoring Commission will also act as an environmental rapid response force

(RRF) which will be responsible for reporting on environmental emergencies which could

effect the aquifers, The RRF will have immediate implementation authority to order the ceasing |
of activities which are endangering the aquifer. Further legal action may be necessary following .
the actions of the RRF, however, immediate and near dangers can be prevented.

The most important point to make regarding the negotiations on this subject is that cooperation
must be the key for both sideg. We all have the same common interests to preserve, conserve
and utilize water to the best possible means and to meet the needs of all of the citizens of the
two areas. This can only be done through cooperation and through the attitude that all people
have the same water needs.

Lastly, the bottom line is that water=money. We should not lose perspective of this equation.

The area where there must be and willl be reduction in water use in the future is agriculture.

This will occur because of better water technologies and because of pure and simple
economics. Israel will import more fruits and vegetables from neighboring areas because they

are cheaper there. Israel will save money and water. A lot of agriculture will be transferred to ®
the Palestinian territories, This is pure and simple economic logic. Market forces will play a

large role. As a result, Israel will be saving water, but the Palestinians will need more water.

Today 26% of Palestinians are thlﬂ}féd in agriculture as opposed to less than 3% of Israelis.
Additionally, the standard of living ai:" the Palestinians in the West Bank will increase with

time. In terms of water use, this means that there will be an increased need.

Because in the end water=money and because Israel is so much more wealthy that the
Palestinians (Israel's GNP increased last year by $4 billion which is two times more than the
total aid the Palestinians are expected to receive over five years), Israel can either increase its
food imports or it can begin to desalinate brackish water (or both). In any event, Israel will

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have to do both of these in the future, so it is clearly better to begin now. Additionally, if Israel
is generous to the Palestinians now in terms of water the following will be achieved:

1. Greater confidence will be established between the sides which will aid in the development
of the joint mechanisms as well as leading to further positive cooperation.

2. lIsrael can present its generosity to the donor countries and then request to lead an
international effort in R&D in water desalination technology. Here the profit potential for
Israel's generosity is far beyond the immediate loss of an additional 50 MCM allocation 1o the
Palestinians.

3. Israeli generosity will allow the agreement to be signed and implemented.

CONCERNING FOLLOW-UP MEETING TO THE CAIRO SUMMIT THE WHITE HOUSE
BRIEFING ROOM SUNDAY, FEBRUARY 12, 1995

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: GOOD AFTERNOON. AS YOU KNOW, TODAY PRESIDENT
CLINTON HOSTED AN UNPRECEDENTED MEETING ATTENDED BY VICE
PRESIDENT GORE, TONY LAKE, MYSELF AND REPRESENTATIVES FROM
ISRAEL, EGYPT, JORDAN AND THE PALESTINIAN AUTHORITY. WE GATHER
TODAY AT A VERY CRITICAL MOMENT IN THE PEACE PROCESS. THE
TERRORISTS AND THEIR SUPPORTERS HAVE ACCELERATED THEIR DEADLY
EFFORTS TO KILL THE HOPES FOR PEACE. TODAY I THINK WE'VE SENT
THE TERRORISTS AND THE REJECTIONISTS OF WHATEVER STRIPE A VERY
STRONG MESSAGE, A MESSAGE THAT THEY WILL NOT SUCCEED, A MESSAGE
THAT THE MOMENTUM FOR PEACE WILL BE MAINTAINED.

THIS MEETING, OF COURSE, FOLLOWED THE HISTORIC ARAB-ISRAELI
SUMMIT THAT PRESIDENT MUBARAK HOSTED LAST WEEK, 10 DAYS AGO IN
CAIRO. IN THE FACE OF TERRORISM, HARDSHIP, EVEN DESPAIR,
PRESIDENT MUBARAK, PRIME MINISTER RABIN, CHAIRMAN ARAFAT AND
KING HUSSEIN STEPPED FORWARD TO ONCE AGAIN COMMIT THEMSELVES TO
A VISION OF HOPE AND PEACE FOR THE MIDDLE EAST.

TODAY, AT PRESIDENT CLINTON'S DIRECTION, WE CAME TOGETHER TO
CARRY THAT VISION FORWARD AND TO GIVE IT CONCRETE EXPRESSION. I
WANT TO THANK FOREIGN MINISTERS MOUSSA, PERES AND KABARATI (SIC)

THE MINISTER OF PLANNING IN THE PALESTINIAN AUTHORITY. THEY CAME
VERY LONG DISTANCES ON RELATIVELY SHORT NOTICE, AND MANY OF THEM
AT CONSIDERABLE SACRIFICE TO THEMSELVES, AND I'M VERY GRATEFUL
TO THEM. I ALSO WANT TO THANK RUSSIAN DEPUTY FOREIGN MINISTER
PUSAVOLOK (PH) FOR JOINING US HERE.

AS WE MET TODAY, WE CERTAINLY HAVE NO ILLUSIONS ABOUT THE
DIFFICULTIES AHEAD, BUT WE FACE THE DIFFICULTIES ARMED WITH THE
KNOWLEDGE THAT WE'VE ALREADY MADE TREMENDOUS PROGRESS. WE ALSO
FACE THESE DIFFICULTIES WITH THE UNDERSTANDING THAT BEYOND THE
CONTINUING VIOLENCE AND SUSPICION, THERE STILL LIES AN
OPPORTUNITY TO SECURE WHAT PRESIDENT CLINTON ONCE CALLED "THE
QUIET MIRACLE OF A NORMAL LIFE."

BEFORE REVIEWING THE RESULTS OF THE FIVE-PARTY MINISTERIAL, I
WANT TO REPORT ON A VERY PRODUCTIVE MEETING THAT I HAD THIS
MORNING BETWEEN THE ISRAELI REPRESENTATIVE, FOREIGN MINISTER
PERES, AND THE REPRESENTATIVE OF THE PALESTINIAN AUTHORITY, DR.
SHA'ATH. IN OUR DISCUSSION, BOTH MADE CLEAR THAT THERE WOULD BE
NO TURNING BACK FROM THE SEARCH FOR PEACE. BOTH EXPRESSED THEIR
DETERMINATION TO WORK TOGETHER TO OVERCOME THE CHALLENGES THAT
THE ISRAELIS AND THE PALESTINIANS CURRENTLY FACE. TOWARD THIS
END, THEY AGREED THAT I COULD GIVE YOU THE FOLLOWING STATEMENTS
ON THEIR BEHALF. I THINK YOU HAVE COPIES OF THOSE, WHICH ARE
REALLY AN INTEGRAL PART OF THE OVERALL JOINT COMMUNIQUE.

FIRST, THEY REAFFIRMED THAT ISRAEL AND THE PALESTINIAN AUTHORITY
ARE COMMITTED TO FULFILLING ALL ELEMENTS OF THEIR EXISTING
AGREEMENTS. SECOND, THEY EXPRESSED UNDERSTANDING FOR ONE
ANOTHER'S REQUIREMENTS. THEY AGREED THAT BOTH ISRAEL'S SECURITY
NEEDS AND THE PALESTINIANS' POLITICAL AND ECONOMIC NEEDS MUST BE
SATISFIED THROUGH A COOPERATIVE AND INTERRELATD APPROACH. THIRD,
THE PALESTINIAN AUTHORITY UNDERSCORED ITS COMMITMENT TO PREEMPT
TERROR, TO PUNISH THOSE RESPONSIBLE AND TO DENY TERRORISTS ANY
SAFE HAVEN.

BOTH PARTIES MADE CLEAR THAT APPLICATION OF THESE MEASURES WOULD
ENHANCE THE CONDITIONS FOR SECURITY AND A NORMALIZED ECONOMIC
SITUATION BASED UPON FREE MOVEMENTS OF PEOPLE AND GOODS. THE
ISRAELIS, FOR THEIR PART, REAFFIRMED THEIR COMMITMENT TO FULL
IMPLEMENTATION OF THE SECOND PHASE OF THE DECLARATION OF
PRINCIPLES. BOTH SIDES AGREED TO PROMPTLY NEGOTIATE ALL ASPECTS
OF THIS PHASE, INCLUDING TRANSFER AUTHORITY, REDEPLOYMENT AND
ELECTIONS.

FINALLY, BOTH PARTIES AGREED THAT THESE UNDERSTANDINGS CAN HELP
BUILD TRUST AND CONFIDENCE, AND THEY EXPRESSED THEIR
DETERMINATION TO USE THEM TO ENSURE A SUCCESSFUL
ISRAELI-PALESTINIAN MEETING WHEN THEY MEET SOMETIME LATER THIS
WEEK; MEETING, OF COURSE, AT THE HIGHEST LEVEL BETWEEN PRIME
MINISTER RABIN AND CHAIRMAN ARAFAT.
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SO THIS PARTICULAR SET OF UNDERSTANDINGS OR CONCLUSIONS, I
SHOULD SAY, WAS, I THINK, A RESULT OF THE BILATERAL MEETING THAT
WE HAD THIS MORNING, AS WELL AS WORK THAT WAS DONE THROUGH THE
NIGHT. AND I THINK IT'S A VERY SIGNIFICANT STEP FORWARD BY THESE
TWO TO RECOMMIT THEMSELVES TO THE PEACE PROCESS.

NOW LET ME TURN TO TODAY'S MINISTERIAL MEETING. OUR PURPOSE WAS
TO DEEPEN THE PROCESS OF REGIONAL COOPERATION IN SUPPORT OF
PEACE. THE RESULTS OF OUR DISCUSSIONS ARE REFLECTED IN THE
DECLARATION THAT YOU HAVE AND WHICH YOU'LL SEE THERE WAS
AGREEMENT ON COOPERATION IN FOUR DIFFERENT AREAS -- POLITICAL,
ECONOMIC, SECURITY AND HUMAN. IN THE POLITICAL AREA, I HAVE JUST
REPORTED ON THE PROGRESS MADE TO ADVANCE THE ISRAELI-PALESTINIAN

IN THE POLITICAL AREA, I HAVE JUST REPORTED ON THE PROGRESS MADE
TO ADVANCE THE ISRAELI-PALESTINIAN NEGOTIATIONS. THESE EFFORTS
RECEIVED, AS YOU WILL SEE FROM THE DOCUMENTS, STRONG SUPPORT IN
THE MINISTERIAL MEETING. WE ALSO EXPRESSED APPRECIATION FOR THE
CONTINUED IMPLEMENTATION OF THE ISRAELI-JORDANIAN PEACE TREATY.
AND, FINALLY, WE UNDERSCORED OUR HOPE THAT BREAKTHROUGHS COULD
BE REACHED BETWEEN ISRAEL, SYRIA, AND LEBANON. WE ALL EXPRESSED
THE HOPE THAT SYRIA AND LEBANON WOULD BE JOINING US AT MEETINGS
LIKE THIS IN THE FUTURE.

WITH RESPECT TO SECURITY, WE AGREED THAT, WITHOUT SECURITY,
THERE CAN BE NO PEACE. THE PARTIES DECLARED THEIR COMMITMENT TO
COMBAT ALL THE EFFORTS TO DESTROY THE PEACE PROCESS --
PARTICULARLY ACTS OF TERRORISM. THE PARTIES AGREED THAT, IN THE
FRAMEWORK OF PEACE AND RECONCILIATION OF THE REGION, THEY INTEND
TO ACHIEVE EQUAL SECURITY AT LOWER LEVELS OF ARMAMENT, INCLUDING
PURSUIT OF A MUTUALLY VERIFIABLE ZONE OF FREE -- MUTUALLY
VERIFIABLE ZONE FREE OF WEAPONS OF MASS DESTRUCTION.

ON THE ECONOMIC FRONT, THE DECLARATION REAFFIRMS THE IMPORTANCE
OF PROMOTING ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND INVESTMENT. THIS, OF
COURSE, IS ESPECIALLY URGENT FOR THE PALESTINIANS. WE WILL WORK
WITH THE OTHER DONORS TO REDOUBLE OUR EFFORTS TO PROVIDE
ASSISTANCE QUICKLY. WE WILL EXPLORE WAYS TO PROMOTE LIBERALIZED
TRADE BETWEEN THE PARTIES AND THE UNITED STATES. THE PARTIES
EXPRESSED PARTICULAR APPRECIATION FOR THE UNITED STATES PROPOSAL
TO EXTEND DUTY-FREE TREATMENT TO PRODUCTS IN INDUSTRIAL ZONES TO
BE CREATED IN THE WEST BANK AND GAZA, AND FOR FREE TRADE ZONES
THAT MAY BE ESTABLISHED IN TABA, ELAT, AND AQABA.

THE UNITED STATES WILL CONSULT FURTHER WITH THE PARTIES AND WITH
THE CONGRESS, WITH RESPECT TO THESE VERY IMPORTANT FREE TRADE
ZONES -- CERTAINLY ONE OF THE MOST SIGNIFICANT MATTERS TO COME
OUT OF TODAY'S MEETING. AT THE SAME TIME, WE WILL CONTINUE OUR
EFFORTS TO CREATE A MIDDLE EAST DEVELOPMENT BACK. WE WILL
CONTINUE OUR EFFORTS TO PROMOTE TRADE AND TOURISM. AND WE WILL
WORK HARD ON PLANNING FOR THE AMMAN SUMMIT, WHICH IS A FOLLOW ON
TO LAST YEAR'S VERY IMPORTANT, PRECEDENT BREAKING, CASABLANCA
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ECONOMIC CONFERENCE.

IN THIS CONNECTION, I ALSO WANT TO HIGHLIGHT THE IMPORTANT
MEETING THAT EGYPT HOSTED LAST IN TABA, WHERE SECRETARY OF BROWN
COMMERCE (SIC) MET WITH THE TRADE MINISTERS FROM EGYPT, ISRAEL,
JORDAN, AND THE PALESTINIAN AUTHORITY. THAT GATHERING
REPRESENTED YET ANOTHER MAJOR STEP IN EFFORTS TO DEVELOP
REGIONAL ECONOMIC COOPERATION -- THE KIND OF COOPERATION THAT IS
SO IMPORTANT TO UNDERLIE A LASTING PEACE. AT TABA, THE PARTIES
PLEDGED TO SUPPORT EFFORTS TO END ALL TRADE BARRIERS AND
BOYCOTTS.

FINALLY, WITH RESPECT TO THE HUMAN DIMENSION, WE AGREED TO
ADDRESS THAT DIMENSION BY ENDORSING EFFORTS TO BUILD BRIDGES
BETWEEN THE REGIONS' PEOPLE, AND BY DEVELOPING NEW PATTERNS AND
NEW PROGRAMS OF COOPERATION.

THIS DECLARATION IS A ROAD MAP FOR THE MONTHS AHEAD. WE KNOW
THAT, OF COURSE, ANOTHER DECLARATION, BY ITSELF, IS NOT
SUFFICIENT. WE MUST WORK VIGOROUSLY TO MAKE THE GOALS THAT WE
HAVE SET FORTH HERE A REALITY. AS PRESIDENT CLINTON
DEMONSTRATED, AND AS WAS DEMONSTRATED BY THE ATTENDANCE TODAY OF
VICE PRESIDENT GORE, THE NATIONAL SECURITY ADVISOR TONY LAKE,
AND MYSELF, THE UNITED STATES IS COMMITTED TO SEEING THIS
PROCESS THROUGH. UNDER THE PRESIDENT'S LEADERSHIP, THE UNITED
STATES HAS STOOD BY THE PARTIES WHEN THERE HAVE BEEN TRIUMPHS,
SUCH AS AT THE SIGNING CEREMONY HERE IN WASHINGTON, AND AT
ARABA. WE HAVE STOOD BY THE PARTIES IN TRAGEDY AT HEBRON AND AT
BEIT LID, AND WILL REMAIN BY THEIR SIDE AS THEY WORK TOWARD THE
FINAL EFFORTS TO ACHIEVE A COMPREHENSIVE PEACE IN THE MIDDLE
EAST. I BELIEVE THAT TODAY'S STEP MARKS A SIGNIFICANT STEP IN
THAT LONG AND DIFFICULT JOURNEY.

THAT ENDS MY SUMMARY OF THE CONCLUSIONS REACHED IN THE BILATERAL
MEETING, AS WELL AS THE JOINT COMMUNIQUE. BUT THERE IS ONE OTHER
MATTER THAT I THOUGHT YOU WOULD BE INTERESTED IN, AND SO I
MENTION IT TO YOU BEFORE TAKING A FEW QUESTIONS. IN THE COURSE
OF DISCUSSIONS BETWEEN THE ISRAELIS AND THE PALESTINIANS, THE
PALESTINIANS EXPRESSED A DEEP CONCERN ABOUT SETTLEMENT ACTIVITY.
THE ISRAELIS, WHILE EMPHASIZING THAT DECISIONS WOULD BE MADE ON
THAT SUBJECT BY THE ISRAELIS THEMSELVES, ALSO RESTATED THEIR
POLICY AS FOLLOWS: THEY ARE COMMITTED TO BUILDING NO NEW
SETTLEMENTS, TO NO CONFISCATION OF LAND FOR BUILDINGS, AND TO NO
INVESTMENT OF PUBLIC ISRAELI DOLLARS IN PRIVATE HOMES IN THE
TERRITORIES. THE ISRAELIS ALSO EMPHASIZED, IN THE COURSE OF THE
DISCUSSIONS, THAT THEY WELCOMED THE PALESTINIANS COMMITMENT ON
FIGHTING TERROR. BUT THEY ALSO EMPHASIZED THAT THE
IMPLEMENTATION OF THESE COMMITMENTS IS ALL IMPORTANT.

NOW, WITH THAT, AND ON THE UNDERSTANDING THAT A BACKGROUNDER
WILL BE FOLLOWING ME, AND BECAUSE I HAVE SOME FOREIGN MINISTERS
WAITING FOR BILATERAL MEETINGS, I'LL TAKE JUST A FEW OF YOUR
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QUESTIONS.

Q MR. SECRETARY, ON THE TOUCHY, TOUCHY ISSUE OF THE CLOSING OF
THE BORDERS, CAN YOU REPORT ANY DEVELOPMENTS? I MEAN, YOU TALKED
ABOUT SECURITY A LOT, BUT FROM THE PALESTINIAN VIEWPOINT, THEY
ARE ANGRY ABOUT THE BORDERS BEING CLOSED, AND THE PALESTINIANS
UNABLE TO GO INTO ISRAEL PROPER TO WORK. THE PRESIDENT'S
STATEMENT IMPLICITLY -- SOME OF US THINK IMPLICITLY CRITICIZED
THIS. WHAT DID THEY DO ABOUT THIS?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, I THINK THERE WAS A RECOGNITION OF THE
IMPORTANCE OF THE ECONOMIC ACTIVITY. YOU WILL SEE THAT IN THE
JOINT COMMUNIQUE. BUT THERE WAS NO EXPLICIT UNDERSTANDING OR
CONCLUSION REACHED ON THAT SUBJECT.

Q DO YOU THINK THAT WILL MAKE IT EASIER, MR. SECRETARY, NOW FOR
ARAFAT AND RABIN WHEN THEY MEET AGAIN THIS WEEK? WILL THIS
CONFERENCE CONTRIBUTE TO THEIR AMICABLE UNDERSTANDING OF WHAT'S
GOING TO HAPPEN?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: YES. I THINK IT WILL CONTRIBUTE SIGNIFICANTLY.
THE LAST MEETING THEY HAD, BY THEIR OWN STATEMENTS, DID NOT MAKE
PROGRESS. BUT I THINK THE FACT THAT WE WERE ABLE TO MEET TODAY,
AND THE FOREIGN MINISTER OF ISRAEL, AND THE REPRESENTATIVE OF
THE PALESTINIAN AUTHORITY WERE ABLE TO AGREE TO THESE
CONCLUSIONS. I THINK THAT GIVES A MOMENTUM FOR THAT PROCESS THAT
WILL BE FELT BETWEEN THE PARTIES WHEN THEY MEET. SO, I THINK WE
GO INTO THAT MEETING IN A NEW AND IMPROVED ENVIRONMENT, BECAUSE
OF THESE MEETINGS HERE TODAY AND THE AGREEMENTS THAT WERE
REACHED.

Q (OFF MIKE) -- ANY SPEECH ABOUT YOUR HOPES THAT ISRAEL AND
SYRIA AND LEBANON WILL REACH COMPREHENSIVE PEACE. DID YOU
DISCUSS, IN THE MEETING, WAYS OF MOVING -- (INAUDIBLE) -- AHEAD?
AND DIDN'T -- (INAUDIBLE)?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: NO. WE EXPRESSED THE WISH THAT THEY WERE
THERE, AND THE HOPE THAT THEY'D BE THERE IN THE NEAR FUTURE. BUT
WE DIDN'T HAVE A DETAILED DISCUSSION OF EITHER OF THOSE TRACKS,
EXCEPT TO EXPRESS THE IMPORTANCE OF A COMPREHENSIVE PEACE TO ALL
THE PARTIES.

Q BUT DO YOU THINK, MR. SECRETARY -- WHAT STEPS DO YOU THINK
YOU'RE GOING TO TAKE? ARE YOU GOING TO -- (INAUDIBLE) -- AT THIS
MEETING? WHAT STEPS ARE YOU GOING TO TAKE TO ALLAY SYRIA'S FEARS
FROM ACTION LIKE THAT IS AGGRAVATED?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, THERE'S NO REASON FOR THEM TO BE
APPREHENSIVE ABOUT THIS MEETING. THE MEETING FOCUSED, OF COURSE,
ON THE ISRAELI-PALESTINIAN TRACK, AND WAYS TO INVIGORATE IT AND
GET IT RESTARTED. BUT THIS MEETING TOOK INTO ACCOUNT THE
IMPORTANCE OF THE OTHER TRACKS, AND HAVE COMMITTED OURSELVES TO
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PURSUING THOSE TRACKS. YES, WE WILL BRIEF THE SYRIANS AND THE
LEBANESE ON THE RESULTS OF THIS MEETING, SO AS TO REASSURE THEM.
AND WE'LL BE TAKING STEPS TO SEE IF WE CAN'T MAKE PROGRESS ON
THAT TRACK AS WELL. WE'D LIKE TO END THE STALEMATE THAT MIGHT
EXIST.

Q MR. SECRETARY, WAS THERE ANY RECOGNITION OF THE FACT THAT DOLLAR 1
MILLION THE PALESTINIANS ARE LOSING AS A RESULT OF THE CLOSURE

OF THE TERRITORIES? WAS THERE ANY IMMEDIATE INFUSION OF ECONOMIC
ASSISTANCE? I KNOW THAT THE DIMENSIONS HAVE BEEN RECOGNIZED OF

THE IMPORTANCE. BUT WHAT ARE THEY DOING IN THE IMMEDIATE STEPS

TO ALLEVIATE THE SUFFERINGS OF THE PALESTINIANS UNDER

OCCUPATION?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, THERE WAS A GOOD DEAL OF DISCUSSION
ABOUT WAYS THAT WE COULD SPEED UP SOME OF THE PROGRAMS. WE
AGREED THAT WE'D REVIEW ALL OF OUR PROGRAMS TO SEE IF WE
COULDN'T SPEED UP THE DISBURSEMENT OF FUNDS, TO FIND SOME WAYS
TO MAKE MORE VISIBLE PROGRESS. I THINK THERE WAS A COMMON
UNDERSTANDING THAT THE SITUATION THERE IS5 ONE THAT PRESENTS
DIFFICULTIES FOR ALL PARTIES. THE PROBLEMS OF TERROR THAT
CONFRONT THE ISRAELIS, THE ECONOMIC PROBLEMS THAT CONFRONT THE
PALESTINIANS ARE THE CORE OF THESE DIFFICULTIES. AND WE HOPE TO
FIND, AND WE HOPE THAT THE PARTIES WILL FIND SOME WAY OUT OF
THAT, AND WE HOPE THEY WILL BE SPURRED AND GIVEN AND INCENTIVE
BY THE VERY POSITIVE MEETING THAT TOOK PLACE TODAY.

THE FACT THAT THE PARTIES WERE ABLE TO MEET AND TO REACH THESE
CONCLUSIONS IN THIS RELATIVELY SHORT PERIOD OF TIME -- BOTH
BILATERALLY AND IN THE FIVE PARTY COMMUNIQUE -- I THINK IS AN
INDICATION OF THE RECOMMITMENT OF THE PARTIES TO THIS PROCESS.
DESPITE ALL THE DIFFICULTIES, THE PARTIES KNOW THAT THERE IS NO
TURNING BACK. THIS IS IRREVERSIBLE. CONDITIONS HAVE BEEN CHANGED
PERMANENTLY IN THE REGION, AND THE PARTIES MUST MEASURE UP TO
THEIR RESPONSIBILITIES. AND I THINK, TODAY, THEY SAID THEY KNEW
THAT.

NOW, YOU'LL BE HAVING A BACKGROUNDER THAT WILL GIVE YOU MORE
DETAILS ON ALL OF THESE, AND PERHAPS CAN AMPLIFY ON SOME OF
THESE ANSWERS THAT I GAVE.

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: GOOD MORNING, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN. I'M VERY
PLEASED TO WELCOME THE MINISTERS HERE AND TO WELCOME ALL OF You
AND TO WELCOME THOSE WHO HAVE JOINED THEIR MINISTERS HERE FOR
THIS IMPORTANT AND UNIQUE MEETING.

THE COMMITMENT OF THE UNITED STATES TO THE PEACE PROCESS, I
THINK, CAN BE JUDGED BY THE FACT THAT THE PRESIDENT, THE VICE
PRESIDENT, THE NATIONAL SECURITY ADVISER AND MYSELF ARE HERE
THIS MORNING. AND WITHOUT FURTHER COMMENT, I WOULD LIKE TO
INTRODUCE TO ALL OF YOU THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES.

PRESIDENT CLINTON: THANK YOU, MR. SECRETARY. AND THANK YOU, ALL
OF YOU, FOR COMING TO THIS VERY IMPORTANT MEETING. IT IS NO
SECRET TO ANYONE IN THE WORLD THAT WE ARE IN A CRITICAL MOMENT
IN THE PEACE PROCESS. WE CANNOT ALLOW THE RISE OF TERROR AGAIN

AND THE UNITED STATES IS PREPARED TO DO ITS PART ON THAT. FOR

BANK AND GAZA AND ELSEWHERE, I AM PREPARED TO GO TO CONGRESS AND

ALL GOING TO HAVE TO WORK HARD TO MAKE PROGRESS ON THE PEACE
FRONT, ON THE SECURITY FRONT AND ON THE ECONOMIC FRONT AT THE
SAME TIME. WE ALL HAVE TO RECOGNIZE THAT THERE ARE DIFFICULT
DECISIONS TO BE MADE IN THIS AREA.

THE NEGOTIATIONS THAT YOU HAVE ALREADY CONCLUDED HAVE BUILT THE
FRAMEWORK FOR PEACE. WHAT WE HAVE TO DO NOW IS TO HAVE SPECIFIC

I spent about an kour and fifteen minutes alone with Arafat at his Tunis office
where I had been twice before. The most recent time was when [ interviewed him
for the NPQ/Los Angeles Times Syndication partnership in March 1993 in which
interview he issued a call for elections in the territories.

I expected more time with him but the meeting was cut short. (See below.) I had
decided to see him because as so many have put it I am one of the few Americans
with whom he might talk openly and even listen, and what with the
Palestinian/Isracli negotiations on dead center I thought it was worth the trip.

My general plan was two fold. First, I wanted to describe how the dynamics of the

situation including some of the things he was doing were creating a situation that

was working against him. Second, I wanted to discuss the criticisms of his &
Palestinian supporters, both friendly and hostile. (Sadly we never got to that.) Prior

to the visit I spent several days in Jerusalem to meet with members of the

government to obtain their perspectives and then in the West Bank with Palestinians

across the political spectrum excluding Hamas. Arafat was most cordial, but I found

him very laid back and unresponsive in the first ten minutes or so. There were times

when his responses became confused and he would repeat himself especially on

matters where I was trying to make a point,

Because the issue of the size of Jericho had become one of the three or four sticking
points in the negotiations and because I felt T could use the Jericho question for a
broader point I wanted to make I opened with it. I said I did not understand why
he was letting that issue help create a sense that he was stalling. In the easuing six
or seven months the PLO would have jurisdiction over the entire area anyway. So
why the focus on it now?

Further I questioned his asking for a larger area of Jericho for the interim
agreement when that area would include six settlements. Regarding this latter point
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of settlements I pointed out that it was too soon for the Israelis to themselves arrive
at a clear position on the three most major items of the overall negotiations, that is,
Jerusalem, statehood, and the settlements generally, especially in the West Bank. To
keep pressing on the larger Jericho area now when that discussion would force Israel
to deal with the settlements issue before they clearly were ready to--or wanted to--
and thus were going against the September 13th agreement,

asking of Jericho now does not include any settlements. Besides which, he claimed--
and I was not in a position to argue the point--those really were not settlements, but
rather farms in which the Israeli farmers did not themselves live, He pulled out
several maps and showed me that the area that he has been asking for did not
include the settlements--at least according to his map. My problem then was that
almost everything I had just picked up in Israel, both from official Israelis and from
Palestinians, loyal to Arafat or not, they all felt that Arafat’s Jericho demands did
indeed include those six Jericho settlements. I even asked him if he was lying to me.
(He did not throw me out of the office.) Nevertheless, I felt somewhat impeached
by his claim that he had carefully excluded those settlements from his demands for
Jericho now. Further, he said, even if they were settiements in the sense of the
Gaza or the West Bank settlements why couldn’t the Israeli military be allowed to
protect those settlers in the same way that the Palestinians had already agreed to for
the settlements in the Gaza. He also said that he was expecting that was to be the
arrangement for a good part of the West Bank settlements,

Arafat then took me by surprise when he made it absolutely clear that all he is /

In fact, that led to a discussion of "withdrawal" versus ‘redeployment”. He purported
that right along he was not opposed to ‘redeployment" provided the mission of the
remaining troops was to protect those Jewish settlers where it was agreed that the '@
Palestinians could not effectively do so. Ergo in that sense he was for deployment

within withdrawal, and he made much of that phrase,

With regard to needing a larger piece of Jericho now rather than smaller ke also
said he had to have room to settle Palestinian refugees. Gaza was no longer
possible, it being already over crowded.

Both in the discussion about "redeployment” and in subsequent discussion about the
borders and the security checks he constantly iterated and reiterated that his
demands were designed to protect the di nity of the Palestinian people. This
discussion became almost the main thréad and contention point throughout the
meeting, I kept trying to explain that what he thought was protecting the dignity of
his people was in fact rhetoric that was having the opposite effect. Not only among
Israelis, but also among Palestinians there is the constant complaint that his
demands for special arrangements at the borders, or for security, were in their minds
designed to build into the interim agreement aspects of sovereignty and/or statehood
even though the Declaration of Principles made it clear that those kinds of matters
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were for five years hence. [ told him that the situation had gotten so that every time
he mentioned his demands about security checks, or Israeli troops at the borders, or
the various roads he explains it all in the context of the dignity of his people. That
very phrase to almost all parties--and I emphasized all-- has come to mean some
toehold on sovereignty or statehood now.

In some cases such as Elias Freij, the Mayor of Bethlehem, he explicitly asked me to
pass on the message to Arafat using his own name that by thus implying statehood
now, sometimes even explicitly, Arafat was jeopardizing the Israeli/Palestinian
agreement and the Palestinians would be left without anything. Freij says he
remains a loyalist to Arafat, but is clearly worried about this misplaced focus--i.e.

dignity rationale.

With the Clinton/Assad summit then a half a week away I tried to impress on Arafat
the danger that the Palestinians again could be left behind. There was already talk
and some sense that the impending optimisr about a Syrian deal was reducing the
determination of many parties to complete the Palestinian accord. Even though all
parties are increasingly accepting that if a comprehensive agreement--an absolute
necessity for the region--is not achieved the increasing demands of Arafat would
mark him as the spoiler and would thereby further weaken his bargaining hand.
Unfortunately that sort of argument does not impress him.

At another point we got into a discussion about Prime Minister Rabin, and Arafat [
allowed very strongly that he does not think that Rabin is serious about bringing the | |
Palestinian track to a conclusion. I expressed considerable dismay at his perception \
of where Rabin is. I made it clear that Rabin was jeopardizing the stability of his \
government by fighting so hard for the agreement--especially against the Likud )
elements. The failure to resolve the impasse with the Palestinians could surely mean

the downfall of Rabin's government. He just kept disagreeing about Rabin, and

none of my arguments seemed to register.

(In fact a number of times especially on this Rabin factor and about Arafat’s dignity
rhetoric we found ourselves actually shouting at each other.)

I had brought with me a Rabin quote from Monday's Jerusalem Post to the effect t
that if Arafat was as worried as he seems to be that no investment funds were |
forthcoming from the Europeans, he, Rabin, felt that Arafat should understand that |
as long as he was injecting demands with implications now for statehood or
sovereignty those kinds of monies would never be forthcoming. Oddly, Arafat

himself had that very same article on his desk and pointed it out to me as if it were
Rabin who was standing in the way of the flow of development monies.

When I later relayed this part of the conversation by phone to Nabeel Shaath, the
lead Palestinian negotiator in Taba, he who is as frustrated as anybody, told me that
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what I was witnessing between Arafat and Rabin was part of the circular loop that
somehow had been created between the two of them. Obviously, there never had |
been much love lost between them, but now with the negotiations in progress every |
time Arafat ups the statchood ante, so to speak, Rabin then applies the brakes in |
Taba--causing Arafat to get even more angry, Shaath advised not taking this |
expressed anger about Rabin too seriously. Arafat understands this escalation game,

he said.

(On Sunday, the 9th, the day before the resumption of the Taba talks following upon |
their post-Cairo two week hiatus, I had flown down to Taba via Eilat to see Shaath, ' @ !
a good friend. I only had about an hour and a half with Shaath but he at that | '
moment was preoccupied with the leaks of the reports that had come out about the ( |
Cairo meeting two weeks earlier between Abu Mazan and Shimon Peres. Two

tentative papers had gotten into the hands of both Arafat aud Peres, and each were

treating them as if they were the final conclusions of that Cairo session. It was

generally felt that Peres had gone to the press too precipitously based on those

tentative papers. Then when Arafat renounced those "conclusions" he was charged

with reneging on what had actually been agreed io in Cairo. This created a moment

of chaos and further tension which complicated the negotiating problem for both the

Palestinian and the Israeli negotiators, Shaath and General Shahak. Those two seem

to get along quite well but are constantly being thrown off balance by the public

exchanges between the Israeli and the Palestinian leadership.)

Somewhere in all this there was an almost tangential comment by Arafat to the

effect that he was looking forward to a confederation solution between the \ﬁ*._
Palestinians and Jordan. My inference, not based on other than his perfunctory ®
remarks about that, is that that is one way out of his dilemma which I see as his
inability--despite all his demands for statehood--to administer a government of his

own as well as a way of possibly coping with the continually deteriorating support

from his followers. Maybe, but time was running out, and I couldn’t pursue it. It

was too vague to be very useful,

I also hoped to have more time with him to discuss the criticism of those among his
Palestinian followers who are critical of his leadership. The main thrust of that
criticism is his failure to function democratically, but rather autocratically. At the
very moment I was about to launch into that subject a somewhat dramatic thing
occurred which really broke up the meeting. His Foreign Minister Khaddoumi, who
right along has been a leading rejectionist against any accommodation with the
Israelis, burst into the room and reminded Arafat that there was a meeting of the
PLO Executive Committee supposed to start fifteen minutes earlier. Whether
Arafat had remembered that or not it was clear that he was neither pleased with
having to deal with that meeting nor with our meeting being broken up.
Appropriately--given that it was Khaddoumi who intruded--he is one of the
evidences of the stated failure of democratic processes on Arafat's part. His sudden

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increasing reliance on Khaddoumi is used as a major example that not only is he
turning to Khaddoumi in general and not to his broader support base, but also even
for technical economic matters about which Khaddoumi has little experience.

One cannot resist some amateur and impressionistic psychoanalyzing after such a
meeting with Arafat. I caution that less than an hour and a half was involved. I
found the man very discouraged as if things were getting beyond his control. My
tack of raising those factors which might be making his position even more difficult--
intended on my part to make him deal with his problems more seriously--may have
served merely to have discouraged him further. In many instances he became non-
responsive, and the only manifestation of a genuine reaction was that of anger,
especially at Rabin whom he has come to believe is working against the process.

We il know that it is one thing to be in opposition without responsibility and
accountability, but it is a far more complex role if one is to lead. With his support
drifting away I believe he is trying to convince himself that he is on the right course
and that the argument that he is defending the dignity of his Palestinian people in
the final analysis convinces him, nobody else. It comes down to being a rationale for
floundering. He resorted to that dignity argument too often--and resisted my
counter-argument that that rhetoric was falling on deaf ears.

Exactly how much of what I had to say actually got through to him is impossible to
judge. At the end, however, there was a demonstrative expression of how much he
likes to talk with me--and please come back as soon as possible.

WHAT FOLLOWS? The instinctive reaction on the part of many will be to steer an
even wider berth around Arafat partially on the grounds that he is not up to
handling the situation, partially on the grounds that he was willing to give up too
much in the September 13th agreement, or indeed that he did not protect the dignity
of his people by doing so. Certainly that’s a very limited list among the seeming
infinity of anti-Arafat arguments,

That kind of thinking of course misses the major point which is that a consensus has
developed that a regional or comprehensive solution is the only way to achieve
stability in the Middle East. That should be the priority of priorities. If our aim is
for a comprehensive peace rather than seeking opportunity to somehow dump Arafat
we should be working instead to stabilize the Palestinians. They, after all, are a key
:E;redient for the broader problem. We should not get caught up in Arafat being

e issue,

One must be particularly careful in analyzing how this dismal portrayal of Yasser
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Arafat plays into that bigger picture, It is almost a truism that the overall problem
will not be resolved unless the Palestinian question is sufficiently attended to. The
American client is Israel--sometimes against their own wishes--making the
Arafat/Palestinian factor all the more eritical, Israel has the most to lose if that
more limited agreement with the Palestinians is not brought to a final conclusion.
Over the long run Israel will remain in a perpetual state of vulnerability if regional
stability is not achieved.

Evaluating Arafat and the Palestinians must be undertaken in the context of two
dynamics, the first has to do with the Palestinian leadership, and the second is
increasingly apparent since the events surrcunding the September 13th signing on
the White House lawn,

The latter first: Only a few weeks prior to the surfacing of the news of the Oslo
agreement Secretary Christopher held what seemed to be a very successful meeting
with President Assad of Syria. Observers felt that the probability of a Israeli/Syrian
agreement was very high. One question at that time was whether this would impede
or help move along the Israeli/Palestinian agreement. There has been an
unfortunate ebb and flow of enthusiasm for one of these two potential agreements
or the other. Syria in August and now again. Following upon the January 16th
sumuut and the current sad state of the Palestinian track the push for the Syrian
agreement is again replacing the Palestinians as the priority interest. One hears
much more of this coming out of Washington than from Jerusalem.

However, if a comprehensive peace is indeed a serious goal the prioritizing of either
the Palestinian track or the Syrian track serves to undermine the attempt to achieve
the broader purpose. Either/or should not be the modus operandi. Rationales for
dropping one or the other are a dime a dozen. Now that it is accepted that Arafat is
in serious trouble within his own house it becomes very easy to drop him or put
aside the Palestinian track. It is tou easy given Arafat’s faults and extraordinary
record of bad judgements e.g. the Gulf War, autocratic leanings, dubious finances,
failures in economic planning, etc., to dismiss Arafat as a participant and worse to
cooperate with other groups to try to change the Palestinian leadership. But, to
repeat, Arafat is not the issue. Not at this moment,

One is reminded of the U.S, dissatisfaction with Prince Sihanouk in Cambodia in the
late 60's which led to the American role in replacing him with Lon Noj who looked
8ood on paper--but only on paper. He had no real popular base. Similarly many
names being mentioned as alternative to Arafat today do not manifest the kind of
Popular support so essential for so drastic a move. The choice of Lon Nol in
Cambodia was enough to open the gates for the Khmer Rouge, and the murderous
years that followed with as many as two million Cambodians dead. The irony today
is that Sihanouk is back in the saddle anyway.
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For the Palestinians any artificially engineered shift of power at so sensitive a
moment would seriously and negatively impact the movement toward resolving the
peace agreement. The mechanisms are too delicate--especially with the
comprehensive consideration in mind.

The major thing the U.S. and Israel should be pressing for within the September
13th agreement--even demanding--is that Arafat be made to mount elections in the
territories. Fast. He promised that.

Arafat has to be legitimatized. If the elections do not accomplish that then who
replaces him is a matter for the Palestinians themselves to determine. There are
groups e.g. the People’s Party, and others, some even formerly Marxist, who might
show surprising strength. Hamas of course is a serous danger. How he is replaced
is almost of greater import. So elections soon are critical if stability is to be
maintained. However, the longer time passes without elections the more splintered
the population will be and the more potent Hamas could become.

At the same time U.S. and Israeli policy should also be pressing--and helping--Arafat
on structuring economic development mechanisms and obtaining resources from
wherever possible. It is fairly clear that Arafat himself has been singularly
unsuccessful also at this and his very presence on the scene may very well deter
potential investors, There are even rumors that Arafat is making private deals about
which one can be suspicious. With elections to be mounted hopefully soon the more
that the Palestinians can see occurring positively on the ground as the result of

investment in economic development the more positive we can hope the election
result will be.
