LAW, IN THE CONTEXT OF CERTAIN MULTILATERAL DEBT NEGOTIATIONS, TO
REDUCE TO ZERO CERTAIN NOTES RELATED TO EGYPT'S FMS DEBT IF OTHER
MAJOR HOLDERS OF EGYPTIAN MILITARY DEBT AGREE TO EQUAL OR COMPARABLE
REDUCTIONS. I HAVE CONCLUDED THAT SUCH OTHER CREDITORS DO NOT AGREE

BY VIRTUE OF THE AUTHORITY VESTED IN ME BY SECTION 592 OF THE

ACT, I HEREEY DETERMINE THAT IT IS ESSENTIAL TO THE NATIONAL
SECURITH INTERESTS OF THE UNITED STATES TO UNILATERALLY CANCEL THE
REQUIREMENT OF EGYPT TO REPAY THE UNITED STATES FOR SUCH EGYPTIAN
MILITARY DEET; AND THAT IT IS ESSENTIAL TO THE SUCCESS OF DESERT
SHIELD AND TO ENHANCE PEACE AND STABILITY IN THE MIDDLE EAST TO
REDUCE TO ZERO THE AMOUNTS DESCRIBED IN SECTION 592(E)(2) OF THE

Indeeds in consultations on the resolution betftore us todays we
have turned aside efforts that would have |inked this
resglution to the crisis in the Gulf. Saddam Hussein has tried
tg |link the idea ot an international conference to his invasian
ot Kuwaits and the council has deprived him ot any satistaction
in this regard. Gaddam Hussein did not invade Kuwait to
benetit Palestinians: ke did so for his ouwun selt
agsgrandizement. Naor should Saddam be rewarded faor this
sgaression by being made to appear as a savior ot the
Palestinian people. MNothing could be further trom the truth.
1+ anything, Saddam’s actions have set back the pursuit ot
peace and taken Palestinians farther than ever from their goal.
