LOS ANGELES —-— PRESIDENT-ELECT RONALD REAGAN SAYS HE WILL "WORK HARD
TO REBUILD A BIPARTISAN BASE FOR AMERICAN FOREIGN POLICY."

. IN HI5S FIRST NEWS CONFERENCE SINCE HIS QOVERWHELMING VICTORY OVER PRESI-
DENT CARTER, REAGAN ALSO ADDRESSED QUESTIONS ON THE MIDDLE EAST, AND PARTICU-
LARLY THE IRANIAN HOSTAGE SITUATION, LATIN AMERICA, POLAND, NORTHERN IRELAND.
HUMAN RIGHTS AND THE STRATEGIC ARMS LIMITATION TREATY.

REAGAN WAS JOINED AT THE NEWS CONFERENCE BY HIS VICE PRESIDENTIAL RUNNING
MATE, GEORGE BUSH. FOLLOWING IS THE TRANSCRIPT OF THE NEWS CONFERENCE:

MR. REAGAN: LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, THANK YOU FOR BEING HERE. GOOD MORNING.
I HAVE A STATEMENT THAT YOU WILL BE GIVEN BUT I WILL READ FOR THE SOUND MEDIA.
GEORGE AND I ARE GLAD TO BE HERE TODAY ESPECIALLY UNDER THE CURRENT CIRCUM-
STANCES AND SINCE THIS NEWS CONFERENCE IS LIVE, I THINK THIS IS A GOOD TIME
TO THANK AGAIN, ALL OF THOSE WHO WORKED AND VOTED ON OUR BEHALF.

YOU ALL GAVE US A GREAT VICTORY AND I CAN ASSURE ALL OF THOSE I'M SPEAK-
ING TO NOW THAT WE WON'T DISAPPOINT YOU.

BEFORE WE BEGIN TAKING QUESTIONS, I KNOW THAT YOU'RE INTERESTED IN THE
TRANSITION AND WHAT ITS STATUS IS. WE'VE ALREADY BEGUN TO WORK PUTTING TO-
. GETHER AN ADMINISTRATION AND WE WILL BEGIN IMMEDIATELY ON THE JOB OF TRANSLAT-
ING CAMPAIGN PROMISES INTO REALITY.

I'M TURNING AGAIN TO BILL CASEY TO HEAD UP THE LATTER EFFORT AS CHAIR-
MAN OF THE TRANSITION EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE. BILL WILL ALSO SERVE AS CHAIRMAN
OF THE INTERIM FOREIGN POLICY ADVISORY BOARD. I WANT TO THANK BILL FOR ALL HE
DID TO MAKE THIS VICTORY POSSIBLE, BOTH IN THE EARLY PRIMARY DAYS AND IN THE
GENERAL ELECTION. HE HAS ASKED TO GO BACK TO HIS LAW FIRM BUT HE HAS AGREED
TO SERVE AS CHAIRMAN OF THESE TWO COMMITTEES AS WELL.

I AM ASKING ANNE ARMSTRONG, FORMER AMBASSADOR, WHO WAS OUR CAMPAIGN CO-
CHAIRMAN TO SERVE AS VICE-CHAIRMAN OF THE TRANSITION EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE, AND
I AM PLEASED THAT SENATOR PAUL LAXALT, OUR CAMPAIGN CHAIRMAN, SOMEONE THAT
WE'RE BOTH SO INDEBTED TO FOR ALL THAT HE HAS MEANT TO THIS CAMPAIGN, HAS
AGREED TO ORGANIZE AND CHAIR A CONGRESSIONAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE TO WORK WITH
US THROUGHOUT THE ENTIRE TRANSITION PROCESS.

THE DIRECTOR OF THE TRANSITION TEAM WILL BE ED MEESE, WHO WAS CAMPAIGN
CHIEF OF STAFF. DEPUTY DIRECTOR SERVING UNDER ED WILL BE MIKE DEAVER., JAMES
BAKER, RICHARD WIRTHLIN, WILLIAM E. TIMMONS, VERNE ORR AND DREW LEWIS.

SENIOR ADVISORS WILL BE CASPAR WEINBERGER, MARTIN ANDERSON AND RICHARD
ALLEN.
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DIRECTOR OF PERSONNEL MANAGEMENT WILL BE PENDLETON JAMES, PRESIDENT OF
E.P. JAMES AND COMPANY, AN EXECUTIVE SEARCH FIRM.

OTHER TRANSITION OFFICIALS WILL BE NAMED IN THE NEXT TWO WEEKS. 1I'M
APPRECIATIVE THAT PRESIDENT CARTER HAS MOVED SWIFTLY TO MAKE THIS TRANSITION
BOTH EASY AND EFFECTIVE. HE HAS NAMED HIS CHIEF OF STAFF JACK WATSON TO WORK
WITH MR. MEESE IN EFFECTING AN ORDERLY TRANSITION.

OTHER OFFICIALS OF THE CARTER ADMINISTRATION HAVE ALREADY INDICATED
THEY'RE ANXIOUS TO COOPERATE IN THE TRANSITION.

IN A SEPARATE AREA, THAT OF THE INTERIM FOREIGN POLICY BOARD, I AM MOST
GRATEFUL THAT THREE PROMINENT DEMOCRATS HAVE AGREED TO WORK WITH US. THEY ARE
SENATOR HENRY M. JACKSON, SENATOR RICHARD STONE AND EDWARD BENNETT WILLIAMS.
AND AS I PROMISED DURING THE CAMPAIGN, I WILL WORK HARD TO REBUILD A BIPARTISAN
BASE FOR AMERICAN FOREIGN POLICY. THE BOARD WILL RECEIVE RECOMMENDATIONS
FROM A GROUP OF 120 DISTINGUISHED FOREIGN POLICY AND DEFENSE POLICY ADVISORS
BEFORE 1T REPORTS TO ME IN JANUARY.

AND I AM REQUESTING THAT IT BEGIN TODAY ITS WORK OF ASSESSING THE MAJOR
FOREIGN POLICY CHALLENGES THAT WE MUST ADDRESS.

MEMBERS OF THE BOARD ANNOUNCED EARLIER INCLUDE FORMER PRESIDENT GERALD
FORD, SENATOR JOHN TOWER, HENRY KISSINGER, GENERAL ALEXANDER HAIG, GOVERNOR
WILLIAM V. CLEMENTS, CASPAR WEINBERGER, EUGENE V. ROSTOW, DONALD RUMSFELD,
GEORGE SHULTZ, JEANE J. KIRKPATRICK, JOHN J. MCCLOY, ANNE ARMSTRONG AND
RICHARD V. ALLEN.

AND NOW BOTH OF US ARE HERE AND AVAILABLE TO WHATEVER YOUR QUESTIONS
MIGHT BE.

GUESTION: DURING THE CAMPAIGN YOU SPOKE MANY TIMES OF THE THINGS THAT
YOU WOULD DO IMMEDIATELY UPON TAKING OFFICE. CAN YOU, THIS MORNING, GIVE US
A SPECIFIC AGENDA FOR YOUR FIRST WEEK IN OFFICE INCLUDING SUCH SUBJECTS AS A
FEDERAL HIRING FREEZE AND OTHERS WHICH YOU DISCUSSED IN THE CAMPAIGN?

REAGAN: THIS IS ONE I PLEDGED TO DO AND I WILL NOT RETREAT FROM THAT
PLEDGE. 1IT WAS DONE BEFORE AND IT WAS SUCCESSFUL AND I THINK YOU START THAT
IMMEDIATELY.

AS TO EVERYTHING ELSE, I THINK THAT IS GOING TO BE IN A SENSE A PART OF
THIS WHOLE TRANSITION PROCESS AND WORKING WITH THE CONGRESSIONAL COMMITTEE

UNDER SENATOR LAXALT, AS TO HOW WE PROCEED THEN ON THINGS THAT WILL REQUIRE
CONGRESSIONAL SUPPORT.

@: 1 WONDER WHAT YOUR REACTION IS TO THE STATEMENT YESTERDAY BY PAUL
WARWICK OF THE COMMITTEE FOR SURVIVAL OF A FREE CONGRESS, THAT YOU GIDN'T
NEED GEORGE BUSH TO WIN, THAT IN EFFECT HE'D BE BETTER (HOLD) CAREFULLY TO
THE CONSERVATIVE LINE OR THERE WILL BE TROUBLE FOR HIM. AND YOU CAN BOTH
REACT.

REAGAN: WELL, I'LL LET GEORGE SPEAK FOR HIMSELF, BUT I'LL SPEAK FOR
MYSELF. I THINK THAT WE HAVE HAD THROUGHOUT THE CAMPAIGN, AND I LOOK FORWARD
TO THESE NEXT FOUR YEARS HAVING, THE SAME RELATIONSHIP THAT HAS NOT ONLY BEEN
ONE OF A TEAM BUT IT HAS BEEN ONE OF A GROWING FRIENDSHIP AND WE HAVE NOT
FOUND OURSELVES IN DISAGREEMENT. AND MY OWN INTENTION IS, AND HE'S GOING TO
FIND THIS OUT AS WE GET PLANNING DETAILS, I WANT TO MAKE USE OF WHAT 1 THINK
IS A VERY VALUABLE ASSET AND SO HE WILL HAVE A NUMBER OF THINGS TO DO.

GEORGE, DO YOU WANT TO SPEAK (ABOUT) THIS?

BUSH: NO.

@: AS YOU GO ABOUT FORMING YOUR NEW GOVERNMENT AND SELECTING THE PEOPLE
WHO ARE GOING TO HEAD THE CABINET. BE IN YOUR CABINET AND RUN THE GOVERNMENT.
HOW MUCH CONSIDERATION ARE YOU GOING TO GIVE THE ADVICE OF THESE NEW CONSERVA-

TIVE ORGANIZATIONS, THE MORAL MAJORITY AND THE PEOPLE LIKE THE REVEREND JERRY
FALWELL?
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REAGAN: I HAVE TOLD THE PEOPLE WHO SUPPORTED US IN THIS CAMPAIGN THAT
I'M GOING TO DO AS I DID WHEN I WAS GOVERNOR OF CALIFORNIA, THAT I AM GOING
TO BE OPEN TO THESE PEOPLE. YOU ARE PRESIDENT OF ALL THE PEOPLE., AND I AM
GOING TO WANT TO SEEK ADVICE WHERE I THINK I CAN GET ADVICE, FROM THOSE WHO
ARE FAMILIAR WITH A PARTICULAR PROBLEM, ASK THEIR HELP. AND I DON'T KNOW ANY
OTHER WAY TO SAY IT THAN THAT.

IN OTHER WORDS, I'M NOT GOING TO SEPARATE MYSELF FROM THE PEOPLE WHO
ELECTED US AND SENT US THERE. 3

@: IN THE FOREIGN POLICY SECTION OF YOUR SPEECH ON TELEVISION MONDAY
NIGHT, YOU SAID AMERICANS DO NOT SHIRK FROM HISTORY'S DUTY TO STAND BY THOSE
WHO ARE PERSECUTED. AND YOU SPECIFICALLY SAID THAT YOU SPEAK FOR THOSE WHO
SEEK THE RIGHT TO SELF-DETERMINATION WITHOUT INTERFERENCE FROM FOREIGN POWERS.
I WONDER WHETHER YOU COULD TELL US WHAT THIS MEANS AND SPECIFICALLY WHETHER YOU
THINK IT APPLIES TO THE SITUATION IN POLAND NOW WHERE AN INDEPENDENT WORKERS'
MOVEMENT IS GROWING UP IN A COUNTRY THAT'S ON THE BORDER OF THE SOVIET UNION
IN WHICH THERE ARE A COUPLE OF SOVIET DIVISIONS STATIONED.

REAGAN: I THINK WHAT IT MEANS -- I KNOW WHAT IT MEANS OR I WOULDN'T HAVE
SAID IT. IT MEANS THAT I THINK ALL OF THESE PROBLEMS AND THE POLICIES OF AG-
GRESSION OF THE SOVIET UNION. THAT ALL OF THESE MUST BE A PART OF DISCUSSIONS
AND NEGOTIATIONS THAT GO FORWARD. I DON'T THINK YOU SIMPLY SIT DOWN AT THE
TABLE WITH THE SOVIET UNION TO DISCUSS ARMS LIMITATIONS, FOR EXAMPLE, BUT YOU
DISCUSS THE WHOLE ATTITUDE, WORLD ATTITUDE AS TO WHETHER WE'RE GOING TO HAVE
A WORLD OF PEACE OR WHETHER WE'RE SIMPLY GOING TO TALK ABOUT WEAPONRY AND
NOT BRING UP THESE OTHER SUBJECTS.

IN OTHER WORDS, I BELIEVE IN LINKAGE.

@: YESTERDAY, MR. BUSH SAID THAT THE HOSTAGE CRISIS IS PRESIDENT CARTER'S
PROBLEM AND THAT YOU AND HE DID NOT WANT TO BUTT INTO IT. YOU SAID YOU'VE
HAD IDEAS ABOUT HOW TO SECURE THE RELEASE OF THE HOSTAGES. IS THERE ANY ROLE
THAT YOU NOW INTEND TO PLAY IN ANY KIND OF PLAN TO SECURE THE RELEASE OF THE
HOSTAGES AND HAVE YOU DISCUSSED IT WITH PRESIDENT CARTER?

REAGAN: NO. AND LET ME MAKE PLAIN, WHEN I HAVE SAID I'"VE HAD IDEAS, I
HAD TO BE HONEST. I THINK YOU WILL ALL AGREE THAT ANYONE WHO WAS SEEKING THIS
POSITION COULDN'T HELP BUT SAY IF THIS PROBLEM CONFRONTED ME, YOU'D HAVE SOME
THOUGHTS ABOUT HOW YOU WOULD DEAL WITH IT. THAT DOES NOT MEAN THAT AT THIS
POINT, THIS IS OUR PROBLEM.

LET ME MAKE IT PLAIN. IT IS OUR PROBLEM AS AMERICANS, BUT THE PRESIDENT
IS STILL THE PRESIDENT AND I THINK WHAT GEORGE WAS SAYING IS THAT ANYTHING IN
WHICH WE COULD BE HELPFUL, IF HE WANTED IT, WE WILL BE BECAUSE, LIKE EVERYONE
ELSE, WE WANT THE HOSTAGES TO BE RETURNED.

BUT AT THE SAME TIME WE WANT TO MAKE IT PERFECTLY PLAIN THAT WE ARE NOT
GOING TO INTRUDE, AND WE'RE GOING TO RECOGNIZE THE FACT THAT THIS ADMINISTRA-

TION IS STILL IN OFFICE AND FOREIGN LEADERS MUST BE AWARE THAT THE PRESIDENT
IS STILL THE PRESIDENT.

@: DURING THE CAMPAIGN YOU SAID YOU'D LIKE TO BEGIN THE SALT THREE PRO-
CESS IMMEDIATELY, NEGOTIATING WITH THE RUSSIANS. DO YOU PLAN TO COMMUNICATE
WITH THE SOVIETS DURING THE TRANSITION TO START (THE PROCESS)?

REAGAN: NO, I DON'T. WE HAVE RECEIVED A NUMBER OF MESSAGES AND I KNOW
THAT THE AMBASSADOR HAS BECAUSE HE'S PERSONALLY ACQUAINTED WITH MANY OF THESE
PEOPLE. AND THESE HAVE BEEN CONGRATULATORY MESSAGES AND SO FORTH., BUT AGAIN.,
I DON'T THINK EITHER ONE OF US WANTS TO DO ANYTHING THAT INDICATES TO THEM
THAT WE ARE NOT A UNIFIED COUNTRY AND THAT WE ARE IN ANY WAY TRYING TO SPEAK
WITH A DIFFERENT VOICE THAN THE ADMINISTRATION.

GEORGE, DO YOU WANT TO SPEAK TO THAT, SINCE YOM WERE INVOLVED IN THE
QUESTION?
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BUSH: 1 COULDN'T AGREE MORE. AND I KNOW THAT THERE WILL BE REQUESTS
FROM LEADERS AROUND THE WORLD TO SEE, CLEARLY GOVERNOR REAGAN, AND SOME TO
SEE ME, AND WHATEVER WE DO IN THAT REGARD, WE WILL (MAKE) CLEAR THAT WE ARE
NOT TRYING TO SET FOREIGN POLICY OR IN ANY WAY NEGOTIATE., AND THAT PRESIDENT
CARTER HAS THAT RESPONSIBILITY UNTIL THE DAY PRESIDENT REAGAN IS SWORN IN.

@: WOULD YOU CONSIDER HENRY KISSINGER AS SECRETARY OF STATE? THERE'S A
REPORT THAT HE MIGHT BE RECOMMENDED. %

REAGAN: WELL, WE ARE HERE TODAY TO ANNOUNCE A TRANSITION TEAM AND WE HAVE
GIVEN YOU THE PERSONNEL THAT IS INVOLVED IN THAT AND BEYOND THAT., WE WILL NOT
GO -— THERE WILL BE NO DISCUSSION OF NAMES UNTIL WE'RE READY TO ANNOUNCE THE
ACTUAL APPOINTMENT OF SOMEONE.

@: YOU HAVE SAID DURING THE CAMPAIGN THAT YOU WOULD LIKE TO ABOLISH THE
DEPARTMENT OF ENERGY AND THE DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION, TWO NEW DEPARTMENTS.
WHAT ARE YOU GOING TO DO IN TERMS OF APPOINTING CABINET OFFICIALS? ARE YOU
GOING TO APPOINT HEADS OF THESE DEPARTMENTS WHILE YOU THINK ABOUT ABOLISHING
THEM?

REAGAN: YES THESE DEPARTMENTS EXIST AND OF COURSE., YOU'RE GOING TO HAVE
TO HAVE HEADS FOR THE DEPARTMENTS. LET ME MAKE IT ALSO PLAIN THAT I AM WELL
AWARE THAT IN BOTH OF THOSE NEW CABINET LEVEL DEPARTMENTS, THERE ARE FUNCTIONS.,
LEGITIMATE FUNCTIONS THAT HAVE EXISTED FOR A LONG TIME AND WERE THEN INCORPOR-
ATED IN THOSE 50 WHEN YOU TALK ABOUT QUESTIONING WHETHER A CABINET LEVEL DE-

YOU REGARD YOUR GOVERNMENT TO BE AN EXPRESSION OF THE NATIONAL UNITY OF THE
UNITED STATES OR IS IT THE RESULT OF GROUPS, MINORITIES OR ENTREPRENEURS?
WHAT I5 YOUR POSITION? IS IT A NATIONAL GOVERNMENT UNIFIED FOR THE FIRST TIME
IN YEARS? AND WHY ARE SOUTH AMERICAN JOURNALISTS ABSENT FROM THE PRESS ROOM
IN THE WHITE HOUSE? WILL YOU REMEDY THAT SITUATION? THANK YOU, PRESIDENT.

REAGAN: TO ANSWER YOUR FIRST QUESTION, I HAVE ONLY ONE CONCEPT, IF I
UNDERSTAND THE QUESTION CORRECTLY., I HAVE ONLY ONE CONCEPT OF THIS JOB. I
THINK THE PRESIDENT AND THE VICE PRESIDENT ARE THE ONLY TWO PEOPLE IN WASHINGTON
WHO HAVE BEEN ELECTED TO REPRESENT ALL THE PEQPLE. OTHERS THERE HAVE A RESPON-
SIBILITY FOR DISTRICTS, FOR STATES, AS WELL AS THE GOOD OF THE COUNTRY., TOO.
BUT THERE ARE TWO PEOPLE THAT ARE THERE WHO ARE CHOSEN BY ALL THE PEOPLE TO
REPRESENT ALL OF THEM.

WITH REGARD TO THE COUNTRIES OF SOUTH AMERICA, CENTRAL AMERICA AND HERE
ON THE NORTH AMERICAN CONTINENT. OUR TWO NEIGHBORS, I REPEATEDLY MADE IT PLAIN
THAT 1 THINK OVER THE YEARS WE HAVE LET RELATIONSHIPS DETERIORATE., AND THIS
SHOULD NOT BE. AND WE ARE GOING TO MAKE EVERY EFFORT TO BRING TOGETHER BY
WAY OF BILATERAL AGREEMENTS, AND SO FORTH., THE PEOPLES OF THE AMERICAS., S0
THAT NORTH AND CENTRAL AND SOUTH AMERICA CAN BE UNITED IN THEIR DETERMINATION
TO0 BE FREE.

@: MR. ALLEN RESIGNED FROM YOUR CAMPAIGN IN THE LAST FOUR DAYS TO SPARE
YOU EMBARRASSMENT, HE SAID. YOUR REAPPOINTMENT OF HIM TODAY TO THE TRANSITION
STAFF SUGGESTS THAT YOU STILL HAVE CONFIDENCE IN MR. ALLEN. HAVE YOU MADE
ANY INQUIRIES INTO THE CHARGES AGAINST HIM AND DO YOU BELIEVE HE'S BEEN CLEARED?

REAGAN: YES. OUR PEOPLE HAVE AND WE FIND ABSOLUTELY NO EVIDENCE OF
WRONGDOING WHATSOEVER. AS A MATTER OF FACT, SEVERAL MAJOR NEWSPAPERS HAVE
COME TO THE SAME CONCLUSION AFTER THIS MATTER WAS BROUGHT UP. WE FOUND NO
CONFLICT OF INTEREST. WE FOUND NOTHING THAT SHOULD CHANGE OUR MIND ABOUT HIM
AND I MIGHT SAY THAT HE HAS THE FULL SUPPORT OF THE'PEOPLE THAT HE'S BEEN

WORKING WITH, THOSE MANY SCHOLARS AND OTHERS WHO HAVE BEEN ADVISING US IN THE
FIELD OF FOREIGN POLICY.
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@: THOSE OF US WHO HAVE BEEN TRAVELLING WITH YOU OVER THE LAST SEVERAL
MONTHS HAVE BEEN TRYING TO PIN YOU OR YOUR STAFF DOWN ON A SCHEDULE OF PRESS
CONFERENCES IF AND WHEN YOU WON THE OFFICE. NOW THAT YOU HAVE DONE IT, CAN

YOU TELL US HOW OFTEN YOU WILL HOLD PRESS CONFERENCES ONCE YOU ASSUME THE
FRESIDENCY?

REAGAN: MWELL, I DON'T THINK THAT'S A DETAIL WE HAVE SETTLED ON, BUT AGAIN.
IF YOU LOOK BACK AT THE RECORD, WE WERE, I WAS QUITE AVAILABLE AS GOVERNOR TO
THE PRESS AND CONSIDER THIS AS A PART OF LETTING THE PEOPLE KNOW WHAT'S GOING
ON IN GOVERNMENT. SO WE WILL DO OUR UTMOST TO HAVE THEM ON A FAIRLY REGULAR
AND CONSISTENT BASIS.

@: DURING THE COURSE OF THE CAMPAIGN, AMBASSADOR BUSH SAID THAT IF HE
GAINED YOUR CONFIDENCE DURING THE CAMPAIGN, HE WOULD HAVE "TONS" TO DO, AND IF
NOT, HE'D BE GOING TO A LOT OF FUNERALS. FROM WHAT YOU'VE SAID, HE'S GAINED
YOUR CONFIDENCE. ARE YOU EXPECTING HIM TO HAVE A MAJOR ROLE? AND IF S0 CAN
YOU DEFINE IT FOR US AND WILL HE HAVE AN OFFICE IN THE WHITE HOUSE OR WILL IT
BE AT THE EXECUTIVE OFFICES?

REAGAN: LET ME SAY YOU ARE ASKING FOR DETAILS HERE AS I SAID EARLIER.

AND I THOUGHT I HAD COVERED THAT. NO., HE'S NOT GOING TO BE GOING TO A LOT OF
FUNERALS. MAYBE WE'LL TAKE TURNS, BUT -- WHAT ARE WE LAUGHING ABOUT -- NO, I
FEEL VERY DEFINITELY THAT IT WOULD BE A WASTE OF A VALUABLE ASSET TO LOOK UPON

.' THAT POSITION AS ANYTHING OTHER THAN A DEFINITE AID AND THE EXPERIENCE THAT
HE HAS IN GOVERNMENT. BUT TO SAY AT THIS POINT WE HAVE SAT DOWN AND TALKED
ABOUT THIS AND WORKED IT OUT, NO, THAT AGAIN IS GOING TO BE PART OF THE TRAN-
SITION PROCESS, WHEN WE HAVE AN OPPORTUNITY TO DO THAT.

Q: WHAT IS YOUR EVALUATION ABOUT THE COMMITMENT OF TURKEY AS A NATO
ALLY TO WESTERN SECURITY, AND ARE YOU GOING TO INCREASE ECONOMIC AND MILITARY
AID TO THAT COUNTRY WHEN YOU TAKE OFFICE?

REAGAN: WELL, AGAIN, NOW YOU'RE GETTING ME INTO POSITIONS THAT I THINK
ARE GOING TO BE THE RESULT OF MORE THOUGHT AND CONSULTATION THAN WE'VE BEEN
ABLE TO DO IN A CAMPALGN. BUT I THINK ALL OF US HAVE TO RECOGNIZE THAT TURKEY
AND GREECE, AND I WOULD HOPE THAT THE PROBLEMS BETWEEN THEM -- IF WE COULD
IN ANY WAY HELP TOEASE THAT SITUATION-- WILL BE EASED, BECAUSE THAT IS THE

SOUTHERN FLANK OF OUR NATO LINE AND THEREFORE IS MOST IMPORTANT TO OUR OWN
NATIONAL SECURITY.

@: IN LIGHT OF THE REAGAN STEAMROLLER EFFECT, YOU SAID A LITTLE BIT
. EARLIER THAT YOU WOULD SEEK A BIPARTISAN BASE FOR FOREIGN POLICY. WOULD
THAT INDICATE THAT YOU MIGHT CONSIDER PUTTING A DEMOCRAT ON YOUR CABINET STAFF.
OR IN THE CABINET, A CABINET LEVEL DEMOCRAT?

REAGAN: THAT COULD VERY WELL BE. I'VE MADE NO DECISION ON THAT AND
THIS AGAIN WOULD BE GETTING INTO DISCUSSING INDIVIDUALS. WE HAVEN'T DONE
THAT AS YET. BUT I VERY DEFINITELY WANT, IN FOREIGN POLICY PARTICULARLY,

I WANT THE WORLD TO KNOW THAT THERE IS NOT POLITICAL DIVISION THAT AFFECTS
OUR FOREIGN POLICY.

G: CONCERNING AMERICAN HOSTAGES AGAIN, DO YOU EXPECT TO REVEAL YOUR
SPECIFIC IDEAS TO PRESIDENT CARTER DURING THIS TRANSITION PERIOD AND OFFER
THEM AS SUGGESTIONS TO ENDING THE CRISIS?

REAGAN: WELL, THE PRESIDENT HAS VERY GRACIOUSLY OFFERED US BOTH
BRIEFINGS, WHICH WE THINK WE WILL TAKE ADVANTAGE OF, NATURALLY. AND I THINK
IF THERE IS ANY OPPORTUNITY AND IF OUT OF THOSE BRIEFINGS COMES ANY THOUGHT

ON OUR PART THAT WE COULD SUGGEST ANYTHING THAT WOULD BE HELPFUL, WE
CERTAINLY WOULD DO THAT.

ON THE OTHER HAND. AS I'VE SAID BEFORE. WE DON'T WANT TO SEEM TO BE
TRYING TO INVADE THE PROVINCE OF THE PRESIDENT, WHO IS STILL PRESIDENT.
AND I HOPE IN THE NEWS REPORTS THAT WE HAVE SEEN THAT THE IRANIANS WILL NOT
HAVE ANY IDEAS THAT THERE WILL BE PROFIT TO THEM IN WAITING ANY PERIOD OF
TIME. WE WANT THOSE PEOPLE HOME.
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@: SIR, IF YOUR IDEAS ARE VASTLY DIFFERENT FROM PRESIDENT CARTER'S.,
WILL YOU PREFER TO HOLD OFF AND HOLD BACK UNTIL YOU TAKE OFFICE?

REAGAN: NO, NOT IF I THOUGHT FOR ONE MINUTE THAT IT COULD, BY ONE
MINUTE, MOVE UFP THEIR RELEASE.

@: THERE SEEMS TO BE BIT OF A CONCERN OF HOW U.S. FOREIGN POLICY WILL
CHANGE. WHAT CAN YOU TELL AMERICA'S ALLIES IN WESTERN EUROPE ABOUT AMERICA'S
FOREIGN POLICY NOW THAT YOU'VE TAKEN OVER? AND ARE THERE CERTAIN MISCONCEPTIONS
YOU FEEL ABOUT YOURSELF AMONG THE PEOPLE OF WESTERN EUROPE?

REAGAN: I THINK THAT'S VERY POSSIBLE. I THINK IN A CAMPAIGN WHEN
THEY HAVE TO HAVE TRANSLATED INTO THEIR OWN LANGUAGE THE CAMPAIGN RHETORIC
AND SO FORTH, THERE'S GOT TO BE A CERTAIN ELEMENT OF CONFUSION ABOUT THE
PARTICIPANTS IN THE GAME OVER HERE. BUT I WANT THEM TO KNOW THAT, AND WE
WILL MAKE IT PLAIN TO THEM WHEN IT IS OUR OPPORTUNITY TO DO SO, THAT WE
INTEND TO CONSULT., WE INTEND TO CONFER WITH THEM ON MAJOR DECISIONS. WE
BELIEVE IN THE IMPORTANCE OF THE NATO ALLIANCE AND WE'LL DO EVERYTHING WE
CAN TO REASSURE THEM THAT WE ARE NOT GOING IT ALONE. WE WANT TO RESTORE
(THEIR) CONFIDENCE IN US AND THAT THEY CAN HAVE TRUST IN OUR WORD AND THAT
WE DO CONSIDER THAT ALLIANCE VERY IMPORTANT TO THE UNITED STATES.

@: (INAUDIBLE) DO YOU THINK GEORGE BUSH MIGHT HAVE A SPECIFIC JOB
TO DO IN THAT DIRECTION, IN TALKING TO FOREIGN POWERS?

REAGAN: WELL. I KNOW THAT GEORGE CAN BE MOST HELPFUL IN THAT AND
WILL BE.

@: NOW THAT THE REPUBLICANS HAVE CONTROL 'OF THE SENATE., THERE'S
ALREADY AN EFFORT UNDER WAY TO PREVENT HOWARD BAKER FROM BECOMING THE SENATE
MAJORITY LEADER. DO YOU HAVE CONFIDENCE IN BAKER IN THAT ROLE AND WOULD
YOU SUPPORT HIM?

REAGAN: I NOT ONLY HAVE CONFIDENCE IN HOWARD BAKER, BUT I HAVE BEEN
INFORMED BY MEMBERS OF THE SENATE THAT THERE IS NO FRICTION. AND THERE
IS NO MOVE GOING FORWARD TO CHANGE IN ANY WAY, THAT HIS POSITION IS SOLID;
HE WILL BE THE MAJORITY LEADER OF THE SENATE.

@: WILL YOU PERMIT THE MORAL MAJORITY TO HAVE ANY ROLE IN SIGNING
OFF ON YOUR DECISIONS ABOUT THE CABINET MEMBERS?

REAGAN: WELL, THE ONLY ONE WHO OFFICIALLY HAS A ROLE IN SIGNING OFF
ON THAT IS5 SENATE RATIFICATION OF CABINET MEMBERS.

ON THE OTHER HAND, THIS DOES NOT MEAN, AS I SAID, THAT WE ARE NOT
GOING TO UTILIZE ALL THE INPUT WE CAN WITH REGARD TO HAVING A CABINET THAT
WILL FIRST OF ALL BE MADE UP OF PEOPLE WHO ARE THE BEST WE CAN FIND WITH
QUALIFICATIONS FOR THE JOBS. AND I THINK THEY UNDERSTAND THAT. AND WE
WILL WELCOME ANY INPUT THAT ANY GROUP OR ANY INDIVIDUAL HAS WITH THIS
REGARD AND THAT WILL BE A DEFINITE PART OF THE TRANSITION PROCESS.

@: HAVE YOU HAD ANY CONVERSATIONS TO DATE WITH THE DEMOCRATIC
LEADERS IN THE CONGRESS. AND HOW DO YOU PLAN TO WORK WITH THEM IN IMPLEMENTING
YOUR PROGRAM?

REAGAN: WELL, NO, IN THIS CAMPAIGN, I CAN'T SAY THAT I HAVE HAD

CONTACT WITH DEOMCRATIC MEMBERS OF THE CONGRESS. BUT I HAVE HAD A
CONTACT SINCE. IN THE TWO THAT I NAMED WHO ARE A PART OF OUR TRANSITION
TEAM IN FOREIGN POLICY, TWO SENATORS. BUT, AGAIN. BASED ON MY PREVIOUS
EXPERIENCE I RECOGNIZE THE NEED FOR BIPARTISANSHIP THERE, ON GETTING NECESSARY
LEGISLATION AND CERTAINLY INTEND TO MAKE CONTACT WITH THEIR LEADERSHIP ALS0
AND WITH THEIR MEMBERS JUST AS I HAVE BEEN MEETING THROUGHOUT THIS CAMPAIGN
AT EVERY OPPORTUNITY WITH THE REPUBLICAN MEMBERS OF THE HOUSE AND SENATE.

@: DO YOU PLAN TO ANNOUNCE YOUR CABINET BY THE FIRST WEEK IN
DECEMBER, AND DO YOU HOPE TO RELEASE THE NAMES ALL AT ONCE OR RELEASE THEM
ONE BY ONE? AND IS THERE A SPECIFIC EFFORT TO FIND MINORITIES OR BLACKS
TO FILL ANY OF THE CABINET POSTS?
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REAGAN: THESE WILL BE CONSIDERATIONS, OF COURSE. BECAUSE I THINK
THAT IT SHOULD BE, IN ADDITION TO BEING WELL QUALIFIED AND I'M SURE THERE
ARE WELL QUALIFIED PEOPLE THAT, IN VARIOUS ETHNIC DIVISIONS, RACIAL DIVISIONS
AND ALL AND YES, WE SHALL BE LOOKING AT THAT. AND THE FIRST PART OF YOUR
QUESTION, WE HOPE BY LATE NOVEMBER OR EARLY DECEMBER TO BE ABLE TO ANNOUNCE
OUR CHOICES FOR THE CABINET.

@: BECAUSE OF THE RELATIONSHIP THAT FRANCE AND THE SOVIET UNION HAD
UNTIL NOW, IT SEEMS TO HAVE BOTHERED PRESIDENT CARTER. DOES THE PRIVILEGED
RELATIONSHIP THAT MR. GISCARD D'ESTAING HAS WIYH MR. BREZHNEV BOTHER YOU?

REAGAN: NO. BUT I ALSO HOPE THAT THE UNITED STATES AND PRESIDENT
GISCARD AND OUR ADMINISTRATION WILL BE VERY CLOSE» AND THAT THEY WILL
RECOGNIZE THAT WE LOOK UPON THEM AS A VERY CLOSE FRIEND.

@: GOVERNOR REAGAN, THE SITUATION IN NORTHERN IRELAND HAS BEEN
AN IRRITANT ON THE RELATIONS BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES AND THE UNITED
KINGDOM. CAN YOU TELL ME WHAT YOUR APPROACH WILL BE TOWARD THAT SITUATION.
AND CAN YOU SPECIFICALLY SAY IF YOU WILL BE REVIEWING THE DECISION OF
THE STATE DEPARTMENT TO SUSPEND THE SALE OF U.S. WEAPONS TO THE POLICE

REAGAN: WELL, I CAN'T ANSWER SPECIFICALLY ON SOMETHING OF THAT KIND.

SAY THIS -- WITH THE NAME OF REAGAN -- THAT THE UNITED STATES CANNOT INTERVENE
OR INTERFERE, BUT THE UNITED STATES, I THINK.SHOULD MAKE IT PLAIN THAT
IF THERE IS ANY WAY THAT WE CAN BE HELPFUL. WE WOULD BE MORE THAN EAGER TO
DO SO BECAUSE I THINK IT'S A VERY TRAGIC SITUATION.

@: DO YOU PLAN TO INTRODUCE ANY OF YOUR PROPOSALS TO THE LAME DUCK
SESSION OF CONGRESS. SUCH A5 A CUT IN FEDERAL SPENDING?

REAGAN: I THINK THAT SOME OF OUR OWN CONGRESSMEN -- AND NOW THAT WE
HAVE A MAJORITY IN ONE HOUSE. THE SENATE -- I THINK THAT THERE ARE PROPOSALS
THAT I WAS TALKING ABOUT AND HAD MANY TIMES REFERRED TO., THAT WERE ALREADY
IN DISCUSSION OR IN LEGISLATIVE FORM, AND I'M QUITE SURE THAT AS THE CONGRESS
RECONVENES THAT THEY'LL GO FORWARD WITH THOSE., AND I'LL BE DELIGHTED TO SEE
THEM DO IT.

@: GOVERNOR REAGAN, NOW THAT YOU HOLD THE PRESIDENTIAL OFFICE
AT AN OLDER AGE THAN ANY OTHER PRESIDENT IN HISTORY., ARE YOU PREPARED
TO SAY TODAY WHETHER YOU INTEND TO BE A ONE TERM PRESIDENT, OR HAVE YOU
. NOT RULED OUT SEEKING REELECTION IN FOUR YEARS?

REAGAN: NO. I HAVEN'T THOUGHT BEYOND THE TERM TO WHICH I HAVE
BEEN ELECTED. AND ANY QUESTION -- I FEEL JUST FINE.

@: SIR, YOU STAKED MUCH OF YOUR CAMPAIGN ON YOUR ECONOMIC
PRESCRIPTION FOR THE COUNTRY. NOW THAT YOU'VE BEEN ELECTED., CAN YOU TELL
US HOW QUICKLY YOU EXPECT TO MOVE ON YOUR ECONOMIC PROGRAM AND HOW |
QUICKLY THE AMERICAN PEOPLE CAN EXPECT SOME RESULTS FROM IT?

REAGAN: I EXPECT TO MOVE AS SWIFTLY AS POSSIBLE. I THINK THIS IS
THE MOST IMPORTANT THING; I THINK IT WAS THE ISSUE OF THE CAMPAIGN. I
THINK IT IS WHAT THE AMERICAN PEOPLE TOLD US WITH THEIR VOTES THEY WANTED.
AND S0 WE'LL MOVE INSTANTLY ON THAT. AND IN THE CONGRESS, I KNOW THERE
ARE MEASURES BEFORE THE CONGRESS WITH REGARD TO SOME OF THE FEATURES -- |
TAX CUTS AND SO FORTH == IT'LL BE JUST FINE WITH ME IF THEY DON'T WAIT.,
IF THEY GO FORWARD WITH THOSE IN THIS INTERIM PERIOD.

@: GOVERNOR REAGAN, YOU WERE OBVIOUSLY ELECTED WITH MILLIONS OF |
DEMOCRATIC AND INDEPENDENT VOTES. DO YOU STILL FEEL TOTALLY WEDDED TO THE |
REPUBLICAN PARTY PLATFORM, AND WILL YOU SPECIFICALLY PUSH FOR PASSAGE OF
AN ANTI-ABORTION AMENDMENT TO THE CONSTITUTION? ‘

REAGAN: I RAN ON THAT PLATFORM. THE PEOPLE VOTED FOR ME ON THE '
PLATFORM. I DO BELIEVE IN THAT PLATFORM, AND I THINK IT WOULD BE VERY |
CYNICAL AND (GARBLED) NOW TO SUGGEST THAT I'M GOING TO TURN AWAY FROM IT.

EVIDENTLY, THOSE PEOPLE WHO VOTED FOR ME, OF THE OTHER PARTY OR OF
INDEPENDENTS,» MUST HAVE AGREED WITH THE PLATFORM ALSO.
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@: GOVERNOR, IF I CAN ASK A FOLLOW UP TO THAT QUESTION IF I MAY --
GIVEN THE SIZE OF YOUR VICTORY, THERE ARE A NUMBER OF PEOPLE WHO ARE SAYING
THAT IT'S BEING INTERPRETED AS A MANDATE FOR CONSIDERABLE CHANGE. 15 THERE
ANYTHING THAT YOU WOULD SAY TO THOSE DEMOCRATS OR REPUBLICANS., LIBERALS
AND MODERATES, WHO FEEL POTENTIALLY DISENFRANCHISED BY YOUR POLITICAL
VIEWS == IS THERE ANYTHING YOU WOULD SAY TO REASSURES THEM?

REAGAN: WELL-, I DON'T THINK THAT ANYONE IS POLITICALLY DISENFRANCHISED
BY MY VIEWS. I KNOW THAT, FOR EXAMPLE., THROUGH THE CAMPAIGN, THE ISSUE
OF THE EQUAL RIGHTS AMENDMENT CONSTANTLY CAME UP. AND I TRIED TO MAKE IT

REAGAN: WELL, HE SEVERAL TIMES HAS MADE THE STATEMENT THAT HE WOULD
NOT DO ANYTHING THAT VIOLATED THE HONOR OF OUR COUNTRY OR OUR INTERESTS.
AND WE HAVE TO ACCEPT THOSE STATEMENTS THAT HE WILL DO THAT. AND SO I DON'T
THINK THERE'S ANY PLACE FOR ME TO INTERVENE IN THAT REGARD.

@: GOVERNOR, DO YOU INTEND TO PURSUE THE CAMP DAVID PEACE PROCESS.,
AND WOULD YOU STILL CHARACTERIZE THE PLO AS YOU DID ABOUT A YEAR AGO AS
A TERRORIST ORGANIZATION?

REAGAN: YES. I THINK THE PLO HAS PROVEN THAT IT IS A TERRORIST

PLANS TO DO? WOULD YOU INVITE HIM UP TO YOUR RANCH, FOR INSTANCE 2

REAGAN: I THINK HERE IS A QUESTION THAT HAS To AWAIT SOME OF OUR
TRANSITION PROCESS. I WOULD NOT -- THERE'S A DELICATE POINT HERE AS TO

I want to talk with you today about the Middle East --
an area of the world we have long regarded with deep and pro-
found concern. Specifically, I want to focus on the autonomy
negotiations in which we are now engaged and to give you my frank
evaluation as to where we are and the prospects for future progress.

Over the years we have come to know the Middle East all too
well as a region of uncertainty, of instability, of conflict.
This decade is only ten months old and already in the Iran-Irag
war we have a serious outbreak of hostilities which could lead to
a larger confrontation. Every day makes us more aware of the
strategic importance of the area. Every day it becomes clearer
why working for peace in the Middle East is an essential part of
our strategy for maintaining and defending our wital interests
in Southwest Asia and the Persian Gulf.

At the same time we are coming to recognize something else --
that there is opportunity for us amidst all the dangers: the
opportunity for enhanced United States influence in the region;
the opportunity to achieve lasting peace for Israel and her
neighbors; the opportunity to move forward the peace process to
a successful conclusion.

For the fact is that -- despite the disappointments, the
frustrations, the disagreements -- the prospects for achieving
a just, lasting and comprehensive peace between Israel and the
Arabs are still better today than they hawve been for 30 years.

Against that backdrop, last Tuesday and Wednesday I met
with the representatives of Egypt and Israel in Washington for
formal resumption of the autonomy negotiations after a troublesome
suspension.

I am pleased to be able to report to you that the talks
were both satisfying and constructive. ,We made significant
progress in the search for mutually acceptable answers to some
of the difficult issues we are now confronting, and we discussed
preparations for a Summit meeting to be held later this year with
the President, President Sadat and Prime Minister Begin. OQur
discussions this week made unmistakably clear -- as had my meeting
with President Sadat and Prime Minister Begin last month --
that Israel and Egypt are deeply committed to these negotiations.
In the words of President Sadat and Prime Minister Begin in
their joint statement I read on their behalf several weeks ago:
They are committed to the process as "the only wviable path
toward comprehensive peace in the Middle East." And the United
States is committed to play its proper role as a "full partner”
in these negotiations.




o .

In order to make clear what we conceive that role to be,
let me focus on a few basic questions:

First, what is it we are all trying to achieve in these
negotiations? The answer to that question arises directly from
the Camp David meetings held a little over two years ago. As
you remember, in September 1978, President Carter invited Prime
Minister Begin and President Sadat to Camp David; what happened
there became one of the most dramatic stories of our century.
As a result of 13 days of intensive and difficult negotiations,
the two most powerful states in the Middle East agreed to make
peace after decades of hostility and flashes of outright war.
Beyond that, the two nations =-- with the United States as a full
partner -- pledged themselves to the achievement of a broader
peace that would extend throughout the region. -

The Camp David agreement was in itself a momentous achievement.
But it was only a beginning. For what was more important than
the meeting itself was the process it set in motion. At Camp
David the parties agreed upon three clear and specific goals:

First, they sought to achieve peace and a productive working
relationship between Israel and Egypt. .

Second, they set as their goal the provision of full autonomy
to the inhabitants of the West Bank and Gaza under a transitional
arrangement, which would not exceed five years, and which would
involve the election of a Self-Governing Authority by these
Palestinian inhabitants. Both parties believed -- and continue
to believe -- that such an autonomy arrangement would provide
the next logical step in the quest for a broader peace. The
parties explicitly agreed that this transitional arrangement
must respect the security concerns of all parties =-- notably
the security of Israel. 1In addition, it was agreed that Jordan
would be invited to join the autonomy discussions, and that the
Palestinian inhabitants of the West Bank and Gaza could join the
delegations of Egypt or Jordan.

The third, and by far the most ambitious, goal set forth
by the parties at Camp David, was a comprehensive peace among
all the parties of the region.

This was a dramatic agenda -- one which electrified the
‘world. The pledge of peace rightly brought the Nobel Prize to
both President Sadat and Prime Minister Begin. And now, two
years after Camp David, it is appropriate to ask: How far have
we come toward achievement of these goals?
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At the outset, we can observe with satisfaction that the
first goal -- peace between Israel and Egypt -- has been
achieved to a remarkable degree. A formal peace treaty was
signed a year ago March. This treaty, let me remind you, marks
a peace without victor or wvanguished, entered into by two
nations determined to reject a legacy of hostility and warfare.
Since the treaty came into effect, both nations have scrupu-
lously adhered to their commitments. Thus Israel has turned
over to Egypt on schedule not only the major portion of the
Sinai, but also the Alma Oil Fields, despite the immense burdens
that the loss of this oil imposes on the Israeli economy. For
its part, Egypt has proceeded diligently to normalize its
relations with Israel in the face of strong, even fierce
reaction of its Arab neighbors and former allies.

Embassies have been opened, Ambassadors exchanged. In
civil aviation, in agriculture, in tourism, in other areas --
Egypt and Israel have signed agreements that will enable their
relations to move forward in defiance of their history of
antagonism. Today the flag of Israel flies in Egypt and the
flag of Egypt flies in Israel.

Beyond these tangible achievements, there has been an .
-intangible one of perhaps even greater importance =-- an
achievement in spirit. In that connection, I am reminded of
Macauley's words: "It is not the machinery we employ but the
spirit we are of that binds men together." Today an atmosphere

of cooperation and trust prevails where only bitterness, suspicion
and hatred once reigned. Each time I sit down with President
Sadat and Prime Minister Begin and with my colleagues in these
negotiations, I am reminded that the shifts in perception are

deep and genuine. These changes reflect the steadily evolving
attitudes of the people of both nations. Both Egypt and Israel
have set their feet on the road to peace and cooperation. Both
understand there can be no turning back. And both are determined
that they will not turn back.

As to the second goal -- the effort to achieve full autonomy
for the people of the West Bank and Gaza -- Israel, Egypt and
the United States are now working to reach an agreement that
will accommodate the principle of full autonomy for the
Palestinians with the parties' legitimate and vital security .
interests.

Our current negotiations are by definition limited in scope.
The Camp David Accords provide first for the establishment of
transitional arrangements on the West Bank and Gaza; they do not
call on the parties to deal with the final status of these areas
until after these transitional arrangements are in place. Thus,
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we are seeking to agree now only upon a five-year transitional
Self-Governing Authority with defined powers and responsibilities
which will provide "full autonomy" to the inhabitants of the
West Bank and Gaza.

From the beginning we have known that this would be an
exceedingly difficult undertaking. The Camp David Accords
specifically call upon the parties to define the powers and
responsibilities that would represent the "full autonomy" for the
Palestinians to which both Israel and Egypt are committed. It
is important to understand that no one has ever defined "full
autonomy"” in similar circumstances. So we are now grappling
with this most difficult question and trying to find practical
solutions to the complex and emotion-laden probhlems involved.

We have already made considerable and gratifying progress
in agreeing upon a substantial number of such powers and
responsibilities that both Israel and Egypt believe should be
transferred to the Authority. We have also made substantial
progress in agreeing on the modalities -- the mechanisms --
for a free election in which the inhabitants of the West Bank
and Gaza would participate to choose the members of the Self-
Governing Authority. .

And now we are dealing with the several remaining critical
and decisive issues: i

How can Israel be assured that its security interests
will be fully preserved and protected?

What arrangements can be worked out to assure that the
water resources of the area are fairly and equitably shared
among the parties? -

How should we undertake to deal with the problem of public
lands in the West Bank and Gaza and the respective rights and
claims involved?

What should be the nature of the powers exercised by the
Self-Governing Authority during the transitional period,
recognizing that the final status of the territories will have .
to be determined by agreement among Israel, Egypt, Jordan and
the Palestinians during that five-year transitional period?

And should the Palestinian inhabitants of East Jerusalem
participate in the election of the Self-Governing Authority?

These are immensely difficult issues; on all of them
there have been, and will continue to be, intensive and arduocus
negotiations. But the fundamental fact is that both Egypt and
Israel clearly recognize that the Self-Governing Authority must
be credible and viable; that it must have real power over the
lives of the people on the West Bank and Gaza; and that it must
offer them meaningful participation in the decisions that affect
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their lives. By the same token, both sides agree that Israel's
security must be fully preserved and protected and that the
dangers of attack, terrorism and disorder must be carefully
guarded against.

Admittedly, the problems still unresolved are enormous.
But we must look at them in the light of progress which has
already been made, remembering that less than two years ago
relatively few people would have believed that peace between
Egypt and Israel was even thinkable,.

The difficulties in reaching agreement are compounded by
the fact that the Palestinians, for whom the Self-Governing body
is intended, have thus far been unwilling to participate in the
negotiations. I have talked with Palestinian leaders both on
the West Bank and Gaza, as well as in this country, in an effort
to learn first-hand about their concerns and aspirations. It is
my belief that Palestinian involvement is possible if the parties
can make real progress toward full autonomy; if the parties can
persuade the Palestinians that the course we are now on is
preferable to any other -- and that the present peace process
can indeed assure them a more promising future. I am convinced,
and I hope that the Palestinians can be convinced, that the
ongoing negotiations offer them the most realistic hope of
achieving a better life and a recognition and realization of
their legitimate rights. :

When I first entered these negotiations, I said that if I
were a Palestinian I would not then have wanted to become
involved in the negotiations. My point was that at that juncture
the parties had not begun to focus on the substantive aspects
of autonomy; rather they had dealt largely with procedures
and semantics. But real and substantial progress has now been
made toward giving the concept of "full autonomy" significant
meaning and content; and I believe we are now at a point where
the Palestinians should look long and hard at our process.
Today we have already reached an understanding that very
important powers and responsibilities be turned over completely
to the Palestinians, and we are now attempting to fashion
practical solutions to the remaining significant issues.

Another concern we have had has been the refusal of Jordan
to participate in the talks, and the lack of support from Saudi
Arabia and other moderate Arab states. I have met with King
Hussein and have discussed frankly with him the progress of our
negotiations. I have also met with Crown Prince Fahd of Saudi
Arabia and King Hassan of Morocco. With all of them I have
discussed our objectives in the negotiations and the reasons
why we believe our course holds out the promise of a better way
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of life for the Palestinians. Our present goal in the
negotiations is to demonstrate that we are moving vigorously
and in good faith toward the "full autonomy" objective of the
Camp David Accords.

For over 30 years, the Arab-Israeli conflict has provided
fertile ground for the congenital nay-sayers and the traditional
prophets of doom. Except for such historic moments as the wisit
of President Sadat to Jerusalem or the signing of the Camp David
Accords, the problems always loomed larger than the possibilities.
Surely you have heard the Camp David process criticized and denounced
during past months as an inadegquate and unpromising process.

Some critics have pointed out (correctly) that the Camp David
Accords do not settle the Jerusalem problem; that they do not
answer Palestinian gquestions about the final status of the West
Bank and Gaza; that they do not guarantee permanent Israeli
security. Some outside of the present negotiations, seduced by
the illusion of easy answers and quick solutions, contend that the
pace of the negotiations evidences their ineffectiveness and
ultimate failure.

But all of these arguments miss the central point. For it
was the genius of the negotiators at Camp David that they under- .
stood that all too many past efforts to achieve peace in the
Middle East had failed precisely because they had grasped for
too much too soon. They recognized that the issues in this
region are so complex, the emotions sc deep, the contending
forces so many, the stakes so great, that the problems defy
shortcut solutions. The wisdom of Camp David was to recognize
this fact, to understand that bitterness dies hard while trust
grows slowly. The key to Camp David was its recognition that
the best hope for enduring peace lay in a phased process -- one
in which agreements attainable at one stage become building
blocks for future progress on more difficult issues.

So by foregoing a gquest for comprehensive "breakthroughs,"
Camp David itself became a breakthrough. By deciding to pursue
peace in relatively modest steps, the parties at Camp David
took a giant step.

What was sensible then remains sensible today. Our goal
remains not dramatic breakthroughs, but steady incremental progres™

With full awareness of this, President Sadat and Prime
Minister Begin last month reaffirmed their belief in the soundness
of the Camp David approach, and both recommitted their countries
to see this process through to success regardless of temporary
difficulties that may intrude on the process. I find cause
for hope -- even optimism =-- in this reaffirmation.

I know that to many people who have watched the agonies of
the Middle East over the vyears, it seems surprising -- even
mystifying -- that any negotiator on the Middle East can still
be hopeful. Often I am asked how, in the light of the history
of violence and hostility and deep-seated emotion, how, in the
light of the difficulty of the issues and the slow pace of the
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negotiations, can I retain hope and even optimism?

There are several reasons for this. To begin with, I am
a negotiator -- and negotiators are by definition optimists.
The business of a negotiator, after all, is to try to fashion
practical solutions from the most unpromising raw material.
But I am also a realist, and as a realist I find reason for
hope in the record that has been built since Camp David. We do
now have a peace treaty and normalized relations between Egypt
and Israel; we have the demonstrated commitment of both countries
to reach agreements in these negotiations; we have made signifi-
cant substantive progress -- even though there is still a
distance to go; and we have the United States involved as a full
partner in the process, permitting us to act as a catalyst and
as a constructive spur to progress. 3

In a world torn by uncertainty and conflict, the continuing
hostility between Israel and the Arab world can only be described
as a crisis. And the consequences that would erupt from that
smoldering hostility could endanger not just the Middle East
but the future of the planet. Even to mention such grim
alternatives is to underscore the urgent need for us to be
resolute and creative in this search for peace. We simply
cannot afford to fail in our efforts. .

In the Chinese language the word crisis is written by
combining two other symbols -- the symbol for "danger" and the
symbol for "opportunity."

In the Middle East the danger is great and we know it.
But the opportunity is also great -- and that too we know. At
this moment in history, we owe it to ourselves, to our children
and their children to do all we can to assure that our present
opportunity is not lost.

Over a hundred years ago, Ralph Waldo Emerson put very well
the challenge and the opportunity we face in these words:

"If there is any period one would desire to be born in,
is it not the age of revolution when the old and the new stand
side by side and admit of being compared; when the energies of
all men are searched by fear and by hope; when the achievements .
of the past era can be compensated by the rich possibilities
of the new?"

"This time, like all times, is a very good one, if we but
know what to do with it."
