Ha-lhud HaHaklai, the Farmers’ Umoﬁ usaﬁ association of 75 socie-
ties of farm settlements. ‘

The settlements of Ha-lhud HaHaklai are spread all over Israel, from
Newé Ativ on the Golan Heights and Yesud haMa‘ala in the Hula
Valley, which are in the north, to Ne'ot haKikkar and ‘En Hazeva in the
‘Arava, and our settlements in Pithat Shalom, in the southern region of
the country. ' :

Within Ha-lhud HaHaklai are villages belonging to different periods
of Jewish settlement in modern Israel. Beginning with senior Galilean
villages founded at the end of the 19th century, middle class villages
settled in the 1930s, immigrants settlements founded after establish-
ment of the State, and newer villages built on the Golan Heights, in
Big‘at haYarden and in Pithat Rafiah, which were transferred after the
evacuation of Hevel Yammit to Pithat Shalom.

The settlements are not identical in their setups; they include small-
holders cooperatives, cooperative villages, ""Agra’ - a cooperative in a
village. and other forms of agricultural cooperative societies. The new
settlement-plans of the movement include villages on the Golan
Heights and in the Galilee, and intensive agricultural farms in the
south for export crops.

The main economic branches of the association are: plantations
(citrus and subtropical plants), livestock (including poultry and dairy)
and field crops (mostly for export).

Ha-lhud HaHaklai is an independent body with no political affilia-
tions. Each individual farmer has his civil right to belong to or sympa-
thize with any party. Each settler has freedom of religion, conscience
and political ideology.

Ha-lhud HaHaklai is for the abolishment of party membership asthe
key to settlement and for the establishment of a national authority,
supervising all settlement activity. It stands for organizing local socie-
ties, central associations and economic institutions with no political
identity or dependency. Due to this attitude, the settlers belonging to
Ha-lhud HaHaklai have developed proper mutual relations for advanc-
ing social and economic matters, irrespective of the individual’s politi-
cal convictions.

Being an indepen.n body, Ha-lhud HaHaklai can truly speak on
behalf of its members, thus achieving its goal, which istorepresent the
interests of the affiliated farmers and societies before the different
institutions dealing gw settlement, agriculture, housing and cooper-
ation in municipal and all areas related to farming and settlement. Its
main efforts are directed to means of production, land and water
problems, credits, etc. But its primary concern and contribution is the
development of new regions for Jewish settlement in the country.

Ha-lhud HaHaklai believes in a flexible framework which can be
adjusted to the different and changing conditions of farming and set
tlement. It does not consider the system sacred, since any form of
organization is only the means to achieve a goal and should not
become the final purpose. The organizational structure of institutions
and settlements should coordinate regional conditions, economic
requirements, type of farming and the wishes of the people, who
constitute the core of every settlement.

The family unit must contribute to the rural community, which
preserves the agricultural purpose of the settlement, helps in the
absorption of the coming generation as well as develops additional
branches into one unit.

Ha-lhud HaHaklai movement has the organizational and agricultural
tools to serve settlers and societies in marketing, supply, finance,
insurance, training, auditing and to assist in cooperative and profes-
sional matters.

PRINCIPLES OF HA-IHUD HA-HAKLAI
Ha-lhud HaHaklai :-

*  Professes freedom of conscience, religion and personal opinion.

*  Accepts all forms of settlement that advances the settlement of the
Land of Israel.

* Demands separation between settlement and political affiliation.

*  Advocates a national authority, which will concentrate and coordi-
nate activities such as: approval of settlement nuclei, designate
settling, planning settlements, build homes and farmhouses, and
care for the farms until they are established.

*  Believes that only a unified national authority can efficiently utilize
the potential in matters of land, water, manpower and financial
resources, in all regions of the Land of Israel.

* Backs the individual enterprising farmer, who acts within the
general framework of policy pertaining to agriculture and
settlement.

*  Expects the family-unit to contribute t e rural community,
which should preserve the agricultural character of the commun-
ity, allow for the absorption of the comingganeration and develop
new means of production, industry, resoM®and services.

* Considers healthy and profitable farming to safeguard the social
and economic stability of the State.

*  Promotes education of the younger generation in a spirit of pio-
neering and cooperation in agricultural settlement.

Trusts land settlement to be a main goal for the State to secure its
borders, disperse its population, create a healthy human founda-
tion and play an important role in absorbing immigrants and
strengthening the national economy.

HA-IHUD HA-HAKLAI IN NEW SETTLEMENTS

The movement of Ha-lhud HaHaklai considers the promotion of
settlement in all parts of the Land of Israel a major goal. The movement
devotes most of its power, means and resources, human and material,
towards fulfilling this goal and to participate in all land settlement
approved by the government.

A) Industrial Villages

Because of limitations in additional agricultural development in
some regions, the government has decided on a new type of coopera-
tive village that is based on industry. The State encourages the estab-
lishment of industrial enterprises in local industrial zones and in
regional centres, which will provide employment in the area. The
implementation and success of the industrial villages may open a new
era for cooperative villages in hilly regions with meager possibilities for
modern agriculture. Ha-lhud HaHaklai has taken upon itself to be
among the pioneers of the industrial village.

In the Segev area, on the mountains of Western Galilee, our move-
ment has established 5 industrial villages:
1) Shekhanya — established by new immigrants from western

countries.

2) Manof —  established by new immigrants from South
Africa.

3) Qoranit —  established by Israelis.

4) Moreshet —

In the Galilee, “*Arshah’’ is composed of immigrants from the Soviet
Union, engaged in scientific projects. This industrial village is situated
near Wered haGalil.

B) Absorption of Immigrants

The absorption of immigrants in settlements stimulates ‘Aliya’,
which is even more important than settlement on the land. The estab-
lishment of a village for immigrants from a specific country will streng-
then ties of a whole Jewish community from abroad with Israel, give
the State moral and material support and enhance the desire for
‘Aliya’
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Ha-lhud HaHaklai takes an active role in achieving this goal. In
addition to Shekhanya, Manof and Talmé Yoséf, a new group of South
Africans is forming to establish a fourth settlement of our movementin
the Besor ared. '

C) Golan Heights

Our movement is already represented there by Newé Ativ, the high-
est settlement in the country. It is a resort village operating on the
snowy slopes of Mount Hermon.

The movement has a long attachment to Mount Hermon, and is
dedicated to widen livelihood opportunities for the settlers, creating a
balanced work schedule all year round and extending winter - as well
as summer resort seasons.

A second village is being planned near Mivzar Nimrod.

D) Jordan Valley

The central Jordan Valley has a chain of 7 villages, belonging to
Ha-lhud HaHaklai, all built on the hills.

"Hamra’, in the centre, is the oldest of these settlements founded in
1970. It provides services, including an elementary shool for the
region. In the north, on the road to Peles, there are ‘Bega‘ot’and ‘Ro’i".
South of Hamra, on the Alon Highway, is ‘Mekhora’ and further south
is '‘Rimmonim’, which is an industrial and communal settlement.

In the southern Jordan Valley - ‘'Wered Yeriho' is located and is
based on agricultural development, summer resort and industry.

It has been dicided to establish near Wered Yeriho a settlement
named ‘Hemdat'. This will bring the number of our settlements in the
Jordan Valley to - eight.

E) Pithat Shalom

Our movement has 3 villages, which'are in the stage of development
and expansion, they are: ‘Talmé Yosef’, "Yuval’ and ‘Deqel’. A fourth
settlement of our movement is being planned for South African immi-
grants, in this area.

F) The Plain of Sedom

Ne'ot haKikkar is the lowest settlement in the world, 1000 ft. below
sea level. It is a success story. 60 families grow off-season vegetables,
providing an excellent livelihood.

‘En Tamar, settled on the land in 1982, a sister village to Ne’ot
haKikkar. This settlement, too, is based on growing vegetables and

other agricultural products that are suited to the unique climatic condi-
tions of the Plain of Sedom.

We envisage in the region of Kikkar Sedom the most important
settlement area of our movement and hope that, within the near
future, two more villages will be established there.

G) The Northe

‘En Hazeva is indeed the pioneer of all the settlements in the ‘Arava

region, and is today a successful enterprlse of the founders and their
families.
