EORGERIES ARE DESIGNED TO HAVE ADVERSE IMPACT ON U.S. IMAGE
(Article on briefing on new forgeries) (7&0)
By Dian McDonald
USIA Staff Writer

Washington -- A senior administration official said August o
that three forgeries that recently have surfaced are "obviously
designed” to have an adverse impact on the U.S. image and to
manipulate public opinion regarding the United States.

One document -- identified publicly as a forgery for the first
time August 29 -- purports to be a statement of U.S. policy approved
by the National Security Council (NSC) in February 1985, the official
explained at a briefing.

& section of the document related to Africa surfaced in the
African Guardian in Nigeria on June 5, and the complete forgery was
mailed to an allied country embassy. .

The forgery contains a section on every geographical region and
purports to lay out U.S. foreign policy on a global scale, repealting
the theme that through U.S. military superiority the U.S. government
plans to dominate the Soviet Union, control North atlantic Treaty
Organization allies, and manipulate the rest of the world for its own
PUTPODSES.

The forged document falsely asserts that the United States
pursues strategic superiority and that the Strategic Defencse
Initiative (SDI) is an offensive system which would help ensure
"offective first-strike capability by the year 1995, " the official

said.

The official noted that in considering who would stand to benefit
from forging such a document, "we believe, in our analysis, that it
would be the Soviet Lnion" -- because of the repeated false

descriptions of SDI, for example.

The =econd new forgery case involved a purported statement by
Defense Secretary Weinberger on the Strategic Defense Initiative
(SDI), which first surfaced in the Federal Republic of Germany. The .
recipient of a copy of the document asked for verification of 1t=
suthenticity, and the forgery was thereby revealed.

The official said the dominant themes in that forgery are that
epI =eeks to bring about U.S5. superiority over the Soviet Union and
that SOI is an offensive weapon with offensive purposes.

The third forgery, which surfaced this month, falsely reported
that the U.S5. Information Agency planned a campaign to ensure that
Western European media would receive reports exaggerating the
Chernobyl nuclear disaster. The forged document was a letter
purportedly sent by Herbert Romerstein, coordinator of USIA programs
to counter Soviet active measures or influence operations, to Senator
David Durenberger, chairman of the Senate Select Committee oOn .
Intelligence. The forgery was mailed to the Washington Post and other
news organizations.

The official said that while it was not possible to =ay
definitely who was responsible for the three forgeries, "the nation
which benefits most by these and with which we can identify the
propaganda themes is the Soviet Union or the Soviet bloc.”

The official stressed that it is virtually impossible to tell

The official explained that forgeries are very often delivered
ancmymously to the press and are usvally photocopies and therefore
difficult to investigate.

In a discussion of how forgeries are determined, the official
explained that the first step is to find out whether the speech or
document in guestion has indeed been written by policymakers in the
U.S. government.

The official said another question to consider is whether or not
the English in the document makes sense. The official noted that very
often forgeries contain phraseology that is not acceptahle Fnglish.

fisked why the new forgeries were being discussed now, the
official said there were three forgery cases this summer -- "a fairly
high mumber, and we felt that the best way to counteract their impact
would be to make them public."

Elaborating on the NSC forgery, the official said it has sections
which would be very useful to "more strident members of the
Non-aligned Movement," which is presently meeting in Harare.

It is not unprecedented for forgeries to emerge or to surface at
the time of a NAM conference, the official said, noting that a forged
speech by Jeane Kirkpatrick, former U.5. permanent representative to
the United Nations, had surfaced during an earlier conference of the
Non-aligned Movement in New Delhi.
