Zakheim is a very capeble end effective speaker and
performed in thet fashion before this greoup., There were 30-40
pecple present.

He spoke briefly, concentreting on what the U.S. was doing
for Isramel. He pointed out that the role of Congress had about
reached its limit and that the current level of aid had been
maximized., He stressed that further growth in assistance to
Israel would and indeed was coming from the Executive Branch and
most especially from the Defense Department. He said thet DoD
purchases of Israeli goods had gone from $8 willion in 1982°%¥0
$205 Eillion in 1986. He stated that lsreel was getting $10.5
miTTTEEmiﬁMEHI"CGh¥?E;t$. He partinularf§ highlighted the role
of Weinberger in the decisions that amseisted Isreel, such as his
approving every port visit to Haifa. He did not mention the
Lavi. After this brief talk, he took gquestieons.

The quesiions concentrated on the Lavi to the exclusion of
all other topics. He dealt with them all very skillfully. On a
guestion mbout preserving Isrmel’s high technology industry, he
said that its preservation had been o starting point fer all his
alternatives. 1In response to a guestion as to whet Dol wes doing
judging the Lavi, rather than the 1sraeli government, he pointed
out that this Administretion was committed to maintsinifif
Israel’s gualitative edge, and that if American dollers allocated
for that purpose wWere not being spent to that end, then the U.S.
taxpayer's Eoney was being wasted, when asked sbout the cost of
the curreni batch of F-16s, he mlloted to the cost of support and
initial spares,

On the issue of coproduction he said thet there was no
merket in the United States for the plane, that the U.S, Air
Force thought the plane wes inferior, and that export would
require U.S5, approval, which while it had been ferthcoming under
this Administration for Kfirs to Ecusdor, had been denied by the
previous one and might be denied by & successor. When it was
pointed out that there would be a problem in integrating sonme of
the Lavi avionics into the F-16, as had been suggested, he
acknowledged that wss partly true.

We can help them. Take Afghanistan. Soviet policy there is clearly
headed for fallure. The fresdom tighters are gaining in strength
anc unity. The world community is piving them more ang more
Support., The puppet regime that the Soviets installed seven YRAYr S
égeo, zeems to be coming apart.

Longress an economic aid package to strengthen Cenmtral America’s
four democracies. 1 am aleo asking Congress to let go farward the
remaining money they dpproved lagt year to support the freedom
fighters in Nicaragua. We must continue to stand by these brave
young men and women,

Though Afghanistan and Nicaragua are thousands of miles apart,
solving their problems depends on the very same thing -- a chance
for them and their neighbore to live without fear of aggression, a
chance for their people to chocse their own destiny. How much safer
the world will be when the Saviet leaders see Americans standing
behind such a firm pelicy for peace, Ferhaps the Soviets will even
wtart to spend less on adventures COvErseas, &nd more on imprevings
life at home,

The [sraelis owe the full story of the raid
on American intelligence computers, The affairs
and societies are different, but President Reagan
has just set an excellent example of accountabili-
ty, Will the Israelis prefer to wait for widespread
American political exasperation and the conse-
quent pressures that are sure to be urged?

The lsraclis want to bury the affair. But it
forces a fundamental probing of just what the
mutual obligations of Israel and the United States
are. Many people have a feeling of having been
taken for a ride, and that feeling could take forms
the Israelis can't possibly want to see. They need
to co something about it—and fast.

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Mr. GUMBEL: Let me -—- the Tower Commission claimed that it
couldn't be clearer on Israsel’s role because they couldn't hear from
your people. And your government has caid you'!ll only deal on &
government to government basis. Why is that =so? 1 maan, if this
iesue is important enough for our Fresident to have to testify, why
isn't it impartant gnough for your people alan?

MR. ARENE: Well, these are two separate uavtrnments; these are
two allies, but two soveraeign states. And you really would not
expect, Say, officials of the United States administration to
testify before inguiry committees of the lsraeli Knesseb.

MR. GUMBEL: It would depend on how we percelived the role as @
friend,

MR, ARENS: Yes, but I think there's probably no precedent for
this sort of thing, of afficials of one government testifying at
inquiries nf another governmﬂnt.

MR. GUMBEL: I don't want to let you leave without talking

about the peace overtures, because Ehimon Feres Wae in Egypt last

week talking UP the idea of a peace conference, even as Yitzhak

Bhamir was here denying the very puasihility. The question ien't if .
it's going to happen, but how potentially divisive do you think this
jeeue could be to your coalition government?

M. ARENS: It is divisive. The ma jority of Cabinet members
are not for an international conference, for leraell pa?ticipatian
in an international conference. We do not want to let the Soviet
Union into the pnlitical process in the Middle Eagt. We feel that
this could be injurious to lerael'’s interasts. Mr. Peres is of a
different opinion, but as ybou probably know, it is the job of
laraeli Cabinet members —- and Mr. fares i% one == Lo pursue the
policies of the lerael: government, and not their own initiatives.

MR, GBUMEEL: Might he pull out and rall for nev glections?
MF. ARENSS Well, it's possible. But you know, it's not enough
for one Cabinet member to call for new elections. The ma jority of

the Israeli Knesset has to decide that there will be new slections.

MR. 3UMBEL1 Mashe Arens, thank you very much. We know this is.
a travel day feor you. Travel safely.

MR. ARENS: Thank you.

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Pollard: Top Israelis Backed Spy Ring

U.S. Rlls Espionage Contacts They May Face Indictment

Adcumlted spy Jonathan Jay Pol-
tard saed yesterday that les Lsraedi
contacts (ok ham “the highost levels
of Ihe lscack government™ had
thaslesd kim for passing US. aul
Mary secrets Lo Tel Aviv.

Alhough lsrad has repeatedly
msisted that the Pollard spy nng
was a “remegade operation,” Polkad
saed w2 memorandum fiked in fed-
eval court that i is "beyond reason™
o believe that senior lsraeli ofli-
ciaks were unaware of his spying.

Pollard, a focmer U5, Navy in-
telligence amalyst who pleaded
guity last Juse to esponage, made
the assertions i 2 6l-page docu-
meal fled in advance of his March
10 sestencing. Pollard faces a max-
anumn pesalty of bie m prison and a
$250,000 ime.

Pollard called humself a “mis-
uded idealist” and saad he “Felt like
a prosttute” for accepting pay-
menls from lscael. Prosecutors
have sad the Isracks pad Pollard
$2,500 a month, financed European
vacations for hin and his wale and
promsed kim $300,000 more over
10 pears,

Lsrach Embassy spokesman Yossi
Gal sakd Prime Minister Yizhak
Shamir referated on his vecent vis-
o bere “that this was a rogoe oper-

ation that was not authorized and
against the will of the government.
Ag far as we're concerned, Lhe mat-
ter s closed.”

But Justioe Department soorocs
said they fmd Pollard's accound
credibde, Jerusalem FPosl 0ot respon-
dent Wolf Blitzer recently repocted
that Pollard was a “master spy” who
gave lssel access to virtually all
U.S. iMelbgence.

Sources saud the Justice Deparl-
ment recently nobtilied Eseach Air
Force commander Aviern Sella, Pol-
lard's first hamber, that he could
face indictment in the case. The
deparinent lold theee other s
raelis, including Ralael Euan, a foc-
mer terrorism adviser to two prme
ménisters, that it plans o revoke
theis immunity from proseculion in
the: case.

Pollard said the material be pro-
vided "was 50 unigue that anyons
... woukl have known about Ihe
existence of an agent working in the
American  mielligence  establish-
menl.”

“A pear-famous ex-Mossad |ls-
raeli mtelligence agencyl assistant
chief of operations . . . a ighly dec-
orated member of the ar force, two
senior science allaches and a lead-
g mlemational arms beoker do
not coalesoe out of than air,” Pollard
sand.
“Al the end of each momth,” he
said, “] was given an extremely de-
tailed bt of matenal which was

weeded by the various organizatins
that included an explanation of why
the idormation officially  Lrans-
jerred dil not satisfy their regpere-
neeods . .. There way abways one
peiotitived list which had evidenlly
beon agreed upon the respective
miltary chiefs of intelligence and
baore thesr combined seal.”

Pollard sawd he was “roulinely
provided with finished technscal as-
sessments of the material which
hid been passed to the lsraehs”
which e wis 1okl came from “a
special team of analysts” in [srael.
Sice the materal was based on
satellite photlography and signal u-
telligence, he sail, lscael officials
had to be "cognizant thal it was not
hemg transferred through official
channeds.”

Pollagd said his handlers told hum
that “[srael’s dependence upon a
‘special source’ " was mentioned at
presentations Lo the lscaeh cabmet,

Pollard sasd he was motivated by
“anti-Semitism” in his Navy intel-
higence oflie, which he saud had "an
unbelievably cynical attitude toward
fsrael's supaval .. igh-level
directives about releasing certain
types of information to Jerusakem
were routinely shelved by the men
in the trenches, who felt that the
‘Jews' dwim't need to know any-
thing.”

The material he proveded on Lib-
ya's air defense aystem asded a
1985 karacli caid on Palestine Lib-
