I am confident that compromises are still possible,
if some additional flexibility is demonstrated on
both sides, and that the specific problem of tariff
reductions on certain textile products can also bhe
satisfactorily resolved. Textiles, as you realize,
are an extremely sensitive area in the United States,
as in Israel, but we have come much too far in
negotiations, and are too close to achieving an
agreement, to let the few remaining obstacles stand
in our way. You may be sure that I will continue to
monitor the developments very carefully.

- This deadlock occurs at a time when the Israeli textile
industry is facing a major crisis, The Israeli goverrment finds
itself under mounting pressure to raise export subsidies to this
beleaguered indusiry. For Israel to withstand these pressures and
be committed to reducing subsidies, it must be assured free access
to the U.S. market in the very near future,

Although I know how sensitive this issue is in the United
States, I can assure you that the order of magnitude of exports we
hope fo achieve in the next few years 1s less than one-tenth of
the percent of total U.S. consumption. Therefore, I am asking
Fabassador Rosenne to present to you this letter and to take tha
epportunity to elaborate on solutions to this oroblen that are both
mutually acceptable and fair to ali parties involved,

I enjoyed our opportunity to meet and to see you in

your role as Prime Minister. So many Americans,

Jews and non-Jews alike, have such high hopes for

your tenure that we may be unreasonably optimistic,
recognizing how difficult the task is. Knowing you .

as I do for so many vears, I believe you have the ‘
wisdom and the courage to take the drastic measures
required and will watch, hopefully, to see progress
commence .

After our visit, I gave an interview to the press

which was reported in Maariv and possibly other papers
as well. Their account of our discussion triggered a
headline which may be of concern to you. I was asked
about the possibility of a billion dollar fundraising
drive in the diaspora Jewish community, to help augment
the crisis created by the inflation and economic problems
in Israel. My response was that I did not believe the
American Jewish community would understand another
emergency campaign based on a domestic problem. It must
be solved in some part by a reduction of consumption.

To make the point, I used as an example, the incredibly
large number of new cars that I observed as I travelled
through the country. Additionally rapid acquisition of
material goods is more and more obvious and visitors to
the country see that immediately.

Therefore, my response was candid and my concern is

that it could be misinterpreted. I don't want to impair
fundraising for Israel from the Jewish community or
assistance from the U.S. government. My objective was
to sound the alarm for the Israeli's to hear.

I intend, through UJA and other Israeli oriented
organizations to pursue the enlargement and depth

of the commitment of the U.S. to Israel. I think
that connection is firm and I hope it will continue
to be in a Reagan second term also. We will have to
wait and see how things develop.

While we are paiofully reacidng our taryet in Ludget cuts as
well == their full impact in terms of government-generated income and
employment are yet to be fully felt -- early indications suggest that
our gradual approach is paying off.

Regarding water sources - the Arab residents of the West Bank reguire
approximately 100 million cub meters annually from the total quantity

in the region which amounts to about B00 to 850 million cubic meters.

I would note here that the ARab wars have justly been characterized

as "Water wars". I would further note tHat the convening of a technical
meeting concerning water in the Arqh werld, which was held in 1984, was the
first meeting of its kind since the Water Summit held in 1964,

We are confronted by an actual threat on the issue of water. Israal
has exploited annually about three-quarters of the sources of water
common with the West Bank, namely that water whose source is in the
West Bank and amounts to 460 million cubic meters, and thus this consumption

is three times the consumption of the West Barnk residents themselves,
We are subject ccnstantly to blows and attacks of the expansicn, though
to our regrét Wwe as an Arab group have not succeeded until now in formu-

lating a joint Arab water-Coempany or water oplan.
