REAGAN DISCLOSFS SECRET DIPLOMATIC INMITIATIVE TO IRAM (2170)
(Text: Reagan address tn the natinn)

Washington == FPresident Reagan said Movember 13 that the United
States undertonk a secret diplomatic initiative tno Tran "to rensw a
relationship"” with that nation and "to effect the safe return of all

"hostages ., "
In a televised address to the nationy the president cited two
aother aims of the inittiative: "t bring an honorable s2nd" to the

Iran-Irag ronflict and "to eliminate state-sponsored terrorism and
subversion."

Reagan said he had avthorized "the transfer of small amounts of
defensive weapons and spare parts for defensive systems to Iran.®

The purpose, he said; "wvas to convince Tehran that our
negotiators were acting with my authority, to send a signal that the
United State= was prepared to replace the animosity betueen us with a
ne relationship.”

He emphasized that the actions he auvthorized "were and continue
to be in full compliance with federal law."

He also emphasirzed that the U.5. government "has a firm policy
not to capitulate to terrorist demands."

The LUhited States "did not trade weapons or anvything else for
hostages -- nor will wey " Reagan declared. .

Following is the text of the president's address:

(hegin tesxt)

I know you have been readinag, seeing, and hearing a lot of
stories the past several days attributed to Ranish sailors, unnamed
oh=ervers at Ttalian ports and Spanish harborsy, and especially unnamed
government officials of my administration. Well now you are going to
hear the facts from & bWhite House sourcey and vou know my name.

I wanted this time to talk with you about an extrem=ly sensitive
and profoundly important matter of foreign policy.

For 18 months now, we have had underway a secret diplomatic
initiative to Tran. That initiative was undertaken for the simplest
and best af reasons.

-- to renew a relationship with the nation of Irany

-— too bring an honorable end to the bloody &-year war between
Iran and Iraq;

-= to eliminate state-sponsored terrorism and subversiony and

-— to effect the safe return of all hostages.

Without Iran's conperation, we cannot bring an end tno the Persian

United States Information Service
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Gulf War; without Tran's concurrence, there can be no enduring peace
in the Middle East.

For 10 days now, the American and world press have been full of
reports and rumors about this initiative and these obhjectives.

MNows; my fellow Americans, there 1= an old saying that nothing
spreads so quickly as a rumor. S T thought it was time to speak with
you directly —- to tell you Ffirst-hand about our dealings with Iran.
As Will Rogers once said, "Rumor travels faster, but it don't stay put
as long as truth." So let's get to the facts.

The charge has been mades that the Inited States has shipped
weapons to Iran —— a5 ransom payment for the release of American
hostages in Lebanon -- that the United States undercut its allies, and
secretly violated American policy against trafficking with terrorists.

Those charges are utterly false.

The Linited States has not made concessions to those who hold our
people captive in Lebanon. And we will not. The United States has

not =wapped boatloads or planeloads of Smerican weapons -- for the
return of American hostages. A&nd we will nnt.
Other reports have surfaced alleging U.5. involvement. Reports

of a s2alift to Iran using Danish ships to carry American arms. OF
vessels in Spanish ports heing employed in secret U.S5. arms shipments.
Of Italian ports being used. Of the lUnited States sending spare
parts and weapons for combat aircraft. All these reports are quite
axciting; but as far as we are concerned, not one of them is true.
During the course of our secret discussions, I authorized the
transfer of small amnunts nf defensive weapons and spare parts for
defensive systems to Tran. My purpose was to convince Tehran that our
negontiators were acting with my authority, to send a signal that the
Linited States was prepared to replace the sanimosity between us with a

new relationship. Thess modest deliveries, taken together, could
pasily fit into a =single carago plane. They could not, taken together,
affect the nutcome nof the six-year war betweesen Iran and ITrag -- nor

could they affect in any way the military balance between the tuwo
countries.

Those with whom we wers in contact took considerable risks and
needed a signal of our serinus intent 1f they were to carry on and
broaden the dialogue.

&t the same time we undertook this initiative, we made clear that
Iran must oppose all forms of international terrorism as a condition
of progress in our relationship. The most significant step which Iran
rould take, we indicated, would be tn use its influence in Lebanon to
cecure the release of all hostages held there.

Some proaress has already been made. Since U.S5. government
contact began with Tran, there has been no evidence of Iranian
gavernment momplicity in acts of terrorism against the United States.
Hostages have come home == and we welcome the sfforts that the
government of Iran has taken in the past and is currently undertaking.

But why, you might ask, is any relationship with Iran important
to the United States?

Tran encompasces =ome of the most critical geography in the
warld. It lies betws=en the Soviet Union and aceess to the warm wakers
of the Indian Ocean. Geography explains why the Soviet Union has sent
an army into Afghanistan to dominate that country and, if they could,
Iran ancd Pakistan.

Iran's geography gives it a critical position from which
adversaries could interfere with 21l flows from the Arab states that
border the Persian Gulf. Apart from geography, Iran's o0il deposits
are important to the long=-term health of the world economy.
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For these ressons, it is in our national interest to watch for
changes within Iran that might offer hope for an improved
relationship. Until last year, there was little to justify that hope.

Indeed, we have bhitter and enduring disagreements that PeErsist
today. At the heart of our quarrel has been Iran's past sponsorship
of international terrorism. Iranian policy has been devoted ta
expelling all Western influence from the Middle East. We cannot abide
that; because our interests in the Middle Fast are vital. At the same
time, we seek no territory or special position in Tran. The Iranian
revolution is a fact of history; but betwsen Bmerican and Tranian
basic national interests there need be no permanent conflict.

Since 1983, various countries have made overtures o stimulate
direct contact between the United States and Iran. European, Near
East, and Far East countries have attempted to serve as
intermediaries. Despite a LI.S. willingness o proceed, none of these
overtures bore fruit.

With this history in mind, ve were receptive; last yvear, when we
were alerted to the possibility of establishing a direct dialrg..2 with
Tranian officiale.

PMowy, let me repest. fmerica's long-standing goals in the region
have been to help preserve Iran's indepsndence from Soviet dominations
to bring an honorable end tn the bleody Iran-Irag wari to halt the
@xport of subversion and terrorism in the region. A major impediment
to those goals has been an absence of dialogue, a cut-off in
communication betusen us.

It is because of Tran's strategic importance and its influence in
the Islamic world that we chose to probe for a better relationship
betwe=en our countries.

Our discussions continued into the spring of this year. Based
upon the progress we felt we had made, we spught to raise the
diplomatic level of contacts. A meeting was arranged in Tehran. I
then asked my former national security advisor, Rrobert McFarlane, to
undertake a secret mission and gave him explicit instructions. T
asked him to go to Iran to open a dialogue, making stark and clear our
hasic objectives and dicagreements.

The four days of talks were conducted in a civil fashion; and
Amarican personnel were not mistreated. Since then, the dialogus has
continued and step-by-step progress continues to be made.

Let me repeat: Qur interests are clearly served by opening a
dialogue with Tran and thereby helping to end the Iran-Irag War. That
war has dragged on for more than six years, with no Pprospect of a
negotiated settlement. The slaughter on both sides has been enormous;
and the adverse economic and political consequences for that vital
region of the world have been growing. We sought to establish
communication with both sides in that senssless struggle, so that wea
could assist in bringing ahout a ceasefire and, eventually, a
settlement. We have sought to be esven-handed by warking with both
sides and with other interested nations to prevent a widening of the
war.

-

This sensitive undertaking has entailed great risk for {rocae
involved. There is no question but that we coula never have Begun T
continued this dialogue had the initiative been disclosed earlier.
Due to the publicity of the past week, the entire initiative is very
much 2t risk today.

There i= ample precedent in our history for this kind of secret
diplomacy. In 1971, then-President Nixon sent his national security
advi=or on a secret mission to China. In that case, as today, there
was 5 basic requirement for discretion and for a sensitivity to the
situation in the nation uwe were attempting tu engage.

Since the welcome return of former hostage David Jacohsen, thers
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ha= been unprecedented speculation and countless reports that have not
only been wrongs, but have been potentially dangerous tn the hostages
and destructive of the opportunity before us. The efforts of
courageous penple like Terry Waite have been jeopardized. Sno
extensive have been the false rumors and erronecus reports that the
risks of remaining silent now excesd the risks of speaking out. And
that i why I decided to address you tonight.

It has been widely reportsd, for example, that the Conaress, as
well a= top executive branch officialsy were circumvented. Although
the efforts we undertook were highly sensitive and involvement of
government officials was limited to those with a strict need to knows
all appropriate cabinet officers were fully consulted. The actions T
authorired were and continue to be in full compliance with federal law
= and the relevant committees of Congress are being and will be fully
informed.

fnother charge is that we have tilted toward Iran in the Gulf
War. This, too, is unfounded. We have consistently condemned the
violence on both sides. We have consistently sought a negotiated
settlement that preserves the territorial integarity of hoth nations.
The overtures we have made to the government of Iran have not been a
shift to supporting one side over the other. Rather, it has heen a
diplomatic initiative to gain some degree of access and influence
within Iran -- as well as Irag -=- and to bring about an honorable =2nd
to that bloody conflict. It is - in the interests of all parties in the
Gulf region to end that war as soon as possible.

To summarize, our government has & firm policy not to capitulate
to terrorist demands. That "no concessions" policy remains in Foarce
-= in spite of the wildly speculative and false stories about arms for
hostages and alleged ransom payments. We did not -- repzat -- did not
trade weapons or anything else for hostages —— nor will we. Those who
think that we have "gone soft" on terrorism should take up the
question with Colonel Gadhafi.

We have not, nor will we, capitulate to terrorists. We will,
hHowever, aat on with advancing the wvital interests of our great nation
—— in spite of terrorists and radicals who seek to sabotage our
efforts and immobilize the United States.

Qur goals have beeny and remain:

--= to restore a relationship with Iran,

-- to bring an honorable end to th= war in the Gulf,

-~ to bring a halt to state-supported terror in the Middle East;

-y

andy

-- finally, to effect the safe return of all hostages from
Lebanon.

f= president T have always operated on the belief that, given the
facts, the American people will make the right decision. T helisve
that to be true now.

I cannot guarantee the outcome. But, a= in the past, T ask for
your support because I belisve you share the hope for peace in the
Middle Fa=t, for fresdom for all hostages, and for a3 world free of
terrorism. Certainly there are risks in this pursuit but there ara
greater riskes if we do not persevere.

It will take patience and understanding: it will take continued
resistance to those who commit terrorist acts; and 1t will take
conperation with all who seek to rid the world of this scnurge.

It is with much regret that I inform you that the World Affairs Council of
Philadelphia will not be able to conduct the conference on the Middle East
which we had planned for January 13-14, 1987. The great generosity of
Prime Minister Shamir -- secured by your splended efforts on our behalf --
in having agreed to participate in this project makes this decision all
the more difficult.

Without taking tooc much of your time by way of explanation of our change
of plans, let me say simply that we have been unable to amass sufficient
funding for our conference to insure the quality of program that we had
hoped for. It seems that, for the moment at least, both major foundations
and major corporations are "gun-shy" about public association with
discussions of the Middle East -- even nonpartisan discussions at a high
level of seriousness and of civility. I know you agree with me that this
is most unfortunate, as the need for civic education about the U.S. role
in the Middle East and the root of the disputes there is needed as much
now as ever. This turn of events is particularly disappointing because we
had already secured a commitment from President Carter as well as Prime
Minister Shamir to participate, and I know that the Jordanian government
was giving our request all due consideration.

Let me assure you that the World Affairs Council of Philadelphia remains
undaunted in our desire to reach our constituents with information about
the Middle East as well as the world of other subjects which we cover.
With a different configuration we shall try again on this subject in the
not too distant future.

distinguished American businessman two weeks

ago, interrogated him for more than three hours
and confiscated some of his personal
property—because he is of Arab descent and looks
it. Despite his U.S. passport, which showed him to
be a native-born American, the lsraeli officials
refused to accept his repeated insistence that he is
a U.S. citizen.

Omar Kader is no terrorist. In fact, he was
entenng Israel as part of a six-country tour to
organize an international conferance on terrorism.
He was coming from Jordan, where he had
discussed the plan with King Hussein,

The 43-year-old Kader is a professorial type born
and raised i Provo, Utah, where his parents had
immigrated from what was then Palestine, and ia
now lsrael. [le recognizes Israel's need to take
antiterrorist precautions at its border crossings,
but he was particularly upset at being singled out
for harsh treatment when other, non-Arab .
Americans were passed through without a hassle.

Kader is softspoken and usually amiable. He
looks unmistakably Arabic.

_ As executive director of the Arab-American
Anti-Discrimination Commitiee Until lasf
December, he spearheaded efforts to erase the
stereotype of Arabs as trigger-happy fanatics

= jurking around every vutuer. Because of his
position, he received threatening telephone calls
following every terrorist bombing attributed to
Arabs: the committee's West Coast director, Alex
Odeh, was assassinated, and the committee’s
Raston office was bombed.

Here is what happened in Israel, based in part on
an affidavit Kader filed with the U.S. consular office
in Jerusalem to protest his treatment:

Kader was optimistic when he boarded a bus to
cross the Jordanian-Israeli border on Oct. 22 with'
eight Western Europeans and other Americans. He
had been told of rough treatment given to other
Arab-Americans.

But Kader believed he would be treated property
because he is an American—"American first, Arab
second,” as he puts it. He was going to Israel to
meet with government officials, and, as a U.S.
taxpayer, he had helped subsidize the [sraeli
economy to the tune of billions of dollars. He felt he
was entitled to a modicum of courtesy.

Kader’s optimism was abruptly shattered. While
the Europeans and Caucasian Americans were
whisked through Israeli customs, he and the two
other Arab-Americans were directed into a
separate room, and ordered to take off their shoes.

The laraeli officials examined all the cards in his
wallet, Kader said; they opened all the private
correspondence in his luggage and read it closely,
guestioning him about the contents,

The Israelis even expropriated 2 souvenir
letter-opener because it waa “too sharp” and could
be used as a weapon,

Leaving [srael two days later, Kader was again
singled out at the airport. This time, he decided not
to be 8o cooperative. He insisted that the [sraelis
acknowledge him as an American; when they
refused, he raised his voice and demanded to be
treated like other Americans boarding the plane.
