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"We believe that the PLC must be associated with peace negotiations,
and that the process itself would be greatly helped if the PLO were

to make unambiguously clear its willingness to recognise the right

of Israel to a secure existence. We believe that Israel in exchange
should recognise the right of the Palestinians to self determination.
These rights remain the core of any solution, irrespective of temporary
changes in fortune of the parties concerned. This places a heavy
responsibility on Israel to change radically its current pelicies in
the occupied West Bank and Gaza and look again, constructively, at
President Reagan's proposals. But it also places a major responsibility
on the Palestinians and in particular on Mr. Arafat. Clarification

of the remaining ambiguities of the PLO position remains one of

the most important ingreﬁients of progress towards negotiations.

It is indeed an essential next step."
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Arab/Israsl

The problem of Lebanon is of course only part of the wider
political problem in the region: a nagotiated ssttlement of the
Arab/Israsl dispute. This has eluded politicians and dinlomats for

35 years. Manifestly, thers are no instant solutions, no magic

cures. What is more and more clear is that time is not on the side
of those who want to sse peace achieved by nsgotiation. Tha signs
ars that many moderate Arab states share this view.

But there are two problems in particular which cast long
shadows over prospects for a peace settlement.

The first is Israel's settlements policy. j
We have consistently urged the Israelis to put an end to the buildin

of settlements in the West Bank and Gaza not only bscause in our

view they are illegal, but also because they are destroying any
remaining confidence on the Arab side that Israsl is willing to
negotiate seriously about these territories.

The second is the tendency of some on the Arab side to baulk
at what will be necessary if negotiations are to begin. This means
in practice that negotiations never do begin.

Our position iz well known.
A bargain will have to be struck in which Israel recognises the
Palestinians' rights to self-determination, and the Palestinians

accept Israel's right to exist within secure and recognised barders.‘
Both sides of this bargain are important.

Israel is an established fact - and has been for 35 years.
It is time all on the Arab side accepted that she is entitled to
the same right to live in peace behind secure borders as all other
members of the international community. We remain resolutely committed
to Israel's right to security.

And we shall stoutly defend Israsl's right to play a full part in
the UN and other international organisations of which she is a member.




The other side of the bargain is equally important. The right
of the Palestinians to self-determination lies at the heart of the
Buropean approach. We do not believs that anything less will satisfy
the longing of the Palestinians to run their own affairs and to express

their own identity. Its essence is the right to choose their own future.

There are a number of different options open to them, including
association with Jordan as proposed in the Reagan plan and a Palestinian
state which is widely advocated on the Arab side. The ultimate decision
will no doubt be influenced by the negotiations which we should like
to see. An agreed and durable settlement must be to the advantage of all.

It is clear that the Palestinians must play a full part in the
negotiations, which will after all be about their future. It would be
relevant at this point to say a few words about the FLO. We have never.
accepted the claim by the PLO to bes the sole representative of the
Palestinians.

But it has been our view for several years that the PLO should
be associated with negotiations, provided they accept their part of
the bargain I referred to above.

The PLO now stands at a cross-roads. Either they can continue
down the path of pointless ambiguity, flinching from the hard choices
in the hope of maintaining some semblance of unity between the various
factions. That way lies frustration and despair, breeding ground for
further violence. Or they can take a bold step in the direction of
negotiation: by accepting clearly that they can only achieve their ‘
objectives by peaceful means and by recognising that one element in
a comprehensive settlement must be security for Israel within agreed
borders.

If they are to take that path, they will need the help of the
moderate Arab states. Recently there have been some encouraging signs -
the meeting between Yasser Arafat and President Mubarak, the recall
of the Jordanian parliament and the prospect that Arafat and King
Hussein may resume their dialogue. There have been many false hopes

before, but we shall do what we can to encourage the PLO to opt for
this path.
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MIDDLE EAST

In the Middle East, it is deeply disappointing that, once
again this year, we are no nearer a solution of ‘the Arab/Israel
dispute. But with the arrival of a new Israeli Government there is
now an opportunity to turn a new'page. The outlines of a just
settlement have been clear for manj years. 1t must reconcile Israel's
right to exist within secure and recognised borders and the Palesti-

nians' right to self-determination. But plans or statements of principle

from the international community are in themselves of limited value
- unless the parties to the dispute have the political courage to
take the bold steps necessary for peace. .

Such steps are possible now without anyone's security being
endangered. The new Israeli Government could halt the policy of
installing illegal settlements in occupied territory. The Arab countries

and the Palestinians could formulate a realistie - and a common -
negotiating stand before it is too late. The United States has a

uniqus position of influence with parties on both sides of the dispute.

Its role 1s indispensable. President Reagan reaffirmed his commitment

on Monday to his country's search for a just and lasting peace. I

very much welcome that. As the Presidency of the European Community

made clear yesterday, we and our European partners stand ready to

help and to use our influence to work for the peace which has eluded

all so long. ' .

In Lebanon the efforts of the Lebanese Government to bring
peace to that long-suffering country deserve the support of all of
us. The Ten have called consistently for the early withdrawal, in
agreement with the Lebanese Government, of all foreign forces. The
Presidency statement on Tuesday reiterated that plea. In our view
national reconciliation and withdrawal of these forces should go
ahead together. UNIFIL has continued to perform a useful role in
Southern Lebanon - a role which, as the Secretary General said in
April, could with advantage be enlarged.




In the Gulf, we shall continue to support any initiatives which
offer hope of an end to the long and tragic conflict between Iran and
Irag. We welcomed the decision to send a UN team to investigate
allegations that chemical weapons had been used. The British Government
condemns unequivoeally the use of chemical weapons by anyone. We are
encouraged that both sides continue to support the Secretary General's
appeal to avoid attacks on civilian centres of population. We hope
that they will take further steps to limit the scope of the conflict,
and that this will prepare the way for an honourable settlement of
the dispute.

SPEECH BY THE RIGHT HONOURABLE SIR GEOFFREY HOWE QC MP TO THE
CONSERVATIVE FRIENDS OF ISRAEL LUNCHEON: BRIGHTON: 9 OGTOEER.

I am grateful to you for a most useful and agreeable
opportunity to talk to you all - who know so much more about
Israel than I do - before my own visit to Israel in three
weeks' time. And you have given me the chance to say something
about my approach to Anglo/Israeli relations and to the
Arab/Israel dispute.

I know that the Conservative Friends do valuable work in
promoting the ties which bind Britain and Israel at so many
levels. I am sure you have found as I have that Israel's
enormous achievements are widely admired. Her vigorous and
variegated brand of democracy has been legendary: and that
was before the recent elections. I would not want Britain
to claim credit for Israel's electoral system. But I can say :
that many of her institutions are modelled on Britain's.

Jews of British origin have made an enormous contribution to
Israel's cultural and political 1life. Our relations are
enriched by a flourishing network of personal and professional
links.

Trade is buoyant: a total of pounds sterling 600 million
in 1983: and pounds sterling 500 million in the first seven
months of 1982. Britain's share of the Israeli market grew
in 1983 and we are on the look-out for further opportunities,
One that springs to mind is that of high technology, where
there must be plenty of scope for Jjoint ventures. Meanwhile
we all attach the greatest importance to continuing cooperation
between Israel and the European Community.

That, then, is the setting for my first visit to Israel.
Much has happened since Lord Carrington was there in March 1982, .

We have had our differences, and as befits friends of long.
standing, we have been frank with each other about them. I
know that I can count on my Israeli hosts to be equally
friendly, and equally frank, this time.

I shall be going, as I do on all my travels - ready to
listen and to learn, to make new contacts and build up existing
friendships. Last month I met alternate Prime Minister Shamir
at the Unitecd Nations General Assembly in New York. I look
forward to continuing our discussions, and also to talks with
Prime Minister Peres and other members of the government of
national unity.

We all wish the new government well in tackling the |
daunting problems they face.

On the domestic front I shall be following with keen interest
Mr Modal's efforts to restore discipline to the Israeli economy.
The formidable task of tackling an inflation rate of 400 per cent
will call for all the nation's guts and ingenuity. Israel's
economi¢ problems are not unconnected with those which arise
outside her borders. There, too, there are some signs of change.

: From my talks in New York I had the impression that there
is at last some movement towards withdrawal of foreign forces
from Lebanon.

We have long regarded this as a priority. We have taken
every opportunity to press the Syrians to withdraw. And for
Israel the cost - economic, military and political - of her
presence in Lebanon has been mounting.

Israel will, quite rightly, want to see that proper
arrangements are made for the security of her northern border.
But it would be a tremendous achievement for Mr Peree and his
government if they could move swiftly - as they have said they
wish to do - to put an.end to the occcupation.

We believe that UNIFIL can play a greater part in peace-
keeping in Southern Lebanon. And we are ready to do what we can
to assist in creating conditions for the withdrawal of all forces.

Another challenge, perhaps the greatest of all, is to find
a way of breaking the logjam on the Arab/Israel question., I say
the greatest challenge of all, for two reasons. First, it is a
notoriously intractable problem which has absgrbed the energies
of statesmen for decades. Second, it-is a pofter-keg, which
could explode again as it has done in the past, engulfing the
region in conflict and threatening to suck in the superpowers.

I know that nowhere would peace be more welcome than in
Israel. The over-stretched Israeli economy has had to bear the
burdens of enormous defence expenditure. It will continue to do
so unless a lasting peace can be achieved. Israel has been
denied the opportunities of normal diplomatic and trading
relations with her Arab neighbours, except of course for Egypt.
A peace settlement would change all that, and would open up
tremendous new opportunities, for Israel and for the region.

The problem is as it has been for 36 years: how to achieve
that peace.

I shall not be going to Israel to lecture her leaders ‘or
to offer them some recipe for an instant solution. But I shall
want to explore their thinking and look thoroughly at the

Negotiations can only succeed, and then stick, if
representatives of all the parties directly affected can
participate freely. That is why we believe they should include
authentic representatives of the Palestinians, who know how
much those who live in the Occupied Territories long for peace.

A lasting peace between Israel and her neighbours will
remain a high priority for this government, just as it is I
know for Israel and her friends represented here. It would be
of immeasurable benefit to all the countries of the region.

We and the Ten are ready to support all constructive steps
towards a solution.

We have said that we are willing to participate in measures
to guarantee that a settlement lasts.

I cannot believe that the problem is insolvable. As with
many of the disputes and disagreements in our world, what is
needed is the political will to work for practical agreement
among those most c¢losely eoncerned.

When I addressed the UN General Assembly two weeks ago,
I commended an approach to the problems that confront us based
on the dogged pursuit of limited, but attainable, objectives.

I believe that this approach applies well to the Arab/
Israel question. May I quote from what I said in New York:

"Such an approach is a gradual one demanding the steady
creation of confidence between the parties. Such an approach
puts a discount on ringing declarations of intent. And on
uncompromising statements of minimum objectives. But it
places a premium on steady, perhaps unspectacular negotiations,
often in private. And when it pays dividends, it pays
handsomely".

Israel is a remarkable country, with a remarkable
tradition of surmounting obstacles that would have proved too
much for a lesser country, a lesser people. As a thriving
and successful democracy, it has always found true friends in
the Conservative Party. I am glad to join you in paying
tribute to her achievements. I look forward to my discussions
there in two weeks' time, and to tackling together the great
challenge of peace in the region.

Summary of Remarks by Secretary of State Sir Geoffrey Howe at

Conservative Middle East Council Reception : IT Qctober, IQE4Y

Britain has enjoyed a long association with all parts of the
Middle East. This is reflected today in our close relations with
many of the countries, our active involvement in efforts to settle
disputes, and in our very significant commercial interests. We
are working for peaceful settlement of all disputes in the region.
These three major conflicts can only be settled by negotiation
among the people of the region, and only through pursuit of limited
but attainable objectives. Britain and the Ten are ready to help
in each case.

FPirst, the Arab/Israel dispute. I welcome President Reagan's ‘
reaffirmation in New York last week of his commitment to his

September 1982 proposals and hope the US administration will devote

fresh energies to this initiative after their elections. But a solution

can only come through negotiations between those directly concerned,
including the Palestinians. There are long-canvassed steps on both

sides which would help to make negotiations possible: the Israelis

will need to accept Palestinian rights and freeze the settlements

policy. The Palestinians will need to accept Israel's rights and the

PLO in particular must demonstrate their renunciation of violence.

The Ten will continue to take an active part in the search for peace.

T look forward to visiting Israel later this month after my visits

to Egypt, Saudi Arabia and Syria earlier this year. ‘

Second the Lebanon. There is an urgent need for the withdrawal of
all foreign forces. I am glad to see that Israel's new government has
made withdrawal a priority. I hope that the Syrians will also decide
soon to withdraw their forces. There will be a need for security
arrangements in Southern Lebanon. UNIFIL have performed well and
should be more widely deployed after an Israeli withdrawal. The UN
can play a useful role in promoting contacts between Israel, Lebanon
and Syria.



Third, Iranfiraq. Peace remains elusive despite the lull in the
land war. We strongly deplore the continuing attacks on shipping.
I welcome the proposals made by the Japanese Foreign Minister in
New York recently. We must hope that a graduzl reduction of the
confliet can be achieved. Meanwhile we shall maintain our firm
poliey of not supplying lethal weapons fto either side.

Britain will continue to play an active part throughout the
region, as we have done with the MNF in Lebanon and are doing
with the MF0O in Sinai and with the Royal Navy minesweepers in the
Gulf of Suez. Meanwhile we should not forget the human price. Our
diplomats too often face death in their daily work, as the terrible
bomb in Beirut recently reminded us.

THE FOLLOWING ARE THE STATEMENTS MADE (IN ENGLISH) BY VICE PRIME MINISTER AND
MINISTER OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS YITZHAK SHAMIR AND BRITISH FOREIGN SECRETARY SIR
GEOFFREY HOWE AT BEN-GURION INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT THIS AFTERNOON (SUNDAY), UPON
THE LATTER'S ARRIVAL FOR AN OFFICIAL VISIT TO ISRAEL:

MR, SHAMIR: "MR. FOREIGN SECRETARY, IT IS WITH GREAT PLEASURE THAT I GREET YOU
AND LADY HOWE ON THIS, YOUR FIRST VISIT TO ISRAEL. IN THE LIGHT OF THE RECENT
TERRORIST ATTACK DIRECTED AGAINST THE BRITISH GOVERNMENT, WE ARE ESPECIALLY
THANFFUL TO BE ABLE TO WELCOME YOU HERE IN FULL HEALTH.

"IN THE SHORT TIME YOU HAVE AT YOUR DISPOSAL, WE HOPE THAT YOU WILL BE ABLE TO
ACQUAINT YOURSELF WITH SOME OF THE PROBLEMS FACING US, AS WELL AS SOME OF OUR
ACHIEVEMENTS. WE WELCOME THE OPPORTUNITY TO EXCHANGE VIEWS, AND TO HOLD .
DISCUSSIONS ON MATTERS WHICH CONCERN BOTH OUR GOVERNMENTS. FRANE AND OPEN

DIALOGUE CANMOT FAIL TO PAVE THE WAY TOWARDS GREATER MUTUAL UNDERSTANDING,

THEREBY ENHANCING AN ALREADY WARM RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN OUR TWO COUNTRIES.

"ISRAEL FACES AT THE PRESENT TIME GRAVE ECONOMIC DIFFICULTIES, AND OUR CHALLENGE
IS TO COMBAT AND MASTER THEM, WHILE NOT LOSING SIGHT OF OUR DETERMINATION TO

SECURE TRUE PEACE AND STABILITY IN OUR REGION."
SIR GEOFFREY HOWE'S ANSWERING REMARES:

"THIS IS, IN FACT, OUR THIRD MEETING DURING THE YEAR; BUT THE TWO PREVIOUS ONES
HAVE BEEN QUITE BRIEF: ONE IN A CRWODED GATHERING IN BRUSSELS, EARLIER IN THE
YEAR, AND ANOTHER IN THE CHINESE LOUNGE IN THE UNITED NATIONS IN NEW YOREK, IN
SEPTEMBER. THIS WILL BE THE FIRST OPPORTUNITY WE'LL HAVE OF A LONGER DISCUSSION
BETWEEN US.

"AS YOU SAY, THE RELATIONS BETWEEN OUR TWO COUNTRIES ARE WARM AND GOOD. THAT
MEANS WE SHALL HAVE ALL THE MORE TIME TO EXCHANGE VIEWS ABOUT PROBLEMS OF THE
REGION AND PROBLEMS OF THE WORLD, .

"AS YOU KNOW, THIS MORNING I WAS ABLE TO VISIT LEBANON AND SEE PRESIDENT JEMAYEL
AND PRIME MINISTER EFARARMEH. AND AS YOU WOULD IMAGINE, WE SPENT MUCH OF OUR TIME
DISCUSSING THE PROBLEMS OF SOUTH LEBANON. I SHALL LOOK FORWARD TO DISCUSSING
THOSE WITH MR. SHAMIR AND HIS COLLEAGUES."

DINNER IN HONOR OF BRITISH FOREIGN SECRETARY SIR GEOFFREY HOWE, JERUSALEM, 29.10.84

WE BID ¥YOU, MR. FOREIGN SECRETARY AND LADY HOWE, A WARM WELCOME TO JERUSALEM,
TOGETHER WITH YOUR ASSOCIATES AND COLLEAGUES ON THIS, YOUR FIRST VISIT TO OUR
COUNTRY. WE GREET ¥YOU AS HONORED GUESTS AND AS FRIENDS, REPRESENTING A GREAT
FELLOW DEMOCRACY, HOME OF THE MOTHER OF PARLIAMENTS, WITH WHOM WE, ISRAEL, SHARE
AN ENDURING FELLOWSHIP OF VALUES FOUNDED ON LIBERTY AND LAW.

AS I CITE THESE CHERISHED TRUTHS COMMON TO OUR TWO NATIONS, I FEEL BOUND IN YOUR
PRESENCE TO PUBLICLY REITERATE THE PROFOUND SYMPATHY OF OUR PEOPLE AND
GOVERNMENT OVER THE TERRIBLE LOSS OF INNOCENT LIVES DURING YOUR RECENT PARTY
CONFERENCE IN BRIGHTON, WE EXPRESS OUR CONDOLENCES TO THE BEREAVED FAMILIES, TO
THE CONSERVATIVE PARTY, AND INDEED, TO THE BRITISH PEOPLE, BUT A FEW DAYS AGO,
WE LEARNED THAT A MISSION OF CONSERVATIVE PARTY MEMBERS WHICH WAS SCHEDULED TO
VISIT ISRAEL NEXT MONTH HAS BEEN POSPTONED DUE TO THE DEATH IN BRIGHTON OF ONE
OF ITS MEMBERS AND THE INJURY OF THREE OTHERS. WE SHARE THE PAIN AND SHOCK AND
PRAY FOR THE SPEEDY RECOVERY OF THE INJURED.

TERRORISM HAS, IN OUR OWN TIMES, ASSUMED AN INTERNATIONAL DIMENSION. IT
ASSAULTS THE SENSES OF EVERY SOCIETY WHICH ASPIRES TO DECENCY, WHICH BELIEVES IN
GOVERNMENT BY DEMOCRACY AND WHICH UPHOLDS THE RULE OF LAW AS A SWORN PRINCIPLE.
INDEED, DECENCY, DEMOCRACY, LAW -- THESE ARE THE SWORN ENEMIES OF INTERMATIONAL
TERRORISM, JUST AS THEY ARE THE INVINCIBLE SHIELD OF CIVILIZED SOCIETY. HENCE,
THERE IS A NEED, GREATER THAN EVER BEFORE, TO COUNTER INTERNATIONAL TERRORISM BY
INTERNATIONAL ACTION. OQUITE UNDERSTANDABLY DID THE MINISTERS OF THE EUROPEAN
COMMUNITY, AT THEIR DUBLIN MEETING OF SEPTEMBER 11, AGREE ON A SET OF MEASURES
DESIGNED TO STRENGTHEN THE EXISTING COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF TERRORISM AND
DIPLOMATIC ABUSE. YOU ARE TO BE CONGRATULATED, SIR, IN BEING AN ARCHITECT OF
THIS INITIATIVE. ISRAEL BELIEVES THAT THIS NECESSARY INTERNATIONAL EFFORT NEEDS
TO BE BROADENED FURTHER. AND WE STAND READY TO PLAY OUR PART, IN RECIPROCAL
FASHION, TO HELP ELIMINATE INTERNATIONAL TERRORISM THROUGH THE FULLEST
COOPERATION WITH OTHER GOVERNMENTS.

YOUR VISIT TO OUR CQOUNTRY IS OF ITSELF TESTMONY TO THE INTENSIFIED POLITICAL
DIALOGUE BETWEEN OUR TWO GOVERNMENTS DURING THIS PAST YEAR AND MORE. WE WELCOME
THE INITIATIVE YOU HAVE TAKEN AS FOREIGN SECRETARY IN THIS REGARD. YOU AND I
HAVE HAD OPPORTUNITIES TO EXCHANGE IDEAS, MOST RECENTLY ON THE OCCASION OF THE
U.N. GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

A MOST SATISFYING ASPECT OF THE RELATIONSHIF BETWEEN THE UNITED EKINGDOM AND
ISRAEL HAS BEEN THE CONSTANT GROWTH OF OUR BILATERAL TRADE, TO OUR MUTUAL
BENEFIT. IT WOULD APPEAR THAT THE PROGNOSIS FOR FURTHER EXPANSION IS A GOOD
ONE, NOT LEAST IN THE ARE OF HIGH TECHNOLOGY, WHERE, AGAIN, WE HAVE WHAT TO BUY
AND WHAT TO SELL -- AND ALSO WHAT TO SHARE, IN THE FORM OF JOINT VENTURES. I
WOULD BE LESS THAN CANDID WERE I NOT TO SAY THAT BRITISH EXPORTS TO ISRAEL,
PARTICULARLY CAPITAL GOODS, HAVE AT TIMES BEEN INHIBITED BY WHAT I CAN ONLY
DESCRIBE AS COMMERCIAL TERROR, NAMELY THE ARAB BOYCOTT. IT IS AN EVIL THING
THAT DISCRIMINATES AGAINST BRITISH INDUSTRY AND, BY EXTENSION, THE BRITISH
WORKER. WE ENOW THAT YOUR GOVERNMENT UPHOLDS THE PRINCIPLE OF FREE TRADE, AND
YOU ARE ON THE RECORD IN SHARPLY CONDEMNING THE BOYCOTT. WHAT WE WOULD WISH TO
SEE, AS A MATTER OF PRINCIPLE, ARE VIGORQUS STEPS THAT WOULD MAFE THE BOYCOTT
ILLEGAL, IT IS A POSTURE THAT WE WOULD HOPE WOULD EVENTUALLY EMBRACE THE WHOLE
OF THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITY.

DURING YOUR ALL-TOO-BRIEF STAY IN OUR COUNTRY, YOU HAVE UNDERTAKEN A VERY HEAVY

STATESMANSHIP. IT IS A REPUTATION WHICH STRETCHES WELL BEYOND THE PRECINCTS OF
WHITEHALL AND WESTMINSTER, REACHING FROM BRI 3SELS TO HONG KONG WITH MANY A STOP
IN BETWEEN. TOMORROW, YOU WILL BE SEEING SOMETHING OF OUR COUNTRY FROM THE AIR
AND ON THE GROUND. THIS WILL AFFORD YOU AN OPPORTUNITY OF VIEWING FIRST-HAND
THE GEOGRAPHICAL BACKGROUND OF OUR DELIBERATIONS, NOT LEAST AS THEY RELATE TO
OUR SECURITY CONCERNS.

YOU WILL FIND OUR GEOGRAPHY SOMEWHAT CONFINED. 1IN THE NORTH, WE WOULD LIKE TO
SEE A FREE LEBANON AT PEACE WITH ITSELF AND WITH ISRAEL. OUR SINGLE CONCERN IS
THE PEACE AND SECURITY OF GALILEE; AND ONCE THE NECESSARY SECURITY ARRANGEMENTS
ARE ESTABLISHED IN SOUTHERN LEBANON, WE SHALL BRING OUR SOLDIERS HOME. IN THE
SOUTH, WE SEEK TO STRENGTHEN AND PROMOTE THE MUTUAL TIES WITH EGYPT IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THE PEACE TREATY. OUR TWO NATIONS MUST NOT ONLY MAINTAIN THE
LETTER OF THE PEACE ACCORD BUT ALSO ITS SPIRIT, THROUGH THE NURTURING OF
ECONOMIC AND POLITICAL CO-OPERATION AS BEFITS TWO NEIGHBORING COUNTRIES.

IN THE EAST, WE BELIEVE THAT THE ROUTE TO PEACE WITH OUR NEIGHBOR, JORDAN, ALSO
LIES THROUGH THE CAMP DAVID ACCORDS. IT IS A ROUTE THAT FORECLOSES NO OPTIONS,
YET FACILITATES HUMAN COEXISTENCE AS A MAJOR TRANSITIONAL STEP TOWARDS A
NEGOTIATION AND SETTLEMENT. AS STIPULATED IN THE CAMP DAVID ACCORDS, THE ARABS
OF JUDEA, SAMARIA, AND THE GAZA DISTRICT WILL PARTICIFATE IN DETERMINING THEIR
OWN FUTURE. THIS IS THE POSITION THE GOVERNMENT OF ISRAFL SHALL ADOPT AT THE
NEGOTIATING TABLE. WE HAVE ASKED KING HUSSEIN TO COME TO THE TABLE IN ORDER TO
NEGOTIATE A GENUINE PEACE. WE STILL HOPE JORDAN WILL SOON JOIN THIS PROCESS
WITHOUT PRIOR CONDITIONS ONM ITS PART.

WHAT WE ASPIRE TO ACCOMPLISH IS PEACE WITH ALL OUR NEIGHBORS THAT WILL GUARANTEE
OUR RIGHTS AND OUR SECURITY. WE BELIEVE, AS YOU KNOW, THAT THE ONLY WAY TO
ACCOMPLISH THIS IS THROUGH DIRECT TALKS. WE SPEAK FROM THE FIRST-HAND
EXPERIENCE OF A PARTY DIRECTLY CONCERNED AND WHOSE NATIONAL INTEGRITY AND VERY
BEING HAVE HEEN IWNDER CONSTANT THREAT AND ASSAULT. INCANTATIONS ALONE WILL NOT
BE ENOUGH TO BREAK A STALEMATE. NEITHER CAN OUTSIDE DECLARATIONS BECOME A
SUBSTITUTE FOR THE PARTIES' OWN WILLINGNESS TO NEGOTIATE IN GOOD FAITH IN THE
MUTUAL EFFORT TO REACH PRACTICAL AND ATTAINABLE ACCOMMODATIONS. HEREIN LIES THE
CRUX OF THE PROBLEM -- NAMELY, THE UNWILLINGNESS OF CERTAIM OF OUR NEIGHBORS TO
EVEN RECOGNIZE OUR RIGHT TO EXIST, OR WHICH WILL ENTERTAIN A NEGOTIATION ONLY OM
THE BASIS OF SUCH CONDITIONS THAT WILL GUARANTEE OUR EVENTUAL DEMISE,

THE TASK OF PEACE-MAKING HAS ALWAYS BEEN MADE EXTRAORDIMARILY COMPLICATED —-- AND
THE RISKS ALWAYS THAT MUCH HIGHER -- BECAUSE OF OUR SMALL GEOGRAPHIC LOCATION IN
THIS MOST VOLATILE OF REGIONS. ON EVERY SIDE, THERE IS INSTABILITY AND MUCH
VIOLENCE. AND S0 THE VIEW FROM OUR WINDOW IS A PERSONAL ONE, TOUCHING OUR VERY
LIVES, AND, INDEED, OUR EXISTENCE. YET, LOOKING BACK OVER THE DECADES, I VEN-
TURE TO SAY THAT, SMALL THOUGH WE BE, THE INNATE STRENGTH OF ISRAEL HAS SERVED
AS A STABILIZING ASSET IN A REGION SO PRONE TO DESTABILIZATION. AND I NEED
HARDLY ADD THAT, AS A DEMOCRACY, WE ARE AN EXCEPTION IN THIS PART OF THE WORLD.

ALL IN ALL, I THINE YOU WILL CONCUR THAT OUR EXCHANGES TODAY ON A WIDE RANGE OF
ISSUES -- POLITICAL, ECONOMIC, BILATERAL AND GLOBAL -- HAVE BEEN USEFUL AND
PRODUCTIVE. CERTAINLY, OUR TALES HAVE BEEN FRANK AND FRIENDLY, AS BEFITS
FRIENDS. WE DO NOT SEE EYE TO EYE ON ALL ISSUES, BUT WE HAVE COMMON GROUND ON
MANY, WHAT IS IMPORTANT IS THAT OUR TWO GOVERNMENTS ARE ENGAGED IN AN IMPROVED
