We are writing to you as Members of the House Appropriations .

We are concerned, however, that the Administraticn has still
not presented to the Congresse its request for FY86 Economic Support
Funde and for FY85 Emergency Supplemental aid for Israel. We are
aware that the initial reason for delaying this request was to
encourage lIsrael to get its economic house in order, a worth- .
while goal which we have supported, Now, however, as Israel's
foreign exchange reserves appear to be dropping to a dangerously
low level, there is growing concern that, given the inevitable
delays inlerent in the Congressional process, fallure of the
Administration to make its requeat promptly, may result in real
and serious injury to Israel, Furthermore, these injuries could
result in a need for additional aid to reverse the damage and even
in irreversible scars, politically and economically.

Again, we believe the Administration's intent in delaying this
| aconomic assistance was justifiable. but Israael is a unique country

whose economie conditions aren't always amenable to textbook sclutions,

Dear Mr. Secretary: ' .

Over the last four years the Reagan Administration has become
increasingly understanding of the special relationship the United
States has with our ally, lsrael, and increasingly sensitive to
its special needs. The most recent evidence of this is the
Administration's decision to increase FMS to $}.8 billion at the
very time our own government is looking for ways to rein iIn
budget spending. This is a concrete statement about the :
importance the Administration places in maintaining the security
and stability of Israel and in protecting our own national
interests in the Middle East.

As you well know, Israel is in the midst of a severe economic

crisis. We know the Administration shares our concern over

Israel's economic troubles and has been encouraging lIsraell

officials to implement a far-reaching plan to bring its economic
problems under control. We agree that Israel must implement

strong measures and it has begun to do so. .

The Administration has taken a wxlt-and-see attitude Aan whether
to ask for fiscal year 1985 supplemental funds for lsrael, and

before deciding on the level of ESF for 1986, pending Israel's

economic decisions. We know the Administration Is committed to
Israel's well-belng and we understand its hesitancy.

However, we are becoming increasingly concerned that further
delay in helping lsrael could have undesirable results. We are
cspecially concernaed abeout lsrmel's falling foralgn reacervas,
which could severely compound its already difficult problems.
The continued security and stability of lsrael is important both
to that country and to our own interests in the Middle East. We
fear there could be a weakening of the already fragile unity
government, which would lead to general instability and to the
perception that the Israeli government is weak and unable to act
forcefully.

Therefore, we call upon the Administration to propose a 19853
supplemental appropriation, and funding levels for 1936 for
Israel, so that Congress can begin immediately to consider the
proposals.

Washington -- "The resolution of the Arab-Israeli conflict
continues to be one of our foremost objectives," Deputy Assistant
Secretary of State for Near Eastern and South Asian Affairs Robert
Pelletreau asserted in testimony in support of the Reagan
Administration's 1986 Middle East economic and security assistance.

Appearing before the House Foreign Affairs Subcommittee on Europe
and the Middle East on February 246, Pelletreau stated that, "There are |
no quick and easy solutions for peace in the region" but U.S.
assistance "plays an important role in furthering the peace process. "

The complete text of Pelletreau's statement follows: .

Mr. Chairman, Members of the Subcommittee!

I welcome the opportunity to testify today in support of

the Administration’s proposals for Fiscal Year 19846 economic
security assistance for the Middle East.

The Administration's proposal reflects our foreign policy and
national security objectives in this vital region. In 2ach countryy
our assistance programs are intended to nurture relationships of
mutual interest and trust and to assist these governments in
strengthening their security and furthering their economic progress.

Our foreign assistance programs in the region are vital to the
achievement of ocur foreign policy goals:

-- To promote stability in this strategically important

reglon

-~ To ensure the security and well-being of Israel, and to assist
ather friendly states in the region with their security needs

-- To foster the peaceful resolution of regional conflicts,
especially between Israel and the Arab states

-~= To maintain Free World access to the vital oil .

resources of the Persian Gulf.

-- To assist Lebanon in its efforts to restore and expand central
government authority and to undertake economic reconstruction.

In our efforts to advance regional stability and to promote the
resolution of conflicts throughout the region, we recognize that the
spirit of accommodation can grow more readily if friendly states feel
confident of their ability to provide for their own security and for
the sconomic and social needs of their people.

Middle East Peace: Acs part of our general effort to
promote regional stability, the resolution of the

Arab-Israeli conflict continues to be one of our foremost objectives.
There are no gquick and sasy solutions for peace in the region.
However, we will perseverse with our efforts, which are based on the
president's Middle East peace initiative of September 1, 1982. OQOur
assistance plays an important role in furthering the peace process.

Six years ago a peace treaty ended thirty years of war

between Egypt and Israel. Israel and Egypt remain our
principal partners in the quest for peace, and these
two nations are the largest recipients of our
proposed foreign assistance for Fiscal Year 1986.

Israel2 The United States has a historic commitment to

Israel's security and viability extending over the past three
decades. QOur assistance provides a tangible demonstration of the
strength and durability of that commitment, and seeks to give Israel
the confidence to take the risks necessary to pursue the peace
process.

To assist Israel in maintaining its qualitative edge 1n military
capability over potential aggressors, a 1.8-billion dollar FMS credit
level is requested, an increase of 400-million dollars over Fiscal
Year 1985. As was true last year, this FME request would consist
exclusively of forgiven credits, i.e., grant fund=s. This change was
proposed last year by the Administration and enacted by Congress to
respond to the negative impact of the increasing burden of debt
service on the Israeli economy. Israel's military needs have been
analvzed by both sovernments during sessions of the Joint Security
fissistance Planning Group. We each agree that the terms and level of
the Fiscal Year 1984 FMS request for Israel will achieve our mutual
goals.

The U.S5. has indicated i1its willingness to provide additional
assistance in support of a comprehensive Israeli economic program that
deals effectively with the fundamental imbalances in the Israel
economy. Without such a reform program, additional U.S. assistance
would not resolve Israel's economic problems but merely help
perpetuate them. Moreover,; without economic adjustment Israel will
become even more dependent on U.S. assistance in the future. The
Israeli government has taken a number of difficult steps toward
economic stability and recovery. We are impressed with the leadership
and commitment of Prime Minister Peres in this effort to develop an
effective adjustment program. But further efforts are necessary 1f

the proaram of the Government of Israel is to achieve its gpal of
putting Israel back on the path of self-sustaining economic growth and

if additional U.S. assistance 1= to have a durable effect.
fAiccordingly, the administration intends to hold open for the time
being the amount and form of ESF which we will be requesting from the
Congress pending further discussions with Israel and further evolution
of its stabilization program.

Egypt* The Camp David accords and the Egyptian-Israeli

peace treaty remain the cornerstone of our Middle East peace

policvy. Egypt has demonstrated its firm commitment to those
accomplishments by repeatedly refusing to disavow them as a price for
resuming its historic leadership role i1n the Arab world. The Mubarak
Government publicly and actively supports the Camp David accords and
the president's September 1, 1982, peace initiative. Egypt and Israel
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have intensified contacts since the beginning of 1985 to resolve
outstanding differences and improve the atmosphere of relations
between them.

Egypt remains an important force for peace and stability in the
region not only in the Middle East but also in Africa, where it plays
a vital role in helping African states deter Libyan adventurism.

Egypt's ability to continue this deterrent role depends heavily on our
assistance. Cooperating directly with the United States in military
exercises have served to enhance both countries' ability to preserve
stability in the region. The recent trend toward improved relations
between Egypt and moderate Arab states, and in particular the
restoration of relations between Eaypt and Jordan, is evidence of the
growing strength of those forces which seek a more stable and secure
Middle East and peaceful, negotiated solutions to its problems.

The request for 1.3 billion dollars in forgiven FMS5 credits for
Fiscal Year 1984 reflects ocour commitment to a long-term military
supply relationship with Egypt to help it modernize its forces and
replace obsolete Soviet-supplied equipment. Our military assistance
relationship with Egypt is a key part of our efforts to maintain the
regional balance of forces which has been 1n danger of shifting 1in
favor of Soviet-supplied radicals like Libya and Syria. FMS for
Fisrcal Year 1986 will be devoted mainly to progress payments on F-16
and E-2C aircraft, air defense system integration and air defense
radars as well as to follow-on =support for U.S. equipment' supplied
over the past few years. Less than 20 million dollars will be spent
on new equipment (counter artillery radar! this year.

A 2-million-dollar IMET program is proposed for FY 1986 which will .
finance training for Egyptian personnel in the United States. The
objectives of this program are to assist Egypt in developing expertise
needed to manage effectively its defense establishment and to acquaint
Egyptian officers with the U.S military, U.S5. society and values.

Our economic assistance helps maintain the continued economic
growth which is essential to Egypt's stability. Our program is
designed to support economic policies which address the existing
constraints on development. Over the past year, the Egyptian
Government has moved deliberately on economic reform, raising prices
of food and electricity and liberalizing foreign exchange regulations.
Our proposed economic aid program includes 222 million dollars in FL
480 food assistance and a grant ESF program of 815 million dollars.

The ESF program consists of a 200-million-dollar Commodity Import
Program, which will enable Egypt to import U.S. manufactured goods and
commodities, 515 million dollars in project and sector assistance and
100 million dollars as a cash transfer. The cash transfer will help
Egypt adjust to balance of payments problems caused in part by
declining oil prices.

PL 480 food assistance remains an important part of our . i
balance of payments support and is a tangible demonstration of the
benefits of peace. A modest reduction in both PL 480 Title I and
Title II programs for Egypt is being proposed to help meet the growing
demand for food assistance in drought stricken regions of Africa. The
Egyptian government has made good progress in implementing measures
such as increasing procurement prices paid to farmers, which should
help stimulate production in the agricultural sector.

Lebanon! We have welcomed Israel's decision to withdraw

its forces from Lebanon, with the firet stage completed
sucecessfully on February 18. This is consistent with
our continued support for efforts to bring about
the withdrawal of all foreign forces from Lebanon. We remain
committed to the achievement of long-term stability and believe that
U.S. economic and military supports properly channeled, can assist in
the attainment of this goal.

Our military assi=tance consists of FMS credits and IMET. The
Fiscal Year 19846 request is for 10 million dollars in FMS credits.
This 1= a minimum level to sustain U.5. origin equipment presently in
the Leban=se inventory. The Lebanese Armed Forces, while weakened by
commural dissension in 1983 and 1984, maintained their essential
integrity as an institution of the central government. It is
important that the military arm of the GOL be sufficiently strong to
discourage the use of Lebanon as a base for terrorist
operations and to permit the central government to re-establish

N A s Ly (i
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control over additional portions of the national territory as foreign
forces withdraw. 800 thousand dollars 1in IMET monies is required to
provide training to bolster the Lebanese Armed Forces.

The ESF request of 10 million dollars for Fiscal Year 198& is also
a minimum request which takes into consideration the existence of
about 70 million dollars remaining from the FY 1983 supplemental
appropriation for Lebanon. During the current fiscal year, activity
will continue in telecommunications rehabilitation and in relief
assistance working through private voluntary organizations. In
addition, we plan to implement projects in health, vocational training
and in the repair of water systems as soon as security conditions
permit resumption of economic reconstruction activities.

Jordans @& stable and secure Jordan 1s e=ssential to advance the
President's Middle East Peace initiative. Jordan 1s surrounded by
larger and more powerful states. It 1s vastly weaker than Israel and
its defensive capability vis a vis Syria has declined dramatically in
relative terms over the past decade. Despite this difficult position:.
Jordan has recently taken some bold steps which demonstrate its
commitment to moderation and progress toward peace. Last fall, 1t
reestablished diplomatic relations with Eagvet. thereby reducing
Egypt's isolation, underscoring once again Jordan's moderate role, and
reinforcing the principle that no state should be ostracized or
penalized for making peace. Jordan also hosted the Palestine Mational
Council meeting in Amman, where King Hussein gpenly challenged the PFLO
ta accept U.N. Security Council Resolution 242 and to give up the call
for an independent Palestine state. Radical elements of the PLO and
the Syrian government as well as the Soviet Union, opposed this
meeting and disapproved of the ogutcome. The dangers of supporting the
PNC meeting were demonstrated by the tragic assassination in Amman of
3 former West Bank mayor, Fahd Qawasmeh, who was a moderate spokesman
favoring a Jordanian-Palestinian agreement.

The Jordanians play a responsible role in the region in other ways
as well. Jordan's assistance and friendly support to fellow Arab
states in the Gulf continue to be a key element of King Hussein's
palicy as do Jordanian efforts to maintain a secure border between
Jordan and Israel. Jordan's influence as a force for security,
=tability and moderation in the Middle East has been and continues to
be a positive one, deserving of U.S support.

The proposed Fiscal Year 19846 assistance program for Jordan
consists of 95 million dollars in FMS credits, 20 million dollars in
ESF and 2 million dollars in IMET. (incomplete transmissionof sentence)

“(the) FY 1986 request will not be used for the purchase of new
weapons systems, but rather for spare parts and follow-on support for
its present system. In view of Jordan's economic problems, &5 million
dollars of the proposed FMS credits will be provided at concessional
rates. The training funds under IMET enhance the professional
capability of Jordan's Armed Forces, provides Jordanian officers with
a U.S orientation, and influences the training the Jordanian Armed
Forces provide to other moderate Arab countries.

Jordan's economy has slowed considerably since 1981. Jordan is
poor in natural resources with limited arable land and limited water.
The Iran-Irag war has halted the growth of Irag as an important market
for Jordanian products and skills. At the same time falling o1l
income in Saudi Arabia and the significant reductions in Arab aid,
increasing competition in traditional Jordanian markets coupled with
decreasing demand, and leveling off of remittances from Jordanians
working overseas. To 1ts credit, the Jordanian government has pursued
responsible economic policies in adjusting to these adverse economic
developments, but 1t 1s now strapped with a very tight budget.

The FY 198& ESF program will continue efforts in highland
agricultural development to expand and modernize production 1in
extensive highland areas. MWork in groundwater assessment will build
on an ongoing project covering northern Jordan. Another continuing
project will provide short and long-term training in economic and
technical subjects.

Middle East Regional Program: The Middle East Regional

Program request for Fiscal Year 19846 consists of 22-million
dollars in ESF, 4.17 million dollars in Development Assistance and 2
million dollars in PL 480 Title II. The ESF proposal furthers U.S.
objectives of peace, economic and social development for the peoples
of this region. This grant will finance three major activities$
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10 million dollars will be used for development projects in the
West Bank and Gaza. Through these projects, which are implemented by
U.s. and local private voluntary organizations the U.5. has been and
continues to be actively involved in efforts to improve the quality of
Palestinian life in these territories. This involvement reflects the
legitimate concern which we have for the welfare of the Palestinians
living in the West Bank and Gaza. We intend to implement this program
in a manner that will directly contribute to achieving the economic
and social objectives of the people 1t is designed to serve.
Requirements for the program have become greater because of the
Israeli economic crisis which has had its impact on the economy of the
occupied territories. The PVO (private voluntary organizations)
projects are concentrated in the following areasj health and
sanitations agricultural development, water storage and supplys

community development, and vocational and higher education. In
additions during the past vear we have inaugurated programs designed
to provide assistance directly to deserving

Palestinian institutions in the West Bank and Gaza.

We are encouraged by the stated commitment of Israeli Prime
Minister Peres to support and encourage an improved guality of
Palestinian life in the territories, and the steps taken to date in
that regard, particularly in the health field. We will continue to
encourage this approach directly and through this assistance program.

We are fully aware that these programs are no substitute

for a negotiated settlement that can give expression to the
legitimate rights of the Palestinians in these territories -- nor are
they intended to do so. We are prepared to address the political
dimension of the Palestinian problem whenever the parties themselves
are ready. In the meantime, we are actively addressing the human
dimension both financially and diplomatically. These programs have
the full support of the highest levels of the U.S. government and, as
circumstances allow, we are prepared to do even more.

5.8 million dollars will support the Regional Cooperation programs
which consists of a variety of joint projects involving Israeli and
Egyptian participation. We seek to use these funds in a manner that
promotes contacts between Israeli universities, government ministries
and private organizations and their counterparts in Egypt.
Cooperative projects help promote relationships between Israelis and
their #Arab neighbors, thus helping to break down barriers between
people and to promote mutual understanding. Ongoing projects includef
arid lands, agriculture, technology exchange in agriculture, marine
sciences and research on infectious diseases.

For the first time; 5 million dollars in ESF from the Middle East
Fegional Program is proposed for the American University of Beirut
(AUB). This regional program 1s recommended as a source of funding to
avoid conflict betuween the needs of AUB and the needs of Lebanon. It
iz also logical because the American University of Beirut is an
invaluable regional institution serving the educational needs of the
area. Theee funds will defray operating costs of the university and
tHe university hospital. Lower student enrcollments, the added burden
to the hospital resulting from caring for casualties from the
fighting, and the weakness of the Lebanese currency have contributed
to AUB budget deficits. In addition to the S million dollars from
thisz regional program, i1t 1s anticipated that American Schools and
Hospitals ébroad (ASHA) will also assist the American University of
Beirut with funding.

4.17 million dollars in development assistance funds will finance
ei1ght regional projects in such areas as population, private
enterprisey =nvironment and agriculture as well as project design and
evaluation.

Southwest AsiasPersian Gulf! The Southwest Asia/Persian

Gulf regiony a critical source of energy to the free world, is
threatened by Soviet encroachment through Afghanistan and by radical
forces from within the region. Over 25 percent of the free world's
oil production originates in the Persian Gulf. Through our
assistancey we help to improve the security of these countries and to
maintain the availahility of these vital oil supplies. Our programs
are directed at supporting those countries in the resion which provide
important access to military facilities as well as other nations which
provide transit rights into the region for U.S. forces to be used in
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time of crisis.

Omans Oman, strategically located at the entrance to the Persian
Gulf, cooperates closely with the U.S5. in our common objectives of
maintaining security and stability in that vital area and assuring
freedom of navigation through the Strait of Hormuz and its approaches.

Oman's agreement to permit access to its facilities represents a
major contribution to American force projection capability 1in
Southwest Asia. The military supply and training relationship between
our two countries contributes to Oman's continued willingness to
cooperate with the U.S. in security matters.

In an effort to broaden ocur relationship with Oman bevond 1ts
security aspects, the Omani-American Joint Commission was established
in 1980. ESF assistance funds the U.S. contribution to this Joint
Commission which provides technical assistance for the development of
the non-oil sectors of Oman's economy. Omani proven oil reserves are
modest, accounting for about 0.4 percent of the Free World's proven
resarves. Present reserves will be depleted in about twenty years at
current production levels. Non-oi1il resources are very limited. Our
Fiscal Year 1986 request for Oman includes 58.3 million dollars in FMS
credits, 20 million dollars in ESF and 150 thousand dollars in IMET.

A significant increase in FMS credits is requested to help Oman bear
the growing cost of modernizing its armed forces. Omani spending for
defense as a percent of budgeted expenditures iz one of the highest in
the world. The increased threat of military attack by Iran has
required Oman to increase defense expenditures. The small IMET
program will provide advanced training for officers in the Sultan's
armed Forcesée this will help to support the Omani government's goal of
Omanization.

1€ million dollars of the 20 million dollars in ESF will be used to
improve and expand the water supply system for the capital regione the
remainder will fund scholarships and training as well as feasibility
and design studies and technical assistance.

Yemen® The proposed Fiscal Year 1986 assistance program

for the Yemen Arab Republic (YAR) is necessary to maintain a
bilateral assistance program which offers a visible alternative to
Yemen's present heavy dependence on Soviet assistance. The strateagic
location of the Yemen Arab Republic, its porous border with Saudi
Arabia, and the large numbers of Yemenis working 1in the oil states of
the Peninsula underscore the importance of Yemen 1in regional stability
and, hence, to U.S. interests in the area. Furthermare, the YAR 15 a
"huffer® between the Marxist People's Democratic Republic of Yemen and
Saudi Arabia. One of the goals of U.S5. security assistance to Yemen
is to increase the effectiveness of the Yemeni Armed Forces as a
deterrent to potential military adventurism by the Marxist regime 1in
South Yemen.

For Yemen, our Fiscal Year 19846 request consists of 22 million
dollars in development assistance, & million dollars in MAP, 1.55
million dollars in IMET and S million dollars in PL 480 Title I.

Yemen is one of the poorest and least developed nations in the
Middle East. In the last two years, Yemen has been seriously affected
by a sharp decline in Arab donor aid and a leveling off of worker
remittances. The YAR Government has also had to cope with a
devastating earthquake in December 1982 which left up to 400,000
homeless. In view or the severe constraints in the development
assistance account, we are proposing a 29-million dollar level, which
is basically the same as the current level. However, this assistance
request will be supplemented by S-million dollars in PL 480 Title I
food aid which will help i1n filling a gap which has been created by an
ongoing drought.

& 1 million dollar increase in MAP is proposed over the current FY
g5 level of 5 million dollars. Our MAP assistance will be used to
fund supplemental training, munitions, maintenance and support
equipment. The IMET program seeks to expose as many Yemeni military
personnel as possible to training in the U.S5., although some training,
in particular English language instruction, takes place in country.
Areas of focus include} operations, communications, maintenance and
logistics.

In summary, we consider our FY 1984 submission to be consistent with
programs which the Congress supported in previous years. Justifiable
in terms of the multifaceted political, economic and security
requirements of the Middle East, and realistic in the context of ocur
budgetary constraints.
