Israel's decision to voluntarily return $51 million
to the United States is a very responsible action,
especially since this will help keep the relative balance
in aid between Egypt and Israel which the US has tried to
maintain.

Israel's action also indicates a sensitivity to the
additional squeeze mandatory budget cuts would make on .
other countries if Israel did not coffer to return the aid.

Frankly, Israsel wag not required to teske this step
because Congress fully understood that Israel's FY86
economic aid was sent to Israel before Gramm-Rudman
legislation was signed.

I would note, however, that the Administration
provided the full amount of aid for Thailand despite the

fact that Congress did not mandate them to do so.

must be involved at every stage of the process, There didn't seem to
be any difficulties on either side talking about a Jordanian—
Palestinian delegation.

And some steps have bBeen taken toward the ultimate goal of the
generaly the over-reaching peace 1in the Middle East, in that the
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positicns of the parties have soniverged on a nunber of Hey points
which have gone a lang woy towards defining the shape of the process.

They have agre=d to worl toward prompt and direct negotiations.,
They are no longer seclbing & guaranteed outcome In advance. They've
accepted the concept of an international forum to facilitate the
opering of direct negotisticna,. They have relegated to the sidelines
the issue of a preliminary US-Falestinian dialogue, having come to

view that s= an unnecessarily compliicating factor. They have
TTenccéedad In narrowiing down the 1ssues to two gquestions:  the shape
of what one calls the inbternativunal conference, the other calls the

international foarum, le¢ading to direct negotiationsy and the second
guestion of the nature of Falestinian representation at that forum,
ar conferenceéey, anmd 1n thuse ol luw—cn negotiations.

Now neither of these are simple issuss, and I don™t want to
minimize to you that have becen folleawing it 590 closely the
difficulties invalyed. Nor am I standing here today to guarantes

early resalutiocon aof either. But the basic condition for progress is
there; the commitment of both Frime Minister Peres and King Hussein
to the goal of direct negotiations without a guaranteed cutcome, and .

to making every affort to achieve it.

Our recent trips to the region convinced us that this comnmi tment
by both smides to a common goal continuwes to apply. And this is the
sine guo non condition of future progress. For no matter how much
affort this adninicstration expenda in ceeking to bring the twa sides
togethery, no matter how effective our efforts might be, it 1s
basically the desire of the parties themnselves to resalve their
differences that's going to spell success or fallure.

We've had recent talks 1n Jerusalemy, Amman, Cairoy Damascus.
We've heard the varying coancerns and perspectives af each. In
Jerusalem, the government has <come to terms with the concept of an
international forum, but sStill expects Jordan to deal realistically
with the Palestinian representation issue, In Ammany the government
views the problem as one of assembling a broad encugh Arab and
international support for a move towards direct negotiations. It

sees the FLO as still not having met its historic challenge. The
King has been disappointed in the way hi= arms reguéest has been .
handled. He asserts that it has made his position more difficult in

that he has very difficult decisions not only to make but to justify
to many skeptics in the Arab world. His ability to be confident, his
ability to assert that he has the full support of the US government
is an essential element in his own decision making.

Egypt remains 1nterested im being of ascistance to Jordan.
They’ve made very plain they have no intent to interfere in the
managing and developing of the Hussein-FLO relationship. At the
moment, hcowever, Egypt’'s greatest contribution to the peace process,
undoubtedly, can be made through tangible improvement 1n its own
relationship with Israell

The two sides have how re—engaged on the Tabbah question, in a
very serious way. They've conpleted rounds of talks at Minah ¢
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House and in Here=atlea (71, It's an iaosue coming t£o the Israeli
Cabinet, I undsrstand, shaortly. A =olutiun to that issue may not
come very guickly, but we see rencwed grounds for cptimism.

Syria continues Lo be an rmportant plece of the regional puzzle.
In sur opinlons the prospects for serious sngagement by Syria are
problematic. While Syrian interesl in Lhe peace process may be
greater than in the past,; the Syrian view of thot process renains
very different from what we have been discussing with Jordan and
Israel., TJt's no secret that King Hussein would like to invalve Syria
in the process if possible, and we may Fnow more about those
possibilities following his upcoming meeting Wwith Fresident AsSsad.

Well, the characterization of 1385 1n the region as the year of
decision has rnot proved to be an exract oney, but this shouldn't
obscure the progrecs that'e been made. As ["ve said, there’'s besan
some convergence of views, even if this has not moved as quickly or
a8 decisively as we had all hoped. 1t has beeny it remains; an
incremental process. There has been steady progress, no dramatic
bBreakthroughs. [ believe this pattern will continue. Over the next
weeks, we will be addressing in Jerusalem and Amman the guestion of
madal itizs, focuzsing on what Lind of conference is acceptable to both
sides., I think that a lsarge neasure of agrecment exists already on

some of the main points. It's naw Sur gob £o try to work and fill in
the gaps.
In these discnssionsy, we’ll be making our own views on a

conference and negotiations perfectily clear. We caontinue to view
direct negotiations between the parties as the only praductive way to
proceed. An international conference is acceptable to us, but only
as an event which would lead to direct negotiations between the
parties. I might digress at this point and just recall that over the
last several months, you've heard us use from this podium and other
afficial statementa, words such as auspices; framework, context,

This was a way of signalling that we don't have a specific set of
ideas on the exact shape of the internaticonal arrangements that wil |
work. Whatever promises to lead to successful direct negotiations is
going to be obviousl|ly our preferred chaice. And we recognize that
whatever is agreed on has got to meet the political needs of those
invol ved.

Time is not inexhaustible. UWe'lve impressed on the parties our
view that certain decisions have to be taken and have to be taken
soon. This administration has from the cut=et been actively engaged
in nurturing this process. Both Fresident Feagan and the Secretary
have demonstrated in the many hours they've spent with Israeli,
Jordanian, Egyptian |leaders, bath here in Washington and out 1n the
region, that this administration’'s strong comnmitment is to assist the
parties to begin direct negotiations, I expect that we'l| find
ourselves continuing to do so in the weeks and months ahead, and
while the US will continue to make every effort to be of help,
success 15 going to depepd in the end on the parties themsel ves.

The vote was 11 to 1 with 2 abstentions -- the United Hingdom,

Denmark., and Australia.

U.S. Ambassador Patricia Byrne said that the United States was
saddened by the necessity to vote against the Lebanese resolution and
called upon those who "truly wish to end the bloodshed and suffering
in Lebarnon" to work in serious, practical ways to build the mutual
trust "that alone can end the cyocle of violence." .

The resolution "fails to deal in a fair and balanced manner with
the security problems of southern Lebanon, including the security of
the Lebanon-Israel border," she said. "Tn recent weeks there have
been rocket attacks on Israeli territory launched from Lebanese soil,
as well as violence within southern Lebanon. Yet this partisan
resolution i1gnores these facts."

The January 17 vote was the second time in ten months that
Lebanon failed to get Council censure of Israel. The United States
vetoed a March 1985 resolutions calling it a one-sided measure that
“would not end the agony" throughout Lebanon.

The proposed resolution also recalled three other Council
demands that Israel unconditionally withdraw from Lebanon and demanded
that Israsl immediately end practices against caivilians in southern
Lebanon which impeded the restoration of normal conditions.

The Council held two other meetings on the issue January 13.
Lebanon asked the Council to consider "the continuing acts of
aggression and abusive practices" of Israel in southern Lebanon.

Lebanese Ambassador Rachid Fakhoury said that Israel has
@sralated its agaression in southern Lebanon, shelling towns and .
invading villages, and daily violated Lebanese air space and
territorial waters. The situation in the region was deteriorating as
the result of Istael's actionsy he said.

Tesraeli Ambassador Benjamin Metanyahu said that the situation in
the south is the most tramguil in all of Lebanon. The violence is
directed by Svria and aimed at bBringing down the government of Amin
Gemavel and the Council should be examining Syrian, not Israeli,
agaression against Lebanon.

Peace can come to Lebanon, Netanvahu =aidy by "either total
capitulation to Syrian dictates or by a Lebanon free of Syrian
occcupation.”
