I believe that together, Boonshaft-Lewis & Savitch and the Consulate has indeed set a
precedent in what has been accomplished during our first month of work. Normally, it
takes a public relations consultant an entire month just to become briefed and familiar
with their client. We were able to do this in one week.

It is indeed a pleasure to be working with this Consulate General. There exists a good
spirit and a feeling of "togetherness” throughout the entire Consulate office. Based on
my 20 years of experience, it is because of the mutual cooperation, enthusiasm, and
teamwork between the Consulate and Boonshaft-Lewis & Savitch that we have been
able to be so successful and achieve such a great deal during the first thirty days. I am
convinced, that together, we will accomplish great things in this year to come.

It is also my opinion that Boonshaft-Lewis & Savitch is fortunate to work with a Consul
General such as Ran. He is extremely intelligent and truly understands the need for
Israel to get certain messages out to the public and to influence public opinion. He is
also very open-minded and willing to listen to all sides of a discussion... therefore NOT
making a rash or unwise decision. He shows much respect for other professionals. Yet,
when necessary, he is able to make a quick decision...which is very important when
dealing with news and the media. "Timeliness” can be critical in seizing an opportunity.
Ran also exercises the right degree of caution. He is willing to take a risk but not an
uncalculated one.

Ran is passionate and clear when expressing his views. This comes across very well
during media interviews. He shows good judgement in analyzing situations at hand. He,
and his key staff, has a good understanding of the economic, social, and political issues
and trends facing the United States...on a national and regional basis. Ran is very
aware...especially in Los Angeles...of the growing problem with ethnic/race relations due
to the ethnic diversity in Southern California; and the Consulate is committed to
becoming a part of the solution.

answers or as [ call it..the 8 second sound-bite. (In Israel, the average sound-bite
is 41 seconds.) Tsuriel also gives very good interviews and is well received.
Boonshaft-Lewis & Savitch received telephone calls from many people who saw
Ran on television or heard him on the radio and were very impressed as well as
pleased that Israel was getting so much and such positive press coverage.

It is difficult, yet important to understand that the American media can be very
unreliable...particularly the local electronic press. This year, financial problems
have forced severe staff cutbacks and the number of reporters and camera crews
have diminished. Many times, reporters commit to do an interview or a
story...only to be told later (by a superior), that they have to cover something
different. If another "local hard news" event occurs, many previously booked
interviews have to be postponed or cancelled. It is as frustrating to these
reporters as it is to us.

Approximately 150 hours were spent by Boonshaft-Lewis & Savitch in meetings,
briefings, orientation, and work on behalf of the Consulate during the first month.

Boonshaft-Lewis & Savitch wrote a Strategic Plan outlining both short and long
term goals.

Boonshaft-Lewis & Savitch and the Consulate were also able to overcome some
minor but important problems, e.g. KCOP TV reporter who was interviewing
certain Jewish community leaders who were giving comment about Israel’s various
positions...but was not interviewing anyone from the Consulate. After we called
and explained to him that the Consulate is the only authorized body to speak on
behalf of the State of Israel, he interviewed Ran the next day when we called him
about the hostage situation.

Boonshaft-Lewis & Savitch began assisting Tsuriel in the area of improving ethnic
relations by reviewing what had been done, what was currently in progress, and
how not to overlap with the AJC. I suggested the names of several key hispanic
leaders who could put together a group for continual and ongoing dialogues. We
will be pursuing this course of action.

Boonshaft-Lewis & Savitch has begun work on a crises management plan for the
Consulate.

In a phased exchange of captives
fur information, Israel reportedly will
order the release of a number of
Arabs held by its Lebanese Chrisuan
allies in southern Lebanon. What
Jerusalem wants to know is the status
of its seven servicemen missing in
Lebanon. Its goal is to get back those
who are alive and the remains of
those who are dead. Once Israel
knows the fate of its missing men it
will promise o release other Leba-
nese prisoners, most notably the radi-
cal-connected Sheik Abdel Karim
Obeid, whom it kidnaped two years
ago. That promise would be met as
soon as the Israelis and other West-
€rn captives are out of Lebanon.

Barring the kind of hitches that not
infrequently hold up complicated
deals of this kind, it appears that the
hostage drama will probably end
fairly quickly. .

WHY NOW?: That this terrible and
unconscionable ordeal eould in fact
have been brought 1o a close some
tume ago has long been clear. The
events of the last week or so only
deepen that perception. The
of a swap of captives has been implicit
for years, at least since Israel
snatched Obeid from Lebanon:
through back-channel conversations
involving Israel, Syria and Lebanese
radicals, it may even have been made
explicit Why, then, are active and
public efforts w bring this sordid
business to a close only now moving
ahead? .

The short and obvious answer is
that Syria and Iran, for their own
reasons, have decided to exert the
influence they have always had over
Hezbollah radicals in Lebanon to put
an end to this matter. Both countries,
for their own political and econumic
needs, now see the value of getting on
a better footing with Western
and the United States. Both know
that the continued holding of hos-

tages by a group that so evidently
takes its political guidance from
Iran’s clerical regime, and that oper-
ates in areas under Syrian military
control, is a major impediment to the
improvement in relations they seek.
Both view release of the hostages—at
their well-publicized urgings—as a
cheap way for them o claim status as
newly responsible members of the
international community.,

WHAT NOW?: The world being
what it is, both countries will prob-
ably get much of what they want
from the West, beginning with suit-
able expressions of gratitude for their
cooperation and extending in short
order 0 such things as closer diplo-
matic lies, expanded trade and cred-
its. As it happens, the Damascus and
Tehran regimes couldn’t have chosen
a better time to try to persuade the
West of their reasonableness.

Not long ago both had well-earned
reputations as the region's foremost
villains, remorseless in brutally sup-
pressing opposition among their own
peoples and a threat to the stability
and security of their neighbors. Then
two key events occurred The Cold
War sputtered to an end, leaving
Syria and Lran unable any longer to
play off the Soviet Union against the
West. And Irag's Saddam Hussein,
whose own monstrous sins were too
easily disregarded while he battled
Iran, overplayed his hand by invading
Kuwait. That act provided the chance
for both Damascus and Tehran to
acquire an unaccustomed respectabil -
ity, and ultimately to set in motion a
new effort—in which Syria promi-
nently figures—to hammer out peace
between lIsrael and its Arab neigh-
bors.

This background is worth keeping
in mind when, as all hope and
pray, the long ordeal of the hostages
finally ends. Diplomatic courtesy will
require thanking and even
Syria and Iran for their efforts. What
honesty requires is facing the fact
that what the two regimes are doing
now they could easily have done long
ago.

Dear Consul General - Ran Ronen:

New that an Israell Divisicn within the United Jewisn
Fund (UJF) has been formed, and 1ts activities invclving
the Israel1 community with the Jewish community at largs
have begun it 1s time to take stock. In the following
pages, I will outline a brief histcry of the activities
and developments that have brought us toc a successful
point in this importart endeavor.

During the past 25 years, a gulf of misunderstancing has
developed between American Jews ard Israell Jews living
in Lcs Angeles., This 18 also true 1n many cther cities
in the United States. Local 3Jewish oar3anizaticrs
developed an ambivalent attitude towards Israsl1's whic
wavered between benign neglect ard ocutright diszdair.
Israelis cn the cther hand felt alienated frem the Jjewish
community because of cultural d:ffarences. divid
loyalties (mostly not so divided since almest
Israelis felt complete loyalty to the State of Isr
which they considered to be their hcmeland! and
certainty that this was just a temporary residence
them.
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There were a few early attemcts on the part the
community teo organize, mostly thrcugh e<1sting Am
becdies such as the Israeli Lodgs - (Shalem Locdge ).
Bnat B'rith Organization, An Izrael: Desk at the
Federation 1in a program zallad “TAFNIT". and
formation of an Israeli Bonds Chacter after the 1973
Fippur War, These attempts reflacted the wish
israelis to beleng to the mainssream =of lewiszh ama-icar
1"fe, yet retain their unigueness as Israelis. As ths=
number of Israelis in Los Angeles graw, so did their wisr
to corganize, purely as Isrzeli crganizations, Sucr
crganizations included The Israeli Business Netw

later develocped into ILA (Israeld Organizatis of Los
Angelzs), The Loz Angeles Maccabez Associaticn (a3 sogorts
crganization for Israeli children!, ani others.
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After a large irflus of Israslis ints the Los dngeles
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Israel Community

area during the late 1970’s and early 1980's, the Council of Jewish
L1fe (within the Jewish Federation) established a Commission on

Izraelis, It was clear that tens of thousands of Israeli Jews
comprising a good percentage of the total jewish community could no
“onger be 1gnored. The Commission's belief was that 1t was

essenti1al for the Jewish community to provide a mechanism that
~ould enable Israelis to maintain their jewish 1dentity and
zemmitment while residing in Los Angeles as a corollary of the
“i1storical principal that all jews are responsible for one another.
The Commission felt that the Jjewish community should whenever
cossible, enable Israelis living in Los Angales to fortify and
strengthen their jewish 1dentity. At the same time, it has become
clear to the elders of the Israelj community 1iving in Los Angeles,
that something needed to be done in order toc organize the mass
population of the Israeli community, while simultanecusly being
able to fulfill the needs of a growing community, especially with
regards to the education of the “second generation” children of
Israelis born in Los Angeles and providing Israelis with a Forum to
express their Israeli identity and their support to the State of
Israel in times of need. However, during all that time the
official stance of the Israeli Government was that it opposed the
contact and cocperation between the Israelis Tiving in Los Angeles
and the local crganized Jewish community under *he leadership of
the Jewish Federation. It seemed that both the Government of Israel
and the Jewish Federation were hoping that by keeping the Israelis
awmay, they would avcid what might seem an encouragement of
emigration from Israel by offering any special bonuses or
attractions for coming to America or Los Angeles. Because of this
attitude, not much was happening, only a handful of committed
Israelis were taking part in various activities, while the masses
remained apathetic, confused and uninvolved, yet in great need of
scmething to happen.

The turning point came in late 1989 after the arrival of a new
Israeli Consul General - Ran Ronen. His charismz, enthusiasm and
energy rallied both the Israeli and American commurities behind him
and 1t was clear on both sides that something was about to begin.
The Consul General made a formal request to the Fcreign Ministry in
Israel to change its long standing opposition to involvement by
Israelis in the Jewish Federation; a statement to such effect was
*ssued by the Ministry basically dropping its ocpposition to
Israelis joining the Federation. This long awaited and necessary
Tove brought about a flurry of activities, creating new
Spportunities and enhancing old activities that had taken place,
I will list some of the activities below.
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.« ISRAELI-AMERICAN DIALOGUE GROUP: (Co-sponsored by the Campaign
Cecartment and The Council on Jewish Life Commission on Israelis)
* series of four dialogues between Israeli leaders and Federation
leaders. The first one took place at the home of the Federation's
Eresident - George Caplan, in Fall, 1989, As a result of these
meetings, the Federation's President issued an open invitation in
the Hebrew language newspapers asking for the involvement and
carticipation of all Israelis 1n Jewish 11fe 1n Los Angeles,

...ISRAELT LEADERSHIP DEVELOPMENT GROUP: (Sponsored by The Council
cn Jewish Life Commission on Israelis) Campaign Department) A yeaar
‘cng monthly series of programs to educate Israelis about the
Jewish community in America. The first group participated from
September 1389 to June 1990, Upon their graduation many of the
carticipants were placed on the Boards and Committees of the
“ederation and in the larger Jewish community. This was due 1n
‘arge part to a special effort spearheadec by Dr. Jerry Friedman,
~=2ad of The Council of Jewish Life and Georgs Caplan, President of
the Federation. The second group met from September 1990 untiil
~une 1391, They alsc will take on leadersrip positions within the
ommunity.

...FORUM ON STEREQTYPES: Americans and Israelis spent an evening
exploring their mutual perceptions of each cther in a franmk but
ultimately productive manner,

.. ~PRESENTATIONS TO JEWISH COMMUNITY CENTERS: Members of the
Adult-Sub-Committee made a series of presertations to the Center's
staff and to the Center’s Boards describing tre needs of Israelis
Yiving in Los Ang=les and propesing the creztiorn of an Israsli
Cutreach Department. CJL staff then worked ~i=n the Center's staff
in developing such a grant proposal.

-+ .JEWISH COMMUNITY CENTERS QUTREACH TO ISFAELIS: The Qutreach to
the Israeli Department of the JCAA began 1n September of 1830.
They have done many programs that have drawn hundreds of new
Israelis into the community link. The Center 1intends that this
special Israeli Department will be a center for many of the
cultural and social activities of both Israeli parents and their
children. The Federation has allocated $120,000 which enabled the
creation of an Israeli Department withirn the Jewish Community
Centers Association, with two (2) full time Israeli staff members
who plan and organize many community activities, especially
designed for the Israeli family. Some of tre programs included
various Israeli Workshops, Israeli Film Festivals, Holiday Programs
(Pesach, Shavu'ot, Yom Haatzmouth, etc.) Israeli Singles Dances and
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other social activities,

.. .AMI SCHOOL: (Sponscred by The Council of Jewish Life Commission
on Israelis) Upon receipt of a Grant from thre Council on Jewish
Life, a new schocl was created with a specially-designed curriculum
taught 1n Hebrew for Israeli children. AMI has been designed to
serve the needs of the many children of Israslis 1iving in Los
Angeles that are currently receiving no Jewish education. The
school 1s already cperating successfully and funds are sought to
1ncrease the number of students.

---ISRAELI DIVISION - UNITED JEWISH FUND: A new Israeli Division
was organized and fashioned after other Divisiors within the Jewish
Federation. The Israeli Division will allow Israelis to integrate
their activities within the United Jewish Fund while still keeping
their unigue Israeli identity. The members of the Divisions
Executive Committee represent mcst of the largest Israeli
Organizations 1n Los Angeles., The first activity of the Israeli
Division was during Super Sunday - February 3rd, 1991 where Sixty
(80) Israeli volunteers participated in the Lnited Jewish Fund
Super Sunday Phone-athon. The Division raised £160.000 from first
time Israeli donors to the Jewish Federation and through it, to
Israel.

The Israeli Division has facilitated the plazement of Israeli
community activities on the following Boards an-= Committees of the
Federation:

Jewish Community Relaticns Committee - Middle East Commission
Jewish Federation Council Planning and Allocations Committee
Jewish Family Services and the Bureau of Jewich Education

The Committees mentioned above are the most imccrtant and powerful
ones overseeing the activities of the Jewish Federation in Los
Angeles and placement of representatives from the Israeli community
will insure the interests and the participatisn of the Israeli
community.

--.OPERATION EXODUS PHONE-ATHON: In May, 1990, The Israeli
Leadership Development Group spearheaded a Phorne-athon by Israelis

The phone-athon was conducted
in Hebrew by Israelis calling fellow Israelis residing 1n Los
Angeles. Several hundred volunteers raised $150,000.

OTHER ORGANIZATICNS:

ILA: Organizations such as ILA (Israeli Organization of Los
sngeles) were operating with new vigor.

"EZER" - THE DIRECT FUND: This organization was established by
a group of non-affiliated Israelis in order to help disadvantaged
youth 1n Israel. EZIER raised thousands of dollars and purchased
ejuipment for Pediatric Intensive Care Units in Hospitals in
Israel,

YAD B' YAD: This organization has raised hundreds of thousands
cf dollars to help people from Israel who reguire expensive
Lreatment and medical care 1n U.S, Hospitals.

JEWISH MNATIONAL FUND: The JNF raises money by organizing
activities and dinners by Israslis for various projects in Israel.

FRIENDS OF THE I.D.F.: The local chapter of Friends of the IDF
has attracted many Israslis to its' activities helping the Israel
Czfense Force.

THE MACCABEE TEL AVIV GAMES: The Maccabee Tel Aviv vs. The Los
Angeles Lakers Game attracted thousands of Israelis who donated
tens of thousands of dollars by participating 'n the games,
receptions and dinners. This was another event uniting the Israelq
masses who came to cheer the flag.

ISRAELI BONDS DINNER: This years annual Israeli Bonds Dinner,
held for the Israeli Community, was an cverwhelming success. The

response and enthusiasm of the evening raised £6,000,000.

ISRAELI UNIVERSITIES: Many Israelis now participate in the
activities of organizations raising funds for alil major
Universities in Israel such as: Tel Aviv University, Hebrew
University, The Technion, Beer Sheeva University, Bar 1Ilan
University, etc... Monies are also raised for Hospitals in Israel
such as Laniado Hospital, Tel Hashomer, Assaf Harofe, Shaarey Zedek
and others.
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Many Israelis now understand the 1importanc of Jjoining the
celitical process, both within the Jewish community and politics
at large. Many Joined the activities of AIPAC. A special Task
Force has also been organized within the Israel: Division of the
UJF. The Task Force has 2000 members who can ce activated in short
notice to send letters or make phone calls te protect Israeli
interests,

Curing the Gulf War the Israeli community rallied behind Israel
~hen thousands showed up on short notice to the Israeli Consulate
and other locations throughout Los Angeles toc snow the flag and
their support. It was money raised by local Israelj Activists that
enabled Mayors from Western Cities to visit Israel and show their
support for it.

To summarize the facts menticned above, it is clear that the
efforts to bring the Israeli and American Jewish communities
together was a great success although it is a leng process still
requiring work. This process brought new vigor t2 the life of the
Israeli community. It helped it unite and organize. It enhanced
the ties between Israelis living in Los Ange’es and the State of
israel. It has given the local lsraeli community more tocls to
help Israel and pride of being Israeli,. In getting the two
commuriities together, we will form 3 strorg ard united jewish
community to face the challenges of the future by helping jewish
1ife in Los Angeles and supporting the State of Israel.

In closing, I would 1iks to acknowledge Rachel Choppin, an Israel;
who heads the Israeli Leadership Program and Ela-ne Albert of the

The Commission heard recommendations from Federation
agencies that have contact with 1Israelis. Their
presentatiocns were helpful in focusing upon the agencies'
assessment of the needs that Israelis face within America.
some of the specific areas of concern to Israelis in Los
Angeles, according to Federation agencies, were the need
for:

A. Jewish education

B. Youth programs

c. Combatting cult influence, particularly
scientology

D. Hebrew speaking counselors and therapists on the
staff of Jewish agencies.

E. Assistance for Israelis desiring to return to the

state of Israel.

conditions surrounding emigration, or as it is put in
Israel, "Yerida," are created, for the most part, in
Israel, not in Los Angeles. They are also created, to
some extent, in the individual and family lives of those
who choose to leave Israel and come to America. In making
recommendations with respect to community policy, it is
important for the organized Jewish community to be
sensitive to the needs of Israelis residing here-
recognizing the possibilities, as well as the limitations
of service. Israelis within our community can and should
make a valuable contribution to the life of the Los Angeles
Jewish community. At present, their contribution is
limited.

With all these facts, with what policy should our Jewish
community respond?

The Commission believes the following principles should
prevail in structuring further attitudes and programs:

1. All eligible Jews residing within Los Angeles are
entitled to participate in the programs and
services of the Jewish Federation Council and its
Agencies.

2. The Jewish Community should, wherever possible,
enable Israelis living in Los Angeles to fortify
and strengthen their Jewish identity. In Israel,
one's Jewish identity is assumed. In the
Diaspora, Jews are a minority living in a majority
culture. In view of the dramatic difference in
the Israelis' perception of himself Jewishly here
in los Angeles, the Jewish community should
assume a major role in enhancing his Jewish
consciousness.




3 Local Synagogues, Jewish Community Centers,
Jewish schools and Federation agencies should
encourage ongoing contact between these groups and
Israelis. These organizations should be
sensitized to their responsibilities. Israelis
can be mobilized, where possible, for Jewish
activities, and should be approached to assume
leadership roles. The purpose of this
recommendation is to enable Israelis to becone
part of the mainstrean of our organized Jewish
community and not lose their Jewish identity. For
example:

a. Schools, affiliated with the Bureau of
Jewish Education, should stimulate
attendance by Israeli children.

b. Scouting and sports programs, with an
Israeli-Hebrew orientation, should be
supported Dby the general Jewish
community. The Jewish Centers
Association and Zionist Youth Movements
should take a leadership role in
organizing these activities. Youth
movements with this emphasis would
reinforce the Israeli child's Jewish
identity and maintain his connection
with the Land of Israel.

4. The use of -demeaning terms, such as "yordim,"
signifying derision and scorn towards Israelis
residing in Los Angeles, should not be employed.

5. The community can enable Israelis to more
actively participate on behalf of the activities
that support the State of Israel.

6. The Commission believes that there should be an
active search for methods to assist Israelis who
wish to return to Israel. The Jewish Agency and
representatives of the State of Israel should be
encouraged to provide means to assist these
individuals.

2 We do not recommend policies which, in effect,
encourage emigration from Israel, nor offer any
special bonus or attractiveness for coming to
America or Los Angeles.

The Commission on Tsraelis believes that the failure to be
ealistic about the existence of a large number of Jews
within our community is hypocritical and damaging to the
fabric of Jewish life within Los Angeles. A balance of the
needs of the State of Israel with the objective of stemming
the losses to the Jewish people should be a governing

principle of all future programs in this area.

COUNTRIES, WE ARE GIVEN TO UNDERSTAND, BECAUSE OF THE ROLE OF THE
UNITED STATES AS A SUPERPOWER AND BECAUSE OF YOUR DESIRE NOT TO
UNDERCUT MIKHAIL GORBACHEV. WHAT ARE THE CRITERIA NOW THAT YOU HAVE
DECIDED THIS IS THE TIME TO DO THIS? HAVE YOU TALKED WITH SOMEONE

RELATIONSHIPS, AND WE SIMPLY, AT THIS POINT -- T SIMPLY DON'T -- I
DON'T BELIEVE THERE'S ANYBODY THAT KNOWS ENOUGH ABOUT IT TO GIVE A
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GOOD DEFINITIVE ANSWER TO YOUR VERY GOOD QUESTION.

Q WELL, T WONDERED -- AT SOME POINT, SIR, YOU SAW EVENTS
SPINNING OUT OF CONTROL, AND AT SOME POINT IT APPEARED MR. GORBACHEV
MAY HAVE BEEN OUT OF IT, THAT THE SOVIET UNION WAS GOING AWAY.

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I DON'T -- I DON'T FEEL THAT. I THINK

THINGS ARE MOVING AND IT'S VERY DIFFICULT FOR THEM, BUT YOU -- WHEN
YOU SEE THEIR CONGRESS MEETING AS IT IS, I THINK THAT'S AN
EXTRAORDINARILY GOOD SIGN. WHEN YOU SEE DECLARATIONS THAT THE
CENTER AND THE HEAD OF -- THE PRESIDENT OF THE BIGGEST REPUBLIC WANT
TO WORK TOGETHER, THAT'S A GOOD SIGN. WHEN YOU SEE AN ORDERLY
PROCESS BEING WORKED OUT FOR DETERMINING JUST EXACTLY THAT, THE
RELATIONS BETWEEN THE REPUBLIC AND THE CENTER, THAT'S A GOOD SIGN.

S0 THESE THINGS ARE MOVING. THEY -- AGAIN, I DON'T WANT TO
UNDERESTIMATE THE PROBLEMS THE LEADERS FACE OVER THERE, BUT I REALLY
THINK IT'S TOO EARLY FOR US TO DEFINITIVELY COMMENT ON EACH

REPUBLIC, WHAT THE RELATIONS WITH THE UNITED STATES ARE GOING TO BE..

IT IS VERY CLEAR THAT THE BALTICS ARE DIFFERENT. IT'S BEEN

CLEAR ALL ALONG THAT WE WERE FOR THEIR INDEPENDENCE, AND I THINK
THAT THIS STEP THAT I'VE TAKEN TODAY WILL HAVE WIDE SUPPORT AROUND
THE WORLD. CLEARLY, IN THE UNITED STATES IT'LL HAVE VERY STRONG
SUPPORT, AND IT'S THE RIGHT THING TO DO.

AND T'M -- I'M PLEASED THAT THERE -- AT LEAST THERE SEEMS TO
BE SOME RECOGNITION COMING OUT OF THE CENTER NOW THAT THIS IS A --
THIS IS A PROPER MOVE.

Q WOULD IT NOT BE SIMPLER FOR THE UNITED STATES, SIR, TO

BE CONDUCTING FOREIGN POLICY STILL WITH THE CENTRAL GOVERNMENT? ARE
YOU NOT HOPING THAT THERE'S SOME SORT OF CENTRAL GOVERNMENT FOR
FOREIGN POLICY AND ARMS CONTROL?

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I THINK THERE'S GOT TO BE SOME .
GOVERNMENT WITH WHICH THE -- WHICH THE UNITED STATES WORKS ON MANY

-- MANY QUESTIONS. I MENTIONED THE OTHER DAY CONTRACTUAL QUESTIONS.
YOU'VE RAISED THE QUESTION HERE OF FURTHER ARMS-CONTROL AGREEMENTS.
WE'VE GOT TO WORK WITH THE SOVIET UNION IN TERMS OF THEIR VERY
IMPORTANT ROLE IN THE PEACE PROCESS IN THE MIDDLE EAST, AND SO WE
MIDDLE EAST

WILL CONTINUE TO DEAL WITH THE FOREIGN MINISTRY, FOR EXAMPLE, IN
MOSCOW.

BUT AS THESE OTHER -- OTHER REPUBLICS GET ON TO -- COME FRONT

AND CENTER, WE THEN MUST DETERMINE WHAT THEIR ROLE WILL BE AND HOW
THEY CAN HELP WITH PEACE OR WHAT THEY'RE GOING TO DO ABOUT
DISTANCING THEMSELVES FROM THE LAST REMAINING COMMUNIST DICTATOR IN
THIS HEMISPHERE -- I'M TALKING ABOUT FIDEL CASTRO. AND -- AND WE'VE
HEARD BORIS YELTSIN -- I THINK PROPERLY -- SAY, "LOOK, THERE'S NOT
GOING TO BE ANY AID FROM RUSSIA -- THE RUSSIAN REPUBLIC TO CASTRO."
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THAT'S A GOOD -- THAT'S GOOD. WE'RE FOR THAT POSITION. WE'D
LIKE TO HEAR THE CENTER SAY THE SAME THING.

SO WE'VE GOT TO DEAL WITH WHO'S THERE, AND THERE'RE SOME VERY
IMPORTANT QUESTIONS THAT TRANSCEND INTERNAL EVENTS IN THE SOVIET
UNION, AS FAR AS WE'RE CONCERNED -- AFGHANISTAN, CUBA, THE MIDDLE
AFGHANISTAN, CUBA

EAST, ALL KINDS OF QUESTIONS THAT NEED -- WHERE WE DO NEED A STRONG
PARTNER, A CONVINCING PARTNER TO DEAL WITH. BUT AS THIS SITUATION
EVOLVES, I CAN'T PREDICT TO YOU WHETHER IT'LL BE A PARTNER OR A
BUNCH OF PARTNERS OR WHAT IT'S GOING TO BE. WE JUST DON'T KNOW YET.

Q ON -- ON THE ISSUE OF AMBASSADORS TO THE BALTICS, WOULD
THERE BE ONE AMBASSADOR FOR THE REGION, OR WILL THERE BE AN
AMBASSADOR FOR EACH --

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I EXPECT --
Q -- OF THOSE REPUBLICS? .

PRESIDENT BUSH: -- THAT SINCE WE RECOGNIZE THE INDEPENDENCE

AND STANDING OF EACH OF THESE STATES, THERE WILL BE SEPARATE
DIPLOMATIC MISSIONS FOR EACH STATE, BUT THAT -- AS WE -- GETTING
SECRETARY KIMMITT (PH) TO GO OVER THERE AND TAKE A LOOK AT ALL OF
THAT, TALK ABOUT THE DETAILS, AS OTHER COUNTRIES ARE NOW DOING. BUT
NO, THEY WON'T BE LUMPED IN AS KIND OF "THE BALTIC STATES." WE WILL
BE LOOKING TO THE INDEPENDENCE OF EACH STATE.

r‘D MR. PRESIDENT, YOU MENTIONED THE MIDDLE EAST. HAVE YOU

OR OFFICIALS OF YOUR ADMINISTRATION HAD CONVERSATIONS WITH SOVIET
OFFICIALS? WHAT IS THE PROSPECT FOR CONVENING A PEACE CONFERENCE IN
OCTOBER, AS --

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I DON'T -- @&
Q -- YOU HAD HOPED?

PRESIDENT BUSH: -- KNOW THAT. I CAN'T GIVE YOU THE PROSPECT
OF THAT. I DON'T THINK IT'S BEEN ADVERSELY AFFECTED BY ANYTHING IN
THE SOVIET UNION, HOWEVER.

SO THE -- THE BALL LIES IN OTHER COURTS, AND JIM BAKER HAS

BEEN IN TOUCH AND -- WITH VARIOUS PARTICIPANTS, AND EVEN THOUGH HE'S
BEEN AWAY, BUT WE'VE BEEN KEEPING UP ACTIVE WORK THERE, AND I WOULD
|  HOPE THAT WE -- WE'D BE ABLE TO GO FORWARD WITH A PEACE CONFERENCE
THAT THE ENTIRE WORLD WANTS TO SEE TAKE PLACE.

BUT I DON'T THINK IT'S BEEN ADVERSELY AFFECTED, GENE, BY

WHAT'S HAPPENED INSIDE THE SOVIET UNION. IN OTHER WORDS, I SEE NO
FORCE PULLING AWAY, WHETHER IT'S A REPUBLIC OR A -- THE CENTER FROM
--= PULLING AWAY FROM THE CONSTRUCTIVE ROLE THE SOVIETS HAVE PLAYED

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IN THIS.

Q WILL THE SECRETARY BAKER BE GOING BACK ON A SIXTH TRIP,
SIR? THERE'S SOME -- (INAUDIBLE) --

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I EXPECT SOMETIME, BUT THERE ARE NO
PLANS FOR IT RIGHT NOW. BUT I TALKED -- I TALKED TO HIM I GUESS IT
WAS YESTERDAY OR THE DAY BEFORE, BUT THAT WAS NOT DISCUSSED.

Q DO YOU SEE, MR. PRESIDENT, GORBACHEV AS THE BEST PERSON
Eﬂ?é;EUNEU TO WELD THE REPUBLICS TOGETHER INTO SOME FORM OF ECONOMIC

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I SEE HIM AS THE PRESIDENT OF THE

SOVIET UNION, AND THEREFORE HE WILL BE DEALT WITH WITH RESPECT.
PEOPLE KNOW HOW I FEEL ABOUT HIM, AND HE IS IN AN EXTRAORDINARILY
DIFFICULT POSITION NOW, AND HE HAS HAD OUR SUPPORT. HE WILL
CONTINUE TO HAVE HIS -- HAVE OUR SUPPORT.

WE'RE -- THIS ISN'T -- POLICY ISN'T BASED ON PERSONALITY. .
IT'S BASED ON WHO YOU'RE DEALING WITH. THE FACT THAT I HAPPEN TO

THINK THAT HE'S DONE AN AWFUL LOT FOR THE WORLD IS -- IS -- IS OUT
THERE FOR ALL TO SEE. I THINK EVERYBODY IN THE G7 AND ALL OF THE EC
AND ALL THESE GROUPINGS SHARE MY RESPECT FOR WHAT HAS BEEN DONE.

TAKE A LOOK AT -- EASTERN EUROPE IS A GOOD PLACE TO START,
EASTERN EUROPE

AND TAKE A LOOK AT THIS HEMISPHERE. WE'VE HAD COOPERATION OVER
ANGOLA AND MANY OTHER THINGS. THAT'S THERE. THAT'S ON THE RECORD.

NOW, HOW DO WE MOVE FORWARD? I'LL DEAL WITH HIM, AND WITH
RESPECT AND WITH A CERTAIN DEGREE OF RECOGNITION THAT WE LOOK AT
SOME OF THESE PROBLEMS, FOREIGN POLICY PROBLEMS, EYE TO EYE.

HOW IT EVOLVES INSIDE THE SOVIET UNION, I ONCE AGAIN SAY
THAT'S THEIR BUSINESS. .

Q DID HE SEND ANY COMMUNICATIONS AT ALL TO YOU
REQUESTING THAT YOU DELAY YOUR ANNOUNCEMENT ON THE BALTIC STATES?

PRESIDENT BUSH: I THINK -- PUT IT THIS WAY. WITHOUT GOING

INTO THE CONFIDENTIALITY OF ANY COMMUNICATIONS, I THINK THE FACT
THAT WE HAVE WAITED TILL NOW IS NOT ONLY UNDERSTOOD, BUT VERY MUCH
APPRECIATED BY HIM AND HOPEFULLY BY OTHERS IN THE SOVIET UNION. WE
-- I LIKE TO THINK THAT SOME OF THESE POSITIVE STATEMENTS MIGHT,
PERHAPS INDIRECTLY, BUT MIGHT BE A RESULT OF A POLICY OF TAKING A
DAY OR TWO MORE, NOT BEING STAMPEDED INTO SOMETHING THE WHOLE WORLD
KNEW WE WERE GOING TO DO IN THE FIRST PLACE. AND I'VE MADE SURE

THAT PRESIDENT LANDSBERGIS AND THE OTHERS UNDERSTAND THIS, BECAUSE 1
WOULDN'T WANT TO SEND A SIGNAL TO THEM THAT WE WERE WEAKENING IN OUR
DESIRE TO HAVE THEM FREE. BUT WHEN HISTORY IS WRITTEN, NOBODY IS
GOING TO REMEMBER THAT WE TOOK 48 HOURS MORE THAN ICELAND OR WHOEVER
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ELSE LT IS,

BUT WHAT'S GOING TO BE REMEMBERED IS WHAT HAPPENS. HOW DOES

IT WORK OUT? AND THAT'S WHAT WE'RE INTERESTED IN IS SEEING THE
BALTIC STATES QUICKLY GET THEIR INDEPENDENCE AND THE FREEDOM THAT
THEY'VE LONG ASPIRED TO. AND I THINK THERE WAS QUITE A BIT OF
UNDERSTANDING AMONGST THE BALTIC LEADERS OF THE POSITION OF THE
UNITED STATES ONCE I MADE CLEAR TO THEM THAT WE WERE DETERMINED TO
SEE THIS RECOGNITION GO FORWARD.

Q MR. PRESIDENT, WHAT REFINEMENTS ARE MADE NECESSARY
NOW BY THE EVENTS OF THE LAST TWO WEEKS ON THE NEW WORLD ORDER IN
PARTICULAR AND US FOREIGN POLICY IN GENERAL?

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, AGAIN, I THINK WE HAVE TO WAIT AND SEE

WHAT EVOLVES INSIDE THE SOVIET UNION. THE SOVIET UNION IS FACING
ENORMOUSLY DIFFICULT PROBLEMS, OBVIOUSLY, ON THE ECONOMIC FRONT.
BUT I'M CONFIDENT THAT ALL OF THE DEVELOPMENTS THERE, WHICH HAVE AN
UNDERPINNING OF FREEDOM, THE DESIRE FOR INDEPENDENCE, FOR SELF-
DETERMINATION, ALL OF THOSE THINGS WORK IN FAVOR OF WHAT I REFER TO
AS THE NEW WORLD ORDER. IT REALLY COULD BE DESCRIBED AS DEMOCRACY
ON THE MOVE.

NOW, SOME HAVE A LONG WAY TO GO BEFORE DEMOCRACY IS

PERFECTED, BUT I THINK AS WE SEE THIS EVOLUTION, IT IS CLEARLY A
RECOGNITION THAT OTHERS TOO WANT TO PARTICIPATE IN THIS NEW WORLD
ORDER. THEY WANT SELF-DETERMINATION; THEY WANT THE INDEPENDENCE;
THEY WANT THE STRENGTH THAT FREEDOM AND DEMOCRACY GIVE THEM. ALL OF
THAT IS VERY, VERY EXCITING. AND I THINK THE WORLD -- I THINK
HISTORY WILL WRITE THIS MONTH DOWN AS ONE OF THE MOST IMPORTANT
TURNING POINTS TOWARDS A GENUINE NEW WORLD ORDER AND CERTAINLY A
TURNING POINT TOWARDS FREEDOM AND DEMOCRACY. THERE'S NO QUESTION
ABOUT THAT. IT'S BEEN MONUMENTAL.

Q WOULD YOU PROJECT LARGE CUTS IN THE DEFENSE BUDGET, .
FOR EXAMPLE, THOUGH, BY --

PRESIDENT BUSH: NO, I WOULDN'T PREDICT LARGE CUTS IN THE

DEFENSE BUDGET. AS WE SAID, WHEN WE SENT A SOUND DEFENSE BUDGET TO
THE HILL, THE UNITED STATES MUST BE READY. THE DEFENSE -- LAST NEED
FOR A STRONG DEFENSE AND SHOW OF MUSCLE HAD NOTHING TO DO WITH THE
SOVIET UNION, EXCEPT WE GOT THEIR COOPERATION. AND I'M TALKING
ABOUT WHAT WE WERE TALKING ABOUT A YEAR AGO -- WOULD WE HAVE TO USE
FORCE TO TURN BACK AGGRESSION. AND IT WAS ONLY THE UNITED STATES
THAT COULD TAKE THIS LEADERSHIP ROLE; ONLY THE UNITED STATES THAT
HAD THE CREDIBILITY. IT'S ONLY THE UNITED STATES, IN MY VIEW, THAT
SINGLE-HANDEDLY COULD EXPRESS THE WILL TO GO IN THERE AND DO WHAT WE
DID, BECAUSE WE ARE -- WE HAVE SUCH A DISPROPORTIONATE
RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE KIND OF MILITARY ACTION IN PURSUIT OF FREEDOM
AND AGAINST AGGRESSION THAT EXISTS.

SO I THINK WE'VE GOT TO GUARD AGAINST THE SIREN'S CALL, "NOW
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IS THE TIME TO SLASH DEFENSE SPENDING." I WAS STANDING HERE -- HOW
MANY DAYS AGO WAS IT; SOMEBODY REMIND ME, EIGHT OR NINE -- WHEN SOME
PEOPLE WERE SAYING, "WELL, WE OUGHT TO REVERSE OUT THE DEFENSE CUTS
AND ADD TO OUR DEFENSE. LOOK WHAT'S HAPPENING IN DOWNTOWN MOSCOW
THIS MINUTE." AND YOU HEARD THAT CALL GO UP. AND SO WE'VE GOT A
GOOD, SOUND DEFENSE PROGRAM. AND IF THERE'S WAYS THAT WE CAN SAVE
MONEY IN DEFENSE, I'LL BE RIGHT OUT FRONT. I'VE TOLD THE AMERICAN
PEOPLE WE'RE GOING TO DO IT, AND WE HAVE DONE IT. WE HAVE CUT
DEFENSE. BUT I'M NOT GOING TO CUT INTO THE MUSCLE OF DEFENSE OF
THIS COUNTRY IN THE KIND OF AN INSTANT SENSE OF BUDGETARY
GRATIFICATION SO THAT WE CAN GO OVER AND HELP THE -- HELP SOMEBODY
WHEN THE NEEDS AREN'T CLEAR AND WHEN WE HAVE REQUIREMENTS THAT
TRANSCEND HISTORIC CONCERNS ABOUT THE SOVIET UNION.

WHAT I HOPE IS THAT OUT OF ALL OF THESE CHANGES IN THE SOVIET
UNION, WE'LL SEE SOME RECOGNITION THAT WE'RE NOT THEIR ENEMY AND
THEY'LL STOP AIMING MISSILES AT THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA.
THEY'LL STOP DEPLOYING NEW WEAPON SYSTEMS. THEY'LL STOP SPENDING
BILLIONS OF RUBLES ON MODERNIZATION OF DEFENSE SYSTEMS. WHEN WE SEE.
THAT, THEN WE'LL BE THERE. AND WHEN OUR FRIENDS IN EUROPE TELL US
THAT THERE'S NO THREAT AT ALL OF ANY KIND TO THEIR BORDERS FROM
ANYBODY, THEN WE'LL TAKE A LOOK. BUT I'M NOT GOING TO BE STAMPEDED
INTO WHAT I WOULD THINK OF AS KIND OF SOME MOOD OF EUPHORIA THAT
MISLEADS THE AMERICAN PEOPLE ABOUT THE NATIONAL SECURITY INTERESTS
OF THIS COUNTRY.

Q MR. PRESIDENT, YOU CALLED FOR THE BALTICS TO BECOME

INDEPENDENT AS SOON AS POSSIBLE. GORBACHEV, IN HIS PUBLIC
STATEMENT, SEEMED VERY VAGUE ABOUT HOW CUMBERSOME THIS
CONSTITUTIONAL PROCESS WILL BE, HOW LONG IT WILL TAKE. HAS HE GIVEN
YOU ANY ASSURANCES IN PRIVATE ABOUT SOME OF THE PRACTICAL LEGAL
DYNAMICS OR COMPLICATIONS OF --

PRESIDENT BUSH: NOT IN THE LAST COUPLE OF WEEKS, NORM, BUT

I'VE BEEN INTO THAT WITH HIM IN GREAT DETAIL IN TERMS OF WHAT HE
SEES AS THE CONSTITUTIONAL CONSTRAINTS, IF YOU WILL. MY -- IN SPITE
OF ALL THAT, MY URGING IS TO ANYBODY WITH AUTHORITY IN THE SOVIET
UNION IS TURN THE BALTICS LOOSE NOW -- FREE, CLEAR. AND YES,
THERE'S GOING TO HAVE TO BE SOME NEGOTIATION BETWEEN THE CENTER AND
BETWEEN THE STATES, BECAUSE THERE'S AN OVERLAPPING OF RESOURCE
RESPONSIBILITY. WHERE DOES THE ENERGY COME FROM? HOW DO THE STEEL
IMPORTS GO FROM ONE OF THE BALTICS INTO THE CENTER? THERE'S A LOT
OF -- AND THERE'S, YOU KNOW, CONTROL OF ONE'S OWN TERRITORY.

ONE OF THE THINGS THAT WE HAVE FELT WAS NECESSARY BEFORE FULL
RECOGNITION HAS BEEN CONTROL OF THE TERRITORY. AND YET AS YOU SEE
THESE SOVIET TROOPS LEAVING AND YOU HEAR STATEMENTS OUT OF THE
SOVIET UNION THAT GIVE YOU ENCOURAGEMENT, THEN WE FEEL THAT THEY'RE
IN A MUCH BETTER POSITION TO CONTROL THEIR OWN TERRITORY TOTALLY.
THERE ARE STILL, AS YOU POINT OUT, SOME DETAILS TO BE WORKED OUT,
HOWEVER.
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Q WELL, DO YOU THINK, AND DO YOU THINK HE THINKS AT
THIS POINT, THAT THIS IS A FAIT ACCOMPLI, THAT THIS IS GOING TO
HAPPEN --

PRESIDENT BUSH: I HAVE NOTHING THAT WOULD BE DEFINITIVE ON
THAT FOR YOU; NOTHING THAT I COULD -- WOULD CAUSE ME TO MAKE SUCH A
STATEMENT ABOUT WHAT HE THINKS.

Q WHAT ABOUT YOUR BELIEF IN THE MATTER?

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, MY BELIEF IS THAT IT'S INEXORABLE,

THIS QUEST FOR FREEDOM AND INDEPENDENCE ON THE PART OF THE BALTICS.
IT'S GOING TO BE A FAIT ACCOMPLI. AND IT'S PRETTY CLOSE TO IT NOW,
WITH THE RECOGNITION OF THESE DIFFERENT STATES AND WITH THE
STATEMENTS OUT OF MOSCOW. BUT NO, I DON'T THINK THAT PROCESS CAN BE
REVERSED, IF THAT'S YOUR QUESTION.

Q MR. PRESIDENT, THERE'S ALREADY SOME TROUBLE BETWEEN

ARMENIA AND AZERBAIJAN. THERE'S SOME TROUBLE IN MOLDAVIA. ARE YOU .
CONCERNED ABOUT WHAT IS BREWING IN THE REPUBLICS BETWEEN THE

DIFFERENT NATIONALITIES? AND IS THERE ANY ROLE THE US CAN PLAY IN
SOLVING THIS?

PRESIDENT BUSH: I DON'T THINK MUCH OF A ROLE. AGAIN, AS

I'VE SAID OVER AND OVER AGAIN, MANY OF THESE COMPLEX QUESTIONS
STEEPED IN HISTORY ARE GOING TO HAVE TO BE RESOLVED BY THE PARTIES
THEMSELVES.

Q DO YOU HAVE ANY PLANS, SIR -- MOVING SOUTH A LITTLE

BIT -- TO OFFER ANY KIND OF RECOGNITION TO ANY OF THE YUGOSLAVIAN
STATES? SOME OF THE EUROPEAN COUNTRIES HAVE SUGGESTED THAT IF THE
FIGHTING CONTINUES, THEY WOULD RECOGNIZE CROATIA AND SLOVENIA AS
?EEQE&TE STATES. IS THE US TAKING ANY KIND OF POLICY POSITION

PRESIDENT BUSH: NO, WE'RE NOT THERE YET. .

Q HOW ABOUT ECONOMIC AID TO THE BALTICS, MR. PRESIDENT?

ARE YOU -- NOW THAT YOU'RE RECOGNIZING THEIR INDEPENDENCE, THESE
COUNTRIES ARE GOING TO HAVE A HARD TIME ECONOMICALLY. ARE YOU GOING
TO STEP IN WITH SOME MONEY?

PRESIDENT BUSH: I THINK IT'S A LITTLE PREMATURE TO SAY WHAT

WE WILL OR WON'T DO. I'M SENDING SOMEBODY OVER THERE TO SURVEY THE
SCENE. WE'LL BE IN CLOSE TOUCH WITH THESE LEADERS. AND THERE'S AN
AWFUL LOT OF PEOPLE WHO WANT AID AND ARE ENTITLED TO AID. WE'RE
LIMITED IN WHAT WE CAN DO. I'M NOT ABOUT TO FORGET EASTERN EUROPE.

SUPPLEMENTARY QUESTIONS WE SHALL DO OUR BEST TO ASSIST BY OUR
PRESENTING THE U.S. QUESTIONS, TO DOTAN OR OTHERS.
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AS TO YOUR REQUEST TO CONDUCT DIRECT INTERVIEWS OR TO BE PRESENT
AT SUCH INTERVIEWS WE REGRET THAT WE MUST REITERATE THAT IT IS
CONTRARY TO THE POLICY OF THE INVESTIGATING AUTHORITIES IN ISRAEL
TO PERMIT FOREIGN REPRESENTATIVES TO BE PRESENT DURING AN
INVESTIGATION, IT IS RELEVANT IN THIS CONTEXT THAT EVEN THE
ATTORNEY FOR A SUSPECT IS NOT PERMITTED TO BE PRESENT AT SUCH AN
INVESTIGATION.

INDEPENDENTLY OF SUCH INVESTIGATORY PRACTICE IT SHOULD BE POINTED
OUT THAT THERE ARE VALID GROUNDS OF PUBLIC POLICY FOR NOT
INVITING A REPRESENTATIVE OF A FOREIGN GOVERNMENT, ALBEIT
REPRESENTATIVES OF A CLOSE ALLY, TO BE PRESENT AT A POLICE
INVESTIGATION OF ONE'S NATIONALS, INCLUDING GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS,
PAST AND PRESENT, ON MATTERS AFFECTING NATIONAL SECURITY AND

FROM DOTAN OR OTHERS IT IS SUGGESTED THAT THE U.S. AUTHORITIES
CONSIDER ONCE AGAIN THE ISRAEL PROPOSAL WHEREBY QUESTIONS WILL BE
SUBMITTED IN ADVANCE TO THE ISRAEL INVESTIGATING AUTHORITIES.
ISRAEL WILL PROVIDE THE U.S. AUTHORITIES WITH THE TEXT OF THE

UPON READING THE PAPER, MR. HERBST STATED THAT IT

WOULD NOT SATISFY WASHINGTON. HE CLAIMED THAT THERE HAVE

BEEN SEVERAL OCCASIONS ON WHICH THE GOVERNMENT OF ISRAEL'S
POLICY OF PROHIBITING FOREIGN REPRESENTATIVES FROM BEING
PRESENT DURING AN INVESTIGATION WAS NOT APPLIED. MR. HERBST
ADDED THAT THE FOREIGN MILITARY SALES COVENANTS STIPULATE
THAT THE GOVERNMENT OF ISRAEL WOULD ALLOW SUCH INVESTIGATIONS.

ROBBIE SABEL RESPONDED THAT:

(1) WE WILL SUPPLY THE TEXT OF DOTAN'S TESTIMONY TO
THE UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT;

(2) UPON SIGNING THE FOREIGN MILITARY SALES AGREEMENT,
WE INFORMED UNITED STATES OFFICIALS THAT IT IS
CONTRARY TO ISRAEL'S POLICY TO PERMIT DIRECT
INVESTIGATIONS OF ISRAELI CITIZENS BY FOREIGN
GOVERNMENTS; AND

(3) ACCORDING TO ISRAEL LAW, THE ATTORNEY GENERAL OR
HIS REPRESENTATIVE IS AUTHORIZED TO DECLINE LEGAL
ASSISTANCE TO A FOREIGN STATE IF THE ASSISTANCE
REQUESTED IS LIKELY, IN HIS OPINION, TO PREJUDICE THE
SOVEREIGNTY OR SECURITY OF THE STATE OF ISRAEL OR ANY
MATTER OF PUBLIC POLICY.

ROBBIE SABEL ALSO QUESTIONED WHETHER ISRAEL HAS

GRANTED DIRECT UNITED STATES ACCESS TO ISRAELI OFFICIALS
BEING INVESTIGATED ON DEFENSE RELATED ISSUES. MR. HERBST
ASSERTED, HOWEVER, THAT SUCH DIRECT ACCESS WAS GRANTED IN A
CASE INVOLVING VIOLATION OF ARMS EXPORT REGULATIONS.

NEVERTHELESS, ROBBIE SABEL NOTED THAT:

(1) THE REPLY PAPER REPRESENTS OUR COMBINED WISDOM AND
POSITION ON THIS MATTER;

(2) THE TEXT OF DOTAN'S TESTIMONY SHOULD PROVIDE
UNITED STATES OFFICIALS WITH THE NECESSARY
INFORMATION; AND

(3) WE DOUBT THAT THE UNITED STATES WOULD GRANT OUR
OFFICIALS DIRECT ACCESS TO INVESTIGATE A UNITED STATES

MR. SMITH: GOO . ON AN IMMEDIATE BASIS, WHAT DOES THIS MEAN .
TO THE UNITED STATES?

MR. KISSINGER: IT MEANS THAT THE PRESENT LEADERSHIP THAT HAS

TAKEN OVER IN THE SOVIET UNION IS A MORE TRADITIONAL ONE IN TERMS OF
COMMUNIST POWER. ALL THE PEOPLE THAT HAVE BEEN MENTIONED UP TO NOW
ARE IDENTIFIED WITH THE CONSERVATIVE FACTION, AND IT MEANS PROBABLY
IT WILL TURN, TO SOME EXTENT, TO THE STYLE OF FOREIGN POLICY THAT
WAS MORE CHARACTERISTIC OF THE PERIOD BEFORE GORBACHEV, OR THE VERY
EARLY GORBACHEV PERIOD, PROBABLY SOMEWHAT GREAT INSISTENCE ON SOVIET
NATIONAL, AND MAYBE EVEN IDEOLOGICAL, INTERESTS --

MR. SMITH: WE'VE BEEN SEEING --

MR. KISSINGER: -- PROBABLY SOME REPRESSION INSIDE THE
COUNTRY.
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MR. SMITH: WE'VE BEEN SEEING A SCALING BACK IN NATO, WE'VE
BEEN TALKING ABOUT A PEACE DIVIDEND. IS ALL OF THIS INSTANTLY
ERASED?

MR. KISSINGER: WELL, I HAVE BEEN WARNING ALL ALONG ABOUT

RELYING TOTALLY ON ONE MAN IN THE SOVIET UNION, THERE WERE THESE
POWER STRUCTURES. IT ISN'T TOTALLY ERASED, BUT I THINK IT WILL BE A
MORE DIFFICULT PROCESS OF NEGOTIATION FROM NOW ON. I DON'T THINK
THAT THEY WILL BE WILLING TO PAY THE PRICE IN THE GOODWILL OF THE
OUTSIDE WORLD THAT GORBACHEV WAS, AND I THINK WE WILL HAVE TO GO
BACK TO SOME, NOT TO THE COLD WAR PATTERNS NECESSARILY, BUT WE WILL
SEE A SOMEWHAT STERNER RELATIONSHIP.

MR. SMITH: MIGHT EASTERN EUROPE BE IN DANGER AGAIN?

MR. KISSINGER: THE NORMAL RUSSIAN FOREIGN POLICY, EVEN APART

FROM COMMUNISM, IS TO BE MORE ASSERTIVE IN EASTERN EUROPE. I DON'T
BELTEVE IT WILL BE IN DANGER. I DO NOT BELIEVE THEY CAN POSSIBLY
REVERSE EVERYTHING THAT HAS BEEN DONE IN THE LAST FEW YEARS. BUT I .
ALSO THINK THAT THEY WILL BE LESS CONCILIATORY AND EASTERN EUROPE
WILL BE EXTREMELY WORRIED.

AND WHAT THE UNITED STATES OUGHT TO DO, IT SHOULD REMIND US

THAT OUR PRIMARY TASK IS TO TIE EASTERN EUROPE TO THE WEST AS
RAPIDLY AS WE CAN SO THAT THE POLITICAL OBSTACLE TO THE RETURN OF
SOVIET POWER SO THAT THE SOVIET LEADERS, WHOEVER THEY ARE, WILL LOOK
AT EASTERN EUROPE AS PART OF THE POLITICAL RELATIONSHIPS WITH
WESTERN EUROPE AND THE UNITED STATES. THAT SHOULD BE A VERY HIGH
PRIORITY.

THERE'S NOT MUCH WE CAN DO WITH THE SOVIET UNION, AND

FRANKLY, WE SHOULD BE FAIRLY -- WE SHOULD NOT SAY ALL THAT MUCH SO
THAT IT DOESN'T LOOK AS IF THE INTERNAL AFFAIRS OF THE SOVIET UNION
ARE OUR PRIMARY FOREIGN POLICY OBJECTIVE. .

MR. SMITH: BUT ISN'T THAT WHAT GORBACHEV HAS BEEN LOOKING

FOR, FOR THE LAST YEAR OR TWO, IS CLOSER AND CLOSER TIES WITH THE
UNITED STATES? COULD IT NOT BE ARGUED THAT THE UNITED STATES, DID
IN FACT, NOT DO ENOUGH TO ENSURE HIS STAYING IN POWER?

MR. KISSINGER: THERE'S NOTHING THAT I CAN SEE THAT THE

UNITED STATES COULD HAVE DONE THAT WOULD HAVE MADE ANY SIGNIFICANT
DIFFERENCE. AND IN FACT, YOU CAN ARGUE THAT IT WAS THE EXTREMELY
ENTHUSIASTIC EMBRACE OF THE WEST WHICH GAVE ANOTHER WEAPON TO HIS

OPPONENTS IN ARGUING THAT HE WAS NOT REALLY DEFENDING THE SOVIET
POSITION.

I DON'T KNOW WHAT THE WEST COULD HAVE DONE, OTHER THAN WHAT

IT DID, AND I DON'T BELIEVE THAT ECONOMIC AID IS THE ISSUE. THE
FUNDAMENTAL ISSUE IN THE SOVIET UNION IS THAT GORBACHEV ASSAULTED
THE POWER STRUCTURES THAT HAD BEEN BUILT UP OVER A PERIOD OF 70
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YEARS -- THE COMMUNIST PARTY, THE MILITARY, THE CENTRAL BUREAUCRACY,
AND THE MILITARY INDUSTRIAL COMPLEX -- AND THEY WERE NOT PREPARED TO
GIVE UP THAT POSITION OF PRE-EMINENCE AND THEY SAW THE COUNTRY
MOVING TOWARDS PLURALISM IN A WAY THAT SUGGESTED THAT EVEN THE OLD
RUSSIAN STATE MIGHT DISINTEGRATE. I THINK THAT'S THE FUNDAMENTAL
REASON WHY THEY REACTED.

IT HAS -- THERE WAS NOTHING MORE THAT THE WEST COULD DO AND
ONE COULD EQUALLY ARGUE THAT THE WEST DID TOO MUCH. BUT IT'S NOT
OUR FAULT. IT'S INHERENT IN THE COMMUNIST SITUATION.

MR. SMITH: IN THE FEW SECONDS WE HAVE LEFT, WE'RE TALKING

ABOUT THE SOVIET UNION GETTING BACK IN THE INFLUENCE PEDDLING
BUSINESS AGAIN. WHAT HAPPENS TO THE MIDEAST PEACE CONFERENCE THAT
IS SUPPOSED TO BE BROKERED BY THE UNITED STATES AND THE SOVIET
UNION, AND I SAY WE ONLY HAVE A FEW SECONDS LEFT.

MR. KISSINGER: YOU KNOW, QUITE FRANKLY, I WAS NOT WILDLY
ENTHUSIASTIC ABOUT THE CO-SPONSORSHIP OF THE SOVIET UNION. I THINK
THE PEACE CONFERENCE SHOULD GO FORWARD. THE REAL PROBLEM IS WHETHER
THE SOVIET UNION WILL START ENCOURAGING RADICAL ARAB GOVERNMENTS. I

Q ARE YOU PLEASED WITH ISRAEL'S RESPONSE -- .

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, SOUNDS -- SOUNDS LIKE FLEXIBILITY ON

BECAUSE THERE ISN'T ANY NEWS OVERNIGHT THAT WE KNOW OF.

STUDIO, DAVID JACOBSEN, WHO WAS HELD HOSTAGE IN LEBANON FOR 17
HUNTHﬁé AND FROM KENT, CONNECTICUT, FORMER SECRETARY OF STATE HENRY
KISSINGER.

MR. NETANYAHU, LET ME BEGIN WITH YOU, IF I CAN. THE REPORTS

ARE THAT YOUR PEOPLE ARE GOING TO TOMORROW'S MEETING WITH PEREZ DE
CUELLAR IN GENEVA WITH AN OFFER THAT, IF THEY GET HARD INFORMATION
ABOUT YOUR MISSING ISRAELI SOLDIERS, THAT YOU WILL RELEASE SOME OF
YOUR ARAB PRISONERS. IS THAT TRUE?

MR. NETANYAHU: WELL, I'M NOT GOING TO GET INTO THE DETAILS

OF WHAT THEY'RE GOING TO SAY TO MR. DE CUELLAR. I'D PREFER TO LEAVE
THAT TO THE NEGOTIATORS. BUT ISRAEL HAS SAID ALL ALONG THAT WE

WOULD LIKE THE MOST SIMPLE, DECENT, HUMAN ACCOUNTING OF WHAT HAS
HAPPENED TO OUR POWS AND MIAS IN LEBANON. THAT'S NOT ONLY WARRANTED
BY INTERNATIONAL LAW, BUT BY COMMON SENSE AND COMMON HUMAN FEELINGS.

MR. NETANYAHU: NO, IT'S NOT, CHRIS. AND LET ME SAY THAT

IT'S NOT VERY DIFFICULT TO PROVIDE SOLID AND RELIABLE INFORMATION.
THESE PEOPLE HAVE NAMES. THEY HAVE FACES. IF INDEED, AS WE HOPE,
SOME -- PERHAPS ALL -- I HOPE ALL -- ARE ALIVE, THEN WE COULD AT
LEAST SOMEBODY VISIT THEM, PUT A CAMERA ON THEM, PUT A NEWSPAPER IN
FRONT OF THEM, AND SO ON. THERE ARE SO MANY TECHNIQUES TO GIVE
INFORMATION ABOUT PEOPLE, ALIVE OR DEAD, AND NONE OF THAT HAS COME
SO FAR. IF WE HAVE SOLID AND RELIABLE INFORMATION, WE'RE PREPARED
TO MAKE GESTURES.

MR. WALLACE: AS WE'VE MENTIONED, YOUR PEOPLE ARE MEETING

TOMORROW WITH THE SECRETARY GENERAL IN GENEVA. ARE THERE ALSO

DIRECT TALKS GOING ON AT THIS POINT WITH THE IRANIANS AND WITH THE .
HOSTAGE-TAKERS?

MR. NETANYAHU: NO, THERE ARE NOT, BUT WHAT IS SIGNIFICANT IS

THAT, FOR GEOPOLITICAL REASONS I THINK FOLLOWING THE GULF WAR, IRAN
AND SYRIA, WHO CONTROL THE HOSTAGE-TAKERS, HAVE DECIDED TO BEGIN A
PROCESS OBVIOQUSLY TO DISGORGE THE HOSTAGES THAT THEY THEMSELVES
CONTROL. SO THEY'RE USING HEZBOLLAH. IN SOME CASES APPARENTLY
THEY'RE USING JIBRIL TO SIGNAL TO HEZBOLLAH OR TO US TO THE EFFECT
THAT THEY'RE WILLING TO HAVE SOME SORT OF AN EXCHANGE. THAT'S GOOD.
I THINK THAT THAT WARRANTS AT LEAST THE ABILITY NOW TO CONDUCT SOME

MR. WALLACE: IF YOU GET THE KIND OF HARD INFORMATION YOU'RE

LOOKING FOR, WOULD SHEIKH OBEID BE ONE OF THE FIRST ARAB PRISONERS .
THAT YOU WOULD RELEASE, OR IS HE SOMEONE YOU'D LIKE TO HANG ONTO FOR
A WHILE?

MR. NETANYAHU: WELL, YOU KNOW, THESE -- YOU'RE DEALING HERE

WITH PEOPLE WHO DON'T DRIVE ON THE RIGHT SIDE OF THE ROAD AND BLINK
WHEN THEY CHANGE LANES. THEY'RE MORE LIKE THE PEOPLE WHO DRIVE
TRUCKS ON THE HIGHWAY AND SHOOT PEOPLE WITH SHOTGUNS. SO THE ONLY
LEVERAGE YOU HAVE ON THEM IS LEVERAGE AND POWER. IF YOU FORFEIT THE
MAIN LEVERAGE THAT YOU HAVE, THE MAIN TRUMP CARD -- WHICH IS SHEIKH
OBEID -- I THINK WE'RE -- IT'S GOING TO BE COUNTERPRODUCTIVE. IT'S
NOT GOING TO CAUSE THE RELEASE OF OUR OWN POWS AND MIAS. I THINK IT
WOULD ALSO HINDER THE RELEASE OF THE WESTERN HOSTAGES THAT THE
HOSTAGE-TAKERS HAVE NOW TIED TO THIS DEAL.

MR. WALLACE: LET ME --
MR. NETANYAHU: SO I THINK THE IMPORTANT THING IS TO HOLD
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ONTO THE MOST IMPORTANT RESOURCES FOR THE END.
MR. WALLACE: LET ME CALL IN MR. KISSINGER AT THIS POINT.

IT HAS BEEN A REMARKABLE FEW DAYS -- I'M SURE YOU'D AGREE,

MR. KISSINGER -- WITH THE SECRETARY GENERAL OF THE UNITED NATIONS
RELEASING A LETTER FROM ISLAMIC JIHAD TO THE WORLD, A TERRORIST
GROUP TREATED AS A PARTY TO THESE NEGOTIATIONS ALMOST ON A PAR WITH
THE GOVERNMENTS IN THE REGION. WHAT DO YOU MAKE OF ALL THIS?

MR. KISSINGER: WELL, I HOPE VERY MUCH THAT ALL THE HOSTAGES

WILL BE RELEASED, BUT I MUST SAY I'M EXTREMELY UNEASY ABOUT A
PROCEDURE IN WHICH AMERICAN HOSTAGES, ABSOLUTELY INNOCENT PEOPLE WHO
HAVE HAD NOTHING TO DO WITH THIS CRISIS, ARE BEING USED IN AN
EXCHANGE IN A CONFLICT IN WHICH THE UNITED STATES DOESN'T -- HAS NOT
PARTICIPATED AND IN WHICH THESE INDIVIDUALS HAVE PLAYED ABSOLUTELY
NO ROLE. AND I HOPE VERY MUCH WE ARE NOT SETTING A PRECEDENT IN
WHICH EVERY TIME ONE OF THESE COUNTRIES THAT IS SUPPORTING TERRORIS
OR ANY TERRORIST GROUP HAS SOME DEMAND EITHER ON THE UNITED STATES
OR, EVEN WORSE, ON AN ALLY OF THE UNITED STATES THEY GRAB A FEW
AMERICANS AND, AFTER EXPOSING THEM TO UNTOLD SUFFERING, TRY TO GET
CREDIT FOR ARRANGING AN EXCHANGE THAT REALLY, STRICTLY SPEAKING, MAY

MR. KISSINGER: SO I HOPE THESE PEOPLE GET RELEASED, BUT I'M

-= I WAS WORRIED WHEN WE ARRANGED THE RELEASE OF PRISONERS IN ISRAEL
WHEN WE HAD PASSENGERS AT THE AIRPORT IN BEIRUT, AND I WARNED THEN
THAT IT WOULD LEAD TO MORE HOSTAGES, AND IT DID. I HOPE THAT IT

WILL NOT.

MR. WALLACE: MR. JACOBSEN, THIS ISN'T A MATTER OF PUBLIC

POLICY FOR YOU. YOU SUFFERED FROM 17 LONG MONTHS IN A CELL AS A
HOSTAGE. DO YOU SHARE THE SECRETARY'S CONCERNS ABOUT THE PRECEDENT .
THAT MAY BE SET HERE?

MR. JACOBSEN: REALLY YES AND NO. HE MENTIONED THE CONCERNS

FOR THE HOSTAGES. I HAVE EVEN MORE CONCERN FOR THE FAMILIES, WHO
ARE TRULY THE VICTIM OF THIS HOSTAGE-TAKING. I THINK THERE'S
ABSOLUTELY NO DOUBT WHATSOEVER THAT IRAN IS THE "GREAT SATAN" IN
THIS WHOLE TRAGEDY, THAT SYRIA IS A "MEDIUM-SIZED SATAN," AND THAT
HEZBOLLAH (IS) NOTHING MORE THAN HUNTING DOGS. MY CRITICISM AND
CONCERN IS THAT PERHAPS IT'S TIME FOR OUR POLICY TO BE REVIEWED.
THERE ARE FIVE MILLION AMERICANS WHO WORK AND TRAVEL OVERSEAS
ANNUALLY, AND THEY'RE ALL AT RISK. OUR POLICY --

MR. WALLACE: BUT IF I COULD PRESS A POINT, DO YOU THINK THAT
THESE KINDS OF NEGOTIATIONS THAT WE'RE SEEING RIGHT NOW -- IS THAT A
GOOD THING OR A BAD THING?

MR. JACOBSEN: NO, I THINK IT'S A GOOD THING. I THINK
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NEGOTIATIONS ARE ALWAYS APPROPRIATE AND POSSIBLY COULD LEAD TO A
RESOLUTION. I WOULD HOPE THAT WE WOULD LOOK AT OUR POLICY AS
ANTITERRORISM AS TO HOW DO YOU PREVENT IT, AND THINK OF
COUNTERTERRORISM AS HOW DO WE GET THESE MEN OUT AFTER THEY'RE

AND DECIDE WHAT IS AN ACCEPTABLE DEAL AND WHAT IS NOT.

MR. WALLACE: AND DO YOU SEE, IN THE NEGOTIATIONS GOING ON
CURRENTLY, AN ACCEPTABLE DEAL?

MR. JACOBSEN: WELL, YES. I THINK --

MR. WALLACE: MR. KISSINGER -- I MEAN, THE POINT I'M RAISING
IS THAT MR. KISSINGER SAYS THERE'S A TERRIBLE DANGER HERE THAT YOU .
ONLY RAISE THE STATUS OF THE HOSTAGE-TAKERS, ONLY INCREASE THE VALUE
OF TAKING OTHER AMERICANS IN THE FUTURE.

MR. JACOBSEN: WELL, I'VE COUNTED ABOUT EIGHT DEMANDS FROM

THE EVIL PEOPLE OVER THERE, AND I DON'T THINK WE SHOULD GIVE IN TO
SOME OF THEM. I THINK THE RELEASE OF THE HAMADI BROTHERS, WHO ARE
MURDERERS AND KILLERS -- THEY SHOULD REMAIN IN JAIL. I THINK
PERHAPS THE -- SOME OF THOSE 400 MOSLEMS HELD IN SOUTH LEBANON COULD
BE RELEASED IF THEY HAVE NOT BEEN CONVICTED OF REALLY COMMITTING A
CRIME. SHEIKH OBEID IS A LITTLE DIFFERENT MATTER; IF THERE'S
EVIDENCE TO INDICATE THAT HE'S INVOLVED, HE SHOULD REMAIN IN PRISON.
WE SHOULD NEVER PAY A RANSOM. ANOTHER DEMAND IS THAT IRAN WOULD
LIKE TO HAVE THE FROZEN ASSETS RETURNED; WE'VE AGREED TO DO THAT.
MUCH IS IN ESCROW. IT'S BEEN 10 YEARS; WE SHOULD END THAT. AND
GUARANTEED AGAINST -- IMMUNITY FROM PROSECUTION, I DON'T THINK WE
SHOULD EVER ADHERE TO THAT.

MR. WALLACE:

MR. KISSINGER, I WANT TO PICK UP ON SOMETHING THAT YOU SAID A

FEW MOMENTS AGO. YOU SAID YOU DON'T WANT TO SEE THE US AS A PARTY

TO THESE KINDS OF NEGOTIATIONS. WHAT IS PRESIDENT BUSH TO DO AT

THIS POINT IF WE WORK OUT THIS GREAT -- THE UNITED NATIONS WORKS OUT
THIS GREAT SWAP WITH ISRAELI SOLDIERS COMING BACK TO ISRAEL, WITH
ARAB PRISONERS GOING INTO LEBANON? SHOULD BUSH SIMPLY SAY WE DON'T
WANT THE AMERICAN HOSTAGES HOME?

MR. KISSINGER: NO. I HAVE NO CRITICISM OF WHAT PRESIDENT

BUSH HAS DONE. ON THE CONTRARY, I THINK HE HAS BEHAVED WITH
PRUDENCE AND RESTRAINT. I AM CONCERNED, HOWEVER, ABOUT THE BUILDUP
OF PRESSURE ON ISRAEL THAT IT SHOULD RELEASE PRISONERS IN ORDER TO
GET AMERICANS RELEASED. WHAT ISRAEL DOES TO GET ITS OWN PRISONERS
BACK IS ENTIRELY ITS OWN BUSINESS, AND I WON'T EXPRESS A VIEW ON
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THIS, AND T THINK IT MAY BE PERFECTLY APPROPRIATE.

I -- AS MR. JACOBSEN SAID, THERE ARE FIVE MILLION AMERICANS

ABROAD AT ANY ONE MOMENT, AND I DO NOT WANT OTHER NATIONS TO BELIEVE
THAT EVERY TIME THEY HAVE A GRIEVANCE AGAINST THE UNITED STATES OR,
EVEN MORE, AGAINST AN ALLY OF THE UNITED STATES, THEY CAN GRAB ONE
OR SEUERAE, KEEP THEM FOR MANY YEARS, AND THEN ARRANGE SOME SORT OF
AN EXCHANGE.

MR. KISSINGER: BECAUSE -- PRECISELY BECAUSE OF WHAT IRAN DID

TO THE UNITED STATES IN SEIZING HOSTAGES AND IN DECLARING US THE .
"GREAT SATAN." IN A NORMALIZED RELATIONSHIP, I BELIEVE THAT THAT
ISSUE WOULD BE SETTLED RATHER QUICKLY.

MR. WALLACE: MR. KISSINGER, I'M NOT SURE I UNDERSTAND. DO

YOU REALLY BELIEVE THAT YOU COULD CARRY OUT THIS GRAND SWAP WITH ALL
OF THESE PRISONERS AND HOSTAGES CROSSING THESE BORDERS AND IT WOULD

MR. WALLACE: LET ME BRING IN MR. NETANYAHU, IF I CAN, AT

MUST BE COMPLETE.

MANN: AMBASSADOR MAKSOUD, IF I COULD BRING YOU IN HERE,
ISRAEL'S OFFER OF THIS DEAL IS WELL-KNOWN. IT HASN'T
CHANGED OVER RECENT MONTHS AT LEAST. IT MAY WELL GO BACK
FURTHER THAN THAT. WHY HAVEN'T THE KIDNAPPERS OF THESE
HOSTAGES SIMPLY TAKEN ISRAEL UP ON THE DEAL IF THEY WANT
THEIR 400 OR SOME 300-ODD PEOPLE FREE?

CLOVIS MAKSOUD: FIRST OF ALL, THESE ARE NOT, AS THE
AMBASSADOR HAS JUST SAID, TERRORISTS. THEY ARE PEOPLE
WHO ARE IN THE SOUTHERN PART OF LEBANON, WHICH IS STILL
IN DEFIANCE OF THE UNITED NATIONS IN OCCUPATION OF THE
SOUTHERN PART OF LEBANON.THEY CONSTITUTE THE LEGITIMATE
RESISTANCE AND IT IS THE STATE OF ISRAEL THAT ON AN
OFFICIAL DECISION BY IT HAS ABDUCTED SHEIK OBEID, ONE OF
THE LEADERS OF THE RESISTANCE.

MANN: BE THAT AS IT MAY, AMBASSADOR, WHY NOT MAKE THE
DEAL IF THEY WANT THESE PEOPLE BACK ?

CLOVIS MAKSOUD: THE QUESTION OF THE DEAL IS THAT THESE
PEOPLE SHOULD NEVER HAVE BEEN TAKEN PRISONER TO BEGIN
WITH BECAUSE ISRAEL SHOULD NOT HAVE BEEN THERE TO START
WITH. NOW THAT THE SITUATION IS BEGINNING TO DEFUSE AND
A SITUATION IS DEVELOPING WHEREBY EXCHANGE OF PRISONERS
AND RELEASE OF HOSTAGES IS TAKING PLACE, I THINK THAT
YOU MIGHT NOT WANT TO CALL IT A DEAL , BUT I THINK THAT
IF THERE IS AN ATMOSPHERE OF PEACE PERVADING, AS WITH
SECRETARY BAKER'S OVERALL PEACE EFFORTS IN THE REGION AS
A WHOLE, IT SHOULD BE APPLICABLE TO THE SOUTHERN PART OF
LEBANON, WHERE ISRAEL CONTINUES TO BE IN A STATE OF
OCCUPATION IN DEFIANCE OF THE UNITED NATIONS.

MANN: AMBASSADOR MAKSOUD, IF WE COULD CONTINUE ON THAT
POINT, ISRAEL IS NOT THE ONLY COUNTRY WITH TROOPS IN
LEBANON. SYRIA OCCUPIES A MUCH BIGGER PIECE OF THAT
COUNTRY. ISN'T IT POSSIBLE IF SYRIA OR SYRIANS FORCES
REALLY WANTED TO JUST LOOK THROUGH THAT RELATIVELY SMALL
COUNTRY AND FIND THOSE HOSTAGES? IT'S NOT A SECRET WHO'S
KEEPING THEM.

MAKSOUD: WELL, I MEAN, SYRIA HAS BEEN ATTEMPTING
THROUGHOUT TO HELP IN THE RELEASE OF PRISONERS,IN THE
RELEASE OF THESE HOSTAGES WHO, WERE TAKEN IN DESPERATION
AND IN VIOLATION OF CERTAIN MORAL CODES WHICH ALL THE
ARABS ADHERE TO. NOW THAT THE SITUATION IN IRAN, WHICH
HAS A GREAT DEAL OF INFLUENCE ON THESE ELEMENTS, HAS
BEGUN TO TAKE MORE A RATIONAL AND PRAGMATIC APPROACH AND
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AN OPEN-MINDED APPROACH, I THINK THE SITUATION IS
FAVORABLY DISPOSED.

SYRIA HAS BEEN ATTEMPTING THROUGHOUT TO FACILITATE AND
EXPEDITE WITHOUT JEOPARADIZING THE LIVES OF SOME OF
THOSE PRISONERS. THAT IS WHY IT HAS ENGAGED IN INTENSIVE
NEGOTIATIONS.

AND NOW THAT THE SITUATION IN LEBANON WITH A CREDIBLE
AUTHORITY OF THE CENTRAL GOVERNMENT BEGINNING TO BE
ESTABLISHED AND ENJOYING THE NECESSARY LEGITIMATE POWER,
WE HAVE SEEN HOW IT HAS CONDUCTED ITSELF IN THE RELEASE
OF THE FRENCH HOSTAGE.

MANN: AMBASSADOR SAVIR -- FORGIVE ME. AMBASSADOR SAVIR,
IF I CAN BRING YOU IN HERE, IS IT TO SYRIA AND IRAN THAT
THE FAMILY OF EDWARD TRACY SHOULD BE GRATEFUL? WHY IS
ALL OF THIS HAPPENNING NOW AND IS IT SYRIA AND IRAN THAT
ARE REALLY PULLING THE STRINGS, DO YOU THINK?

SAVIR: I THINK THEY'RE PULLING THE STRINGS. I DON'T
THINK IT'S A QUESTION OF BEING GRATEFUL. I THINK THAT
THERE SHOULD BE A SIMPLE RULE. PEOPLE SHOULD NOT BE
KIDNAPPED AND HOSTAGE TAKERS SHOULD NOT BE REWARDED AND
EEEEEEEHHD ARE HOSTAGES, ARE IN PRISON, SHOULD BE

I'M SORRY, AMBASSADOR MAKSOUD, THAT YOU ARE MOVING
TOWARDS POLEMICS. REMEMBER WE'RE MOVING TOWARD THE PEACE
CONFERENCE IN OCTOBER.TO EXCUSE SHEIK OBEID AS TYPE OF A
LEGITIMATE LEADER, HE IS A MASTERMIND OF SO MANY TERROR
ACTIVITIES, NOT ONLY AGAINST INNOCENT ISRAELIS, BUT HIS
ORGANIZATIONS HAVE BEEN ACTING AND MURDERING ISRAELI
PEOPLE, AMERICAN VICTIMS, MEN, WOMEN, AND CHILDREN.

MAKSOUD: THESE ARE ACCUSATIONS THAT HAVE NOT BEEN
PROVEN.

SAVIR:I AGREE WITH YOU. LET'S PUT ACCUSATIONS ASIDE.
MAKSOUD: HE HAS BEEN ABDUCTED.

SAVIR: WE ALL CARE , AMBASSADOR. I'M SURE YOU DO. I DO,
BUT ALL THESE FAMILIES IN THE UNITED STATES---

MAKSOUD: WELL, WE DO, TOO AND WE WANT ISRAEL TO GET OUT
OF SOUTH LEBANON. THAT WOULD HELP.

SAVIR: -- AND IN ISRAEL, THEY SHOULD GET THEIR LOVED
ONES BACK HOME. ISRAEL IS READY TO RELEASE ALL THE
PRISONERS THAT HAVE PERPETRATED TERRORISM AGAINST US,
ALTHOUGH SOME OTHER PEOPLE WOULD SEE THAT AS REWARDING
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TERRORISM. BUT SAVING LIVES, WE WOULD DO THAT, AND DID
THAT IN THE PAST.

MANN: WHAT IS THE NEXT STEP NOW? LET'S START WITH YOU,
AMBASSADOR MAKSOUD. PHYSICALLY THE NEXT DAY, WHAT IS THE
NEXT STEP THAT NEEDS TO BE SEEN? IS ISRAEL THE KEY? IS
THE UNITED STATES HOLDING THE KEY? WHERE DO WE GO NOW?

MAKSOUD:I THINK THAT WE HAVE TO KEEP RELATING THE
PRESENT WITH THE ROOTS OF THE PROBLEM, AND THAT IS THE
CONTINUED PRESENCE OF ISRAELI OCCUPATION IN THE SOUTH,
WHICH CONSTITUTES AN EXCUSE TO SOME PEOPLE OF THE FRINGE
GROUPS TO PLAY THE RESISTANCE INTO ACTS OF DESPERATION
WHICH WE DON'T APPROVE OF.

MANN: AND AMBASSADOR SAVIR, THE SAME QUESTION TO YOU. IS
THAT THE NEXT KEY? DO YOU HAVE TO PULL OUT OF SOUTH
LEBANON?

SAVIR: WELL, THE KEY IS DEFINITLY NOT TO TRADE
ACCUSATIONS AND NOT TO GO INTO HISTORY. WE'RE IN SOUTH
LEBANON. THERE IS SOME SYMBOLIC PRESENCE IN ORDER TO
INSURE THE SAFETY OF NORTHERN ISRAEL AFTER YEARS OF
SHELLING ON KIBBUTSIM, ON INNOCENT PEOPLE. THAT'S NOT
THE QUESTION NOW. WE ARE MOVING TOWARDS A PEACE
CONFERENCE WITH THEGOVERNMENT OF LEBANON, WITH THE
GOVERNMENT OF SYRIA. TO FINALLY AFTER 43 YEARS HAVE
AGREED, 40 YEARS TOO LATE, IT IS STILL GOOD TO COME TO
THE TABLE AND SIT DOWN FACE TO FACE.

WE HAVE TO CONCENTRATE NOW ON HOW TO GET THE HOSTAGES
FREE,HOW TO FREE OUR BOYS, AND I THINK IF THERE'S SOME
SENSE AMONG THOSE HOSTAGE TAKERS--AND DON'T FORGET HOW
CRUEL THEY ARE. I HAVE MET THE FAMILIES IN ISRAEL OF THE
BOYS WHO ARE THERE. THEY DON'T EVEN KNOW IF THEIR LOVED
ONES ARE ALIVE, IN WHAT CONDITION THEY ARE. THERE ARE
CHILDREN WHO'VE NEVER MET THEIR FATHERS, WHO DON'T KNOW
IF THEIR FATHERS ARE DEAD OR ALIVE NOW.

MAKSOUD: THERE ARE MANY LEBANESE WHO DON'T KNOW ABOUT
THEIR OWN FAMILIES.

SAVIR: THEY SHOULD KNOW. WE GIVE FULL INFORMATION ABOUT
ALL OUR PRISONERS.THEY SHOULD KNOW IF THEIR FAMILY
MEMBERS ARE ALIVE. THEN WE'LL NEGOTIATE A DEAL. IF THEY
WANT TO DEAL, A DEAL IS POSSIBLE, ALTHOUGH I THINK THE
MOTIVATION IS NOT SO MUCH ISRAEL. THE MOTIVATION IS
WASHINGTON BECAUSE OF THEIR DEAL WITH US YEARS AGO. THEY
WANT THE IRANIANS AND THE SYRIANS TO IMPROVE THEIR IMAGE
IN THE ONE SUPERPOWER THAT IS LEFT. THAT IS THE UNITED
STATES. BUT WHATEVER THE MOTIVES ARE, THEY SHOULD FREE
ALL HOSTAGES AND ALL THE ISRAELI BOYS SIMULTANEQOUSLY.
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MANN: AMBASSADOR SAVIR, THE LAST WORD WAS YOURS. URIEL
SAVIR,CONSUL GENERAL OF ISRAEL,JOINED US FROM OUR NEW
YORK STUDIO. THANK YOU VERY MUCH. AND AMBASSADOR CLOVIS
MAKSOUD, FORMER ARAB LEAGUE AMBASSADOR TO THE U.N.,
JOINED US FROM OUR WASHINGTON STUDIO. THANK YOU AS WELL.

PRESIDENT BUSH: THE ONLY THING I'VE GOT ON MY MIND IS I JUST

WANT YOU TO SAY THAT -- I WANTED TO SAY THAT I TALKED TO JAVIER
PEREZ DE CUELLAR TODAY, THE SECRETARY GENERAL OF THE UNITED NATIONS.
I DON'T THINK I NEEDED TO SAY THIS, BUT I TELL HIM -- TOLD HIM THAT
WE FULLY SUPPORT HIS EFFORTS. HE AND HIS TEAM ARE RUNNING DOWN
EVERY POSSIBLE AVENUE. HE HAS MY FULL SUPPORT IN EVERYTHING HE'S
TRYING TO DO.

AND I CAUGHT HIM IN GENEVA. HE'S STILL WORKING THE PROBLEM IN

GENEVA. I ASKED HIM WHETHER HE WAS OPTIMISTIC AND ALL. HE SAID, .
"WELL, PERHAPS A LITTLE BIT MORE REASON TO BE HOPEFUL, BUT NO
SPECIFICS THAT T CAN SHARE WITH ANYONE." BUT IT WAS A GOOD
CONVERSATION AND I REALLY DO THINK THAT WE OUGHT TO BE GRATEFUL TO

THE WAY THE UN OPERATES UNDER HIS LEADERSHIP AT A TIME LIKE THIS.

Q SIR, DO YOU HAVE ANYTHING FROM THE ISRAELIS ON THE
PROSPECTS FOR RELEASING SHEIK OBEID?

PRESIDENT BUSH: NO, THERE WASN'T ANYTHING AT ALL FROM THEM. I
NOTICED THAT THEY ARE VERY INTERESTED IN GETTING BACK THEIR OWN --
HAVING ACCOUNTED THEIR OWN MILITARY, AND I CAN CERTAINLY SYMPATHIZE

PRESIDENT BUSH: NO, NO PRESSURE. WE CAN'T PRESSURE ANYBODY.

BUT WE KEEP REPEATING OUR POLICY. AND I STILL REPEAT THAT I DON'T

--= I DON'T WANT TO GET THE HOPES UP OF FAMILIES. I THINK THAT'S

STILL THE TRAGEDY IN ALL OF THIS. .
Q BUT DO YOU FIND YOURSELF, SIR, NOW MORE OPTIMISTIC AFTER

TALKING WITH --

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, NOT PARTICULARLY OVER YESTERDAY, FOR
EXAMPLE. BUT I THINK HE FEELS THERE'S ENOUGH MOVEMENT GOING ON IN
VARIOUS QUARTERS THAT THERE'S REASON TO HAVE MORE OPTIMISM. I JUST
HATE TO RAISE THE STAKES ON OUR SIDE IN SAYING -- BY EXPRESSING
GREATER OPTIMISM BECAUSE I'VE SEEN TOO MANY FAMILIES HURT.

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, HE'S FREE TO DO WHATEVER HE WANTS TO DO
AND OTHER PARTIES ARE, AS WELL.

Q HAVE YOU RECEIVED ANY CLARIFICATION OF THE LETTER --
PRESIDENT BUSH: AND I SUPPORT HIM IN WHAT HE'S TRYING TO DO.
Q -- OF THE LETTER --

PRESIDENT BUSH: I'VE SEEN THE LETTER, YES, EIGHT PAGES OF IT.
IN FACT, I LOOKED AT IT THIS MORNING.

Q BUT WERE YOU -- I MEAN, AS I UNDERSTAND IT THEY WERE .
TRYING TO GET CLARIFICATION --

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, THERE HASN'T BEEN ANYTHING SINCE THIS

MORNING THAT I KNOW OF IN TERMS OF CLARIFICATION. YOU MEAN IN TERMS
OF PEOPLE THAT ARE HELD ALL OVER THE WORLD, KIND OF THING? THAT
NEEDS CLARIFICATION.

Q DO YOU FEEL -- IS THERE ANYTHING NEW SINCE YESTERDAY?

MARLIN TOLD US THAT THERE WERE SOME POSITIVE ASPECTS TO IT. DOES IT
SEEM LIKE THAT THIS LETTER SHOWS MORE HOPE THAN WE'VE HAD IN THE
PAST BECAUSE --

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, MAYBE THE FACT THAT SOME OF THESE

GROUPS ARE EVEN DISCUSSING A HOSTAGE RELEASE IS IMPORTANT, BUT I

PRESIDENT BUSH: NO, HE DIDN'T HAVE ANY TIME FRAME ON IT,

RITA. IT'S A GOOD QUESTION. HE DOESN'T -- AND THERE WAS NO WELL,
IF T FIND OUT SOMETHING BY 24 HOURS OR 48, THEN IT WOULD LEAD TO
SOMETHING ELSE. THERE WAS NONE OF THAT.

Q ARE YOU CERTAIN THAT ALL THE GROUPS THAT ARE HOLDING
HOSTAGES ARE REPRESENTED IN --
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PRESIDENT BUSH: NO. I'M NOT. I THINK SOME IF IT'S SO SHADOWY
YOU'RE NEVER REALLY SURE. WELL, THANK YOU ALL VERY MUCH. IT'S A
BEAUTIFUL DAY. I GOT SOME FISH OUT THERE THIS MORNING.
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Q RICHAD, DOES THE US GOVERNMENT -- IS THE US GOVERNMENT IN
FAVOR OF PIECEMEAL RELEASE OF HOSTAGES? IN OTHER WORDS, WOULD YOU
LIKE THE ISRAELIS, FOR INSTANCE, TO RELEASE SHEIK OBEID?

MR. BOUCHER: BARRY, WE'RE IN FAVOR OF THE RELEASE OF ALL

HOSTAGES. WE HAVE MADE THAT CLEAR IN OUR CONTACTS WITH OTHER
GOVERNMENTS. WE'VE MADE THAT VERY CLEAR IN OUR PUBLIC STATEMENTS, .
THAT WE WELCOMED FOR OURSELVES AND ESPECIALLY FOR THE FAMILY MEMBERS
INVOLVED, THE RELEASES THAT HAVE OCCURRED OVER TIME AND WE THINK

Q WELL, OF COURSE, ULTIMATELY I SUPPOSE ALL HOSTAGES WOULD

BUT WOULD YOU LIKE TO SEE,
WOULD THE US GOVERNMENT LIKE TO SEE ISRAEL RELEASE OR IN SOME WAY
RECIPROCATE FOR THE TWO OR THREE RELEASES THAT HAVE COME ABOUT
RECENTLY?

MR. BOUCHER: BARRY, AS YOU KNOW, WE'RE NOT IN A POSITION OF

Q ONE QUICK ONE. REPORTS PERSIST THAT THERE HAVE BEEN

MEETINGS SECRETLY IN PARIS INVOLVING AMERICAN OFFICIALS, BRITISH
OFFICIALS AND SHI'ITE EXTREMISTS. NOW NOTICE I AM NOT SAYING THE
ISLAMIC JIHAD. HAS THE UNITED STATES BEEN INVOLVED WITH SUCH
DISCUSSIONS, NOT NECESSARILY DIRECTLY WITH THE ISLAMIC JIHAD, BUT
WITH PEOPLE WHO CAN REPRESENT THEIR VIEWS?

MR. BOUCHER: WE HAVE NOT HEARD OF SUCH MEETINGS. WE HAVE NOT

BEEN INVOLVED -- US OFFICIALS HAVE NOT BEEN IN INVOLVED IN ANY SUCH
MEETINGS. MARLIN, I THINK MADE QUITE CLEAR YESTERDAY THAT WE HAVE
HAD NO CONTACTS WITH THE GROUPS INVOLVED.

Q (OFF MIKE) -- CONSIDER PALESTINIANS HELD UNDER
ADMINISTRATIVE DETENTION IN ISRAEL TO BE HELD OUTSIDE THE LEGAL
SYSTEM? .

MR. BOUCHER: I AM GOING TO DECLINE HERE TO SPECIFY ANY

PARTICULAR GROUP, I THINK THAT IS WHAT THE WHITE HOUSE AND THE
PRESIDENT HAVE BEEN DOING FOR SOME TIME. WE THINK THE DEFINITION OF
PEOPLE IS PRETTY CLEAR. WE THINK THAT ALL THOSE THAT ARE HELD
OUTSIDE THE JUDICIAL PROCESS IN THE REGION DESERVE TO BE RELEASED
AND THAT HAS BEEN THE POSITION THAT WE HAVE BEEN STATING.

Q RICHARD, APPARENTLY THE LETTER THAT HAS BEEN SENT TO THE

UN SUGGESTS THAT ARABS HELD IN EUROPE, APPARENTLY INCLUDING THE
HAMADI BROTHERS SHOULD BE PART OF ANY DEAL. IS THIS SOMETHING THAT
THE UNITED STATES WOULD THINK APPROPRIATE?

MR. BOUCHER: THE LETTER HAS BEEN ANALYZED IN DIFFERENT WAYS BY

PEOPLE, AS THE PRESIDENT AND MARLIN MADE CLEAR YESTERDAY. THERE ARE
SOME ASPECTS OF THE LETTER, PARTICULARLY THAT ONE, WHICH ARE

UNCLEAR. THERE ARE ALSO, AS HE SAID YESTERDAY, SOME POSITIVE SIGNS .
IN THE LETTER, THE EMPHASIS ON THE ROLE OF THE SECRETARY GENERAL,

THE RECOGNITION THAT ALL HOSTAGES SHOULD BE RELEASED. SO I THINK
THAT'S OUR POSITION. AND YOU'LL REMEMBER ALSO THAT THE PRESIDENT, I
THINK IT WAS SATURDAY, MADE A DISTINCTION BETWEEN PEOPLE WHO WERE

HELD THROUGH LEGAL PROCESS, WHO WERE TRIED THROUGH LEGAL PROCESS,

AND THOSE PEOPLE WHO ARE BEING HELD HOSTAGE.

Q THE HAMADI BROTHERS ARE NOT OUTSIDE THE JUDICIAL SYSTEM,
ARE THEY?

MR. BOUCHER: WELL AGAIN, TO AVOID BREAKING THE RULE SPECIFYING
INDIVIDUALS AND WHAT THEIR STATUS IS, I AM NOT GOING TO DO THAT.
BUT I THINK THAT DISTINCTION HAS BEEN MADE CLEAR BY THE PRESIDENT.

Q WELL, I'M JUST SAYING THAT IF THERE WAS A PACKAGE DEAL,
THEN IT WOULD BE INAPPROPRIATE TO INCLUDE THE HAMADI BROTHERS.
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MR. BOUCHER: I'M NOT GOING TO DO ANALYSIS ON ANY SPECIFIC
INDIVIDUALS OR GROUPS. WE THINK --

Q YOU MEAN, YOU WON'T -- YOU WON'T SAY TO THE AMERICANS

THAT -- I MEAN, YOU'RE LEAVING OPEN THE POSSIBILITY THAT PEOPLE WHO
HAVE BEEN TRIED IN EUROPEAN COURTS AND SENTENCED AND CONVICTED FOR

SOMETIMES QUITE HEINOUS CRIMES, YOU'RE LEAVING OPEN THE POSSIBILITY
THAT IT WOULD BE ACCEPTABLE TO THE US GOVERNMENT THAT THOSE PEOPLE

WOULD BE RELEASED?

MR. BOUCHER: I DON'T THINK I WAS LEAVING THAT POSSIBILITY

OPEN. I WAS SAYING VERY CLEARLY THE PRESIDENT HAS MADE A
DISTINCTION BETWEEN PEOPLE WHO ARE TRIED UNDER LEGAL PROCESSES AND
THE PEOPLE IN THE REGION THAT WE VIEW AS HOSTAGES.

Q RICHARD, YOU JUST SAID THAT THE US AND US OFFICIALS HAVE

NOT MET WITH -- HAVE NOT MET IN PARIS OR ANYWHERE ELSE WITH SHIITES
WHO MIGHT BE ABLE TO REPRESENT THE VIEWS OF THOSE HOLDING THE .
HOSTAGES. IS THE US PREPARED TO HAVE SUCH MEETINGS OR DO YOU RULE

OUT SUCH MEETINGS?

MR. BOUCHER: WE HAVE ALWAYS TAKEN THE POSITION THAT WE'RE

WILLING TO MEET WITH PEOPLE WHO WILL DISCUSS WITH US THE SAFE
UNCONDITIONAL AND IMMEDIATE RELEASE OF OUR HOSTAGES. AND I SHOULD
ADD THE FULL ACCOUNTING OF THOSE WHO HAVE DIED IN CAPTIVITY.

Q HOW'S THAT DIFFERENT FROM NEGOTIATING WITH THEM.

MR. BOUCHER: BARRY, THE QUESTION, I THINK, COMES DOWN TO

CONCESSIONS AND DEALS. AND WE SAID WE'RE NOT GOING TO MAKE
CONCESSIONS, THAT WE'RE NOT GOING TO MAKE DEALS. WE HAVE ALWAYS

URGED THE SAFE, UNCONDITIONAL AND IMMEDIATE RELEASE OF THE HOSTAGES,
AND THAT'S WHAT WE WILL CONTINUE TO URGE. AND THAT'S WHAT WE WOULD
URGE IF WE WERE TO HAVE ANY SUCH MEETINGS. .

Q BUT WOULDN'T ANY SUCH MEETINGS, YOU KNOW, BE A SENSE OF
RECOGNITION, ELEVATING THE STATUS OF PEOPLE WHO TAKE PEOPLE HOSTAGE?
ISN'T THAT THE SORT OF RECOGNITION THEY SEEK?

Q WHAT WOULD YOU CONTRIBUTE TO THAT?

MR. BOUCHER: IT'S REALLY -- YOU'RE ASKING ME TO ANALYZE A
HYPOTHETICAL SITUATION THAT HASN'T OCCURRED. SO, I JUST CAN'T GET
INTO THAT LEVEL OF ANALYSIS FOR YOU.

Q RICHARD, DO YOU HAVE ANYTHING NEW ON THE ISRAELIS? DO

YOU KNOW ANYTHING NEW? HAS ANYTHING NEW COME OUT IN RECENT DAYS
ABOUT HOW MANY OF THEM MAY BE ALIVE OR WHERE THE REMAINS COULD BE
FOUND, WHO HAS THEM?

MR. BOUCHER: I DON'T HAVE ANYTHING NEW. THERE HAVE BEEN
PUBLIC STATEMENTS BEFORE, I THINK, BY THE ISRAELIS OF WHAT THEY KNEW
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ABOUT THEIR PEOPLE. THERE IS A STORY IN THE LONDON TIMES, I GUESS,
TODAY THAT QUOTES SOME UNNAMED OFFICIALS OF HEZBOLLAH THAT SAYS THAT
THEY'RE WILLING TO FREE TWO ISRAELI SERVICEMEN IN RETURN FOR ARABS
HELD IN ISRAEL, BUT WE DON'T HAVE ANY CONFIRMATION OF THAT.

IN MID-MAY, IN FACT, THERE WERE SIMILAR PRESS REPORTS, I'M

TOLD, WITH THE SECRETARY GENERAL OF HEZBOLLAH SAYING HIS GROUP
WOULD BE WILLING TO SWAP TWO ISRAELIS FOR LEBANESE PRISONERS. AT
THAT TIME THE ISRAELI NEGOTIATOR SAID IT -- AND OTHERS IN ISRAEL --
SAID IT WAS AN ENCOURAGING SIGN.

SO THERE ARE THERE STORIES OUT THERE, AND THERE HAVE BEEN

PUBLIC STATEMENTS. BUT AS FAR AS THE EXACT STATUS OF THEIR PEOPLE
AND WHAT THEY KNOW, I'D SAY THAT'S SOMETHING THAT THE ISRAELIS WOULD
HAVE TO GIVE THE RUNDOWN ON.

Q RICHARD, CAN YOU GIVE US ANY INDICATION OF HOW INVOLVED

THE US IS IN THE TALKS THAT ARE CURRENTLY GOING ON IN GENEVA? DO WE
HAVE SOMEONE THERE AS SORT OF AN OBSERVER, OR WE'RE KEEPING IN TOUC
WITH PEREZ DE CUELLAR?

MR. BOUCHER: WE'RE KEEPING IN TOUCH WITH VARIOUS PEOPLE, I

THINK, GENERALLY. WE DON'T HAVE ANYBODY IN THE MEETINGS AS AN
OBSERVER. WE'VE BEEN IN CLOSE TOUCH WITH OTHER GOVERNMENTS WHO ARE
CONCERNED ABOUT THE HOSTAGE SITUATION, THROUGH OUR EMBASSIES AND OUR
REPRESENTATIVES OVERSEAS. WE'VE ALSO MAINTAINED CLOSE CONTACT WITH
THE UN SINCE THE SECRETARY GENERAL AND HIS REPRESENTATIVE ARE
WORKING ACTIVELY TO SEE THAT THE HOSTAGES ARE RELEASED.

Q CAN I GO BACK ONE MORE TIME? PRIME MINISTER MAJOR SAID

ISRAEL SHOULD RELEASE -- I DON'T KNOW IF HE REFERRED TO OBEID; I
CAN'T REMEMBER -- A PRISONER OR TWO AS A GESTURE. THAT IS NOT --
THE US DOESN'T AGREE WITH THAT STATEMENT, IS THAT CORRECT?

MR. BOUCHER: BARRY, WE -- AS I SAID BEFORE, WE HOLD THAT ALL .
PEOPLE THAT ARE BEING HELD OUTSIDE THE JUDICIAL SYSTEM IN THE REGION
SHOULD BE RELEASED, THAT THEY, ON HUMANITARIAN GROUNDS, DESERVE TO
BE RELEASED. WE'RE NOT GOING TO GET OURSELVES INVOLVED EITHER
DIRECTLY OR BY URGING THIRD PARTIES TO GET INVOLVED IN ANY SPECIFIC
DEALS OR SPECIFIC PATTERNS OR RELEASE OF SPECIFIC INDIVIDUALS. WE
THINK THAT WE HAVE A GENERAL POLICY THAT WE'VE MADE CLEAR TO ALL
PARTIES IN THE AREA. I'M SURE THEY'RE ALL VERY WELL AWARE OF OUR
POLICY THAT WE WOULD WELCOME ANY RELEASES OF PEOPLE BEING HELD
HOSTAGE, BUT WE'RE NOT GOING TO GET OURSELVES INVOLVED IN DEAL
MAKING.

Q WELL, IF YOU WOULD WELCOME -- "DEAL MAKING"; I WASN'T

ASKING ABOUT -- IF YOU WOULD WELCOME ANY RELEASE I SUPPOSE THAT
MEANS, WITH SOME AMBIGUITY, WITH ARTFUL AMBIGUITY, THAT YOU WOULD
WELCOME ISRAEL RELEASING A PRISONER OR TWO OR THREE OR 500. AND I
WONDERED IF --
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MR. BOUCHER: WE'RE NOT SPECIFYING ANY PARTICULAR COURSE OF
ACTION LIKE THAT TO ISRAEL.

Q WELL HOW ABOUT WHETHER THE US GOVERNMENT AGREES WITH
ISRAEL THAT ISRAEL SHOULD NOT RELEASE PRISONERS UNTIL IT HAS
INFORMATION ABOUT ITS SEVEN MISSING SOLDIERS AND AIRMEN?

MR. BOUCHER: AND WE'RE NOT SPECIFYING ANYTHING LIKE THAT IN
OUR CONTACTS WITH OTHER GOVERNMENTS, EITHER.

Q RICHARD, AT THE TIME THAT THE HOSTAGES WERE RELEASED
RECENTLY THE PRESIDENT THANKED IRAN FIRST IN HIS COMMENTS. WHAT DID
IRAN DO?

MR. BOUCHER: HE DID WHAT THE PRESIDENT SAID -- THEY DID WHAT

THE PRESIDENT SAID THEY DID. I MEAN, I CAN GET YOU THE QUOTE FOR

IT, BUT HE EXPRESSED APPRECIATION FOR WHATEVER INFLUENCE THEY MIGHT
HAVE USED IN BRINGING ABOUT THE RELEASES. .

Q BUT DOES THE US KNOW WHETHER THEY DID ANYTHING SPECIFIC
TO ACHIEVE THE RESULT?

MR. BOUCHER: WELL, HE SAYS, "I'D LIKE TO EXPRESS OUR

APPRECIATION TO THE GOVERNMENT OF IRAN, WHICH USED ITS INFLUENCE
WITH THE LEBANESE GROUPS TINVOLVED IN ORDER TO GAIN THE UNCONDITIONAL
RELEASE OF THESE HOSTAGES."

Q BUT ISN'T THAT LIKE TELLING SOMEBODY WHO'S BEEN HITTING
YOU, "THANK YOU FOR NOT HITTING ME ANY MORE"? (SCATTERED LAUGHTER.)

YOU'RE NOT GOING TO ANSWER THAT.

MR. BOUCHER: I DON'T HAVE ANY ANALOGIES FOR YOU, HOWARD,
YOU'LL HAVE TO THINK THEM UP YOURSELF. .

Q LET'S TRY IT THE OTHER WAY. IF IRAN PLAYED AN EFFECTIVE

ROLE IN GETTING THIS HOSTAGE RELEASED, DOES IRAN HAVE THE POWER TO
GET THEM ALL RELEASED, AND WHY ISN'T IT USING THE POWER, AND WHY
DON'T YOU ASK THEM TO, INSTEAD OF THANKING THEM?

MR. BOUCHER: WELL -- BARRY, AS I'VE MADE CLEAR, WE HAVE URGED

THE RELEASE OF ALL PERSONS BEING HELD HOSTAGE. WE HAVE MADE THAT
CLEAR TO OTHER GOVERNMENTS. WE HAVE HAD EXCHANGE WITH THE IRANIANS
FROM TIME TO TIME, AS CIRCUMSTANCES WARRANTED, THROUGH OUR
INTERMEDIARY, THE SWISS, ABOUT OUR POLICY AND ABOUT THE SITUATION
THERE. IT'S CLEAR TO THEM WHAT WE SEEK. WE ARE SUPPORTING THE
EFFORTS OF THE SECRETARY GENERAL, WHO IS IN CONTACT WITH IRANIANS
AND OTHER PARTIES IN TRYING TO BRING ABOUT THE RELEASE OF HOSTAGES.
SO, I THINK OUR POSITION HAS BEEN MADE CLEAR. WE HAVE WELCOMED THE
RELEASES THAT HAVE OCCURRED, WE'VE CALLED ON ALL PARTIES WITH
INFLUENCE TO USE THEIR INFLUENCE TO SEE THAT FURTHER RELEASES OCCUR
AS WELL.
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Q WHAT I'M DRIVING AT IS WHAT IS THE GOING THEORY IN THIS

BUILDING AMONG THE ANALYSTS AND THE EXPERTS. IS THE THEORY THAT

IRAN AND SYRIA, AT LEAST TOGETHER, HAVE IT WITHIN THEIR POWER TO
BRING ABOUT THE RELEASE OF ALL THE WESTERN HOSTAGES, OR IS THERE
SOME FEELING THAT THEY COULD HELP BUT THEY HAVEN'T GOT TOTAL CONTROL
OF THE SITUATION?

MR. BOUCHER: I DON'T HAVE ANY ANALYSIS OF THAT FOR YOU.

Q -- THERE BEEN ANY FURTHER COMMUNICATION WITH IRAN, EITHER
THROUGH THE SWISS OR THROUGH THE SECRETARY GENERAL, IN THE LAST,
SAY, 24-48 HOURS?

MR. BOUCHER: WE HAVE DECLINED IN THE PAST TO GO INTO SPECIFICS
OF THE EXCHANGES AND I THINK I HAVE TO LIMIT MYSELF TO SAYING THAT
WE DO HAVE EXCHANGES FROM TIME TO TIME AS CIRCUMSTANCES WARRANT.

Q T WAS ALSO WONDERING IF YOU COULD TELL US ANY MORE ABOUT .
THE CONDITION OF EDWARD TRACY. THERE WERE SOME INDICATIONS IN THE
PRESS THAT HE SUFFERED QUITE A BIT --

MR. BOUCHER: I THINK WE'RE GOING TO HAVE TO LEAVE, PRIMARILY

FOR PRIVACY ACT CONSIDERATIONS, THAT TO HIM AND HIS DOCTORS,

WHO HAVE TALKED IN WIESBADEN TO SOME EXTENT ABOUT HIS MEDICAL
CONDITION. THEY'VE ALSO ANNOUNCED HIS PLANS, THAT IS, THAT HE'S
SCHEDULED TO FLY BACK TO BOSTON TOMORROW. ARRANGEMENTS ARE BEING
MADE FOR FOLLOW-ON MEDICAL CARE IN THE BOSTON AREA.

Q HAVE TRACY AND MCCARTHY PROVIDED ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
YOU COULD SHARE WITH US ABOUT THE CONDITION OF THE REMAINING WESTERN
== AMERICAN AND EUROPEAN HOSTAGES?

MR. BOUCHER: I DON'T HAVE ANY ADDITIONAL INFORMATION I CAN
SHARE WITH YOU, BARRY. I THINK MR. MCCARTHY HAS BEEN RATHER .
FORTHCOMING IN TERMS OF WHAT HE KNEW AND DESCRIBING IN PUBLIC WHAT

HE KNEW ABOUT THE OTHER HOSTAGES. CLEARLY, WE HAVE AN INTEREST IN

ANY OTHER HOSTAGES AND ANY INFORMATION THAT THESE PEOPLE MIGHT HAVE
THAT WE CAN SHARE WITH THE FAMILIES OF THE OTHER HOSTAGES. AND

WE'RE TALKING TO THEM. WE'RE IN CLOSE CONTACT WITH THE BRITISH. WE
SHARE INFORMATION WITH THE BRITISH.

Q RICHARD, DO YOU HAVE ANY INFORMATION THAT ISRAEL WILL
RELEASE SHEIKH OBEID THIS SATURDAY, AS IRAN IS REPORTING?

MR. BOUCHER: I SAW THOSE REPORTS. I HAVE NO CONFIRMATION.
THAT'S A QUESTION YOU'LL HAVE ASK THE ISRAELIS. AND I THINK THEY'VE
ALREADY STARTED TO COMMENT ON THE REPORTS.

Q RICHARD, ON THE HOSTAGES, IN THE LAST COUPLE DAYS A LOT
MORE INGREDIENTS SEEM TO GETTING IN, NOW WITH THE MENTION OF THE
HAMADIS. ARE YOU WORRIED AT ALL THAT SOMEHOW TOO MANY PLAYERS AND
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TOO MANY ITEMS ARE GETTING INVOLVED IN THIS AND IT'S GOING TO DELAY
ANY ACTION ON THE RELEASE?

MR. BOUCHER: I DON'T THINK I COULD SAY ANYTHING LIKE THAT. IT

SEEMS TO US THAT THE SECRETARY GENERAL IS HAVING A LARGE NUMBER OF
MEETINGS WITH PEOPLE, HE IS ACTIVELY PURSUING AN ATTEMPT TO GET THE
RELEASE OF ALL THE PEOPLE THAT ARE BEING HELD HOSTAGE, WE'RE KEEPING
IN TOUCH WITH THE UNITED NATIONS AS WELL AS WITH THE OTHER
GOVERNMENTS THAT ARE INVOLVED, WE'RE SUPPORTING THE RELEASE OF ALL
HOSTAGES, AND WE HOPE TO SEE MORE MOVEMENT IN THAT DIRECTION.

Q DO YOU HAVE A SENSE THAT A PROCESS HAS BEEN STARTED THAT
MIGHT LEAD TO FREEDOM OF ALL THE HOSTAGES SOON, OR NOT?

MR. BOUCHER: WE'RE TRYING NOT TO TAKE THE TEMPERATURE OF THE
SITUATION OR, AS THE PRESIDENT I THINK HAS SAID A NUMBER OF TIMES,
TO RAISE HOPES THAT MIGHT BE DASHED, AS THEY HAVE BEEN IN THE PAST.

WE DON'T THINK THAT'S FAIR TO THE FAMILIES INVOLVED IN PARTICULAR. .

WE THINK THAT THE EFFORTS THAT ARE UNDER WAY BY THE SECRETARY
GENERAL, A MAN WHO WE KNOW AND TRUST, ARE ADMIRABLE. WE'RE TRYING
TO SUPPORT THOSE EFFORTS. WE ARE ACTIVELY ENGAGED WITH THE VARIOUS
PARTIES IN KEEPING IN TOUCH AND MAKING OUR VIEWS KNOWN THAT THE
HOSTAGES SHOULD BE RELEASED, AND WE'LL SEE WHERE THE PROCESS LEADS.

Q RICHARD, DO YOU SEE A CONNECTION, THOUGH, BETWEEN THE

MIDDLE EAST PEACE PROCESS AND THE HOSTAGE CRISIS? IN OTHER WORDS,
IF THERE ARE SOME SIGNS OF IMPROVEMENT OF RELATIONS BETWEEN THE
VARIOUS PARTIES, YOU SEE THERE IS A CONNECTION BETWEEN THOSE TWO?

MR. BOUCHER: I THINK, FRANKLY, THE BEST ANSWER TO THAT IS THE
ONE THE PRESIDENT GAVE ON SATURDAY UP IN MAINE. HE SAID THAT --
(PAUSES TO CONSULT PAPERS) -- HE SAID SOMETHING I CAN'T FIND.

HE POINTED TO AN OVERALL CLIMATE INTERNATIONALLY THAT WOULD
ENCOURAGE HOSTAGE-HOLDERS TO SET ASIDE SOME OF THEIR ALLEGED REASONS
FOR HOLDING PEOPLE; HE NOTED THE FACT THAT IT MIGHT BE THAT PEOPLE
AROUND THE WORLD SEE THAT THERE'S A GOOD CHANCE THAT ANCIENT ENEMIES
WILL SIT DOWN AND TALK PEACE; BUT HE WENT ON TO SAY THAT HE WOULDN'T
MAKE TOO DIRECT A LINKAGE ON THAT.

Q YOU MEAN THE ISLAMIC JIHAD WOULD BE IMPRESSED WITH THE

CHANCE OF WHAT YOU GUYS CALL RECONCILIATION -- AS IF THERE EVER WAS
CONCILIATION -- RECONCILIATION BETWEEN ARABS AND ISRAELIS; THAT
WOULD IMPRESS THE ISLAMIC JIHAD TO RELEASE PRISONERS?

MR. BOUCHER: I THINK THE PRESIDENT WAS VERY CAREFUL NOT TO
MAKE THAT KIND OF DIRECT LINKAGE, BARRY.

Q WELL, THE SECRETARY MADE THAT KIND OF STATEMENT TOO,
ONCE, POSSIBLY IN AN UNGUARDED MOMENT ON ONE OF HIS TRIPS,
(LAUGHTER.) THAT HE COULD SEE A WHOLE CLIMATE DEVELOPING. YOU
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KNOW, THAT QUESTION OFF THE BACK IS A GOOD QUESTION. I DON'T KNOW
THAT YOU WANT TO TAKE IT.

MR. BOUCHER: WELL, THE PRESIDENT SPOKE OF AN OVERALL CLIMATE.
I THINK I JUST READ YOU THAT.

Q YEAH, I KNOW.

MR. BOUCHER: AND THAT'S WHAT HE'S TALKING ABOUT. THE
PRESIDENT WAS, I THINK, VERY CLEAR IN HIS REMARKS AND I'M NOT GOING
TO TRY TO EXPLAIN IT ANY FURTHER.

Q YOU KNOW ON THE HOSTAGES, THE QUESTION FROM THE BACK

BRINGS TO MIND THE US USED TO SAY: WE WANT THE PEOPLE RELEASED,
PERIOD. AND I'M JUST WONDERING IF IT'S BECAUSE YOU THINK THEIR BEST
-- THE BEST CHANCES ARE A BROAD SWAP. BUT YOU SEEM -- THE US
GOVERNMENT SEEMS TO BE COMPLICATING THINGS BY PUTTING ITS FOCUS ON
THIS "RELEASE OF EVERYBODY EVERYWHERE." THAT LEAVES A LOT OF ROOM
FOR HITCHES. ISN'T IT THE US POLICY -- OR MAYBE IT ISN'T -- THAT
THE AMERICANS, AND I SUPPOSE THE WESTERNERS, SHOULD BE RELEASED

MR. BOUCHER: WASN'T THAT WHAT I WAS SAYING TO YOU EARLIER WHEN
YOU ASKED ME TO USE THE WORD "RECIPROCATE" IN A SENTENCE, BARRY?

Q NO. YOU -- THE PRESIDENT AND (EVEN EARLIER HERE ?) HAVE
STATED "EVERYBODY EVERYWHERE" --

MR. BOUCHER: WE HAVE MADE VERY CLEAR THAT WE THINK THAT THE
HOSTAGES SHOULD BE RELEASED. WE ARE VERY CONCERNED ABOUT THE
AMERICANS THAT ARE BEING HELD HOSTAGE IN LEBANON.

Q OH, I KNOW.

MR. BOUCHER: WE HAVE CONSISTENTLY URGED THAT THOSE PEOPLE BE .
RELEASED, THAT THERE BE A FULL ACCOUNTING OF THOSE WHO MIGHT HAVE

DIED WHILE IN CAPTIVITY. AND FURTHERMORE, WE'VE STATED OUR VIEW

THAT WE THINK THAT HOSTAGES SHOULD BE RELEASED AS A MATTER OF
HUMANITARIAN PRINCIPLE.

Q IS THERE ANYTHING NEW ON THE MIDDLE EAST PEACE TALKS?
AND WILL PART OF THEM BE HELD IN WASHINGTON, AS HAS BEEN REPORTED?

MR. BOUCHER: I DON'T HAVE ANY ANSWERS LIKE THAT FOR YOU AT
THIS POINT.

Q INDEED, REMEMBER THERE WAS A LONG STRETCH WHERE BAKER
HADN'T -- BEFORE HE WENT OFF TO WYOMING, HADN'T HEARD FROM THE
PALESTINIANS. IS THAT STILL THE CASE? THREE AMERICANS WENT OVER
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THERE TO WORK ON THAT MEMORANDUM WITH THE ISRAELIS, BUT HAS THERE
BEEN ANY WORD FROM THE PALESTINIANS, THE LAST HOLDOUTS, I GUESS, TO
THE PEACE CONFERENCE?

MR. BOUCHER: WELL, AS YOU KNOW, WE'VE HAD A TEAM OF EXPERTS

OUT THERE. THEY ARE SCHEDULED TO RETURN TODAY. THEIR WORK WAS
FOCUSED IN JERUSALEM AND AMMAN. WHILE IN THE REGION THEY MET WITH
APPROPRIATE ISRAELI AND JORDANIAN OFFICIALS AND WITH PALESTINIAN
REPRESENTATIVES TO EXPLORE HOW BEST TO DEAL WITH VARIOUS ISSUES
RELATED TO A PEACE CONFERENCE.

SINCE YOU ASKED, I THINK I SHOULD MAKE CLEAR THAT IT WASN'T

THEIR PURPOSE TO REACH ANY FINAL AGREEMENT ON ANY FINAL POINT. I'M
DESCRIBING IT AS AN EXPERT LEVEL DISCUSSION OF HOW TO DEAL WITH SOME
OF THESE ISSUES.

Q THAT'S -- YOU'RE TALKING ABOUT THE (KURTZ 7)-MILLER-PELL

GROUP? .

MR. BOUCHER: YES.
Q THEY MET WITH JORDANIANS, PALESTINIANS AND ISRAELIS?

MR. BOUCHER: ISRAELI AND JORDANIAN OFFICIALS AND PALESTINIAN
REPRESENTATIVES.

Q WELL, IS THERE ANY -- AS FAR AS THE PALESTINIANS, WAS
THERE ANY CHANGE, IS THERE ANY NOTION THAT THE PALESTINIANS ARE NOW
WILLING TO COME FORWARD?

MR. BOUCHER: AT THIS POINT, THEY GET BACK TODAY, I DON'T HAVE
ANYTHING NEW TO REPORT.

Q RICHARD, WAS ONE OF PURPOSES -- I'M SORRY.
Q RICHARD, ON -- WHICH PALESTINIANS ARE THEY MEETING?
MR. BOUCHER: I'M AFRAID I DON'T HAVE A LIST?

Q CAN WE GET A BRIEFING ON THE RECORD OR ON BACKGROUND WITH
THEM? COULD WE REQUEST --

MR. BOUCHER: I THINK PROBABLY NOT, CONNIE. WE'VE BEEN --

WE'RE CONTINUING TO WORK THIS PROCESS DIPLOMATICALLY. WE'VE BEEN
DECLINING TO WORK IT IN PUBLIC WITH SOME OF THE DETAILS THAT YOU
MIGHT BE WANTING AT THIS POINT. AS I SAID, THIS WAS NOT A GROUP THAT
WAS SENT OUT TO REACH ANY FINAL AGREEMENTS.

Q HOWEVER, DO YOU HAVE ANY COMMENTS ON YASSIR ARAFAT'S
STATEMENTS THAT HE WANTS AN EAST JERUSALEM REPRESENTATIVE ON THE
TEAM AND HE WANTS TO BE ABLE TO PICK THE TEAM AND SO ON?
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MR. BOUCHER: NO, I DON'T. I AM AFRAID THAT THERE HAVE BEEN

VARIOUS STATEMENTS IN THE PAST ABOUT THE PEACE PROCESS AND THERE

HABASH (7) THAT UNDER THE CURRENT TERMS OF NEGOTIATIONS, THE PLO
WILL NOT BE ABLE TO JOIN -- WILL NOT BE ABLE TO LET THE PALESTINIANS
COME TO THE PEACE CONFERENCE? ARE YOU AWARE OF THIS? IF YOU ARE,
WHAT'S THE STATUS OF OPINIONS OF THE STATE DEPARTMENT?

MR. BOUCHER: I HAVEN'T SEEN THAT PARTICULAR COMMENT, BUT AS
WITH THE OTHER COMMENTS THAT YOU ALL ARE REFERRING TO, I AM AFRAID I

MR. BOUCHER: CAROL, I AM NOT SAYING THAT. I AM SAYING WHAT
EXACTLY I DID SAY, AND THAT'S I AM NOT GOING TO GET INTO PUBLIC
COMMENTARY ON EVERY REMARK THAT SOMEONE SAYS ABOUT THE PEACE
PROCESS.

Q RICHARD, THE ISRAELI FOREIGN MINISTRY SAYS THAT ONE OF

THE REASONS FOR THIS AMERICAN TEAM GOING OVER THERE WAS NOT JUST THE
DISCUSSION OF THE PALESTINIAN DELEGATION, BUT THEY SAY THAT THE TEAM
WAS SUPPOSED TO REACH AN UNDERSTANDING ON A MEMO OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES AND ISRAEL, AN ACTUAL WRITTEN DOCUMENT

ABOUT THE UNDERSTANDINGS OF THE TWO COUNTRIES ON TERMS FOR THIS
NEGOTIATION THAT WENT BEYOND SIMPLY WHAT THE TERMS OF THE

PALESTINIAN DELEGATION WOULD BE AND WOULD INCLUDE OTHER THINGS. IS .
THAT TRUE AND DO YOU KNOW IF THEY DID MANAGE TO DRAW UP A MEMO OF
UNDERSTANDING?

MR. BOUCHER: I DON'T THINK THERE WAS A MEMO OF UNDERSTANDING

DRAWN UP. THEY WERE OUT THERE TO DISCUSS THE ISSUES, TO FRAME THE
ISSUES, TO DEFINE THE ISSUES THAT WOULD BE COVERED IN FURTHER
COMMUNICATIONS OR DISCUSSIONS AS THINGS GO FORWARD IN THE FUTURE.
IT'S A PART OF THE PROCESS OF WORKING THE ISSUES, PART OF THE
PROCESS OF WORKING TOWARDS TRYING TO CONVENE A PEACE CONFERENCE IN
OCTOBER. BUT THESE WERE EXPERT-LEVEL DISCUSSIONS TO DEFINE THE
ISSUES FURTHER.

Q BUT IS THE UNITED STATES WORKING TOWARD DRAWING UP A MEMO
OF UNDERSTANDING WITH ISRAEL?

MR. BOUCHER: I DON'T HAVE ANYTHING SPECIFIC AT THAT LEVEL OF
DETAIL AT THIS POINT.
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Q RICHARD, COULD YOU CHECK THAT BECAUSE THAT WOULD BE A
CHANGE UNLESS I MISUNDERSTAND WHAT WAS GOING ON IN THE MIDDLE EAST ON
THE LAST TRIP -- LAST TWO TRIPS HE TOOK. WE UNDERSTAND --

STUFF WON'T BE PUT ON PAPER. IF STUFF WON'T BE PUT ON PAPER, THAT'S
A CHANGE.

MR. BOUCHER: I DIDN'T SAY STUFF WOULD NOT BE PUT ON PAPER. I

SAID THIS TEAM DID NOT CONCLUDE ANY SORT OF MOU. THEY WERE NOT --
THEY WERE THERE TO DEFINE THE ISSUE FURTHER. I SAID THESE
DISCUSSIONS, THESE KIND OF DISCUSSIONS WITH THE PARTIES WILL BE
CONTINUING AS WE CONTINUE OUR DIPLOMATIC WORK. THE SECRETARY, I

Q WELL, I'LL BE SATISFIED IF NOT FROM THE PODIUM IF

SOMETIME LATER WE CAN GET A SIMPLE STATEMENT SAYING WHETHER THERE IS
-= IT IS STILL THE INTENTION OF THE STATE DEPARTMENT TO PUT ON PAPER

DISTRIBUTED TO THE SECURITY COUNCIL MEMBERS LAST FRIDAY AFTER

RESOLUTION, WE'VE DISCUSSED THE GENERAL CONCEPT BEFORE. THE DRAFT
RESOLUTION WOULD PERMIT A LIMITED SALE OF IRAQI OIL FOR THE PURPOSES
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OF HUMANITARIAN RELIEF UNDER STRICT UN CONTROL. THAT WOULD NOT BE A
LIFTING OF THE SANCTIONS, BUT WOULD TAKE PLACE WITHIN THE CURRENT
SANCTIONS REGIME. PARAGRAPH 23 OF RESOLUTION 687 ANTICIPATED THAT
SUCH A STEP MIGHT BE NECESSARY.

THE KIND OF ARRANGEMENTS THAT ARE BEING LOOKED AT ARE BEING

DONE BECAUSE THE IRAQI REGIME CANNOT BE TRUSTED TO DISTRIBUTE
HUMANITARIAN RELIEF FAIRLY THROUGHOUT IRAQ. AND THE DRAFT

RESOLUTION UNDER CONSIDERATION ESTABLISHES THAT 100 PERCENT OF THE
REVENUES FROM THE LIMITED OIL SALE WOULD BE PLACED IN AN ESCROW
ACCOUNT UNDER THE CONTROL OF THE SECRETARY GENERAL. PART OF THE
REVENUES WOULD DEFRAY IRAQ'S REQUIRED OBLIGATIONS TO PAY THE COSTS OF
THE UN SPECIAL COMMISSION; CONTRIBUTE A PERCENTAGE OF THE TOTAL OIL
REVENUES TO THE COMPENSATION FUND; AND PAY HALF THE COSTS OF THE
BOUNDARY COMMISSION. AND THEN THE REMAINING FUNDS WOULD BE USED BY
THE SECRETARY GENERAL FOR THE PURCHASE AND DISTRIBUTION OF EMERGENCY
FOOD AND MEDICAL SUPPLIES. THE UN WOULD ADMINISTER AND MONITOR THE
DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM THROUGHOUT IRAQ TO ASSURE THE FOOD AND SUPPLIES.
REACH VULNERABLE GROUPS WITHIN IRAQ.

AT THIS POINT, THAT'S WHAT'S IN THE DRAFT RESOLUTION. PEOPLE
ARE WAITING FOR COMMENTS -- MAKING COMMENTS AND WORKING TOWARDS
HAVING A RESOLUTION.

Q RICHARD, WHAT IS THE US POSITION ON THE PROPOSAL?

MR. BOUCHER: WE HAVE, I THINK, IN THE PAST DISCUSSED THIS. WE
HAVE SUPPORTED THIS KIND OF PROPOSAL AND WE ARE CONTINUING TO
DISCUSS IT WITH THE PARTIES.

Q RICHARD, ARE YOU TALKING ABOUT -- IT SOUNDS LIKE YOU'RE

TALKING ABOUT A MASSIVE UNITED NATIONS OPERATION. ARE YOU ACTUALLY
TALKING ABOUT UN OFFICIALS ON THE GROUND THROUGHOUT IRAQ

DISTRIBUTING FOOD TO 15 MILLION PEOPLE? I MEAN, HAS THE UN EVER

EVEN ATTEMPTED TO DO SOMETHING LIKE THAT BEFORE? .

MR. BOUCHER: I DON'T -- I DON'T HAVE ANY FINAL ARRANGEMENTS

MR. BOUCHER: THAT IS THE SUBJECT THAT'S BEEN DISCUSSED FOR

SOME TIME IN NEW YORK. I DON'T HAVE ANY FINAL ARRANGEMENTS FOR YOU
AT THIS POINT.
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Q RICHARD, KURDISH GROUPS HAVE BEEN COMPLAINING ABOUT

TURKISH ATTACKS FROM THE GROUND AND ALSO AIR INSIDE IRAQ, CLIMBING
OF FATALITIES ET CETERA. DO YOU HAVE ANY INDEPENDENT INFORMATION?
AND IF THAT IS GOING ON, IS THE US TRYING TO DO ANYTHING ABOUT IT?

MR. BOUCHER: I THINK WE HAD SOMETHING ON THAT LAST WEEK. I
DON'T REMEMBER WHAT IT WAS. LET ME TRY TO --

Q WELL THAT'S WHEN THEY WERE COMPLAINING, LAST WEEK.
MR. BOUCHER: LET ME TRY TO GET YOU SOMETHING ON THAT.

MR. ROGER MUDD: NOW TO THE VIEWS OF THE ISRAEL GOVERNMENT.
WITH US IS ISRAEL'S ACTING AMBASSADOR TO THE UNITED STATES, MICHAEL
SHILOH. MR. AMBASSADOR, GOOD EVENING.

YOU'VE JUST HEARD THE ACTING UN AMBASSADOR FROM IRAN SAY

AGAIN AND AGAIN THAT THE KEY WAS FOR THE WESTERN GOVERNMENTS TO PUT
PRESSURE ON ISRAEL TO BEGIN THE RELEASE OF THOSE IT HOLDS. WHAT IS
YOUR RESPONSE TO THAT?

AMB. MICHAEL SHILOH: WELL, ISRAEL DOESN'T HAVE TO BE

PRESSURED. ISRAEL HOLDS, SO THEY SAY, 375. SOME OF THEM ARE HELD

AMB. SHILOH: WELL, THIS WOULD BE THE FIRST PHASE OF IT. WE

THINK THAT THE INTERNATIONAL RED CROSS SHOULD GO IN. THEY ARE NOT

REALLY PRISONERS OF WAR. SOME OF THEM ARE MISSING FOR NINE YEARS.

WE KNOW THAT THEY SURVIVED THE BATTLE OF 1982, AND WE DID NOT HEAR

NOW THE -- YOU ARE USED TO STANDARDS OF WESTERN

CIVILIZATIONS. WELL, IF THEY ARE PRISONERS OF WAR, THE

INTERNATIONAL RED CROSS GOES IN AND SEES WHETHER THE PEOPLE ARE KEPT
PROPERLY, HELD PROPERLY AND -- AND WHETHER THEY ARE IN GOOD HEALTH.
THIS NEVER HAPPENED IN THIS CASE.
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AND THE ONE THING WE WOULD LIKE TO KNOW BEFORE THE PROCESS

GOES AHEAD IS THAT SOMEBODY WOULD GO IN AND SAY IF SOME OF THE SEVEN
ARE ALIVE, IF NOT WHAT HAPPENED TO THEM, AND IF AND WHERE THEY ARE
KEPT.

MR. MUDD: THE RED CROSS, YOU FEEL, HAS FALLEN DOWN ON THE
JOB? I MEAN, WHY HASN'T THE RED CROSS DONE THAT?

AMB. SHILOH: THEY HAVE NOT BEEN PERMITTED IN.
MR. MUDD: HAVE THEY EVEN TRIED?

AMB. SHILOH: I THINK THAT AT A CERTAIN TIME THEY DID TRY.
BUT WE DO KNOW THAT WE HAVE ONE WHO WE ARE SURE IS ALIVE.

MR. MUDD: YOU'RE SURE? YOU'RE SURE OF THAT?

AMB. SHILOH: WE ARE SURE THAT ONE IS NOT ALIVE. WE ARE SURE .

MR. MUDD: MR. AMBASSADOR, LAMOND (PH) IS REPORTING IN ITS

ISSUE TODAY THAT THE UNITED STATES, BRITAIN AND SHIITE MUSLIMS HAVE
CONVENED IN PARIS AND HAVE AGREED ON A TIME TABLE THAT THEY WILL
RELEASE FIRST THE BRIT -- THE BRITAIN, JOHN MCCARTHY, THEN TRACY,
THE AMERICAN, AND NEXT WILL BE THE SHEIK OBEID. DOES THAT SOUND

SEEN IT, THAT CAME OUT PARIS. BUT I -- I AM NOT ABLE TO CONFIRM IT
TO YOU FROM ANY INDEPENDENT SOURCE.

MR. MUDD: WOULD -- WOULD THE RELEASE OF THE -- OF THE SHEIK
OBEID BE -- BE THE KEY THAT WOULD REALLY OPEN THE DOOR WIDE THAT
WOULD PRECIPITATE A FULL RELEASE IN A QUICK TIME?

AMB. SHILOH: THIS, WE DON'T KNOW. WE WERE NOT TOLD SO. WE
WERE NOT PROMISED THIS, AND WE WERE NOT TOLD THAT THAT OR HOW THE
SEVEN PEOPLE -- THE SEVEN ISRAELIS ARE GOING TO FIT INTO THE SCHEME.

AS YOU DO KNOW, WE ARE -- I MEAN, YOU YOURSELF AND ALL YOUR
COLLEAGUES AND YOUR OWN JOURNALISTIC PROFESSION NOW, OBVIOUSLY, KNOW
THE NAMES OF 10 WESTERNERS HELD. YOU KNOW THE NAMES OF THEIR

MOTHERS AND SISTERS AND BROTHERS. BUT I'D BE SURPRISED IF YOU DO
KNOW THE NAME OF THE SEVEN ISRAELIS. THEY WERE NEVER BROUGHT IN.
THEY WERE NEVER MENTIONED. ALTHOUGH I'M -- I ASSURE YOU THAT THEY
HAVE MOTHERS AND BROTHERS AND SISTERS AND CHILDREN IN ISRAEL -- AND
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WE ARE VERY ANXIOUS TO BRING THIS IN. IT IS A QUESTION OF -- OF
HUMANE SIGNIFICANCE TO US, LIKE IT IS TO AMERICAN FAMILIES AND
BRITISH FAMILIES.

MR. MUDD: THE -- THE MIA -- THE MISSING-IN-ACTION ISSUE IN
ISRAEL IS CONSIDERABLY LARGER IN THE LIFE OF YOUR COUNTRY THAN IT IS
IN THIS COUNTRY. IS THAT CORRECT? AND IF IT IS, WHY IS IT?

AMB. SHILOH: WELL, IT IS VERY IMPORTANT TO US. WE SENT

PEOPLE INTO BATTLE, AND WE FEEL THAT COLLECTIVELY, NATIONALLY, BUT

ALSO INDIVIDUALLY, WE ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR WHAT HAPPENS TO THEM. AND
WE WISH TO KNOW THAT -- THAT THEY ARE WELL OR IF THEY, GOD FORBID,

ARE NOT ALIVE, WE WISH TO KNOW THAT THEY ARE NOT ALIVE.

MR. MUDD: I'M SURE YOU'VE TALKED THROUGH YOUR DIPLOMATIC

CHANNELS TO MR. LUBRANNIE (PH) IN GENEVA. WHAT CAN YOU TELL ME? THE
ISRAELI ADVISER IN GENEVA WITH THE UN SECRETARY GENERAL'S STAFF,
WHAT CAN YOU TELL ME ABOUT HIS ROLE AND WHAT HE'S -- WHAT PROGRESS
HE'S MAKING?

AMB. SHILOH: WELL, YES, I THINK THAT HE -- WHO IS -- WILL BE

THE ISRAELI NEGOTIATOR ON THIS WILL BE MR. LURBANNIE. I KNOW THAT
MR. LUBRANNIE, TOGETHER WITH AMBASSADOR BINE (PH) -- WHO WAS
AMBASSADOR TO THE UNITED NATIONS, IS NOW HEADING OUR UN OFFICE IN
ISRAEL -- WENT TO GENEVA AND MET WITH THE SECRETARY GENERAL TODAY,
AND T KNOW THAT THEY ARE BACK IN ISRAEL. I KNOW -- TO TELL YOU THAT
THEY HAD A GOOD AND FRIENDLY MEETING WITH MR. PEREZ (DE) CUELLAR.
THEY CHANGED -- EXCHANGED INFORMATION WITH HIM. I DON'T KNOW TO
TELL YOU MORE DETAILS OF THEIR CONVERSATION.

MR. MUDD: OR WHAT PROGRESS IS BEING MADE OR LACK OF IT?
AMB. SHILOH: OR -- OR WHAT PROGRESS IS BEING MADE.

MR. MUDD: THE REACTION OF THE ISRAELI GOVERNMENT TO THE .
LETTER FROM THE ISLAMIC JIHAD SEEMS MIXED. ON -- ON THE ONE HAND,
FOREIGN MINISTER LEVI WAS DISCOURAGED -- DISAPPOINTED THAT THERE WAS
NO MENTION OF THE SEVEN ISRAELI SOLDIERS. ON THE OTHER HAND, YOUR
DEFENSE MINISTER, MOSHE ARENS, SAYS IT'S AN OPENING FOR HOPE. HOW
SHOULD AMERICANS INTERPRET THE LETTER?

AMB. SHILOH: WELL, IT -- IT'S AN OPENING FOR HOPE IN THE

SENSE THAT IF THEY SAY THAT ALL SHOULD BE FREED, IT DOESN'T SEEM, TO
US, TO BE ABSOLUTELY UNJUST, THAT WE WOULD ASK THAT IF YOU PUT ON
ONE SIDE OF THE SCALE 375 -- TO ASK THAT YOU WOULD PUT ON THE OTHER
SIDE OF THE SCALE NOT 10, BUT 17 PEOPLE -- THIS DOESN'T SEEM, IN
MIDDLE EASTERN TERMS, TO BE TOTALLY OUT OF PROPORTION, AND -- AND
THIS IS -- THIS IS WHAT WE ARE ASKING FOR. NOW, IF WE WILL BE ABLE,
THROUGH THE EFFORTS OF THE SECRETARY GENERAL, TO ARRIVE AT THAT,
THEN I THINK THE ROAD IS OPEN.

MR. MUDD: DO YOU INTERPRET THE LETTER -- OR DOES YOUR
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GOVERNMENT INTERPRET THE LETTER, MR. AMBASSADOR, THAT THE JIHAD IS
DEMANDING THE RELEASE OF THE 9,000 PALESTINIANS WHO ARE HELD IN --
IN ISRAEL PRISONS?

AMB. SHILOH: NO, I DON'T -- I DON'T THINK THAT THIS --
MR. MUDD: IT'S A SEPARATE ISSUE?

AMB. SHILOH: THIS IS A SEPARATE ISSUE. WE ARE SPEAKING, I
UNDERSTAND, AND THEY ARE SPEAKING OF 375 PEOPLE FROM SOUTHERN
LEBANON WHO ARE DETAINED BY -- IN SOUTHERN LEBANON AND IN ISRAEL.

MR. MUDD: BUT THE LETTER TALKS ABOUT A WORLDWIDE RELEASE OF
OUR FREEDOM FIGHTERS. IT DOESN'T SPECIFICALLY SAY 375.

AMB. SHILOH: WELL, I'M -- I'M == I'M NOT REALLY EXACTLY
QUALIFIED TO INTERPRET LETTERS OF THE ISLAMIC JIHAD. BUT I
UNDERSTAND THAT THE TALK IS ABOUT THE 375. .

MR. MUDD: WOULD YOU -- IN THE MOMENT OR TWO WE HAVE, WOULD
YOU VENTURE A DIPLOMATIC LOOK AHEAD TO TELL US WHAT YOU THINK WILL
UNFOLD IN THE NEXT WEEK OR TWO?

AMB. SHILOH: WELL, I THINK IT IS VERY MUCH IN THE HANDS OF

THE SECRETARY GENERAL. I THINK THAT A DIALOGUE STARTED THROUGH THE
GOOD OFFICES OF THE SECRETARY GENERAL WITH OUR PEOPLE, PERHAPS WITH
THE IRANIANS AND THE SYRIANS. THE ROLE OF THE IRANIS AND THE SYRIANS
TO DATE PROVES, BEYOND DOUBT, THAT WE ARE NOT SPEAKING OF A BUNCH OF
MISCELLANEOUS RIFFRAFF WHO WAS HIJACKING AND TAKING HOSTAGES, BUT
THAT THE WHOLE THING IS FULLY ORCHESTRATED AND CONDUCTED OUT OF IRAN
AND OUT OF SYRIA. SO WE KNOW AN ADDRESS NOW, AND WE KNOW WITH WHOM
ONE SHOULD TALK, AND UNITED STATES KNOWS. AND THE PRESIDENT IN
THANKING THE IRANIANS AND THE SYRIANS SHOWS THAT HE KNOWS THE
ADDRESS. SO THERE IS A HOPE, KNOWING THE ADDRESS AND KNOWING WHO

THE NEGOTIATING PARTNERS ARE. THERE IS SOME HOPE THAT THE THING .
WILL MOVE AHEAD.

MR. MUDD: GOOD. THANK YOU. THANK YOU VERY MUCH, MR.
AMBASSADOR.

AMB. SHILOH: THANK YOU.

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MORNING NEWS INTERVIEW WITH: MICHAEL SHILOH, DEPUTY CHIEF OF
SION, ISRAELI EMBASSY, MONDAY, AUGUST 12, 1991

BRIAN WILSON: DIPLOMATIC EFFORTS ARE CONTINUING TO BRING

ABOUT THE RELEASE OF THE REMAINING WESTERN HOSTAGES IN LEBANON.
MANY SAY THE BALL IS NOW IN ISRAEL'S COURT. THERE'S SPECULATION
THIS MORNING THAT A TOP ISRAELI NEGOTIATOR HAS FLOWN TO GENEVA TO

DISCUSS THE HOSTAGE SITUATION WITH THE UNITED NATIONS SECRETARY
GENERAL.

MICHAEL SHILOH IS DEPUTY CHIEF OF MISSION FOR THE ISRAELI

EMBASSY HERE IN WASHINGTON. HE JOINS US NOW TO TALK ABOUT WHAT
ISRAEL IS DOING TO TRY TO GAIN THE RELEASE OF THE REMAINING
HOSTAGES. FIRST, WE WANT TO GET ON THE RECORD THIS MORNING THAT YOU
SAY YOU HAVE NOT HEARD ANY NEW DETAILS ABOUT THIS REPORT THAT AN
ENVOY HAS BEEN SENT TO MEET WITH --

MR. SHILOH: I DON'T HAVE INDEPENDENT INFORMATION. I KNOW

WHAT I HEAR ON THE MEDIA. THERE IS NO MYSTERY ABOUT IT. OBVIOQUSLY,
THEY KNOW IN GENEVA, THEY KNOW ELSEWHERE, WHAT THE NEEDS OF ISRAEL
ARE IN THIS STORY.

MR. WILSON: WELL, LET'S GO OVER THAT. WHAT ARE THE NEEDS OF
ISRAEL TO HELP RESOLVE THE SITUATION?

MR. SHILOH: WELL, WE HAVE SEVEN PEOPLE WHO ARE UNACCOUNTED

FOR. THEY ARE NOT PRISONERS OF WAR, BECAUSE PRISONERS OF WAR SHOULD
BE VISITED BY THE INTERNATIONAL RED CROSS. THESE ARE PEOPLE WHO ARE
-- SOME OF THEM ARE MISSING SINCE 1982. WITH MOST OF THEM, WE DON'T
KNOW WHETHER THEY'RE ALIVE OR DEAD. THEY ALL HAVE FAMILIES. THEY
ALL HAVE PARENTS IN ISRAEL. WE HAVE A NAVIGATOR WHO WAS CAPTURED
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AND WHO HAS A CHILD WHO HE NEVER MET AND NEVER SAW. SO THIS IS
SOMETHING THAT HAS TO BE TAKEN INTO ACCOUNT IN THIS PACKAGE.

EEQ7HILSDN: DO YOU JUST NEED TO KNOW THE DISPOSITION OF EACH

MR. SHILOH: WELL, WE WOULD LIKE THAT IF THERE IS A DEAL BY
WHICH 375 ARE FREED FROM ISRAEL THAT WE WILL SPEAK OF 17 MISSING AND
NOT 10 WESTERNERS MISSING IN LEBANON.

MR. WILSON: THE PRESIDENT SEEMED TO BE, WITHOUT MENTIONING

ISRAEL SPECIFICALLY YESTERDAY IN KENNEBUNKPORT, SEEMED TO BE PUTTING
PRESSURE ON ISRAEL TO GO AHEAD AND RELEASE THE HOSTAGES. WHAT WAS
YOUR REACTION TO THE PRESIDENT'S COMMENTS?

MR. SHILOH: WELL, WE DON'T NEED TO BE PRESSURED. THE ONE

THING WE NEED TO KNOW IS WHERE OUR PEOPLE ARE, WHETHER THEY ARE ‘
ALIVE OR WHETHER, GOD FORBID, THEY ARE NOT ALIVE. AND IF THERE IS
NEGOTIATIONS ON THE RELEASE OF PEOPLE, THEN OUR PEOPLE SHOULD BE
INCLUDED IN THE NEGOTIATIONS. NOW, I DIDN'T HEAR THE PRESIDENT

SAYING THAT THEY SHOULD NOT BE INCLUDED IN THE NEGOTIATIONS. AND I
HOPE -- IT SEEMS AS A JUST PROPOSITION THAT ISRAELIS WOULD BE TAKEN
INTO ACCOUNT IN THIS PACKAGE.

MR. WILSON: SO YOU FELT COMFORTABLE WITH WHAT THE PRESIDENT
SAID YESTERDAY. YOU FELT THAT WAS SOMETHING YOU COULD LIVE WITH.

MR. SHILOH: WELL, I DO NOT THINK THAT ISRAEL NEEDS TO BE
PRESSURIZED. ISRAEL WISHES TO SEE ALL THE HOSTAGES RELEASED, AND
ISRAEL SEES THE NECESSITY TO HAVE EVERYBODY RELEASED, INCLUDING THE
ISRAELIS. AND I THINK THIS IS A VERY SIMPLE STATED POSITION.

MR. WILSON: GIVE ME YOUR READ ON WHAT'S GOING ON IN THE

REGION RIGHT NOW. WHAT ARE SYRIA AND IRAN UP TO, NOW THAT THEY SEEM .
TO BE TRYING TO GET INTO THE UNITED STATES'S GOOD GRACES BY THE

RELEASE OF A WESTERN HOSTAGE?

MR. SHILOH: WELL, FIRSTLY, IT IS A PROOF WHAT IS HAPPENING

NOW, THAT IN FACT THIS IS NOT SOME ANONYMOUS GANG OF PEOPLE RUNNING
ABOUT THE HILLS OF LEBANON WHO ARE DOING THIS, BUT THAT THIS IS
CONCERTED AND CONDUCTED BY IRAN AND BY SYRIA, AND THAT AT THEIR WILL
AND AT THEIR WISH, THE HOSTAGES CAN BE FREED. AND THEREFORE, THE
ONUS AND IF THERE IS PRESSURE, IF THERE IS DIPLOMATIC ACTIVITY,
SHOULD BE DIRECTED TO THE IRANIANS AND TO THE SYRIANS.

MR. WILSON: I'M WONDERING; DO YOU THINK THAT THIS IS ALL

RELATED TO THE ATTEMPTS TO GET ISRAEL AND THE ARABS TO THE PEACE
TABLE, OR IS THIS SOMETHING THAT'S HAPPENING KIND OF ASIDE FROM ALL
THOSE OTHER NEGOTIATIONS?

MR. SHILOH: WELL, IT MAY BE A PACKAGE OF EVERYTHING
TOGETHER. THERE IS A RELAXATION, A CERTAIN RELAXATION. THERE IS A
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CHANGED MIDDLE EAST, A CHANGED GULF, AFTER THE WAR. YES, THE
SYRIANS SAID THEY WOULD COME TO NEGOTIATE WITH ISRAEL. ISRAEL
WISHES TO NEGOTIATE WITH THE ARABS. I THINK THAT THERE IS A FEELING
THAT THE ATMOSPHERE IS RIPE TO SOLVE SOME -- (INAUDIBLE) -- AS WELL.

MR. WILSON: WE'RE RUNNING SHORT OF TIME. ARE YOU OPTIMISTIC

ABOUT THE WAY THINGS ARE LOOKING IN THE DAYS AHEAD? DO WE REALLY
HAVE THE POTENTIAL TO HAVE PEACE IN THE MIDDLE EAST IN THE NEXT FEW
MONTHS; WITHIN A YEAR MAYBE?

MR. SHILOH: WELL, I THINK WE HAVE A GOOD CHANCE TO MEET IN
OCTOBER FOR A CONFERENCE. AND THEN WE WILL HAVE BILATERAL, ONE-ON-
ONE NEGOTIATIONS, AND THIS WILL GATHER MOMENTUM.

MR. WILSON: ALL RIGHT. MICHAEL SHILOH, THANK YOU FOR BEING
WITH US HERE THIS MORNING.

MR. SHILOH: THANK YOU. ®
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
