Q MR. SECRETARY, THE SYRIANS SAID THEY HAVE RESPONDED

FINALLY TO PRESIDENT BUSH'S LETTER. A TAPE (7) ON SYRIAN TELEVISION
SAID THEIR RESPONSE WAS UNCONDITIONAL AND POSITIVE. IS THAT, IN
FACT, THE CHARACTER OF THE SYRIAN RESPONSE?

SEC. BAKER: I WOULD CHARACTERIZE THE RESPONSE AS POSITIVE.

WE LEARNED OF IT ABOUT, I GUESS, TWO OR THREE HOURS AGO IN A
TELEPHONE CONVERSATION WITH OUR AMBASSADOR IN DAMASCUS. I HAVE ONL
BRIEFLY READ THE LETTER. IT'S QUITE LONG. BUT I DO BELIEVE THAT IT
IS FAIR TO CHARACTERIZE THE RESPONSE AS POSITIVE. I DIDN'T SEE,

WHEN I WAS READING IT, ANYTHING EXPRESSED SPECIFICALLY AS
CONDITIONS. HOWEVER, T DO THINK THAT THERE ARE IN THERE SOME
SUGGESTIONS THAT WE WILL WANT TO PROBE AND DETERMINE WHETHER OR NOT
THEY ARE IN ANY WAY CONDITIONAL. I WILL SAY THIS: I THINK THAT THE
RESPONSE THAT WE HAVE RECEIVED IN THIS LETTER TO THE PRESIDENT MOVES
THE SYRIAN GOVERNMENT FURTHER THAN THEY HAVE BEEN WILLING TO MOVE IN
ANY PEACE PROCESS EFFORT THAT I'M AWARE OF BEFORE, OR ANY
CONFERENCE.

SEC. BAKER: BUT LET US -- LET US FINISH. I'M NOT PREPARED
TO SAY THAT. LET US FINISH ANALYZING THE LETTER. WE'D LIKE TO READ

SEC. BAKER: LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, WE HAVE JUST CONCLUDED

ABOUT FOUR AND A HALF HOURS OF TALKS. AND OUR EXPERTS ARE

CONTINUING TO WORK UPSTAIRS -- THERE ARE VARIOUS ARMS CONTROL

WORKING GROUPS -- AND THEY HAVE FORMED SOME SUBGROUPS AS WELL. I
THINK THAT WE HAVE MADE PROGRESS ON SOME OF THESE ISSUES. BUT THERE
IS CLEARLY MORE WORK TO DO. WE HAVE NOT MADE PROGRESS ON OTHER
ISSUES. WE HAVE -- IN ADDITION TO DEALING WITH THE STRATEGIC ARMS .
AGREEMENT -- WE HAVE SPENT A FAIR AMOUNT OF TIME AS WELL ON THE
MIDDLE EAST PEACE PROCESS, QUESTIONS INVOLVING YUGOSLAVIA, IRAQ, THE
BALTICS, BILATERAL MATTERS, AFGHANISTAN AND CENTRAL AMERICA.

MIN. BESSMERTNYKH: WELL, I THINK YOU HAVE DESCRIBED THE

CONTENTS OF THE DISCUSSION VERY CLEARLY AND CONCISELY. WE HAVE
CONCENTRATED AT THE BEGINNING OF THIS ROUND OF TALKS TODAY OF COURSE
ON THE START TREATY. AND WE HAVE TABLED A NUMBER OF NEW IDEAS ON

THE ISSUES TO BE RESOLVED. AND THE WORKING GROUPS ARE NOW
CONCENTRATING ON THE DETAILS OF THOSE THINGS. AND WE ARE HOPING

THAT THEY WILL BE ABLE TO REPORT TO US TOMORROW ON THE RESULTS OF
THE DELIBERATIONS TONIGHT.

AND WE HAVE DISCUSSED IN A VERY GOOD AND BUSINESSLIKE AND
CONSTRUCTIVE MANNER THE REGIONAL AFFAIRS; OF COURSE THE MIDDLE EAST
SITUATION AND THE EFFORTS WE HAVE BEEN MAKING TO GET ON THE PEACE
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CONFERENCE IN THE AREA, AND SOME OF THE WORLD AREAS LIKE
AFGHANISTAN. AND WE HAVE GOT A BETTER UNDERSTANDING OF WHAT IS
HAPPENING AND WHAT WE SHALL DO NEXT. SO, I THINK THAT WE HAD A VERY
GOOD ROUND OF TALKS, AND WE SHALL HAVE -- I HOPE -- EVEN BETTER ONE
TOMORROW.

SEC. BAKER:

ON THE MIDDLE EAST PEACE PROCESS, WE REVIEWED THE SITUATION.

WE'VE HAD SOME DISCUSSIONS, AS YOU KNOW, DURING THE COURSE OF LAST
WEEK WITH PALESTINIANS FROM THE TERRITORIES. AND WE BRIEFED THE
MINISTER ON THOSE DISCUSSIONS. HE HAS HAD SOME DISCUSSION RECENTLY
WITH PALESTINIANS AND BRIEFED US ON HIS DISCUSSIONS WITH
PALESTINIANS. WE TOLD HIM WHERE WE THINK WE STAND WITH RESPECT TO
THE PROSPECTS OF GETTING AN ANSWER FROM SYRIA. AND LET ME SAY THAT.
WE'VE NOT RECEIVED SUCH AN ANSWER YET, BUT NEITHER HAS PRESIDENT
GORBACHEV RECEIVED AN ANSWER TO HIS LETTER TO PRESIDENT ASSAD. AND
WE BOTH HOPE AND BELIEVE THAT WE WILL RECEIVE AN ANSWER SHORTLY.

WITH RESPECT TO IRAQ, WE TALKED ABOUT THE SITUATION IN

NORTHERN IRAQ; THE HUMANITARIAN EFFORT THAT MEMBERS OF THE COALITION
HAVE MOUNTED THERE. WE TALKED AS WELL ABOUT THE CONSEQUENCES AND
IMPORTANCE -- THE CONSEQUENCES OF IRAQ'S REFUSAL TO COMPLY WITH
RESOLUTION 687 REGARDING THE DESTRUCTION OF ITS WEAPONS OF MASS
DESTRUCTION. AND WE TALKED ABOUT THE IMPORTANCE OF COMPLIANCE WITH
THAT RESOLUTION AND THE IMPORTANCE OF GRANTING FULL AND COMPLETE
ACCESS TO UNITED NATIONS INSPECTORS.

MIN. BESSMERTNYKH: WELL, I -- AS TO THE MIDDLE EAST, JUST A

COUPLE OF WORDS TO ADD. AS THE SECRETARY JUST SAID, WE HAVE SHARED
SOME OF THE INFORMATION ON THE CONTACTS THAT THE TWO SIDES HAVE BE
HOLDING WITH THE FUTURE PARTIES OF A PEACE CONFERENCE. AND WE STILL
HAVE SOME PROBLEMS WITH SOME OF THE PARTIES. BUT THE MAIN FACT IS
THAT WE ARE WORKING ON THAT, AND THE PARTIES ARE THINKING ABOUT WHAT
WE HAVE BEEN SUGGESTING TO THEM. AND THOUGH NOT ALL OUR QUESTIONS
HAVE BEEN ANSWERED, AND NOT ALL OUR MESSAGES HAVE BEEN RESPONDED --
BUT STILL THE PROCESS IS UNDERWAY. AND THAT IS IMPORTANT. AND WE
HAVE DECIDED -- THE TWO OF US -- TO GO ON PRESSING THE SUBJECT WITH
THE PARTIES CONCERNED. AND I HOPE THAT WE SHALL, WITH THE NEXT
CONTACTS WE ARE GOING TO HAVE WITH THEM, WE SHALL HAVE SOMETHING
MORE FOR THE PEACE CONFERENCE. AND I HOPE WE SHALL BE MORE
SUCCESSFUL.

AS TO THE IRAQ SITUATION, WE HAVE DEFINITELY CONCENTRATED ON

THE NEW LETTER THAT THE IRAQI GOVERNMENT SENT TO THE UNITED NATIONS
ABOUT THE NUCLEAR RESEARCH THEY HAD BEEN DOING. AND I HAVE TOLD THE
SECRETARY THAT THE SOVIET GOVERNMENT HAD BEEN WORKING WITH THE IRAQI
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GOVERNMENT BEFORE THEY HAVE PRESENTED THAT LETTER, INSISTING THAT
THEY SHOULD STRICTLY FOLLOW THE RESOLUTION THAT APPLIES TO THE
SITUATION. AND I HAVE ALSO INFORMED THE SECRETARY ABOUT SOME
INFORMATION WE HAVE ON THAT PARTICULAR AREA OF THE IRAQI ACTIVITIES.
SO, WE BELIEVE THAT THE UNITED NATIONS RESOLUTION SHOULD WORK, AND
IRAQ SHOULD SUBSCRIBE TO IT, AND THEY SHOULD FOLLOW IT STRICTLY.

AND WE AGREED TO BE IN TOUCH ON THE DEVELOPMENTS OVER THERE.

Q MR. MINISTER, WOULD YOUR GOVERNMENT SUPPORT THE USE OF
FORCE AGAINST IRAQ IF IT FINALLY DOES NOT COMPLY WITH THE
RESOLUTION?

MIN. BESSMERTNYKH: WELL, I THINK WE ARE TALKING NOW ABOUT
OTHER MEANS OF CORRECTING THE SITUATION, WITH THE EMPHASIS OF THE
UNITED NATIONS EFFORTS.

Q MR. SECRETARY -- (OFF MIKE) -- DISCUSSING CONSEQUENCES

ON IRAQ'S NONCOMPLIANCE. MR. MINISTER, YOU DIDN'T QUITE DISCUSS

THAT. HAVE YOU REACHED ANY AGREEMENTS, THE US AND THE SOVIET UNION,
ABOUT WHAT CONSEQUENCES MIGHT OCCUR IF IRAQ DOES NOT COMPLY? .

MIN. BESSMERTNYKH: YES. WELL, WE CAN EASILY UNDERSTAND WHAT
CONSEQUENCES WOULD BE FOR THE AREA AND FOR THE COUNTRY AND FOR THE
EFFORTS THAT HAVE BEEN TAKEN BY THE UNITED NATIONS IN THAT AREA. SO
WE DO HOPE THAT, BY EXERTED AND CONCERTED EFFORTS, WE SHALL BE ABLE
TO FIND A SOLUTION. THE SOLUTION IS THAT THE RESOLUTION BY THE
UNITED NATIONS SECURITY COUNCIL SHOULD BE STRICTLY OBSERVED.

Q MR. MINISTER, WHEN YOU SAY THAT THE SOVIET UNION HAS

TOLD THE IRAQIS TO STRICTLY FOLLOW THE UN RESOLUTION, THE US
POSITION EXPLICITLY SAYS THEIR NUCLEAR PROGRAM MUST BE DESTROYED.
IS THAT THE SOVIET POSITION AS WELL? SHOULD IRAQ BE LEFT WITH ANY
NUCLEAR WEAPONS CAPABILITY?

MIN. BESSMERTNYKH: WE DON'T THINK THAT THE NUCLEAR WEAPONS
CAPABILITY IS SOMETHING THAT ANY COUNTRY NEEDS NOW, AND OF CDURSE,.
IRAQ SHOULD NOT DO THAT.

SEC. BAKER: ALSO, I MIGHT JUST POINT OUT FURTHER IN ANSWER

TO THAT, THE UNITED NATIONS SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION CALLS FOR
THE DESTRUCTION OF NUCLEAR WEAPONS CAPABILITIES IF THERE ARE ANY.

WORKING COMMITTEE -ON LOAN GUARANTEES
MEETING SUMMARY

JULY 1, 1991

Participants: Shula Bahat, Carolyn Greene, Malcolm Hoenlein, Ken Jacobson, Ester Kurz, Martin

COORDINATION

Malcolm reported that the executives of agencies represented on the
Working Committee had agreed to assign a senior executive to halp. ’
coordinate the nationwide mobilization for the absorption locan™ -
program. Members of the Working Committee each agreed to assume
responsibility for coordinating specific aspects of the mobilization;
an outside professional will not be retained at this .time, although
a facilitator will be hired to provide support seqﬁices. Overall

coordination for the Committee will remain with the Conference of
Presidents.

The task of the Committee is to develop and implement a strategy,
informed by the comprehensive mobilization memorandum prepared by Al
Chernin. Community activity will culminate in "fly-ins" to
Washington of leadership and grass-roots, a massive letter-writing

campaign to members of Congress visitations during recess and an
educaticnal campaign for the general public.

The Presidents Conference will convene a meeting of the Working
Committee every week through September. Specific assignments will be
agreed upon and committee members will report back at each meeting.
The Working Committee will make recommendations to the larger Tas

Force for implementation by all agencies. Meetings in September will
alternate between Washington and New York.

WASHINGTON UPDATE (ADMINISTRATION AND CONGRESS)
Ester noted that some members of Congress have already communicated
support for the loan guarantees. However, Senate and House

leadership including the chairmen and ranking members of the
Appropriations and Budget Committees have made no commitments. It is

vital that influential members commit early to help develop a
favorable strategy.

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Several key players have indicated a willingness to work with the
Administration, which may seek to impose tough constraints on the
progran. Cooperating with the Administration on political and
economic issues related to either authorizing or implementing the
gquarantees frees Congress from the onus of legislating conditions for
fhe use of the borrowed funds. The political issues include Israel's
response to the peace process and settlements.

on the economic side, some argue that Israel can not absorb $10
billion in loans, bolstering the case for a higher scoring
percentage, or for a delay in authorization until economic reforms
necessary for loans to be effective are in place. (Robert
Lowenberg's op ed made this point.) Some individuals in the Egnance
Ministry and others contend that such steps are necessary to
accelerate privatization of Israel's industry. There is evidence of
growing support for the guarantees being used as leverage for these
reforms.

It is also possible that the economic linkage could be used as 2
cover for political issues.

Scoring of the guarantees will be handled by OMB. The leadership of
the Senate and House Appropriations Committees is amenable to
following the Administration's lead on the scoring. Some of Israel's
staunchest Congressional allies have proposed less than optimal
terms. Sen. Daniel Inouye has suggested that administrative fees be
deducted coming from Israel's ESF, or that these fees be added on to
the loan for repayment by Israel. Israel might be asked to pay an
amount equal to that which would be scored. While there are
precedents for returning such sums in another configuration, this
determination requires the support of the House and Senate
Appropriations Committees.

Tt is crucial that we learn more about the decision-making process.
AIPAC is following-up.

It was noted that White House domestic affairs advisors are
recommending that the Administration aveid a confrontation over an
issue which is essentially humanitarian. Foreign policy staffers,
however, are advocates linkage. Some present suggested that the
Administration felt Israel has not honored agreements regarding the
$400 million in guarantees, and that their ire over new settlements
and Israel's failure to file reports might be used to persuade

Congress not to authorize the guarantees or to impose stringent
conditions.

Malcolm reported that he had raised the guarantees with Gov. John
Sununu, noting that it would be in the interest of both the
Administration and the Jewish community to avoid a major disagreement
on this matter. Gov. Sununu said the President has been asking his
staff to present a strategy and timetable for considering the
guarantees, but no decisions have been made. He promised that the
Administration would not "let the clock run out.™ The guarantees are
already on the agenda of the State Department and the NSC.
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AIPAC is holding a workshop for congressional staff on Sept. 4 or 5.
Recommendations for presenters should be made to Ester. ;

The ADL is planning a photo exhibit in rotunda of Congress, which
documents the rescue of Ethiopian Jewry. Reps. Gary Ackerman and Ben
cardin also are discussing an exhibit focussing on Ethiopian Jewry.
An Israeli exhibition on a similar theme will also be brought to the
United States.

A speakers pool will be developed to help educate community groups
and conference/convention participants.

MOBILIZING KEY CONTACTS

Agencies which have honored key political, business, labor and civic
leaders or whose members have contacts to influential individuals are
asked to share the information with the Working Committee, so that
contacts can be established in each state. Committee members will
review key contacts in each state at the next meeting on July 10.
Soviet Jewry activists can-play an important role in this endeavor.

The ADL and AJ Committee assumed responsibility for coordinating
outreach to the Christian community, working with NJCRAC, the
Synagogue Council and others.

It was suggested that efforts be made to involve members of the
banking and financial community, whose institutions will benefit from
providing the loans. Bob Rubin (Goldman-Sachs) and Alan Greenberg
(Bear Sterns) may be helpful. AJC and the Presidents Conference will
follow=-up.

The Conference will also follow-up with organizations which work with
unions and labor leaders.

Presentation :

Concern about the issue of absorption of Soviet Jews in Israel must
be created by drawing press attention to several human interest

stories. The New York Times Magazine has expressed interest in a
particular case. Agencies' Jerusalem offices and the Israel

Government Press office should direct Jerusalem press corps to
compelling positive stories. It was noted that the foreign press
knows the problems and that there was a need for caution.

Once the media begins to cover the question of loan gquarantees more
closely, the Jewish community must monitor the press carefully and
take an assertive stance. Retaining a public relations firm to
assist in this endeavor remains an option.

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But you have-already determined that you will not agree to such a
conference.

We do not need a conference. We oppose it now just as we did in the
past. We see it as evading direct negotiations. It opposes cur
position and conforms to the Arabs' stance.

When you say that the U.S. is not being short-tempered with us, does
that also apply to the settlement issue?

The Americans are ocpposed to Jewish settlement in disputed areas, but
this cannot be seen as short-temperedness. It is a dispute.

And in light of this dispute, is it worth continuing the settlements
which the U.S. sees as a provocation and endanger the American loan
guarantees for immigrant absorption?

There is no need for provocation. This word has to be taken out of the
dictionary and from the rules of behavior. Wwhen there are
disagreements, they must be dealt with.

To put it more directly: are you prepared to give up the American .
guarantees in exchange for the continuing momentum of settlement )
[building]?

I do not know who came up with the idea of guarantees. It seems to me
that it in fact stems from American sources. Of course, we need a lot
of assistance for immigrant absorption from whoever can provide us with
such aid. Europe must also participate in this. It is a top priority
humanitarian undertaking. It is an obligation and privilege for any
civilized country to participate in. €ovu)

Will new immigrants be directed to settlements?

The immigrants will not be directed to disputed settlements because we
committed ourselves not to.

Doesn't the continued construction in Judea, Samaria and Gaza move King
Hussein further away from the negotiating table?

Each of the two countries has clear positions and each knows the .
positions of the other.

There were signs that King Hussein was willing to meet with you and join
the negotiations. This is no longer talked about. Why?

Even when it is talked about, it does not necessarily mean that there

will be a meeting tomorrow. There is no connection between what is said

and what is not said.

In the past, you met secretly with King Hussein. what is missing in
order for these meetings to take place in the light of day?
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Meanwhile, an undisclosed number of Soviet
Jews who immigrated to Israel in the. past two
years have returned to the Soviet Union in recent
months because of absorption problems, lack of
Jobs in their professions and lack of housing.

Some who came here without Soviet pass-
poris are trying to obtain temporary laissez
passer documents to return to their former homes,

There is also reason for concern that Soviet
Jews, especially professionals, will be attracted to
other countries seeking highly skilled people.

A typical case is that of 2 woman who came
here from Soviet Georgia a year ago and works as
a cleaning woman to make ends mest.

She says her husband did well as 3 dentist
in their hometown, where, she claims, they owned
2 large house and two cars But in Israel, her
husband cannot find work because of the low
regard for Soviet dental training.

The woman warks mornings at = pharmacy
and afterncons as domestic help in order to earn
the $300 a month her family pays for a two-room
apartmenat on Herzl Street, in a rundown section
of Tel Aviv.

She says she and her 2l-year-old daughter
regret coming to lsrael, “Maybe we should g0
back, even though we have nothing left there
because we had to sell everything before we

left,” the woman said. They would return “if we
could pay back the debts we have already amassed
here," she said.

The woman said she has a house guest, 2
relative from one of the Baltic republics, who
came on a Soviet passport and Israeli tourist visa.

She likes Israel, the woman said, but is
uncertain about immigration because of the diffi-
culty of finding a job in her profession as a
construction engineer,

Science and Energy Minister Yuval Neeman
and other officials say they are worried about a
reported decision by the government of Brazil 1o
allocate $100 million to absorb immigrant scien-
tists and professionals in that country,

They warn that if Israel does not take
adequate steps, it not only will fail to attract
trained professionals from the Soviet Unien but
will lose those who have already come here,

As we pay tribute to the heroic actions of our military
forces in defeating the Iragl threat, it is important to reflect
on how different the outcoma may have been if Saddum Hussein had
possessed the capability to uge nuclear weapons. Thankfully, the
Israell Alr Force on June -7, 1981 get back that capability and
prevented a scenario for a nuclear Armageddon in the Middle Fast.

Many exparte claimed that Irag was within one to three years
of developing and producing nuclear Weapons., Morecver, Irag
already possessed a delivery capability via ita jet. bombers and
short-range surface-to-surface misgiles and was working on an
accelerated weapons development program to develop a medium-rangs
missile that could carry an unconventional warhead welghing up to
1,100 pounds. Thers was little doubt that the Iragi nuclear
threat was ominous and growing.

Prior to and following the Izagl invasion of Fuwait, Iragl
President Hussein threatened to uss weapons of mase destruction
against both neighboring Arab countrles and Israsl.

Mr. Speaker, 1 am introducing legislation today to rohibit the awarding of
overnment contracts to foreign firms that comply with the Arab boycott of Tirael, A
oreign firm bidding for a contract would have to certify that it does do not comply witl

the boycott, The department of 2 ency awarding a contract would have to determine that
a foreign firm does not honor the boycott.

The Arab boyestt was imposed in 1948 against Israel and any individual or
company which trades or invests il larael, The boycott isolates Israel and greatly weakens
its economy. The boycott 18 the equivalent of economic warfare against Tsrael, costing

r

aver $500 million annually in lost commerce. .
LS. firms who invest in or export to Israel are also at a competitiye disadvantage
because of the boyeott. Just recently over 400 U.S. firms were added to the /Arab
blacklist. Although L.S. law prohibits compliance with the boyeott, most othur nations do
not have simijar faws. There is simply no ustification for the government t¢ do business
with & foreign firm that would be in Yiolation of U.S. law if it wes headquartered in this
country.

It is an outrage that our Arab partners in the war a ainst Irag continue to impuse
a boycott against 1srael and U.S. firms that do susiness with Israel. The U.S putits
soldfers on the line to protect the sovereignty of the Arab nations and Israel showed
patience and restraint during the war. The very businesses that are being dincriminated
:;gaimt may well be the same firms that were making products used in the war against
raq. :

The President must, in the aftermath of the war with [raq, create an international
consensus 1 end the boycott. This legisiation will give him additional leverage to use in
achieving that objective. 1n 1950, over $7 billion was awarded to foreign firms for defense

contracls, a large pool of money that should be examined 1o ses whether or not the firms .
involved comply with the boycotl. .

An end to the buycott would ok:m trade 2nd investment opporiunities 10 U.S firms.
[t would represent an important brea through in the Middle East peace process.

I urge my colleagues to supporl this legislation.

PRESIDENT BUSH: LET ME BEGIN WITH A STATEMENT AND THEN I WILL
TAKE A FEW QUESTIONS.

FIRST, LET ME STATE THAT APARTHEID MUST BE ELIMINATED AND WE'VE
WORKED WITH THE NATIONS OF THE WORLD TO BRING AN END TO THIS SYSTEM
OF RACIAL PREJUDICE BY EVERY MEANS POSSIBLE. POLITICAL AND ECONOMIC
PRESSURE HAD BEEN BROUGHT AGAINST THE GOVERNMENT OF SOUTH AFRICA BY
THE UNITED STATES AND BY OTHER NATIONS FOR THE LAST SEVERAL YEARS

ONE, WE'RE COMPLYING WITH THE LAW YOU PEOPLE WROTE, AND SECONDLY, I
HAPPEN TO THINK IT'S THE RIGHT THING TO DO. I BELIEVE THAT THIS
WILL RESULT IN MORE PROGRESS TOWARD RACIAL EQUITY INSTEAD OF LESS,
AND CERTAINLY IN MORE ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY RATHER THAN LESS. SO THE
TIME HAS COME TO DO IT.

Q MR. PRESIDENT, ARE YOU WILLING NOW TO ACKNOWLEDGE THAT
YOU WERE WRONG ON THE QUESTION OF SANCTIONS, WHICH YOU OPPOSED?

PRESIDENT BUSH: NOPE.

Q AND YOU SEEM TO THINK THAT THEY'RE PRETTY GOOD FOR IRAN
AND IRAQ.
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PRESIDENT BUSH: THE ANSWER IS NO.

Q DO YOU THINK NONE OF THIS PROGRESS CAME AS A RESULT OF
OUR TIGHTENING THE SCREWS?

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I CAN'T SAY THAT. NO, IN FAIRNESS, I

CAN'T SAY THAT NONE CAME AS A RESULT OF THAT. BUT I THINK WHAT
REALLY TURNED THE DIFFERENCE IS WHEN SOUTH AFRICA CAME IN WITH A NEW
REGIME AND THEY DECIDED TO MOVE FORWARD. BUT I DON'T THINK IT WAS
STRICTLY BECAUSE THEY WANTED TO GET RID OF TWO SANCTIONS WHILE
OTHERS REMAINED.

Q WELL, IT WASN'T THE PRESIDENT -- THEY'VE HAD A MAMMOTH
CHANGE IN THE WHOLE SOCIETY.

PRESIDENT BUSH: NO QUESTION. NO QUESTION ABOUT IT. BUT
YOU'RE SAYING DO I CREDIT SANCTIONS TOTALLY, AND THE ANSWER IS HU..

Q I DIDN'T SAY TOTALLY.
PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I DID. (LAUGHTER.)

Q MR. PRESIDENT, SENATOR MITCHELL SAID A COUPLE OF DAYS AGO

THAT HE THOUGHT THAT YOU BELIEVED IN QUOTAS FOR EVERYONE BUT
YOURSELF AND EVERYONE BUT SUPREME COURT NOMINATIONS. HE WAS

REFERRING TO YOUR NOMINATION OF JUDGE THOMAS --

PRESIDENT BUSH: YEAH.

Q -- TO THE SUPREME COURT. AND HIS REMARK SEEMS TO REFLECT

SOME WIDESPREAD DISBELIEF THAT JUDGE THOMAS'S RACE HAD NOTHING TO DO
WITH HIS CHOICE. AND I WONDERED IF YOU MIGHT TAKE ANOTHER CRACK AT
1T, ‘l’
PRESIDENT BUSH: I WAS TRYING TO THINK IF SENATOR MITCHELL,

WHERE HE WAS WHEN LYNDON JOHNSON PUT MARSHALL ON THE COURT. I CAN'T
REMEMBER WHETHER HE ACCUSED LYNDON JOHNSON OF A QUOTA. I DON'T

THINK HE WAS IN CONGRESS THEN, BUT I'D BE -- IT'D BE INTERESTING TO
GO BACK AND LOOK AT IT IN HISTORY.

I DON'T THINK HE SAID IT WAS A QUOTA. IN MY VIEW, THIS ISN'T A

QUOTA APPOINTMENT, I SAID UP THERE IN MAINE AND I STILL FEEL THAT --
I FEEL MORE STRONGLY THAN EVER THAT IT IS THE RIGHT THING AT THE
RIGHT TIME, TO USE AN EXPRESSION THAT LYNDON HIMSELF USED. AND SO,
YOU KNOW, WE'RE TAKING ON SOME WATER ON THIS, A LITTLE, FEW SHOTS,
BUT I HAVE AN INNATE CONFIDENCE THAT THIS MAN WILL BE CONFIRMED AND
THE REASON HE WILL BE IS THAT HE DESERVES TO BE CONFIRMED. AND I'LL
TELL YOU -- I DON'T WANT TO TAKE TOO MUCH TIME ON THIS ANSWER BUT
OUT THERE WHEN I MENTIONED THIS IN MISSOURI THE OTHER DAY ON THE

FOURTH OF JULY, THERE WAS A UNANIMOUS RESPONSE FROM THE PEOPLE IN
TERMS OF SUPPORT -- MISSOURI SUPPORT FOR THIS MAN.
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SO I THINK IT WILL BE WELL -- IS WELL RECEIVED.

Q QUOTA OR NOT, SIR, CAN YOU REALLY SAY THAT HIS RACE HAD
NOTHING TO DO WITH IT?

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I THINK I INDICATED UP IN MAINE THAT, SO
MUCH THE BETTER, BUT I'M NOT GOING TO SAY IT'S A QUOTA APPOINTMENT.
I DON'T BELIEVE THAT ONE SEAT SHOULD BE ASSIGNED TO ONE GROUP OF
ANY KIND.

Q MR. PRESIDENT, I WOULD LIKE TO ASK YOU ABOUT ANOTHER
APPOINTMENT. DO YOU PLAN TO NOMINATE ALAN GREENSPAN FOR A SECOND
TERM AS CHAIRMAN OF THE FED?

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, T HAVE A VERY HIGH REGARD FOR HIM AND I
WANT TO ANNOUNCE A DECISION ON THAT VERY SOON.

Q WHEN WILL THAT BE COMING, SIR? .

PRESIDENT BUSH: CAN'T TELL -- CAN'T HELP YOU ON THE EXACT

TIMING. I'VE GOT A VERY BUSY SCHEDULE. (LAUGHTER.) PLEASE. I'M
TERRIBLY BUSY. I'M TRYING TO GO EUROPE AND WE'RE CANCELLING ALL
KINDS OF -- REALLY, IT IS HECTIC AROUND HERE. BUT IT IS A KEY -- IT
IS VERY -- (LAUGHTER) -- IT'S MAD, IT'S A JUNGLE OUT THERE. IT IS
VERY MAD. IT'S A VERY IMPORTANT APPOINTMENT AND I THINK SOME OF
THESE STORIES, THESE UNDERSTANDABLE KIND OF COUCH ANALYSIS STORIES
ON WHAT WE'RE DOING ABOUT ALAN GREENSPAN IS RIDICULOUS. I'VE
EXPRESSED A HIGH REGARD FOR HIM BEFORE. I'LL EXPRESS A HIGH REGARD
FOR HIM HERE. THE THING DOESN'T COME UP TILL MID-AUGUST, I BELIEVE.
BUT I WANT TO, BECAUSE THERE'S BEEN SOME KIND OF UGLY SPECULATION,
I'D LIKE TO MOVE VERY SOON ON IT. SO YOU DO HAVE AN INFLUENCE ON
TIMING THINGS. NOT YOU, BUT EVERYBODY OUT THERE.

Q ON ANOTHER APPOINTMENT, MR. GATES TO THE CIA,

ACCORDING TO TESTIMONY YESTERDAY FROM MR. FIERS, BOTH CASEY AND
GATES' SUBORDINATE APPARENTLY -- CLAIR GEORGE -- APPARENTLY DID KNOW
ABOUT THE IRAN-CONTRA AFFAIR BEFORE MR. GATES ACKNOWLEDGES THAT HE
KNEW. DOES THIS NEW INFORMATION GIVE YOU ANY PAUSE AT ALL? AND DO
YOU THINK THAT IT MAY IMPERIL HIS NOMINATION?

PRESIDENT BUSH: ABSOLUTELY NONE. ABSOLUTELY NONE. IT GIVES

ME A CHANCE TO REAFFIRM FULLY, TOTALLY, MY COMPLETE SUPPORT FOR THIS
OUTSTANDING INDIVIDUAL WHO WILL BE CONFIRMED AND WHO WILL BE A GREAT
DIRECTOR OF CENTRAL INTELLIGENCE. SO, IT REALLY HASN'T -- AND I

JUST -- ALL I'VE SEEN ABOUT IT WAS SOME REPORTS IN I THINK IT WAS
TODAY'S PAPER, BUT I DIDN'T SEE ANYTHING IN ANY OF THE -- JUST
READING THE PAPER THAT WOULD LESSEN MY CONFIDENCE IN GATES OR IN ANY
WAY IMPLICATE GATES IN SOMETHING THAT WAS NOT RIGHT.

Q DID YOU DISCUSS IT SPECIFICALLY WITH HIM? WHAT --
PRESIDENT BUSH: WITH BOB? WELL, ONLY THIS MORNING, TO SAY,
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"HEY, YOU'RE MY MAN. I'M ALL FOR YOU. AND DON'T LET 'EM GET YOU
DOWN. "

Q MR. PRESIDENT --

PRESIDENT BUSH: BECAUSE HE'S GOING TO -- HE'S GOOD, AND HE'LL
BE OUTSTANDING TO BE THE DIRECTOR OF CENTRAL INTELLIGENCE.

Q SIR, WHETHER YOU'RE RIGHT OR WRONG, ARE YOU CONCERNED
WHAT BLACKS AND OTHER MINORITIES MAY THINK ABOUT SOME OF YOUR RECENT
DECISIONS --

PRESIDENT BUSH: YES.

Q YOU'RE LIFTING SANCTIONS ON SOUTH AFRICA; YOU'VE CHOSEN A

SUPREME COURT NOMINEE, WHO, ALTHOUGH BLACK HIMSELF, IS UNPOPULAR
AMONG A LOT OF CIVIL RIGHTS ORGANIZATIONS; AND YOU'VE GOT A SENATOR
IN YOUR OWN PARTY IN JOHN DANFORTH WHO SAYS THIS WHITE HOUSE, AND
MR. SUNUNU IN PARTICULAR, IS TOO RIGID ON A CIVIL RIGHTS COMPROMIS
IF YOU WERE A BLACK OR A MEMBER OF A MINORITY, WOULDN'T YOU THINK
THAT GEORGE BUSH IS GETTING AWAY FROM LEE ATWATER'S IDEA OF REACHING
OUT TO BLACKS?

PRESIDENT BUSH: YES, I'LL BE HONEST WITH YOU, I WOULD.
BECAUSE IF I BELIEVED EVERYTHING YOU CITED, I WOULD BE CONCERNED
ABOUT THAT. BUT I THINK THAT WE WILL PREVAIL.

FRANKLY, I THINK CLARENCE THOMAS' APPOINTMENT IS A GOOD -- WILL

BE WELL-RECEIVED IN THE BLACK COMMUNITY. YOU PUT IT, T THINK, JOHN,
IN TERMS OF HOW DO SOME OF THESE BIG ORGANIZATIONS THAT THINK THEY
SPEAK FOR ALL BLACKS FEEL. AND, YES, THERE HAVE BEEN SOME

CONCERNS, AND, YES, I'D BE CONCERNED IF CONSTANT CRITICISM ERODED
WHAT I FEEL IS A COMMITMENT TO CIVIL RIGHTS HERE. AND -- BUT I -- I
THINK, AS YOU PUT DOWN THE APPOINTMENT OF AN OUTSTANDING BLACK TO THE
COURT AND SAY THAT CIVIL RIGHTS GROUPS DON'T LIKE IT IS SOMETHING .
THAT SHOWS THAT WE'RE NOT FOR CIVIL RIGHTS, I'M VERY SORRY, I WOULD
VEHEMENTLY DISAGREE WITH THAT.

IN TERMS OF A CIVIL RIGHTS BILL, IF THEY WANT TO PASS ONE, PASS
MINE. PASS MINE. NOW! AND IT MOVES AGAINST DISCRIMINATION IN THE
WORK PLACE. AND YOU DON'T HEAR ANYTHING ABOUT IT BECAUSE OTHERS
WANT TO DO SOMETHING THAT WE CAN'T ACCEPT. AND I'VE REPEATED OVER
AND OVER AGAIN WHAT THE PROBLEM IS. BUT IT'S A GOOD CIVIL RIGHTS
BILL, AND IF YOU CAN'T TAKE -- I'D SAY TO SOME OF THESE CRITICS OUT
THERE, IF YOU CAN'T TAKE 100 STEPS, TAKE 85, 89, AND THEN LET'S GO
BACK AND REASON TOGETHER AND TRY TO GET THE REST DONE.

WHAT WAS THE OTHER POINT?
Q WELE, LET"S SEE =
PRESIDENT BUSH: CLARENCE THOMAS -- (LAUGHTER) -- CLARENCE

Q SOUTH AFRICAN SANCTIONS.

PRESIDENT BUSH: SOUTH AFRICAN SANCTIONS. NO, I THINK THAT'LL

GO OVER WELL. I THINK THE CONGRESS LAID DOWN THE LAW. I AM
IMPLEMENTING THE LAW. BUT YOUR QUESTION WAS A DIFFERENT ONE. YOUR
QUESTION IS DO YOU GET CONCERN?

Q PERCEPTION.

PRESIDENT BUSH: YEAH, THE PERCEPTION. AND, YES, I'M CONCERNED

ABOUT THAT BECAUSE I KNOW WHAT'S IN MY HEART, I KNOW WHAT OUR RECORD
IS, T KNOW WHAT I FEEL, AND I KNOW WHAT I THINK IS RIGHT. AND --

BUT IF THERE'S A POUNDING AWAY FROM LEADERS THAT CLAIM TO SPEAK FOR
ALL THE BLACK COMMUNITY, YES, IT WORRIES ME.

Q SIR, JUST ON THE FLOOR OF THE SENATE TODAY -- BILL
BRADLEY SAID THIS JUST A SHORT TIME AGO, SPEAKING OF GEORGE BUSH -'.
"IN 1988 YOU USED THE WILLIE HORTON AD TO DIVIDE WHITE AND BLACK
VOTERS AND APPEAL TO FEAR. NOW, BASED ON YOUR REMARKS ABOUT THE

1991 CIVIL RIGHTS BILL, YOU HAVE BEGUN TO DO THE SAME THING AGAIN."
THAT'S BILL BRADLEY.

PRESIDENT BUSH: YES, I KNOW. AND I DON'T LIKE THAT. I DON'T

AGREE WITH IT, TOTALLY. I DIDN'T USE ANY WILLIE HORTON AD OF THAT
NATURE, EITHER. THAT'S BECOME PART OF THE LIBERAL ATTEMPT TO REVISE
-= REVISE -- WHAT'S THAT STATEMENT THEY USE UP IN CONGRESS, "I'D
LIKE TO REVISE MY REMARKS," AND -- YOU KNOW -- "EXTEND AND REVISE MY
REMARKS." I MEAN THAT'S JUST GROSSLY UNFAIR. THE POINT ON WILLIE
HORTON WAS NOT WILLIE HORTON HIMSELF, THE POINT WAS DO YOU BELIEVE
IN A FURLOUGH PROGRAM THAT RELEASES PEOPLE FROM JAIL SO THEY CAN GO
OUT AND RAPE, PILLAGE AND PLUNDER AGAIN. THAT'S WHAT THE ISSUE WAS.
AND THANK GOD WE HAVE MADE SOME PROGRESS INCIDENTALLY IN OUR JUSTICE

BUT I THINK THE AMERICAN PEOPLE ARE FAIR AND I THINK THEY KNOW

I WANT A CIVIL RIGHTS BILL. AND I THINK THEY SEE THAT IN APPOINTING
CLARENCE THOMAS, OR NOMINATING CLARENCE THOMAS THAT I AM TRYING TO
GET THE BEST PERSON. IF HE'S BLACK WE ARE NOT GOING TO DISCRIMINATE
AGAINST THAT, AND HE IS THE BEST AND HE IS VERY GOOD. BUT PART OF
HIS PROBLEM IS THAT HE COMES AT SOME OF THESE ISSUES IN A WAY A
LITTLE DIFFERENT THAN A VERY LIBERAL SENATOR FROM NEW JERSEY WOULD

WE'VE GOT A GOOD CIVIL RIGHTS BILL. DON'T LISTEN TO ALL THESE
PEOPLE OUT THERE THAT SAY IT'S BAD. PUT THIS ONE INTO EFFECT.
LET'S TAKE A STEP TOGETHER AND TRY. SO I -- BUT -- YOU KNOW, I'VE
GOT TO KEEP DOING THIS, SAYING THIS SO PEOPLE UNDERSTAND HOW (I'M
FEELING 7).

Q MR. PRESIDENT, ONE OF THE CRITICISMS OF LIFTING THE

SANCTIONS IS IT WILL LIMIT THE INFLUENCE THE US HAS OVER CONTINUING
THE END OF APARTHEID. HOW DO YOU ANSWER THAT, AND IF YOU SAY THAT
THE US CAN CONTINUE DIPLOMATIC PRESSURE, WAS THERE ANY SUCCESS IN
THE DIPLOMATIC AREA DURING THE PERIOD THE SANCTIONS WERE IN EFFECT
THAT YOU CAN POINT TO?

PRESIDENT BUSH: I (SEE OR SAY ?7) SANCTIONS CONTINUING, SOME .
ARE, SOME HAVE BEEN LIFTED. AND WE ARE GOING TO ENGAGE, CONSULTING
WITH MR. MANDELA, AND WE ARE GOING TO CONTINUE ENGAGED IN TALKING

T0 CHIEF BUTHELEZI, AND WE ARE GOING TO CONTINUE TO BE ENGAGED BY
TALKING TO MR. DE KLERK. IN TERMS OF CAN I POINT TO SOMETHING, I

CAN ONLY POINT TO THE REAL CHANGE IN SOUTH AFRICA TAKING PLACE
BECAUSE OF MR. DE KLERK HIMSELF AND SOME OF HIS ASSOCIATES WHO HAVE

A VERY DIFFERENT APPROACH TO EQUITY IN RACE

AND TO THE ELIMINATION OF APARTHEID THAN HIS PREDECESSORS.

YOU KNOW, SOMEBODY ASKED THE QUESTION, AND WHILE I'M NOT SURE

OF THE ANSWER I GAVE, I CAN'T SAY THAT SANCTIONS HAD NO EFFECT; BUT
I THINK FAR MORE IMPORTANT THAN SANCTIONS WAS THE FACT THAT YOU HAD
A FORWARD-LOOKING MAN OF MR. DE KLERK'S STATURE, WHO RELEASED MR.
MANDELA FROM JAIL AND DECIDED TO GO FORWARD IN CONSULTATION. AND I
CAN'T SAY THAT MR. DE KLERK DID THAT BECAUSE OF ECONOMIC SANCTIONS.

Q MR. PRESIDENT, YOUR DOMESTIC POLICY STAFF IS LOOKING

AT THE TITLE X REGULATIONS THAT AFFECT WHETHER DOCTORS CAN MENTION
ABORTION AS AN OPTION FOR WOMEN WHO COME TO FAMILY PLANNING CLINICS.
ARE YOU AMENABLE TO A COMPROMISE ON THIS ISSUE?

PRESIDENT BUSH: LISTEN; IF SOME COMPROMISE CAN BE WORKED OQUT
THAT I FIND ACCEPTABLE, ABSOLUTELY.

Q WELL, COULD YOU DESCRIBE THE KIND OF COMPROMISE --

PRESIDENT BUSH: NO, T CAN'T DESCRIBE IT FOR YOU BECAUSE I

HAVEN'T FOUND SUCH A COMPROMISE YET. MY POSITION IS WELL KNOWN, OFT
STATED, OPEN, AND I'M NOT GOING TO CHANGE MY FUNDAMENTAL POSITION.
NOW, IF THERE'S SOMETHING THAT CAN BE WORKED OUT, CAN BE RESOLVED,
S0 MUCH THE BETTER.

Q THE US HAS HAD A COUPLE OF DAYS NOW TO ANALYZE THE
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29-PAGE DOCUMENT RELEASED BY SADDAM HUSSEIN DETAILING IRAQ'S NUCLEAR
HOLDINGS. ARE YOU CONVINCED AT THIS POINT THAT HE'S COME CLEAN, OR
DO YOU THINK HE'S --

PRESIDENT BUSH: NO.

Q -- DO YOU THINK HE'S STILL HIDING A NUCLEAR WEAPONS
CAPABILITY, AND WHAT CAN THE US DO ABOUT IT?

PRESIDENT BUSH: THE ANSWERS TO YOUR QUESTIONS ARE NOPE AND

YEP. NO, I'M NOT CONVINCED THAT IT'S TOTAL, AND YES, I DO FEEL THAT
THERE'S STILL REASON TO BELIEVE THAT HE IS HIDING AND HAS NOT COME
TOTALLY CLEAN. NOW, DO I VIEW THIS STEP FAVORABLY, HIS CONFESSING

TO THAT WHICH HE HAS DENIED OVER AND OVER AGAIN? YES, I THINK

THAT'S PROGRESS. BUT WE WILL BE WATCHING THIS VERY CAREFULLY. I'VE
BEEN HAVING CONSULTATIONS WITH LEADERS, ALREADY TWO MAJOR LEADERS,
AROUND THE WORLD, MULRONEY YESTERDAY, MUBARAK TODAY. I'LL BE TALKING
TO OTHERS IN THE NEXT DAY OR TWO ABOUT THIS IRAQ SITUATION, AND I
ANTICIPATING A UNANIMOUS VIEW THAT WE'VE GOT TO KEEP OUR EYES WIDE
OPEN AN NOT BE LULLED BY SOME LETTER OR SOME VERY BELATED OFFERING
FROM SADDAM HUSSEIN THAT HE IS NOW WILLING TO DO THAT WHICH HE IS --
SHOULD HAVE DONE A LONG TIME AGO.

SO I'M VERY SKEPTICAL, BUT I WOULD HAVE TO SAY THAT THE LETTER

IS PROGRESS. AND I AM CONVINCED THAT THE COALITION AND THE MAJOR
COUNTRIES THAT WE'VE BEEN DEALING WITH ON THIS WILL BE LOOKING AT
THE PROBLEM THE SAME WAY I AM. WHEN YOU'RE DEALING WITH NUCLEAR,
WITH YOU'RE DEALING WITH PROLIFERATION OF NUCLEAR IN THE AREA, THAT
IS A SUBJECT THAT REALLY GETS PEOPLE'S ATTENTION. SOME OTHER
DEVIATION BY SADDAM HUSSEIN MIGHT HAVE BEEN LESS -- LESS UNITING OF
COALITION FORCES AND OTHER FORCES AROUND THE WORLD. BUT WHEN YOU'RE
DEALING WITH HIDING AND CHEATING AND LYING ON NUCLEAR MATTERS, I
THINK ALMOST EVERY COUNTRY IS VERY, VERY CONCERNED.

Q MR. PRESIDENT, A FOLLOW-UP, PLEASE. PRIOR TO THE WAR .
WITH IRAQ, YOU EXPRESSED CONCERN THAT SADDAM HUSSEIN MAY NOT BE
GETTING THE MESSAGE FROM THE UNITED STATES THAT THE US IS SERIOUS IN
TURNING BACK THE AGGRESSION. HE WAS PRETTY QUICK TO REACT THIS TIME
AROUND AFTER THERE WERE REPORTS THAT YOU REFUSED TO RULE OUT

MILITARY ACTION. DO YOU THINK HE GOT THE MESSAGE THIS TIME?

PRESIDENT BUSH: I AM -- I CERTAINLY PUT IT THIS WAY, I'M

HOPEFUL THAT HE GOT THE MESSAGE, BECAUSE WE'RE DEADLY SERIOUS.

BROUGHT THE RENEWED THREAT OF MILITARY ACTION BY THE UNITED STATES,
DO YOU NOW FEEL THAT YOU STOPPED THE GROUND WAR TOO SOON AND SHOULD
HAVE PRESSED ON EITHER TO BAGHDAD OR UNTIL SADDAM WAS OVERTHROWN?

PRESIDENT BUSH: NO, I DON'T. AND THE REASON I DON'T IS THAT

MUCH OF THE LEGALITY OF THE STEPS WE'VE TAKEN CAME THROUGH

Q THANK YOU, SIR. AT THE BEGINNING OF THE -- AS THE WAR,

THE GULF WAR GOT CLOSER YOU SENSED THAT SADDAM HUSSEIN WASN'T
GETTING ENOUGH INFORMATION THAT OUR THREAT WAS REAL. THERE HAVE
BEEN REPORTS NOW, AS YOU WERE TALKING ABOUT, ABOUT POTENTIAL
MILITARY ACTION AGAIN. DO YOU THINK HE'S IN THE DARK, STILL?

PRESIDENT BUSH: I DON'T KNOW ON THIS QUESTION. BUT YOU'RE

RIGHT, I WAS REMINISCING HERE AS I HIT WALKER'S POINT A COUPLE OF
DAYS AGO THAT THERE WERE TWO POINTS THAT I STILL AM CONVINCED OF AS
THIS -- AS THE PRE-BATTLE PERIOD WENT ON. ONE, THAT HE DIDN'T THINK
THAT WE WERE FOR REAL ON THIS. AND SECONDLY, THAT HE THOUGHT HE
COULD PREVAIL, AT LEAST ENOUGH TO HAVE A STANDOFF IN THE DESERT AND
BE THE HERO OF CERTAIN PARTS OF THE WORLD OVER THERE. HE WAS WRONG
ON BOTH COUNTS. AND IF HE ASSUMES THAT HE CAN GET AWAY WITH THIS
KIND OF THING HE'S JUST AS WRONG TODAY AS HE WAS ON AUGUST 2ND WHEN
HE WENT BACK INTO -- WHEN HE SENT HIS FORCES INTO KUWAIT.
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Q YOU DON'T CONSIDER HIM A VERY SMART MAN, DO YOU?

PRESIDENT BUSH: I DON'T CONSIDER HIM A VERY BRIGHT MAN TO

HAVE DONE WHAT'S HE DONE, IF THAT'S -- IF THAT'S AN ANSWER TO IT,
BECAUSE HE -- I DON'T -- I CAN'T CONCEIVE OF WHY YOU WOULD DIRECTLY
THINK YOU COULD HIDE GIVEN THE SOPHISTICATION OF TECHNOLOGY TODAY.
AND SECONDLY, WHY YOU THINK YOU COULD GET AWAY WITH IT. SO THERE IS
-- THERE'S SOME PARALLEL THERE. I DON'T WANT TO OVERDRAW IT.

Q MR. PRESIDENT, YOU SPOKE A BIT AGO ABOUT EVERYONE IN THE

MIDDLE EAST WANTING PEACE. YET THE ISRAELIS SEEMS TO HAVE
STIFF-ARMED YOUR PROPOSALS; THE SYRIANS DON'T SEEM TO LIKE THE TERMS
EITHER. IS THERE MORE THERE THAN MEETS THE EYE?

PRESIDENT BUSH: PROBABLY MORE THAN MEETS THE EYE, BUT NOT AS

MUCH AS I'D LIKE TO SEE MEET THE EYE. I MEAN, IN OTHER WORDS, I
THINK -- I'D LIKE TO SEE PROCESS -- THE PROCESS FURTHER ALONG, BUT
THERE ARE A FEW THINGS THAT I THINK OFFER HOPE. IN FACT, IN MY LP«ST.
-- MY LAST COMMUNICATION FROM PRESIDENT SHAMIR OF ISRAEL WAS A
COMMITMENT TO TRY TO WORK FOR PEACE. THERE ARE SOME BROAD
COMMITMENTS BUT, FRANKLY,

I'D LIKE TO SEE US FURTHER ALONG ON SOME OF THE DETAILS, AND PLEASE
DON'T PRESS ME ON WHAT THOSE DETAILS ARE. BUT I AM NOT GOING TO
GIVE UP HOPE ON THIS AND I DON'T THINK THE SECRETARY IS, BUT WE NEED
T0O HAVE MORE PROGRESS AND WE NEED TO HAVE IT SOONER. I AM TOLD THAT
THE CREDIBILITY OF THE UNITED STATES FOR BEING THE CATALYST FOR
PEACE IS STILL VERY STRONG AND VERY GOOD, NOT ONLY IN ISRAEL BUT IN
THE ARAB COUNTRIES AS WELL. SO THAT IS AN INGREDIENT THAT WASN'T
THERE BEFORE, IT'S STILL THERE, THAT I HOPE WILL LEAD TO PEACE.

Q IT HAS BEEN SUGGESTED THAT THE UNITED STATES MIGHT JUST
CALL A PEACE CONFERENCE AND SEE WHO SHOWS UP. IS THAT AN OPTION?

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I DON'T WANT TO GO INTO OPTIONS BUT YES, .
I HAVE SEEN SUGGESTIONS OF THAT NATURE AND AT SOME POINT I THINK I
OWE THE AMERICAN PEOPLE MY VIEW OF THE DETAILS I AM NOT WILLING TO
DISCUSS RIGHT NOW. AND THAT WOULDN'T BOTHER ME ONE BIT TO GET UP

AND SAY, "HERE IS WHAT WE HAVE BEEN TRYING TO DO." SO THERE IS NO
TIMEFRAME ON ANYTHING OF THAT NATURE, BUT I THINK THERE ARE A LOT OF
PEOPLE WONDERING WHAT IN THE WORLD IS GOING ON AND I HAVE INVOKED
QUIET DIPLOMACY AND THE NEED FOR CONFIDENTIALITY, BUT I CAN'T DO
THAT FOREVER. I JUST SIMPLY CAN'T DO IT. I OWE IT TO THE AMERICAN
PEOPLE AND I THINK THE PEOPLE AROUND THE WORLD TO SAY, "HEY, HERE IS
WHAT THE UNITED STATES THINKS IS A GOOD FORMULA."

YEAH? GO AHEAD, GO AHEAD, YOU HAD IT.

Q IN REMINISCING ABOUT THE WAR, CAN I ASK YOU YOUR COMMENTS

ABOUT YOUR FEELINGS ABOUT WHAT'S HAPPENED IN KUWAIT SINCE THE END OF
THE WAR --

PRESIDENT BUSH: YES.
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Q -- WITH THE ATROCITIES THERE, YOUR FEELINGS ABOUT IT? DO
YOU THINK THERE IS ANY REASON TO BELIEVE THE DEMOCRATIC REFORMS WILL
TAKE PLACE?:

PRESIDENT BUSH: LET ME SAY THIS AND I HOPE IT DOESN'T COME OUT
WRONG. THE WAR WASN'T FOUGHT ABOUT DEMOCRACY IN KUWAIT. THE WAR

WAS FOUGHT ABOUT AGGRESSION AGAINST KUWAIT. HAVING SAID THAT, THE
KUWAITIS HAVE SAID THAT THEY WANT TO MOVE TOWARD THE DEMOCRATIC
PROCESS AND I HOPE THEY DO AND THEY SHOULD. THIS WOULD BE GOOD. I
THINK ONE THING THAT CONCERNS PEOPLE WERE THE TRIALS FOR DIFFERENT
STANDARDS, FOR LAW IN ALL COUNTRIES, BUT WE WANT TO SEE FAIR TRIALS,
OPEN TRIALS.

I WAS -- A FRIEND OF MINE IN OUR GOVERNMENT WHO IS QUITE
KNOWLEDGEABLE ON HISTORY REMINDED ME OF WHAT IT WAS LIKE IN FRANCE
AFTER THE LIBERATION OF FRANCE IN WORLD WAR II. I REMEMBER SOME OF
IT, ALTHOUGH T WAS IN THE PACIFIC THEATER. AND THE PEOPLE THAT NERE.
LIBERATED DID NOT TAKE KINDLY TO THOSE THAT HAD SOLD OUT TO THE
NAZIS.

I THINK WE'RE EXPECTING A LITTLE MUCH IF WE'RE ASKING THE PEOPLE IN
KUWAIT TO TAKE KINDLY TO THOSE THAT HAD SPIED ON THEIR COUNTRYMEN
THAT WERE LEFT THERE, THAT HAD BRUTALIZED FAMILIES THERE AND THINGS
OF THAT NATURE. HAVING SAID THAT, I BELIEVE AND I'VE RECOMMENDED
THIS TO THE KUWAITIS, THE MOST OPEN, FAIR TRIAL, FREE JUSTICE SYSTEM
IS THE BEST. IT WORKS BEST. IT GETS CONFIDENCE BACK IN YOUR

COUNTRY. SO I CAN UNDERSTAND THE OUTRAGE.

I'LL GIVE YOU ONE OTHER EXAMPLE. MARTIAL LAW. WE HAD SOME

PROBLEMS, YOU KNOW, WHY MARTIAL LAW? AND IT WAS EXPLAINED TO ME,
MANY CITIZENS OVER THERE, AGAINST THE LAW, HAVE WEAPONS. MANY OF
THEM THAT WERE IN OPPOSITION TO THE KUWAITI REGIME, THREATENING --
USING THE WEAPONS, SHOWING THE WEAPONS WHEN THE IRAQIS WERE IN
POWER, NOW KEEPING THEM WEAPONS. AND THEY TOLD ME THAT MARTIAL LAW
WAS ESSENTIAL IF THEY WERE GOING TO GO IN AND DISARM THE PEOPLE THA
HAD BEEN HELPING THE ENEMY. I CAN UNDERSTAND THAT.

BUT AGAIN, WHAT I'D LIKE TO SEE IS AS MUCH RESPECT FOR WHAT WE
SEE AS LEGAL PRINCIPLES AS POSSIBLE.

MR. NEUHARTH: HOW MUCH NUCLEAR MATERIAL DOES IRAQ HAVE? AND
WHAT ARE WE GOING TO DO ABOUT IF THE UN CAN'T FIND IT?

SEC. BAKER: WELL, I CAN'T SPEAK TO THE FIRST PART OF THAT

QUESTION, ALTHOUGH THERE IS, IN OUR VIEW, STILL SOME OF THAT
EXISTING IN IRAQ. AND WE ARE VERY DISAPPOINTED BY THE RECENT EVENTS
WHICH MAKE IT CLEAR THAT IRAQ IS NOT GRANTING THE INSPECTORS AND THE
REPRESENTATIVES OF THE UNITED NATIONS COMMISSION ACCESS IN PLACES
THAT THEY ARE ENTITLED -- TO WHICH THEY ARE ENTITLED TO HAVE ACCESS
UNDER PERTINENT UNITED NATIONS RESOLUTIONS. AND WE SPENT A GOOD BIT
OF TIME BETWEEN EARLY AUGUST AND JANUARY THE 15TH TRYING TO MAKE IT
CLEAR TO THE GOVERNMENT OF IRAQ THAT IT WAS IMPORTANT THAT THEY
RESPECT AND ADHERE TO UNITED NATIONS SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTIONS.

(Q HOW CONCERNED ARE YOU, SIR, ABOUT REPORTS OF IRAQ HIDING

PRESIDENT BUSH: I'M VERY CONCERNED. I UNDERSTAND THAT THE

SECRETARY GENERAL HAD A PRESS CONFERENCE ON THIS EXPRESSING THE
CONCERN OF THE UNITED NATIONS GENERALLY. AND IF, AGAIN, IT'S AS
REPRESENTED TO ME THAT HE CONDEMNED THESE ACTIONS, WHY CLEARLY WE'RE
IN THAT VIEW. BUT WE'VE GOT SOME SERIOUS WORK NOW AHEAD OF US --
DIPLOMATIC -- THE DIPLOMATIC PROCESS HAS TO START. THIS -- WE .
CAN'T, FROM THE US STANDPOINT, PERMIT THIS BRUTAL BULLY TO GO BACK
ON WHAT WAS A SOLEMN AGREEMENT AND TO THREATEN PEOPLE THAT ARE THERE
UNDER UN JURISDICTION. AND THAT'S EXACTLY WHAT HE APPEARS TO HAVE
DONE. AND THE MAN HAS NO SHAME. AND HE GOES TO THESE EXTRAORDINARY
ENDS. AND IT -- I THINK WORLD OPINION WILL MOUNT FAST AGAINST HIM ON
THIS ISSUE. I MEAN, SHOOTING IN THE AIR TO SCARE OFF PEOPLE
SANCTIONED BY THE UNITED NATIONS WHO ARE THERE TO EXPOSE WHAT THIS
MAN HAS DONE? I MEAN, I DON'T THINK THE WORLD WILL SUPPORT THIS AT
ALL -- ANYBODY -- AND THE UNITED STATES CERTAINLY WON'T.

SO NOW THE QUESTION IS, WHAT DO YOU DO ABOUT IT? DELIBERATELY

TAKE TIME TO WORK THE DIPLOMACY? AND THIS IS UNDER THE AUSPICES OF
TWO UNITED NATIONS' RESOLUTIONS, AND I THINK THAT WE NEED TO BE SURE
THAT WE START IMMEDIATE CONSULTATION AT THE UN. NOW DON'T PRESS ME
I'LL DO BEYOND THAT, BECAUSE I'M NOT PREPARED TO SAY -- I'M NOT
PREPARED TO SAY WHAT WE'LL DO.

Q T WAS JUST WONDERING WHETHER THE COALITION MIGHT FEEL
THAT IT WAS ENTITLED UNDER THE CIRCUMSTANCES TO AT THIS TIME WITH
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THE UN SANCTION -- WITH THESE ACTIONS TO TAKE MILITARY ACTION?

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I THINK SOME WOULD ARGUE THAT THE UN
RESOLUTIONS GIVE -- HAVE ALREADY SPOKEN ON ALL MEANS NECESSARY, 678
HAVING BEEN INCORPORATED INTO A MORE RECENT RESOLUTION. SO THAT'S
THE WAY I'D ANSWER THAT ONE.

Q WELL, ARE YOU SATISIFED THAT IN FACT HE HAS VIOLATED
THE CEASEFIRE CONDITIONS?

PRESIDENT BUSH: YES, I AM TOTALLY SATISFIED OF THAT. I HAVE
SEEN INCONTROVERTIBLE EVIDENCE TO THIS EFFECT. INCONTROVERTIBLE.
UNARGUABLE. CLEAR.

Q BEYOND JUST SIMPLY NOT LETTING PEOPLE INSPECT?
PRESIDENT BUSH: OH YES, ABSOLUTELY. AND WE'VE SHARED THAT .

WIDE ARRAY.
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
