Soviet Said to Plan Emigration Shift Favored By Israel

NYT-Keller-The Soviet Union has agreed that future Jewish emigres will be.
sent to Israel by way of Rumania, making it more difficult to settle i
Europe or the US, according to an American rabbi who said he had negothed
the new procedure. Rabbi Schneider said that the move could prompt a
further increase in exit visas for Jews. But he said that Soviet officials
had made no specific committment to increase the number of exit visas

as part of the new transit procedure. In Jerusalem, a senior official of
the Foreign Ministry said he had no knowledge of Israel's having been
informed by the Soviet Union about the arrangement. In the last few months,
Israel hag been in almost weekly contact with Soviet representatives in the
US and Europe regarding Soviet-Jewish emigratlion, a possible reopening of
diplomatie relations, and possible Soviet participation in a Mideast peace
conference.
