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‘A gift’ for Saddam Hussein?

cn a stone prayer niche atop Jerusalem’s Teni-

ple Mount. They represented the hands of
some of the 19 Palestinians who were confirmed dead,
or the 140 who were wounded, Monday afternoon by
Israeli police in the bloediest confrontation yet in the
Fyearold Palestinian intifada. The bloodstains vwill
eventually wash from Jerusalem’s sione walls, but they
could leave an indelible mark on US. diplomacy in the
Middle East and the future conduct of the crisis in the
Persian Gulf.

Nobody put it better than Teddy Kolleck, who has
been mayor of Jerusalem ever since Israel seized the
city frem Jerdan in the 1967 War Monday's clash, he
said, was “a sort of gift" for Saddam Hussein “The
Iraqis are going to exploit this™

Since Iraq invaded Kuwait two months ago, the
Bush administration has shown remarkable adroitness
in putting together and maintaining an unprecedented
coalition of Arab states Hardline anti-Israel, pro-
Soviet and socialist Syria has not only joined pro-
American Egypt (the only Arab state 1 sign a peace
treaty with Israel) in 2 US.-led coalition against Iraq,
but also has committed its troops to the cause. With the
sole exception of the fragile kingdom of Jordan, which
has a majority Palestinian population, lesser Arab
states have followed Egypt’s and Syria's lead in rallying
o what, publicly at least, has been pitched as the
defense of Saudi Arabia and occupied Kuwait.

But il there is a Catch-22 m this alliance, it is the
role of Israel. Clearly, Israels interesis in the Culf
crisis ride with the success of the United States in
holding together its worldwide allibnce against Sad-
dam Hussein, and especially in keeping the inner cir-
cle of Arab states tightly in line with the embargo,
which is the key instrument of that alliance. Mean-
while the leaders of those Arab states are vulnerable
to charges lrom without, and popular sentiment from
within, that they are plaving into Israel's hands.

This is what makes Israel's handling of Meonday's
highly predictable disturbance on the Temple Mount
all the more puzzling. Monday was the amnual Jewish
feast of Birkat ha-Cohenim, when Jews go o the Wail-
ing Wall, at the base of the Temple Mount, o offer
blessings. In recent years, Israeli extremists have tried
t use the holiday to lay a cormerstone for a new temple
atop the mount. In 1987 during the same holiday; Israeli
police used tear gas to dispel a crowd of Moslems
pathered at the Temple Mount’s two mosques who
threw siones down on Jewish worshipers. Nobody was
killed. Last year, there was similar disturbance. Again,
no one was killed Monday, Israeli police opened fire
from a helicopter and the ground, using both lead and
rubber bullets, and at least 19 Palestinians died.

Only the day before, Israeli Prime Minister Yitzhak
Shamir had made yet another in a long string of pro-
vocative gestures, by going into occupied East Jerusa-
lem and publicly announcing that Israel would be
building a new Jewish neighborhood on the West Bank_
The neighborhood, he said, would be situated in the
mbﬁmhﬂmtﬂﬂﬁwamﬂﬂmtm
— directly overlooking the site of Monday's riot. This
came just one week after the Bush administration
reportedly reached an agreement with Mr Shamir's
government 1o approve 5400 million in US. loan guar-
antees for I[sraeli housing in retom for an lsraedi
pledge not 1 use the money for housing in the “oc-
cupied territories.” Mr. Shamir explained Sunday that
the new settlement east of the old city of Jerusalem
“is an integral part of Israel”

The Bush administration should not be party to the
hyperbalic resolutions now being pushed in the United
Nations by the Palestine Liberation Organization. But
il it wants o send a salutary message to our Arab allies
as well as Mr. Shamirc it nught to cancel all lpan guar-
anlees for Israeli bousing until there is an investigation
into Monday's shootings and the Iscaclis cease their
settlement activities on occupied Arab land.

A meeting of the Anti-Boycott Committee was convened this morning at the offices

of Walter P. Stern. In attendance were the following: Walter Stern, Will Maslow,
William Rapfogel, Martin Raffel, Harriet Mandel, Kenneth Bialkin, Mordechai Yedid,
Kenneth Jacobsen, Betty Ehrenberg and Mrs. Watabe, assistant to Mr. Stern, In
addition to an informational update, the discussion included reports from the agenc-
ies, report from Israel and priorities of action programs.

WALTER STERN opened the meeting and reported on an event he attended sponsored h]r.
the Nippon Club and the American Jewish Committee featuring Rabbi Marvin Tokayer,

former Rabbi of Japan, He commented on the success of the reception and recommend-

ed that such events be encouraged and continued as they help foster better relations
between the Japanese and Jewish communities. Discussions on the similarities and
differences between the two communities in the context of current events are very

useful and encourage mutual ce-operation.

Mr. Stern then discussed a visit by the Israeli Manufacturers Association to Tokyo

which took place from September 5 to 12, 1990. The delegation, headed by Uzi Galil

of Elron, attended the seminar at whichover 90 Japanese companies were represented.

The IMA and Keldenren issued a joint communique at the end of the gathering which

Mr. Stern distributed to the members of the Committee. The Israeli delegation re-
ported attending many commercial meetings and establishing many positive and cons-
tructive ties. 1In addition, a reception was held by the Isracli Ambasaador to Japan |
which was attended by representatives of the following Japanees companies: Toshi i
Mitsui, Hitachi and Marubeni., Despite all the recent progress, the boycott still 4
remains in force and ia adhered to by the largest Japanese. Pressure must still be #
applied as long as this remains & phenomenon. An interesting follow-up would be 4
to see whether the seminar was reported &t all by the Japanese-language press, It

was also noted by Morita of Sony, who is chalrman of Keidsaren, takes the position

that it is up to individual companies to decide whether or not to trade with Israel.

~~Recently a meeting took place in New York between the Israell and Japanese Foraign
Ministers. The main issue discussed was the Gulf crisis. Due to the shortness of
the meeting, the boyecott was not raised in the discussion. The Israeli Foreign
Miniscer invited the Japanese Foreign Minister to visit Israel who replied that he
would be glad to visit Israel at & more opportune time and recommended that his
brother, & member of Japanese Parliament and Secretary-General of the Japan/lsrael
Friendship League, visit soon. The Israeli Foreign Minister told his colleague

sbout the visit of the Israeli Manufacturers Association to Tokyo and sbout iL§
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positive repercussions. Q%lg

MR, STERN then referred the Committee to a speech recently given by Ya'akov Cohen,
Deputy Director-General for Economic Affairs at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
at the J.E.D.G, meeting on "Israel and the Arab Boycott". He distributed it to
the Committee, noting special passages on Soviet Jewry and the EEC and also noting
that it advocates an activist approach, even in this time of the Gulf crisis.

Mr. Stern also referred to a Foreign Ministry paper marked "Draft for Comment"
containing boycott information. MORDECHAI YEDID noted that 1t 1s raw material

for the Committee to use at its discretion, possibly for background information

for their own use. (It was noted that there are some inaccuracies in the report).
This and other information could be used to help organizations that request material
on this issue., KENNETH BIALKIN remarked that Israel should send the Committee facts

and trends as well as decide on an overall trend as to whether the group should
take a more visible role. He noted that there has been progrees on this issue but
that it is helpful to keep the American Jewish community active on it. Israel has
been reluctant for a long to publicly criticize Japan and for good reasons - but

maybe things are changing., WILL MASLOW agreed that reactions and input from Israel
are very useful and would be helpful in giving guidance in such instances such as

the Baxter case, in which an Israeli plant was sold and one is being built in Syria.
WALTER STERN suggested that in cases such as that relevant facts should be shared
more often with the Israeli consulate.

AGENCY ACTION

WALTER STERN raised the issue of agency action on boycott matters. He said that

Martin Savitt in London wants to publish the proceedings of the recent boycott
conference held there but still needed fundipng., KEN BIALKIN agreed to its import-
ance and saild that the group should help. WILL MASLOW said that he was going out

to speak on the boycott to the Los Angeles JCRC which had shown interest in becoming
active on this. Maslow also relayed the following information: “

1) Iraq wae scheduling a big economic fair in Baghdad. American companies had
applied but were told that they had to submit certificates of compliance with the

boycott., The American complained to the embassy and the requirement was rescindad.

2) Baxter - a complaint was made by a former executive in a memo regarding Syria

and the boycott. Baxter has not denied the authenticity of the memo which contained
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the charge that Baxter had pledged to terminate a plant in Israel and to build

one in Syria that would manufacture & fluid used in blood transfusions but that
would also have military applications. At present, three government agencies are
working on this: OAC, SEC, and IRS., Maslow is serving as pro bono counselor to
the complainants. Maslow added that, interestingly enough, Baxter has recently
offered $1,000,000 for Operation Exodus to the Chicago Federation who has turned
it down, on principle. Maslow said that he would be in touch with Mordechal Ye=-
did as to guidance for the group on the Baxter issue.

WALTER STERN then announced to the group that on October 23rd a privately spon-

sored Anti-Boycott seminar would take place in Chicago, almed at lawyers. More
information can be obtained from Stern. .

RALPH WENGE: EARLIER TODAY CORRESPONDENT JONATHAN MANN

INTERVIEWED PLO CHAIRMAN YASIR ARAFAT. THEIR TALK FOCUSED ON THE
PERSIAN GULF CRISIS, BUT IT BEGAN WITH QUESTIONS ABOUT THE KILLINGS
OF PALESTINIANS MONDAY BY ISRAELI TROOPS IN JERUSALEM. HERE NOW ARE
PARTS OF THAT INTERVIEW.

JONATHAN MANN: AFTER MONDAY'S KILLINGS IN JERUSALEM, WHAT WILL
HAPPEN NOW IN THE OCCUPIED TERRITORIES? WHAT'S YOUR DIRECTIVE TO
THE YOUNG PEOPLE FIGHTING THE INTIFADA?

MR. ARAFAT: TO CONTINUE THE RESISTANCE. AND TO ESCALATE THE
RESISTANCE AGAINST OCCUPATION. AGAINST THE ISRAELI OCCUPATION. AND
TO PROTECT THE ISLAMIC AND THE CHRISTIAN HOLY PLACES. THIS IS THEIR
DUTYX.

MR. MANN: TO ESCALATE IN WHAT WAY?

MR. ARAFAT: BY INCREASING THE ACTIVITIES OF OUR INTIFADA. AND

AT THE SAME TIME, TO INCREASE AND TO STRENGTHEN THE UNITY AMONG ALL
OUR PEOPLE TO FACE TOGETHER -- ONE BLOC -- THIS ISRAELI OPPRESSION,
AGGRESSION, OCCUPATION.

MR. MANN: HOW MUCH WORSE CAN THE INTIFADA BECOME? IN WHAT WAY
WILL THEY INCREASE WHAT THEY'VE BEEN DOING?

MR. ARAFAT: YOU SEE, NOW WE ARE APPROACHING THE FOURTH YEAR OF

OUR INTIFADA, AND THIS INTIFADA WILL CONTINUE, WAVE AFTER WAVE,
UNTIL THE END OF THE ISRAELI OCCUPATION. THIS IS OUR DETERMINATION
AND OUR WILL. STRONGLY WE WILL CONTINUE IN THIS LIGHT. AND IN SPITE
OF ALL THE SACRIFICES WE WILL -- WHICH WE ARE READY TO OFFER FOR THE
SAKE OF OUR HOLY PLACES -- CHRISTIAN HOLY PLACES, ISLAMIC HOLY
PLACES -- AND OUR HOMELAND. WE HAVE THE RIGHT TO LIVE AS ALL OTHER
PEOPLE ALL OVER THE WORLD. FREELY, IN OUR FREE LAND.

MR. MANN: MOST OF THE WORLD'S ATTENTION IN THE LAST TWO MONTHS
HAS BEEN FOCUSED ON THE IRAQI INVASION OF KUWAIT, AND MUCH OF YOUR
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OWN TIME HAS BEEN SPENT ON THAT ISSUE. HOW DO THE KILLINGS IN
JERUSALEM AFFECT THAT?

MR. ARAFAT: THIS WILL INCREASE OUR ROLE. AND IT GIVE(S)

THE PROOF THAT NOTHING CAN MASK, OR COVER, THE JUST CAUSE OF THE
PALESTINIAN PEOPLE, AND WE WILL CONTINUE, IN OUR ROLE TO ACHIEVE
REAL PEACE IN THE LAND OF PEACE, IN PALESTINE, IN THE TERRA SANTE,
AS WE ARE DOING NOW TO ACHIEVE REAL PEACE FOR THE GULF CRISIS
FARAWAY OF THE DRUMS OF THE WAR.

MR. MANN: MANY PEOPLE, IN MANY COUNTRIES, INCLUDING THE UNITED
STATES, AND INCLUDING MANY ARAB STATES, HAVE BEEN SHOCKED AND
DISAPPOINTED BY YOUR FAILURE TO COMPLETELY AND UNEQUIVOCABLY CONDEMN
SADDAM HUSSEIN.

MR. ARAFAT: YOU SEE, IT'S NOT A MATTER OF CONDEMNING, OR NOT
CONDEMNING; THE MAIN POINT -- IT'S THE SOUL OF THE PROBLEM, IT'S TO
FIND THE POLITICAL PEACEFUL SOLUTION FOR THE GULF CRISIS. BECAUSE
WHAT IS THE OTHER OPTION? WHAT OTHER OPTION? WAR? CATASTROPHE?

AND IT IS UP TO THEM; IT IS NOT WITH THEM -- YOU KNOW, IT IS .
NOT WITH THEM. IT IS A WAR IN THE OILFIELDS -- IN THE OIL AREA,

IN THE MOST AND THE BIGGEST RESERVED AMOUNTS OF OIL IN THIS AREA,

YOU KNOW WHAT IS THE MEANING OF THE WAR. FOR THIS AND IN SPITE OF
ALL THE CRITICISM WHICH WE ARE FACING, WE CONTINUE OUR ROLE, OUR
EFFORTS, WITH MANY OF OUR FRIENDS ALL OVER THE WORLD WITH MANY ARAB
COUNTRIES TO ACHIEVE THIS GOAL, AND TO ACHIEVE THE REAL PEACE IN

THE GULF CRISIS.

AND IT WAS OUR ROLE FROM THE BEGINNING. WE ARE LOOKING TO
ACHIEVE PEACE WITH OUR ENEMIES, WITH THE ISRAELIS. HOW WOULD YOU
LIKE TO, FOR THE PLO, NOT TO SEARCH AND TO WORK HARD

50 THAT WE CAN ACHIEVE PEACE BETWEEN BROTHERS. IT IS5 CLEAR AND
OBVIOUS.

MR. MANN: NOW, YOU MENTION THE CRITICISM THAT THE PLO HAS BEEN
SUBJECT TO.

MR. ARAFAT: NOT TO FORGET THAT NOW THERE IS A BIG CONSENSUS
SUPPORTING. AFTER TWO MONTHS, THE WHOLE ATMOSPHERE BEGAN TO CHAHGE..
THE WHOLE ATMOSPHERE, AND NOW THERE ARE A BIG CONSENSUS TO SUPPORT
WHAT WE HAVE MENTIONED IN THE BEGINNING. LOOK, THE SPEECH DECLARED
BY PRESIDENT MITTERRAND, THE EUROPEAN COMMUNIQUE, THE
EUROPEAN-SOVIET UNION COMMUNIQUE, THE SPEECH DECLARED BY MR. HURD,
THE SPEECH DECLARED BY THE CHINESE, THE SPEECH -- EVEN THE SPEECH

EFFORT IN -- THROUGH THIS HIGH MISSION FROM THE SOVIET UNION
RECENTLY IN BAGHDAD, AND WE WILL CONTINUE WITH OTHER FRIENDS TO
ACHIEVE THIS GOAL.

MR. MANN: AT THE SAME TIME, THOUGH, THE MEDIA IS BEING TOLD

THAT YOU PERSOMALLY ARE BARRED FROM ENTERING EGYPT, THAT YOU'RE NOT
EVEN ALLOWED TO FLY OVER SAUDI ARABIA --

MR. ARAFAT: WHO SAID IT?

MR. MANN: THIS IS BEING WIDELY REPORTED, AND IN ADDITION, ALSO
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VERY WIDELY REPORTED THAT YOU ARE LOSING MILLIONS OF DOLLARS IN
SUPPORT, FINANCIAL SUPPORT THAT YOUR ORGANIZATION HAS RELIED ON FROM
THE GULF STATES.

MR. ARAFAT: YOU ARE -- THIS DISAPPOINTS. I AM NOT LOOKING FOR
BETTER DOLLARS. I AM LOOKING FOR PRINCIPLES. I AM LOOKING TO
PROTECT MY NATION. THE NATIONAL SECURITY OF THE ARAB NATION. THE
FUTURE OF THE ARAB NATION, FAR AWAY OF THE DRUMS OF THE WAR.
BECAUSE IF THIS WAR WILL START, THERE WILL BE NO WINNER. A
DISASTER, CATASTROPHE. IN THE LONG RUN, THEY WILL UNDERSTAND WHAT I
AM DOING FOR THEM.

MR. MANN: LET'S TALK ABOUT THE SHORT-TERM COST, THOUGH.
MR. ARAFAT: I AM NOT --

MR. MANN: YOUR ALLIES RIGHT NOW, YOUR PREVIOUS ALLIES

ARE NOW BEHAVING AS IF YOU ARE A MAN THEY CAN NO LONGER TRUST AND NO
LONGER CARE TO SUPPORT. CERTAINLY THAT MUST HURT YOU AND HURT YOUR
CAUSE. .

MR. ARAFAT: YOU SEE, WHAT IT IS HAPPENING IS NOT EXACTLY WHAT

WE ARE SAYING. THEY BEGAN TO UNDERSTAND WHAT I AM DOING, AND

THEY -- MY ENVOYS TO ALL THESE COUNTRIES ARE CONTINUING THE DIALOGUE
WITH THE HEADS OF THESE STATES. AND THEY BEGAN TO FOLLOW WHAT WE
HAD MENTIONED FROM THE BEGINNING.

MR. MANN: NOW LET ME ASK YOU THIS. YOU MENTIONED JUST MOMENTS
AGO THE POSSIBILITY, THE THREAT OF WAR.

MR. ARAFAT: YES.

MR. MANN: THERE'S GROWING FEAR THAT A WAR IS COMING. IF THAT
CONFLICT COMES, WHAT WILL YOU ADVISE THE PLO TO DO? WILL YOU REMAIN
NEUTRAL OR WILL YOU PARTICIPATE ACTIVELY?

MR. ARAFAT: YOU ARE SPEAKING ABOUT PLO?

MR. MANN: MMM-HMM. (AFFIRMATIVE RESPONSE. ) .
MR. ARAFAT: YOU HAVE TO SPEAK ABOUT THE INTERNATIONAL PEACE.

WHAT WILL BE THE SITUATION FOR EUROPE, FOR AMERICA, FOR JAPAN, FOR
THE NON-ALIGNED COUNTRIES MOVEMENT. I'LL BE A PART OF THEM. THE
CATASTROPHE WILL AFFECT ALL OF US.

MR. MANN: THE QUESTION IS, THOUGH, WILL THE PLO BE INVOLVED AS
A MILITARY FORCE, THOUGH?

MR. ARAFAT: IF THE ISRAELIS ARE PLANNING NOW TO INVADE

LEBANON -- (INAUDIBLE) -- OR TO INVADE JORDAN, NO DOUBT WE WILL
PARTICIPATE AND WE'LL DEFEND OURSELF AND WE WILL DEFEND OUR PEOPLE
AND WE WILL SUPPORT JORDANIAN GOVERNMENT.

MR. MANN: WOULD YOU SUPPORT SADDAM HUSSEIN AND THE IRAQI
GOVERNMENT?

MR. ARAFAT: WE WILL SUPPORT ALL THE ARAB COUNTRIES AGAINST ANY
INVASION.

ME. MANN: THERE HAS ALREADY BEEN AN INVASION OF --

MR. ARAFAT: AND FOR THIS WE WON'T -- WE ARE NOT SAYING FOR THE
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WAR. WE ARE LOOKING TO ACHIEVE REAL PEACE.

MR. MANN: THE US BROKE OFF TALKS WITH THE PLO A FEW MONTHS

AGO. AND SINCE THEN, YOUR RHETORIC ABOUT WASHINGTON HAS VERY MUCH
CHANGED. HAVE YOU GIVEN UP ON THE UNITED STATES AS A POTENTIAL
FRIEND OR ALLY FOR THE PALESTINIAN PEOPLE?

MR. ARAFAT: I AM SORRY TO SAY THAT THESE DEMONSTRATIONS ARE
CONTINUING THEIR POLICY TO SUPPORT -- WITH UNLIMITED SUPPORT -- THE
ISRAELI GOVERNMENT -- ECONOMICAL (SIC) SUPPORT, MILITARY SUPPORT,
FINANCIAL SUPPORT, DIPLOMATICAL -- DIPLOMATIC SUPPORT. AND NOT ONLY
THAT, THEY ARE COMPLETELY PASSED. THEY HAVE USED THE VETO SEVEN
TIMES AGAINST THE PALESTINIANS' PROPOSALS IN THE SECURITY COUNCIL TO
SUPPORT AND TO COVER THE ISRAELI CRIMES AND TO PROTECT THE ISRAELI
CRIMES SO THAT THEY WOULD -- AND TO COVER AND PROTECT THE

ISRAELI OCCUPATION FOR THE PALESTINIAN, FOR THE SYRIAN, FOR THE
JORDAN -- FOR THE LEBANESE OCCUPIED TERRITORIES.

MR. MANN: AND YET THE UNITED STATES HAS ENTERED A DRAFT --

MR. ARAFAT: AND IN SPITE OF THAT, YOU KNOW, WE -- IN GENERAL, »
WE WERE DEALING POSITIVELY WITH ALL THE INITIATIVES WHICH HAD BEEN
DECLARED AND OFFERED TO US BY THE AMERICAN ADMINISTRATION INCLUDING
MR. BAKER'S PLAN.

ME. MANN: NOW, YOU KEEP MAKING THE LINK BETWEEN THE IRAQI

INVASION OF KUWAIT AND THE ISRAELI-PALESTINIAN CONFLICT. PRESIDENT
BUSH SAYS THERE IS NO LINK. HOW DO YOU CONVINCE HIM, OR HAVE YOU
GIVEN UP?

MR. ARAFAT: IF YOU WANT TO FIND A SOLUTION WE MUST HAVE A
COMPROMISE BETWEEN THE TWO POINTS -- THE TWO PARTIES. IF YOU WANT
TO HAVE A PEACEFUL SOLUTION YOU MUST HAVE A COMPROMISE. THIS FAILED
AND THE LINK -- EVEN MR. BUSH, NOT AGAIN AT THE LINK, BUT HE HAS
SAID THAT NOT IN THE -- IN -- SIMULTANEOUSLY. OKAY. ANYWAY,
PRINCIPALLY -- IN PRINCIPLE, POLITICALLY WE CAN MAKE THIS LINK. BUT
TO SAY, 'NO, NO, NO, NO, NO" WE CAN'T. NO CAN -- CANNOT -- CAN

MR. MANN: HOW DIFFICULT WOULD IT - .

MR. ARAFAT: WE HAVE TO REMEMBER THAT
SHAMIR HAD BEEN CALLED AS "MR. NO." I AM SURE THAT WE DON'T LIKE TO
CALL ALSO PRESIDENT BUSH AS MR. NO.

MR. MANN: HOW DIFFICULT IS IT FOR YOU TO TRY TO WIN OVER OR
CONVINCE THE BUSH ADMINISTRATIN THAT YOU'LL BE THE MEDIATOR, A FEW
MONTHS AFTER THE BUSH ADMINISTRATION HAS STOPPED TALKING TO THE PLO?
I MEAN, THEY NO LONGER TALK TO YOU AND YOU EXPECT THEM TO TALK --

MR. ARAFAT: I AM MEDIATING -- I AM MEDIATING THROUGH THE ARAB
FAMILY. THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT TO BE UNDERSTAND. I AM A FREE
MEMBER IN THE ARAB LEAGUE. AND I WAS MEDIATOR IN THE -- IN THE
