I hope it will be possible to engage them to some degree on these

jssues in Geneva and in a perhaps more constructive post-Geneva egviron-
ment, at least in the discussions which I will probably be havirh with
Shevardnadze, But, based on what I heard in Moscow, we should not

look forward to anything from them which will make it any easier to
fashion a constructive international conference.

I thought it important to give you this very honest, if prei1m1nar§.
assessment of how 1 see things. In short, the Soviet Union remains a
part of the problem with nothing to contribute to a solution.

Dear Mack:

1 am writing to you about the foreign assistance lagislation
recantly reported out by tha Foraign Operations Subcommittee and,
in turn, by the full Appropriations Committes. As you know, this
legislation is well above the budget level and also well above the
lavel authorized in the area of the Forelgn Relations Committee's
jurisdiction.

What particularly concerns me is that one way of addressing this
preblem ies Lo adopt accoss-the-board cuts in the bill in order to

bring the bill back within the budget. This would result in deep
reductions for many programs around the world., These programs have
in many instances already been subjected to substantial reductions
below original Administration requests, With the exception of
Egypt and Israel, for example, many of the accounts of the Foreign
Relations Committee were frozen at last year's levels. To cut
another 7 1/2%,. which ia tha amount sstimated te be neocessary te
accomodate the Foreign Operations add-ons, would have very sericus
negative consequences.

Bavond this, I am concerned about the procedure by which the
United States would enter into substantial reductions for foreign
debts of one nation. As you know, there is a considerable desbt
problem which faces many nationa. Por that matter, a considerabls
debt problem faces many other groups, including American farmers.
The Foreign Relations Committee has held one major hearing on this
question already, and it is my understanding that the Administration
ia addressing the issue of foreign debt as well., T believe that it
would be a mistake to proceed in an ad hoc manner to set so clear
and strong a precedent for interest rate reduction.

For these reasons, I would like to ask both you and Pete !:lnmunim.
if you would be prepared to ask your staffs to join our staff in
attempting to find a way to work together responsibly to address
this dilemma in a conatructive way.

Those who argued against it said that if they create the precedent now it will

be included in every following year, which I believe to be correct. When Kasten .
and Inouye showed the opponents how many proxies they have, all agreed to accept

the sub-committee bill without challenging 1t or even voting on it. The vote

considering those present and the proxies would have been 17 for to 6 against.

The next issue to be resolved s as follows:

As 1 said, the only arqument in the committee was whether there was encugh budget
authority and outTays to cover the amount involved. Kasten and Inouye have
discovered that there are unspent funds from the Export-Import Bank which are part
of the sawe budgetary section in the law. The argument was how much unspent Ex-

Iinport Bank budget authority there is. Inouye and Kasten sugoested that point
be voted on Ly the full senate whnen the bill comes to the floor.
