Dear George,

Thank you for your warm and friendly letter of September 18,
1985. Before addressing the many important issues therein, I would like
to thank you, both personally and on behalf of the government and people
of Israel, for the supplementary assistance we recently received. This
assistance 15 but one manifestation of your continuing support for the
State of Israel, specifically for our economic efforts. I will be
grateful if you would relay my thanks to President Reagan for his guidance
and leadership on this very important issue. [ look forward to the
opportunity of thanking him in person later this week.

Hereunder I will address the various issues raised in your
letter:

In September 1985, we received the first instalment of the
FY 1955-1986 supplementary aid, in the amount of %750 million. A portion .
thereof served to reduce our high-interest short-term debts, while uost
of it was added to improve our foreign currency reserves. These measures
will serve to enhance [srael's credit-worthiness.

' Concurrent with our decision to implement the economic
emergency program, [ appointed, together with Finance Minister Moda'i, a
professional follow-up team which reports to us regularly and directly.
Their reports confirm that thus far we are on target. When deviations
occurred, we have been quick to personally intervene with the relevant
parties and to correct them. To date, tiiis method has proven highly
successful. 1 continue to take full responsibility for the strict and
consistent adherence to the program, as | remdin committed to its
original objectives.

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The government budget for the 1350 fiscal year has now been
prepared by the budget department of the Finance Ministry, and reflects
the continuity of the economic program. In order to facilitate the
lowest inflation rate possible, the primary goals of the budgetl will be
to further reduce surplus government demand and to minimiZe money
injection, consistent with the recent amendment to the Bank of Israel
Law and with the target we have set. In addition, we plan to reform
direct taxation, thus lowering tax rates while broadening the tax base.
Such action should have a positive effect on the private sector without

reducing government income.

The decision to maintain a stable exchange rate was adopted
in light of conditions prevailing in the economy on the eve of the
program's implementation. It was designed to convey a sense of economic
stability, Since the devaluation of July 1, 1985, the effective rate of
exchange in relation to the dollar and to the European currencies has
been maintained at a very high level, one of the highest in recent years.
This level helps ensure the profitability of exports. During the period
of stabilization, we pegged the shekel rate to the dollar, but
maintained its mobility with respect to the European currency basket.

The weakening of the dollar has allowed us to devalue tie shekel against

the European currencies, thus improving the profitability of our exports

to Europe. In light of the above, wé see no reason at this time to

change the exchange rate vis-a-vis the dollar. Our current approach to

exchange rate policy will be pragmatic. We will strive to continue to

maintain a stable exchange rate as long as wages are kept low, with the

aim of maintaining relative price stability. Concurrently, however, we

will keep a close watch on all relevant indicators, including fiscal and

monetary developments, changes in foreign currency reserves, and .
fluctuations in the value of international currencies.

We remain determined to implement lay-offs in the public
sector, as decided upon by the government. This process is painful and
difficult. 1 prefer to complete this procedure within the framework of
the understanding we have reached with the Histadrut, even if the time-
table must be adjusted accordingly. This is particularly warranted in
light of the Histadrut's cooperation in the erosion of wages.

Since the implementation of the program, the Bank of Israel
has followed a restrictive monetary policy in order to sustain the stable
exchange rate. During the first months of monetary stabilization, this
policy gave rise to very high real interest rates. For instance, the
real monthly interest rate for August was 11.2%. The Bank fintends to
gradually lower the interest rate, while watching the impact on the

credit volume.

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In your letter you raise the question of price controls.
These are still essential, as the rapid transition from a double-digit
inflation rate to 2 low single-digit rate is not only an economic coup
but, to a great extent, also a psychological-social change. In order
to consolidate this trend and convince the public of its durability,
complementary adwinistrative measures are essential during the
stabilization period. Moreover, price controls are an essential
component of our understanding with the Histadrut. I know of no otner
country in which dramatic wage erosion was implemented in a democracy
as smoothly as was the case in Israel. Despite the obyvious pain, we
managed to avoid damaging and costly strikes, reaching an agreement at
the negotiating table. Eventually, there will be a gradual loosening
of price controls, using all the means at our disposal (including the
exposure of certain industries to competitive imports), in accordance
with the attainment of our objectives.

The economic program defined quantitative benchmarks in the
following areas: state budget, budgetary deficit, level of injection
and surplus demand, monthly inflation rates, changes in wages, balance
of payments, and foreign currency reserves. The results to date exceed
our expectations. Suffice it to note that in the first six wonths of
fiscal 1985, injection was less than $20 million.

The ultimate aim of the economic program is to create the
conditions that will allow the Israeli econocmy to resume growth. Hence,
1 was delighted to receive your letter of September 28, 19d5 and to note
the importance you attach to a discussion of the pre-requisites and
instruments involved. [ welcome your suggestion that the agenda of the
next JEDG meeting will reflect this priority. Investments in infra-
structure and in R&D, means of production, mobilization of capital in
Israel and abroad, and the development of marketing channels are obvious

examples.

Finally, may I reiterate my sincere sentiment that your
confidence in our ability to maintain a low single-digit inflation rate
is a continuing source of encouragement. [ am convinced that were it
not for your personal commitment and that of the President, we would
not have been able to adopt and implement such a difficult and ambitious
program. The knowledge of your continued support is certainly a source
of strength to me,

I look forward to continuing our dialogue on these issues
and others in the coming days in Hashington.

Today, we will consider the Administration's propeosed arms

‘sale to the Kingdom of Jordan. We're delighted that Secretary

Shultz is here to consult with the Committee on the proposed

sale during this twenty day period of informal, advanced
notification. We look forward, Mr. Secretary, to your discussion
of our overall Middle East policy and the peace process as a
context in which to consider the proposed sale to Jordan.

Az we know, the Congress included its views on the sale of
advanced weapon svstems to Jordan in the foraign aid authorization .
legislation enacted earlier this year. The language in this
legislation links Congressional consideration of major arms salas
to the public commitment by Jordan that it recognizes the state
of Israel and that it will negotiate promptly and directly with
Israel under the basic tenets of U.N. Resolutions 242 and 338. It
also reguired a Presidential certification that these steps have

baen taken when a proposed major sale is notified to the Congress.

Mr. Secretary, I mention the language of the legislation
because it is relevent to events that have taken place over the .
past few weeks. At the United Nations, the King said he is
"prepared to negotiate under appropriate auspices, with the
Government of Israel promptly and directly under basic tenats
of Security Council resolutions 242 and 338." He also indicated,
howevar, that in the Jordanian view, the proper auspices under
which to begin such negotiarions would be an international

conference hosted by the Secretary-General of tha United Nations.

Secretary of State George 5Shultz confronted bi-partisan
ghepticism and a reservoir of Senate opposition to the timing
of the Administration's arms sale Ltog Jordan. Appearing
before the Senate Foreign Relations Committee earllier today,
Shultz testified that the Administration's proposed arws
package to Jordan would earry “psychological®™ benefits to
Jordan.

Shultz could not guarantee that direct negotiations
between Jordan and Israel would take place by the end of the
year. He did say, however, that he 15 "convinced that our
objective of beginning direct negotiations in the near future
g within reach.”™ Shultz emphasized that "King Hussein nas
taken a nig psyrhnlongical step forward: he is resdy to angage
in a negotiating process, knowing that the outcome will
depend on a tough process of bargaining among the parties.”
Furthermore, Shultz noted that radicasl Arabs have engaged
terrorist attacks agalnst Jordanlan diplomats and airplanes.

Shultz said that the arms package needed approval now so
that delivery coulo begin as soon as possible.

Shultz justified the Jordan arms sales on three points.
One, "“Jaordan has legitimate defense needs, needs that have
been exacerbated by King Hussein's courageous moves toward
the negotiating table. Secondly, "to refuse to meet Jordan's
needs at this juncture would not only be a real break In
gontinuity, but woyld also be a signal that the United States
does not fully support the King's peace afforts."™ Finally,
Shultz declared that “the U.S. remains committed ko assuring
Israel's gualitative military edge.

SECRETARY SHULTZI: It's been my pleasure this morning as on
many past occaszions to have an opportunity to view developments
in the Middle East and elsewhere with my very good friend,
foreign Minister Shamir. We'ue been working together ever
¢ince T became Secretary of State when he was Foreign Minister
and then when he was @levated to Prime Minister, he still would
be willing to pay attention to Foreign Ministers. I'm most
grateful for that. And we have continued in our warm personal
relaticonship. Part of our meeting today was just a private
meeting where we traditicnally have done before exchanging
views and partly with our full delggatiuni. We'ue managed to
cover the operation of our joint political/military group, our
jeint economic planning group, talked a little bit about the
Israeli economy, about the peace process, about arms sales,

and, of course, about tarrorism and our complete agreement on
the Fact that terrorism is a great threat to all of us and it
must be dealt with Firmly and stopped. 3So, Soviet Jewry we'uve
talked about and we'll have a chance to meet further over
luncheon a 1ittle later today. So, I would 1tke just Lo say
how much we welcome you here, Mr. Minister, as a repretentative

of your Government and also as a personal friend and look
forward to our continuing discussions over lunchean later on

today.

FOREIGN MINISTER SHAMIR: I'm very grateful to the Secretary
far giving this opportunity to come hare and to meet with the
Secretary and his assistants and to discuss the situation in
the Middls East and the relationship between the United States
and Israel. It was a good opportunity to review the various
Fields of our cooperation as the Secretary mentioned -- the
strategic cooperation, the economic cooperation, the
international cooperation, and it is a very important, a vsary
encouraging relaticnship and it serves the cause of peace in
our area and maybe in the world. I have emphasized the great
need Lo walk togethar, ko fight together against the scourge of
the world: the terrorists, the terrorism. It is a danger not
only for our security. It is a danger first of all for tha
peace, for any chance to gekt peaca in our area because by this

a
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blocdshed -- it involves many people and many countries and 1t
becomes very difficult to discuss peace and to negotiate about
peace whan there are hijackers, when there are killed people
and wounded people. The free world has to put an end to this
terrorism. It's a very, very great danger. We'uve also
discussed the chances of peace in our area and it goes without
saying that all of us are interested in getting peace in the
Middle East as soon as possible, but we think, as the United
states thinks, that the only way to get such a peace is by
direct negotiations between the parties. The solution has to
cama from the reglon, not from the cutside the region. There
has to be direct negotlations, direct talks between wus and
Jordan without any pre-conditions. We think that these
pre-conditions as an international conference and thae
participation of terrorists -— of the PLO terrorists -- in this
process_are harmful pre-conditions. They are nulllfginq the
readiness and willingness to make peace and to negotiate about
paace. Of course, we haue discussed also and wa will continue
to discuss the international situation, the situation of the
Jewish people in Soviet Russia that are still suffering from
persecutions and not having this freedom to leave Soviet Russia
and go to their fatherland, to Israel, and, of course, we will
have the cpportunity to continue our discussions and I am very
grateful ko the Secretary For his hospitality and his attitudes
that we know and we know the great importance of the
unederstanding of Secretary Shultz for the various problems of
v=a wradla fagt and especially for the common interests of
Fewgal graoehe Untted Stabes.
