JEWISH LEADER CALLS ON U.§. TO END TALKS WITH PLO

In a statament relsassd today by Robert X, Lifton, president
of the AJCongress, the Jewish leader called on the Adminletration
to terminate ite dialogue with the PLO. 1In his remarks, Mr,
Lifton noted that the AJCongraess was initlally supportive of the
Administration‘’s decislon to enter into a dlialogue with the PLO,

"but this was done in the context of what we ware told were firm
assurances that Arafat was in control of the PLO and that the PLO
had denounced terrorism and scoepted the right of Israsl to exis:
peaceably. Those understandings have now been violated.,"

Affirming the organization‘s position that "terroristas
cannot conduct peace negotlations,* Mr, Lifton doclared that if
Arafat wants us to believe that he is a cradiblae partnar for
peace, he cannot continue "dimingenucusly" to digavow reEpOn-
sibllity for PLO actions. "If he is to retain standing as an
Acoeptabla partner to thllilﬂllnulliﬂnl he must sxercise the
muthority and leadership that he and hig followsrcs have so loudly
apportioned to him.* If indeed he is not in control of the PpLO,
Mr, Lifton cbssrved, "then little purpose im served by continuing
the dialogue,”

1In February, the State Department’s annual
Human Rights Report stated that "IDF guidelines often wers not
followad, resulting in avoidable deaths and induries, Moae
Falestinians ware killed by high velocity rounds shot by the I1IDF or
border police in the course of incidents involving stones,
firebomba, and fleeing suspects." 1In sarly May, the Lawyers
Committee for Human Rights testified that "We believe that IDF
soldiers continue to use excessive force against stone-throwing
children and youths, unarmed fleeing suspects and other
Falestinians whe pose no immediate danger to soldiers’ lives."

U.8, pelicy toward the FLO over the years was shaped

in large measure by an undertaking entered into by the

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U.S. at Israsel’s request in 1975, At that time, as part
of éhu package of arrangements believed necessary to
conclude a second disengagement agreement between Israel
and Egypt, Israel asked that the U.S, not recegnize or
negotiate with the PLO until it Rad met two conditions,
namely recognition of Israel's right to exist and
acceptonce of UN Security Council Resclutions 242 and
338. Gubseguently, we added a third condition, namely

renunciation by the PLO of terrorism.

During these yesrs., successive American
administrations maintzined these conditions as policy, and
the U.5. did not recognize or negotiate with the PLD. We
3lso interpreled this policy mere broadly than strictly
required and refrained from engaging even in a dialauu;
with Lhe PLO. The only exception, as discussed with
Congress at Lhe time, related to discussions with PLO

officials on Lhe security of U.§S. parsonnel .

Pericdically, throughout these thirteen years, the
State DepartmenlL received messages from third parties
signalling PLO interest in a dialogue. Each time this
occurred, our answer was the same: when the PLO changed
its policy and sccepted the conditions, the U.5. would

immediately respond.
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Ia 1988, the U.B. reccived saveral such probes,
Following the Palestine Hational Council meeting in
Alagiers. in Novembar 1988, tha administration assessed thab

In conveying thesa u:pa:LaLiuna: the adminiskration
noted that Arafst could not control all of the actions of
all pecple who belong to organizations wilhin the PLO.
However, the adwinistralion did not want and has not

wanted to give even a yellow light to anyone in the PLO to

think that terrorism would be condoned or accapted by Lthe
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United States. We wanted other countries to help convince
thae PLO to remain £althful to the commitments it had

underlLaken.

I want to stress the difference between the conditions
the PLC had to meet for us to start the dialogue, and ¢uC
axpectations for PLO behavior once the ﬂlalunu; was
launrched. Neither the previous administretion nor this
sdministration imposed new conditionalikty on the
dialogue. Heither administration decided on some
automatic trigger for ending the dislogue. Heither
administration wanted to hand over to any individual or
minority group within the PLO the sole capability of
bringing about an end to the dialogue. Hather, we told
tha PLO that its behavior must improve and thet it must
try to ensure that the entire PLO act ag one in adhering
tog the commitment to renJunce terrorism and recovynize

Israel.

i1t was against this backdrop that the Bush
administration established its policy objectives for the
dislogue with the PLO. From the pubtset the administration
made clear that we would conduct the dislogue on our basic
tarms, namely that we had no intention of diverting the
peace process on to unproductive tracks == for example, by
facussing now on an international conference -- 0T having
the dislogue become an end in itzelf or a means for Lhe
PLO to separste us from Israal. Rather, our intentions
have been to ensure that the FLO remained committed to the
undertakings of December 1588; to promote pragmatic and
realiskie thinking in the PLO with regacd ko the peace

process; and to encourage the PLO and the Palestinian

The dialogue has achieved its gbjectives thus far and
bepnefitted important U.S., policy interests. Within zix
months of its initiation, the dialogue was focussing on
the practical plan initiated in Israel for elections
leading to negotistions. An internstional conlerence,
preferred by the PLO, was no lnnﬁer the focus of
attentiosn. Indeed, the agenda ot the peace process and
the substance of our dialegue with the PLO were shaped in

washington, not Tunis,

This had far-reaching and positive conseguences for
the pezce process. As part ot our effozt to bring aboul
Israeli-Palestinian dialsgue -- an essential first step in
realizing the Israeli peace initiative -- we needued Lo
overcome several serious procedural roadblecks, among them
the issue of compozing the Palestinian delegation. OQur
assessment Was that putting together a credible delegation
of Palestinians from the territories depended on getting
the scguiesence of the PLO, which they see as their
zapra:antativ;a. This assessment is shared by others in
the region, including in Israsel. The Jaffea Center at Tel

Aviv University said that Israsel would have "to address

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the recognized representatives af the Palestinians, that
ig either the PLO or West Bank and Gazan Palestinians who
enjoy & mandate from the PLO." We also continued to
walieve, as we had stated previously in the autonomy
negoriations (1979-1382), that there would need ko be some
representation from East Jerusalem; and we believed that a
delegation would also need to reflect the interasts of
thosm outside the occupled Lerritorias as a symbolic
gesture to the Palestinian diuspora and the unity of the
palestinian people. In all these matters, we also made
~lgar that nothing agreed to at this stage of the peace

1n April iHEE. a month before thea
tsragli government sdopted its peace initimtive, Secratary
Baker wrote to Foreign Minister Arens and said, intar
alip, that it would be necessary to comz up with a
creative way t; include the participation of some
Palestinians ne longer living in the West Bank and Gaza.

PLO's Performence of jts Commitments

exist; and to renounce tQ::nrilm, In the three reports
submitted by the administretlon in response to the PLO
Commitments Compliance Act, the administration indicated
its position that the PLO had complied with ikts
commitments. At tha same time, the administration
indicated clearly that there were serious deficiencies inm
two key areas:.first, thet some PLO individusla or groups
said ambiguous or inconsistent things about terroriam and

recognition of Isreel; and second, that some ﬁrnupu

Mr. President, today is tha 1,878th day that Texry Anderson
has been held captive in Lebanon. The guestion arises, how should
this or any nation respend to such crualty? Mr. Presldent, for
mors than 200 years this nation has been committed to the idea that
nations must act with law on their side and not simply indignation
in their hearts.

Lately we have baen drifting away from this notion. But,
with the Cold War coming to an end and a new ara of violent ethnic
conflict beginalng, we must return to the ldea that rules arae
needed to rastrain the cycle of viclence. Without such rules much
of the world may come to resemble Lebanon.

others have said that the plight of the American hostages
in Lebanon is outrageous., It is. More to the point, however, it
. is illegal. I made this point last August 2nd when Col. William R.
Higgins was murdered. I made the same point last April 27th when I
reminded my Senata colleagues that the Geneva Convention Relative
to the Treatment of Prisoners prohibits "at any time and in any
place whatscever" the "taking of hostages."

Israel in particular has an interest in meking the rules of
international law mors, not less effective. Soma Israells have
peen held hostage for as long as eight years without a word as to
their whereabouts or safety. Thus, I am confident that Israal
dagires to support these norma.

Prisoners may -- indeed, should -- be tried and punished
for violating civilized norms. That is one way to strengthen tha
rules. Not evary priscner is a hostage. But, prisoners held for
the axpress purpose of trading them for persons and other
advantages are hostages and should be released.

YEAR, LOCKING IN MILITARY CHANGES CONSISTENT WITH
POLITICAL REALITIES AND IN EFFECT CHAWNGING THE MAP
OF EUROPE. AT STAEE, OF COUREE, IS THE EFFECTIVELY
VERIFIABLE DESTRUCTION. NOT JUST THE REMOVAL, BUT
